1. Purpose. To pronulgate instructions for reporting events or incidents to
t he Conmandant of the Marine Corps (CMC) and the National Command Authorities
(NCA) on matters involving Marine Corps personnel, units, or installations.

2. Cancell ation. MCO 5740. 2E.

3. Background

a. Reference (a), Joint Reporting Structure (JRS) CGeneral I|nstructions,
provi des guidelines, standards, and instructions applicable to the
organi zation, witing, and promul gation of the subordinate publications of
t he JRS.

b. Reference (b), Joint Reporting Structure Event and Incident Reports,
establ i shes the OPREP-3 reporting systemand is a subordi nate publication of
reference (a). OPREP-3 REPORTS ARE NOT RESTRI CTED TO OPERATI ONAL | NFORMATI ON
OR | NCI DENTS.

Three categories of OPREP-3 reports are used by mlitary units in reporting
significant events and incidents to the highest |evels of command. The
OPREP- 3 reporting is exenpt fromreports control.

(1) OPREP-3 PINNACLE (P) flagword reports, with or without additional
flagwords, is the first category. These reports are subnmtted to the NCA
through the National MIlitary Command Center (NMCC) on any significant event
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or incident where national interest is indicated. The flagword Pl NNACLE
identifies a message directed to the NCA via the NMCC. Additional flagwords
are assigned to identify specific reports of incidents involving nuclear
weapons, Conmander in Chief (CINC) assessnents of crisis situations, and
CINC forces alert condition.

(2) OPREP-3 reports without the flagword PI NNACLE, with or w thout
an additional flagword, is the second category. These reports are used to
i mredi ately notify the appropriate CINC or Service of any incident or event
where national interest is not indicated or is undetermnm ned. BENT SPEAR and
FADED Gl ANT are the two additional flagwords currently established under this
category for reporting significant interest incidents involving nuclear
weapons (non-PINNACLE), or nuclear reactor and/or radiological accidents or
i nci dents.

(3) OPREP-3 reports inmplenented by the CINCs and services is the
third category. These reports provide the CINC s and Services the latitude
of using the OPREP-3 reporting systemfor reporting events or incidents not
requiring national-level reporting. Flagwords nay be designated by the CINC
or Service. The following briefly describes each of the Services use of the
third category of the OPREP-3 reporting system

(a) OPREP-3 NAVY BLUE (NB) flagword reports provide the Chief
of Naval Operations (CNO), through the Navy Comand Center (NCC), wth
i nformation on any significant event or incident where high Navy interest
is indicated and does not neet the criteria for an OPREP-3P or OPREP- 3.
Ref erence (c) describes in detail the Navy' s inplenmentation of the OPREP-3
reporting systemand applies to Fleet Marine Force units under U.S. Navy
cogni zance.

(b) OPREP-3 BEELI NE or HOMELI NE flagword reports provide the
Chi ef of Staff of the USAF/ USAF Service HQ through the Air Force Operations
Support Center (AFOSC), or the appropriate USAF Maj or Comand ( MAJCOM
conmander respectively, with information on incidents of interest. Wen
executing a specific command rel ationship with a USAF seni or headquarters
refer to AFMAN 10- 206

(c) OPREP-3 reports without a flagword provide the Chief of
Staff USA, through the Army Command Center (ACC), with operationa
information of interest to the Army Service Headquarters. Wen executing a
specific command relationship with an Arny senior headquarters refer to the
Armmy Mbbilization and Operations Planning and Execution System ( AMOPES)

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There is a separate Arny report for serious incidents as defined by this
O der.

(d) OPREP-3SIR (Serious Incident Report) flagword reports
provide the CMC, through the Marine Corps Command Center (MCCC), with
i nformation on any significant event or incident where high Mrine Corps
interest is indicated and the Marine unit is not executing an assigned
conmand relationship within a joint or conbined operational conmand. When
executing an assigned conmand rel ati onship within a Joint or Conbined
operational command, the directives of the command to which assigned take
precedence over this order except when reporting events warranting only CMC
attention.

4. Action. This Oder directs the use of the additional flagword SIR in
conjunction with the OPREP-3 report to conmunicate incidents of significant
interest to the CMC through the Marine Corps Command Center. The Reporting
Deci sion Flow Chart at enclosure (1) is provided to assist the decision
maki ng process when determnmining the appropriate OPREP-3 report. (This

encl osure enphasi zes the OPREP-3NAVY BLUE, but not other Services’ reports,
due to the close, continuous operational relationship that exists between the
Navy and Marine Corps.) The Reporting Tinmeline Flowhart at enclosure (2) is
provided to assist the tinmely subm ssion of OPREP-3 reports. Enclosure (3)
provi des additional guidance for determ ning events/incidents that are

OPREP- 3SI R reportable to the CMC (PCC).

a. Marine Corps units assigned to conbatant commands or under the
operational control of a Conbined or Joint Force Conmander will report
events/incidents using directives fromtheir Operational Comander. CMC
(POC) will be included as an infornmation addressee in all reports.

b. The OPREP-3SIR applies specifically to Marine Corps units and
installations not attached to or assigned a specific conmand rel ationship
with a Joint, Conbined, Conmbatant Command. The OPREP-3SIR consists of an
initial voice report followed by a hard copy nmessage and any required
foll ow up nessages.

(1) Voice Report. Provide a voice report within 15 m nutes of any
event/inci dent or when aware of an event/incident, to the MCCC. The voice
report will include as nmuch information as available within the 15 minute
reporting tinme, but at a mininumit will include the same information as
requi red through paragraph 2 of the message report (encl. (4)):
