BULLETIN TO NllWS MEDIA AND LAW ENFORCEMENT 

A reliable, confidential source advised on May J, 1998 that 
during the week of April 13, 1998, 137,000 Alt-47 automatic weapons 
were shipped into Los Angeles, California. At or obout the same 
time, eleven semi-truck loads of AK..::C7 ammunition were also shipped 
into the Loa Angeles area. 

The source does not know the exact destination, the means by 
which these items were shipped, the &hipper(:s) or individual (s) 
involved or responsible. Some Of these arms were also shipped to 
unknown locations in Arizona. 

on May 3, 1998, a reliable, confidential second source advised 
a Los Angeles based trucking company may have been the company used 
to transport these items, The informant suspects this Company 
because the Compa.ny has been used in the past to ship Chinese 
communist merchandise within the united States of America. This 
source has photographed this activity. According to this 
informant, the FBI has escorted several of truck• transporting 
these qood1. 

After receiving the above information, this author contacted 
other sources to confirm these facts and the following information 
was furnished: 

On May 27, 1998-an oilahoaa 1t&te police officer advised he 
had learned ~he following in the Fall of '93 or Spring of '94, from 
one of his contacts on the Los Angeles Police Department: 

* united ltatea'; :-!'I.A.Tr '-Md' cust~"·· aq.nt. had 
intercepted a shipment of fully automatic weapons and 
explosives being off-loaded from a ahip in Lonq Beach 
harbor. The contact J:>elievea the ship was of Chinese 
origin.

* A source clo11e to the L.A. P. D. contact said the 
information on these shipments co.me from inform.ants 
inside 11treet gangs who had inter-related working 
relationships with gangs in Chicago, New York, and 
Florida. He speculated the shipments were bound for 
drug-running street gangs but also felt it was possible 
these shipments were intended for previously located 
terrorist cells in the united States of America. These 
terrorist cells, who are of mostly middle-Eastern 
extraction, are controlled out of the Philippines, This 
indicates shipments were coordinated with the Pakistani 
ISI, the Internal Security service, (similar to the CIA 
of the united States of America). The Pakistani ISI is 
controlled out of Cebu City, P.I. 

* At or about the same time, a similar shipment came 
in and was intercepted in Dade County, Florida. Another 
shipment supposedly ca.me in through Houston, TX, and was

•Right-Wing Christian Fundamentalists• are the true terrorists in 
America. There was no discussion of threats from gangs such as the 
Crips, Bloods or various motorcycle gangs. 

Federal law enforcement officers, includ-ing the FBI 1 have been 
involved in at least 21 united States of America cities in recent 
months in joint training with the military for house-to-house 
searches. Note: Thil 1• in vi9lation of Posle Com-.1,~atus •. •t'Aa ,of 
November 1, 1998, every gun pUrchased in the united States of 
America, including "hunting" rifle&, will have to be registered 
when purchased with the wtited States Treasury Department. 

A Los Angeles county employee advised in connection with her 
employment with L.A. County, she has noted (a service provided to 
the general public - services not identified in order to protect 
the source) in recent months there has been a large influx of young 
Russian and Albanian youth into the Los Angeles area. These young 
men are very intelligent, respectful of authority and highly 
skilled in the use of computers. These young men speak excellent 
English, without an accent, and have lived in the united States for

In Fall, 1996, the Fresno, California, school district 
notified other California school districts that they needed Russian 
interpreters because of the large influx of Russian children into 
the Fresno school district.

• Inspector general says agency 
knew of and officially shut eyes 
to drug trafficking. 

1 ust under two years ago. John Deutch, 
oit that time direc:or of the CIA. trav­

eled to a town meeting in South-Central 
Los Angeles to confr[)nt a community 
outr.;ged by charges that the agency had 
\.Jeen complicit in the importing of c:o· 
ca1ne into California in the 1930s. An1id 
heated exchanges, Deutch publicly 
pledged an intema! investigation by the 
CIA's inspcCtor general :.t:at ·.vould lCave 
no stone unturned. 

It is now possible to review, albeit in 
substantially censored form, the results 
of that probe. At the start of this year, in­
spe.::tor general Fred Hitz released a vol· 
'Jme specifically acktres..<:ing charges made 
in 1996 in the San Jose Mercwy News. 
Earlier this month, Hitz made available 
for public scrutiny a second report ad· 
dreJSing broacler allegations about drug 
running by ~icaraguan Contras.

