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Introduction: Multiple
Personality Disorder in the 1980s

A rapidly growing body of recent clinical and research contriby-
tions has substantislly advanced our understanding of multiple
personality disorder. Asa consequence, this condition is gradually
emerging from the shadowy realm of those psychiatric raritjes,
obscurities, and curiosities long surrounded by fascination, contro-
versy, and skepticism, Mukiple personality disorder is beginning
to take its place amang the recognized mental disorders. Although
1t is premature to consider this transition accomplished, and naive
to assume the process will be completed without certain vicissi-
tudes, considerable progress has been made in 4 tather brief period
of time.

Creuves (1) noted that the 19th and 20th century clinical litera-
ture on multiple personality disorder was dominated by single case
studtes. Before 1980, the only large series of multiple personality
disorder cases teported in the literature was that of Allison (2). In
short order, Bliss (3), Braun (4), Kluft {5, 6}, and Pumam et al. (7} de-
scribed series of between 14 and 171 cases. It is well known that g
number of experienced clinicians have not vet published their
own comparable series. In his foreword to 2 Psychiatric Clinics of
North America special 1984 issue on multiple personality disor-
der, Braun reported knowing of “approximately 1,000 cases” then
in treatment with various therapists (8). My own poll of 70 mental

health professionals who came as students to a recent course on
multiple personality disorder revealed that they had encountered
267 such patients. Approximately 60 were currently treating
individuals with multiple personality disorder. Clearly, the days of
regarding multiple personatity disorder as a rarity undeserving of
scientific study are nearing an end.

As increasing numbers of muliiple personality disorder patients
are identified, it becomes possible to move toward correlating and
_researching psychopathological and psychophysioclogical phenom-
ena that anecdotal reports can only describe, and that single case
studies can only begin to document Pumam has reviewed the
history of 20th-century efforts to research multiple personality
disorder (9). He has outlined both the models available for its
exploration, and the practical considerations that influence subject
selection and protoce! design (10). It now is possible 1o begin to ask
basic questions about multiple personaliry disorder and to evolve
research strategies that may, in time, Jead to reasonable answers.

The major findings of recently published explorations of multi-
ple personality disorder can be summarized succinctly:

1. Multiple personality disorder is not rare (3=7). Its incidence is,
however, unknown. The myth of rarity contributes to both its
underdiagnosis and its misdiagnosis. In the series of 100 pa-
tients studied by National Institute of Mental Health (NIMH)
workers, an average of 6.8 years had elapsed berween these
patients' first mental health assessments and their being diag-
nosed accurately (7, 11

2. The psychophysiclogical and neurophysiclogical correlates of
the separate personalities can be studied. They appear to held
up when measured against standard and real simulator con:
trols. Nevertheless, investigators caution that in this area, as in
any new field, first results must be regarded as preliminary.
One must hedge tentative interpretations of the data by
acknowledging the possibility that some unanticipated con-
founding systematic artifact may yet be discovered that leads to
a revision of our current understandings {9, 12-14),
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3. This condition is highly correlated with traumatic experiences
during childhood., These usually, but not inevitably, involve
child abuse {7, i5; Chapters 1-9 of this monograph).

4. This condition is highly respansive to psychotherapy (6).

5. Swuble unification of the personality is achievable and has been
documented by a follow-up study (6).

6. Comnmonly expressed corcerns over risks of iatrogenesis and
artifactual augmentation of the condition appear to have been
greatly overemphasized. Working with the separate personal-
ities does not reinforce them, nor does it worsen pathology.
This may appear to be the case early in treatment; but, in fact,
such an approach paves the way for their eventual mutual
identification, empathy, and unification (6, 7, 16-19).

7. Individuals who develop multiple personality disorder are
dissociation-prone (6). Recent studies support this long-standing
clinical impression by demonstrating that multiple personality
disorder patients are highly hypnotizable (20). They respond
well 10 u variery of hypnotherapeutic interventions (5).

8. The circumspect and judicious use of hypnosis in the therapy
of multiple personality disorder is benign and constructive,
Previously expressed cautions appear to have been oversiated.
Misadventure can follow the misuse of hypnosis, as it would
the misuse of any modality (5, 6, 17, 19).

Workers in the feld have long been struck by the unfortunate
iipact of multiple personality disorder upon its victims. While
some multiple personality disorder patients function adequately or
even exceptionally, many are more or less incapacitated. All
suffer. The cost and loss to the atflicted individuals, their loved
anes, and society 1s immense. The “intriguing’” and "fascinating”
phenomena may capture the attention of the curious, the neo
phyte, and the dilettante. The difficulties involved in conceptual-
izing and explaining multiple personality disorder may stimulate
the cientist and theoretician. But it s the stark misery of these
pattents and the ordeals they have endured that concern the
experienced clinician.

- An appreciation of this conditon’s potentially devastating im-
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pact and an awareness of its treatability combine to make the
exploration of its childhood antecedents and manifestations
rimely, urgent, and of great potential importance. Recent advances
and progress in the diagnosis, treatment, and exploration of adult
multiple personality disorder suggest that its identification and
treatment in childhood is desirable. The frst reports of multiple
~ personality disorder in childhood show that what is desirable is
- also eminently feasible (21). : _ _

Aspects of Multiple Personality in Childhood, the symposium
that gave rise to this monograph, was presented at the 137th
Annual Meeting of the American Psychiatric Association in Los
Angeles. This symposium was the first ever organized to discuss
multiple personality in childhood and o explore its antecedent
causes. [t was a coming together of clinicians and researchers to
share current knowledge and establish a data base as a foundadon
for future work in this area. The original symposium's contribu-
tions have been augmented by additional studies, published for the
first time in this monograph.

in Chapter i, Dr Jjean Goodwin addresses a fundamental
problem confronting anyone who warks with those who say they
have been abused—the problem of credibility. She offers an
incisive and trenchant analysis of the pressures within individ-
"uals, professions, and societies to disavow the reality of what is too
intolerable to accept.

In Chapter 2, Dr. Cornelia Wilbur draws upon her extensive
experience with traumatized individuals in exploring the impact
of child abuse upon a youngster's development, with particular
reference to the creation of multiple personality disorder. She
outlines the varieties of abuses encountered in the histories of
such patients, and shares a number of clinical vignettes.

In Chapter 3, Drs. Bennett Braun and Roberta Sachs explicate a
theory for the development of multiple personality disorder. They
explore its predisposing, precipitating, and perperuating factors,
and propose that dissociation and severe distress are the essential
preconditions of the disorder. They present a mode! for under
standing the condition's etiology and apply the model to two case
examples.
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Iy Chapter 4, Dr. Trank Putnam places multiple personality
disorder in the overall context of the dissociative disorders. He
shows the association between this class of diagnostic entities and
tratmatic events. In a comprehensive review of the litcrature, he
establishes that the connection between multiple personality
disorder and overwliclining experiences is not an isolated correla:
tion. In fact, dissociations of many varieties are similarly con-
nected. The mujor differences scem to relate to the age of the
victim at the time of the traumatization, and the nature of the
traumata endured.” : ' )

Edward Frischholz continues the exploraticn of connections
between dissociation and child abuse in Chapter 5, by relating
these topics to hypnosis and hypnotizability. He makes it possible
ta appreciate the importance of the literature of hypnosis to the
study of multiple personality disorder. His work draws together a
number of themes from previous chapters, and anticipates my
comments on trestment in Chapter 8.

[n Chapter 6, Dr. Bennett Braun describes his findings among
the familics of 18 patients suffering multiple personatity disorder.
Eis discovery that these patients’ families include a large number
of individuals who sufler dissociative disorders, including muld-
ple personality disorder, offers powerful evidence for the trans-
generational incidence of these conditions.

Closely telated is D Mhilip Coong's study, comparing children
of 20 multiple personality disoider patients w children of 20
control cases, it Chapter 7. Dr. Coons documents a higher
incidence of psychopathology among the children of the multiple
personality disorder patients. He also finds a transgenerational
incidence of multiple personality disorder, including a case of
childhood multiple personality disorder.

In Chapter 8, I describe the evolution of a predictor instrument
for childhood multiple persunality disotder and its ¢linical valida-
tion on five actual cases of multiple personality disorder ‘in
children. I also discuss the presentations of the first cases of
multiple personality disorder in children reported since 1840, draw
distinctions between the adult and childhood forms of the condi-
tion, and offer comments on the treatrnent of the chitdhood form.
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In Chapter 9, [ present information on childhood cases, adult

cases, and previously unpublished data on multiple personality
disorder in older adults, in an attemnpt to describe the natural
history and "life cycle” of muitiple personality disorder. Data
from childhood cases illuminate many of the most vexing dilem-
mas that continue to confound the accurate recognition of this
diagnostic entity.

This monograph comes 10 a close with Dr. Richard E. Hicks's
discussion of the preceding chapters, and his commentary on their
implications for clinical practice and research.

famuiv.’ Ocecasionally, however, tus lips loosencd. and
he wouid strongly tnumate that his work tnvolved the
creation  of  hypne-programmed  couriers and
hvpnotically-induced split personalities. Whether he
succeeded in thesz areas remains a contraversial point,
Nevertheless, the eccentric and flamboyant Estabroaks
rematns a pivetal figure v the early lustory of
clandestine behavioral research.

Whizh is not to say that he worked alone. Warld
War [T was the first conflict in which the human brain
became a field of bartle, where invading forces were led
bv the most notable names in psvchology and
sharmacology, On bath sides, the war spurred furdous
efforts to create 2 "truth drag™ for use in interrogating
Trisoners.

