New Age speaker set to talk in Toronto

TORONTO - David Icke was allowed to enter Canada, and he gave two talks over the weekend in Ottawa, despite efforts by Canadian Jewish Congress, the Vaad Ha' Ir of Ottawa, the Green party of Ontario and B'nai Brith Canada.
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Icke is the controversial British New Age speaker whose writings carry disturbing and bizarre echoes of the anti-Semitic tome, Protocols of the Elders of Zion.
He was also scheduled to speak this week at Hart House Theatre in Toronto and Windsor Casino. His talk at the latter venue was cancelled following contact by concerned Jewish groups.
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In Ottawa, as well, Icke's talk was cancelled by at least four different host venues after they learned who he was, said Stacia Benovitch of the Vaad Ha'Ir. He eventually spoke at a CEGEP in Hull, Que. An estimated 35 to 50 people attended the Sunday talk.
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Concerned Jewish organizations - and Green party representatives, who are endeavoring to dissociate themselves from Icke, a former Green party member in Britain - had contacted event organizers, host sites, police hate crime units and Immigration authorities regarding their concerns.

Thus far, the only place in Ontario that appears to be willing to allow Icke to speak is Hart House, said Bernie Farber, executive director of Canadian Jewish Congress, Ontario region.
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"We are disappointed," said Farber. "We have asked the University of Toronto at least to provide a basis to monitor the speech to ensure that none of his anti-Semitic material is sold, and to ensure that he doesn't say anything that might be in contravention of anti-hate laws."
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A representative of Sumari Seminars, which organized the Ottawa-area presentation as well as the two scheduled for this week in Toronto and Windsor, denied that Icke is anti-Semitic in a letter to Farber.
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"Nowhere in his books nor in person that we know of has he stated that Jewish people are to be Ôhated,' to be Ôfeared,' to be Ôannihilated,' wrote the representative, identified only as Susan.
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Icke's books have been pulled from Indigo, following contact by Congress, said Farber.
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"I hope the next time the Canadian authorities use their discretion not to let him in," said Rubin Friedman, Ottawa-based director of government relations for B'nai Brith Canada.
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Friedman, along with Richard Warman of the Green party, had urged Immigration officials to bar Icke, not only because of the content of his books, but also on the basis of not having a work permit.
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Contrary to Icke's promotional material, he was not a founder of the Green party in Britain, but was removed from the party because of his views, according to Richard Warman, Ottawa-based Green party member.
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According to Friedman (immigration officials could not be reached at press time), Icke had to return to the Ottawa airport for some type of immigration hearing on Sunday.
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Warman was also disappointed that Immigration let Icke in in the first place. "I kind of felt we handed him over on a silver platter."

Anti-racist protesters greet Icke at U of T

TORONTO - Protesters yelling "Shame" at the entrance to Hart House Theatre did not deter almost 400 audience members from attending a five-hour lecture by David Icke.
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The controversial British New Age speaker, who lectured last Wednesday evening under the auspices of Sumari Seminars, maintains he is not anti-Semitic, despite the outcry against him from Jewish community members and others.
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Prior to his talk, a crowd of about 50 demonstrators gathered outside the theatre on the University of Toronto's (U of T) downtown campus, chanting slogans like "Icke, Icke, Icke, take a hike, hike, hike!" and "Hate speech is not free speech."
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At least one person in the audience, a member of a visible minority, was unfazed by the racism allegations. "I heard a lot of good things about him," she told The CJN. "I think there might be a little bit of truth. A lot of the people are interested in what he has to say. He should be allowed to say it, and we should be allowed to listen to it."
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The audience ranged from young to middle-aged and several nodded in agreement as Icke spoke. There were also two officers from the Metropolitan Toronto Police hate crime unit, who are currently investigating Icke's books; officials from Immigration Canada; and about half a dozen Jewish Defence League members.
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U of T student Sarah Zelcer, an equity-studies major, took part in the protest because she believes it's important to have an anti-racist presence at the event. She would also like to see a public forum at which members of the Jewish community or others could "pick apart [Icke's] points one by one."
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Student protesters included representatives of the university's Students' Administrative Council, its Jewish Students' Union and the Jewish fraternity Alpha Omega Pi.

Icke's writings are "anti-Semitic, make no mistake about it," Richard Warman, Green Party of Ontario representative, told the group. 
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Warman had travelled from Ottawa to join party leader Frank de Jong in disassociating the party from Icke, a former member of the U.K. Green party. According to a flyer handed out in front of the theatre, Icke "did extensive damage to the credibility of the U.K. Greens with his anti-Semitic writings and claims to be a son of god." 
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De Jong stood at the theatre entrance with a sign reading, "Racist speaker. Please do not go in the theatre."
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Also on hand was Liberal attorney general critic Michael Bryant, who had called on Jim Flaherty, Ontario's attorney general, to investigate and potentially prosecute Icke for hate crimes.
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Bernie Farber, executive director of Canadian Jewish Congress, Ontario region, and Karen Mock, national director of B'nai Brith Canada's League for Human Rights, both noted that with freedom of speech comes academic responsibility. Farber called Icke's writings "the worst anti-Semitic garbage I have ever read."
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Earlier in the day, U of T president Robert Prichard defended his decision to allow Icke to speak. Freedom of expression is a value the university is committed to, "even when the expression of the speech is deeply offensive, as is clear in this case," Prichard said in an interview on CBC Radio.
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Icke came to Toronto following two weekend talks in Hull, Que. Protests from local Green Party members and Jewish community representatives resulted in the cancellation of his talk by at least four venues in the Ottawa area before the eventual location was finalized.
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A talk at the Windsor Casino was also cancelled.
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In his Toronto appearance - which lasted more than five hours, with one brief intermission - Icke discussed bizarre conspiracy theories about the world being ruled by a small group, composed of the descendants of reptiles and aliens. They supposedly invaded Earth and interbred with humans.
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In his writings, he makes more pointed references to Jews and Judaism, denouncing the Talmud as "racist," and focusing on a "global elite" that includes the Rothschild banking family and former U.S. secretary of state Henry Kissinger.
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Icke mentioned Jews specifically only at the beginning of his talk, referring to the controversy here. "Don't let anyone think [I've] changed [my] talk because of the controversy," he said.
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Referring to his conspiracy theories, he asked, "Is it a Jewish plot?"
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"No, no, no!" he yelled. "Is it a plot? Yes, yes, yes," he said firmly.
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Most people, including journalists, he believes, are victims of a herd mentality. 
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Icke is clever, said Danny Roth, public affairs and communications director, CJC, Ontario region, who monitored the talk at the invitation of Sumari Seminars. "He's soft spoken, photogenic, he kibitzes, he's got a soft sell."
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Roth believes the danger lies in Icke's subtlety. "People may not see him for what he is, and go out and buy the book."


