Hilberg countered that there
are aerial photographs of concen-
tration camps. examples of
rumed gas chambers, German in-
dustrial documents describing
the lethal nature of various gases
and fiters or gas masks which
were found at the camps.

Hilberg agreed with Christie
that there are no autopsy reports
indicating that even a single per-
Son died from exposure to poi-
Sonous gas in chambers.

But, Hilberg said, “In tens of
thousands of (Nazi) documents,
people were ‘rescltled’ or 'the
Jewish problem was solved but
the word Killing was (nob) used.”
