Gripps's seerstary noticed that the letter he xecoived was hot

Two peaches were fed to two morkeys with no il cffects.
Tnspection of the fruit with a hand lens revealed no evidence
of tampering, The remaining peaches were delivezed to your
‘messeager today.”

Even the food that is purchased daily for the White House
weas placed under special supervision. Secret Service men
pick up all groceries that are ordered, and. they watch the
‘butcher while the meat is being cut. They then carry the faod
puscbases to a special truck, lock it in, and deliver it direetly
