Six simple words that can destroy the econamies of not only entire
nations but as well entire continents with just akeystroke and that can send the establi shed
order of billions of people into chaos. Six ssimple words that can (and have) re-written the
rules of morality for the larger part of the world’ sinhabitants and which have turned entire
societies into barely functioning lunatic asylums.

Just six simple words... thisisthe gunthat is presently being held to the head of humanity
and the total sum of what it took to begin the backwards march from progressinto regress
just six simple words.

One will no doulb react with alarm when learning d this for the first time, bu the redity of
the matter isthat these six simple words are nat new. Indeed, they have been aroundfor

mill ennia and have been the source of troudes long lefore now, so it’snat asif mankind
didn‘t have goodwarning a a decent precedent uponwhich he could reflect. If the
theologists are to be given credibility, it was avariation d these six simple words that was
resporsible for the infamous rebellionin heaven instigated by the favored angel Lucifer and
those fodi sh admirers of hiswho bouglhinto what was a madman’svision.

for its own sustenance, and dainingit of itsvitality in the process

They are not permitted to consider the fact that
what had been a system of cooperation and tranquility onthe day before these six ssmple
words were put into the mix was onreplaced with dscord and loathing, aswell asthe
inevitable g/cles of violence. They are not permitted to view these six simple words in their
horest, unvarnished form, which is as a declaration d war by the wolves against those sheg
who do nd and canna ever hold membership in the pack. They are not allowed to court the
oceans of innacent bloodthat have been and are being shed in the interest of appeasing these
six simple words. They are not all owed to calculate the ecnamic despoilment and
exploitation that these six simple words have authored-- these sil ent, insidious acts of subtle
yet powerful hostility perpetrated against unsuspeding peoples and which inevitably lead to
socia unrest and even to war.

Instead, what they are now forced to accept are aternative theories as to why so much urrest
isand has been produced wherever these six simple words have encamped themselves. The
explanations offered for past and present conflict between these six simple words and their
victims are completely dysfunctional and just as beli evable as 2+2=a @#$0"&*()?, or some
other sort of norsense that does not conform to any sort of logica though. Comparatively it
isasif agang of malefactors had pasoned the town’swell, resulting in large numbers of
people getting sick, and yet the explanation that must be accepted for the presence of this
malady isthat it has been caused by trianguar-shaped grasshopyers living onthe 3rd moon
of the planet Jupiter who are wearing shoes that are the wrongcolor.
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Andin the midst of thisridiculous discourse into the realm of unreality, the wolvesin
sheep’ s clothing—jredators who bytheir nature canna make any nase other than to hawl
the mantra of these six simple words--sit there and monitor all that is sid. They remainin
the weeds, silently and with peaked eas, listening to the discussons that take place in the
interest of making sure that none of the sheep fodli shly decide to venture into the one area
that is and always has been in mortal combat with the agenda of these six simple words, that
blessed location knawvn as the truth.

Depending upa where this forbidden discusson takes place, the results and reactions to
wandering into such aterritory can vary.

What is it about the organic nature of these six
simple words that produces these recurring, rever-changing circumstances that now have
been broughtt to full-bail in thisthing knavn as WWI117?

These six simple words have always been and at this very moment continue to be like
dynamite in the presence of fire, and yet no ore thinks of discussing the properties of this
dangerous substance even when the future of mankind hangs in the balance.

It islike an individual asking for proof
that astorm isin progresswhen heis being pelted with rain and who can barely maintain his
balance in the face of some violent, howling wind. These six simple words and the agenda
that they dictate are so prevalent that even a blind man can see them, and were it nat for the
fact that what these six simple words produceis a debilitating and intoxicating state of
incoherence, a healthy, sane mind would then be able to recognize their presence

These six simple words dictate the econamies of all men in almost every country of the
world. They set and maintain thetempo d life for aimost every individual in amanner that is
dired andimmediate. They set the schedule of almost every individual aroundthe globe,
beginning at the waking hou of the day as each gaes forth to execute his or her role asa mg
in the great big machine. Every child in amost every industrialized courtry is numbered at
birth and then indoctrinated as early as possble so that one day he or she will better serve the
agenda of these six simple words.
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All forms of thought that have aded as natural antibiotics and antidotes to the madness of
these six simple words have been removed hit by hit, year by year. Every dime that is gent
in the wealthiest societies of the Western world in some way serves the program of these six
simple words. These six simple words scream out at al persons from television sets, movies,
newspapers, radio stations and almost every other medium of communication. They are
shouted forth from pulpits in what were once Christian churches and in almost every
Christian courtry. They and their agenda are what write and enforce the laws in every nation
in the West. They have, over the course of the last century, mohilized na just millions, but
indeed hundaeds of mill ions of people into what has become the gpocayptic businessof war
andin all theindustry that war demands.

And naw, they are what is resporsible for having krough abou WWII1, done in the interest
of obliteratingthereligion d Islam and its adherents who coll ectively represent the last
obstacle standing in the way of these six simple words having achieved victory over the
world.

More
and more everyday it is becominglike afiat currency of sorts with nahing of any worth
badingit. The more that it is used--the more that it is put into circulation, the lessthat it can
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purchase. At one time, however, it was the most valuable coin avail able, powerful enoughto
quietly yet dedasively purchase the destruction d the entire Western world andto seize
control of all itsinstitutions and gowernments. The silent yet clea threat that existed in
displeasing thase who passessed the power of these six simple words and who held them
highintheair asif collectively these words formed a bludgeon of sorts does nat carry the
power that it used to.

Now, this depreciated currency canna buy the cooperation d its victims anymore and
therefore those who attempt to pedd e this worthless coin must resort to violence to get what
they want, which is certainly the case with what has happened to America as well asagood
portion d the Western world.

Hisreligious
leaders praise his actions, cdling hm asaint and afriend to humanity. One of these ‘haly
men‘ responds withou shame that he is as sorry about “deal Arabs’ as heisabou “dead

An army officer empties his machine guninto the body d a defenseless 14-yea-old girl on
her way to schod. The entire scenario is caught ontape, leavzing no doubas to what took
placeas well asthe guilt of the butcher who committed this act. And when these six simple
words are used as a defense argument, what is the verdict? Not guilty. The individual whose
adions areindefensible in any ather system of morals aroundthe globe is excul pated and
then exonerated as a national hero.
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Itis 9 commonpacenow that people have lost their sense of shock over it, even wheniitis
repeated over and ower again in numbers running into the hundeds of thousands and even
into the millions. Christians and Muslims are driven from their homes by tanks and machine
gursthat are fed the fuel of these six simple words, the deadly machinery of whichis
operated and maneuvered by those who are intoxicated uponthese distilled spirits that have
been the main staple of their daily diet throughou their lives.

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It isapleasant fiction that many today are willi ngto maintain, this notion that there is avast,
uncrossable chasm between Judaism and Zionism. Whether it is the stuff of organized
Jewish groups or whether it is the spinelesspandering that is dore by thase working for
humanitarian causes makes no dfference The popuar and pditically corred version d this
pleasant fiction that presents Judaism as being ndhing bu a harmless selfless devotionto
God andthat of Zionism as being a perverted mutation d it is mere fantasy.
