1           And then went down to the ship, 

2           Set keel to breakers, forth on the godly sea, and 

3           We set up mast and sail on that swart ship, 

4           Bore sheep aboard her, and our bodies also 

5           Heavy with weeping, and winds from sternward 

6           Bore us out onward with bellying canvas, 

7           Circe's this craft, the trim-coifed goddess. 

8           Then sat we amidships, wind jamming the tiller, 

9           Thus with stretched sail, we went over sea till day's end. 

10         Sun to his slumber, shadows o'er all the ocean, 

11         Came we then to the bounds of deepest water, 

12         To the Kimmerian lands, and peopled cities 

13         Covered with close-webbed mist, unpierced ever 

14         With glitter of sun-rays 

15         Nor with stars stretched, nor looking back from heaven 

16         Swartest night stretched over wretched men there. 

17         The ocean flowing backward, came we then to the place 

18         Aforesaid by Circe. 

19         Here did they rites, Perimedes and Eurylochus, 

20         And drawing sword from my hip 

21         I dug the ell-square pitkin; 

22         Poured we libations unto each the dead, 

23         First mead and then sweet wine, water mixed with white flour. 

24         Then prayed I many a prayer to the sickly death's-heads; 

25         As set in Ithaca, sterile bulls of the best 

26         For sacrifice, heaping the pyre with goods, 

27         A sheep to Tiresias only, black and a bell-sheep. 

28         Dark blood flowed in the fosse, 

29         Souls out of Erebus, cadaverous dead, of brides 

30         Of youths and of the old who had borne much; 

31         Souls stained with recent tears, girls tender, 
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32         Men many, mauled with bronze lance heads, 

33         Battle spoil, bearing yet dreory arms, 

34         These many crowded about me; with shouting, 

35         Pallor upon me, cried to my men for more beasts; 

36         Slaughtered the herds, sheep slain of bronze; 

37         Poured ointment, cried to the gods, 

38         To Pluto the strong, and praised Proserpine; 

39         Unsheathed the narrow sword, 

40         I sat to keep off the impetuous impotent dead, 

41         Till I should hear Tiresias. 

42         But first Elpenor came, our friend Elpenor, 

43         Unburied, cast on the wide earth, 

44         Limbs that we left in the house of Circe, 

45         Unwept, unwrapped in sepulchre, since toils urged other. 

46         Pitiful spirit. And I cried in hurried speech: 

47         "Elpenor, how art thou come to this dark coast? 

48         "Cam'st thou afoot, outstripping seamen?" 

49                        And he in heavy speech: 

50         "Ill fate and abundant wine. I slept in Circe's ingle. 

51         "Going down the long ladder unguarded, 

52         "I fell against the buttress, 

53         "Shattered the nape-nerve, the soul sought Avernus. 

54         "But thou, O King, I bid remember me, unwept, unburied, 

55         "Heap up mine arms, be tomb by sea-bord, and inscribed: 

56         "A man of no fortune, and with a name to come.

57         "And set my oar up, that I swung mid fellows." 

58         And Anticlea came, whom I beat off, and then Tiresias Theban, 

59         Holding his golden wand, knew me, and spoke first: 

60         "A second time? why? man of ill star, 

61         "Facing the sunless dead and this joyless region? 

62         "Stand from the fosse, leave me my bloody bever 

63         "For soothsay." 

64                        And I stepped back, 

65         And he strong with the blood, said then: "Odysseus

66         "Shalt return through spiteful Neptune, over dark seas, 

67         "Lose all companions." And then Anticlea came. 

68         Lie quiet Divus. I mean, that is Andreas Divus, 

69         In officina Wecheli, 1538, out of Homer.

71         And unto Circe. 

72                        Venerandam, 

73         In the Cretan's phrase, with the golden crown, Aphrodite, 

74         Cypri munimenta sortita est, mirthful, orichalchi, with golden 

75         Girdles and breast bands, thou with dark eyelids 

76         Bearing the golden bough of Argicida. So that:

77         Hang it all, Robert Browning, 

78         there can be but the one "Sordello." 

79         But Sordello, and my Sordello? 

80         Lo Sordels si fo di Mantovana. 

81         So-shu churned in the sea. 

82         Seal sports in the spray-whited circles of cliff-wash, 

83         Sleek head, daughter of Lir, 

84                        eyes of Picasso 

85         Under black fur-hood, lithe daughter of Ocean; 

86         And the wave runs in the beach-groove: 

87         "Eleanor, and !" 

88                        And poor old Homer blind, blind, as a bat, 

89         Ear, ear for the sea-surge, murmur of old men's voices: 

90         "Let her go back to the ships, 

91         Back among Grecian faces, lest evil come on our own, 

92         Evil and further evil, and a curse cursed on our children, 

93         Moves, yes she moves like a goddess 

94         And has the face of a god 

95                        and the voice of Schoeney's daughters, 

96         And doom goes with her in walking, 

97         Let her go back to the ships, 

98                        back among Grecian voices." 

