A word which describes a person or thing is called an
adjective. In Spanish, the endings on adjectives change according to whether the

person or thing being described is masculine or feminine.

For example: Bob Marley es jamaicano. But Verdnica Campbell es jamaicana.

If the adjective ends in a vowel other than -o, it remains the same in the feminine

form. For example: Brad Pitt es estadounidense. Venus Williams
es estadounidense.

If a word ends in a consonant, an -a is added for the feminine word: Enrique

Iglesias es espaiiol. Chabeli Iglesias es espafiola.

Note that if more than one person is being described, an ‘-s’ should be added to

the adjective used.

If the adjective ends in any other vowel,

it remains the same in the feminine form.
For example: Bob Dylan es estadounidense.
Venus Williams es estadounidense.

If it ends in a consonant, an -a is added.

When talking about more than one
person, the adjectives need to be made
plural too. This is done by adding -s if
it ends in a vowel, or -es if it ends in a
consonant. For example:

boliviane - bolivianos

jamaicana - jamaicanas

canadiense — canadienses

espafola — espafiolas

But:

espariol — espafioles

Note that with an all masculine group
of people or things, the ending on the
adjective that describes them is masculine
plural.

(polite) - ; Qué quiere usted?

Querer can also be used with another
verb, the latter in its infinitive form,
to express what you want ‘to do’. For
example: ; Qué quieres hacer? ‘What do
you want to do?’

The verb necesitar means ‘to need’. For
example: Necesito la mochila, necesito
los ldpices. It can also be used with the
infinitive, like querer-.

With all the verbs we have met, only a
small change is necessary if we want to



change from the first person (‘T want’, ‘1
need,’ 1like’, etc.) to the third person
(he/she wants, needs, likes, etc.).

When we want to specify who it is who
(dis)likes or needs something, we need
to add their name. For example: A Radil le
gusta la historia.

To make a sentence negative in Spanish,
we just need to put no before the verb. For
example: Julia no tiene el pelo rubio, tiene
el pelo castario. No es Julia.

Emphasis on stressed syllables

In Spanish the general rule is that
any word which ends in a vowel

(a, e, i, 0,u), or-n, or -s, should be
emphasised or stressed on the last

but one, or penultimate, syllable. For
example: la profesora habla con los chicos
que cantan (the stressed vowel is indicated
in bold.)

In any word that ends in a consonant
other than -n or -s, the final syllable
is stressed. For example: El espariol es
encantador.

If the stressed syllable falls in any other
place it is indicated by the use of a stress
mark, or accent. For example: el boligrafo,
los jovenes.

When a syllable is added, for example

if a word is made plural or a pronoun is
added to the word, the original stressed
syllable has to remain, and a stress mark
or accent will need to be added. For
example:
