N the great variety of names, and without especial regard to their 
.L signitlcation or meaning; (6) that as there are no axed canons 
-. governing the orthography of proper names, the average citizen 
~ feels himself at liberty to spell his own name to suit himself, and . 
~ the farther he contrives to come from the mark, the better he 
~ seems to like it; (7) that the ·ratlo of those who do not, to tbose 
~ who do, spell their names correctly-excepting a few which are 80 

',~ easy that they are hard to miss-is as six (or sixteen) to onPj (8) 
that this seemingly universal passion for cacography, so wide­
spread indeed as almost to assume the phase of an epidemic, hilS 
obliged me to make repeated corrections by way of parenthesis, 
thereby interrupting the easy tlow of reading, or to Interject Inter­
rogation points, to indicate uncertainty as to their meanings; (9) 
that where the spelllng has varied from the standard method by a 
single letter, or by one or more superfluous ones, those letters I 
have Italicized, leaving to the intelligence of the reader the work 
ofrestoration; (10) that in a number of Instances I have given the 
misspelled names as I found them, their meaning being too appar­
ent. to need correction; (11) tbat although this book contains 
twenty thousand names, more or less, heretofore unknown to our 
people at large, the catalogue is by no means e~hausted; and 
Indeed we are almost persuaded to think that the half bas not yet 
been told. 
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It may be further remarked that several duplications in the 
printing of names have occurred through my own oversight, not 
tlie printer's; and that, although the general scope of this work 
made it necessary to avoid well-known names, yet I have thought 
it not improper to introduce several, such as Pope, Bishop, Jordan, 
Sharon, and others, for the purpose of completing or rounding off 
certain lists_ For how would a roll-call of church dignitaries 
sound, if not headed by a Pope and Bishop? or a list of Patriarchs 
look, if not commencing with Adam or Father Abraham? \Vhat 
would a description of Palestine be without the Jordan, or the 
Plain which has been immortalized by the Rose of Sharon? (See 
Chapter 19.) 

I have called these American Surnames_ Strictly speaking, 
there are no American surnames. They are all imported, the 
same as all so-called English surnames have, at different periods, 
been imported into England, excepting perhaps what remains of 
the ancient British, Grelic, and Celtic. But they become Ameri­
can by adoption, just as persons of foreign birth become American 
citizens by naturalization or domiciliation. Hundreds of these 
families have been domiciled in this country for over a century 
and a half; in fact, ever since the early colonial period. By what 
other nomenclature can they be called? 

To conclude, the author (or collector) would deem it a want of 
courtesy on his part did he not, in taking leave, extend his hearty 
congratulations to those of his fellow countrymen whose ancestral 
names illustrate the brightest pages of Greek and Roman song, 
andof all history, ancient or modern, sacred or profane. But his 
heartiest congratulations must be reserved for those who can boast 
of their descent-and it is to be hoped a legitimate one-from the 
gods and goddesses ofantiquity (see Chapter 18); for they (the gods) 
were a virtuous people, and a virtuous ancestry should be one of 
the proudest boasts of an American citizen.