The CL<\ was Wle~ aware that its 
failure to advise the -Contras to stop drug 
trafficki1Jg might land n ui difficulties. 
Hitz documents the fact that the agency 
knew at that time it should report Contra 
plans to run drugs to the Justice Depart­
ment and other agencies. Nonetheless, 
the CLA kept quiet, and in 1982 got a 
waiver from the Justice Department g1v-

Helena told me about every instance where drugs came into Fayett'eville 

from other areas. At the tirne I didn't think about it, but I now 

believe she told us about drugs coming from outside Fayetteville 

to eliminate competition, probably protecting the local drug scene, 

i.e. The Viet Nam operation. This is my opinion. 

Judge DePree and the U.S. Government have attempted to discredit me, 

insinuating I am having, and have had mental problems. I would like 

to point out that I have been on the Police Officers Advisory 

Commission for North Carolina since before I returned from the 

Fayetteville Police Department in 1973.

The FBI's eagerness to discredit the victim-witnesses may 

be based on more than just an institutional commitment to 
protect fonner Omaha FBI chief Nick O'Hara's friend Chief 
Wadman, or Assistant L'.S. Attorney Thafken, or higher-ups 
in Washington. A look at liie inside the Bureau, including its 
Omaha branch, shows why. 

In August 1990, black FBI agent Donald Rochon <;ett]ed his 
suit against the FBI for racial discriininalion. A highly decor· 
ated veteran of the Los Angeles Police Department, Rochon 
joined the FBI in the early 1980s. According to the settlement, 
Rochon, who worK.ed in the Omaha FBI office in 1983 and 
19&4, will receive more than SI million over his lifetime, and 
have his $500,QC() in legal expenses paid. 

In his suit, Rochon charged Omaha FBI per:ronnel with 
sexual perversion. Some of the details are recorded in a "Motion 
of the [U.S.] Attorney Gene~ for Summary Judgment as to 
Plaintiffs [Rochon] 'Chicago C!airns,'" filed on September 
!3, !989 in Washington, D.C. After his Omaha assignment, 
Rochon had moved to Chicago, '>'1here the harassment con· 
tinued. 

Subhead lI of that motion, 'The Sexual Deviance Complaint 
and Investigation," reads in pJ.I1:

Rochon 
further al!eged that Dillon appeared ~upied with liomo­
sc;;uO\l se;;, kept bomose;;ual pomogra.phy a! h_is desk, and 
bad frequently spokc:n in the office: of !iomosc:u1al acts. 

. .\nether agent backed up Rochon's account of Dilfon's 
allowing Bohle to urinate into his mouth. In an official rew 
sponse, Dillon protested that SA Bohle only "accidentally" did 
urinate on him on one occasion. He added that he, Dillon, had 
not exposed his penis in the office, as Rochon charged, but 
merely his buttocKs. The Bureau defended Dillon's possession 
of pornographic homosexual literature, as nc:cessary for his 
investigation of homosexual prostitution. But Rochon's claims 
of discrimination and harassment were so well suhstantiated, 
that the FB[ chose to settle. 

Jn October 1983, the FBI announced it had investigated a 
male prostitution ring in Omaha. Apparently one of the agen1s 
on the case was none other than SA Dillon. U.S. Attorney Ron 
Lahners commented privately at the time, 'This thing is so big 
and involves so many prominent people around this state." The 
investigation was expected to bring high-level indictments, but 
never did. One Nebraska insider said n:cently, "There is no 
doubt that the pedophile networks investigated in 1983 ovef­
lao~d those of Larry King; in fact King himself was probably 

looked at at that time!' 
Special agent Dil!on, who was investigating ho1nose;i;ual 

prostitution in those years, was "real close to some priests at 

"' 
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Boys Town," according to a law enforcement source who knew 
Dillon then. Years later, Caradori received allegations that 
some priests associated with Boys Town, in particular Father 
Pat Henry and Father Fiala, were pedophiles; Father Henry was 
sent to Bolivia when child abuse scandals surfaced ~! Boys 

Town in the mid-1980s. 
Donald Rochon was a successful agent, part of whose re­

sponsibility while in Omaha was to find missing children. He 
once was commended for finding a kidnapped girl within one 
day of begirining work on the case. Inevitably, as a black agent, 
he would have developed ties in the black community in north 
Omaha, where Larry King's pedophilia was notorious. Many 
of the boys King used as prostitutes were black, and were 
recruited from Boys Town, where the alleged pervert SA Dillon 
seemed to have friends. Would it have been just a matter of 
time until Rochon found himself investigating SA Di11on, and 
others in Dillon ·s clique? One thing was established for certain 
by Rochon' s court documents: Dillon was the ringleader of the 
harassment operation which drove Rochon from Omaha, and 
most of the rest of the Omaha FBI office covered up for Dillon.