General William "Wild Bil" Donovan, directar of
the OSS, tasked his crack tcam — including Dr.
Winifred Overhulser, Dr. Edward Strecker, Harry J.
Anslinger and George White — to modify human
perception and behavior through chemical means. Their
"medicine cabinet" included scopolarmine, pevote,
barbituates, mescaline, and marijjuana. Simultancously,
the notorious Nam doctors at Dachau experimented
with mescaling as 2 means of elinunating the victim's
will to resist. Jews, slavs, gypsies, and other
"Untermenschen” 1 the camp were surresputously
slipped the drug; later, mescaline was combired with
hypnosis ®

After the war, a number of Naxm chemical warfare
specialists went on to work for the American secret
services, These scientists included Karl Tauboeck,
whess amempts to Srd s workabie "medth somam”
provided the CIA wath a wealth of data — data derived,
uldmately, from ruthless human experimentation. Other
Third Reich researchers found covert Amencan
empoyment: Friedrich Hoffman wowed the Amercan
spock community with hus discovery of a paralysis-
inducing conch she!l venom, while Theodor Waogner-
Jauregg, Kurt Rarh, and Hans Turmit received
pavchecks from Uncle Sam to continue their warume
explorations of Tabun, Sarn, and other poison gases.’
Toess men had acied a5 the handmaidens of Holocaust,
vet Amercan authorities paid no heed; by 1947, when
the Nawvv instituted Project CHATTER, America had

The newly-formed ClA first plunged into this
cesspool in 1950, with Project BLUEBIRD, rechns-
iened ARTICHOKE in 1951, To esuablish a "cover
story™ for this research, the CLA funded a propaganda
sffort designed to comvince the world that the
Communist Bloc had devised insidious new methods of
re-shaping the human will; the CLA's own efforts couid
therefore, if exposed, be explained as an aticmpt 1o
"catch up” with Soviet and Chinese work. The primary
promoter of this "line” was one Edward Hunter, a CIA
contract employee operating undercover as a journalist,
and, later, a prominent member of the John Birch
society. (Hunter was an 0SS wveteran of the China
theatre — the same spawning grounds which produced
Richard Helms, Howard Hunt, Miwch WerBell, Fred
Cnsman, Paul Helliwell and a host of other
noteworthiss who came to domicate that strange land
where the worlds of imtelligence and nght-wing
extremism meet.) !0

When the CIA's mind control program was trans-
ferred from the Office of Security to the Techmcal
Services Swaff (TSS) in 1933, the name changed again
— to MKULTRA.!! Many consider this wide-ranging
"octopus” project — whose tentacles twined through the
corridors of numerous universities and around the necks
of an army of scientists — the most ominous operation
in CIA's catalogue of amocity. Through MKULTRA,
the Agency created an umbrella program of a positively
Joveean scope, desicned to ferret out all possible means
of icvading wine Geerge Orwell coce called "the spoes
berwesn our ears” (Later sull, in 1962, mind control
research was transferred to the Office of Research and
Dévelopment; project cryptonyms remain unrevealed.12)

What was swdied? Everytiyng — including
mypnosis, conditoning, sensorv deprivation, drugs,
religious  cults, microwaves, psvcho-surgery, brain
implants, and even ESP. When MKULTRA "leaked” to
tie public during the great CLA investigations of the
1970s, public atention focused most heavily on drug
experimentation and the work with ESP.17 Mystery still
shrouds another area of study, the area which seems 10
save most interested ORD: psvchoelectronics.

Delgado developed the stimoceiver, a miniature depth
slecrode which can receive and transmit clectronic
signals over FM radioc waves.

The most famous example of the sumoceiver in
acdon occurred in a Madrd bull ring. Delgado "wired”
tie bull before stepping into the ring, entirely
unprotected. Funous for gore, the bull charged toward
the doctor — then stopped, just before reaching him.
The techmeian-turmed-toreador had haited the anumal by
simplv pushing a bumion on a black box, held in the

Delgado's Physical Control of the Mind: Toward
a Psvchocivilised Socretyl® remains the sole full-length,
populariy-written work on intacercbral implants and
elecTonic sumuiation of the brain (E3B). While
subsequent work has long since superceded the
echniques  described  in this boak,  Delgado's
achievements were seminal. His animal and humap
sxpenments clearly demenstrats that the experimenter
can elecronscally induce emcticns and behasior: Under
csrtain conditions, the extremes of temperament —

rage, lust, fatigue, etc. — can be elicited by an outside
operator as easily as an orgarust might call forth a C-
muajor chord.

Delgado writes; "Radie Stmulation of different
points in the amygdala and hippocampus in the four
paticnts produced a wvariety of effects, including
pleasant sensations, clation, deep, thoughtful concen-
traton, odd feslings, super relaxation, colored visions,
and other responses.”'$ The evocative phrase "colored
vision” clearly indicates remotely-induced hallucination.

Speaking i 1966 - and reflecting research
undertaken years previous — Delgado asserted that his
experiments- "support the distasteful conclusion that
mation, emotion, and behavior can be directed by
electrical forces and that humans can be controlled ke
robots by push buttons."!7 He even prophesied a day
when brain control could be turned over to non-human
operators, by  establishing  two-way  radio
communication between the implanted brain and a
csmput:r.la

In 2 fascinating scries of experiments, Delpado
attached the stimoceiver to the tympanic membrane,
thereby transforming the ear into a sort of microphone.
An assistant would whisper "How are vou?" into the sar
of a suitably "fixed” cat, and Deigado could hear the
words over a loudspeaker in the next room. The
application of this technology to the spy trade should be
readily apparent. According to Victor Marchetti, the
Agency once attempted a highty-sophisticatad extension
of thus basic idea, in which radio implants were attached
10 2 cat’s cochlea, to facilitate the pinpointing of specific
conversations, fresd from -extraneous swrounding
noises.!? Such "advances” exacerbate the alrcady-
umposing level of Twentizth-Century parancia: Not only
can our phones be tapped and mail checked, but sven
Tabby may be spving on us!

Yet the rarmuficatiens of this technology mav go
even deeper than Marchettl indicates, [ presume that if 2
suitably-wired subjeet's inner car can be nuade into 2
microephone, it can also be made into a loudspeaker,
"Hearing voices” has, of course, long been recognized
2s a svmptom of schizophrenia — but what if the
techinological inherttors of the Delgado legacv have
discovered a mechanism for inducing, or reproducing,
this svmptom” How do we tell the difference between a

Indeed, Skinner-esque aversive therapy, remotely
applied, was Heath's prescapton for  "healing”
homosexuality 23

Ralph Schwitzgebel and tus brother Robert have
produced a panoply of devices for iracking individuals
over long ranges; they may be considered the creators of
the “electronic house arrest” deviees recently approved
by the courts.28 Schwitzgebel devices could be used for
tracking all of the physical and neurological signs of a
"patient” within a quarter of a mile,2” thereby lifting the
distance limitations which restnetad Delgado.

In Ralph Schwitzgebel's imnal work, application of
this technology 1o ESB seemns to have been limited by
cumbersome brain tmplants with protruding wires. But
the technology was soon munuaturized, and a scheme
was proposed whereby radio roesivers would be
mounted on utility poles throughout a given city,
thereby providing 24-hour-a-day monitoring capabil-
ity8 Like Heath, Schwitzgebel was much exercised
about homosexuality and the use of intracranial devices
to combat sexual deviation. But he has also spoken
ominously about applying his devices to "socially
troublesome persons™...which, of course, could mean
anyone 3% .

Perhaps the most disturbing wanderer in this mind-
field is Josepk A. Meyer, of the National Secunty
Agency, the most formidable and seerstive component
of America's natonal security complex. Mever has
propesed implanting roughly half of all Amecricans
arrested —— not necessarily convieted — of any crime;

A Flonda doctor named Damel Man receatly
proposed a dracomian solution te the overblown
"missing children problem,” by suggesting a program
wherein America's yvoungsiers would be implanted with
tiny transmurters in order to track the children
contnuously. Man brags that the operation ¢an be done
right in the office — and would take less than 20
minutes.?!

Conceivably, a covert operator in the field might
take a htde lenger.

A Question of Timing

How long have the "spv-chiatrists” been modifying
behavier by directlv accessing their subjects’ grey
marter? Alas, when dealing with research funded by the
engines of national security, on¢ can never know the
Tus ongin date of any tndividual scizatific adionea,
Fowever, if ws Lisien carefully 1o the scismnss who
have pionesred this research, we mav hear whispers,
faint but unmustakable, hunting that remotelyv-applied
ESE onglnated carlier than published studies would
indicate, '

In his autobiography The Scientist, Iéhn C. Lilly
{who would later achieve a cultish reknown for his work
with delphins, drugs and sensory deprivation} records a
conversation hz had with the director of the Natiomal
institute of Mental Health — in 1933, The director
asked Lilly 1o brief the CLA, FBI, NSA and the vanous
military  inteligence serwvices on s work  using
electredes to stimulate directly the pleasurz and pain
centers of the brain, Lilly refused, noting, in fus reply:

Lilly's assertion of the moral high ground here is
interestng. Despite lus avowed phobia against secrecy,
a carcful reading of The Scientisr reveals thar he
continued to do work useful to this country's nattonal
security apparatus. His sensory deprivation cxperiments
expanded upon the work of ARTICHOKE's Maitland
Baldwin, and ¢ven his dolphin research has == perhaps
inadventently — proved useful in naval warfars.?3 One
should note that Lillv's work on moenkcys carmied a
"secret” classification, and that NIMH was a common
CIA funding conduit.