David Icke and the Politics of Madness

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On the face of it, few people would credit a retired soccer player who rants about a world takeover by blood-drinking lizards from outer space as being much of a threat to democracy. And, as a general rule, they would probably be right. 
David Icke, however, is an exception to that rule. 
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***** Icke embarked upon a political evolution beginning with his expulsion from the Greens and winding up with his current involvement with anti-Semitism, neofascism and lizards from Mars. 
Where the New Age Meets the Third Reich
Icke, 48, is a native of Leicester, England. For five years he played professionally for the Coventry City and Hereford United soccer teams until forced to retire by arthritis. He subsequently went on to become a sports announcer for BBC-TV. For three years from 1988 to 1991 he was national spokesperson for the British Green Party, until he embarked upon a political evolution beginning with his expulsion from the Greens and winding up with his current involvement with anti-Semitism, neofascism and lizards from Mars. 

At first this evolution seemed relatively harmless. Icke began to flirt seriously with New Age theories, and then began to act on them. He dressed in turquoise, and began to call himself the "son of godhead." But by the time his book, The Robot's Rebellion, was printed in 1994, his trajectory had begun to take quite a different course. In 1996, the British magazine Left Green Perspectives wrote that this book "indicated a convergence of New Age thinking with Nazi philosophy." Casting aside his pat concerns about the environment, Icke enthusiastically embraced the classic Nazi conspiracy theory, alleging that the world is controlled by a secret cadre of "The Elite." He openly endorsed The Protocols of the Elders of Zion, the Tsarist anti-Semitic forgery that informed Hitler's notion of a global Jewish conspiracy. 

The following year Icke brought out another book, ...and the truth shall set you free. This one, however, was self-published, as its content was so objectionable that his publisher refused to have it printed. And small wonder. The book repeated Icke's previous claims that the Protocols were true, and went on to state: "I strongly believe that a small Jewish clique which has contempt for the mass of Jewish people worked with non-Jews to create the First World War, the Russian Revolution, and the Second World War.... They then dominated the Versailles Peace Conference and created the circumstances which made the Second World War inevitable. They financed Hitler to power in 1933 and made the funds available for his rearmament." 

In this book, Icke went even further. He began to flirt explicitly with Holocaust denial, saying, "why do we play a part in suppressing alternative information to the official line of the Second World War? How is it right that while this fierce suppression goes on, free copies of the Spielberg film, Schindler's List, are given to schools to indoctrinate children with the unchallenged version of events. And why do we, who say we oppose tyranny and demand freedom of speech, allow people to go to prison and be vilified, and magazines to be closed down on the spot, for suggesting another version of history." He also denounced the Nuremberg Trials as "a farce" and "a calculated exercise in revenge and manipulation." 

Icke's politics today are a mish-mash of most of the dominant themes of contemporary neofascism, mixed in with a smattering of topics culled from the U.S. militia movement. He has written diatribes on the Illuminati, the Council on Foreign Relations and the Trilateral Commission as examples of secret plots to take over the world. He opposes gun control as a plot by this Elite, which has deliberately orchestrated numerous mass shootings to whip up opposition to guns. He has repeatedly posted anti-abortion literature and articles on his website. He rails against conspiracies to implant microchips in everyone's bodies, coded with the Satanic number, "666." He even accuses the U.S. government of carrying out the Oklahoma City bombing and murdering 168 men, women and children. 

For a decade Icke has exhibited signs of serious mental instability. In his website autobiography he reveals that as early as 1990 he became aware of "a presence around me, like there was always someone in the room when there was not. It got to the point where I sat on the side of the bed in a hotel room in London in early 1990 and said to whoever or whatever: 'If you are there will you please contact me because you are driving me up the wall.'" A year later, on holiday in Peru, Icke describes hearing voices: "as I looked at the mound, a voice in my head began to say: 'Come to me, come to me, come to me....' Suddenly I felt my feet pulled to the ground again like a magnet, the same as in the newspaper shop, but this time far more powerful. My arms then shot above my head, with no decision by me for them to do so.... A flow of powerful energy began to go into the top of my head like a drill, and I could feel the flow going the other way up from the ground through my feet. It was then I heard the third voice in my head, something that has never happened since. It said very clearly: 'It will be over when you feel the rain.'" 

Over the last year Icke's writings have become so paranoid and so extreme that many are probably inclined to dismiss him as posing any sort of threat, or requiring a response. Icke is now arguing in all seriousness that the Illuminati plot to take over the world is actually being carried out by a race of extraterrestrial reptiles in human form. They are described, literally, as being child-sacrificing, blood-drinking Satan worshippers capable of changing their shape. Their ranks include George Bush, Bill and Hilary Clinton, Queen Elizabeth, the Queen Mum, Bob Hope and Kris Kristofferson, among others. 

David Icke is not alone. He is a small industry in a large and lucrative market of often well-to-do New Age boomers. He has several websites, an e-magazine, his own publishing house and at least nine books and four videotapes to his credit. He is constantly on the road, touring North America, Europe, Australia, South Africa, the Pyramids and elsewhere. 
David Icke's Canadian Flunkies 
In the last five years Icke has spoken in Vancouver as many times, and across Canada he can turn out substantial audiences. His organizers claim he had 1,000 people out to hear him at his last gig in Vancouver. It's a large milieu that can afford the hefty prices Icke charges - up to $67 to attend a lecture, 40 to 50 dollars for videotapes - and that generates a sizeable income for Icke and his message of conspiracism, fear and hate.

To organize all this, Icke has developed an international network of people who work with him and for him. They book the dates, churn out the posters and press releases, do the advance work, pick him up at the airport, get him to the hotel, introduce him, and get him back to his flight on time. They also show clearly why David Icke is a dangerous man, because they underscore his politics in an unmistakable way. 

Icke is undeniably a flake, and a world-class flake, but his danger comes from his alliances as well as his politics. And it's the far right who handle this man, who package and promote and present his message across Canada and around the world. 

Take Joseph Duggan. Duggan is the proprietor of Strong Eagles Productions, the company organizing Icke's current Vancouver speaking engagement. Duggan makes his living in part from organizing B.C. speaking engagements for a string of conspiracy theorists and famous personalities of the extreme right, like Glen Kealey, Cathy O'Brien, Len Horowitz and others. Duggan also used to be the health editor of Shared Vision until last year, which has itself advertised tours by Icke and hosted speeches by him, as well. Interspersed with monthly columns on health foods and natural healing, Duggan's writings in Shared Vision also promoted the far-right anti-government activist Murray Gauvreau , Colorado militia supporter Suzanne Harris and the notorious Glen Kealey. 

In March, 1997, Duggan's column referred extensively to the book War Cycles, Peace Cycles, by American writer Richard K. Hoskins. Hoskins has been denounced as "a virulent anti-Semite who is a leading ideologue of the Christian Identity movement" by no less a source than Conrad Black's National Post. When Aryan Nations member Buford Furrow was arrested in Los Angeles last August after shooting and wounding five people at a Jewish community centre and murdering a Filipino postal worker, police found a copy of War Cycles, Peace Cycles in his car. 