99         And by the beach-run, Tyro, 

100                      Twisted arms of the sea-god, 

101       Lithe sinews of water, gripping her, cross-hold, 

102       And the blue-gray glass of the wave tents them, 

103       Glare azure of water, cold-welter, close cover. 

104       Quiet sun-tawny sand-stretch, 

105       The gulls broad out their wings, 

106                      nipping between the splay feathers; 
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107       Snipe come for their bath, 

108                      bend out their wing-joints, 

109       Spread wet wings to the sun-film, 

110       And by Scios, 

111                      to left of the Naxos passage, 

112       Naviform rock overgrown, 

113                      algæ cling to its edge, 

114       There is a wine-red glow in the shallows, 

115                      a tin flash in the sun-dazzle. 

116       The ship landed in Scios, 

117                      men wanting spring-water, 

118       And by the rock-pool a young boy loggy with vine-must, 

119                      "To Naxos? Yes, we'll take you to Naxos, 

120       Cum' along lad." "Not that way!" 

121       "Aye, that way is Naxos." 

122                      And I said: "It's a straight ship." 

123       And an ex-convict out of Italy 

124                      knocked me into the fore-stays, 

125       (He was wanted for manslaughter in Tuscany)

130                      And the boy came to, again, with the racket,

133       God-sleight then, god-sleight: 

134                      Ship stock fast in sea-swirl, 

135       Ivy upon the oars, King Pentheus, 

136                      grapes with no seed but sea-foam, 

137       Ivy in scupper-hole. 

138       Aye, I, Acoetes, stood there, 

139                      and the god stood by me, 

140       Water cutting under the keel, 
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141       Sea-break from stern forrards, 

142                      wake running off from the bow, 

143       And where was gunwale, there now was vine-trunk, 

144       And tenthril where cordage had been, 

145                      grape-leaves on the rowlocks, 

146       Heavy vine on the oarshafts, 

147       And, out of nothing, a breathing, 

148                      hot breath on my ankles, 

149       Beasts like shadows in glass, 

150                      a furred tail upon nothingness. 

151       Lynx-purr, and heathery smell of beasts, 

152                      where tar smell had been, 

153       Sniff and pad-foot of beasts, 

154                      eye-glitter out of black air. 

155       The sky overshot, dry, with no tempest, 

156       Sniff and pad-foot of beasts, 

157                      fur brushing my knee-skin, 

158       Rustle of airy sheaths, 

159                      dry forms in the æther. 

160       And the ship like a keel in ship-yard, 

161                      slung like an ox in smith's sling, 

162       Ribs stuck fast in the ways, 

163                      grape-cluster over pin-rack, 

164                      void air taking pelt. 

165       Lifeless air become sinewed, 

166                      feline leisure of panthers, 

167       Leopards sniffing the grape shoots by scupper-hole, 

168       Crouched panthers by fore-hatch, 

169       And the sea blue-deep about us, 

170                      green-ruddy in shadows, 

171       And Lyæus: "From now, Acoetes, my altars, 

172       Fearing no bondage, 

173                      fearing no cat of the wood, 

174       Safe with my lynxes, 

175                      feeding grapes to my leopards, 
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176       Olibanum is my incense, 

177                      the vines grow in my homage." 

178       The back-swell now smooth in the rudder-chains, 

179       Black snout of a porpoise 

180                      where Lycabs had been, 

181       Fish-scales on the oarsmen. 

182                      And I worship. 

183       I have seen what I have seen. 

184                      When they brought the boy I said: 

185       "He has a god in him, 

186                      though I do not know which god." 

187       And they kicked me into the fore-stays. 

188       I have seen what I have seen: 

189                      Medon's face like the face of a dory, 

190       Arms shrunk into fins. And you, Pentheus, 

191       Had as well listen to Tiresias, and to Cadmus, 

192                      or your luck will go out of you. 

193       Fish-scales over groin muscles, 

194                      lynx-purr amid sea ... 

195       And of a later year, 

196                      pale in the wine-red algæ, 

197       If you will lean over the rock, 

198                      the coral face under wave-tinge, 

199       Rose-paleness under water-shift, 

200                      Ileuthyeria, fair Dafne of sea-bords, 

201       The swimmer's arms turned to branches, 

202       Who will say in what year, 

203                      fleeing what band of tritons, 

204       The smooth brows, seen, and half seen, 

205                      now ivory stillness. 

206       And So-shu churned in the sea, So-shu also, 

207                      using the long moon for a churn-stick ... 

208       Lithe turning of water, 

209                      sinews of Poseidon, 
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210       Black azure and hyaline, 

211                      glass wave over Tyro, 

212       Close cover, unstillness, 

213                      bright welter of wave-cords, 

214       Then quiet water, 

215                      quiet in the buff sands, 

216       Sea-fowl stretching wing-joints, 

217                      splashing in rock-hollows and sand-hollows 

218       In the wave-runs by the half-dune; 

219       Glass-glint of wave in the tide-rips against sunlight, 

220                      pallor of Hesperus, 

221       Grey peak of the wave, 

222                      wave, colour of grape's pulp, 

223       Olive grey in the near, 

224                      far, smoke grey of the rock-slide, 

225       Salmon-pink wings of the fish-hawk 

226                      cast grey shadows in water, 

227       The tower like a one-eyed great goose 

228                      cranes up out of the olive-grove, 

229       And we have heard the fauns chiding Proteus 

230                      in the smell of hay under the olive-trees, 

231       And the frogs singing against the fauns 

232                      in the half-light. 