Dr. MacDoca1d was Jonorably discharged :rom ·.J:e .-\r:ny and b::gan reb·..:ilding 
his :.ife in California as a respected emerge::icy physician. Hov.·ever, tbe Army 
C.I.D. ·.indertook a reir.vestiga.tion of tbe crimes after b:=..,.ing received pressur!! 
v,.·hen Dr. ~facDo:iaJd and his father-in-law pressured Congress. In 1974, a 
federal g:rar:d jury V.'G.S empa..1eled and ioves:igated tbe ca-;e for six :nonths, fi:1ally 
ret'Jn:i:ig an indictment 2g:;_:nst Dr. M;icDonalcl in 1975.

la'A)'er, Brian :t>1urtaugb, v,;':io ·.vcr:-:ed ir< :he C.I.D. "reinvest:ga:'.on'' i.n 1971-72, 
and who nov.• .,,, .. orked for the Depa:-toent of Justice.

There folJowed years of procedural mai1euvers fror::i bo·.h prosecJtion and 
de:"ense, and :n the Sl:.IDJDer of 1979 tl:ere 'W·a.s a trial in Ra.!eigb, Kor.b Ca:olina. 
The trial judge, Franklin DL:pree, never disclosed tbe fae!. that the early 
prosecutor in :be case had been bis so:::i-i.n·law, now c!ivo:-ced tom tte ji:.dge's 
da:Jghter, but still, of course, :be fatber of :be judge's grandchild.

RICH~!OND, Va.-Jeffrey R. MacDonald, whose murder case 
irospired the best-selling book "Fatal Vision," on Tuesday lost 

his bid for a new trial. 
A three-judge panel of the U.S. 4th Circuit Court of Appeals 

ruled unanimously that newly identified evidence raised by. 
1'.1acDonald's la w:yers "neither supports 1facDonald's accour.t of 
the rriurders nor discrediLS the governrnent's theory" of hov.,.· the 
killings occurred. 

MacDonald's wife, Colette, and their two daughters were 
clubbed and stabbed to death on Feb. 17, 1970, i'1 the fami!y's home 
at the Ft. Bragg, >LC., Army base. MacDonald, a .Physician, was 
con\.ricted of t:ie crimes in 19i9 ar.d freed ·oy an appellate court in 
1980. But )l'ent back to prison in 1982 w:1en the Supreme Court 
reinsta~ed his cor.vict:ons. 

"! don't know what to say," MacDonald said in a telephone 
inler'1iew from a fedE:ral prison in Sheridan, Ore. "It's outra­
geous .... It's very tough to get justice in this country."

Hearst and DeLorean cases, and is recognized as a pioneer in using computer 
an_,alysis of polygraJJh results so that the operator's subjective feelings do not enter 
into the analysis of the results. Using all of tJe above described mettods, Dr. 
Rasl<ia is con,,.i.nced of Dr. Y.acDonald's innocence. 

Dr. Raskin also consults \.Vith several government investigatory agencies as an 
expert in the polygraph, including tJe Central Intelligence Agency and the 
Federal Bureau of Investigation.

The Mac.Donald saga was already old 
and exceedingly tired when lawyer H"-l"Vey 
Sllverglate took over the appeal in 1989, at 
Dr. :0-lacDonald's request. The ti,r,·o men 
had been contemporaries at Princeton 
l.Tniversity in the early 1960s but bad 
pursued very different callings. Mr. Sll­
verglate, scruffy and left-leaning, had at­
tended Harvard Law School and then gone 
on to defend draft resisters, student pro­
testers and Black Panthers.

From !he start, 
Dr. MacDonald had claimed thac his fam­
i:y hall been clubbed and s:abbed to death 
by a drug-crazecf band of hippies, led by a 
woman wearing dark clothing, a floppy hat 
and a long, blond wig and chanting''acid is 
gTOQvy, kill the pig:s.·· He said he hctd been 
awakened by the screams that night in 
February 19i0 and been sta:ibed - though 
mostly s11pcrficia!ly - by rhe assailants. 
B;_;t physic;iJ e•il!ence of :tny ir:trudcrs 11:as 
s:a11t. and neithr.-r a ju:-y nor.

Cuntinued From F'ir:>t Pa.ye 
owned and wJre a blond v.1g and at times 
had confessed to being involved in the 
crime. (Otlier '.imes, st:e said she took too 
many drugs to rememJer - and the judge 
ha<l ruled her testimony inadmissible.) 
She died ln 1983. 