But the most umportant aspect of Lilly's statement
s ns date. [9537 How far back does radio-controlled
ESB go? Alas, ] have not yet seen Remond's work — if
it is available in the open literamire. In the documents
mads avuilable o CLA researcher Johm Maris, the
earliest reizrmes 1o remotsiv-applied £33 s a 1679
financial document pertaining to  MEKULTRA
subproject 94. The general subproject descriptions sent
to the ClA's fnancial departmment rarcly contain much
information, and rarely change from year to year,
lzaving us little idea as to when this subproject began.

Unfortunately, even the Freedom of Information
Act couldn't pry lease much information on electronic
mind control techniques, though we know that a great
deal of study was done in these areas. We have, for
sxample, only four pages on subproject 54 —~ by
comparison, a ventable flood of documents were re-
ieased on the use of drugs it mind control.

EDOM 15 the
erasure of memory from consciousness through the
blockage of synaptic trangmission in certain areas of the
brain, By jamuyning the brain's synapses through a
surfeit of acetocholine, neural transmission along
selected pathways can be effectively stilled. According
to the proponemts of RHIC-EDOM, acstocholine
production can be afectad by electromagnetic means.

Does RHIC-EDOM exist? The term first appeared
n 2 strange 1969 book, Were We Conirolled?, wntien
by "Lincoin Lawrence,” 2 pseudonym for Arthur Ford,
who claimed to have acquired his information from an
mtelligence source. A careful comparison of Lawrence's
work with the MKULTRA files declassified ten vears
later indicates a swong possibility that the writer did
indesd have "inside” sources.

Here is how Lawrence describes RHIC n action:

"It is the ultra-sophisticated application
of post-hypnotic suggestion triggered ar will
[italics in original] by radio transmission. It is
a recurring  hypootic  state,  re-induced
autornatically at intervals by the same radio
control. An individual is brought under
bypnosis. This can be done either with his
knowledge — or without it by use of narco-
hypaosis, which czn be brought into play
under many guises, He is then programmed o
perform certain actions and maintain certain

attitudes upon radio signai.”
Lawrtmes's scurce  impartad an even  moos

wantailsmg — and Tightening — revelation:

"..there is already in use a small EDOM
generator-transmitter which can be coneealed
on the body of the person, Contact with this
person — a casual handshake or cven just a
touch — transmits a tiny electronic charge
plus an ultra-sonic signal tone which for a
short while will disturb the time orientation of
the person affected 36

At present, | cannot ¢laim conclusively that RHIC-
EDOM is real. To myv kmowledge, the only official
questoning of a CIA rcpresentative concerming these
echniques occurred in 1977, during Senate heanngs on
CIA drug testing. Senator Richard Schweiker had the
following inzerchanpge with Dr. Sidney Gotdieb, an
important MKULTRA administrator:

(There were scveral others: MENAOMI,
MKACTION, MKSEARCH, ete) Also keep in mind
the revelation by "Deep Trance™ that the CIA
concentrated on psychoclectronics after the termination
of MKULTRA in 1963. Most significantly; RHIC-
EDOM is described by both Lawrence and Moore as a
product of military research; Gortlieb spoke only of
matters pertaining to CIA.

Robert Anton Wilson, an author with a a devoted
cult following, recently has taken to promotng a new
generation of "mind machines” designed to promots
creativity, simulate leamning, and aitzr consciousness
« ige., provide a drug-less high. Interestingly, these
machinss car also induce “QOut-of-Bodv-Experiences,”
in which the percipient mentally “mavels” to another
location while his body remazins at rest.4! This rapidiy-
developing technology has spawned a technological
equivalent to the drug culture in which the pressed
button has replaced the popped pill.

One such device is called the "hemi-synch.” Ths
headphone-like invention produces slightly different
frequencies in each ear; the brain calculates the
difference betwesn these frequencies, resulting in a
rhvthm lmown as the “binaural beat.” The brain
“entrains” itself to this beat — that i5, the subject’s EEG

Therz's mere than one way {0 entrain 4 brain,
Michasl Hutchison's excellent book AMega Brain details
the author's persomal experiences with many such
dzvices —- The Alpha-stim, TENS, the Synchro-
energizer, Tranguilitz, 2tc, He recounts dazziing, Dali-
esque hallucinations as a result of using this mind-
expanding technology; moreover, he offers a seductive
argument that these devices may represent a true
breakthrough  in consciousness-control,  thereby
fulfiliing the dashed dream of the hallucinogenic '60s.

I wish to avoid a knee-jerk Luddite response to
these fascinating wonder-boxes. At the same time, I
recognize the dangers involved. What about the
possibility of an outside operator literally "changing our
minds" by altering our brainwaves without our
knowledge or permission? [f these machines can induce
a hypnotic state, what's to stop a skilled hypnotist from
making use of this state?

Granted, most of these devices require some
physical interaction with the subject. But a tool called
the Bio-Pacer can, according to its manufacmrer,
produce a number of mood altering frequencies —
without attachment to the subject. Indeed, the Bio-Pacer
1l (3 hugh-powered version) can affect an entire room.
This device costs $275, according to the most recent
price sheet available.*> What sort of machine might
£27,500 buy? Or $275,0007 What effects, what ranges
might a million~dollar machine be capable of?

The military certainly has that sort of moency.

And thev're cortamly interssted in this sort of
technology, according to Michael Hutehison. His
terview with an informant named Joseph Light elicited
some paracularly provocative revelations, According to

Light:

"There are important elements in-the sci-
entific community, powerful people, who are
very much interested in these areas.. but they
have to keep most of therr work secret
Because a5 soon as they start to publish some
of these sensitive things, they have problems
in their lives. You sez, they work on research
grants, and if vou follow the research being

This last statement is particularly evocatve. In
1984, a violent neo-Nazi group called The Order
(responsible for the murder of talk-show host Alan
Berg) established contact with two government

" scientists engaged in clandestine research to project

chemical imbalances and render targeted individuais
docile via certain frequencies of electronic waves. For
$100,000, the sciemtists were willing to defiver this in-
formation, 45

Thus, at least ope group of crazed individuals
almost got the goods.

Wave Your Brain Goodbys

I'm told that many Senator and Congressional
representatives have a "wawvie” file, So do many state
representatives, Wavies have even pled their case to
private institutions such as The Christic Insttute, a
public interest law firm.46

And who are the wavies? )
They claim to be the victims of clandestne
bombardment with non-ionizing radiation — or

microwaves. They report sudden changes in pswcho-
logical states, alteration of slesp pattemns, intracercbral
voices and other sounds, and physiclogical effects.
Most Americans pever realize how many wavies there
are in their coumry; I've spoken to many.

Are these troubled individuals sesking an extarior
rationale for their mental problems? Maybe. Indeed, I'm
surc that such is the case i many instances. But the
fact is that the literature on the behavioral effects of
microwaves, extra-low-frequencies (ELF) and ultra-
sonics is such that we cannot blithely dismiss all such
claims.

behavior patterns, PANDORA discovered that pulsed
rmicrowaves can create leaks in the blood/brain barmier,
induce heart seizures, and create behavioral
disorganization.S! In 1970, a RAND corporation
scientist reported that microwaves could be used to
promote insomnia, fatgue, irmitability, memory loss,
and hallucinations, 32

Perhaps the most significant work in this area has
been produced by Dr. W. Ross Adey at the University
of Southern California. He determined that behavior
and emetional states can be altzred without electrodes
— stmply by placing the subject in an electromagnetic
field. By directing a carmer frequency to stimulate the
brain and using amplitude modulation to "shape” the
wave into mimucry of a desired EEG frequency, he was
able to impose a 4.5 CPS theta rhythm on his subjects
— a frequency which he previously measured i the
hippocampus during avoidance learning. Thus, he could
externaily condition the mind towards an adversive
reaction.

Trance may be remotely induced — but can it be
directed? Yes. Recali the intracerebral voices mentoned
earlier in our discussion of Delgado. The same effect
can be produced by "the wave.” Frey demonstrated in
the early 1960s that microwaves could produce
booming, hissing, buzring, and other intracerebral static
(this phenomenon is now called "the Frey cffect™), in
1973, Dr. Joseph Sharp, of the Walter Reed Amy
Institute of Research, expanded on Frey's work in an
experiment where the subject — in this case, Sharp
himself — “heard” and understood spoken words
delivered via a pulsed-mucrowave amalog of the
speaker’s sound vibrations.

He outlined an experiment, innocent in its im-
mediate effects yet chilling in its implications, whereby
subjects would be implanted with the subcenscious
suggestion to leave the lab and buy a particular item;
this action would be triggered by a certain "cue" word
or action. Schapitz felt certain that the subjects would
rationalize the behavior — in other words, the subject
would seize upon any excuse, however thin, to chalk up
his actions to the working of free will.§2 His instincts on
this latter point coalesce perfectly with findings of
professional bypnotists.53

Schapitz’ work was funded by the Department of

Defense. Despite FOLA requests, the results have never
besn publicly revealed. ™

I must again offer a caveat about possibje
disparities between the "official” record of electro-
magnetsm’s psvchalogical effects and the hiddan his-
tory. Once more, we face a guestion of fiming. How
long ago did this ressarch realiy begin?

in the early years of this century, Nikola Tesla
seems to have stumbled upon certain of the behavieral
effects of eclectromagnetic  exposure.8®  Cazamalli,
mentioned earhier, conducted his studies in the 1930s. In
1934, E.L. Chaffee and R.U. Light published a paper
en "A Method For the Remote Control of Electrical
Stimulation of the Nervous System."® From the very
beginning of therr work with microwaves, the Soviets
explored the more subtle physiological effects of
electromagnetism — and despite the bleatings of cartain
right-wing alarmists37 that an "electromagnetic gap”
separates us from Sowviet advances, East European
literature in this area has been closely monitored for
decades by the West.