Icke's books and videos are also distributed by an organization in Salmon Arm, B.C., called The Preferred Network. The Preferred Network's website advertises at least four of Icke's books and the same number of videotapes, as well as an extensive selection of U.S. and Canadian conspiracy materials covering the traditional themes particular to the far right: the government cover-up of the Oklahoma City bombing, "The 10 Secrets Revenue Canada Doesn't Want You To Know," "Humanity's Extraterrestrial Origins," the AIDS cover-up, the Ebola cover-up, the Lockerbie cover-up, the PanAm 800 cover-up, "Satanism And The CIA," and Kari Simpson's expose of the gay agenda in B.C. schools. 

David Lethbridge, director of the Salmon Arm Coalition Against Racism, has described the organizer of The Preferred Network in the following way: "a well-attended demonstration opposing the Multilateral Agreement on Investment was held [in the spring of 1998] in Salmon Arm, B.C.... Working the fringes was Wes Mann, organizer of the Preferred Network. Mann was handing out flyers for conspiracy advocates David Icke, Ted Gunderson and Cathy O'Brien. His Preferred Network catalog carries several dozen books and tapes promoting the usual New Age fare: cancer cures, spiritualist prophecies, UFO tales and so on. But much of the catalog consists of materials promoting right-wing militias and right-wing conspiracy theories, and books by notorious fascists and antisemites such as Eustace Mullins. I went over to Mann, who did not recognize me, and began to question him. Within minutes he was telling me that the MAI was the work of a conspiracy organized by the mysterious 'Black Nobility' and the 'International Bankers.' The anti-Jewish code words were obvious. Soon Mann was telling me that the antisemitic forgery The Protocols Of The Elders Of Zion was authentic, that the Nazi Holocaust had never occurred, that the contemporary Jews were not Jews at all but descendants of the Turkish Khazars, and that the fascist Eustace Mullins was "a brilliant researcher." 

In Ottawa, Icke's key organizer is Tom J. Kennedy. Kennedy was responsible for much of the organizational detail of Icke's October, 1999, speaking tour in Ottawa, Toronto and Windsor, Ontario, also acting as his gofer and driver. But Kennedy's activities do not stop there. He is an active supporter of Canada's DeTax movement, a far-right current that imitates the tax-resistance strategies of the Freemen and other Christian Patriot groups in the U.S. Kennedy's website also promotes Glen Kealey's conspiracist workshops, and other similar endeavours. And his politics become even clearer when one reads the materials Kennedy has posted on the Internet over his own name. On January 18, 1999, he posted an article attacking usury (a favourite code word among the far right for the international Jewish Bankers Conspiracy). He had originally found this article on a British website, and liked it so much he reposted it to his own list. The British group that had written the article, Final Conflict, is one of Britain's hard-core neo-Nazi groups, whose website carries articles entitled "Did Six Million Really Die" and slogans like "Long Live Death." Four months later, on May 6, 1999, Kennedy posted an article on secret societies he had picked up from the Hoffman Wire. The Hoffman Wire is a far-right Holocaust-denial organization based in Coeur d'Alene, Idaho, not far from the headquarters of Aryan Nations. 

Kennedy's website now carries an article entitled, "Fear NOT - The Ultimate Label 'Anti-Semitic,'" which clarifies his endorsement of Icke's politics: "I have always been motivated to find out the real reasons why particular researchers and historians get targeted with the ultimate label 'Anti-Semitic' and other lesser labels such as 'Neo-Nazi' and 'Racist.' Needless to say, I was motivated to follow the information in search of reasons why David Icke was being so labelled during his Ontario '99 tour.... Perhaps the unfair labelling of researchers as 'Anti-Semites' has a hidden agenda to keep people from seeking the 'truth?' Or could this whole 'Anti-Semitic' labelling be another 'divide and conquer' deflection to keep us busy while the real 10,000 year agenda of the Freemasons and Bilderbergers is being completed? Just wondering??" 

In probability, the labelling of Tom Kennedy as anti-Semitic might have more to do with his stated support for Holocaust denier David Irving ("a meticulous historical researcher"), or with his pal Ernst Zundel, who told Kennedy in the early 1980s, "Tom, you are writing about the usurious money system which reaps the Financial Elite multiple millions annually. What you are writing about is even more sacred than 'the holocaust,' so be very careful for your well-being!!" 

David Icke's associations with the extreme right are not confined to Canada, nor are they only a recent phenomenon. One of the most ominous instances of this was documented in an article in the London Evening Standard concerning Icke's 1995 speaking tour of Britain to promote his newest book, The Robot's Rebellion. Journalist Mark Honigsbaum reported that "what worries the Jewish community most is that Icke's veiled anti-Semitic references are now attracting the attention of more sinister British forces, in particular Combat 18, the neo-Nazi group that recruits among football's violent hooligan fringe. The Jewish Chronicle has reported how Combat 18 has taken to publicizing Icke's current tour in its internal journal, Putsch. 

Combat 18 is fascist. The numbers do not stand for "18" but for "one-eight," the first and eighth letters of the alphabet. "A" and "H," as in Adolph Hitler. C18 was for much of the nineties the most important and the most violent organization in the British neo-Nazi movement, with a number of murders to its credit. C18 has now fallen on hard times. Its main leader, Charlie Sargent, is serving a life term for the first-degree murder of one of his own followers, and the group itself promptly split in two over a bitter struggle over finances. But none of this prevented it from carrying out two bombings in black and Bangladeshi neighbourhoods in London last summer, or of being suspected in the bombing of a gay pub that killed two and sent 60 people to hospital. Such are David Icke's friends and associates. 

Despite this record, Icke enjoys a surprising degree of support from unexpected quarters. Paul Hellyer of the Canada Action Party attended Icke's last Vancouver speech. Icke is listed as a contributor to the supposedly left-wing tabloid, The Radical, published in Quesnel and distributed widely throughout B.C. And Icke's tour is being advertised in local New Age publications Shared Vision and Common Ground. 

The fact is that some of what Icke says has a resonance in these quarters. He's against world conspiracies, free trade, the MAI, the WTO and corporate globalism. Many of his far-right supporters are active in other areas, as well: cannabis legalization, alternative health, anti-corporate activism, even support for Native sovereignty struggles like Gustafsen Lake. It's long overdue for the left, the environmental movement, feminists, anti-WTO activists, lesbians and gays - and yes, even New Agers - to start looking more closely at Icke and his friends. The advocates of Holocaust denial and anti-Semitism will seldom if ever reveal their real agenda. They prefer to work in the shadows, using coded language, building patiently for a new-and-improved Reich. The threat they pose is no less real simply because it doesn't register on the radar screen. Yet. All we need to do is look at Austria to see why these politics have to be confronted, isolated and defeated, and the price we will all pay if they are not.

"In the very late 1800's, a controversial document came to light called the "Protocols of the Elders of Zion". I call them the Illuminati Protocols, and I quote many extracts from them in The Robots' Rebellion. Some say they were a forgery made public only to discredit Jews, and I use the term "Illuminati Protocols" to get away from the Jewish emphasis. If they were a forgery, something that is quite possible, what were they a forgery of, and by whom?"