233       And ...

355       The shallow eddying fluid,

379       Smoke hangs on the stream, 

380       The peach-trees shed bright leaves in the water, 

381       Sound drifts in the evening haze, 

382                      The bark scrapes at the ford, 

383       Gilt rafters above black water, 

384                      Three steps in an open field, 

385       Gray stone-posts leading ... 

386       Père Henri Jacques would speak with the Sennin, on Rokku, 

387       Mount Rokku between the rock and the cedars, 

388       Polhonac, 

389       As Gyges on Thracian platter set the feast, 

390       Cabestan, Tereus, 

391                      It is Cabestan's heart in the dish, 

392       Vidal, or Ecbatan, upon the gilded tower in Ecbatan 

393       Lay the god's bride, lay ever, waiting the golden rain. 

394       By Garonne. "Saave!" 

395       The Garonne is thick like paint, 

396       Procession,---"Et sa'ave, sa'ave, sa'ave Regina!"--- 

397       Moves like a worm, in the crowd. 

398       Adige, thin film of images, 

399       Across the Adige, by Stefano, Madonna in hortulo, 

400       As Cavalcanti had seen her. 

401                      The Centaur's heel plants in the earth loam. 

402       And we sit here ... 

403                      there in the arena ...

404       Great bulk, huge mass, thesaurus; 

405       Ecbatan, the clock ticks and fades out 

406       The bride awaiting the god's touch; Ecbatan, 

407       City of patterned streets; again the vision: 

408       Down in the viæ stradæ, toga'd the crowd, and arm'd, 

409       Rushing on populous business, 

410       and from parapet looked down 

411       and North was Egypt, 

412                      the celestial Nile, blue deep, 

413                      cutting low barren land, 

414       Old men and camels 

415                                              working the water-wheels;

443       And many things are set abroad and brought to mind 

444       Of thee, Atthis, unfruitful. 

445                      The talks ran long in the night. 

446       And from Mauleon, fresh with a new earned grade,

466       He kept Tyndarida. Dauphin stood with de Maensac. 

467       John Borgia is bathed at last. (Clock-tick pierces the vision) 

468       Tiber, dark with the cloak, wet cat gleaming in patches. 
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469       Click of the hooves, through garbage, 

470       Clutching the greasy stone. "And the cloak floated." 

471       Slander is up betimes.

853       Because he had observed that tyrants

877       Commanded the Milanese in the spring, 

878       the Venetians at midsummer, 

879       The Milanese in the autumn, 

880       And was Naples' ally in October, 

881                      He, Sigismundo, templum ædificavit

882       In Romagna, teeming with cattle thieves, 

883                      with the game lost in mid-channel, 

884       And never quite lost till' 50, 

885                      and never quite lost till the end, in Romagna, 

886       So that Galeaz sold Pèsaro "to get pay for his cattle."

971       And old Wattle-wattle slipped into Milan

1159     And from the other side, from inside the château, 

1160     Orsini, Count Pitigliano, on the 17th of November:

1187     And he found Carlo Gonzaga sitting like a mud-frog 

1188                    in Orbetello 
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1189     And he said: 

1190                    "Caro mio, I can not receive you 

1191     It really is not the moment." 

1192     And Broglio says he ought to have tipped Gorro Lolli. 

1193     But he got back home here somehow, 

1194     And Piccinino was out of a job, 

1195     And the old row with Naples continued. 

1196     And what he said was all right in Mantua; 

1197     And Borso had the pair of them up to Bel Fiore, 

1198     The pair of them, Sigismundo and Federico Urbino, 

1199     Or perhaps in the palace, Ferrara, Sigismund upstairs 

1200     And Urbino's gang in the basement, 

1201     And a regiment of guards in, to keep order,

1240                    da Siena 

1241     Had told him to spout, in their best bear's-greased latinity; 

1242     Stupro, cæde, adulter,

1245     wives, jew-girls, nuns, necrophiliast, fornicarium ac sicarium,

1278     The lump lot given over

1280                    To find him guilty, of the lump lot 

1281     As he duly did, calling rumour, and Messire Federico d'Urbino 

1282     And other equally unimpeachable witnesses. 

1283     So they burnt our brother in effigy 

1284     A rare magnificent effigy costing 8 florins 48 bol 

1285     (i.e. for the pair, as the first one wasn't a good enough likeness) 

1286     And Borso said the time was ill-suited 

1287                    to tanta novità, such doings or innovations, 
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1288     God's enemy and man's enemy, stuprum, raptum