To evaluate these materials for the 
government, the prosecution in 1900 
brought in Special Agent ~!alone, then the 
top hair· and-fiber examlner in the Federal 
Bureau of Investigation crime lab and a 
ne<1r-lcgcnd among prosecutors for his 
powr!riul performance~ as an expert wit· 
ness. 

In reVJew1ng the evidence, Mr. Malone 
discovered two add~:iona! blond strands, 
one 24 inches and one 9 inches long. He 
determined that the dark fibers were onii­
nary household debris and th;i.t the syn­
thetic hair-made or a substance known as 
saran - came from dolls that had been 
owned by the MacDonaid girls. He further 
asserted ln an affida\it that the saran 
fibers were "not consistent with the type of 
fibe:-s normally used in :he rnanuiactl.lN: of 
wi~. 

When defense laW}·ers 1xnnted our that 
the government hadn't proved the syn· 
thetic fibers actually came from dolls, Mr. 
~alone offered another, more detailed, 
a!!idavit, dated May 21, 1991. In it, he said 
he had consulted ··numerous standard 
references which are routinely used in the 
textile industry and as source material in 
the FBI Laboratory" and that "none of 
these star.dard references reflect the use of 
saran f:bers :n cosmetic wigs." A reason, 
he suggested. was that saro.n eouldn"t be 
made :n the "tow"·- or cll.~mped - form 
essential to the manufacture of human 
wig:;. 

He summed up by saying, ·•rn the 
absence of anr evidence to the contrary, I 
conclude that the ... blond saran fibers in 
this case are not cosmetic wig fibers." 

Mr. ~ralone's willingness to reach such 
an unequivocal conclusion was a hallmark 
of his worlc and it had already made him a 
controversial flgi..ire among forensic scien· 
tlsts. He didn't rPspond to repeated re­
quests, by phone and in wnt:ng, to corn-
111ent for Ibis article. 

Ph:r·s;caliy impos1nF; at 6 feet 3 lnches 
and a muscular ZOU pounds, :0-1r. :il:alone 
bad joined the FBI in 1970 and entered the 
bureau·s crime lab four year:; later. Prose· 
cutors quickly came tlJ llJve hirn, or at least 
the testimony he ;iro~ided. Though foren· 
sic specialists maintain that hair testi­
mony is seli:!orn definitive - Jnt'. is far less 
reliable than !inger;irin! . .<; - Mr. r.falone 
con5isten!ly projectf'd a r.:gher degree of 
;ertainty. 

A WaJJ Street Journal review of more 
~han_a dozen or his past cases shows that, 
in n;ai after tMal over :i period of years, 
~!r. ,,falone ga,•c nearly the identical as· 
suro.nces_ t.o j1_iries about the reliability of 
tus hair identifications. Regardless of the 
year, he routinely said he had examined. 
th~ hairs or ··10,uoo people"' in his carrer. 
Then he a_sserted that there had been on!y 
two occasions - later he said three - "In 
v.·hich the ~air from two different people 
wa_s so s1m1Jar that it coLJ.idn't be distin· 
g'J.JShcd." 

~r. .~1alone v.·as so effl'ctive in winning 
con\'lct1ons that Florida state prosecutors 
would bypass the more-cautious state hair 
exami~ers and rely on the FBI instead, 
accordinE: to Deborah Lightfoot, a crime-­
lab examiner for the Florida Department 
of Law Enforcement. 

. But questions were already being 
raised about whether his sell-assuredness 
was justified. in 
both_ 1987 and 1988, 
F1onda appellate 
courts overturned 
guilty verdicts-cit· 
ing insUfficient eVi­
dence - in Calles in 
which :i.1r. Malone 
had testified for the 
prosecution. In the 
1988 case, Mr. Ma­
lone had told jurors 
that the chances 
were "almost non­
existent" that ~airs Harvey Silirrg/ate 
found on the \'lCtim 
originated from anyone other than the 
defendant. [n ordering the defendant's 
acquittal and immediate release from 

prison, the court wrote: ""\<l'e do not share 
Mr. Malone's conviction in the infallibility 
of hair-compansori eY!dence. Thus we can· 
not uphold a conViction dependent on such 
evidence.·• 