Crities might counter that any burst of microwave
energy powserful enough to have truly remote effects
would probably also create a thermal reaction. That is,
if a clandestine operntor propagated a “wave" from
cutside an unwitting subject's bedroom (szv, from an
low-flying helicopter), the power necessary to do the job
might be such that the microwave would cook the target
before t got @ chance to launder his thoughts. Our
wavie would end up like the victim of the microwave
"hit" in the finale of Jerzy Koznsky's Cockpir.

It's a fair eriticism. But if our wavic had previcusly
been implanted with some Delgado-style device, the
chip-in-the-brain would act as an intensifier of the
signal, Suck an individual could have any number of
remotely-induced hallucinatory experiences while his or
her bed parmer dozes comfortably.

Futhermore, recent reports indicate that a "waver”
can achieve pinpoint accuracy without the use of
Delgado-style implants. In 1985, volunteers at the
Midwest Research Institute in Kansas City, Missour,
were exposed to microwave beams as part of an
experiment sponscred by the Department of Energy and
the New York State Deparment of Health. As The
Arizona Republic®? described the experiment, "A
matched control group sat in the same room without
being bombarded by nom-ionizing rtadianon.” [My
italics.]

Parting Observations

Too much of the preseding remaine mired i the
past; we know, however, that the present practitioners
of mind control have their eye on the future. Informa-
tion regarding current research remains, of course, quite
sketchy,

We know that one project, SLEEPING BEAUTY,
is directed toward the battlefield use of mind-altaring
clectromagnetic weaponry. Jack Verona, a highly-
placed, highly-secretive DLA chief, heads this project,
when empleys (among others) Dr. Michael Persinger of
Laurentian University, According to sources I have
interviewed, Verona counts among his associates the
mysterious C.B. Scott Jones, the well-known (infamous,
in some circles) aide to Rhode [sland senator Cluborne
Pell,

Jones, a l6-year veteran of naval intelligence,
maintains an astonishingly frantic schedule, persuing a
staggeringly strange array of interests. Not only does he

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frequently lecture on the subject of UFOs (he “vetted”
the credentials of several intelligenice operatives who
gave jourmalist Willlam Moore putative "inside”
information on thus topic), Scott Jones has also
established a controversial presence in the feld of
parapsychology (he is the current head of the American
Socicty For Psvchical Research). Another Scott Jones
associate, Edward Dames, recendy founded a company
called PSI-tech, which allegedly performs “remote
viewing® experiments for both the government and
corporate  clients.?0 Interestingly, Scott Jones has
proved a key source for writer Michael Drosnin {author
of Citizen Hughes, a biography of the late billionaire),
who 1s now writing a full-length work on mind control.
Interestingly, Scott Jones, Varona, and Dames are close
professional associates of Colonel John Alexander, head
of non-lethal weapons research at Los Alamos National
Laboratories. Alexander has written on the battlefield
possibilities of psychoelectonic dewices. It is my opinion
that the term "non-lethal weaponry™ may well be a
catch-all phrase serving (among other purposes) as a
euphemism for current MKUL TRA-style research.

Two separate sources have described for me an-
other ongeing mind control project: MONARCH. The
ramifications of this alleged program are so appalling,
and the claims so large, that I hesitate to deliver any
details withont further confirmation. Suffice it 1o say,
this project supposedly invoives the deliberate creation
of severe mulitple personality disorder — a still under-
rescarched psychological phenomenon which invariably
results from some tvpe of childhood trauma, or abuse.

At this point, the reader has every reason to ask
“But why?" With the cold war melted into oblrion,
what is the purpose for these technofascistic intrusions
into our incrmiost thoughts and actions? How do the
researchers of these technologies justify thewr work to
themselves? What overiding objective do they. hope to
achieve? }

The doctor who started it all, George Estabrooks,
cnce suggested an ominous answer to this question,

Omery by nature, and -— toward the end —
perhaps z bit too fond of his liquor, "Esty” possessed a
looser tongue than did his colieagues in clandestine
studv. In 1968, Estabrooks told a reporter for the

Providence (Rhode [sland) Evening Builetin that he had
conducted extensive hypnosis work on behalf of the
CIA, FBI, and military intelligence. (An astonishing
admission: at this early date, no other rescarcher had
dared to let this particular cat looss from its well-sealed
bag.)

"Dir. Estabrooks said that the key to creating an
effective spy or assassin rests in ... creatung a multple
personality, with the aid of hypnosis,” a procedurs
which the good doctor described as “child's play.” Es-
tabrooks even offered the suggeston that Lee Harvey
Oswald and Jack Ruby "could very well have been
performing though hypnosis,” The article's date:
May 13, 1968 — two wesks before the assassination of

Scientists in Gie CIA's mind control
fraternity lead double lives. Many are
highly respected, but if the truth were
known they would be dealcned by the
public nutcry ard drumimed oul of their
respective academic haunis.

Maetin T. Ome, for example, a senior
CIA/Navy researcher, is based at the
University of Pennsylvania’s Experimental
Psycinatry Laburatory, He is also an origi-
nal member of Uk False Memory Syndrome
Foundarion's advisory board, a tighty-
drawn cotere of psychiatrists, many with
backgrounds in CLA mund coatroi experi-
mentativn in its myriad forms. The Founda-
nort 18 dedicated 1o denying the existence of
cult mindg control and child abuse. Jts
primary pursuil is the castigation of survi-
vors and therapists for fabncating accusa-
tions of rital abuse.

Dismissing cult abuse as hysteriz or flse
oy, a common defense strategy,
certainly relieves parents of preschool
children. Indeed, m a spull percentage of
cult abuse cases ir's possible that children
ray be led to helieve they've been victim-
ized, But the CIA and its cover organiza-
tions have a vested interest in blowing
smoke at the cult underground because the
workls of CIA mind conual and many cults
merge inextricably. The deum beat of ~false
accusations” from e media is taken up by
paid eperatives like Dr, Ome and the False
Memory Symlronre Foumdation to conceal
the crimes of the Agency.

Among psychiatrists i tie CIA's mind control fralemity, Ome ranks among
the most venerable. He once hoasted w Marks that he was routinely brizfed og
ali significamt CIA hehavior mudification experiments: “Why would they come
to him,* Martin Cannon muses in The Controliers, which links UFC abdue-
tions 1o secret military reseacelt veiled by screen memories of “alien™ abdig-
tion, “unless Ome lad a liph security clzarance and worked exsensively with
the iniellipence services?”

To supplement his CiA income, the influential Dr. Oroe has been the donee
of granis from the Ofice of Naval Research amd the Air Force Office of Scien-
tific Research, *1 sheuld fike © hear,” Cannon says, “whal innocent explana-
tion, if any, te Air Foree has 1o offer to explain their interast in post-hypnotic
anmnesia.”

Acuarding 10 Arey records, Ome's stomping grounds, Penn U, wasa
heehive of secrer eaperiments in e Vieman: War period, The Pentagon 2nd
CIA - under the auspices of ORD's Sieve Aldrich, a doyen of occult amd
parapsychological stgies - conferred dle Agency’s most lucrzlive rescarch
award upon the University of Pennsylvania 1o shudy the efects of 16 newly-
concocted biochomical warfare agents on humans. inchding choking, blistering
and vomiting agents, foxins, poison gas and incapacitaning chemicals. The tests
were abruptly talied in 1972 when the prison’s medical tab burned to the
ground.

Testimony before the 1977 Church Commitee’s probe of the CLA hinied

~ that, a5 of 1963, the scientific squalor of the CIA's mind conwol regimen,

Holsinger maintained that a CIA rear-support base
had been in collusion with Jones 1o perform medical and mind control experi-
ments al Peopie's Temple. The fortner Congressional aide cited an essay he'd
received in the mail, “The Penal Colony.” writizn by a Berkeley psychoiogist,
The author had einphasized: Radher than remunating MEKULTRA, the CIA
shified its programs from public inslitutions to private calt groups, including
the People’s Temple,

Jonestown had it prey eminence in Dr, Lawrence Laird Layon of the
University of Caltfomnia at Detkeley, formnerly a chemist for the Manhanan

She'd
been isolawed and sensory deprivedd, raped, humiliaied, badg-
erzd, and politically indoc-
irinated with 2 surrcalistc
mutation of Third World
Marxism. Ms. Hearst was
only allowed hurnan com-
panicnship when she exhib-
ited signs of submission.
Ome and his colleagues
assured {ar atention was
focused on their psychologiz-
ing, rathar than evidence of
CLA collusion.

Another psychiatrist called
to testify at the ial of
“Tanta™ surfaced with Dr.
Orne in 1991 on the boarid of
the Fiise Memory Syndrome
Foundation. The FMSF

Dr. Margaret Singer, a retited Berkeley Ph.D., stwticd
repatriated prisoners-of-war returning from the Korean War ac

{1952-58). Singer turned up in 1982 on the book jackst of
Raven (the ClA's code-name for Jim Jones) by San Franciseo
Examiner reporters Tim Reiterman and Jobn Jacobs, 2
thoroughl y-rescarched account of the People’s Temple that
compleiziy side-sicps CLA involvement. Co-author Joim Jacobs
was supposedly one of the country’s leading authonities on CIA
mirt conrol, a subject he studied at length for a series pub-
lished by the Washington Post. Reilerman had been the Exam-
lper rcporter on the Patricia [earst beat. Yot both writcrs
managed 1o avoid obvious intelligence connecrioms. Dz, Singer
commended the book as “the definidve psychohistory of Jim
Jones.”