Icke, p.57 [see p. 130 and p. 453, below]

"I strongly believe that a small Jewish clique which has contempt for the mass of Jewish people worked with non-Jews to create the First World War, the Russian Revolution, and the Second World War. This Jewish/non-Jewish Elite used the First World War to secure the Balfour Declaration and the principle of the Jewish State of Israel (for which, given the genetic history of most Jewish people, there is absolutely no justification on historical grounds or any other). They then dominated the Versailles Peace Conference and created the circumstances which made the Second World War inevitable. They financed Hitler to power in 1933 and made the funds available for his rearmament."

"My use of extracts from the "Protocols of the Elders of Zion" was too much for political purity to take. It didn't matter that I had emphasised, as I do in this book, that this is not a plot by Jewish people; it didn't matter that I renamed them the "Illuminati Protocols" for the specific reason of getting away from their association with Jewish people; it didn't matter that these Protocols, which came to light in the late 1800's, contain details of the very plan of manipulation which has provably unfolded through the twentieth century."

Aborted Fetuses Are Being Dissected Alive, Harvested And Sold In Pieces To Fuel A Vast Research Enterprise

The doctor walked into the lab and set a steel pan on the table. "Got you some good specimens," he said. "Twins." The technician looked down at a pair of perfectly formed 24-week-old fetuses moving and gasping for air. Except for a few nicks from the surgical tongs that had pulled them out, they seemed uninjured. "There's something wrong here," the technician stammered. "They are moving. I don't do this. That's not in my contract." She watched the doctor take a bottle of sterile water and fill the pan until the water ran up over the babies' mouths and noses. Then she left the room. "I would not watch those fetuses moving," she recalls. "That's when I decided it was wrong."

The technician uses the pseudonym "Kelly." She has her back to the camera, she wears a wig, and her voice is electronically modified because she says she fears for her life. Until a few months ago Kelly worked for a Maryland company called the Anatomic Gift Foundation. Her job was to procure fetal tissue for research. She worked at a Planned Parenthood clinic that was also a member of the National Abortion Federation. Her interview appears on the May issue of "Life Talk" video magazine-the first of a monthly series of videos released by Life Dynamics Inc., a renegade pro-life group based in Denton, Texas, that admits to having spies work in abortion clinics to uncover their most closely guarded secrets.

On their video, Life Dynamics asks Kelly if the abortionist at the clinic ever deliberately altered procedure to procure tissue. "Yes," she replies. "All the limbs, the arms, the head, the chest cavity were never invaded. They were all completely intact. Sometimes, the fetus appeared to be dead, but when you'd open up the chest cavity you'd see the heart beating."

Were women ever coerced into the procedure? Kelly says that sometimes, before the final surgery, on the third day "you could blatantly hear them in the halls saying they wanted to change their minds." But they were sedated, in what Kelly calls a "Nyquil nap," which made it difficult to protest. Sometimes the IV was turned up; in any case, the woman always had the abortion.

Routinely, the women would go into labour before the final surgery. "They were coming out alive," says Kelly. Aside from the incident with the twins, she says, there were three to four live births in a typical two-week period. "The doctor would either break the neck or take a pair of tongs and basically beat the fetus until it was dead."

As incredible as Kelly's testimony seems, other sources corroborate it. Eric Harrah worked in the abortion industry for 11 years, leaving it 18 months ago. He managed and owned or partially owned 26 American abortion clinics. Live births, he tells Life Dynamics, were the industry's "dirty little secret." "It was always very disturbing, so the doctor would try to conceal it from the rest of the staff," he says, but one incident is hard for him to forget. The woman in question was 26 weeks pregnant. She had laminaria inserted, signed paperwork agreeing not to call anyone but the clinic if she went into labour, and was sent to a motel up the road to await her procedure the next day. She was brought to the clinic in the middle of the night, carrying her fetus in a white cotton hotel towel.

"I was in the scrub room when I saw the towel move," says Mr. Harrah. "A nurse said, 'Eric, you're just tired. It's three in the morning.' Then we both looked and a little baby's arm raised up out of the towel and was moving like a newborn baby. I screamed and ran out. The doctor came in and closed the door and when we went back in to process the baby out of the clinic into the lab, [the baby] had a puncture wound in his chest."

David Ike, the former' Green Party spokesperson, has attracted a disproportionate amount of media attention. But his activities are merely the tip of an iceberg, which has remained unprobed. Here Searchlight reveals for the first time in Britain, not the unimportant side show that is Icke, but the facts about the man whose magazine Icke promotes, his international connections and the response to his activities in Australia.
A lunatic on the political fringe would not normally attract mainstream media attention. But in May The Guardian devoted four columns to David Icke, a former Green Party spokesperson and self-styled "Son of God", who is currently on a speaking tour around Britain. 

Icke's talk is a diatribe against the "illuminati" taken straight out of the notorious anti-semitic forgery. The Protocols of the Elders of Zion, which he cites as a source for his next book and continues to defend in media interviews even after being challenged over its nature and origin. His all encompassing conspiracy theory makes out that the bomb in Oklahoma City was used to give the FBI and the "New World Order" a tighter grip to destroy freedoms. 

The Guardian's piece makes out that he is an interesting curiosity. It mentions that Icke distances himself from Hitler, but does not say that he recently received a partial endorsement from Combat 18 because of his antisemitism. Nevertheless Icke is not a danger because anyone with any sense realises that he is a fringe lunatic with no political influence. 

The Guardian article touched on the real dangers when it mentioned that Icke recommends to his followers a magazine called Nexus Based in Australia, it is a sinister mixture of New Age ideas and far-right and antisemitic propaganda and advertisements. 

Searchlight's Australian correspondent has revealed that the owner of Nexus, Duncan Roads, has visited Colonel Gaddafi's Libya at least twice and is believed to have sworn an oath of loyalty to that country. In doing so, he has followed the road to Tripoli already taken by a mixture of far-right activists. including the British third positionists Patrick Harrington, Derek Holland and Nick Griffin and Canadian nazis. 

Nexus's agent in Britain is Marcus Allen, a small-scale peddler of antisemitic material. A more important supplier of such literature. and one of the few people in Britain from whom those around Icke could have obtained copies of the Protocols of the Elders of Zion, is Don Martin. 

Born in Australia. Martin runs a far-right and antisemitic publishing business in Sudbury, Suffolk. and maintains his longstanding links with Australian nazis. He came to Britain in 1970, where he founded the British League of Rights as a pseudo-respectable right-wing front, campaigning against the Common Market. Four years later the organisation became the British chapter of the World Anti Communist League. and the veteran racist Dowager Lady Jane Birdwood became its general secretary. 