1289                    I. N. R. I. Sigismund Imperator, Rex Proditorum. 

1290     And old Pills who tried to get him into a front rank action 

1291     In order to drive the rear guard at his buttocks, 

1292     Old Pills listed among the murdered, although he 

1293     Came out of jail living later. 

1294     Et les angloys ne povans desraciner ... venin de hayne

1295     Had got back Gisors from the Angevins, 

1296     And the Angevins were gunning after Naples 

1297     And we dragged in the Angevins, 

1298     And we dragged in Louis Eleventh, 

1299     And the tiers Calixte was dead, and Alfonso; 

1300     And against us we had "this Æneas" and young Ferdinando 

1301     That we had smashed at Piombino and driven out of the 

1302     Terrene of the Florentines; 

1303     And Piccinino, out of a job; 

1304     And he, Sidg, had had three chances of 

1305     Making it up with Alfonso, and an offer of 

1306     Marriage alliance; 

1307     And what he said was all right there in Mantua; 

1308     But Pio, sometime or other, Pio lost his pustulous temper. 

1309     And they struck alum at Tolfa, in the pope's land, 

1310                    To pay for their devilment. 

1311     And Francesco said: 

1312                    I also have suffered. 

1313     When you take it, give me a slice. 

1314                    And they nearly jailed a chap for saying 

1315     The job was mal hecho; and they caught poor old Pasti 

1316     In Venice, and were like to pull all his teeth out; 

1317     And they had a bow-shot at Borso 

1318     As he was going down the Grand Canal in his gondola 

1319                    (the nice kind with 26 barbs on it) 
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1320     And they said: Novvy'll sell any man 

1321                    for the sake of Count Giacomo. 

1322     (Piccinino, the one that fell out of the window). 

1323     And they came at us with their ecclesiastical legates 

1324     Until the eagle lit on his tent pole. 

1325     And he said: The Romans would have called that an augury

1327                    davano fed a quisti annutii,

1328     All I want you to do is to follow the orders, 

1329     They've got a bigger army,

1334        and the chiefs went back to their squadrons:

1347     And hardly 500 fanti (and one spingard), 

1348     And we beat the papishes and fought 

1349     them back through the tents 

1350     And he came up to the dyke again 

1351     And fought through the dyke-gate 

1352     And it went on from dawn to sunset 

1353     And we broke them and took their baggage 

1354                    and mille cinquecento cavalli 

1355     E li homini di Messire Sigismundo 

1356     non furono che mille trecento 

1357     And the Venetians sent in their compliments 

1358     And various and sundry sent in their compliments; 

1359     But we got it next August; 

1360     And Roberto got beaten at Fano, 

1361     And he went by ship to Tarentum, 
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1362     I mean Sidg went to Tarentum 

1363     And he found 'em, the anti-Aragons, 

1364                    busted and weeping into their beards. 

1365     And they, the papishes, came up to the walls, 

1366     And that nick-nosed s.o.b. Feddy Urbino 

1367     Said: "Par che è fuor di questo ... Sigis ... mundo."" 

1368     "They say he dodders about the streets 

1369     "And can put his hand to neither one thing nor the other,"

1391     And one day he was sitting in the chiexa, 

1392     On a bit of cornice, a bit of stone grooved for a cornice, 

1393     Too narrow to fit his big beam, 

1394                    hunched up and noting what was done wrong, 
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1395     And an old woman came in and giggled to see him 

1396                    sitting there in the dark 

1397     She nearly fell over him, 

1398                    And he thought: 

1399     Old Zuliano is finished, 

1400     If he's left anything we must see the kids get it,

1404     And the writs run in Fano, 

1405     For the long room over the arches

1407     Gone, and Cesena, Zezena d'''e b'''e colonne, 

1408     And the big diamond pawned in Venice, 

1409     And he gone out into Morea, 

1410     Where they sent him to do in the Mo'ammeds, 

1411     With 5,000 against 25,000, 

1412                    and he nearly died out in Sparta, 

1413     Morea, Lakedæmon, 

1414                    and came back with no pep in him 

1415     And we sit here. I have sat here 

1416                    For forty four thousand years, 

1417     And they trapped him down here in the marsh land, 

1418                    in '46 that was; 

1419     And the poor devils dying of cold, that was Rocca Sorano; 

1420     And he said in his young youth: 

1421                    Vogliamo, 

1422     che le donne, we will that they, le donne, go ornate, 

1423     As be their pleasure, for the city's glory thereby. 

1424     And Platina said afterward, 

1425                    when they jailed him

1436     And he with his luck gone out of him 

1437     64 lances in his company, and his pay 8,000 a year,

1441     But leave to keep 'em in Rimini 

1442                    i.e. to watch the Venetians. 

1443     Damn pity he didn't 

1444                    (i.e. get the knife into him) 

1445     Little fat squab "Formosus" 

1446     Barbo said "Call me Formosus" 

1447     But the conclave wouldn't have it 

1448                    and they called him Paolo Secondo. 

1449     And he left three horses at one gate 

1450                    And three horses at the other, 

1451     And Fatty received him 

1452                    with a guard of seven cardinals "whom he could trust." 

1453     And the castelan of Montefiore wrote down, 

1454     "You'd better keep him out of the district. 

1455     "When he got back here from Sparta, the people 

1456     "Lit fires, and turned out yelling: 'Pandolfo'!" 