Also in 1988, with !'Ifs. Lightfoot working 
for the state. defense i!J.•,•;yers tooK the 
unusua~ step of calling her as a witness in a 
scr-arate murder case 1:ivol~1ng Mr. Ma· 
Jone's tes,imony. She tuld t~,e jury that a 
pa:-ticular hair couldn't be Enked df'fini· 
tiveJy lo the defend3.nl, desp1:e Mr. Ma· 
lone·s conf:dent assertion '.h~t it rould. She 
bad never tcstL'.ied for a i:!efendant before. 
:-lonethe!ess. James A. Dw.:kt>tt. a former 
pohce officer who still says he ~s innocent, 
was convicted J.nd sente;iced to death. The 
defense trn.s sin~e won the right to get t:ie 
hfl.ir retested.

cutors and defense attorneys. Edwan 
Blake, a Richmond, Calif., forensic ScieD 
tist uninvolved in any of Mr. Malone': 
cases, goes so far as tu ~a.I! r.tr. Malone': 
claims of nee.r·certainty "fraudulent." Dr 
Blake sai-•s hair evidence can"t be precisl 
bei:ause "there's too much variation, anc 
it'~ ail too subjective." 

YEl the FBI crime !ah brought Mr 
M11lone into the highest profile, most sens1 
tive matters, such as the investigation o 
the 1985 tnurder of U.S. drug-enforcemen 
agent Enrique Camarena in ~1exico. Anc 
fonner FBI colleagues say l.1r. Malone·~ 
role in cracking the Camarena case wor: 
him a bonn.~ and a letter of commendatior 
irotn !he Justice Department in 1989. Mr 
Malone's hair-and-fiber testimony in tlu 
case v.·as credited with winning the convic­
tion of a wealthy Hondllfan businessmar 
in 1990. 

The FBI didn't respond to phone calll 
and written questions related to Mr. Ma 
lone. Itcollldn"t be detennined whether tbl 
agency was aware of concerns abotit Mr. 
l.ialone's work as far back as the 1980S. 
though some former a gen ts say the FB:· 
doesn't keep close track of their couri 
testimony in most routine cases. 

On ).lay 2L 1991. the sa.me day that Mr. 
Malone provided his affidavit ln the Mac 
Donald a~peal. he also testified in a casi. 
that wouh! call his credibility into questlot 
more sharply than any preVious triaJ. Tbf 
Warren County, Pa., case involvEd me 19'8l 
murder of a 3.J-year-old woman, Kathi 
Wilson. The defendant, Jay 111·illiam Bud:: 
ley, llad he en accused by an atlegec 
accompEc0. Hair ev1.Cence was sent to th! 
New York State Police Crime Laboraton 
for evaluation because Mrs. \l/ilson wa: 
from upstate New York. 

Catll!")'n Oakes, the examiner there 
repurtEd that she was unable to concludt 
that any of the halr belonged to Mr 
Buctley. Lacking fingerpMnts or otlle1 
physical e~idence. District Attorney Jo 
seph Massa Jr., say:; he decided to cal 
up.:m the FB!'s top hair·and-iiber man, Mr 
!1-lalone. to lend his expertise. 



At rlrst, the May l~l tr.al went blld.Jy 
for the prosecut:!on, with the alll'ged ac· 
complice admitting hundreds of times that 
he had lied or changed his story. But Mr. 
Malone seemed to tun1 the Ude. In two 
days of testimony, he tried hard to !ink Mr. 
Eu~kley to the mllfder. Al one point, .'11r. 
Malone sa:d he be!ieved there was a ··very, 
very s~rong pos~ibility" that !1air in Mrs. 
WiL~on's van came from .\lr. Buckley. who 
police had saii.I was drivir.g the vehicle. In 
a devastating blow to lhe defense, he 
further testified that a hair he believed was 
Mrs. Vi'ilsun 's was found on a White blanket 
Ln the van be!on1rlng to Mr. Buckley's 
alleged acoon1plice. U1 contrast, Ms. 
Oakes, the New York State examiner, had 
fnL1nd what she tenned "unaccountn.ble 
dissim1la~ities" between the vic!lm's hair 
and the ha:r in the van. 

There v.·as good reason for Ms. Oakes's 
conclusion: It turned out that the eVidcnce 
had been mislabeled and that l.ir. Malone 
had actually tested a plain white blanket 
belonging to Mr. Buckley that hacl never 
been anywhere near the crime scene. The 
blanket from the van had rlowen; on a 
white background. 

Confronte-d with proof of the r:iislabel:? 
evirlen~e. i\ir. Malone persisted: I 
ma!r.hed a Dair on the blanket to Kathy 
Wl;son. I don"t know how it got there, but 
a:l 1 knev• is ... it's. consis~ent with coming 
from her." 