The imvestigating 1gents contacted the
State Depanment and were 3dvised to “rerminate further
investigation,

_They investigated anyway. reportng that “the ClA made
conlact and admitied 1o owning the Finders ... as 1 frot for 2
domestic URintng organiznon, but that it had 'gone bad.'*
The late wike of Maricn David Petie, the cult’s leader, had
worked for the Agency, and his son had been an employee of
Air America, the heroln-riddled CLA propeictary, Yet Pettiz
denied 1o 2 reporter for ULS. News & World Report any
commection to the Firm. Police in Washington refused o
romment. Officials of the CIA dismissed 25 “bogwash ™ alle-
gations of any connection 0 the Finders cult,

MOYE. Oo May 13, 1985 MOVE's Philadeiphia bezd-
quarters was frebombed by kxal police. Not caly did the fire
consume the cult’s home, it devastted he entire beighbor-
hood, leaving 11 dead and 250 bomeless, The group was
coftunded by Vince Leapheart, aim Joln Africa, a Korean
veteran. His inizliecoul menmwr and source of funding was
Donald Glasszy, a lecrurer at the Usbversity of Peonsylvania's
Schoal of Soctal Work, Glassey was an sdmitred police “io-
formant, ” but copducied himself like a paid peovocarur. He
purchased weapons for the cult with cask drawn from city
coflers. John Afica, the culi’s Btular bead, clairoed o be 1
niesstah, and like fim Jones 10 have Godly “bealing™ powers
an¢ “total control” over his followers.

Q.T.A. The Order of the Temple of Astarte in Pasadena,
Califormia is 2 “hermede™ ocrult organizadon that practices

Khepemel, a police officer, and Aleym. a veteran Green Beret,
The cult's everyday language is unusual for 2 mysocal ocder -
one group Schedule is Laden with words like operation,”

ameng the OTA's primary oocuil interest,

The police connection recalls the satement of Lovis Tack-
wnod, the former LAPD provocatsur whose revelatons of
secret police subtzrfuge set off 2 political terpest in Les
Angeles in 1973, “You don't know,” be told joumnalist Donald
Freed, “but there's a devil worship cull in Pasadena.

The numiber of dues-paving memnbers (cach contributes
$100 a vear) varies accarding to the source, The group re-
ported in January 1993 that 1.200 families had nade contact in
its first year of operanon. The same month, tie San Jose
Mercury News devlared flady diac “nearly 3,000 families™
from across the counery lad heen recreited, The FMSF now
claims 5,000 families. Tine mapazine rised the figure m
=3.000 individuals and famifies winy iave spught assisance.™

The Foundation's disinctive Tamdiing of stagstics is inces-
sant, In Apni of tis year e FMSF claimed 12,000 lamilies
have hezn strainad hy false child ahuse alfcpations, A month
later, the figurs dropped 10 ~9.500 .5, families.”

in 19767 This figure, e gleefully disseminatenl by sl
pedopliile defense groups as NAMBLA (North Ainctican
Man/ilay Love Asseciaion) amd VOC AL (Victims of Child
Abuse Laws) was debunked years agu. It was fabricaied by
{hmigias Besiicrow of Uie Awcrican Enrerpriss lnstilute, a
riphi-wing propagasda fooey foeled by the Olin Foundation,
a CIA funding cover. (Chiristian conservalives zre oflen ac-
vused of propapating ritual ghuse “hysieria,” yet in lie 1992
presidential election the para-conservative wing of the Repub-
lican Party slipped into its platfonn a straegy 1o put an end to
invesitgations of child abuse,)

The FMSF selectively ignowes child abuse ilata g dis-
agrees with their own. Judidi Flerman, audkir of Teamma amd
Recovery, reponcd ia the Harvard Menal Healily Leuer that
false ahuse ailcpations by children “are rage, in dwe range of
2-8% uf reponed cases. False reiractions of true complaints
are far more comaon, especialiy when the victim is not
suflicienty prowected afer disclosure and thercfore succumbs
w0 intimidativa hy the perperzator or odier family mewbers
who feel that they must preserve secreey,”

Other statistics shunned by Uie False Memory Syndrome
Founddiion include a survey presented ana 1992 peychiatric
contference Miding thar 2 full B8% of ail therapisis in a large
sampling consider ritwal child abuse 1o be 3 very read social
problem with devastating emodiomal effects. Anodier: In 1950
Ux State University of New York at Duffalo poiled a national
sampling of clinkcal psychkdogists on rital abuse, About 800
psychokogists, a third of the poll, were aware of ueatng a
least one case. Only §% of ali child abuse cases ever enier the
courtzoot, and haif of these end witl: the child in the custedy
of the abusive parent,

The recovernd memory deharte was discussed at a 1993
conlzrence on muitiple personality disorder. Richard Lowen-
stein, a psychiatrist from the Unsversity of Maryland Medical
Sciwwi, argued Ut the Foundation is “mediz<brecied, dedi-
tated 0 putting out disinformation.™ Other conference partci-
pants contemiplated funding sources and =possible ClA coa-

His
grandiloquent oratinns have graced courtrooms around the
warld, oflen by sareitite, Defense lawyers for Woody Allen
rurmed to frim, he boasts, when Mia Farrow acoused her
sstranged hushand of ninlesing their seven year-oid daughter,
Underwager is a virtual icon (o the Lrish Catholic lobby in
Cublin, which ratsed its hoary hackles apainst 3 child abuse
prevention prograin in e frish Republic.

Unconscinuable crimes ate
obstructed, the accused is endowed with the states of martyr,
the vicim reviled,

The erpluasis on image is obvious in “How Do We Know
We are Not Representing Pedophiles,” an anicle written fin
the Febtuary 29, 1992 FMS Foundation Newsletser by Paniela
Freyd. In it, she derides the suggestion that many members of
the group could be molesters because “we are a good-looking
bunch of people, greying hair,
well dressed, healihy, smiling:
just about every perstm who has
attended is someone you would
surely find ipfcresting aod want o
count as  friend.”

Friendly Fire

The debate's bloodiest stage is
the courtrooin, The hired guns of
Martin Ome’s circie of psychia-
trists are constantly calicd upon o
blow smoke at the jury's gallery
1o conceal CLA mind control
operations, This branch of the
psychiairic communily i5 steeped
i the programming of serial
killers, poiitical 2ssassins and
experimenls og invoiuntary sub-
Jects, Apeney psychiatrists on e
witness stand direct the press away from the CIA, and the
peosecution to & predelermined end, Martin Ome’s high-toned
psycholegizing in the Hillside Strangler case, for exampie, is 2
strategy adopied by the FM5 foundation to stifle the cries of
mind control survivars.

COme's influence contribuizd to the outcome of & high-profile
sbuse cass, the 38 million lawsuit filed by Gary Ramona of
Napa, Californiz against child therapist Marche isabella and
psychiatrist Richard Rose. Ramona charged that his dauphuer
Holty's werapists clicied from het fiashbacks of sexual moies-
tation that nevet occurted, decimating his martiage and carcer
as a vice president al Raben Mondavi wineries, His wife and
employer, pole, immediatcty believed Holly's accusatons. In
May of 1994 Ramona received a $300,000 jury award. He
hailed e decision as a “gemendous yictory.”

Nevertheless, Holly Ramona sijHl maintains thal she was
sexually abused by her father, though no criminal charges have
been filed, Holly first confronted her father with the zlizgadons
on March 15, 1990, with het mother and Lsabella prescnt. She
filed a civil agtion against him in Los Angeles Counry, but
before it went 10 tmial ier father’s suit got underway in Napaz.
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The suit mrned on the age af sodivm amytal o resorrect
buricd eicawsories. Hedly Ranunrn eabibited wlliale sympums
W abuse - Rar af pymecolopical exanidmations, a plwbiz of
pointy weeth, like bier fzier's - and asked Ot be treated wiill
soliun aniytal. e, Rose wrote i his mves that under te
nfluence of e drug, Holly “remembered specilic details of
sexual olestatiom, ™ But Ome, who has pioncered in the use
of sodivn myral in hypoosis rescarch, counioned i 2 court
hedef i the drg is et usefud in ascer@ining “ruth.” The
naticnt Beooes receplive By siggesnons Jdue o the contesi and

Yet 1 jury foremmn stated for the record thad Isabella a
Rose did nor implant false nemories of abuse, as Holly's
falher had vemplained, but were negligent in retnforcing te
memorics as Hodly desenibed (hem under Uie infivence of the
farhirurale, The court considered it irrehevant whether Holly
achunlly suffeted abuse, narrowing the Jegal focus insiead w
e clwmical evoeation ol Hully's recolicctions and her thera-
pisUs deading questions.

Left hanging was tlie guestion af Ramona's guill or inw-
cente, ot exacly an ictelevani issue. Ome offered no opin-
it The “Iremendous victory™ in Napa, given these facls,
hepins (0 loak like 2 manipalation of the court system, espe-
cially the nse of “expent” lestimony.

The therapists dit o, conrary to most press regorts, bear
thie full brunt of biame.