Searchlight originally exposed fascist infiltration of the green movement in Britain many years ago. Our concern was not with the lunatic fringe but with members of nazi and fascist groups who were able to join the Green Party and even sit on the platform at one of the party's annual conferences. The ongoing far-right influence on the green movement, which comes mainly from the area where fascist third positionists and quasi anarchists meet, has resulted in some green publications carrying advertisements for fascist publications. People participating in the recent demonstrations against the export of livestock to Europe have been concerned by the presence of members of fascist organisations. 

To divert people from the real problem facing the green movement by focusing attention on David Icke will do neither the green movement nor anti-fascists any good.

In a meeting room in a community centre in Vancouver, the blackboard said "Strategy" and the leaflets said "Bigot Alert". A coalition of prominent anti-racist organisations shook hands and took their seats, notepads at the ready. A "leading racist" was about to land in Canada on a speaking tour. TV and radio stations were vying to secure chatshow bookings. There would be celebrity appearances, meet-and-greet-the-fans sessions and high-profile book signings. This was, the coalition felt, an unusual and disquieting turn of events. The media do not, as a rule, scramble to book racists for celebrity appearances. But this was an unusual racist, they said. 

"Above all," began the chair of the meeting, "David Icke represents a political threat. His writings are anti-Semitic. David Icke states that the global elite, the Illuminati who dominate every aspect of our lives, are genetically descended from an extraterrestrial race of reptiles who came to earth some time ago in the form of humans, who are capable of changing their shape, who engage in ritual child sacrifice, who drink blood . . ." 

The coalition shook their heads wearily. In terms of code words, they had now heard it all. 

"What is this crap, this metaphorically hidden language?" asked a member of Anti-Racist Action, a visiting scientist from Somalia. "Who is a lizard? It's bullshit. Bullshit! As a human being, you have to use proper language." 

"What do these words imply?" I asked him. 

"What do you think they imply?" he replied. "Lizards? Reptiles? Cockroaches? Amphibians? They imply hatred. Racist hatred." 

"Do you think that, when David Icke says lizards, he means Jews?" I asked. 

"Of course!" he said. "What is lizard? What is amphibian? It is a pile of rubbish. Why he's using those terminologies such as lizards? This vile language. Vile bullshit. I'm totally, culturally shocked." 

"So," continued the chair, "what are we going to do about this?" 

Wheels had already been set in motion. The Canadian hate crimes unit had been alerted. So had the media. The coalition had also written to the former Canadian prime minister, Brian Mulroney, to inform him that David Icke was accusing him of being a reptilian, child-sacrificing paedophile. But so far, to the coalition's bafflement, Mulroney had declined to initiate legal action. It was at this moment that the stranger in the beige jacket made a startling announcement. "I have been in the militia movement of the United States for four years," he said, "and I only ever met one racist there." 

The action that followed this declaration was swift. "I think at this point it may be unproductive if you continue to remain in the room," said the chair. 

The militiaman looked shaken by this rapid response. "If you . . . uh . . . want to rule me out, fine," he stammered, "but I just wanted to see if I could do anything to help." 

"I think that people are uncomfortable with you sitting at the meeting." 

"I came to hear what David Icke was about and whether I could help," he said. "Could I just ask two questions?" 

"But this isn't a debate," smiled the chair. 

"Okay. Okay. I'll go. But could I just ask . . ." 

"Please, no." 

"I'm gone," he said. "I'm gone." Then he left. 

A break was called. In the car park, informal suggestions were thrown around over cigarettes by the younger and more rebellious activists. Someone offered to launch a physical attack on David Icke at his hotel. I suspected a giant misunderstanding was in danger of spiralling out of control. Knowing what I did about David Icke's past - specifically, his startling announcement on the Terry Wogan chatshow on BBC1 in 1991 that he was the Son of God - I guessed that when he said that 12ft lizards secretly ruled the world, he really was referring to lizards. But what did I know? The code words did seem to be increasingly abstruse. I elected to remain an impartial observer to the unfolding events in Vancouver in the hope that some clarity might develop in the days ahead. 

Wogan. The blue comedian Jim Davidson was top of the bill that night (this was primetime BBC1, in the autumn of 1991), but most of the viewers had tuned in to see Terry Wogan's first guest. There had been rumours in the tabloids all week that something unexpected had happened to David Icke, the popular BBC sports personality, once a professional football player, now the host of Grandstand and a household name. The tabloids said that David Icke had started wearing only turquoise, that he was predicting cataclysmic flooding and earthquakes - and that he was claiming to be the Son of God. 

I had watched a videotape of this broadcast before leaving London for Vancouver. It was startling to see how David Icke looked, how haggard and exhausted and terribly nervous - so unlike the genial BBC soccer and snooker correspondent whom the British public had come to feel so comfortable with - and dressed from head to toe in a turquoise shellsuit (turquoise being a conduit of positive energy) as he stepped out on to the stage. 

"Why you?" asked Wogan with an incredulity that reflected the mood of the land. "Why have you been chosen?" 

"People would have said the same thing to Jesus," David Icke replied. "Who the heck are you? You're a carpenter's son." 

"When might we expect tidal waves, eruptions and earthquakes?" asked Wogan. 

"They will certainly happen this year," said David. 

This conversation took place amid howls of laughter from the studio audience. 

"Why should we believe you?" said Wogan. 

"I'm saying that these things are going to happen this year," said David, "so we'll see, won't we?" 

"And what will happen to you if they don't happen?" asked Wogan. 

"They will happen," said David. 

He said this with such ferocity, such conviction, that the audience stopped laughing for a moment. However wise and modern we are, this kind of thing can still shake us up. You could feel it sweep across the television studio, sweep across the land, a stirring of some primordial paranoia. Could David Icke actually be a soothsayer? At that moment, I think the nation looked to Terry Wogan for guidance. How would he respond? Which way would this go? 

"The best way of removing negativity is to laugh and be joyous, Terry," said David. "So I'm glad that there's been so much laughter in the audience tonight." There was a small silence. 

"But they're laughing at you," said Wogan. "They're not laughing with you." 

There was a gasp, followed by rapturous applause. So the Canadian coalition was unaware of the moment that David Icke's career had crashed so dramatically in Britain. Had they known, would they have felt differently about the reasons why he said that giant lizards secretly ruled the world? Furthermore, the coalition seemed to have disregarded the fact that many of the lizard-people Icke had publicly named and shamed were not Jewish. There was a piece of compelling evidence that David Icke did mean Jews when he said lizards. Buried somewhere in the middle of his hundreds of thousands of published words is a short paean to the Protocols of Zion - the absurd 19th-century Tsarist forgery proclaiming to be the minutes of a meeting of the Jewish secret rulers of the world: "Protocol 9: The weapons in our hands are limitless ambition, burning greediness, merciless vengeance, hatred and malice. It is from us that all-engulfing terror proceeds . . . We will not give [the people of the world] peace until they openly acknowledge our international Super-Government." 

It is incredible that this document, which portrays my people as cackling villains from a Saturday matinee, formed the template for contemporary anti-Semitism. It is so obviously a fake. Even if some of us do possess "limitless ambition, burning greediness, merciless vengeance, hatred and malice" (and I know I do), we'd never come right out and admit it to our peer group. There are appearances to uphold. 