1457     In the gloom, the gold gathers the light against it. 
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1458            And one day he said: Henry, you can have it,

1474                    told his peons to "bring 'em in." 

1475     "Bring 'em to the main shack," said Baldy, 

1476     And the peons brought 'em; 

1477     "to the main shack brought 'em,"

1480     He also had a few centavos, but the others 

1481     Had to pay a percentage. 

1482                    Percentage when they wanted centavos, 

1483     Public centavos. 

1484                    Baldy's interest 

1485     Was in money business. 

1486                    "No interest in any other kind uv bisnis," 

1487     Said Baldy. 

1488                    Sleeping with two buck niggers chained to him, 

1489     Guardia regia, chained to his waist 

1490     To keep 'em from slipping off in the night; 

1491     Being by now unpopular with the Cubans; 

1492                    By fever reduced to lbs. 108. 

1493     Returned to Manhattan, ultimately to Manhattan. 

1494     24 E. 47th, when I met him, 

1495     Doing job printing, i.e., agent, 

1496                    going to his old acquaintances, 

1497     His office in Nassau St., distributing jobs to the printers, 
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1498     Commercial stationery, 

1499                    and later, insurance, 

1500     Employers' liability, 

1501                    odd sorts of insurance, 

1502     Fire on brothels, etc., commission, 

1503     Rising from 15 dollars a week, 

1504                    Pollon d'anthropon iden,

1505     Knew which shipping companies were most careless; 

1506                    where a man was most likely 

1507     To lose a leg in bad hoisting machinery; 

1508     Also fire, as when passing a whore-house, 

1509     Arrived, miraculous Hermes, by accident, 

1510     Two minutes after the proprietor's angelos

1511     Had been sent for him. 

1512     Saved his people 11,000 in four months 

1513                    on that Cuba job, 

1514     But they busted, 

1515     Also ran up to 40,000 bones on his own, 

1516                    Once, but wanted to "eat up the whole'r Wall St." 

1517     And dropped it all three weeks later. 

1518     Habitat cum Quade, damn good fellow, 

1519     Mons Quade who wore a monocle on a wide sable ribbon. 

1520                    (Elsewhere recorded). 

1521     Dos Santos, José Maria dos Santos, 

1522     Hearing that a grain ship 

1523     Was wrecked in the estuary of the Tagus, 

1524     Bought it at auction, nemo obstabat, 

1525     No one else bidding. "Damn fool!" "Maize 

1526     Spoiled with salt water, 

1527     No use, can't do anything with it." Dos Santos. 

1528     All the stuff rotted with sea water. 

1529     Dos Santos Portuguese lunatic bought it, 

1530     Mortgaged then all his patrimony, 

1531                    e tot lo sieu aver, 

1532     And bought sucking pigs, pigs, small pigs, 
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1533     Porkers, throughout all Portugal, 

1534                    fed on the cargo, 

1535     First lot mortgaged to buy the second lot, undsoweiter,

1537                    fattening with the fulness of time, 

1538     And Dos Santos fattened, a great landlord of Portugal

1547                    and the little white rims 

1548     They wore around inside the edge of their vests 

1549     To make 'em look as if they had on two waistcoats, 

1550     Told 'em the Tale of the Honest Sailor. 

1551     Bored with their proprieties, 

1552                    as they sat, the ranked presbyterians, 

1553     Directors, dealers through holding companies, 

1554     Deacons in churches, owning slum properties, 

1555     Alias usurers in excelsis, 

1556                    the quintessential essence of usurers, 

1557     The purveyors of employment, whining over their 20 p. c. 

1558                    and the hard times, 

1559     And the bust-up of Brazilian securities 

1560                    (S. A. securities), 

1561     And the general uncertainty of all investment 

1562     Save investment in new bank buildings, 

1563                    productive of bank buildings, 

1564     And not likely to ease distribution, 

1565     Bored with the way their mouths twitched 

1566                    over their cigar-ends, 
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1567                    Said Jim X ...: 

1568     There once was a pore honest sailor, a heavy drinker, 

1569     A hell of a cuss, a rowster, a boozer, and 

1570     The drink finally sent him to hospital, 

1571     And they operated, and there was a poor whore in 

1572     The woman's ward had a kid, while

2234     And for three days, and none after, 

2235     Splendour, as the splendour of Hermes, 

2236     And shipped thence 

2237                                    to the stone place, 

2238     Pale white, over water, 

2239                                       known water, 

2240     And the white forest of marble, bent bough over bough, 

2241     The pleached arbour of stone, 

2242     Thither Borso, when they shot the barbed arrow at him, 

2243     And Carmagnola, between the two columns, 

2244     Sigismundo, after that wreck in Dalmatia. 

2245             Sunset like the grasshopper flying.

2246     And of Kublai: 

2247     "I have told you of that emperor's city in detail 

2248     And will tell you of the coining in Cambaluc 

2249                 that hyght the secret of alchemy: 

2250     They take bast of the mulberry-tree,

2252     And of this they make paper, and mark it 

2253     Half a tornesel, a tornesel, or a half-groat of silver,

2274     "I hate these french," said Napoleon, aged 12, 

2275     To young Bourrienne, "I will do them all the harm 

2276                           that I can." 