Mr. Buckley was acquit.ted. N.ow the 
defendant's laY..)'er, Barry Lee Smith, ?as 
this to say about Mr. i'lfalone: ''The guys a 
total liar. My client could hr.ve ~een ele~· 
trocuted based on his testimony If I hadn I 
discovered that he'd been shipped the 
wrong blanket." 

111r. 1'<1alone"s other effort on l>!ay ~l. 
l991 - his staternents in the !YfacDona!d 
cas~ - appeared to tum out better for the 
prosecutron. In a July 1991 rull~g on i\lr, 
Silverglate''i plea for a new ~ndl. Judge 
Du-ree relied heavily on Mr. Malone, 
"A~cording to Malone," the judge wrote, 
"the blond synthetic fibers ... were not 
consistent with blond wig hairs from any 
known wig fibers currently in the F'Bl 
laboratory reference collection .... Mac­
Donald has presented no evidence that 
blond saran fibers have e•·er been used in 
the :nanufar:ture of hur.iE.n wigs." There· 
fore. he ruled, there was no cause to :eopen 
thP case. :Judge 0 1.:pree C:~ect tr. l99,,.) . 

Mr. Sllvergla:e appealPd. to no avail. 
Indeed, a federal appeals court L'.1 J_une 
1992 th!ded ~Ir. Silvergla:e for connnwng. 
Noting tha: the MacDonald court ~~cord 
a!reaC.v "conta!ns over 4.0DO pages and 
tha' nOthing '.n it "probably v•ould have 
ra2sed reasonah!e doubts :n th~, minds of 
JUrurs," ".he court concluc!:ct: v.:i11e "(e 
are keenly aware uf :'.>1<.fDona!d s .1ns.s­
cence as to his innoce:ict'. ~t w~e point we 
r.JJst accept thls case as final. 

Here the story could have ended. Rut 
the court's words nettled Mr. SHverglate, 
who is active in the American CiVil Ijber· 
ties Ur11011 and objects to the notion that 
a:iy case is erer reall.Y final. "No justice 
system E.'Ver benefited by having a case 
f'rld with an innocent man in prison,'" Mr. 
Silverglate says. "Here was a cot1rt say· 
i:ig, 'It's reaUy time to go away.' But truth 
is more co1np!icated than that." 

Already $175,000 in the hole, i\fr. Sil­
verglate remained on the case. For the 
next four years, he and an associate, Philip 
Olrm1er, and several other lawyers filed 
numerous new Freedom of Information A;;t 
requests, interviewed nearly a dozen man­
uiacturers of wigs and makers and users of 
saran - all with the goal of getting lnto 
cour: yet again. 

Was r.lr. Malone accurately describing 
wtiat FBI texts said about saran? To find 
out. the lawyers requested all materials in 
the FDI's possession about the possible 
uses of the fiber, In April 1993, the Freedom 
of Information Act search turned up two 
books belonging to the Justice Department 
that said saran was indeed used for wigs. 
One of the books was clearly marked as 
belonging to the FBI crime lab's own 
collertion. l'r!r. Malone had made no men­
tion of these in his affidavit- and the court 
had relied on the absence of any such 
rnateriat;; in reaching its decision not to 
reopen the ca.se. 

Was it actually impossible to make 
saran in the "tow"' form required for 
Wig-making? The MacDonald lawyers ob­
tained from National Plastic Products C.O., 
in Odentan. Md .. a "tow" of blond saran 
fihers that the company had 1Jnce made, 
contradicting l'rir. Malone's statement that 
saran ~ouldn't be manufactured in this 
fonn. The MacDonald defense tea1n also 
located v,ig manufacturers and whole­
~alers who asserted tha: saran fibers v.·ere 
11sed in wigs in the 1960s ancl 19TOs. 

Mr. s;1verglatc also learned that Mr. 
Malone had sought, but failed to get, a 
statement from a i\fattel Inc. doll special· 
ist, Judith Schizas. that a 24-inch saran 
fiber migh: have come from a :Pr!attc>l doll. 
Though Ms. &hizas says she told Mr. 
:Prlalone and two of his colleagues that 
neither Mattel nor other mnnu!acturers 
she ltnew had used such long fibers, the 
government agents continued to press her, 
she says. "It'u aren't trying to r1ilroad 
this gll}', are you?" i\ls. Schizas says she 
ilSked. She says l'rfr. Ma.Ion~ laughed and 
then rPsponded, ":>lo, we know he's guilty, 
and there's a ton of other e~•dence lo prove 
lt."' 