It emained to
supply a cognitive mode! for false memories of ritual molesta-
son. One of the most prolific and quotabie popularizers of
false memnory is Elizabeth Lofws, 3 professor of psychoiogy
and faw at the University of Washington in Scaide, and an
alvisory board wentber of the Fourklation. Her dual academnic
inierests have fueled suspicions that the organization is more
compitted o dafending perpetrators tan ferreting out the
facts. Lofus wesrfied in over 150 criminal cases prior (o
joining the Foundation. always on behaifl of defondants, in
1991 she published a professinnal aviobiography, Wimess for
the Defense, a study of cight caminal wials in which she
appearcd a5 an expert witness, fn et book, Lofus - billed as
“the expert who puts inemory on rial” - conceded diad ber
critics desin ler reseasch “unproven in real-life sinations,”
and her courtroom dissertations “premature and highly preju-
dicial "

From the end of Yorld War {1 well
into the 1970s, the Alomic Encrpy Com-
mission, the Defense Department, the
military services, the CIA and other
egencies used prisoners, drug addics,
menial patients, college students, sol-
diers, even bar patyons, in avast range of
government-run experiments {o test the
eifectsof everything from radiation, LSD
and nerve gas to intense slectric shocks
and prolonged “sensory deprivation.”
Some of the human guinea pigs knew
what they were getting into; many others
did not. Still others did not even know
they were being experimented on. Butin
the life-and-death stneggle with commu-
nism, America couid not afford to lsave
any scientific avenue unexplored.

With the cold war salely over, Enzrgy
Secretary Hazel O'Leary has ordered
the declassification of millions of pages
of documents on the radiation experi-
ments, and the administration s now
considering compensating the hundreds
of subjects of these odd and sometimes
gruesome atomic tests. Bul the govern-
ment has long ignored thousands of oth-
er cold war victims, rebuffing their re-
quests for compensation and refusing 1o
admit its responsibility for injuries thev
suffered. And the Clinton administra-
tion shows no sign of softening that hard
line, "We're not logking for drugs,” says
cabinet secretary Christing Varney, Al
feast initially, we need Lo keep our focus
limited to human radistion.”

Ir Clinton’s court. Now, the only hope
for thousands who were injured or who
were experimented on withoot their in.
formed consent is that President Clin-
ton or Congress will take action 1o come-
pensate the forgotten casualtics of the
cold war, Continued secrecy and iegal
roadblocks erected by the govornment
have made it virtually impossible for
victims of these cold war human experi-
ments 10 sue the gOvErnment SUCCess-
fully, legal experts say.

Despite the usdministration’s reluc
tance, Congress may be moving to scck
justice for all lhe government’s coid WHT
victims. “It's not just radiation we're tulk-
ing zbout,” saxs Democratic Sen, Jobn
Glenn of Ohio. a former Marine and
astronaut who is hoiding hearings on the
subject this week. “Any place 2overn-
ment experimenting caused a problem
we should make every effort 1o notify the
people and follow up. We oughltosctup
seme sort of review snd compensalion
for pecople who were really hurt.™

Muny of the storics of people whose
lives were destroyed by mind-aliering
drugs, electroshock “treatments™ and
othzr military and ClA expezriments in-
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velving 1owc chemicals or behas-
wr medificaton have Dez2n
Nnown iar aimost 20 sears. But
L5 Sewms has Jiscovered thu
only a hacdful were ever com-
pensated —or even teld whut was
done ta them. “There has essen-
tally been no legitimate foblaw-
up. despite the CLAs promise o
track down vizims and see what
has happened (o them. sass
Alan Scheflin, a professor i
Sunta Clara Universiy Law
Schoot and an authority on cold
war mind-control research, s
just one of the many broken
promises.” A CLA spokesman
last week said the agency is
searching 1ts files for radiavon
tests bui has no plans o revisit
other human experimenlanon.

MKULTRA. Most victims have
never been informed by the gov-
ernment of the nature of the ex-
periments they were subjected to
or. in some cases. even the fact
that they were subjects. In a 1977
Senate hearing, then CIA Direc-
tor Staasfield Turner said he
found the experimenis “abhor-
rent” and promised that the CIA
wouid find and notify the peopie
used in the tests. Turner last week
instsied thag “they found every-
one they possibly could find.” Bul
internai memos and depesitions
taken from C1A officials in a law-
suit agamnst the agency in the 1930s reveal
that of the hundreds of experimentai
subjects used in the ClA's nund-control
program. code-named MKULTRA,
only 14 were ever noufied and oniy one
was compensated — for 315,000,

imvaived. "1 don’t think thar would
have been necessarily the best
way.” Turner said. “Not inthe liy-
Lious society we live in" In (9853,
the agency successiully appeaied
o the Supreme Court to block
release of that information.

One of the grishiest ClA-funded
experiments —and one of onlv a
few that have led to successful
fawsuits against the govern-
ment —involved the work of a Ca-
nudian psychiatrist, Dr. D. Ewen
Cameron. in the 1950s, Cameron
developed a method to treat psy-
chotics using what he called “de-
patieraing” and “psychic driv-
ing.” According to a gram
application he submitted in 1957
to the Society for the Investigation
of Human Ecology. a CLA-funded
front set up to suppart behavior-
control research. the procedure
consisted of “breaking down of
ongoing patterns of the patient's
behavior by means of particulariv
intensive electroshocks (depat-
terning}” —and in some cases.
with repeated doses of LSD. This
was followed with “intensive repetition
{16 hours aday for six or seven days)” of a
tape-recorded message, dunng which
time ~the patient is kept in partial senso-
ry isolation.” Cameron's appiication pro-
posed trying a variery of drugs, including
the paralytic curare. as part of a new
technigue of “inactivating the patient.”

The 56-day sleep. The analogy to
brainwashing was obvious 1o the CLA,
which provided a 560,00¢ grant through
the human-ecology sociery. Nine of Ca-
meron’'s former patients, who had
sought treatment for depression. alco-
holism and other probiems at the Allan
Memorial [nstitute at McGill Universi-
ty. where Cameron was director, filed a
fawsuit ugainst the Cl1A in 1979, One pa-
tient. Rita Zimnmerman, was “depat-
terned”’ with 38 electroshock sessions
followed by 36 days of drug-induced
sleep, {t left her tncontinent: others suf.
fered permanent brain damage. ost
their jobs o1 otherwise deteriorated. The
case, Orikow v. LS. was settled in 1988
for $750.000. {Cameron died in 1967

A more typical expenence of those
secking recompense 15 that of Air Force
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officer Llovd Gamble.
who volunteersd o 1957
1o take part noa estoat
the Army Chemical War-
fare  Laboratones in
Edgewood. Md. He told
L 5 Mews that he was in-
formed hie would be test-
ing gas masks and protec-
tive gear. Instead. he
learned in 1975, he and
1.000 ather soldiers were
gnen LSD. If they had
tuld me of the risks, [ nev-
er would have done it.”
he says now. "It was oul-
rageous.” He says after
the test he was simply
“turned loose to drive
from Aberdeen to Dela-
ware” while under the in-
fluence of LSD. I didn’t
cven remember having
been there.”

Gamble began suffering
biackouts, periods of deep
depression, acute ardery
and violent behavior. He
attempied suicide in 1960,
lost his top-secret clear-
ance and finally took carly
retirement in 1968, When
he belatedly iearned he
had been given LSD, he
sought recompense. The Justice Depart-
ment rejected his request because the
statute of limitations had expired: the
Velerans' Administration denied dis-
ability payments, saying there was noevi-
dence of permanent injury,

The Defense Depariment says Gam-
ble signed a “volunteer’s participation
agreement” and that he received two
LSD doses. Gamble and others were told
that “they would receive a chemical com-
pound, the effects of which would be
similar to those experienced from being
intoxicated by alcohoiic beverages.”
Democratic Rep. Leslie Byrne of Virgin-
ia is sponsoring a bili that secks $253,488
for Gambie: DOD opposes the bill, say-
ing there is “insufficient factual basis”
for compensation. Such “private bills”
usually are difficult to pass in the face of
executive branch opposition.

Unreasonable men? Other cases {iled
by prisoners of soldiers who were given
a variety of d¢rugs have been dismissed
bv judges who have ruled that although
the subjects did not fearn until the 1970s
exactly what had been done to them,
the side effects and flashbacks they ex-
penenced immediately after the tests
should have prompted “a reasonable
man to seck legal advice” at the time.

“The failure to natify and promptly
compensate the people who were victim-
ized by these coid war excesses is inexcus-
able,” argues James Tumer, one of the
lawvers in the Ordikow case, But he says
the courts and the agencies now have
made it virtually impossible for a victim
10 succeed in a legal claim.

Navy project cailed Oper-
ation CHATTER. which
was secking “speech-in-
ducing drugs” for use in
interrogating ‘enemy ot
subversive personnel.”
The project was eventually
abandoned because the
drugs “had such a bitter
taste it was not possible to
keep the human subjects
from knowing” they had
been drugged.

But by 1952, undaunted
by such setbacks, secret
psychological research
was boaming. “One of
the problems we had all
the way along was the ingrained belief
on the part of [CLA] agents that the So-
viets were 10 feet tall, that there were
huge programs going on in the Soviet
Union to influence behavior,” John
Gittinger, a ClA psychologist who over-
saw the Human Ecology society’s aper-
ations, toid U.5. News.

A classified 1952 study by the U.S. gov-
emment’s Psychological Strategy Board
laid out an entire agenda for behavior-
control research. Calling communist
brain-washing *a sericus threat to man-
kind," scientists urged that drugs, elec-
tric shock and other techniques be exam-
ined in “clinical studies ... done in a
remote situation.” The report even
mused about the patential of lobotomy,
arguing that “if it were possibie to per-
form such a procedure on members of
the Politburo, the U.5.5.R. would nofon-
ger be a problem to us,” though it also
noted that the “detectability” of the sur-
gical operation made its use problematic.