But then, David Icke has declared that the Protocols of Zion is evidence not of a Jewish plot, but of a reptilian plot of Illuminati lizards. And nobody would be concerned about David Icke if it wasn't for the fact that his career is now a global sensation; that he lectures to packed houses all over the world, riveting his audiences for six hours at a time with extraordinary revelations; and that pop stars and movie stars request private audiences, with both PW Botha and Winnie Mandela happy to associate themselves with him. Indeed, in terms of the size of his following, he is the most influential racist on the lecture circuit - if, that is, he is a racist. 

The airport. Two Canadian immigration officers discreetly scanned the queue at passport control. They were holding clipboards. One turned to the other and murmured, "That's him." 

Although David Icke had overheard this exchange, and was preparing himself for the worst, he feigned breezy innocence by humming Que Sera Sera. He looked different now. The turquoise was long gone. He wore a comfortable sweater. His eyes were messianic-blue, and his grey hair was guru-long. There was little ridicule in his life now. "Good evening!" he sang, handing over his passport. It was swiped through the scanner, and two words immediately appeared on the screen: "Watch for." At this, David Icke's composure was shattered. "So this is life in the free world?" he boomed. "It's pathetic! Simply pathetic!" 

He was quickly bustled towards a holding room, protesting his innocence along the way. "I am not an anti-Semite! I have a great respect for the Jewish people. Is this a Jewish plot? No, no, no!" 

The authorities eyed him with some distrust. When David Icke said he didn't believe it to be a Jewish plot, was this code? Did he really mean that he did believe it to be a Jewish plot? What, exactly, was he thinking? 

I was, of course, not there to witness what happened to David Icke inside the holding room. But from his own description of the events relayed to me later, I have attempted to piece the scene together. A man in rubber gloves scattered the contents of his baggage across a table - his clothes and toiletries and reading matter - and began to scrutinise them for some tangible evidence of anti-Semitism. 

"Yes." clarified David Icke, "the families in positions of great financial power obsessively interbreed with each other. But I'm not talking about one earth race, Jewish or non-Jewish. I'm talking about a genetic network that operates through all races, this bloodline being a fusion of human and reptilian genes." He threw up his hands. "And now, suddenly, the idea is that I'm saying it is a gigantic Jewish plot. But let me make myself clear - this does not in any way relate to an earth race." 

David Icke's line of defence was clear. When he said lizards, he really was referring to lizards. He was not talking about cockroaches, or amphibians in general, contrary to the suggestions mooted at the meeting in Vancouver, but Annunaki lizards, specifically, from the lower fourth dimension. 

The immigration officers glanced at each other, attempting to square this denial with the memo they had received from a coalition of respectable and trustworthy anti-racist groups, accusing David Icke of anti-Semitism. Finally, after four hours of questioning, they concluded that when David Icke said lizards, lizards was what he meant. He was free to enter the country. There was no law against this. How could the lawmakers anticipate that sort of thing? 

David Icke shook hands with the immigration officers, collected his things and wandered outside to the concourse, where his entourage was waiting in a car to pick him up. It was 2am. 

"It is certainly not a misunderstanding," said David, as we were chauffeured from the airport to the hotel. "They are assassinating my character." 

"But why would they want to do that?" I asked. 

"Because I am getting too close to the truth." He looked out of the window. "I miss my little boy," he said. "I cannot tell you the agony of being away from my little boy. But you've got to keep walking and talking." 

We reached the hotel, checked in, retired to our rooms for showers, and met again in the foyer. David was jetlagged and downcast. "Would I want to do other things with my life, something other than all this frigging travelling? God, yes." 

"What would you be doing if you weren't doing this?" I asked him. 

"Something related to sport," he said. "I still love sport." 

"I guess you've burnt your bridges with the BBC," I said. 

"Oh, I'd never go back to that." he said. "The thought of presenting the same programme day after day, year after year. I think I'd have taken the pill by now. But do I want to go around radio station after radio station, book signing after book signing, interview after interview? No." 

We had breakfast and then we walked the three blocks to the studio of AM 1040 Radio One, where David was booked for a celebrity appearance on the morning show. David was now more alert and cheerful. Smiling, he entered reception. We were greeted by the station manager, a small man wearing glasses and a friendly striped jumper. 

"Hi!" David smiled, extending his hand. "David Icke. I'm due to be on a programme at 10.15." 

"Okay," said the station manager. He coughed. "I've reviewed the material that was submitted to us, and I've also reviewed the radio regulations of 1986 . . ." 

"I don't believe this," murmured David. 

"And I don't feel comfortable having you on." 

"Why?" 

"I just don't feel comfortable. That's it. Thanks for coming in." The station manager clapped his hands together. "Thanks very much." 

"You invited me to your radio station," said David patiently. "I turned up on time, and now you stand here and say without any substance or explanation that you're not having me on?" 

"Thanks for coming in," said the station manager. 

"You know what?" said David, leaning across the reception desk. Their faces were now inches apart. "It's pathetic. You say you believe in freedom? You couldn't spell it." 

He turned to me. "This," he said, pointing at the station manager, "is one of the architects, unknowingly, of the destruction of our freedom." 

"You did say you were sick of doing radio interviews," I offered. 

"That's not the point," said David. "The information is being suppressed by unknowing, frightened little men like him." 

"Oh, thanks," said the station manager. 

"This is unbelievable," said David. He was now addressing my notepad. "Oh no, there's no conspiracy, no cover-up, no suppression, ladies and gentlemen of the world." 

"Please leave," said the station manager. 

That night, at Rosie's Bar in downtown Vancouver, David and some of his entourage drank mournfully until closing time. Word had just reached them that another media interview and a personal appearance in a bookshop had been successfully prevented by the coalition. There was only so much to be gained from being the maligned victim, the speaker of truth in a venal world. This was now becoming a serious problem. Book sales were at risk. 

David's entourage attempted to buoy him up. "At least this blows the myth of a free media in Vancouver," said a quiet, bearded Austrian called Henrick. "Clarity is good, right? At least this clarifies things." 

"Yeah," said David, wearily. 

I could not determine how Henrick fitted into the Icke camp. He just seemed to be there all the time, one of perhaps a dozen men and women in Vancouver who drove for David, picked up the hotel and restaurant bills, took him aside to whisper things that I couldn't hear, transported the books and the videos, organised the media engagements, kept the cottage industry rolling. 

But the most surprising presence within David's entourage was that of Brian Selby, a veteran local journalist from the left and a one-time prominent Greenpeace activist. (The coalition was mystified by Brian's apparent defection to the far right. It had been the subject of much debate during their anti-Icke meeting.) 

"I've been in this town 15 years," said Brian, "and I've gotta say that this is the most twisted political cluster-fuck I've ever seen. You've got the weirdest coalition. You've got the draconian powers of the Canadian Jewish congress. Then you've got people with a history of being progressive. The Seattle protesters . . ." 