2277     In like manner Zenos Metevsky. 
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2278     And old Biers was out there, a greenhorn, 

2279     To sell cannon, and Metevsky found the back door; 

2280     And old Biers sold the munitions, 

2281     And Metevsky died and was buried, i. e. officially, 

2282     And sat in the Yeiner Kafé watching the funeral. 

2283     About ten years after this incident, 

2284     He owned a fair chunk of Humbers. 

2285                    "Peace! Pieyce!!" said Mr. Giddings, 

2286     "Uni-ver-sal? Not while yew got tew billions ov money,"

2302     So La Marquesa de las Zojas y Hurbara 

2303     Used to drive up to Sir Zenos's place 

2304                    in the Champs Elysées 

2305     And preside at his dinners, and at las once

2306     She drove away from the front door, with her footmen 

2307     And her coachman in livery, and drove four blocks round 

2308     To the back door, and her husband was the son of a bitch, 

2309     And Metevsky, "the well-known philanthropist," 

2310     Or "the well-known financier, better known," 

2311     As the press said, "as a philanthropist," 

2312     Gave --- as the Este to Louis Eleventh, --- 
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2313     A fine pair of giraffes to the nation, 

2314     And endowed a chair of ballistics, 

2315     And was consulted before the offensives. 

2316     And Mr. Oige was very choleric in a first-class 

2317     From Nice to Paris, he said: "Danger! 

2318     "Now a sailor's life is a life of danger, 

2319     "But a mine, why every stick of it is numbered, 

2320     "And one time we missed one, and there was 

2321     "Three hundred men killed in the 'splosion." 

2322     He was annoyed with the strikers, having started himself 

2323     As engineer and worked up, and losing, 

2324     By that coal strike, some months after the paragraph: 

2325     : Sir Zenos Metevsky has been elected President 

2326     Of the Gethsemane Trebizond Petrol. 

2327     And then there came out another: 80 locomotives 

2328     On the Manchester Cardiff have been fitted with 

2329     New oil-burning apparatus ... 

2330     Large stocks of the heavier varieties of which (i. e. oil) 

2331     Are now on hand in the country. 

2332     So I said to the old quaker Hamish, 

2333     I said: "I am interested." And he went putty colour 

2334     And said: "He don't advertise. No, I don't think

2361     And Menelik sent down an army, a 5000 black army 

2362     With hawsers, and they all sweated and swatted. 

2363     And the first thing Dave lit on when they got there 

2364     Was a buzz-saw, 

2365     And he put it through an ebony log: whhsssh, t ttt, 

2366     Two days' work in three minutes. 

2367     War, one war after another, 

2368     Men start 'em who couldn't put up a good hen-roost. 

2369     Also sabotage ...

2370     Sabotage? Yes, he took it up to Manhattan, 

2371     To the big company, and they said: Impossible. 

2372     And he said: I gawt ten thousand dollars, tew mak 'em, 

2373     And I am a goin' tew mak 'em, and you'll damn well 

2374     Have to install 'em, awl over the place. 

2375     And they said: Oh, we can't have it. 

2376     So he settled for one-half of one million. 

2377     And he has a very nice place on the Hudson, 

2378     And that invention, patent, is still in their desk.

2380     And old Spinder, that put up the 1870 gothick memorial, 

2381     He tried to pull me on Marx, and he told me

9174                    and fur of martes zibbeline 

9175     seven such hordes united, and drave MING before them 

9176     But Nutché of Nankoen, first fought the wild Nutché 

9177                    in the 4th year of Suen Te 

9178     They stopped paying tribute 1430 or thereabouts 

9179     and a diplomat said to the Tartars: 

9180                    You have lost yr/ market for ginseng 

9181                                   you have lost horse fairs 

9182                                   by fighting each other. 

9183     And on t'other side, was Undertree making war in Korea 

9184     and Père Ricci brought a clock to the Emperor 

9185                    that was set in a tower 

9186     And Ku Tchang wasn't safe, even buried, 

9187                    Court ladies in cabal, gangsters set to defame him. 

9188     till his son hanged himself from the worry. 
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9189     And the eunuchs of Tientsin brought Père Mathieu to court 

9190                    where the Rites answered: 

9191                    Europe has no bonds with our empire 

9192     and never receives our law 

9193     As to these images, pictures of god above and a virgin 

9194     they have little intrinsic worth. Do gods rise boneless to heaven 

9195     that we shd/ believe your bag of their bones? 

9196     The Han Yu tribunal therefore considers it useless 

9197     to bring such novelties into the PALACE, 

9198     we consider it ill advised, and are contrary 

9199     to receiving either these bones or père Mathieu. 

9200                    The emperor CHIN TSONG received him. 

9201     ten thousand brave men, ten thousand 

9202                    desperate sieges 

9203                    like bells or a ghazel 

9204     treacheries, and romances, 

9205     and now the bull tanks didn't work 

9206     from the beginning of China, great generals, faithful adherents, 

9207     To echo, desperate sieges, sell outs 

9208                    bloody resistance, and now the bull tanks didn't work 

9209     sieges from the beginning of time until now. 