A rouple o! weeks a~ter tile visit, Ms. 
Slh1zas savs. she received a clraft affidavit 
from fede"rril prosecutors. !t s:ated that 
~ar3.n was ''the major fiber used for doll 
half by :V!at'.el" and others until the 19SGs. 
The affid~vit a!so said thi!t doll hciirs could 
be Couh~rd rlur:ng the wee:_1C:ng prucess to 
r·educr a ~4-inch fiber into<.. foot-long hair. 
Disa57ec1ng .,,,·1th both assertions, !\1s. 
SchiZ3.S refused to sign. 

Simiiarly, Mr. Mall)ne sought a s 
ment from A. E:dward Oberha1:s Jr., s1 
vice president at K<i.neka America Cor 
New York, saying saran ·.1·asn't use< 
wigs. But Mr. Oberhaus. whose com1 
rnanufactures wii:- rihers made of c 
substances. says lle didn't have in!o1 
tion about saran so declined to sigi 
alfidaVJt later provided by Pro&ecu 
Instead, he provided his own sworn s 
men! that dldn't comniit one way QI 
other on saran. 

Mr. Oberhaus's affidavit wa:i nel 
used by the government nor disclosl: 
Dr. MacDonald's defense team. The 
ure of Mr. Malone and prosecutor 
disclose what happened with botb 
Schiias and :Prfr. Oberhaus was slgnlfk 
accorrling to Mr. Si!verg!ate, because I 
ecutor.i and government· agents hav{ 
obtigat1on to turn over anything that m 
be important to the defense, even 
unclermines the prosecution. 

In late February of this year, 
Silverglate was about ready to seek a 
review of the case based on the info1 
tion he and his team had gathered s 
they lost their last appeal in 1992. 
despite his years of work. he wasn't 
optimistic. He worried that the courts 1

Yesterday, Justice Department Inspec­
torGeneral Michael Bromwich reported on 
an 13-month investigation or the FBI crime 
lab, a probe that had been laanched be­
cause of broad allegation~ of bias fust 
made by supernsory special agent Fred­
eric \Vhitehurst in 1995. The inspector 
general concl:ided '.ha'. Mr. :\fa.lone had 
indeed "testified falsely ;ind outside his 
expertise" '.n the Hastings matter. But in 
h:s report yesterday, the inspector general 
stopped short of finding intentional wrong­
doing by Mr. l\.Ialone and left lt up to !be 
FBI to "assess what disciplinary action is 
now appropriate for l.fichael Malone" in 
connection with the Hasl!:;gs matter. Ac· 
cording to the report, the FBI defendecl Mr. 
l\1alorJe, stating "it is not appropriate to 
characlenze Malone"s tfe's:in1011y as false 
becausfe' :t was not intentior..tlly decep­
trve."" 

Th~ report recommended that the FBI 
monitor Mr. Malone's future experttesti· 
mony to "assure that il is accurate and 
limited to matters within his knowledge 
and competence." But the inspector gen­
eral didn't allude to the MacDunaldcase DT 
to any or t.1r. Malone's other testimony 
over tw() decade"s. 

~fr. Si!verglate says he believes the 
Tobin memo will prove to be the real 
turning point in the 27-year-old MacDonald 
case. "It not only raised !he issue of FBl 
infallibility, but it made the scam in tbe 
MacDonald case part of a larger pattern 
that would be harder for the court to 
ignore," Mr. S!Jverglate says. "Now we 
believe that somebody in a black robe will 
pay serious attention to t~.is case." 

Whether the federal collrt in North 
Carolina will be sv1ayed. however. is far 
from certain. Mr. Sih·erglate 's C()urt filing, 
expected next week, arf;1Jes that the last 
appeal was reiected based ori allegedly 
fraudulent statements in .\Ir. Malone's 
af!idavit. But despite well·docwnented 
questions about ~tr. illalone's work, there 
are further hurdles: In order to win a new 
trial. Mr. Silverg!ate will have to prove 
both that lhe evidence was withheld by the 
government in 1970 am.I that it might have 
led to an acquittal. 

The hair evidence is, :'vlr. Silverglate 
maintains, '"crucial'" because 1t lends ere- r 
dence to Dr. !>IacDonald"s story about a 
band. oi intruders led by a '110!".'ian wearing 
a long, blond wig. It also adds potential 
s~gni!icance to n1e tcs:imony o: a police 
officer at the i9i9 trial. Officer Kenneth 
~Eca told the jury that •Jn the ·;.·ay to the 
MacDonald home on the night of the 
murders, he spotted a woman standing 
blocks aw:iy, in the rain, ·.1·ith long blond 
hair ~.nd a floppy hiit and boots. 