Although there is no evidence that lo-
botomy experiments were ever per-
formed. many other bizarre and intrusive
procedures were. [n 1953, the Army sup-
ported research at Tulane University in
which mental patients had electrodes im-

Amedeo Marrazz;. who is now
dead. in which psychiatnc pa-
tients at the University of Mis-
souri Institute of Psychiatry
and the University of Minneso-
ta Hospital —including an 18-
year-old giri who subsequently
went inte a catatonic state for
three days — were given LSD to
study “ego strength.”

GGittinger concedes that some
of the rescarch was guite narve.
“We were trying to leamn about
subliminal perception and all
the silly things people were be-
lieving in at that time,” he says.
One study even tried to see if
extrasensory perception couid

be developed by “training” subjects with |
eiectric shocks when they got the wrong |
answer.

~on Children

by Jon Rappoport

he CIA mind-control

apparats has been well-

Imown since 1975, when

10 large boxes of docn-

ments were released pur-
suant o Freedom of Information
Act requests,

Several good books were then
written on the subject of the CIA
program known as MK-ULTRA.
Officially spanning ten years from
1952-62, MK-ULTRA invoived the
use of LSD on unwiting military
and civilian subjects in the United
States. LSD and more powerful
compounds were given under
duress as brainwashing and wuth-
serum drugs. The program’s aim
was 1o find drugs which would irre-
sistibly bring our deep confessions
or wipe a subject’s mind clean and
program him or her as “a robot agent.”

In experimental test situations, people were given acid
without their knowledge, then interrogated under bright
lights with doctors sitring in the background taking notes.
Threars would be made. The test subjects were told that

their LSD “downer wips” would be extended indefinitely if*

they refused to reveal their closely-guarded military secrets.
The people being interrogated in this way were CIA employ-
ees, U.S. military personnel and, abroad, agents suspected of
working for the other side in the Cold War. Long-term severe
debilitadon and several documented deaths resulted. Much,
much more could be said about MK-ULTRA.

None of this prepared people for the explosive testimony
made on March 15, 1995, in Washington, D.C,, before the
President’s Committee on Radiaton, however, In unpubli-
cized sessions, New Orleans therapist Valeric Wolf intro-
duced two of her padents who had uncovered memories of
being part of extensive CIA brainwashing programs as young
children (in one case, starting at age seven). Their brain-
washing included torture, rape, elecroshock, powerful drugs,
hypnosis and death threas. According to their testmony,
the CIA then induced amnesia to prevent their recalling these
terrifying sessions.

Both Wolf and her padents stated
that they recovered the memories of
this CIA program without regres-
sion or hypnosis techniques. In other
words, these patents spontaneously
. discovered this information about
themselves and their pasts.
Although the comnmittee was mainly
concerned with radation, they per-
mitted Valerie and her patents to
testify because, astonishingly, sever-
- al doctors who had administered the
' mind-conwol experiments had also
been identified by other Americans
secretly exposed to radiation.
Apparently there was a crossover.
Prominent names surfaced in the
March 15 testimony: Richard
Heims, former head of the CIA; Dr.

ULTRA and Dr. John Gictinger,
Gortlieb’s protégé. These men and others were directly
accused of participating in grisly mind-conrel efforts on .
children.

Predictably, this testimony received no media attention.

U.S. Government Mind-Control Experiments On Children.

hen the sickening shock starts to wear off, deeply
dismrbing questions flood one’s mind: Just what

was this CIA program? How extensive was it? What

was its purpose? ) '
From what I have been able to discover so far, many

American children, as welt as children from Mexico and South

+ America, were used over a period of about 40 years, starting

around 1948, In fact, the program may still be going on.
Doctors and agents who administered it wanted to obtain con-
trol over the minds of these children, ostensibly to create
superagents who wouldn't remember even what missions they
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carried out, becavse of hypnotcally induced amnesia
(which could be removed by their controllers and re-
installed at will}.!

Children were trained as sex agents, for example,
with the job of blackmailing prominent Americans—
primarily politicians, businessmen and educators. A
great deal of filming was done for this purpose.
Eventually, people from the inner core of the CIA
program filmed each other, and some of the centers
where children were used as sex agents got out of con-
wol and turned into ClA-operated sex rings,

Some children were considered expendable and sim-
ply murdered.

One person who states that he was in this program as a

. child said, off the record:

“They aied our their brainwashing techmqucs on the kids
from Mexico and South America. They were considered
expendable. But on another echelon of the program, they
went after the best dnd the brightest American kids. Making
perfect agents to combat the Soviers wasn', I don't think,
their uitimate objective. I can’t remember what that was. . .”

At this point, I made a suggeston:

“Well, if they were choosing the best and brightest, maybe
they figured these kids would one day rise to important posi-
tdons in the society, and they wanted to gain long-term control
over them, so they would be under their thumb, so they could
tap them at will—a way of controlling the future society.”

“Maybe,” he said. “The Nazis gained control over the
intelligentsia in Germany. That was a very key step in their
dominance. That was the first thing they did”.

“This smells very much like a Nazi program in the U.S.,”
I said. “I don’t mean all the conmrallers were German, but the
style of it, the insanity.”

He said, “They brought over a lot of Nazi doctors after the
war and not just to build rockere—for a lot of projects.”

ther people who said that they had been used as chil-
dren in the program remember that doctors with
German accents were definitely present at the sessions,

One therapist, who shared this informadon informally
with colleagues around the country, states thar, so far, the old-
atpmonshehzsheardofwhowasmdm program is now 52;
the youngest is now nine.

Since a number of people who were brainwashed, tor-
rured and drugged in these experiments try to resolve their
experiences in therapy, psychiatrists and other professional
therapists are hearing these stories. They are told, for exam-
ple, that CIA controliers sometimes dressed up in Satanic cos-
tumes to further raumadze the children, siso providing 2
cever that wouldn't be believed if the children ever talked.

It is worth noting that there is a movement to diseredit
these “recovered” memories, and the mest prominent group,
the False Memory Syndrome Foundation (FMSF), has several
board members with CIA or military-intelligence connec-
dons—including the notorious Dr. Louis “Jolly” West of
UCLA, who tried to establish a center for “the study of vio-

lence” at the university in the [970s. His cenrter’s specia.ty
would have been psychosurgery, a horrendous melting of brain
connectons, supposedly to curb people’s “violent tendencies.”

FMST maintains thar 3 person always remembers abuse
done to him or her, and therefore any new recovery of it in
therapy is false and must have been fabricated through mis-
leading suggestions by the therapist. While it is certainly
true that such inducement happens in therapy, the blanket
statement that 2/ recovered memory is invented 15 unsub-
stantiated.

In a written statement to Dr. Wolf that was included in her
testimony to the president’s committee, well-known
researcher and psychiatrist, Colin Ross said,

Bublished articles in mry files include descriptions of adminis-
tration of 150 meg of LSD to children age 5-10 yearsomn a2
daily basis for days, weeks, months, and in a few cases even
years. Neurosurgeons at Tulane, Yale, and Harvard did
extensive research on brain elecrrode implants with intelli-
gence funding, and combined brain implants with large
numbers of drugs including hallucinogens.

Ross based his report on his more than 20 years of inves-
dgating CIA mind conrrol.

Chns De Nicola, one of Dr. Wolf's patiants who tesdfied
before the president’s committee, named her conmoller as a
Dr. Greene, 2 name reported by several other mind-contol
subjects. It may well be that this name was a cover used by a
various CIA and military-contracted experimenter-torterers.
Here is a quote from her tesdimony:

[Dr. Greene] used me in radiation experiments both for the
purpose of determining the effects of radiztion on various
parts of my body and to terrorize me as an additional trauma
in the mind—control experiments. (She was eight years old ]

The rest of the experintents took place in Tueson, Anzona,
ot in the desert. Iwas taught how to pick locks, be secretive,
use my photographic memory to remember things and a
tecknigue to withbold information by repeating numbers to
myself. [She is obviously talking about being trained as
an agent.]

Dr. Greene moved om ro wanting me to kill dolls thar
looked like real children. I stabbed a doll with a spear once
after being severely tortured, but rhe next time | refused. He
wsed meany tovture techniques pur as I got older I resisted more
and more.
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He often tied me dewn in a cage, which was near bis
office. Berween 1972 and 1978 be and bis wsistanes were
somerimes careless and left the cage unlocked. Whenever
physically possible, ] snuck imto bis office and found files with
reports and memos addressed ro CLA and milirary persennel
Inctuded in these files were project, subproject, subject and
experiment names with some code numbers for radiation
and mind-control experiments which I bave submitted in my
written dacumentation. I was caught twice and Dr. Greene
tortured me rutblessly with electric shock, drugs, spinning me
o a4 table, purting shots in my stomach, n my back, dislo-
cating my joints and bjpnom‘ technigues to make me feel
crazy and sticidal |

Is there a precadent for this kind of sadisdc treatment by
CIA and military personnel? Indeed there is. Here is a quote
from the introducdon to my book, U.S. Government Mind-
Control Experiments On Children. It contains informadon from
reliable published sources, such as The Search for the
Manchurian Candidate, by John Marks,? Acid Dreams, by

Mardn Lee’ and The Mind Manipulators, by Alan Scheflin*In -

part, these authors derived their information on the CIA and
MK-ULTRA from the ten boxes of informaton released sud-
denly in 1975 by the agency in response to Freedom of
Information Act requests:

Dr. Robert Heath of Tulane Unsversity, as ear{y as 19575,
working for the Army, gave patients LSD while be bad
elecrrodes implanted deep inside their brains. :

Canadian researcher;, Dr. Ewan Cameron, under .lcmg-
rerm CIA conzract, attempted to depattern and reprogram his
psychiatric patients’ personalities wholesale. He started with
15 10 65 days of 'sleep therapy,” during whick a patient was
kept under nearly 24 bours a day, through the administra-
tiom of cockeails of Thorazine, Nembutal, Seconal, Veronal,
and Phenergam, Throughout this sleep period, the patient
would be awakened two or three times a day for elecrroshock
treatments, given ar.an intensity 20-40 txme: the norma}’
convulsion~producing strength . .