"Nobody does all this against one person unless there's something much bigger going on behind the scenes," added David. 

"You've got to have a lot of power to call up a radio station and get the plug pulled on a show," agreed Brian. 

"They're sending us a message. They're saying, 'Don't fuck with us now or forever more.'" 

There was a silence. "Who is pulling the strings?" said David. 

After David went to bed, Brian and Henrick elected to take matters into their own hands. "We need to defuse this whole concept that David Icke is an anti-Semite," said Brian. 

"But how?" I asked. 

Brian said he still had some friends inside the anti-Icke camp from his days as a leftist activist. He would use his contacts to initiate a meeting. But how to convince them of David's innocence? 

Here, Brian and Henrick fundamentally disagreed. Henrick argued that the coalition needed to understand that David Icke's lizard claims were "politically relevant" (the lizards being the hidden hand behind corporate globalisation) and that they had a "factual core" (there was much talk here of archaeological evidence linking ancient cultures with reptilian invaders). 

Brian, however, wanted to keep the lizards out of it all together. "I mean it," he said, severely. "Don't mention the lizards. The lizards just confuse things. Jon?" 

"The lizards muddy the waters," I agreed. 

"Okay," murmured Henrick, sullenly. 

"So what's your argument?" I asked Brian. 

"Two words," he said. "Noam Chomsky." 

"The Jewish intellectual?" I asked. 

"David, at his most controversial," explained Brian, "is saying nothing that Noam Chomsky hasn't himself written regarding, for example, powerful Zionists." He paused. "What do you think?" 

"It isn't unconvincing," I said. 

"This is open and shut," said Brian. "Chomsky is the darling of the left. There's no way they can argue with that. Do you reckon?" 

I shrugged. "It will be interesting to see how they might argue with that," I said. 

The next evening, Brian and Henrick and I met Sam, the coalition's unofficial organiser, on neutral ground at a downtown bar. The stakes were high. More media interviews had been prevented by the coalition. Furthermore, the anti-racists seemed to be on the verge of convincing the Canadian hate crimes unit that Icke's books should be seized and literally incinerated, and Icke himself deported. 

"Hello, Brian,"nodded Sam, formally. 

"Sam," nodded Brian. "This is Henrick." 

Henrick nodded formally. 

"Jon," nodded Sam. 

"I'm just here as an impartial observer," I said. "I'm just going to sit here." 

"Okay," agreed the two camps. 

The formalities were over and the discussion began. 

"So," said Sam, "you say that Icke is not an anti-Semite." Brian held up his finger to say "wait a minute" and he rifled through his briefcase. He retrieved a sheaf of photocopies, which contained the writings of Noam Chomsky. Brian had marked passages that convincingly reflected his thesis - that David Icke was no more anti-Semitic than this respected Jewish scholar. 

Sam studied the photocopies. He nodded thoughtfully. "This might be true to an extent," he finally agreed. "But there is a very big difference between Noam Chomsky saying it and David Icke saying it." 

"Which is?" asked Brian, his eyes narrowing. 

"Well, firstly," said Sam, "Noam Chomsky is Jewish. Secondly, Noam Chomsky is not mad. Thirdly, Noam Chomsky is, in fact, an intellectual. And, finally, Noam Chomsky is not an anti-Semite." 

Henrick shuffled uneasily in his chair. He clearly felt that Brian's modus operandi was falling apart before their eyes. Yes, Henrick had promised to leave the lizards out of the discussion, but these were desperate times, and they called for desperate measures. 

Henrick shot me a glance. "Go for it," I mouthed. 

"There is full documentation," announced Henrick, which proves that 20 reptilian races have interfaced, intermingled and interbred with the human race, and are now controlling society from above." 

Brian stared daggers at Henrick. 

"Twenty?" said Sam, leaning forward. 

"Approximately 20," said Henrick. "Certainly it is somewhere between 15 and 25." 

"Have you got the names of these reptilian races?" asked Sam, producing a notepad from his bag. 

"Yes, I have," said Henrick, obviously pleased that Sam was showing an interest. "Okay. Firstly: Grays." 

Sam wrote down Grays. 

"Next there are the Adopted Grays." 

Sam wrote it down. 

"Then there are the Troglodytes." 

"They're the ones who live in caves, right?" said Sam. 

"In caves," confirmed Henrick. "Then there are the Crinklies." 

"What do the Crinklies look like?" asked Sam. 

"They are cuddly, pink, with old-looking faces," said Henrick. 

"Can I just point out," interrupted Brian, sharply, "this Chomsky passage regarding the oppressive subtext of the Talmud . . ." 

"Then there are the Tall Blondes," said Henrick. 

"What do they look like?" asked Sam. 

"Kind of like Swedes," said Henrick. "Next come the Tall Robots." 

"They're the ones covered in aluminium foil, right?" 

"Right," said Henrick. "Then there are the Annunaki." 

"The Annunaki," said Sam. "They're the ones David Icke goes on about the most." 

"Exactly," said Henrick. "George Bush is Annunaki." 

Sam excused himself so he could step outside for a cigarette. He returned to discover that Henrick had taken the opportunity to grab his notepad and add further names of reptilian races to the list. 

"The Elderbarians," he had written. "These are the crop-circle makers. The Zebra Repticular. The Albarians. The Interdimensional Sasquatch. The Goat Sucker or Goat Eater often found in Mexico." 

"Is there friction between these alien races?" asked Sam. 

"Yes," said Henrick. "Constant friction." 

"Do they actually fight each other?" asked Sam. 

"Yes," said Henrick. "They are constantly battling for control of the 15 dimensional portals. One is in Jerusalem. One is in Tibet. Nobody knows where the other 13 are." 

"This," said Sam. "is a very interesting conversation." 

"That was very weird," said Sam to me after Brian and Henrick had gone home. 

"It was weird," I agreed. "You know, I've been trying to keep an open mind, but now I'm pretty certain that David Icke really does mean lizards when he says lizards." 

But the anti-racists were still not convinced. "It's the hidden reptilian hand of Judaism coming to take over the world," said a coalition member called Richard Warman. "It's all about dehumanising your enemies. How do we make Jews despicable, sub-human, and worthy of our condemnation? So, yes, I still believe that when David Icke says lizards he means Jews." 

It looked as if things could get no worse for David Icke. His supporters had pulled out all the stops to dampen hostility towards him, but even Henrick's intricate lizard dissertation had failed to convince Sam that David was not an anti-Semite. Now he was a martyr. His fans started approaching him on the street, shaking his hand, sometimes even breaking into spontaneous rounds of applause, offering words of support. 

"It's so terrible what those awful Jewish people are doing to you," said one old lady. 

"Little me!" David put his hand on his heart. "This 'nutter', as they call me. If I'm mad like they say I am, why don't they leave me alone? But ever since I started exposing the reptilian elite, the opposite has happened. Why is that?" 

"The Jews are drawing their own parallels," suggested one fan. "Nothing that you have ever said could in any way be construed as anti-Semitism. They're just paranoid. It's not true. You are not an anti-Semite." 