9210     sieges, court treasons and laziness. 

9211     Against order, lao, bhud and lamas, 

9212                    night clubs, empresses' relatives, and hoang miao, 

9213     poisoning life with mirages, ruining order; TO KALON 

9214     And Ti Koen heard cries from the forest 

9215     whence came the bull tanks 

9216     came great cars built like ships fifteen feet high 

9217                    by a hundred, three deckers. 

9218                           carried on great wheels of stone 

9219                    drawn each by an hundred or more hundred oxen 

9220     But Tchu-yé and his men 

9221                           made their sortie 

9222     Cast petards that frightened the oxen, 
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9223                    thereby war cars were turned over. 

9224     and Tchu-yé's men slaughtered the siegers 

9225     HOAI TSONG fell before tartars, 5 ly from Tsunhoa 

9226     TAI TSONG of Manchu took them the law from China 

9227                    forbad manchus marry their sisters 

9228     Yellow belt for the Emperor 

9229                    red belt for the princess of blood 

9230     Told all to cut off their pig tails 

9231     and south Ming had to fear more from rottenness inside 

9232                    than from the Manchu north and north east. 

9233     Li koen viceroy had spent all this money, not paying the 

9234                                                                                               troops 

9235     who turned bandit. 

9236     And the Lord of MANCHU wrote to the MING lord saying: 

9237                    We took arms against oppression 

9238                                   and from fear of oppression 

9239     not that we wish to rule over you 

9240                    When in Suen fou I met with YR officers 

9241     I sacrificed on this oath, a black bull to earth 

9242     a white horse to the Spirit of Heaven 

9243                    although they were quite subordinate officers 

9244     I did this from respect to YR PERSON 

9245                                                                                as peace oath 

9246     to show that we wanted peace 

9247                    Whereto all my actions have tended 

9248     I offered to extradite criminals 

9249     to give back droves stolen 

9250     And to this offer I had no answer 

9251     I don't mean no proper answer 

9252     I had no answer whatever 

9253     And Kong Yeou came to join TAI TSONG 

9254                    and Tai sent an hetman to greet this Kong, rebel, 

9255     who came with boats arms munitions and furniture, 

9256     an hundred thousand folk came with Kong Yeou 
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9257     And TAI TSONG said: No tartars favoured of heaven 

9258     have stayed boxed within their own customs 

9259                    Moguls took letters from lamas 

9260     I a free lord without overlord 

9261     will adopt such law as I like, in my right to adopt it 

9262     I take letters from China 

9263                    which is not to say that I take orders from any man 

9264     I take laws, but not orders. 

9265                    Thereafter he graded his officers 

9266     Aba tchan, Maen tchan, Tihali tchan 

9267                    on mandarin system 

9268     and four more islands came to him 

9269     and he TAI set exams in the Chinese manner 

9270                    for 16 bachelors, first class 

9271                         31 bachelors, seconds, and 181 thirds 

9272     and he made a Berlitz, Manchu, chinese and mongul 

9273     and gave prizes, and camped next year Kourbang tourha 

9274     Here Mongrels came to him, and thence into China southward 

9275     by gorges 

9276                    the gorges of Ho-che near Ton, 

9277                    and by Tai chen gorge west of Taitong 

9278     naming Chensi as next place of muster 

9279     (TAI TSONG, son of TAI TSOU, ruling from Mougden) 

9280                         1625/35 

9281     Chose learning from Yao, Shun and Kungfutseu, 

9282                    from Yu leader of waters. 

9283     And in the seventh moon this monarch of Tartary 

9284     coming near unto Suen-hoa-fou wrote to the governor: 

9285                    Your sovran treats me as enemy 

9286     without asking what forces my action 

9287                    you are, indeed, subjects of a great realm 

9288     but the larger that empire, the more shd/ it strive toward peace 

9289     If children are cut off from parents 

9290                    if wives can not see their husbands 

9291     if yr houses are devast and your riches carried away 
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9292     this is not of me but of mandarins 

9293                    Not I but yr/ emperor slaughters you 

9294     and yr/ overlords who take no care of yr/ people 

9295                    and count soldiers as nothing. 

9296     And toward the end of the 8th moon 

9297     Tengyun sent in dispatches: I have beaten the tartars 

9298                    I have slaughtered great numbers. Which he had not. 

9299     Whereup TAI TSONG wrote him: I will send a thousand 

9300                                                            to meet any ten thousand 

9301     If you fear to risk that, send a thousand 

9302                    I will meet them with an hundred 

9303     Hoping this will teach you not to lie to your Emperor. 

9304     And after the next raid offered peace. 

9305                    And after vain waiting an answer 

9306     His tartar folk again asked him to be Emperor 

9307     and he said: If the King of Corea accepts me 

9308     Whereon the Tartars wrote the King of Korea: 

9309                    Eight ROYAL PRINCES OF MANCHU 

9310     18 great lords of our banners to the King of Corea 

9311     As heaven appears to desire it 

9312                    we accept our King to be Emperor 

9313     having begged him to take this mandate. 