He said th3.i he thought it strange that 
she should be there at 3 :30 a.m. but that he 
didn't have time to stop beraus&·he W!tS 
responding to a call for help. The jury 
didn't think much of that te~tin1ony at the 
time, but !\fr. Silverglate is hoping that, in 
ligttt or the new information on saran, the 
court will see thing:; differently. 

As for Mr. Ma!One. he ls currently 
working not 111 tbe crime lab but in the 
FBr's Norfolk, Va., field offic:e, as a Sp€cial 
agent. He was transferrecl there, as part of 
a general FBI move to put agents b.ack in 
lhe field, in 19!14. Since then he has contin­
tled to participate in high·profile cases, 
including lhe investigation of John Salvi 
Jrd's shooting rampage at Boston-area 
abortion clinics. 

Meanwhile, courts continue to cha!· 
lenge his testimony. On March 6, the 
Florida Supreme (;ourt reversed a murder 
ccnvlction of serial tiller Bobbie Joe Uing •. 
In its ruling, the CTlurt specLfica!ly found 
Mr. Malone's hair·and-fiber testimony in­
sufficient to justify that conviction. 

FBI Lab Is Faulted for Sloppy Work 
But Report Clears Scientists of Perjury

WASHL'\/GTON - Federal Bureau of In· 
vesti~atlon scientists gave distorted testi­
mony to n1eet prosecutors' needs and did 
sloppy analytical v:ork in somt> eases, 
according to a stinging 500-pagc Justice 
Department report. 

The department's inspector general 
said FB! laboratory employees gave inac· 
curate testimony and produced scientifi· 
cally flawed reports in such high-profile 
cases as the bombings of the World 
Trade Center iu New York and the Okla· 
homa City federal buildlng. 

The Fl3! scientists, however, diQn't 
cor:imll perjury or fabricate evidence, the 
report said. 

Inspector General Michael Bromwich, 
who convened an international panel of 
experts and lawyers for the 18-month in­
quiry into the laboratory, recommended 
structural changes in the lab and dlsc1plln· 
ary action against five employees, three of 
whom fl.lready were transferred. The probe 
was limited to three units in one section, 
out of five, :n the lab. 

The report criticlzed David ~Villlams, a 
:orme~ examiner in the explosives uni:, fur 
'.!is wurk Lln tbe World Trade Center and 
Oklai101na City bombings. Mr. Willla1ns 
based hi~ Oklahoina City conclusions "not 
on!!. valid scientific analysis but 011 specu· 
lation from tll.e evidence associated with 
the defendants," the in~pector general 
said. The report, for exa1nple, said Jlitr. 
Williams decided a 4,0GO·pound an1mo­
r1ium n:tra~e·fuel oil bomb was used based 
on the defendants' a:leged purchas~s 
ra:her tf,an on scientific evidem::e. 

At the \'lorld Trac!e Cer:ter :rial, Mr. 
Wiiliams '·gave inaccurate and incomplete 
testimony and teotified to invalid opioions 
thb.l a;ipeared '..ailored !o the rr.ost incrimi-
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nating rcsuJt," the report saicl. 
!'.tr. Williams didn't respond to an Intel"'" 

vie'>': request, but in a written reply to the 
inspector general's report, he conceded 
that his Ok.lahon1a finding is "categori­
cally overstated.'' 

Frank Handelman, a lawyer for Mo­
hammad Salameh, who was sentenced to 
240 years in prison for his role in the World 
Trade center bombing, saicl the report 
may lead to motions for a new trtal. The 
lawyer fol- Timothy Mcveigh, now on trial 
for the Oklahoma City bomblng, decllned 
to comrnent on the report. 

Despite the report, Justice Department 
officials don't believe the lab's problems 

. have caused the innocent to be convicted. 
The FBI said sfe'veral hundred cases are 
being reviewed to determine if there iS 
eVidence favorable to the defense. 

The FBI said it has adopted the inspec­
tor general's 40 recommendations to Im­
prove the lab. '"The problems identified by 
the inspector general should never llave 
been permitted to develop," said FBI Dep­
uty Director Rill Esposito. "There was a 
clear and serious failing in not adequately 
detect~ng these problems and, in many 
instances, not mo~ing swiftly enough to 
resolve the1n." 

The inspector general's probe was 
sparked by complaints from Frederic Whi­
tehurst, a sup~n•bory special agent and a 
lavtyer and chemist who was assigned to 
the lab. He was ;ilac~d on administrative 
[eave with pay in January. 

\\'hiie the report "substantiated some 
important allegations made by White­