In the mid-1950s, Paul Hor.'b M.D., a man who would
become Commissioner of Mental Hygiene for the state of
New York, then a laborer in the field for the CIA, gave a
‘pseudoneurotic schizopbrenic’ patient mescaline. The patient
had a not-unfamiliar beaven-snd-bell journey on the com-
pound. But Hock followed this up with a transorbital leuco-
wmy. . . Hock also gave a patient LSD, and 2 lycal anes-
thetic, and then proceeded to remove pieces of cerebral cortex,
asking at various moments whetber the patient’s perceptions
were changing,

taudiz Mullin, the other of Dr. Wolf’s patients who tes-
tified before the President’s Committee on Radiation,

said her experiences with CIA mind-control expenences

began when she was scven years old:

It 1958, Twasto be rm‘ed, they told me, by somme tmportant
doctors coming from a place called the ‘Sociery’ fthe Human
Erology Sociery, a CLA front]. I was told to cooperate; answer

any of their questions. Then, since the test ‘mighr hurt’ |
would be given ‘shots, x-rays, and a few jolts of elecricivy.” I
was mstructed 'not to look a anyone’s face too hard and ro
fgnare names,” a5 this was ‘a very secrer project’ bur to be
brave and all those things would belp me forger . .

A Dr. Jobn Girtinger teszed me and Dr. Cameron gave
me the shocks and Dr. Greene the x-rays . . . By the time [
left 10 go bome, just Jike cvery time from then on, [ would
recall nothing of my tests or the different doctors. I would only
remember whatever explanations Dr. Roberr G. Heath [of
Tulane Medical School] gave me for the odd bruises, needle
tnarks, burns on nty bead and fingers and even the genital
soreness. I bad no reason to believe otherwise. Alread_}', they
bad begun to control my mind!

The next year, [ was sent to a place in Maryland mﬂed
Deep Creek Cabins to learn bow to ‘sexually please men.”
Also, I was taught how to coerce them into talking about
themselves. It was Richard Helms (Deputy Director of the
ClA), Dr. Gottlieh, Captain George White and Morse Allen
who all pianned on filming as many bigh government and
ageney officials and beads of academic instirutions and foun-
dations, as possible . . . I was to becomne a reguiar little 'spy’
for them after that summer, eventually entrapping many
unwitting mren, including themselves, all with the use of a
bidden camera. I was only nine when this kind of sexual
bumiliation began.

Caprzin George White was a notorious agent for the CIA.
He set‘up a brothel in San Francisco in the 1960s and, using

hidden cameras, filmed men having sex with prosctutes. The

men’s drinks were “spiked” with 1.SD, In 1950, Morse Allen,
another important CIA man, was appointed head of Project
BLUEBIRD, znother CIA mind-control program.

Ms. Mullin states that she was adopted when she was two
years old. By the dme she reached seven she had already
been abused extensively by her mother. Her mother appar-

ently turned her over for “testing” to CIA-connected people,

and Claudia then entered a 27-year period of what can only
be called enslavement. Claudia states that she has been mon-
itored, that she is stll monitored and watched by agency-
related people, including a medical doctor. Now living in
New Orleans, she has given information to local police
authorities about her situation. In her tesimony to the pres-

‘ident’s committee, Claudia remarked,

Altbough the process of recalling these atrocities is certainly
not an easy task, nor 15 it without some danger to myself and
my family . . . I feel the risk is worth taking.

Claudia’s therapist, Dr. Wolf, has written to the presi-
dent’s comrmtres,

To the best of my knowledge, [Claudia] bas read nothing
about mind control or CLA covert operations. Since she decid-
ed ro listen carefully and remember as much as she conld
abuut conversations among the researchers, her memories
are extraordinarily complete. I have sent written copies of
memories to Dr. Alan Scheflin fauthor of The Mind
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’blampuiators] for validation and
be bas confirmed that she bas knowi-
edge of evenss and people that are not
published amywhere, that some of ber
memorizs contain NEW mformation
and thar some are afready knouwn
and published. Some of ber memories
have been confirmed by family mem-
bers. She has also shown me oid
scrapbooks where she wrote notes
remember what was happening to
ber and bid the notes under pictures

in the scrapbook. (3T

Ispoke with Alan Scheflin in May of

Jonestown had its gray eminence in
Dr. Lawrence Laird Layton of the Uni-
versity of California at Berkeley, for-
merly a chemist for the Manhattan
Preject and head of the Army’s chemical
warfare-research division in the early
i950s.

Gottlieb Ied the agency in 149
mind contrel experiments, of which
about 2% were candueted on unwit-
ting suhbjects. According to the
survivor of one viciim, the way
Gottlieb duped American citizens
was nothing but despicable.

Less black and white o his
assessment is John Marks, author
of the definitive book on the Cl4's
mind control preograms, “The
Search for the ‘Manchurian Candi-
date” " Marks sees Gottlieh 25 an
unabashed patriot who nonetheless
“erossed the same ethical lines we
hanged German doctors in Worid
War Il for.” .

There is also the view of former
ClA psychologist John Gittinger,
who says his close friend was a
gentle man whose actions were
widely misunderstood.

Dr. Lows Jolyon “Jolly™ Waest,
an internationally known psvchia-
Lrise, civil rights activist and expert
un alegholism, doug  abuse and
cults, has died. He was 74.

West, who headed the depart-
et of psychiatry and the Neuro-
asyehiatric Institute at GCLA for
20 years, died Saturday of cancer at
nis Los Angeles home.

Although he partially retired in
1988, West had rernained active in
research and mentoring students.
He was freguently sought out by
the news media to offer insight into
such cults as Heaven's Gate, which
staged a mass suicide in San Diego
County in 1997,

West aiso served frequently as a
court-appoinied expert psychiatrist,

tie examined such defendants as
Jack Ruby—killer of President John
¥. Kennedy's assassin, Lee Harvey
Oswald—and Patricia Hearst, the
symbionese Liberation Army kid-
napping victim turned bank robber.

Huby, West said, suffered from
“major mental illness apparently
precipitated by ithe stress of [his]
trial and its aftermath.” Woest's
opinion forestalled Ruby's death
sentende, and the convicted mur-
Jerer died of cancer in prison.

West was one of four psychia-
irists named to examine Hearst
pefore her 1976 trial in San Fran-
cisco. The panel found her sane and
able to stand trial but, in West's
words, “psychologically damaged
1s aresult of torture by the SLA”

The doctors urged that she be
reated for mental iliness before
he trial, a recommendaticn ig-
vored by the court, West said in a
3an Diego speech after her convic-
ion: *The government finished the
lestruction of her life started by an
nli-government group.”
lent Jimmy Carter commuied
fearst's prison sentence in 1979.

West studied rorture znd brain-
-asning during the Karear
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Dr. Louis Jolyon West in 1883

whern he was an Air Foree doctor at
Lackland Alr Force Base in Texas.
Asked to determine why American
prizsoners of war had falsely con-
fessed Lo engaging in germ warfare,
West determined that guilt could be
instilied by solitary confinement and
prolonged slecplessness as well as
by physical abuse.

He continued his studics of

brainwashing over the years, along
with work 10 post-traumalic
siress syndrome, alconol ah g

abuse, pain, sleep problems,
dreams and hypnosis.

“What happens in coerced con-
finement,” West once told The
Times, explaining the behavior of
cult mermbers and kidnapping vie-
tims, “can be called the three
Ds—debility, dread and depen-
dency. A priscner is debilitated by
inactivity, by sleep loss or, worse,
by physical harm. He is filled with
dread by constant threats of pain or
death or harm to his family. He is
rendered compietely dependent
upon his capicrs for information,
food, snelter, Tife.”

Always aclive in civil rights, from
the American South to South Afrca,
West was the first white psychia-
Lrist 1o go to Scuth Africa to testify
on behalf of black prisoners—and
Afrikaner Auret Van Heerden—
during the attempl to end apartheid.
In 1966 he was a member of the
White House Conference on Civil
Rights, and he worked for years to
abolish eapital punishment

“Everybody makes a differ-
ence,” Wes{ said about activism
while speaking to The Times in
1385. “You can fight city hall. You
can change the world. It might not
seem like much of a change at the
{ime, but you have the power as an
individual to do a great deal.”

Barn 1o Russian Jewish immi-
grants in Madison, Wis,, West grew
up in poverty. But his mother, who
gave him the middle name Jolyon
after reading ""The Forsyte Saga,”
convinced him that he was des-
tined to do great things.

West studied at the University of
Wisconsin and enlisted in the
Army during World War II, deter-
mined to fight Hitler. Instead, the

Army sent him to study medicine, a -
profession he had never consid-

ered, at the University of lowa. He
cempleted his training at the TIni-
versity of Minnesota.

West was named head of psy-
chiatry at the University of Ckla-
homa School of Medicine in 1954 and
remained there until he was hired
by UCLA 15 years later. In 1974,-
Cklahoma named its university fa- -