"Jewish people have suffered as much if not more from this global manipulation as anyone else," agreed David. "Far from being the perpetuators of it, they are massive victims of it. And, in terms of racism, my own daughter's boyfriend is himself black." 

"You've changed my life," said another fan. "I used to be a sheep, I used to be like them, but you've changed my life." 

On Thursday, the anti-Icke camp suffered a public humiliation. VTV, Vancouver's popular local television station, decided to ignore the coalition's request to cancel David's scheduled TV appearance. Instead, it put him on live - head to head with an eminent local psychology professor called Bill Bierstein: 

Host: "Professor, why do you think Mr Icke has such a following when a lot of people would think his ideas are out of this world?" 

David (turning furiously to host): "What research have you done on that? Nothing! Nothing! Nonsense!" 

Professor: "People like to enchant themselves. They want there to be grand conspiracies by superpowerful beings, rather than just a bunch of mistakes made by decent people . . ." 

David: "Professor!(To host) Is he going to go on forever?" 

Host: "Let's get Mr Icke to respond to that." 

David: "Professor, did you major in patronising the people of British Columbia?" 

Professor: "Well, there's no need for insulting comments." 

David: "Okay, tell me about the Bilderberg Group." 

Host (interrupting): "Let's talk about why . . ." 

David (thunderously): "Don't tell me what I'm going to say. Tell me about the Bilderberg Group!" 

Host (listening anxiously into her earpiece): "Mr Icke, we don't want to talk about that right now. Let's talk about . . ." 

David (a knowing smile): "I'm sure you don't!" 

Host: "Why are Jewish groups calling you anti-Semitic?" 

David: "Because I'm getting too close to the truth." 

Professor (laughing): "Don't get into these convoluted paranoid fantasies that people are trying to shut you up . . ." 

This was, under the circumstances, the wrong thing to say. David could be accused of many things, but fantasising that he was being censored was not one of them. David smiled a little, and then he went in for the kill. 

David: "I have had three major interviews pulled this week. I've had book signings cancelled. You wanna read the papers a bit more, mate! There Are Lizards And There Are Lizards." 

The Professor faltered. Professor: "Well, uh, if you have nothing better to do than to insult me, then I'm sorry for your process of thought . . ." 

But it was over. The professor had blown it. In the days that followed this TV debate, some of the coalition began privately admitting to me that the whole thing was beginning to backfire. David Icke's fans were not, by and large, anti-Semites. It was more alarming than that. They were, in fact, the coalition's core constituents - liberals and anti-racists and left-wingers concerned with the perils of global capitalism. These people were beginning to look upon the coalition as the villains, as the hidden hand, as "them". 
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"Having visions," agreed Rob from Anti-Racist Action. 

"The nutcase stuff," said Sam. "Do we want to hang him on that?" 

But the others argued forcibly that the coalition should avoid these areas. "We're not here to do a psychological analysis on him," said a woman called Julia. "Just leave it. Let's leave it." 

When three representatives of the coalition appeared on a radio phone-in show to drum up support for a mass protest against David Icke, they received a volley of antagonistic questions. Why were they obsessed with denying freedom of speech to someone who clearly wasn't an anti-Semite? Who was really behind the coalition? What were they hiding? And so on. 

The coalition hastily convened a meeting at a downtown coffee bar to discuss new tactics. Sam suggested producing a press release announcing that David Icke was suffering from some form of mental illness. "To me, he sounds schizophrenic," he said. "Hearing voices." 

But as the evening wore on, the gathering began to seem more like a postmortem than a strategy meeting. A young activist called Ali said that she felt she had pinpointed the coalition's tactical error: they had made young people feel stupid. "Young people are seeing this big task before them," explained Ali, "trying to combat economic global corporatisation. And a lot of them have read David Icke and thought, 'Hey! He's on our side. I'm looking for answers and he seems to have them.' And we've made them feel stupid, like they've done something bad by getting sucked in." Ali paused. "And now theyÍre saying to us, 'Don't tell me IÍm stupid!Í What we should have said to them was, ïYouÍre not stupid. We understand why you thought he was okay.'But we didn't. And now they think we think theyÍre stupid." 

The next morning, the Canadian Jewish Congress and B'nai Brith - the most powerful and respected groups within the anti-racist alliance - cut their losses. They telephoned Sam to say they were withdrawing their support from the coalition. This was a tremendous blow. Now, the only people left battling Icke were Sam and his young friends from Anti-Racist Action. On Friday night, these tatters of the opposition met at the Havana Bar on Commercial Drive. It was a melancholy occasion. 

"I guess it's over," I said. 

There was a silence. 

"No!" said Michael. "It isn't over." 

Michael is young and handsome. He had been pepper-sprayed in Seattle and trampled by Mounties in Vancouver. You could still smell the pepper spray on his bandana. "Thousands and thousands of people," said Michael, "went down to Seattle, risked their lives to try and address the problems created by the evolution of global capitalism, and now this pompous wingnut, this buffoon has flounced into town . . ." 

Michael didn't need to finish his sentence. We knew. David Icke had flounced into town with his lizard thesis on the dangers of international capitalism, and he was cleaning up, winning the hearts of those Michael himself had hoped to convert by serious debate about global economics, swiftly followed by some kind of direct action. Rational thought was being vanquished, and the lizards were winning. "He can discredit the whole movement," said Michael. "I can see the World Trade Organisation saying, 'If you oppose us, youÍre just scared of some . . . some . . . lizard conspiracy.' And that's the most scary thing to me." 

I think that, in David Icke, Michael was seeing an omen of the blackest kind. He was seeing the future of thought itself: a time when irrational thought would sweep the land, much as racism had done the previous century, when Washington DC was a blaze of white, the white of a million Ku-Klux Klansmen marching past a Klan-friendly White House and a Klan-friendly Capitol Hill. 

Then Michael said, "This ridiculous guru has blinded the people of Vancouver, and there's only one thing for it." 

"Which is what?" I asked. 

"Icke needs his pomposity pricked in public," said Michael. "He needs to be humiliated, disgraced, he needs to become a laughing stock. Only then will his followers see him for what he is - a self-important, humourless clown." 

And, as we sat on the terrace of the Havana Bar, Michael understood how he could make that happen. 

It was Saturday morning at Michael's house. Michael and Sam and a few of their friends were making the final preparations for today's physical assault on David Icke. 

"Are you nervous?" I asked them. 

"I'm getting butterflies," said a woman called Linda. "It's exciting. I just hope no militia wingnut acts in a hostile way." 

"Oh, it'll be just new-age flakes there," said Michael. 

"No it won't," said Linda. "Just look at Mr Militiaman who turned up at the meeting last week. He was dangerous." 

"The point is," agreed Tony, "if someone is unstable enough to believe that lizards run the world, God knows what they might do to us." 

The plan was this: at 2pm, David Icke was scheduled to make a personal appearance at Granville Books in the centre of town. 

Sam and Linda would arrive first to create a distraction.