9314                    The Mogul princes have joined us 

9315     HONG VOU brought the land under one rule 

9316     Before him the Kin were united 

9317     and after them was YUEN, entirety 

9318     And the Mongols wrote to Corea: 

9319     49 PRINCES MOGUL; to the King of Corea 

9320     200 years under MING 

9321                    and now turn against them 

9322     because of the crimes of their mandarins 

9323                    we join Manchu to make end of oppression 

9324     The weakness of the Ming troops, the faithlessness 

9325                                                                    of their commanders 
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9326     show that their MANDATE is fallen 

9327                    we now recognize TAI TSONG of MANCHU 

9328     Our blood in his service 

9329     For two years we have besought him to take IMPERIAL title 

9330     Four hundred thousand Mogul, their quivers and arrows 

9331     are back of this. 

9332                    And Corea replied in the negative 

9333     And next year TAI TSONG took throne 

9334     third moon, 1635 anno domini 

9335                    Put the three races in office 

9336     as moguls after Ghengis had not done 

9337     and continued the raiding ... 

9338                    round Peking, into Shantung (gallice Chantong) 

9339     and into Kiangnan, returning with plunder. 

9340     Thus until Ousan invited them to put down the rebels. 

9341     Rice was at one mark silver the measure 

9342                           in Kaï fong 

9343     and human meat sold in market 

9344                    Litse's gangsters over all Honan 

9345     Li Sao: weep, weep over Kaïfong; Kientsong the bloody 

9346     and Litse called himself Emperor 

9347                    Ming troops were unpaid 

9348     Eunuchs devoured the taxes; the Prime minister 

9349                    could not get hold of them 

9350     And the castrats opened the gates of Pekin to rebels 

9351     till HOEI died hung in his belt 

9352     and there was blood in the palace. Li Sao; Li Sao, 

9353                           wrong never ending 

9354     Likoue: faithful to death, and then after 

9355                    and in this day Ousan asked in the Manchu 

9356     TAI TSONG was dead these two years; 

9357                    his brothers ruling as counsel. 

9358     Atrox MING, atrox finis 

9359                    the nine gates were in flame. 
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9360     Manchu with Ousan put down many rebels 

9361     Ousan offered to pay off these Manchu 

9362     who replied then with courtesy: 

9363     we came for Peace not for payment. 

9364                    came to bring peace to the Empire 

9365     in Pekin they cried OUAN SOUI 

9366                    a thousand, ten thousand years, A NOI 

9367     eijen, ouan soui; Ousan, Ousan 

9368                    peace maker Ousan, in the river, reeds, 

9369            flutes murmured Ousan 

9370     Brought peace into China; brought in the Manchu 

9371     Litse thought to gain Ousan, 

9372                    roused Ousan and Ousan 

9373     remembered his father 

9374                    dead by the hand of Litse.

9425                    utilité publique, motif trop élevé 

9426     for vile courtiers 

9427     and when the young MANCHU was 14 they gave him to 

9428                                                                                wife a mogul 

9429     and took in Galileo's astronomy, 

9430                    chucked the mohametan 

9431     And there came a hong-mao or red-headed Dutchman 

9432     And the portagoose to Macao 

9433                    and they say that the Emperor CHUN TCHI 

9434     died of sorrow, for the death of one of his queens 

9435                    an officer's wife who had risen. 

9436     And the four regents put eunuchs out of high office 

9437     a thousand purged out of palace 

9438     and a half ton block of iron inscribed 

9439                    Let there be no Eunuch in office hereafter. 

9440     And in '64 they putt out the Xtians 

9441     Portageese were confined to Macao 

9442                            Thus KANG HI 
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9443     who played the spinet on Johnnie Bach's birthday 

9444     do not exaggerate/ he at least played on some such instrument 

9445     and learned to pick out several tunes (european) 

9446     and were demarked the borders of Russia 

9447     with a portagoose and a frog priest to interpret 

9448     to whom each a robe brocaded with dragons 

9449     but not embroidered

9451                    Pereira and Gerbillon 

9452                    made mandarins second order 

9453     And that embassy went out via Mt Paucity 

9454                    and paid visit to the ho fo, the lama who dies not

9457     who blessed them with tea and a luncheon 

9458                    and in another room assez mal propre 

9459                    singing his prayers was another 

9460     and in yet another temple apartment another said frankly

9497     embraced to the music of instruments

9502     and this was due to the frog and the portagoose 

9503                            Gerbillon and Pereira 

9504                    to Gerbillon in the most critical moment 

9505     that he kept their tempers till they came to conclusion. 
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9506     So the Jesuits brought in astronomy 

9507        (Galileo's, an heretic's) 

9508     music and physics from Europe, 

9509     Grimaldi, Intorcetta, Verbiest, 

9510     Koupelin.   Subject of yr/ Majesty, 

9511                       prescribed of the tribune of rites: 

9512     True that the Europeans have passed zealously many dangers 

9513     and have brought us astronomy, and founded cannon 

9514     which have served us in civil wars, 

9515     and that one shd/ reward their services in negotiating with
