For the one who has this sign, long life.

An important stranger comes to the Babalawo.

Ortnmil4 received the management of the land.

If this sign comes osorbo (ib1), prepare ashinima.

Your secret name to the fundamental of igba iwa Odu is “alesesi.”

The Babaldwo is to orient the Opon-Ifa towards the east when he
is going to consult with If4.

The path of baba Eji Ogbe has the pioneering and the final han-
dling of the road of the exact tradition.

/
This sign also commands the human body—the lungs, the spinal
column, the exterior, the blood vessels, and the esophagus.

Your biological function is to locate the respiration in the fetus
because she commands the spirit of respiration “emi.”

The true sons of Eji Ogbg born under this sign are tall and have a

dark complexion, they are the ones who will succeed. All others
with this sign will fail in life.

I0C 4
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It is due to Oddudua who left mecca and traveled toward Ife, that
the Babaldwo must point his Opon-If4 towards the east, so that
he can pay tribute to the father.

The earth was told to make ebo so that she, who was found wan-
dering around interstellar space, would be brought by attraction
away from the sun. She became part of the sun’s constellation.
This is how light and life were formed.

Baba Eji-Ogbe is a sign of life, longevity, vigorous awakening of
the organization, personal alertness, penetrating the adversity to
complete distant projects.

Looking towards the east, revolving when the sun rises, moving
away from the darkness of ignorance and towards the plane of
knowledge.

Ifa says bit by bit we eat the head of the jutia (rat). You
had great luck but lately it has not been this way, this is because
people have their eyes on you. You have to be patient, you say
that all you want to do 1s go far away, but the truth is that you are
going on a trip where you may meet a person who can help you.
There is a person in your life who destroys all of your plans and
ideas. There are times when you feel a large pain in your brain.
Do not pay any attention to rumors. The person who tells you
these rumors, after leaving your house, says something different
and gets you into trouble. If4 says you came to this world to
govern and not to be governed, but you yourself are running away
from your government. You are lacking everything right now,
you may even have to move. If you do not have Eshu, you have
toreceive him. You have three brothers. Once in a while, you see
shadows in your house. Luck is near you but before it reaches
you, there are a couple of things that must be done. First, feed
your door so that it arrives. Secondly, give akuko to the garbage.

I0C 5
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Ifa says you have or are thinking about throwing out your
husband. Do not do this because you will go through hard times.
If a young girl, she has two perspective lovers, but the one she
thinks she likes the most is the darkest one. She has to take three
baths in three different wash-basins so that she gets what she de-
sires. This person does not have a stable or permanent godmother
from her initiation into Orisha. Her parents and grandparents are
dead and want to take her with them. You have to make ebo with
agbo, cascabel and implements. Ifa says that this person has hid-
den business (with occults). This sign speaks of prison and mar-
riage that has not worked out (possibly a person that is tied). You
have three things (matters) that are mixed-up. If4 says you are a
person who will live a very long time and you will be a prominent
person inside the circle of your associates. You will also have
good fortune if you follow the Orishas and Ortnmil.

Ifa says if a woman, she has a hard mouth, she does not let
the oko (husband) even breath and he is going to leave her. He is
constantly wishing bad things for her because she is an arrogant
and conceited woman. If ebo is not made, the home will fall
apart. Ifd says if a man, he has to be careful with a sickness in the
blood and/or venereal disease. If a woman, she has to look inside
(internal test) because something bad may be in her body. This
person wants to get married but does not understand why the
prospective mate leaves him or her. Ebo must be made to be able
to get married. There is a fundamental eggun that accompanies
you, buit because you have not tended to him/her, he/she is twist-
ing your matters around. Have a mass for him/her and give him/
her assistance with water, efun, sugar, and obi. Cover these things
with cotton and keep them up high.

If4 says that the person being read may be looking to have
children or has them but they are dying (abiku). Do not go to
wakes, funerals, or hospitals. You have to receive Orisha so that
he/she can help you. Your head needs to be feed also. Evenif you
run away, in the end you will have no choice but to receive it. If
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you come osorbo (ibi); death is behind you. You have to make
ebo as soon as possible. There may be a person in your house
who acts crazy. You retain your habits. Every time this sign is
seen, your head has to be fed. You should not eat sweet potato,
eggs, and guanabana. Born in this sign is everything and the be-
ginning of everything.

When Qrinmild was going to enter a city, there were
guards and other people there who wanted to beat and kill him.
Instead of trying to fight them, he began to sing. He told them
that he must deliver some items that he had to the king and asked
them to help him carry them so that he would not drop them. By
being kind, they not only helped him, but they gave him a protec-
tive escort to the location. This person being read should not fight
with anyone, or he will lose. If you see trouble or a fight coming,
run in the opposite direction. When you are in trouble, you should
start to sing.

This Odu is masculine, it is the direct son of matalofin.
Odu of double language or edge. The planet that leads is oyorun.
The day of the week for this sign is ojo isimi (aiku), Sunday. Your
favorite colors are white and orange. The forest is sacred. For
the Awo/child of Eji-Ogbg, put your hands on top of your head,
squeeze them together and express what your desire. The vulture
rises over all the dead bodies. The beginning of all things repre-
sents the sun’s rays. The spirit that works with Eji-Ogbg is named
ibola. This is a sign of volunteers. This sign speaks of three
brothers, one was the son of C)rﬁnmilé, the second a child of
Obatala, and the third was the son of Yemoja.

Baba Eji-Ogbe is unlucky with love because of this, he
must make ebo: Eye-ile funfun meta, ewe merin, osun, efun, nine
cowrie shells, and nine feathers of different birds. Plead to the
Orisha that speaks or to your guardian Orisha. This person may
be the son of Olokun or of Oya. This Odu speaks of respirators.
Symbols: a vollair that descends over a carcass. The road is free
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for the dog. The pig can live his live on top of the rock but prefers
to live under the rock.

Eji-Ogbg is like a big tree that cannot be destroyed by the
hand. The child of this sign has to be obedient with his family. He
should not take long trips nor should he risk his life. Eji-Ogbg
signifies the sun and riches even through your daily life might not
be easy. Eji-Ogbe is the father of the Odu of If4 on earth. His
function in life is to train; you will lead the land. He is the teacher
of the day and of whatever happens in the land during the day.
Envied by many. The animals as symbols are the flamingo and the
vulture. The path is always open for the vulture and dog (they eat
the carcass, never without food). When the vulture passes over a
dead body he says, “I am over my next meal, thanks to Eji Ogbe.”

Ebo: Jutia, fish, slug, dry coconut and cold water.

Ebo: Adie dudu meji, eyele, porrones meji, an arrow, one eleses
apuani, icode juju. That night, do not let nightfall on you in the
street.

Ebo: For the sick person, sixteen kolas, adie meta, one black
plant, one jicara (big).

Ebo: For the old person who comes with iku, eku, eja, cold omi

tutu. This is for when there is osorbo (ibi).
/

Ebo: Sixteen large oranges, akuco meji, and four little flags. Peel
the oranges and bury them at the door to the street.

Ebo: So that Eshu releases the ties on a person, one akuco to the
garbage, one akuco to the corner, and one akuco to the Eshu of

the house.

Ebo: For the woman who does not have children, four little pots,
four jutia, four fish.
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Ebo: To hold on to your husband, cook for Orﬁnmilé six wheels
of yam, put on top chequete for six consecutive days.

Ebo: To open your path, one akuco, one igbin, epo. Give the
akuco to Eshu, open the chest and put the snail inside along with
epo.

Ebo: Akuco kan, adie meji, three ota, three pieces of soap, one
basket. Procedure: this ebo is generally done in the forest. The
Awo passes the rooster and the two hens over the head of the
person, rubbing against the hair. Quickly put them into the bas-
ket. The three pieces of soap and some of the feathers of the birds
are given to the person and are put in the middle of a crossroad.
The rocks are given to the person, he is to dig three holes by his
house and bury a rock in each. The birds and the money are given
to the Awo. '

Ebo: Indian akuco, one jicara, kernels of corn. Procedure: this is
done outside of the house on a rock or mound. Put the corn in the
jicara. Clean yourself with the rooster three times and leave it on
the rock. The rooster is given to Eshu. This is done to change the
person’s way of thinking.

Ebo: Aunko kan, two white handkerchiefs, a small tree of paracio
or of the forest in a bucket and the leaf of (cuchillo) knife. Proce-
dure: this ebo is done in the forest. The person digs a hole in the
ground with the knife and the Awo plants the tree. The tree is
then given the aunko. The head and the handkerchiefs are left
behind, hanging from the tree. This is done to give some variety
to the person’s luck.

Ebo: One osadie pupua, one large jicara with sara eko. Proce-
dure: this ebo is done in the house of the Awo. The Awo passes
the osadie pupua, three times, over the person and then kills it by
smashing it against the floor, it is then put over the jicara of sara
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eko. Afterward, it is put in the path of the person to open the
roads for him.

Ebo: A rotten animal that is found, adie funfun meji, a basket.
Procedure: put the rotten animal inside the basket and clean the
person with one hen. The Awo cleans himself with the other hen
and some of the feathers are put into the basket. The hens are
given to Oddudua. The basket is then put in the doorway of the
house for as many days as Ifd says. This is done to keep away iku.
Grumugu takes the message and kuru-kuto does not go looking
for the person.

Ebo: To turn iku away, take a dead (rotten) animal off the street
and put it in a little basket. Clean the one interested with adie
funfun meji and put juju in the basket. Give the adie meji to
Oddudua. Put the basket on the porch or the entrance of the
house for as many days as If4 says.

Ebo: For the business: akuco meta, a little house, dirt from the
corners of the business. After the ebo is done, give an akuco to
Eshu, one to the corner, and one to ilekun (the door).

Ebo: Trick for Eshu to work: take an igba of water, cut sixteen ila
very finely, add iyo and iyaefa. Stir it with the point of the iroke-
fa, praying to baba Eji Ogbe and pour it on top of Eshu.

Ebo: /Panaldo: a palo of corazon blando (tender heart) the height
of the person, nine pieces of different colored material, eyele meji.
Give the eyele to the palo and take it to the shore of the river.
There you stand the palo and throw out the eyele.

Ebo: For the person who wants to find a husband or wife, one
ekute, one palo (parami or vencedor), colored beads, one akuco.
Kill the jutia and the rooster to Eshu. Tie the dead jutia to the
palo. Put it on as if it were a necklace of beads and tie it around
the waist. Take it to the mountains and nail it to the ground and
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ask Eshu.

Ebo: For sickness: leri agbo, jicara with sand, adie meji, and the
clothes the person is wearing. Tear the clothes off from the top,
undressing the person. Pour the sand on top so it falls in the jicara
with the head of the agbo inside.

Ebo: For the person who works hard but does not move forward,
one akuco, one jicara, water, one piece of rusted iron, salt. Mark
Eji Ogbe on the opon, take afoche of Eji Ogbe and give it to the
person and everyone present to drink. The akuco is given to Eshu.

Ebo: To find a woman whose family would not let you marry,
akuco meji, adie, eku, two jabas. Give the animals to the orisas
that will take them. Take the animals to the mountains, dig three
holes and leave the animals in them. One hole on the left, one
hole on the right, and one hole in front.

Ebo: For iku: leri of aunko. The hairs are burned and then rubbed
on the face. Food or ajiaco with a drink outside of the house.
Take a mandarin and put it by the food. Bury the food in the
ground. Feed the person’s head.

Ebo: For when there are setbacks: sixteen obi in little pieces,
sixteen peonia, sixteen buds of du, sixteen pieces of money, one
pair of four different colored underwear or one nightgown of four
colors (blue, red, white, yellow). Wear it for nine days and then
bring it to baba with a small ladder that has sixteen steps. Put the
obi at the shore of the ocean so that it will be taken away.

Ebo: To make a person “of importance”: one ekute, one eja,
akuco kan with a large crest, and epo. Make twenty-two inci-
sions in the head of the man. Cut the crest off the rooster. Crush
it and put everything together. For the incisions on the head, add
leaves of ela or epiphytic orchidaceae.
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History

When the entire world found out that Orﬁnmilé had re-
ceived this ashe from Olédumare, they ran to him to get a read-
ing. Everything that Orinmilé told them became a reality. From
that time on, people say to Orﬁnmilé: Ashe o, aboru aboye
aboshishe!

Baba Eji Ogbé commands the living while baba Eji f_)yékﬁ com-
mands the dead.

A pact between Ela and Eshu was created where one would reign
over the day and the other the night.

He who is brave should not declare himself a coward, and he who
is a coward should not declare himself brave.

The mother of iku was killed in the marketplace of ejibomekun.
Iku spread death, not even the largest trees were saved from his

fury.
C_)yé;kﬁ Meji, the couple who was taken out of death. Here, two
friends die inseparably and united in a pact: one in the country and

the other in the city.

Baba Oyékﬁ Meji represents the darkness in the night, it’s culmi-
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nating point. Itis the twilight of dawn, the surface of the land, the
land itself. Represents agriculture, funerals. Commands the dead.
Birth of the world, where the sun’s rays have not touched the
surface yet.

Ifa says do not go to reunions for a few days and until you
make ebo. Do not drink. Have a mass for a family member who
is dead. Pay attention to the advice that you are being told here
because you usually do not pay much attention. You have a charm
(talisman, lucky charm). Give thanks to Shango. This sign talks
about a fight between brothers. You have a disagreement with
your family. You fought with your brother over something valu-
able. Take care of your stomach. Ifd says that someone has used
witchcraft on you, but Shango will defend you. The witchcraft
was done to you so that you will go insane. You have to bring
new clothes that were given to you to make ebo. Do not wear
clothes that have fringe or stripes. If you have a friend that dresses
like you, do not continue dressing this way, this could bring death
to you because death is behind your friend. Death may get con-
fused between the two of you and take you instead. There are
times that you cannot pay your house rent or mortgage. Move
from that particular house if it is possible because there will be a
house that will bring you a lot of luck.

If4 says be careful with a child who is ill in your house that
could get the others in your house sick. You know someone who
lives close to your home that is really sick. There is also a person
who lives close to your house who has received Orisha. Do not
lie to your companion or associate. Do not break agreements or
your word because death may come your way. You dreamt about
an Orisha. This sign speaks of pregnancy. He who asks does not
die accidentally. If4 says you have to get close to Oriinmilé be-
cause he can help you get out of all your hard times and the prob-
lems you are in. He will give you the luck you need, but you must |
always make ebo. With this sign, you will have a lot of money,
but if you do not do what Ifa tells you, you will lose everything.
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You are going through hard times but if you are obedient with the
Orisha and If4, you will end up being king. If the person is an
Awo, he will have a world of followers. This sign signals the
death of two great ones: one in the country, and the other in the
city. There is darkness, ignorance, uncertainty, indecision, and a
great storm of water. You should not enter wooded areas alone.
The Awo that is born under this Odu almost always need to be
making ebo. Baba Oyékﬁ Meji is the Babaldwo of the land of
egungun.

If4 speaks of the spirit of the dead and everything at night.
The spirit of the twins is only one but is reincarnated into two
bodies. The spirit that works with Oy‘ekﬁ Meji is akuesi and lives
in the water. This sign speaks of the knot in wood and alligator
scales. In this Odu, bees, singing birds, and citrus fruits are formed.
Birth of carving and the color red. This sign is represented by the
planet bawoo (saturn) and isimi awon ju (Saturday). The metal
used here is lead. Do not enter alone into the woods or dark
places. Eshu baba maliwo is your origin. This Odu represents the
night and the surface of the land. You should wear light green.
Here, the pain in parenthood is born. Oyiyi Meji iraku kemboya
coming of a disease to the village. C)yékﬁ Meji walks alone like a
hairy spider. Itis said that when the spider sings, it receives the
dead, and that is when Oyékﬁ manifests. The eldest spirit of
Egungun, Alagba Baba Eggun, lives in this Odu in the deepest
part of the ocean alongside Oldkun. Oyékﬁ Meji is the oldest of
all thg Odi because he was born before them. He is the only
survivor of the disaster of civilization. Oyeku yeku mayewe, we
are composed in life and in death. Represents accidents, death
and the night. Eji Oyékﬁ was the one who introduced death to
the world, and the souls depend on him for death and reincarna-
tion. He is the one who is responsible for funerals and 1tutu [etuti].
He has as his apprentice, his daughter Oyeku Ein. EJ1 ch has to
do with agriculture. Itis the godfather of Irosiin-S4 [Irosiin 0Ss4]
who 1s the owner of the cereals. In this Odil, men learned how to
eat fish. Here, the horn grew on the rhinoceros, and fat grew on
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all animals. Birth of the animals that fly at night. Birth of paints
and dyes. The son of Eji Qy¢ succumbs to sickness and to acci-
dents, but he is never overcome by his enemies.

Eji Oyé is the one who brought the secret of orun to the

land. Also speaking, Eggun, ysanyin, Oddudua, Shango, Olokun,
Azojuano, Huero, and Eshu. With this Odu, you should not eat
pork, it is Oyeku s virtue to offer the pig to his protector (guard-
ian). Oyeku Meji in the land is much larger than Eji Ogbg. The
birth of civilization. Birth of the embalming of dead bodies. Itis
said that the Eshu of this sign is semi favorable. Marks long life
with the condition that you never stop making ebo, ever. The
Awo of this figure should never enter the forest alone. Never let
the weather stop you from going to your destination.

~ Ebo: To push death away: agbo kan, akuco kan, one eku, opolopo
owo.

Ebo: For luck: awure kan, adie meji dudu, cooked ichu, a lot of
food, owo.

Ebo: Akuco meji, adie meji dudu, two drums, eku meji, owowo
meji, epo meji, Owo meji.

Ebo: Cleaning: one black chicken, sixteen candles, one basket,
one yard of white and one yard of black fabric, clean black cloth-
ing, a black and white rag, obi, eku, eja, epo, oni, oti, ori, efun, a
new glass, flowers, a cigar, sand, nine herbs of eggun.

Ebo: The interested person goes to the marketplace to find adie
meji dudu. When he arrives at the awo’s door, he ties them to his
left leg and goes to where Ifd is. That is where you give him the
hens.

Ebo: Akuco kan, adie kan, one knot from a tree, a rope with a
knot in it, a plate made of clay. Procedure: both knots are put on
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the plate, the Awo puts water and feathers from the animals after
the person has been cleaned. The person will then take the plate
and later boil the items inside of it. The Awo is in charge of the
animals. This is done so that your enemies would not get you.

Ebo: One off-white osadie with dark spots, one fish, one turtle,
¢ko, one jicara. Procedure: The fish is put inside the turtle with
the eko. The osadie is carved up right there alive and is put inside
the jicara. This is left in the forest. This ebo should be done far
away from the house. This ebo is done to conserve their power
and life.

Ebo: One aunko, a basket, one ball of clay. Procedure: the ball of
clay is put inside the basket, and the basket is put in front of Ifa.
The aunko is given over the ball of clay. When finished, you run
(hurry) and carry it outside; this is done to close the pit of iku.

Ebo: Adie meji: one dudu and one funfun; one small clay pot that
is painted black with smoke from a white candle and inside a smaller
one with efun; one yard of black cloth; one yard of burlap; one
yard of white cloth; one feather of an African grey parrot; one
small earthen jar painted half black. Procedure: the Awo paints
the Odi Eji Oyé inside the clay jar. He then puts it and the ingre-
dients of the ebo on the Qpon Ifd. Then, you take the blackened
clay jar and put it inside the clay platter that has been smoked

There are enemies who would not let you focus.

There is a possible problem in your blood.

Olofin had a contest to see who among the If4 priests could figure
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out what he had hidden under a basket (eja), and to see which of
the Babaldwo knew more about If.

If4 says you are going through some hard times. Your
own family members have you closed in including your children
who are giving you a lot of grief and hard aches. If you stay close
to Qriinmil4, he will resolve these problems for you. If you are
going to take a trip, make ebo first. If you do not, you will get
involved in something or something bad will happen. If you have
a child who is sick or causing you problems, he needs to have
something done at the foot of Ortinmil4 so that it will all come to
an end. If4 says you have problems with the law or are going to
have them. If you have a daughter, she has to make a sacrifice at
the foot of Oshun so that she can get married with happiness. Ifa
also speaks in this Odu about sickness of the kidneys, the stom-
ach, and if a man, of temporary impotency. If you have a confi-
dent position, make ¢bo so that you do not lose it and find ob-
stacles in your path. This Odu talks about business and problems
with the law.

If4 says that if this sign comes with “ire,” you will have
blessings from people who visit you. You will have blessings of
money and children, you may even reach a position of manage-
ment. You have to do things well so that everything comes out
well. If a woman, she has problems with her menstrual period.
There is evil in the house. You have lost something but it will
return. Your blood rises to your head and you become crazy.
You have enemies because of envy, they want to turn your home
upside down. They want to harm you at all costs and they have
even used witchcraft to get you kicked out of your house. 1fa
says that there is money coming your way, do not despair, every-
thing will arrive.

You scorned a man and he was very comfortable. Be care-

ful of the slander that they will raise against you. If a man, there
is a young woman who will come to you and seem to be easy for
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the taking. Watch out, this may ruin you. You aspire to a higher
position but you have many opponents. Make ebo so that matters
g0 your way.

If4 says you have been looking through the keyhole of the
door to see what is going on. You have offered something to
Oshun, but you still have not given it to her. Avoid inconvenience.
You have a real need for money but it will only arrive by making
ebo. If you have not lost a child already, be careful so it does not
happen in the future.

Ebo: To secure your job—twelve ota, twelve atares, three nails,
one lasso, one large pot, akuco kan. Attwelve midnight, bring all
of these things to a ceiba tree. Give the rooster to the pot and the
ceiba tree and leave everything there. Then, move your bed from
one place to another for seven days straight.
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Speaking: Ortinmilé, Eshu, + This sign represents
Obatala, Oshun, T 1 the waters of the
Yemoja, Ogﬁn, 00 world.

This Odu talks about the genitals of the woman—the vagina, the
uterus, the placenta, the fallopian tubes, the ovaries, etc.

You are considering moving to another place for more room. You
should really consider it a lot to make sure it 1s right at this time.

Ortnmil4 did not drink but started to lose his intelli gence anyway.
There is a need to study. With this, you will go farther. Mark
Odi-Meji and pray upon it, add it to a bottle of gin and drink
about a cap full just before each time you begin to study.

There is a town in Nigeria [ Yorub4 nation] where all the people
threw their garbage in the same area until it became a huge pile.
When people were traveling to this town, it was the first thing
they would see, miles away. This mound of garbage became a
deity—Eshu Elegbara.

If4 says that you have well-being in your house, but you
have to make ebo because you will find an enemy that will make
you lose part of what you have already secured, even your family.
There is a woman who you will take as your wife; she will bring
you blessings. At this moment, this woman is on her knees in
front of your orf in heaven. This sign has a lot to do with egungun.
If a woman wants to have children she has to make ebo to egungun
first. If not, this egungun will destroy the children. If the person
consulting If4 wants to take a trip, to make a change in his life, he
has to make ebo so that the trip will be one of happiness, glory,
and of money.

If4 says you have to receive awofaka (ow¢ Ifd kan) so
that he (If4) can give you security in life. This is needed because
there are times that you think things are going well but all of a
sudden they fall apart. You also have to receive ysanyin [Osanyin]
because there are a lot of evil eyes on you. There are times that
you ask yourself why these things happen to you, it is because
people’s evil thoughts and eyes want to see you destroyed. This
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sign talks about bad habits like alcoholism. Ifa is asking who in
your family is in this situation? If it is happening, this person
needs to have something done. Ifd says do not dress in dark cloth-
ing. Do not eat watercress. Do not eat or drink anything in
anyone’s house. You have the power of a clairvoyant. There are
times that you see things in your dreams, but you do not pay
attention to them. If the person is not married, there are three
people that will ask or have already asked. The last one is the one
for you. Be careful of venereal diseases and problems with your
sight. Lately, you feel tired and you do not have enough strength
for anything. You have to go to the doctor for a checkup. The
doctor will give you the vitamins and nutritional diet that you
need because your menstrual period is not correct lately.

If4 says not to listen to gossip because it is not convenient
for you, try to stay away from it. You get scared once in a while.
Do things as Ifa tells you to so you can triumph over obstacles.
You may be poor now, but this situation will change because
Yemaya wants it that way. You lost something but you will find it.
You have three children or you are a family of three. If4 says that
your eldest son has a friend who is going to get him involved in
something evil. Try to separate your son from this friend. You
are the type of person who loves their family more than they love
you. You have been having problems with your stomach lately.

Ifa wants to know if you came to find out about a woman,
the one that wants to leave you. Do not let her leave because she
brings you luck. If you have dreamt about someone who is dead,
have a mass for that person so that he/she will help you defeat
your enemies. Be careful with someone in your family, they may
drown or commit suicide. Do not drink alcohol. Do not take a
single step without relying on Ordnmild. Take care of Yemaya
and be careful with death. This Odu signals prison, public charity,
person in charge, food, a young pregnant woman, a full womb,
and powerful authority. This person is or should be a spiritualist.
Sign of being tied (witchcraft). There is corruption and confu-
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sion. Throw a lot of money and garbage from the house on top of
the Opon-Ifd and pray to elegbara. Everything will be all right.

Ebo: Ole agbon, eko, one horsewhip, a goat to eggun, akuco
kan.

Ebo: For the stomach: aunko, akuco, beans, sixteen eye-ile, asho.

Ebo: One aguntan (sheep), two hundred needles, jar of epo, and
opolopo owo.

Ebo: Akﬁk(_) to the garbage of the house, eja, eku, opon filled
with money.

Ebo: Akﬁko, eye-ile meji, parrot feather, working tools, eku, eja,
owo.

Ebo: For the woman: akuco kan, sixteen eye-ile, adie meji, obi
meji, beans, eku, eja, epo, opolopo owo.

Ebo: One yellow hen to Oshun to protect the marriage. The hen
is presented to the person offering only.

If4 says that you do not believe in anything. You will
receive bad news. You will discover something in an abandoned

apartment. This is an Odu of theft, trickery and bad news. Give
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a duck to Yemaya so she can fix all of your matters, which are
running badly. Open your eyes wide so that they cannot trick
you. If you do not have the warriors, you have to receive them
because you have a war waging against you (or coming) and your
house could be destroyed. You also have to receive Ortinmila.
(This person may be interested in the Babaldwo.) Ifa says be
careful with candles, fire and death who is circling your house.
If4 says that your salvation is in the Babaldwo. Do you have any
problems that are disturbing your home? One day you have money
and the next day you do not. If a man, be careful of who you let
into your house because they may steal your wife by telling ru-
mors to turn her against you. You are a merchant, dedicate your-
self to selling anything you can. You have many projects but you
do not carry any of them out. Qbatild accompanies you, give
thanks to all the Orisha because they want to help you.

If4 says that you have many enemies. If a man, there is
betrayal and he is being deceived. If ire, this person will have
money and servants. Do not exchange anything with anybody so
that your luck does not leave you. If you have a child, he will be
a boy and he will have a high position. This child will be a bless-
ing to the parents. This sign speaks of an inheritance. You are the
type of person who cries once in a while and you cry on the in-
side. Olokun says that you have to receive Orisha so that all your
problems can end. Tend to the dead because you are a clairvoy-
ant or spiritualist, the dead talk to you through dreams.

If4 says do not tell your matters to those you believe to be
your friends because they are betraying you. Do not cross over
open holes. Open your eyes wide because you live with your eyes
closed. Be careful of a fire that may start, particularly in the kitchen.

You are curious by nature but do not put your eyes on
things that you should not because you could go blind. You will
see a person who will appear to be one thing but is really another.
This person paints one face in front of you but behind your back
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wishes the worst for you. In your house there is a person who is
troublesome and has bad intentions. When he does something, he
does it grudgingly. You like to be willing. You have a friend who
is the daughter of Shango and she has a long tongue, avoid telling
her anything. Try not to get scared or surprised because it could
affect your heart. Feed the land.

There may be a suicide and loss of memory. This Odu
represents the land, the total sunset, the evening without sunlight,
a burial, the bottom of the ocean, and the unknown. It also repre-
sents thunder, lightening, slaughtering, cave-ins, internal vapor,
the core of the earth, things red, the mysterious bird, and the mir-
ror. In the end, this is a bad sign. Trickery, proof, the unknown,
slander. Do not lie. Someone is tortured. Put money in eko for
Oshun. For the Awo born in this sign, give five handkerchiefs to
Oshun and keep cotton and a ladder in your Ifd. Throw a bucket
of hot water into the street and a bucket of cold water inside.
Carry a white flag with a red sun in the center. If you are going
receive Orisha, do not let them scratch you. Someone with this
sign will do anything for money.

Ebo: Four akuco, four obi, four fish. Put one of each of these
things in a bag and leave them around the places that you go.

Ebo: Sixteen owowo, four eye-ile, one basket with cotton, adie,
awure, one trap, one ladder, fish, epo, eko, and a bunch of straw.

Ebo: Akuco meji, eye-ile meji, fresh fish, beans with a face, obi-
meji, two candles, two ears of corn, white fabric, a mask, eye-
glasses, owo.

History

There was once a nation in which the members of the court
had agreed that every time the town elected a king, they would
assassinate him in a special way. The way they did it was that
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once the king had been crowned, the members of the court would
tell him that they were behind him one hundred percent and they
would show him his new palace. While some of the members
were doing this, the rest of them prepared his trap. The trap was
a hole in the floor that was covered. It led to a well where the
new king would die without any help.

This is how the members of the court continued to gov-
ern; the town’s people never protested all the disappearances of
their new kings. One day, a famous Babaldwo named Ortinmil4
came to town. He began to gain the confidence of the people
through his good gestures. With If4, he healed the sick and helped
the needy. These acts caused rumors to travel around the town
about how Qrtinmild would make a great king.

The town’s people united and sent for Ortnmild. When
he arrived, the people of the town asked him to be the new king.
Ortnmil4 was thrilled. He accepted the offer but wanted to know
what happened to the previous kings. The people told him that
every time they elected a king, he disappeared and they did not
know what became of him. Once Orﬁnmilé heard this he asked,
“If all of you knew this, why are you asking me to be king.” The
people responded, “Knowing you and your power, we thought
that you would be able to resolve the situation.” This made
Ordnmils laugh, he told the people that he would give them a
response in the morning.

/

When Orﬁnrrﬁlé returned home, he immediately consulted
with If4. The Odi Baba Irosiin Méji came. If4 told him that there
was a trap and that he should always arrive late everywhere. He
made ebo with obuko, rope, a ladder, epo, and he put the ebo
inside a hole. Qrinmild then realized that there was a trap for him
inside the palace and it had to do with a hole.

The next day he met with the town and they crowned him
king. When he entered the palace, the members of the court tried
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to show him all the rooms in the palace but Ortinmil4 said he was
too tired. The following day he asked for the plans of the palace,
and without anyone noticing, he began to check all the rooms
until he found the trap. He sent for the members of the court and
told them that he was ready to see the palace but he wanted the
people of the town to tour it first. When the members heard this,
they turned pale but quickly agreed and said that they were there
to follow orders. After they left, they metin secret. They decided
that since the palace was so large they would show all the rooms
except the one with the trap, no one would notice. They called
upon the people and told them that the king wanted them to come.
They then opened the palace doors and invited the town to enter.

As the people entered, Orﬁnmilzi greeted them very hap-
pily and told them to follow the members of the court. After they
were finished, C_)ninmilé turned to them and said that they had
forgotten one more room. He took them to the room with the
trap and, as they stood by the door, he then asked the members to
enter first. When they refused, Ortnmil4 turned to the town’s
people and told them that they were the ones who had assassi-
nated all of the kings and then condemned them to enter. When
the members refused, the people came charging at them and forced ‘
them into the hole where they all died. Once it was over, Ortinmild
turned to the people and told them that the previous kings had
gotten their revenge. He told them that from now on, they had to
take charge and govern. '

Orinmild fed his orf after he arrived and found himself in poverty.
If4 says you are going through a lot of problems, this may

be because your guardian Orisha is angry with you. You prom-

ised him/her something and did not give it to him/her. This sign
says that if the person has received Orisha, the guardian Orisha is
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demanding to receive something that belongs to him/her. You
invoke Babaliwayé a lot, or someone in your family owes him
something. The person consulting with If4, as well as the Awo,
need to make ebo because this sign is very dangerous. Ifa says
you have a problem with Eshu. Find out if the person has Eshu
because it may have been prepared incorrectly and working against
the person. If an Awo, Eshu wants something, find out what. The
person must tend to Esu more often, and once in a while take him
for a walk. Eshu wants to help the person but he must always be
kept happy. Do not seek vengeance, let Eshu take care of that for
you. Love your mother and take care of her. If she is dead, have
many masses in her name to help her unwrap, this way she can
also help you.

If4 says do not stand on corners because you may find a
problem that was not meant for you, and you may be the one who
gets hurt. If4 says that you have had many accidents, the next one
may be fatal. You may be fired from your job. Someone may be
influencing you to do something bad. Someone has put witch-
craft at your door. There is a spirit that is bothering you. This
spirit has been tormenting you for years, have it removed. Ifa
says your wife is going to abandon you. If a woman, vice versa.
They are also going to kick you out of your house and fire you
from your job, but do not despair. Follow the path that Orunmila
is indicating for you to follow, your situation will change. You
are thinking of getting revenge on another person. If this is so, do
ndt do it, it may come back to you. Leave it in the hands of the
Orishas. You have someone on your back and this person is drain-
ing you. This person knows about the religion.

Ifa says be careful of problems with the law. Do not fight
because the police may get involved. You have bad character,
this brings you problems. Do not joke around with anyone or
play roughly with anyone. Do not walk around with a weapon. If
you are planning a trip to the country, hold off for a while. You
are predestined to end up in jail or to get beaten up. To take this
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away, make sacrifice at the foot of Oshun. For the Awo who
comes osorbo (ibi), give one rooster to Eshu with eku, €ja, epo,
ori, and owowo because the police may come for you at any mo-
ment. If you do this, Eshu can change the situation and instead of
the police, another person will come for you. If says if the per- .

son comes ire, he will meet someone who will help him with ev-
erything, even if he does not have money. Feed your head. You
may win the lottery, twice. The first time a small amount, but the
second time you will win a lot of money. Everything bad that
people are wishing you will go back to them. You are asking God
for something, and he is going to give it to you. If you have
children, your eldest will take care of you. Give thanks to Obatald,
Oshun and your wife.

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History

The guinea hen was once a friend of the leopard but they
had never been in each other’s homes. One day, leopard invited
guinea for a walk so that they could get to know each other bet-
ter. As they were walking, leopard, in a very deceiving way, told
guinea that since they were now such very good friends, he was
going to show him where he lived. He then asked guinea where
he lived. The guinea, not thinking that anything bad would hap-
pen, told leopard that he would show him.

Not long after, they came up to guinea’s home. Guinea
pointed it out to leopard and told him that the front window led to
his bedroom. They then continued on their way and leopard told
guinea that he had to tell him the truth. He said he had been
having bad luck and painted a very sad picture for guinea to imag-
ine. He told him that he did not really even have a place to live.
The guinea felt sorry for him and asked leopard to come and live
with him. Leopard agreed but told guinea that first, he had some
matters to take care of. After that, he would return but it would
be late at night and guinea should not wait for him.

After leopard left, guinea was so moved by what leopard
told him that he decided to go and consult with If4 to see if there
was anything else that he could do for. Ifd was cast for guinea
and the sign, C)wénrin-Meji, came. He was told that someone
had prepared a trap for him that could cost him his life. Guinea
realized that it had something to do with the leopard. He fol-
lowed Ifa’s advice.

Ifa told him to find a cactus and wrap it in his clothes, then
to put it in his room and sleep on the roof. Guinea did as he was
told and when night came, he went up onto his roof and left the
ebo where Ifa had told him. Leopard came that night and went
into guinea’s bedroom. He saw the silhouette and jumped on top
of it. His entire chest was covered in needles that caused him to
bleed to death. Since that day, guinea sleeps on top of roofs or up
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high.

One day, all the Orishas got together and went to
Omnmila’s house to see how he lived and also what kind of work
he did. Ordnmil4 showed them in and answered all their ques-
tions. He told them that he made a living by casting Ifa with his
tools: Opon-Ifd, opele, iroke, and irukere. With these items, he
could find out everything that he needed to help people live a
better life. Eshu, who was listening outside, decided to show the
other Orishas that what C)rfmmi]e’l said was true.

Meanwhile, the Orishas laughed at Orﬁnrrﬁlé and told him
that they wanted to see how he cured people. Eshu heard them.
When the first person that passed him came along, he pointed his
ebon (magic), and the person became sick and fell down. Eshu
then disguised himself and entered Orunmila’s house with the sick
man. He told Orﬁnmilé that this was his friend and he had sud-
denly become ill. He said that he had heard from other people in
the town that he could cure the sick. When Orﬁnmilé heard this,
he told Eshu to put the man on the bed, that he would cure him.

This was the moment that Eshu was waiting for. He
watched as Qrinmild passed the opele over the body of the man,
he blinked and the spell he put on the man disappeared. The man
sat up and asked what had happened. Eshu told him that he had
suddenly collapsed, so he brought him to C)rl’mmilé to be healed.
The man was very impressed. He got up, took out money and
told Ordnmild that he was very thankful, and he wanted to pay
him for his services. He said that from now on, whenever he had
a problem, he would come to Ortnmil4. When the other Orishas
heard this, they told Ortinmil4 that they were wrong and asked for
his forgiveness.

ori is the only Orisha that is able to stay with the person through
out their entire life and beyond.

If4 says you have to be careful with fire and the law. Do
not let your guard down. Do not abandon the Orishas because it
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will be your downfall. If you tend to them, you will see yourself
move forward. Surround yourself with people of prestige in this
religion. Whatever is useless to others will give you a path. You
are a very tidy person when it comes to hygiene, in this manner,
you will be great. You like money a lot, this is your downfall as
well as interest in so many women. Right now you have setbacks
and problems with everything; you do not lack food, you do not
know how, but it is always there. Sometimes, you tell lies and
people find out, lying is also your downfall. This sign says that
you have to receive Orisha, but before you do it, you have to
enter with Qrinmil4 (hand of If4).

Ifd says do not live in a dream, live in reality. Do not wear
ripped clothes or clothes with holes. You need to wear white
clothes in order to move forward. Always remember other people’s
thoughts. Do not stop at any set place. You have a plan to go
somewhere in the country but you should ask Orinmil4 before
you go. You are at a state of crisis with your nerves, but you will
see how everything works out fine. To you, the pumpkin should
be kept sacred. Try not to fall asleep while you are smoking be-
cause you will burn, for sure. There are already holes in your
clothes caused by smoking. Be careful when you eat at someone
else’s house. You have enemies and they are behind you because
they know that you think you are a genius.

If4 says if a man, he is at war with women. Do not carry
weapons because they will bring you complications on a grand
scale. If you have pawned a piece of jewelry, try to get it back;
pawning it has brought you setbacks. Be careful with what type
of business you get involved in because you may end up in jail.
You do not think much of the Orishas. You believe in what you
want to believe in and sometimes you do not even believe in your-
self. Even though you do not have anything, people envy you
anyway. Do not drink because they want to turn you into a drunk.
This Odu works slowly but surely. With time, no one will recog-
nize you, luck will arrive one way or another. Obara became rich.
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You will get yours for sure, but it will have to be with obedience
to Qrinmild and the Orishas.

Ifa says when someone comes to your house, try to give
them something to eat. This is an Odu of food and tables. If
someone asks you for food, give it to him. Luck will then enter
your house. Take care of your wife because you will receive bless-
ings through her. Someone has prepared a trap for you, and you
came here to see to what point the Awo knows. Ifd says if the
person is an Iyalosha, they need to receive a full size Osun and
find out what Shango wants. Or, if the person has a charm, find
out what needs to be done to it. Be careful of your wife because
she wants revenge and has sworn to get it one way or another.
Hold your tongue and do not call anyone to clear anything up,
this will bring you problems. Do not leave anything personal lay-
ing around because they may use it to work witchcraft on you.
He who knows does not die like he who does not know. The Awo
becomes rich through rewards from Olofin.

History

There was a time when Olofin found himself very lonely
because no one would visit him or wanted to keep him company.
He decided to consult with Ifd. The awos told him that he should
sacrifice two pigeons, two hens, and opolopo owo. He made the
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sacrifice and took it to the market like he was told to do. When
he arrived, he noticed a crowd and walked over to it. He found a
man who was selling slaves and he was beating two of them. He
asked the dealer why he was doing this and he explained that the
two slaves thought they were better than the rest and they did not
want to work.

Olofin looked at them and saw something in them that he
liked; he purchased them from the dealer. He sold the two slaves
to Olofin for only what he had originally paid, he was happy to be
rid of them. When they arrived at the house of Olofin, he told the
two to make themselves at home. All he wanted was for them to
behave. The two slaves then said that they had to tell Olofin the
truth. They explained to him that they were two diviners and in a
war, they were taken prisoner by the enemy. In order to stay
alive, they could not consult. Olofin was very moved and told
them that he would liberate them. They could take whatever path
they wanted to. The two slaves told Olofin that they did not have
anyplace to go; they wanted to stay with him to which Olofin
agreed.

As time passed, the two began to divine for the people.
Olofin’s house was filled once again. Their reputation grew
throughout the land of Ife. Olofin found happiness; he was no
longer alone but surrounded by prosperity and friends.

Ortinmil4 was going to have a guest over for dinner so he
went to the market to shop. He had no idea what to cook until he

noticed some fresh tongues. He decided to make that for dinner.

He got home and told his wife to hurry and prepare them because
his guest, Obatéila, would show up any minute.

When it was time to eat, Orunmila’s wife presented the
plate to Qbatél4, he gave his ashe and they began to eat. When
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they finished eating, Qbatdld congratulated Orunmila’s wife on
how well the dinner turned out. He asked her how she had come
up with the idea of cooking tongue for dinner. She informed him
that it was her husband’s idea. He then turned to Orﬁnmilé and
asked him how he could have bought tongue for dinner and ex-
pect that it would taste so good. Ortinmil4 leaned forward to him
and said, “baba, ashe is given with the tongue and one is saved by
the tongue.” Obatild was very pleased by his answer and he left
after dinner was over. R

Later, Obatala wanted to make dinner and he remembered
that juicy tongue that Qrinmilé had served him. He then called
upon Orﬁnmilé and said to him, “I want to make the best dinner in
the world and I know that you told me that it was tongue, but I
also want to make the worst dinner in the world.” Oninmilé said
to him, “buy two tongues.” Obatala did not understand and said, '
“I already know that tongue is the best dinner in the world, but I
also want to make the worst dinner.” Orﬁnmilé realized that
Obatéla had not understood him and said to him, “I told you to
buy another tongue because if one good tongue can save and bless
and give ashe, a bad tongue can destroy.” Qbatald then under-
stood the meaning and said, “It is true that this is so, ashe o!”

There was a shepherd who spent his time in the country
cutting wool and raising animals. He was tired of his life so one
day he packed his things and traveled to another land. When he
arrived, he again became bored and began telling lies. One of the
lies that he told was that everyone should go to bed early, and in
the morning, they would find money in the streets. By luck, it had
rained a few days before. The rain was very hard and the water
was heading with great force into the town, which was located on
the banks of ariver. Because the water was so powerful, it washed
down the gold that was in the mountains. When it reached the
town, it left blankets of gold in the streets.
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The following day when the people awoke, they noticed
that the river had overflowed and left a bunch of little nuggets of
gold in the streets. They began to collect them and this brought
prosperity to the town. After, they remembered what the shep-
herd had told them, that this would happen. They made him gov-
ernor of the town.

This sign represents the different languages of the world.

This is the chief sign of the ibeji; they represent the mysteries of
life. Indicates good fortune. You will defend yourself from your

enemies.

If4 says you need to pay more attention. Make ebo before
you take a trip. This is the sign in which the mother lost three
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loved ones. This sign speaks of accidents. You have a child who
does not believe anything you say, this can cost you greatly. What
you want will come out good. Recetve Orisha. Oddudua, Yemaya
[Yemoja], and Eshu accompany you. You are happy and people
envy you because of that. Tend to Ortinmil4 because he is the one
who can help you in all of your matters. There is someone in your
house who promised something to Oshun, they must give it to
her. There is someone sick in your house, the illness may be very
serious. This person will need an operation, he must see a doctor.
If4 says that you must open your ears and listen to what is being
said. You have shadows behind you. If you find out that three
people have died, do not go to see them, just apologize to the
family. Do not get wet in the rain. They want to kick you out of
your place or position.

If4 says you plan to trick the Babaldwo. There is some-
one in your house who talks badly about you in your absence.
Your stomach has been hurting lately. You might return to the
place where you came from. You will be the one to destroy your
house. Be careful with a person in your house, he/she may kill
you. This same person is always wishing death on you. Avoid a
tragedy, the police may get involved. You want to go to a place,
but at that place, there is tragedy and unhappiness. Matters are
tough at the moment but better times will come. If you have a
piece of metal or a pin that you always use, throw it out or use it
to make ebo. They are going to do something bad to you that will
turn into something good. If a man, he was born to serve Ifd as an
Awo. Until he receives If4, nothing will go right in his matters. If4
wants him to work, but only for him. Receive awofaka (owo Ifd -
kan) if you do not already have it. You can then start resolving
some of the problems you have until you are able to receive both
hands of Ifa.

If4 says you may be looking to have children, but first you
must sacrifice. Do not ever discuss where you are going. If they
pressure you to tell them, say you are going somewhere other
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than where you are really going. You will be the leader (boss)
somewhere. You like women and they like you. You really like
water and if you bathe in the river or in the sea, always be careful.
Unlucky sign. Inheritance dispute. “Happiness is sometimes found
in the garbage.” “The man’s head has two opposites: anger of the
heart and desire of love.”

This Odu marks enchantment or a person tied down be-
cause of bad habits (addictions); this is why it represents the rope.
The person may be addicted to drugs or alcohol, anything that
leaves him/her in a state of enchantment. The person has loss of
air. Water is your enemy. This Odu is of a short life. High blood
pressure. Receive Orisha so that you are not lost (so that you do
not die). Spiritual process. Tend to the dead. Present a rooster
to Eshu and ask him for the opposite of what you want. Go
through the ceremony but do not give it, trick him. Eshu will do
the opposite of what was asked for.

Ebo: Two chickens, two jicaras, ewe If4, fruit, owo.

Ebo: Six eye-ile, six adie, soap, ewe, opolopo owo.

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History

This is the sign that was cast for akuko when he was go-
ing to stand on top of “the place of secrets.” Before he left, Ifa
told him to sacrifice one ada, awenu (soap), ewe-If4, and opolopo
owo. After making the sacrifice, he was told to take a bath with
the soap and ewe-Ifd. Akuko made the sacrifice.

On his way to “the place of secrets” he stepped on the
path where they had thrown ogu (witchcraft). After he did this, it
did not rain in his homeland for a very long time. When he got to
“the place of secrets,” he knelt down to pray to Ifa but his words
turned into insults, which came out of his mouth involuntarily.

He asked why this was happening. He had not realized
that the ogu he stepped on was the cause of his words to become
inverted, which in actuality was what he really wanted to say to
Ifa. After he was done speaking to If4, the sky turned black, there
was lighting and thunder and it began to rain.

Those who were present were surprised to see that even'
though akuko had insulted heaven, instead of being punished, it
began to rain. Rain that no one else was able to produce. C)rtinmilé,
who was listening said, “to all of you the words that were said
sounded like insults, but in the ears of If4, they became praise.”

There was a slave who dreamt that one day he would be
free. He went to consult with Ifa and was told to make ebo, once
this was finished, he would be free. The slave did not have any
money, so he began to save little by little until one day he had
everything he needed to complete the ebo. He returned to Ifd and
made the sacrifice. After it was finished, they told him to take
home some soap and ewe-Ifa and to take baths with them. After
he did this, they said he would see that everything which had been
denied to him in his life, would be given to him.
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Not long after, the owner of the slave died. Because he
did not have anyone to inherit his properties, the slave became a
free man. The slave continued to consult with Ifd. Everything
that he did became very beneficial to him. He began to save money
from small jobs until he had enough to build a house for himself
and he filled it with wives. His prestige was growing.

He received If4 and followed word by word the messages
that Orinmild sent him. He became one of the most respected
and important men in the town. When people passed him they
said, “look at what the slave has accomplished, he wears the beads
of If4, you can see his multiple qualifications, come and see how
the seeds of If4 reflect his authority.”

Qya, Goddess of the Niger River, owner of the market-
place and cemetery, wanted to have children. She saw happiness
in the faces of other women who had children. She went to con-
sult with If4; she promised him whatever he wanted as long as she
could have children. Ifé prescribed an ebo for her: Eye-ile meji,
adie meji, and opolopo-owo.

After she completed the ebo, they told her to register with
the tree that produces iyereosun, and she did. Not long after, she
became pregnant by her lover Shango. On the ninth month, she
had twins (ibeji). She was surprised that one was identical to the
other including the skin color, which was like the ointment she
used on her body. Except the only difference was that one was
male and the other female. This is where the union of Shango and
Qya brought to the world the ibeji under the sign of baba Okanran
Meji.

Make a penis with a stick that you find in the hills that has lots of
bumps, give it to Eshu. Then, make an offering to Ogtin.

In this Odu, the witches and earth were fighting over a piece of
fish. Along came Ogiin and cut the fish in two pieces. He gave
each a piece; ending the war between them.

If4 says that currently, there is war coming but that Ogtin
and OQbatala will win it for you as long as you do your part. Also,
do what the Awo tells you to do. Tend to an eggun that you have
and give him what he wants. If4 says do not use any type of
weapon. Do not fight in the house. Do not drink because it will
make you insane. Ifd wants to know what happened to you or
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with a girl in your house because this sign speaks of a seduction
and/or rape of a woman (incest). Make sure you stick to your
word because this is the sign of standing by what you say. Ifd says
do not do favors because they will repay you very badly. You may
even go to jail for doing a favor. Your crying will turn into laugh-
ter. You will recover something you have lost. Respect your
elders and trust them.

If4 says you were so sick once that you almost died. Do
not go out for seven days because there will be an accident or a
fight in the street and you may be shot or hit. You are fighting
with another woman over the love of a man. Ifa says you have to
receive Orinmild so that he can help you. If a man, you should
give a gift to a woman. You want to be a show off. Something
has been lost in your house and it has been bothering everybody
for the past few days. It will be found. Ifé says you have to be
careful that you do not end up in jail. You lost something that
someone will find. You work and work, but no one takes it into
consideration. You have a lot of obstacles in your path but all of
them will disappear once you grab hold of the Orisha. If you do
not have your warriors, make sure you receive them as soon as
possible.

Ifa says if someone in your family has problems with their
legs or a skin infection, it is because Babaliwayé is asking for
something, find out what it is. You are going to go to war but
there is going to be one person who will help you win it. You will
have an important and high ranking position possibly, in the gov-
ernment. They are going to send for you from the country and
bring you something of value. Two people fight over the same
thing.

History

One day the king, Olofin, sent for Orﬁnmilé. When the
King’s soldiers came to C_)rﬁnmilﬁ’s house, he was making ebo
with adie meji. When it was finished, he shared the chicken with
his children. He grabbed his cane, opele, and left with the soldiers
to the King’s palace. When Ortnmilé arrived, he planted his cane
in front of the palace and entered.

Olofin told C_)rﬁnmilé that he had a very weird dream, that
an elephant was coming running towards his palace and when it
got to the door, it dropped dead. Ortinmil4 threw his opele and
told him that If4 said that he was going to see something big fall
before him within the next five days. After Ortnmild was done
reading Olofin, he grabbed his cane and returned to his home.

During the five days the kings hunters, arisitasi and
atametesi, saw an elephant while they were hunting and they both
attacked it with their bows and arrows.

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the town of ajero; yewejimo, who was the diviner of the town of
apaja-oji. They all came and If4 told them to open up the elephant
because they would find something in it. They opened up the
elephant. Inside the stomach, they found wrapped in a white sheet,
a huge calabash. They opened it and inside, found a newborn
baby with a white beard and white hair. Next to the baby, they
found two hands of ikin.

The Babalawos were amazed because they had never seen
anything like it before. Olofin then sent for Qrinmil4, and when
he arrived, he began to sing:

“What do we call the new born?”

“His name is ‘ela.””

“How do we know that that is his name?”
“Because he is ela, son of origi,”

“Son of Olédumare.”

The thief told the bull that stealing was an art. He said
that if he did not understand what the art was, then he was not a
good thief. The thief told him that if he covered himself in coal at
night, no one would be able to see him steal. When night fell, the
thief and the bull covered each other from head to toe with coal.
As they were arriving at the place that they were planning to rob,
they heard a voice from above that said: “if the king of the land
cannot see you at night, the eyes of the king of heaven can and he
can see you very clearly.”

They can see you in heaven no matter how much you be-
lieve that they cannot. If we decide to lie, we would not be able
to make eye contact. If we decide to tell the truth, our bodies will
be in peace.

This is the Odu that aje (witches) brought to the world.

This Odu speaks of those who are paralyzed or are hurt in some
way.

This sign represents the intestines, a woman’s menstrual period,
and circulation in the body. Aches and pains of the joints and the
rest of the body. Abortion.

If4 says that you are going through hard times. You are

going to go through three tests, but instead of feeling sorry for
yourself you should say, “maferefun Eshu.” Then, you will see

that after these three tests are completed, your life will change.
If4 says you should not keep birds caged because this sign talks
about how the birds came to earth, and one of these days, you
may need to use one of them for ebo. They may even save your
life. There is an eggun that is asking for something and you need
to find out what it is. There is someone sick in your house and
there may be someone who is paralyzed or with some kind of
deformity. Be careful with your legs, circulation and intestines.

If4 says to be careful with problems with the law and revo-
lution in your own house. They have used witchcraft on you. Be
careful with someone of color or mulatto. There may be a rob-
bery in your home. Do not cry over money. Ifa says you have
asked to die. You have to receive Orisha and awofaka (owé If4
kan) so that they all can help and protect you from everything bad
in this sign. If a man, he has to receive If4. 1fd says that thereis a
marriage that is about to end. If you are thinking about moving,
you should because it will be good for you. If4 says that you are
being worked with witchcraft of the Congo. Find out what needs
to be done to get rid of it. Do not wish evil on anyone because if
you do, then, the evil will come to you faster. Do not visit any
cemeteries for a long time.

[fa says that if this Odu comes with ire, then this person is
going to receive some money and a big blessing, but first he/she
must pass three tests. As the person passes them, he/she must
give thanks to QObatald and Eshu. Break eko and rub epo on it to
make eight balls; give them to Qbatdld and Eshu. Ifd says you
need to feed your head. There is a dog in your house that is being
mistreated, make sure it stops because Qbatdld will get angry.
You will win the lottery. If you have a son far away, he will bring
you good luck. If your husband is hurt or has a hernia, then, he
needs to make ebo.

Ifa says do not be jealous or fight with anyone. You have
to make ebo so that you can win an argument that you are having.
You are tired of working and working and not seeing any results.
Be patient because your enemies are working you, and they have
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a trap set for you to see if you will fall in it. If4 says someone has
asked you for money or jewelry. Do not give it to him/her be-
cause this will bring you setbacks. If you have a child, make sure
he/she receives If4 so that he can help him or her with their life. If
you have received Orisha, you must feed them. If you do not
have your awofaka (ow¢ Ifa kan), receive it. If there are prob-
lems with your menstruation cycle, go to the doctor. This Odu
marks betrayal. If there is fighting in your house, make it end. If
not, disease and illness will put an end to it.

Born in this sign is the love that a father has for his children and
vice versa.

The thoracic box, excluding the breastbone, is born in this sign. -
This sign also has to do with the spinal cord.

This sign represents the surface of the world where the cold-
blooded animals live weather they are from the sea or from the
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land. This sign represents all cold-blooded reptiles.

Ifa says that with patience and work you will get what you
want. Do not be stingy. Do not get involved in rumors because
you will be the one who will have problems in the end. You will
have a tragedy caused by your own family. Ifd says if a man is the
one being read, he has a girlfriend who is pregnant or has just
given birth. Good things come to you but it seems that they slip
out of your hands, or in other words, they disappear. You are
going to have a good position and the person that helps you get
there will end up being your helper or even your partner. Your
family envies you and they are your worst enemy. It is going to
get to the point where they are going to kick you out of a family
member’s house. Your parents love you and you love them but
the rest of the family could not care less about you.

If4 says that they are using witchcraft on you. Be careful
that they do not wreck your house. You have a lot of evil eyes on
you. Ifd wants to know if you have made someone get an abor-
tion or if one of your girlfriends has had an abortion. If not, you
have to be careful that you do not lose this one. If4 says you have
to feed the door to your house. You are going to receive a bless-
ing but if you have Ilekun against you, you will not receive it.
You have to receive an Orisha and an ysanyin [C)sanyin] so that
they can protect you from your enemies, this was the pact be-
tween Ogiin, Ortinmild and § ¥sanyin [Oqanym] If4 says you may
have to cross the ocean because they are going to send for you
and there you will find happiness and abundance of everything.
There is someone in your house who has a prominent nose or it
may be curved, this person is a little slow. You have to give four
ecru to OQbatala. Do this so he can defend you.

If4 says you are always crying because you are a very sen-
timental person. People talk about you but do not pay any atten-
tion to what they say because your luck will change and in the end
you will be the one who is laughing. Hold your tongue because as
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soon as you open your mouth, everybody knows your plans, this
can bring you problems. This sign announces a fire. Ifa says this
sign talks about marriage, husband, blood, wounds, fidelity, friend-
ship, betrayal, ambitions, snakes, witchcraft and evil. This signis
laughter, cruelty, hurt and spells. This is an Odu of abortions.

If4 says do not do bad things because it will bring you
problems. They want to take something away from you. Try not
to offend anybody. They are waiting for you so that they can hurt
you. Try not to visit anybody for the time being. Ifd says that
there is trickery, fraudulent papers and documents. They have
put an eggun of mayombe on your path so that he can destroy
you, but your spirit is fighting for you and that is why you are here
today. That is how your spirit wants it. Sometimes, you poke
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yourself somewhere on your body from head to toe. Ifd says that
there is an older man who is trying to woe you, but you must be
firm because this sign is telling you to be that way and so are the
Orisha. They will be the ones that will help you in the end. If a
woman, she must receive ikofa (ow¢ Ifa kan) and if a man, he
must receive If4d. Witches destroy what you build. This person
should make egungun.

Ifa says do not eat or drink in someone else’s house be-
cause they want to use some kind of witchcraft on you. A lot of
people are jealous of you. Be careful with death because it is
around you. You have spent a lot of money on an illness but you
are still not well. Take care of the door to your house. Investi-
gate an ¥sanyin that you have because it may be causing you prob-
lems. Be careful with a trap that they want to set up for you. You
cut an herb that is bringing you setbacks. If you have a god-
mother still living, you should go to her and ask for her forgive-
ness. Ifa says that they are waiting for you in three different places
to hurt you; do not go. Be careful with a tragedy that may hap-
pen, it may be in your house. You have to receive Orisha so that
you can start resolving your problems. Someone is tricking you
and that person has your full confidence. There are obstacles and
you are ostracized. A person that is reserved. When a person is
born, they are born feet first and then the head (breach).

The image of the Babalawo consulting If, sitting on the floor on
his mat and throwing the okpele on the eni-fa or on top of a piece
of fur, is born here.

If4 says God forgot to separate the ducks toes but he found
a solution to the problem. Now the duck is able to swim in the
water but no one can recognize the footsteps of a cruel man. Ifa
says that you have been, or will be tricked with the Orisha. You
have to grab on tight to Eshu so that he does not punish you, but
to bring you happiness. You must give a goat to Eshu as soon as
possible because he is asking for one. If4 says that someone has
or will take away your husband or your boyfriend. Take things
easy because you will get sick. You may have problems with the
law. Do not keep anything in your house for anyone because this
will bring you a lot of problems.

If4 says that if a man, his wife is going to leave him be-
cause he is having a lot of problems. Do not drink. Get moving
because you have become very lazy. Make sure you pay close
attention to what you are signing because they may try to trick
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you. Do not wear any dark clothes or old hats. Ifd says you
sometimes forget what you are doing or what you wanted to do.
Do not lose your head. You may have problems with one of your
brothers. You have an enemy that likes mayombe. Play the lot-
tery because it will bring you luck. Ifd says you convince a lot of
people just by talking. Use the ashe that God has given you and
leave the insulting and force behind because it will take you no-
where. You have a talisman of Congo or an ysanyin from a
Babaldwo or from an ysanyin priest. You are from the country or
you used to live there. You have two enemies who are asking for
your head.

Ifa says you may be robbed. Do not trust anyone because
later on they will betray you or they will ask for your head. You
or someone in your family has a debt with Babaliiwayé¢ that must
be paid. Be careful with fire. Ifa says that they want to have you
as their servant but the only person you serve is the Orisha. There
is a fight and you need to know why you are fighting. Take care
of your son, he may convert to crime because of influences from
the street. Your family does not believe in this religion and that is
why you argue with them. If4 says to the Babaldwo that he will
not know misery because that is how Olofin wanted it to be. Otura-
Meji provokes the idea of tying people.

The surface of the earth is straight, it does not present anything
abnormal, but if they dig into it, they will find skeletons and ca-
davers as well as excrement.

If4 says that you are doing as good as you are bad. You
have treated two men badly. You have family in the country. You
tried to trick someone and you ended up being the one who was
tricked. You have something in common with the Orisha. Ifa
says you were sick and Oshun was the one that saved you. You
are arguing with your husband because of another woman. You
are constantly slipping and falling, be careful that you do not hit
your arm or leg and break it. Ifd says that your business has been
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running badly lately and this is why you are upset. Ifa says that
even though sometimes you feel bad and sometimes you feel good,
you are going to live a long life. If you want your business to run

better, you need to make ebo so that you can continue to move
forward.

If4 says if a man, he has a child that he does not know. If
he has a daughter, she needs to receive Oshun. If he does not
have a daughter, his wife needs to receive her. If a man, he will
end up walking with a cane. There are four tests that you need to
complete before you can have a prosperous life. Ifa says you
have to be careful with a place that you are planning to visit, there
may be a tragedy where blood will be spilled. Do not carry any
weapons. [If a man, he has two or three women. He needs to
bring each one to have her head fed. If4 says you have a talisman
from another religion in your house and Ortnmild is going to de-
stroy it. It is a talisman of ysanyin [Osanyin] that you need to
have and carry. You are the type of person who, once in a while,
will start crying. The reason is because there is an egun that is
bothering you. Have a mass for that egun so that he can go on.
You work very hard but you never see any results.

If4 says you have a family that you do not know about. If
you have an elder person in your house, do not fight with him or
her. Treat him/her with respect as well as the rest of the elders
because that is the way the Orisha want it. You are going to
defeat many of the difficulties that you are currently facing.
Orinmild is going to start fixing these problems for you. You
should play music in your house so that happiness can enter. Ifd
says that if someone comes to visit, do not let them leave without
first eating, if you do not have any food, give them some crackers
because this will bring you happiness. Try to get along with your
friends. There is going to be a woman who will do a huge favor
for you. You will always resolve your problems with ebo because
this is what this sign is telling you to do. You will see the results.
The child of this Odl does not consecrate anyone into IfA. Nega-

This sign talks about a lot of diabolical things even though it also
promises riches. The person likes fortune-tellers.

It is forbidden to throw shells in this sign because they tried to
challenge Orinmilé and Eshu was offended.

The sacrifices must be in the form of six things. It does not matter
if it is animals, minerals or vegetables, it all must be in groups of
SIX.

In this sign were born the trees, swamps, the decomposition of
everything. Also born with this sign are the epidemics, the vi-
ruses, leprosy, bad smells, and the joints of the bones.
/

Ortinmil4 challenged everyone to a match to see who knew the
most about If4. Ordnmilé beat each person and they all lost their
desire. This happened because those who lost to Ordnmilé re-
fused to pay and Eshu intervened.

If4 says that you are happy but sometimes you will just
start crying and do not know why. This is happening because
there is an eggun behind you, find out what he wants. You also
have to feed your guardian angel or, in other words, kobori. If4
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says you are the type of person who needs to get readings from an
Awo so that things go the way God wants. You had a tragedy that
you thought was done and over with, but it is actually still going
on. If you have had stomachaches lately, see a doctor. If4 says
you have had witchcraft done to you and it is there permanently.
In order to rid yourself of it, you need an nishe ¥sanyin so that it
can protect you. If you do not have Eshu, you must receive him
as soon as possible. You need to receive Orisha and you must
find out what Oshun wants.

Ifa says if a man, he must receive Ifd. If a woman, she
must receive Qrianmild and live as husband and wife by giving
yourselves completely to the Orisha. If possible, have a feast for
Oshun. Money is following you. You need to play the lottery so
that you can win. Ifd says that you are mentally sick and that you
have been walking in this camp for a while, it is only Ortinmils
who can help you. If you have a child, do not force him or get
him accustomed to your habits. Clean your house with herbs and
then with flowers. Change your furniture around once in a while.
Ifd says you are a very nervous person, go to the doctor so that he
can prescribe something for your nerves. You are a very annoy-
ing person. Have a mass for a family member who passed away
because he is bothering you and may even be able to take you
with him. If there is someone pregnant, you need to make sure
that she comes to make ebo so that she does not have any prob-
lems during birth.

Ifa says you are poor, but with time, you will have money
and happiness. Pass your hands from the front of your head to the
- back and while doing this, ask your guardian Orisha not to hold
any grudges against anyone. If your father is dead, light two
candles when possible for him and say a prayer. If4 says do not
talk badly about anyone or renounce anyone. Be careful with
other people who will be upset with you because of money. Do
not take a step without money. There is a blessing coming your
way, when it arrives, do not go crazy. Listen to the advice that If4
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is giving, if you do not, the money is going to turn into salt and
water. You are a clairvoyant and you read cards. If you do not,
with time you will do it because a spirit of Congo, who trans-
forms himself into a gypsy, will tell you to do it. Do not get a
reading without money. There are grudges against others. This
Odu represents the morning. If a man, he likes all the vices in life.

In this sign, OQbatala, Oddudua, Obaluwaye, and Ogﬂn turned in
the materials used in the creation of igba iwa Odu.

This is the sixteenth oloodu meji that contains all the mysteries,
the complete calabash of Odu. At the same time, the transforma-
tion towards superior character. The complete existence of ev-
erything, this is called igba iwa Odu.

(Obatdla turned in the calabash with efun. Babaliwayé turned in
the calabash with osun. Ogiin turned in the calabash with char-
coal. Oddudua turned in the calabash with mud. This was used
to give foundation to the four main materials for the union of
heaven and earth.

If4 says that in this Odu, the person who is sick does not
die, it is the one who you least suspect that will die. Announces a
tied Orisha. When this Odu is seen, take a mouthful of water,
throw your head back and spit the water out so that it falls on
your face. Throw the opele to the floor and pick it up. This opele
is not used anymore (allow it to rest). If4 says you are very stub-
born and you do not like being in a jam. When you get an idea in
your head, you do not stop until you have accomplished it. Death
is following you and for that reason, you must not leave holes or
bottles uncovered or garbage in the corners. Ifé says do not go to
any funerals, wakes or visit anyone who is sick. There is someone
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sick in your house that must go to a doctor. If your parents are
dead you must have a mass for them. If they are alive, do not give
them a hard time. If you have Orisha, take care of them.

If4 says that when this sign is seen, take eko and break it
up with milk, a leaf of siempre viva and white sugar. Give it to
Obatdld and Eshu. The next morning, throw it out into the street.
This sign also talks about a woman who acts like she is a virgin.
Embarrassment and bad fortune are sent to you by other people.
If4 says respect this religion because you must receive Orisha.
You lead a bad life. Do not talk too much because it will bring
you problems. Sickness of the eyes, stomach, and stomach gases
or ulcers. You must respect your elders. You have a large birth
mark or mole on your body. Ifd says do not try to find out any of
the secrets that do not involve you. Do not eat peanuts or white
beans because they will bring you problems. Sometimes, you wish
you were dead, you should stop wishing that because one of these
days, iku will hear you and may take you with him.

[f4 says do not drink any white alcoholic drinks. This
person is incredulous and impatient. Sickness and a fight in the
house. Do not sleep naked. Dress in white as often as possible.
Feed your guardian Orisha so that he/she gives you a blessing of
money. Ifa says you have a lot of enemies; give a goat to Eshu.
You will defeat your enemies, and death who is following you.
Little by little and with the help of Ortinmil4 and Eshu, you will
hdve money and even fame because your ori will give it to you.
For this, you must be in good terms with him/her. Ifa says do not
let paint fall on you. You are going to do something bad and your
guardian Orisha will forgive you. But, if you do it a second time,
he or she will have them come for you and take you out of this
world. Avoid arguments. You are running away from something.
You have a lot to do with Oshun. Do not go outside for seven -
days. If you have to, go quickly and return quickly.

Ifé says that everyone betrays you. Every time you make
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a friend, he turns into a traitor. Your guardian Orisha gave you
money, but you spent it very selfishly. He will give it to you again
as long as you have patience and do not do anything bad. Your
temper is very strong and you have to control it. Qbatdld may pay
a visit to your house, make sure it is neat and clean because that is
what he likes. If your child is sick, take him to the doctor because
you may lose him. Ifa says be obedient and respect your elders
and ori. Do not ask for money too often. Your orf is stuck be-
cause you offended him/her.

Lack of money is the father of all
embarrassment.

There is the abandonment of an Orisha in the house. You have to
renovate the altar and put mariwo at the entrance of the main
door of the house.

Ifd says there is an Orisha that has been abandoned. If this
is true, you have to investigate because this could be the cause of
all your burdens. Ifa says that you have been abused a lot but this
will soon end. You have to receive Orisha, you will then see how
they will put you in peace that you so much deserve. You have
gone through hard times and there are times when the things you
work hard for get to you, you do not even want them. Do not
despair because life will smile on you more than you can imagine,
but this is only through the Orishas and Ortinmild. Give thanks to
Olofin and Odduduwa because they want to send something good
to you. Ifé says that you have to give thanks to Oshun because
she loves you very much and will help you get through life. You
ask why you are having problems, but do not be afraid because
nothing will happen to you. You are pregnant and people think
that it is something else. During these next few days, do not go
outside. If you have to go out, return as soon as possible (with
osorbo/ibi). You will be very happy in your old age because you
come out well in all the evolutions you go through. This Odu
predicts a lot of life. You have to receive awofaka/ikofa (ow¢ Ifa
kan) and Orisha so that Qrdnmild can guide you through life.

Ifa says do not raise your hand to anyone because that
person may kill you. You have a friend who wants to succumb
you. You do not like to pay attention to what you are told, that
way, you can later say the Awo did not tell you. There is someone
in your house who cannot see you, take care because they can do
damage with witchcraft. If4 says do not lend an ear to rumors
that might bring you bad results. It will possibly be a friend that
will bring you these rumors. You should bite your tongue and not
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say anything. If you go to a party, pay close attention to what
they give you to eat and drink. If possible, tell them that you are
not hungry at that moment. Later, serve yourself, that way you
would not give them a chance to put something in your food or
drink. When you are going to the party, try to arrive a little late.

If4 says there is someone in your house who is sick and
may even die. Your teeth hurt once in a while. Ifd says that you
will get to the point in life where you will own your own house.
You will receive good news soon. Give thanks to the ibeji and
your guardian Orisha. You have a hidden enemy that works from
underneath. This person will also try to bring you problems with
the law. This Odu speaks of a very handsome man.

The four
hundred deities cut off and nailed the head of a person who did
not sacrifice to a tree.

Ifa says someone is trying to woo you, this person has
something of an Orisha or is involved with the Orisha. Be careful
with falseness and envy by other people. You work with papers
or something in that field. Do not tell anyone your secrets so that
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everything goes right for you. Be careful with harm brought upon
by people in the country or that someone does not use witchcraft
on you by a person who comes from the country. Ifa says be
careful at the house you visit, they may embarrass you. Do not
inconvenience yourself. Take things calmly because a friend may
turn his back on you, caused by another person or rumor. Be
tranquil, you have death behind you, it could cause an unexpected
attack or embolism. Ifa says there is luck coming your way soon
that deals with money. Olofin and Ortdnmil4 follow you. If a
man, you have to receive Ifa. If a woman, you have to receive
your ikofa (ow¢ Ifd kan). Your luck is good but people envy you
a lot and they have their eyes on you. You have a son with an-
other man.

If4 says that if your mother is dead, feed her spirit. If she
is alive, feed her head. You have to receive Orisha so that things
go right for you, and so that the Orisha can protect you. Ifd says
that you are planning to go to a place in the country, but you have
to make ebo before you leave. If you do not, you will find misfor-
tune or something worse. Have a mass for your mother or for a
dead person in your family. Dress in white as much as possible
and be calm with things because everything destined for you will
soon arrive. Be careful with candles and with flames at home or
at work. Ifé says that you will hear about a rich man who became
poor. You do not have a lot of money right now but if you have
half a dollar, put it on the table or mat where you are being read.
/The Awo will bless it and put his ashe on it. Your period is irregu-
lar and the blood is too dark. Do not be arrogant and listen to the
advise the Awo is giving you.

Ifa says that he sees a person who likes the streets: to
dance and drink, things of this nature. Be careful with something
shameless in a house that you will visit. Do not fight with a friend
of yours because of rumors, you will end up looking bad. Do not
go visiting too often because someone may accuse you of stealing
from their house, you may even pick up a knife and cause a great
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disaster.

Ifa says if a man, he has two women but he does not know
which one he wants to stay with. You should treat them both
right because you are always fighting with one of them and that is
not convenient [good] for you. You will fall in love with a woman
who is influenced by one of your enemies. You know secrets
about someone and that person does not want anything to do
with you. You keep looking for arguments and problems with
this person and that is not right or convenient for you. Do not get
wet in the rain. You were in the threshold of death and were
saved. You are at war with someone and they are throwing the
irons at you to destroy you. If you make ebo and follow the path
that Qrdnmild has set for you, you will not have any problems and
you will win the war. If not, you may become evil from your hate.
Ifa says that the Odu of If4 are stronger than witchcraft.

If the promises, were to
Oshun, do them as soon as possible. If not, she will be very angry
with you. You have a secret you do not want anyone to discover.
Ifa says there is a boy in the house who likes to do ugly things, or
that people like to do ugly things to him. Be careful with this and
watch him so that he is not affected when he gets older. There is
a girl with a big mouth who is not afraid to talk dirty or use pro-
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fanity. Be careful that your house does not get robbed. Ifa says
be careful that you do not end up in bed because of a sickness
having to do with your lungs, a virus in your blood or because of
your kidneys. Be careful with your children around a river; do
not let them swim in it. Feed your head because there is a spirit
trying to sabotage everything your ori tries to give to you.

If4 says that you do not have children but you want to
have them. Ordnmil4 can help you with this but you have to
promise that when the child is born, you will name it “Dada” in
honor of this Goddess. Oshun will also help you but you have to
offer adie meji directly in the river. Someone is going to give you
a lightening rock or you will find one, save it because one day it
will go inside Shango’s vessel. Ifé says that you have a charm (a
piece of jewelry, a talisman, something that protects you) that
needs to be feed because this piece 1s well made. Do not drink
dark things, especially coffee. People call you by a different name.
You are eating something that does not mix well or agree with
your guardian Orisha. If a man, he has another woman who is
pregnant and he does not want anyone to know.

If4 says to open your eyes wide because they are trying to
confuse you. Be careful with disobedience. Do not leave things
half done. They will send for you for something good. Stay close
to Orinmild because this great Orisha can help you a lot. Give
Obatéla a goat whenever you can so he will be able to help you.
When you give your word, you better stick to it. You are behind
but you will move ahead if you are obedient. You have to inves-
tigate a spirit entwined with your ori, this could be harming you.
At times you feel nervous and as if you have a heavy weight around
your neck and head, all this is caused by the spirit. Have you ever
fed your head with a cane because you could hardly walk? If so,
bring the cane and make ebo with it so nothing like that ever
happens to you again.

If4 says if an Awo, feed the river and the ocean because
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after the floods subside, you will not believe in anything, it could
also bring setbacks to your house. Also, feed your head with eja

tutu.

Do not travel by air or over a body of water for sometime, ask for
how long.

You must charge for the work that you do because they will not
thank you. Qrinmil4 did a favor for the son of Olokun and he did
not thank him.

With this Odu, we should not forget our father. If he is alive, we
have to feed his head. If he is dead, we must sacrifice a sheep in
his name.

This person may be clairvoyant or perceptive, take care of your
comrades in heaven. In heaven, we belonged to a society of chil-
dren, some were leaders. Listen to their messages.

If4 says that the person being read tells lies but when he
gets home, he sees them become reality. Do not speak badly
about the omo Orisha or Babaldwo. Have a mass in the name of
an eggun who accompanies you so that he can continue to help
you and not turn against you. You must do this because this sign
belongs to the dead. This sign speaks of a person who does not
do things completely and about a person who curses the dead and
even the Orisha. If4 says someone in your family choked to death.
You are a fortune-teller by birth, this is because an eggun put it in
your path. Do not get wet, especially your head. Be careful of a
trap. There are problems with women. There is an offer of mar-
riage that has not been fulfilled. It is not that the person does not
want to, it is just that there are obstacles in the way, so that it does
not become a reality.

If4 says if your father is dead, give him a sheep so that his
spirit can accompany you and help you. You should also have a
mass in his name until the spirit elevates. When your father died,
you were far away from him. If your father is alive, you have to
take care of him because this Odu tells you to. This way they will
help you from the sky. There is nothing worse than a father who
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cries in silence because no one will save him and they hear him in
the sky. Ifa says, “do not do favors” because the pay is disas-
trous. The Awo who is consulting must properly change the things
that this sign says need to be changed. Be careful of an enemy
who is your friend and is setting a trap for you. Take care of
yourself because you are not well. Do not tell your secrets to
anyone. Give thanks to your mother because she follows you
even in your thoughts. If she is dead, she will give you everything
and will protect you.

Ifa says that you had wanted to take your life or at least
thought about it. Do not go to the river under any circumstance.
You have a double obligation. Do not inconvenience yourself or
feel cornered because in time, you will win over all the difficul-
ties. Your enemies work low. You are involved in business with
people who are jealous of you. Be careful of treason. Do not
abuse your body or health; eat well. Ifa says if a man, abandon
women and dedicate yourself to putting your life together. You
are here to test the Babaldwo to see if he knows. Give an akuco
immediately to Eshu. You have to receive Ifa because you were
born for this. If you see people fighting, do not try to separate
them, let someone else do it because you will end up getting hurt
with one of the weapons. Someone is going to blow powder
(witchcraft) on your back. :

If4 says you saw or will see your enemies in your dreams.
Do not fight with your spouse because it is not good. There is
someone trying to woo you but you do not pay any attention.
Make sure exactly what you want to do so your enemies do not
defeat you. Find out if Osun wants something. Your father was
killed because he knew too much. Ifa says there is a pregnant
woman who you have to thank. Take care of a sickness in your
stomach. Do not be impatient, with time you will defeat your
enemies and God will recompense you. If you dreamt about a
dead family member, it is because he wants to help you spiritually.
There was someone who died who received Orisha and it was
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buried next to a well. If you know anything about this, go and
look for it because this Orisha belongs to you. Do not work with
a light directly in the face because you will lose your sight, little
by little.

Ifa says when you eat, give some to Eshu in the street so
that he does not close your paths. Invite your friends over and
have a dinner party, this will benefit you. Do not eat too much, it
will make you look like a pig. Give a spiritual mass and a mass in
church to a dead family member. Ifa says be careful when you
cross at corners, you may get killed. You have to feed your head
and also your guardian Orisha because that is where your happi-
ness is. Be careful of tragedies and that no one makes you angry.
There is someone in your house who tells everything and because
of this person, they will raise false testimony against you. Ifd says
respect your elders and be careful where you eat because they
may do something bad to your food. Do not ask for your death
because one of these days, iku will hear you and take you. You
dreamt about the Orisha and they will make a revelation to you.
If4 says you have a hot head and you have to feed it. You regret
doing good. Make ebo so that you do not continue being behind.

“Obatdld says that he is going to proposition something to you that
you had wanted to see a long time ago. You will see it because of
ObAtal4d. If a man, he has spent a lot of time having fun with
women and because of this, he feels tired and lazy. Slow down
and stop abusing your body and your health. You have a woman
or a love interest that is bad. There is someone who has come to
your house or is on his or her way.

Ifa says you have many brothers and sisters and your
mother or father made a promise before they died but did not
carry it out. Now he/she wants one of you to carry it out for
them. There is a woman here who a man of color is trying to
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woo, he even wears powders to try to get her sick. This man of
color does not have a job. At your door there are holes. You
have to fill them or cover them up. You have pain inside and one
of your legs hurts. Ifa says that where you live, you are loved
very much and you should not leave.

There is a pregnant woman in your house and the
husband drinks a lot, tell him not to continue this because death is
behind him. If they call out for you in the street, do not look back.
A person will bring rumors and mix-ups to your house, do not pay
attention to this because you may be harmed. Play the lottery and
buy tickets in three different places because you may win. Give
fresh meat to Ogtin and Oshosi. Do not eat red or spotted beans.
Someone is going to leave garbage at the corner of your house.

If4 says that you are running from the law, they saw you
but they did not recognize you. Make a necklace of red beans
long enough to fit you. Give akuko to Eshu and after seven days
of wearing the necklace, leave it in front of a church. Pay atten-
tion to what you were told to do because you are stubborn. Ifd
says you are going to take a trip but before you go, you have to
feed your head so things can go well. Someone is going to offer
you a position of power (authority), but you have to make ebo.
You have or are going to have a baby boy, you have to take care
of him through If4, or you may lose him before he becomes a
man. If you do what Qrinmil4 says, you will not have any prob-
lems.

If a woman, you need to receive ikofa (ow¢ Ifd kan) and dedicate
yourself to serving Oriinmild because in time, you may end up
marrying a Babaldwo. Ifa says full betrayal speaks here; it could
be from a partner or a friend. The person being read is planning
to move somewhere else, but before he does this, he needs to
make ebo so that betrayal does not jump on his path and he ends
up with nothing. If4 says something diabolical is blossoming above
you. Egguns are following you to harm you. You have good
protection from your ori but you must make ebo so that they
cannot touch you. He would not be able to help and protect you
if you do not do what he says. If4 says you have two men and you
want to tame one of them. You are a very romantic woman but be
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careful not to play in two different places because your original
husband is watching you. Be careful with the problems this can
bring you. You are thinking of a place to have romantic relations
with someone else but be careful not to get caught.

Ifd says you have had a bad life. You have problems with
your stomach and your chest. Take care and respect your father if
he is alive. If he is dead, have a mass for him. You need to unite
with Eshu and Oguin so that they along with Ortinmil4 can help
you out of the tight spot you find yourself in. Ifa says give food to
a dead relative and tend to him. Take care of the Orisha and feed
your head because it is very hot right now. Do not go to parties
or outings for now. People are envious of your form. Take care
of your house and help your husband because he has a lot of set-
backs. Meditate and refresh your thoughts before doing them.
Ifa says an older person is dazzled by you, give him a hand so he
does not stop helping you and does not turn his back because you
have always counted on him to be there for you. Ogiin reclaims
you. You are going to have a load on you. For the war, you have
make consistent sacrifices to Shango. Put him in the backyard for
six days, give him poplar leafs, a red flag, six little glasses of oti,
and play the achere during those six days, for those six days.

If4 says right now you are not doing well economically,
but soon, you will have enough money to live comfortably. If you
do not have children, you will have them through Ifa but you will
have to do some work at the foot of Ifd. Be obedient with what
you are being told, and you will see that your problems will be
solved. This Odu says that the person could be a foreigner and
people want to hurt this person so that he may be fired from his
job.

Agbon thought that
since he had been able to secure the friendship of Eshu, he would
take the opportunity to persuade Eshu in assisting him in settling
old scores with his age-old enemies. He went to the awos to
consult with If4 on his chances of using Eshu to do his dirty work
for him.

The awos informed him to stop planning this, saying or
doing evil, lest he is consumed by evil. They told him not to use
any means in harming anyone. He was then told to sacrifice three
cocks, three batons, palm oil, twenty kola nuts, and owo so that if
anyone planned evil against him, that person would see the re-
pression. He refused to sacrifice. Instead, he went ahead with his
plans to deal with all his enemies.

; On the day that he planned to sentence his foes to death,
he carried every charm he intended to use with Eshu Odara. He
also brought along three clubs with which to smash the effigies,
which he had molded earlier for each of his enemies. He invoked
the spirits of each of his assumed enemies on the effigies. He
invoked Eshu in order to help him accomplish his evil wishes.
Eshu appeared to him, picked the three clubs and used them to
smash the skull of agbon into pieces. Shortly before his death, he
remembered the advice of the awos to offer three clubs as sacri-
fice and never to plan evil against anyone, lest it lead to his own
death. But alas, it was too late. He died shortly afterwards.

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Whoever has this sign in If4 needs to always make ebo to eni-keji
because he is trying to take away half of what belongs to him.
Eni-keji is the guardian spirit of this person.

If4 says the person being red has or suffers from frigidity
or impotence. You do not have a plentiful sex life, and this is
because of witchcraft that they did to you so that this would hap-
pen. Ifd says that there is a big family fight building up at home,
and that you have to make ebo so things do not go to extremes.
Give Eshu raw and cooked food at the same time so he can open
up your paths. This Odu talks about a matrimonial tragedy. There
is adultery; you and your spouse offended each other. Children
from different mothers. Oshun is the owner of your house, deco-
rate it accordingly. In the future or if the opportunity arrives,
move to the country because it is better for you. Ifa says the
person being red has problems internally. You have a hard face
and are trying to trick the Babaldwo. This person has to be very
careful the way he cleans his mouth because it talks about tooth
loss and it could lead to stomach problems. Ifd says be careful
with your temper and attitude because you may lose everything
including your life. You have to change radically and become
happier so that life will smile on you like your destiny says. Con-
trol your temper because it would not bring you anything good,
throw it away because it blocks your success.

! If4 says you have children with different fathers. Give
thanks to Yemgja who watches and takes care of you. Try not to
get aggravated or mad because your blood pressure can rise to
your head and give you an embolism which can cause your death
or leave you incapacitated for life. Ifd says do not ever raise your
hand to a woman or tear her clothes off because it will weigh on
you later. Do not cross the ocean until you first get a reading with
Ifa. Be careful with problems with the law. If4 says if someone
tries to sell you lottery tickets, buy them. If they leave them at
your door, this is even better. Your enemies make fun of you
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because they see you are weak, but if you do what Ortnmil tells
you to do, soon you will be making fun of them. You came to get
a reading but with ideas towards another person. If there are
children in the house, take care of them so that nothing happens
to them. Make a feast so that you can find out who your enemies
are that are pretending to be your friends. Ortinmil4 thought that
the sun, moon, and rain were his friends.

If4 says you have problems with your circulatory system
and infections in the skin such as boils and pimples. You also
have stomach problems. They have done witchcraft to you at the
door of your house. Do not take anything that does not belong to
you because they will accuse you of being a thief. Do not eat
leftovers because they can bring you setbacks. This person needs
something done with the tongue of abull. You should not neglect
nor lie.

Ebo: Akuco meta, owowo lopo lopo, owo.

Ebo: Aunko, aluco, pico, pala, guataca, owo.

Ebo: Assorted fruits and vegetables to Oshun.

Ebo: Feed the head with all the foods the mouth eats.

Ebo: For problems with the marriage, boiled black-eye peas to
Shango.

Ebo: For the man, obuko kan, akuco kan, ishu in balls for Qbatala,
OWO.

Ebo: To find out who your enemies are, make a feast. Cooked

plate of black-eyed peas, sweet potatoes, corn. Leave them out-
side your door.
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Speaking: Obatéla, Oshun, + Betrayal between
Olokun, Shango, oI friends.
Yemoja, Olofin, 11
Oddudua, Eshu. 11 This Odu is retired.

Do things completely and do not leave them for later.

You have two spiritual vaults: One inside the house and the other
in the backyard to the stars.

Shango ate the first aguntan (agbo or sheep) but he was not pleased,
so he asked for a second one so he could resolve the person’s
problem.

This sign is sent with orders from Oddudua: feed Olokun at the
beginning of the year and give Olofin coconut and bread (obi ati
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akara).

If4 says finish what you start and complete everything you
do so that all your ideas become a reality. Feed your head. Do
you have anything hidden? You are an intelligent person but be
careful that this does not cause you an embolism. Ifa says that
once in a while, a person gets cramps and pain in the joints, gas in
the chest and in the back. Take care of your sight because at
times, your eyes become red or tear; you may need glasses. You
have a temper and at any given moment, you may lose it without
even realizing it. This makes you feel bad because deep inside,
you do not have a bad heart. People betray you a lot. Ifa says do
not give up your things so easily because you may end up with
nothing. Learn to differentiate your friends because there are good
and bad people. You like to read everything, this is because of a
spirit who accompanies you who is a foreigner. If4 says give an
agbo to Shango so he can help you resolve your problems. You
find yourself in a tight spot but with the help of Qbatal4, Yem?ja,
and also Shango, you will come out ahead. This will take some
time. Your whole family has to receive Orisha because they were
born for this. Do not go out for seven days, if you have to work,
be careful and do not go back out after you get home until the
seven days have passed.

If4 says that if you have a son, you have to feed his head
with four eyele. Be careful with the law, they may visit you or
visé-versa. Be careful of traps, they are preparing them for you.
Be careful with someone you always count on because he may
abandon you. There is something annoying you, make ebo so it
does not become a misfortune or a disappearance in your house.
Ifa says there is someone in your house with whom you have had
problems, this person wants to create rumors and mix-ups. You
have to receive Ifa. If a woman, receive ikofa (ow¢ Ifa kan) so
that things can go right for you. You, with time, will end up in a
good position. If an Awo, you will do work for a rich man who
will pay you with an abundance of money.
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Ifa says there will be a surprise in your family. They will send for
you for marriage. Give akuko to Yemoja so she can help you. If
your father is dead have a mass for him. at the place where you
work, the person in charge wants to put a lot of confidence in
you, but the rest are envious and are trying to do something against
you. Take care of your dog (if you have one) because one day he
may save your life. Ifa says do not run and if there are problems
in your house, do not intervene. Be careful of falling. You killed
something and then you covered it up. You are a spiritualist but
you need something that is an important factor for you. Itis a
spiritual vault, a place inside the house and one outside in the
backyard to the stars. Ifd says do not drink because it can cause
you problems. With time, [f4 says you will win over everything
bad. Negitive Odu.

Ebo: One agbo, bracelets, nine obi, akuco, eye-ile meji, owo.

Ebo: Akuco, abebe-adie meji, agbo kan, one etu, three iguis with
lids, owo.

Ebo: Ten cowries, one jar of omi tutu, two tarros, one mortar,
aunko kan, owo.

History

When Oddudua arrived in the land of Ife, he saw that there
was a series of kings, so he went to consult with Ifa. Orﬁnmﬂé
told him he had to make ebo and it just so happened to be the
beginning of a new year. Orﬁnmilé told him to take the ebo to the
ocean because that was the path the ebo had chosen.

Oddudua grabbed the ebo, which consisted of agbo, jutia
(rat), akuko, fish, and money and left it at the ocean shore. When
he was about to leave, from the waves arose the queen of the
ocean, Olokun. She told Oddudua she was very thankful for the
offering that he had left for her. She said that she respected him
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and wanted to give Oddudua a gift. A little later, Olokun’s ser-
vants appeared with two hundred and one cowries that they gave
to Oddudua. He thanked them and returned to the land of Ife.

When he arrived at If¢, he sent for all the kings of the
land. When they were all together, he passed out his cowries one
by one. The kings, after seeing the treasures Oddudua was pass-
ing out to them, decided to name him “king of kings in the land of
the Yoruba.” This is how Oddudua became king of the land of the
Yoruba or Ife. After that day, Oddudua ordered that at the begin-
ning of every New Year, we have to give a sheep to the Goddess
of the ocean. The original name of the Yoruba people was
Oddudua.

There once was a hunter, who after a few days without
catching anything, went to consult Ifd and made ebo. He made
the ebo with only half the things he needed. A deer then came to
Oriinmil4 and told him he could not get a moment of rest because
of the hunter. Orﬂnmilé told him to feed his head, but he too only
brought half of what was needed.

A few days later, the deer came to Ortnmils very sad and
told him the hunter had killed his son. Orﬁnrrﬁlzi told him he should
be happy he was not dead too because the ebo was done with only
half' of what was needed, it was not enough to protect his son
also.

Later, the hunter came to Orﬁnmilé and told him that out
of all the deer he saw, he caught only the smallest one. ()rﬁnmilé
told him to be happy because he only made the ebo with haif the
items needed and actually caught something.

If4 says that you should complete everything you start and
not leave them for later.

Oriinmils was accused of being a thief. After he made sacrifice,
Eshu was sent to give everyone in the world fingerprints.

The parrot told the adie (hen) not to be curious and to leave be-
cause they would catch her for the ebo-Odu (igbodu). She paid
no attention and since that day, they catch her for ceremonies.

Ifa says that the person being read, if a man, was born to
be a Babaldwo. If a woman, she was born to be an apetebi and to
be the wife of an Awo. With this sign, If4 does not want this
person to do anything but serve him. This person came to this
world with a great sign. Be careful with the law so that you do
not get arrested for taking something, or. by error. You are the
one at fault for what is happening to you and for what is going to
happen to you—all this because you are disobedient and uncon-
cerned. If4 says fighting with your spouse is not convenient. If a
man, you have been tied down. If a woman, you have to tic down
your husband. This Odu says that someone has taken away your
boyfriend or husband. There are people who cannot see you.
Your luck is good but you have to make ebo so that good things
can reach you.

If4 says that you were very alive during your youth. You
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have the ashe of Orinmild, and he is following you. He will not
allow you to rise completely until you receive Ifd. Someone owes
you money but this person does not have the money to pay you
back. Give akuko to Eshu, Ogtin, and Oshosi. Someone is going
to raise false testimony against you, and you may have to go to
court because of it. Ifd says if you overhear a conversation, do
not intervene, no matter what they say. The first person who
came needs to make ebo because he or she will get sick. There is
an eggun in your house that disrupts everything, this is why ev-
erything is delayed. See what the eggun wants so he will stop
bothering you. You have to ask Ortdnmil4 what needs to be done.

If4 says there are problems at work or in the work force.
You are from the country or you live there now. You are not a big
believer and you pay little attention to what people tell you. The
enemy lives in the house.

Olédiimare proved that Ifa knew more because the rest of Orisha
failed to win. Olédumare spit into his hands to give ashe to Ifa.

If4 says you get sad and feel anguish. Do not drink. Do
not speak badly about the Orisha when you feel distressed. You
get upset with your wife once in a while. You are in love and this
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causes you problems. Be careful of a tragedy that is happening
near you, try not to get involved in it no matter what happens. If4
says you have received Orisha, awofaka/ikofa (ow¢ Ifa kan), or
something dealing with the Orisha. Someone is trying to take
something away from you, possibly your job. You are here be-
cause of a girl who is lost, she is no longer a lady (not a virgin),
you want to know if there 1s anything that you can do for her.

[f4 says there are three women who are angry with you
because of words you have had. They all told lies to their hus-
bands so that they will get together and come after you. Be care-
ful of something that a person is going to buy, it may bring you a
tragedy. Do not buy anything for a few days. If you go to the
store or market and you see an argument or fight begin, leave
before you get caught in the middle of it. Ifd says that you owe
Shango something. Give him what you owe him. You have a
vase or a jar with dirt in it that is caked, you may have to bring it
to make ebo. You are thinking about changing the furniture. Wear
anecklace long enough to reach your belly. You will have a male
child and he will have such a great significance that he could take
the family little by little, make ebo.

If4 says if the person being red is an iyalosha, ask what
Eshu wants so he can bring you aleyos to help you solve your
problems. For this, you have to change everything you do. You
cannot do anything to anyone unless you change your character.
If you do not, in less than seven days you will be the one with
setbacks. This person’s stomach miscarries and the child dies. If
this child is born, he will be bigger and more intelligent than the
parents are.

Ebo: Agbo kan, adie meji, opolopo owo.
Ebo: Arrows and many animals to clean their heads.

Ebo: Ewure meji, adie meji, eye-ile meji, two ashos of a woman,
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ewe meji, Owo.

History

Olédumare wanted to send the children to earth, but there
had been a separation in the path to earth. There was an abyss in
the path leading to the sky and the path leading to earth. on the
earth, there was nothing but adults. Olofin kept the children in the
sky but the time came when there were too many children in
heaven, and he needed them to replace the people on earth.

Various Orisha came to see Olofin to give him sugges-
tions on how to bring the children to earth. But every time an
Orisha tried to carry out the task and help the children get to earth
safely, the children would fall into the abyss and die. Many of the
Orisha tried but all the children fell into the abyss. Olofin put a
stop to the Orisha’s ideas because if he let them continue, he would
end up with no children at all.

Not long after, Oriinmild came to Olofin and told him that
he heard about what was happening, and that he wanted to prove
to Olofin that he could help him. Ortnmil4 told him that he was
going to make ebo and at the end of five days, he would be able to
take the children to earth safely. Five days later, Qrtnmild ap-
peared to Olofin and asked him to give him two children to prove
that the ebo would help.

Orﬁnmilé, with a piece of cloth, created a basket to carry
the children in so that he could have his hands free to hold on
when he jumped the abyss. The other Irinmgl¢ did not have their
hands free, so when they jumped to the other side, they dropped
the children in order to hang on to the opposite side.

Orﬁnmﬂé put the children in the basket (sack) he created
and tied it to his back. He then jumped across the abyss safely.
He kept coming back for more children until Olofin did not have
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anymore to give. Olédumare was so thankful that he gave
Oridnmila his ashe.

The wife of Qrinmild went to the marketplace where she
met with the wife of death, the wife of sickness, and the wife of
tragedy. The butcher paid the most attention to the wife of
Ortinmil4 than to the other wives. Envious and angry, they left
and went home to tell their husbands. The wives told them that
they were no good and because of them, they did not get any
meat.

While Qrinmild’s wife was on her way home, he consulted
with If4 and Ogbg Otirtipon came. When she got home, Ortnmil4
asked her to give him the meat she bought at the market. He
made ebo with the meat and divided it into three parts. One part
he put at the door of the house, the second part he put at the
corner and the third part he left in the countryside.

When death came to confront C)rﬁnmilé, he told death that
his portion of the meat was in the countryside and to go look for
it. When sickness came to confront (‘_)rﬁnmilé, he told him that his
portion was at the door. When tragedy came to confront Ortinmild,
he told tragedy that his portion was at the corner. This is how

C‘)rl’lnmilé resolved his problem.

If4 says you are the type of person who at times loses his/
her memory. You should make ebo so that your luck does not
leave. You will be king in another land. Olofin gives you ashe so
you progress step by step. Take care of your marriage so that you
will never be alone. If you do not, you will find yourself all alone
with no one to keep you company in your old age. Ifd says do not
be greedy with your food and your belongings. You like to eat a
lot, and if you are not careful, you may get into trouble because of
food, such as too much grease in your blood, high cholesterol,
etc. You have a lot of blood in your body, this gives you high
blood pressure and may even cause you to feel dizzy.

If4 says you like to dress up and use nice perfumes. You
like things that are logical. You stand in front of a mirror to look
at yourself and when you think you are ready to go out, you give
yourself a quick look just to make sure you are ready. When you
were a child, you had health problems and this affected your
memory a little. Ifa says you will find a woman who will help you
in life. Take care of her and do not mistreat her. Receive Orisha
if you have not already. If a man, you have to receive Ifd. You are
an intelligent person. Do not overdo or abuse your manhood
because there will come a day when you will become impotent, all
because of the abuse.

/ 1f4 says you will find a fortune, it may be through a woman.
You have to receive Osényin, but whoever prepares it for you
must know the secret of it because it needs to be prepared ac-
cording to your sign. You are behind economically but you will
progress gradually. Even if at this moment you find yourself liv-
ing in someone else’s house, soon, you will own your own house.
If4 says, in this sign, that you should give Eshu a turtle because
you have a lot to do with this Orisha. You have enemies close to
your house and they may create problems for you with the law.
Look at the ground when you walk in the street because you will
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find things in your path that you can give to Eshu.

Ifa says you have spiritual protectors. In all, you have
two spirits from the land of Congo or Yoruba that follow you.

Do not let yourself be governed by your
family. Do not raise your hand to the person you live with be-
cause that person brings you luck and happiness. If your family
has capital (money), they will lose it and blood will run. Someone
in your family is going to move to another country and get mar-
ried.

History

Olofin had many heads of cattle. There came a time when
he had so many that he could not guard them all. He went to see
Qrdnmild because he was the only one he truly trusted and told
him if he helped him guard the herd, he would share with Orinmila
the winnings. Orinmil4 liked the idea and said he would help.
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As time went by, the heads kept multiplying. Ortnmil4
and Olofin made a lot of money. A time came to pass when there
was a shortage of food and Eshu convinced Ortinmil4 to kill a few
animals to feed the town. Not long after, Olofin went for a walk
and noticed that there was a large number of animals missing.
Olofin called upon Ortnmil4 and asked him what had happened
to the animals. Qrdnmil4 panicked and told Olofin that there had
been an epidemic and the animals had died and been thrown into
the ocean.

While this was going on, Eshu overheard the conversa-
tion. He went back to the town and told the town people to find
all the animal heads and to throw them into the ocean because
Ortinmild needed their help. The town people returned to their
houses and took out of their garbage the heads of the animals
they had eaten the day before. The people then gathered together
and went to the ocean, they threw the heads near the shore and
returned to the town.

Meanwhile, Eshu returned to where Orﬁnmilé and Olofin
were and signaled to Ortinmilé to keep Olofin busy for a while. A
little while later, Qrdnmild asked Olofin to accompany him so he
could show him some type of evidence that the animals were
thrown in the ocean. When they reached the ocean and saw the
heads, Olofin said he never doubted Orﬁnmilé. This 1s how

Ortnmil4 saved his reputation with Olofin.

The son of this Odu separates from his father and practically raises
himself without his father’s help or supervision.

Ogbe-ate threw his If4 into the river and then recovered his hands
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of ikin with the ebo that Orﬁnmilé had marked for him.

It is forbidden in this sign for the person to set eyes on any mar-
ried women, especially any woman who takes part in this religion.

Ifa says if a man, you like to look at married women. You
like to drink and be the center of attention. You really like the
good life, but you have to pay attention to what you do, especially
problems with women because this will cause you many hard aches.
Ifd says you may be the son of OQbatéld or Oddudua because these
are the ones that help you out the most. Give thanks to them
because they have helped you out with your economical prob-
lems. You have raised yourself, in part, without your father’s
supervision or you are fighting with him. If that is what is going
on, go to where he is and give him satisfaction. If he is dead, have
amass in his name and ask for his blessing everyday.

Ifa says you may have a big fight with your oluwo, try as
hard as you can to avoid this. Someone is going to raise slander
against you and your enemies are going to brag about it. You will
have two relationships and everything may be discovered. If the
person is an Awo, he has to fight not to renounce Ifa by living
with his goddaughters. Ifa says not to go from being king to
becoming a slave. You have or will have to have Oddudua and
Olofin (Odu). If a woman, you have two men and it will be dis-
covered. There is luck and tiredness. You owe a promise/offer-
ing/to Shango. Oridnmild hides everything from you but Oshun
does not and she is watching everything you do.

If4 says the person being red has received Orisha or some-
thing of that kind, but if they have not, they need to receive it.
One of your sons, who is the child of Oddudua or Obatél4, will
possibly have to receive If4. Do not continue to be oppressive or
a tyrant because it is not convenient for you. You keep getting
together with people who claim to be your friends but really are
not and you threw your true friends to the side. Ifa says if a man,
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your woman left you or is going to leave you. This is because you
do not relate to your home and you are very oppressive with her.
This sign talks about conversations with you and your family. Your
new love interest wants to be head of your house and is very
domineering. Orﬁnmilé and Ogiin are waiting for you to receive
them; if you do not receive them soon, you will end up in jail.
There is someone in your family who knows about these things.

If4 says you have an opponent who wants to measure his
strength to yours, be careful because he is watching you so at the
right moment, he can confront you. You must receive C)sanyin
because you have lots of wars going on and you will continue to
have them until you receive this Orisha. With Osanyin’s help, you
will win all of these wars. Take care of Eshu. Do not let anyone
sleep in your house because they may die there. You will have a
son who will be a better Babaldwo than you are. Ifa says you
have to give a fish to your head. You only take care of Shango
but you have to take care of all the Orisha the same way. If you
have a goat tied to your house, bring it to be used to feed your
head. If not, three people will go insane in your house. If you do
not have one, buy one and let it live with you for a while, then
bring it to feed your head.

Ebo: Eja meji, abebo-adie merin, owo.

Ebo: To Olokun, clean yourself with two pigeons and set them
free at the ocean/lake.

Ebo: Aunko meji, akuco meji, abebo-adie meji, eye-ile meji, bas-
kets with igbin meji, owo.

Ebo: Akuco, adie meji, eye-ile meji, ekute meji, owo. One chain
wrapped around the waist.
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History

Ogbe-ate was an Awo who was very disobedient and op-
pressive. Once in a while Qrdnmilé asked him for different things
through Ifd because his attitude was so bad and he had so many
enemies. There were also many people who were jealous of him
because of the ashe he received on all his dealings.

One day, Ogbe-Ate became confused after reading him-
self because the day before, Orlinmilé told him to feed his head
and that day to feed his head a fish. When he went to look for a
fish in the river, instead of fishing it out, he decided in a moment
of insanity to throw his If4 into the river.

When the women washing their clothes in the river saw
him throwing things in the water, they quickly went to the keep-
ers of the river and reported that Ogbe-Ate was throwing garbage
into the water. The keepers of the river went looking for him to
arrest him. Before the keepers could find him, Ogbe-Ate stopped
and realized what he had done, he sat there at the shore of the
river and begged for forgiveness from If4.

When the keepers found him, he was sitting in the mud.
With his fingers he had drawn an opon, and with rocks, he was
casting Ifa. When the keepers asked him to stand up so they
could arrest him, Ogbe-ate said he was a diviner and at the mo-
ment he was bringing out a sign. He asked them to give him a
moment so he could close with Ifa.

The keepers found it odd to see a Babaldwo sitting in the
mud. Ogbe-ate took advantage of the moment and told each one
something. He told one that he had a goat tied to the back door
of his house. He told the other that he had a broody hen that he
needed to make ebo with. When the keepers heard this, they
were astonished because everything Ogbe-Ate said was true. The
keepers of the river apologized to Ogbe-ate and set him free.
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After the keepers left, Ogbe-ate threw himself down at
the shore of the river and once again begged for forgiveness from
Ifd. He decided that he must change his ways, he then remem-
bered his pending head feeding that he had been told to do by Ifa.
He sat down to fish. Not long after, he caught a relatively large
fish and took it home to feed his head. When he cut the fish open,
he discovered all his Ikin.

A lot of intuition, meditation, and good character are nec-
essary in order to move toward the throne of Ifd. There will be
lots of problems that will provoke the mind diabolically and could
seriously consume the person.

If this person has passed the test of 1f4, the test of the
knife “Awo na Odu,” and has received the calabash containing the
existence of the creator, “igba iwa Odu,” (the ceremony higher
than the knife that is usually given to the Babaldwo, chiefs, and
powerful men) then the problems that can bring conflict should be
cast aside because you may end up paying the consequences. After
passing all the essential ceremonies of the discipline of 1f4, you
may still have the problems (diabolically provoking) your mind,
causing you to fail in front of the powerful creator.

The man who has been initiated into If4, has received the
knife. Later with time, he must received Olofin (Odu). He cannot
have relationships with his friends’ women, with witches, or even
live with a woman who is his goddaughter.

He cannot lie to his oluwo under any pretext or even try
to hide the truth when his oluwo requests him to speak. Follow
this advise and you will receive blessings.
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The ground where the elephant walks never revives.
Akoda was the first student of Qrinmila.
Asheda was the first student of Akoda.

Araba, high priest of If4, was also initiated by man.
Orﬁnmilé—oshingbo—olojo—i gbon, only Qrtnmil cannot be seen
by man because he was insulted when an Awo, his son, did not

greet him.

Ordinmil4 eleri ipin ibi keji Olédumare.
Orunmild, witness of the creation, second to Olédumare.

“Sacrifice brings blessings” and “sacrifice brings good
luck” were the ones who cast If4 for Qrinmild when he was going
to make his Awo, akapo, a king. Ifa priests who have money just
continue to perform sacrifice, sacrifice brings blessings, sacrifice
brings good luck. For nine days in a row, sacrifice to Ifa with
possibly the same things each day.

Pact between Ogbe Ose and the land.
With this Odu, do not keep anything tied down or chained.

Olofin gave the parrot ashe so that his feathers could serve as
amulets against evil, and instead, give good luck.

If4 says that you like to know and investigate everything.
If a man, he has a woman who watches him and everything he
does. She wants to know everything. If a woman, she should not
look where she does not belong (mind her own business), what
she will find is problems. Ifa says people are very jealous of you
and the things you do. They look at you with evil eyes. Carry a
red African parrot feather so everything bad that they send be-
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comes good. Try to always wear a hat because someone will
blow powders (use witchcraft) on your back, that way, you can
protect your head and that is most important.

If4 says they send you luck from the sky, your problem is
you like to do things that you know will cause you problems. You
have to get closer to If4, he will be the one to guide you. Feed
Eshu, he will open up your paths by order of Olofin. Ifd says you
will receive some money but you must save it and bring it here so
that you can feed your head with it, or it will disappear quickly.
The money will only come if you do what you are told. You had
a bad dream a short while ago, which you almost forgot. The
dream had something to do with a party or a dinner with various
people. What the dream was trying to tell you was that an enemy
is going to put something bad into your food.

Ifa says you have pains in your legs and most of the time
you are sad. Play music in your house so that happiness enters.
Do not take things so seriously because you may get sick. They
are going to invite you to a dinner party, but you must be careful
because they want to put something in your food. Try to avoid
going, if you have to go, avoid eating. If4 says there is a person
that you know, who by only looking at you, can cause setbacks
for you. You must feed your head as soon as possible. If you feed
your head, you will have work in abundance. If a man, be careful
with a married woman because her husband may surprise you
both tégether and a tragedy may occur. If a woman, be careful
with the relationship that you have with two men because your
true love may catch you and something will happen.

Ifa says you may move to a larger house and you are think-
ing of taking a trip. You will receive an inheritance or some money.
Do not be so bitter. If someone stains your clothes, do not get
angry, just change them. Never offer anything that you cannot
deliver. You will do a favor for a person and this person will
become afraid of you. These past few days, you have been crying
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because of a woman. You are very hardheaded. Revolutionary
liar.

History

There was a time when Oddudua and Yemgja were hus-
band and wife. Orﬁnmilé, behind Oddudua’s back, was trying to
take Yem?ja away from him.

After Orinmild and Yem?ja became lovers, Ordnmild went
to the awos to consult with Ifd. He wanted to see if there was
something he could do so that Oddudua could not surprise them
together. The awos read him and told Ortinmil4 he had to make
ebo with eye-ile, adie meji, iyerosun, efun, carbon, and owo.

He brought these materials to the awos and they took a
knife and made three small cuts in his skin. They put a little bit of
powder from each item into the cuts and told him he could now
continue meeting with Yem?ja.

One day when they were together, Oriinmil4 and Yem?ja
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fell asleep. Oddudua was on his way home but Eshu was keeping
watch in one of the corners and made Orinmild appear to be a
leopard. When Oddudua opened the door, he saw a leopard in his
house and ran out.

Prepare a special Eshu that goes on a wooden cane, it has two
faces.

Obatala was not thinking clearly, he went to war dressed in black
and lost.

Ogbe-f’ohun-f’olohun, meaning “Give what is due to the person
to whom it belongs so that the yoke will be removed from your

. neck.”

If4 says Obatdla was not thinking clearly and went to war
dressed in black. If you are the child of this Orisha, you have to
feed your head so that what happened to him would not happen
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to you. Dress in white as much as possible, and make ebo as soon
as possible so that nothing bad happens to you. If you have black
clothes, bring them to be used for the ebo. Ifa says there is a
person who wants to get rid of you so that he can be with your
woman. Embarrassment with someone. They are going to take
you to a place that will be your salvation. Be careful of traps on
paper. If you sell something, be careful. They may have set a
trap for you. Molestation or seduction of a young girl/boy.

If4 says to have a dinner party for the children, and on the
way from the kitchen to the dinning room say, “ewaba sara” and
you will see how it will bring you benefits. Suffering because of
someone else. There is no happiness, but this will all be changed
with the help of Ortinmild and Eshu. If4 says be careful with
dizzy spells, your heart, blood, and head. You have a strong ad-
versary, but you also have or will have good protection to take
care of you. If you come orsoro (ibi) and have nganga, do some-
thing with this protection. You will receive an inheritance. If a
man, tend to your wife or girlfriend because her luck is also yours.

If4 says be careful with a young woman because you may
get her pregnant. You will visit a house and a woman who lives
there will be interested in you. Do not do anything with her be-
cause it can bring you many problems and embarrassment with
the family. There is a person of color, possibly red, who visits
your house that does not get along with you. Never have sex
standing up because it is not good for you.

If4 says he sees a person who deals with birds that are
from another religion. You are fighting with someone for the
possession of an object. You will win even through the odds are
against you. If you are not married, you are thinking of getting
married. You had a tragedy where there could have been deaths.

Ebo: Eye-ile meji, abe, eja, owo.
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Ebo: Aunko, akuco meji, eku, eja, owo.

The title of Araba was given to the head and chief of the religion.
Olokun was the woman of Ogbe and they wanted to take her
from him. There was a fight, and Ogbe changed ololoshe and
elulu into birds with magic words. '
- Goat went fqr a reading and for the first time, they brought out
the union of Qy¢ki and Ogbe. Each one wanted to make his own
ebo and they created great confusion on earth. Olofin and Eshu

fixed the problem.
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This sign, when it was brought out for the first time by the awos,
was interpreted incorrectly. Because of the war this sign brought,
there were many problems. Olofin had to intervene to put things
in order.

If4 says you are king with this Odu, but you have to re-
ceive If4 so it becomes a reality. If a woman, you have to receive
ikofa (ow¢ If kan) as soon as possible. You are a descendant of
a line from the Yoruba religion. Your ancestors were sworn into
this religion and you should follow it also, so that your matters go
well for you. Ifd says if a woman, you have to be the woman/wife
of an Awo or give yourself to If4 because you have a great tran-
scendence with If4. You are at war now, but help will come from
heaven. There are sick people in your house. You have to feed
your head and give food to the dead. Eggun shows you things in
your dreams.

Ifa says someone wants to take your husband away, if a
man, the same. There is a child who is sick. An affectionate
relationship could lead to trickery. Ifa says to feed the Orisha of
your head and Eshu also. If you do not have him, receive him.
Do not be persistent, that way, you will come out better. Do not
lie because you will be the one deceived. Ifa says there are times
you cannot sleep, and times, that you hear noises or distant drums
playing, this is caused by eggun. They want you to continue what
they could not in your family. You have a brother who you do not
get along with because of stubbornness, or who knows more.
You got rid of a pregnancy or a boy. There are two people fight-
ing with your brother.

Ifd says to give a whistle to Eshu. Do not lend your clothes
to anyone because it can harm you. You have a daughter who is
not close to you that may die. Do not trust anyone, and take care
of Eshu. There is deception between two parts. You are planning
to do or build something that you have not started yet. You have
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a friend who you care a lot about, and he cares a lot about you
also. Do not deceive him and he would not deceive you. If4 says
they sent you to do a cleaning, but you have not done it yet. You,
in time, will have to receive the ibeji (twins). You will live a long
life if you stay by Ifa’s side. Do not go out after sunset because
iku is hanging around where you live. If he does not find who he
is looking for, he may change his mind and take you instead. Do
not whistle in your house. You need to have prepared for you,
nishe ¥sanyin or some other type of personal protection.

Ifa says in this sign that you have to be careful with a
separation of marriage because of quarrels or disagreements.
Lately, things have not been going right with your husband, you
both have to give a little. You have an nganga that you do not
take care of, but you should. There is war coming your way with
a person who will use witchcraft on you to destroy you and your
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home. If4 says you have lost many pregnancies. This is the sign
of abiku or loss of a child. If you have children, you have to bring
them for a cleaning so that nothing bad happens to them. If you
do not have any children because you always miscarry, you will
have to have some work done.

If4 says not to create a partnership with anyone because
there will be loss of security. You have many brothers/sisters.
You will win some money and then they will deny that you won it.
Do not try to reclaim it because it will bring you problems, this
money is bad for you. Be careful that you are not pushed into a
hole. Do not go out into the streets for seven days because they
may confuse you with someone else. Ifa says you will receive bad
news. Do not go to see any type of tragedy nor anyone wounded
or dead. Also, do not go to any type of feast or party that is going
on. If anything happens, they will put the blame on you. Do not
eat or drink outside of your house. They are going to slander you
and you will have so many problems. It may cost you your life.

If4 says be careful that your house or place of business
does not burn, this will be a great loss. There are leaks in your
house and if there are children they dirty it up. You are going to
have a daughter. Take care of your menstrual period because the
blood 1s reddish-black. You are going to hear about a fire and a
rich man who became poor. You have many hidden enemies, these
are thc? ones that bring you great harm so that you will lose every-
thing especially your health. You get chest pains from time to
time. If4 says you are the only brother still alive. Oshun follows
you. Do not raise your hand to anyone, especially if that person is
older. Contain your anger and be consistent. Someone in your
family limps or uses a cane. The head of the house will get sick
and he would not have any money to pay for the doctor or medi-
cine. There is someone you know that is in another religion, this
might be the person who is using witchcraft on you.

Ebo: Ikoko titun (new casseroles), akuco meji, adie meji, owo.
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Ebo: Ewure meji, abebo-akuco meji, eye-ile meji, asho meji, owo
meji.

Ifd says if a man, he has problems with his sex life, there is
impotence. This is because a while ago, he had a venereal disease
and it is affecting him now. He has to have a special job done for
him, and an ebo also. If a woman, the man at her side is impotent,
this could break up their marriage. Ifa says your marriage is dis-
solving or he has left you for another woman. This person has a
job buried and nothing is going right. People abuse you and come
and go as they please. You have had trouble trying to have chil-
dren, if your husband wants to try to resolve this problem, If4 can
help.
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If4 says they are going to invite you to do something wrong.
If you decide to go, let the others walk ahead of you because
what they plan to do would not carry through, and they will be in
danger. When you arrive, everything will be over and you would
not be in danger or charged with anything. You do not have chil-
dren and you are better off without them. Always tell the truth
because it favors you. Ifd says that God is going to send you luck.
There is someone who is sick in your house, he is better there
than here. If you hurry, you can save him because they do not
want him in heaven yet. Give thanks to Ortinmild and Obat4l4.
You dreamt you were going down into a hole and in that hole was
a man, this was Ordnmild. Be careful of a trap in your house.

If4 says always tell the truth and God will send you luck.
Do not hurry so that when you arrive, whatever was supposed to
happen will already be over when you get there. Ifd says you do
not have children and that you have to make ebo to have them.
Close your doors early. Currently, there are bad spirits hanging
around. Do not walk in-groups. Do not visit anyone in jail be-
cause you could end up there. Your luck is in receiving awofaka/
ikofa (owo Ifa kan) as soon as possible. There are identical twins
in your family. You do not get along with your wife and you have
to pay for her Orisha. Raise a goat in your house that is been
mistreated and take it for a walk once in a while.

Ifa says you came for a reading because they told you that
they used witchcraft on you. You have two men or two women
but you are not taking care of one of them. You are at war with
someone dark skinned who wants to take someone away from
you. They may take your business away from you. Be careful
with the law or prison. You are hurting someone; do not continue
doing it because it is not convenient for you. You are going to
throw a party that you do every year. You want to move. Try to
retrieve everything you have pawned. There are evil eyes on you
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because of envy, it does not matter whether it is because of what
you wear or what you buy. Tend to Oshun and feed her.

If4 says that for everything good you do, the Orisha will
recompense you. You have a headache because of a quarrel. Ev-
erything you have is scarce. The person in your house who is sick
will die for sure. Shango is angry with you. Be careful; do not do
anything crazy. The bottom of your feet hurt. There is someone
in your house who drinks. Do not keep empty bottles in or around
your house. Be careful of a tragedy with your spouse and loss of
your house. You have three spouses. Be careful because in the
next few days, you may lose your life. It has been three days that
you and your spouse have been arguing with each other, he/she
blames it on you. You want to go to the country but when you
return, you will learn of many losses. If you are going to collect
any money, do it on good terms because if not, there could be an
argument and various people will have to run away.

If4 says feed Shango as soon as possible. Fire from the
bottom to the top, be careful with candles. You have something
wrong with your stomach. Hang a bunch of bananas (green plan-
tain) in your house. There is someone in your house who may go
insane because of witchcraft. Feed your head with obi. There is
someone who is older that is going to complain to you or about
you. Ifd says respect the grey haired elders even if they offend
you, just turn around and do not say anything. Everyone who are
drawn’to you wants to take something away from you. You lost
your mother and were raised in the shadow of your father. Tend
to Oshun and give her what she wants. Everything good that you
do, Orinmild will recompense you for. You have to receive
awofaka/ikofa (ow¢ Ifd kan) if you have not already. Someone in
your house is insane, bring him/her here to feed their head. Give
a bunch of bananas (green plantain) to Shango, rub epo on them
and tie a red and white ribbon around them. He will be pleased
with you and help you. Death wants to cut in line in your house.
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Emigration. The medicine that helps you, kills another. Drinking
makes one crazy/insane. Odu of the swallow. Do not keep old
casts (arm, leg) as decorations in your house. Have the Orisha
seated on the head of your oldest son so you do not lose him.

Ebo: One guinea hen, clothes that you have, owo.
Ebo: For insanity: six small chickens, palaquetas, eku, fish, owo.

History

The palm tree of ikin went to consult with Ifd. She com-
plained, “my fruit is at arms reach and people who pass by always
tear it off.” If4 told her to make ebo. She sacrificed. In time, her
branches sprouted thorns and a sack to protect the seeds of the
tree.

Since that time, it’s seeds can be found hidden inside the
sacks and are very difficult to get a hold of. In the palm tree of
ikin, there are always seeds hidden. If says that you should sac-
rifice so you will have defense against someone who shows con-
tempt against you.

Orﬁnmﬂé consulted with 1fa and his orf told him to feed
his head with kolanuts. He did not have the money to buy the
things he needed to make this ebo, so he went to the marketplace
and asked them to sell the kolanuts on credit. They refused his
request. He was also refused the rest of the items he needed.
Orinmil4 left very sad. On his way home, he ran into an old man
that he recognized and who invited him to his house. In the con-
versation that they were having, Ortinmild started to complain to
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the old man about what had happened to him in the marketplace.
The old man gave him the kolanuts and everything else that he
needed for the ebo.

Orﬁnmilé started to feed his head in the old man’s house.
As he was doing this there, was a knock at the door. The old man
opened it and found death coming for him. Ortinmil4 told the old
man to let iku in, that he would talk to him. Death came in think-
ing that the old man was by himself and was surprised to see
Orﬁnmilé there.

towns.

If4 says that at this moment, you lack everything includ-
ing food. There is sickness in your house. There is someone who
gets pains but does not know why and does not pay attention to
it. Oranmild says to pay attention to it because it could be some-
thing bad that could cause death. Ifa says all of you have some-
thing to do with Babaliwayé. This Orisha is going to help you,
but you have to give him what he asks for. There is someone in
your house whose legs are swollen or has a problem with his or
her blood. Have a lot of love for Eshu because he will help you
get out of the problems you are now in. There are a lot of prob-
lems (revolutions, fights) in your house at this moment and your
neighbors are going to complain to your landlord.

If4 says that in your house there is a woman whose hus-
band has a lover and blood 1s going to run. Do not let anyone sit
at the door of your house. You do not have any money right now
but you are sitting on top of some and do not even realize it. Buy
lottery tickets and if the person selling you the tickets drops them
on the floor, even better. Ifa says there 1s war, and it is with the
Orishas because a long time ago, you were supposed to receive
them. If you do have them, ask what they want. There is hidden
sickness in the blood. Take care of it, make ebo and put yourself
in the hands of the doctors.

If4 says that you are here to find out about a man who you
left that took care of you, and now he does not give you anything.
Do not think or persist too much on finding out what is on your
mind, it is not in your best interest and you may even be in danger.
Do not give your heart to anyone including your friends because
people are not true to you. Anything good that you do for some-
one will cause you setbacks. Ifa says there is a child in your house
who has to feed his/her head. Give thanks to a dog in your house.
The child that you have asks for a different thing everyday. You
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have three matters that will come out well. You made a promise
to someone holy. If you owe anything, pay it. If your father is
dead, have a mass for him. Do not inconvenience yourself be-
cause it may cost you your life. If there are stomachaches that
you are ignoring, quit this and go to the doctor. '

If a woman, your
husband is going to raise his hand at you because you act stub-
born and silly. You dreamt about someone who is dead, ask what
this person wants. You want or are thinking about taking your
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life. Where you live, there is a tree by itself. There lives an old
red man with money.

Ifa says that you are going to get a good job. You have
someone working for you. Do not raise your hand at your wife
and whatever you know, do not tell. Do not drink anything at
anyone’s house because it could tie you down, you may become a
slave. If4 says they are going to invite you to do something bad.
If you decide to go, make sure that everyone goes ahead of you.
What they want to do will go wrong and they will be in danger.
Once you arrive, everything bad would have passed and you will
be out of danger and would not be blamed for anything. If4 says
your luck is in having children, if you do not already have some.
Always tell the truth so that God stays at your side and gives you
more luck. In your house, there is someone who is very sick. If
you hurry, you may be able to save him. Give thanks to Oriinmil4
and baba. You dreamt you were going down into a hole, at the
bottom was a man and this man was Orﬁnmilé. Scratch the bridle
of the horse and try to get the person you want, to drink it with
ewe Ifd. If you blow it, it will also give you good results.

You want
to get better at your job and get a raise. A woman hurt you and
you have an eggun stuck to you, find out what it wants. Baptize
a child who cries at night in your house. It sees the dead. Ifa says
if a man, he contracted a venereal disease. If a woman, do not
drink and be careful of a tragedy where you live. The woman
walks behind you. You are fighting with your husband and he is
going to leave you for another woman. Once in a while, you
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think about taking your life or leaving with another man.

Ifa says a woman is using witchcraft to hurt you. You get
blisters on your feet. You have put away something that belongs
to someone who is dead; get rid of it. Someone watches you
when you leave or enter your house. At this moment, everything
upsets you. You do not respect your elders, this will bring you
bad consequences. You see shadows once in a while. Ifa says
you like a certain type of drink, but you should stop drinking all
together because it will bring you problems. Do not start to put
your eyes on someone close to you in your house, it will catchup
to you later. There is someone in your house who is pregnant but
the baby is not from her husband. The real father is someone who
is very quiet and withdrawn. You have something buried at the
door of your house or in the street. The life of the dead is in the
memory of Ifd. When luck arrives, take advantage of it. There is
unfaithfulness, the person eats and sleeps in the same house. For
a little girl or a young woman, have a dress of beads made for her
so that they do not kill her when she gets married or after she has
a husband. Receive awofaka/ikofa (ow¢ Ifa kan).

His friend said he was sad because his wife left him
and she was never coming back. Atololo told him not to worry or
be sad because he would make him forget everything.

After that, they went out together, ate together, and spent
most of their time at atololo’s house. Atololo then contracted a
disease from another woman. So that his wife would not get it,
he stopped sleeping with her. A while later, his wife began to
make demands, but because he ignored her, she started to show
an interest in his friend. It was not long before his friend and his
wife began sleeping together.

Not long after, atololo was cured completely of his illness
and wanted to start having sex with his wife again. But she told
him she did not want to, that she had lost interest in him. She said
that if he wanted, he could continue living in the house but she did
not want anything to do with him anymore. Atololo realized what
was going on, he packed his things and left.

A while after atololo had left, his friend received the news
that atololo’s wife, the woman that he had been having sex with,
was pregnant. Realizing that this would create a problem for him,
he packed his things and left, also. She ended up without a hus-
band and no real father for her child.

Do not be greedy,
be consistent with what God and the Orishas have given you.
There are going to be three people that will betray you. If4 says
be careful with the law so that you would not have to run away or
hide. Do not be greedy because you can lose everything you
have. If a man, you will find a woman who will bring you happi-
ness. Be careful of slander that they are going to raise against
you. For now, do not go near the river. They are going to send
you money by means of the lottery or some other way. Ask what
the egguns that follow you want.

Do not sleep in your clothes or in someone else’s bed.
Your enemy is in your house. Do not let anyone invite you to
dinner. You frequently forget things. Do not eat hens or salt. In
this Odu, Orﬁnmilé gives Oshun permission to throw the diloggun.
Feed your head with rice and milk for Obat4l4.

History

Obatdla never went out and everything that was cooked
in his house was without salt. But one day, Obatél4 prepared to
take a trip and told his maid, whom he trusted, that she could put
salt in the food used to feed all the other servants. He let her do
this even though before, all the food had been cooked without
salt. The maid forgot to put salt in the food.
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Needles to say, this was enough to make all of the ser-
vants revolt. The maid who Qbatdld had left in charge, knowing
what was about to happen, went to the house of Ifd so that he
would defend her. Orﬁnnﬁlé asked for some of the food the maid
had cooked, and he made ebo. Eshu took care of fixing the food
with what was missing. When Obatdld returned, he tasted the
food and did not believe anything the other servants told him.

There was once a woman who had a small child and was
very poor. She did not even have enough money to buy herself
clothes. She tied her child to her back with rattan. This woman,
in order to make money, would go to the mountains to chop wood

‘used to light fires for cooking, and sold it in the market.

One day, after the woman went to the mountains to chop
wood, she set the baby under a big tree to keep him in the shade.
In this tree, there was an aranran, a large bird. The bird came
down, opened it’s big claws, grabbed the baby and carried it to
the top of the tree. When the woman finished chopping the wood
and tied it together, she went to pickup the baby and realized it
was gone. She looked everywhere for it. When she could not
find it, she began to scream and cry. She ran outside of the woods
looking for him but could not find him there either. So, she ran
back to where she laid him down but he still had not returned.
When she looked up to ask God for help, she saw the bird with
her child. She began to sing:

“Aranran eye igbo, igbo”

“Bird of the forest and underbrush”

“Return my child”

“l will give you my rope and wood if you return my child.”

After the woman finished singing, the bird threw down a
bag of many colored cloths. The woman opened it, but the baby
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was not there. She repeated the song. The bird threw down
several bags with treasures inside of them. The woman looked
through all the bags, ignoring the treasures, but did not see her
- child. So, she began to sing again, for the third time. After she
finished singing, the bird came down and set the child at her feet.
The woman grabbed the baby, tied it to her back, picked up all of
the treasure the bird had thrown to her, and from poor she be-
came rich.

When she got home she grabbed a fistful of coral and went
to offer them to the iyale of the town. When the iyale heard how
she had gotten the coral, as well as all of the other riches, she did
not accept them. After the girl left, the iyale took a child away
from one of the women in the town, and went to where the woman
said the aranran was. The iyale did exactly what the woman had
done. She left the child in the shade of the big tree and went to
chop wood. While she did this, the bird came down, grabbed the
baby and ate it.

After the iyale finished tying the wood, she went to get
the baby, but it was gone. So, she did what the woman had done
and looked for it, but could not find it. That is when she looked
up to the top of the tree, saw the bird and sang to it the same song
the woman had sung. When the bird heard her singing, he put
excrement in a bag and dropped it down to her. The iyale opened
the bag and saw what was in it, she threw it down and began to
sing again. This time, the bird dropped water on her head. After
the third time of singing, the bird vomited the bones of the baby
on her. When she realized what they were, she began to scream
that that was not her child but someone else’s, and she ran away.

When she arrived at her house, the mother of the child
came looking for it. The iyale told her that her child was in good
hands. The mother returned many times but left without her child.
After three months had past, the woman took the case to the king.
She told the king her problem. The king sent for the iyale and
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asked her what she had done with the baby. The iyale responded,
“What do you think I did with the baby?”

When the king heard this, he turned to the council and
asked them what they would do if this woman was one of them.
The old men of the council said that if this were one of them, they
would sentence her to death. So, that was when the King said
that the town had spoken and sentenced her to death. This is how
the iyale paid for her greed.

A woman with great beauty was looking for someone just like
herself to marry, but for waiting so long, she ended up with a
monster.

Ifa says, “He who looks for too much will stay to beg or
take the worst there is to find.” Be careful with natural phenom-
enon in the family. If you want to get married, do not search for
a person by their looks, but by their personality and their heart.
Do not have anything halfway with someone. Two people are
fighting with you and the law may getinvolved. Ifd says they are
trying to get you to fall in love. Do not curse anyone. Be careful
of an example from the Orishas. A person is coming to stay, some-
thing you did for that person did not come out right. Do not
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inconvenience yourself. Serve Shango and Qbatald. You want to
get money so that you can accomplish something you have on
your mind.

If4 says give thanks to a pregnant woman. There is a son
of Ogiin coming your way. You have not complied with an Orisha.
You see the Awos, but you do not greet them with the respect
they deserve, this is why you have setbacks. You are very upset,
be careful so that you do not see blood. Give a bunch of bananas
to Shango and cover them with leaves of poplar for nine days,
play the ashere everyday. Ifa says if you are walking down the
street and you run into a spirit of a woman, cover your face. If it
is of a man, greet him. You have a son in the country and the
oldest brother is jealous of him. The youngest brother is working
for nothing and is in misery. If you are thinking about going to the
country, do not. \\

If4 says be careful with a daughter of Shango who has put
a curse on you that will reach you. Be careful. A person may die
all of a sudden in your house. Do not eat quimbombo. Do not
ever live halfway with anyone. Get married, but do not live to-
gether. There are two people in your house who fight over money.
No one should intervene so that the law does not get involved.
Feed your head. No matter how much money you have, do not
be conceited. Ifa says you are going through hard times because
you wish bad things on people. You wished for something bad on
a datghter of Shango and it turned on you. Keep your house
clean because Qbatald might visit. If your house is dirty, he will
be offended and leave. Everything good that he was going to
bring you will leave with him. Do not leave garbage in your house
and, if possible, try to paint it white.

There are family members who wish ill on you and want
you to move. Receive Orisha. Be careful with candles. There is
an eggun in your family who had a problem with one leg and used
crutches.

They began to talk. He told her that he was from a far
away place, and that he wanted to take her there. Adun went to
see her parents and told them that she was leaving to go and live
with the man she had fallen in love with. Her parents gave their
consent and she left with him.

Along the path to his land, which was very far away, she
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heard a voice say, “Doligodo, give me back the leg I lent you.”
So Doligodo removed the leg and returned it to him. Further
down the path she heard another voice say, “Doligodo, give me
back the arm I lent you.” He removed the arm and returned it to
the voice. By the time they reached their destination, all that was
left of Doligodo was his head. Adun finally realized that he was a
monster.

She was so upset with what she saw she could not even
talk.

Adun went to consult
with the Awos. They told her to make ebo with ekuru and epo.
When ajakua blew on the horn to warn his master, nothing came
out and Adun was able to escape.

Darico went to consult with Ifa and feed his head with
white palms, efun, and owo. With the efun, Orﬁnmilé told him to
paint his house white. Not long after, baba went out for a walk.
Halfway down the path, a big storm hit and he had to take refuge
in darico’s house. Qbatdld was happy to sec that the house was
all white. Later, Darico arrived home soaked from the rainstorm.
Obatala gave him clothes and ashe, from that moment on Darico
becar/ne a dealer of horses, which brought him happiness.

One day, Darico was walking down the road and saw
Orinmild. Instead of greeting him with respect, he continued to
walk. QOrinmilé later came across Eshu and told him how rudely
Darico had acted. A short time later, Eshu reached Darico’s busi-
ness. After seeing setbacks, Darico went to consult with If4 once
again. Qrtinmil4 told him to take horse excrement and paint the
front of his house with it.

Obatdld went back out for a walk and noticed how gloomy

You are going to be with a man
who has a mole or a beauty mark on the left side of his face. This
is a good man. Ifa says that with humbleness, you will win every-
thing in life. Do not be arrogant. With arrogance, you would not
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win anything. Do not take baths in the river or go near it. A little
less is worth more than a little more. You have been losing your
breath lately. You should have your health checked once in a
while with a doctor. Be careful of shocks (getting scared) be-
cause you may die suddenly.

If4 says be consistent with winning a little at a time, then,
winning a lot all at once. When you finish a job, do not ask for a
lot of money. Otherwise, luck would not enter your house. There
is a woman who is going to give birth. If it is your wife, tell her
not to go to any wakes. You have a new cloth and it is on your
table or in a basket; bring it to make ebo. Do this so that when
your wife gives birth, she would not have any complications. Ifa
says you have a lot to do with Qbatild and all of your matters lie
in his hands. There is a trip that you are planning to take. You
have a child in the country and he has a brother who is jealous of
him. Be careful with illness and falsehood, make ebo. You are in
need of many necessities. Greet the sunrise for twelve consecu-
tive days.

If4 says pray to Shango so that he will help you. You have
a girl who may be the daughter of Obatald. Take care of her
because a man will appear to her that has his own way of living.
Do not get wet in the rain or wash your head for a month. You
were talking with a person who is going to die suddenly. You
have had a tragedy with another person. Give thanks to the ibeji.
You have a beauty mark or mole on the left side of your body. If4
says you are going to find, or have already found, a lightening
rock. Itis chipped. Play the lottery because you may win. You
will go to a house that is high up, do not eat red or colored beans
there but take money if offered it. Remember, avoid being fright-
ened because you could die suddenly, and do not be arrogant.

Ebo: Akuco, abere meji, ears of corn, owowo, straw hat, owo.

Ebo: One abere (one neddle), akuco, three ears of corn, owo.
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Ebo: Akuco; a necklace of corn; one dark guinea, eku, eja, adie
meji to Qrinmild; owo. After you feed your head, wear the neck-
lace for a certain number of days.

History

One day, jicotea (turtle) told the other animals that he was
stronger than the elephant and could ride him. The animals began
to laugh at him and told him he could not do it. So, jicotea went
to the hills and immediately met up with an elephant. He said,
“My father, all of the animals say that you are very strong of char-
acter but too big to go to the town.” Elephant was insulted and
told jicotea that the other animals were ignorant and that he did
not go to town because he preferred the forest. Plus, he did not
know the way. “Oh!” said jicotea, “then come with me and show
the rest of the animals that you are not too big to enter town;
embarrass them. [ will show you the way.”

Elephant agreed and they began to walk. When they were
near the town, jicotea turned to the elephant and said, “My father,
Iam very tired, would you please help me and let me ride on your
back?” Elephant agreed. “My father,” he said again, “when I
kick you with my legs, run. This will show everyone how intelli-
gent you are. And if [ duck, run faster, that way, they will also see
how fast you are.” This is how jicotea, with his intelligence, was
able to prove to everyone that he was stronger than the elephant.

There were two brothers who were also Awos. The older
brother was named Arumpipi and the younger Aruntele. Both of
the brothers went out to make their way in life. The younger,
Aruntele, fed his head and was told to wear a necklace made of
ears of corn. Arumpipi worked for the rich but made little.
Aruntele worked for the poor but made a lot of money. This is
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where the jealousy grew from the elder brother to the younger.

One day, the two of them were navigating in the river, the
older brother asked the younger to wash his back. When the
younger bent down to get some water, the elder brother pushed
him out of the boat and the current washed him away. A little
while later, he reached a shore that was full of monkeys. When
they saw that Aruntele was wearing a necklace made of corn, they
came together and pulled him out of the water, saving him to get
the corn.

By this time, the older brother had taken everything that
belonged to the younger one, thinking he was dead, and went to
their parents’ house. His parents asked him where Aruntele was.
He told them that he had been killed. When his Oluwo heard this,
he sent for the rest of the Awos so that they could do itutu [etutu].
When they went to register the sign, Oyeku Ikd came and they
said that Aruntele was still alive. At that moment, Aruntele came
in and said, “Oluwo, aboru; Oluwo, aboye; Oluwo, aboshishe.”
Everyone became frightened. He then began to tell them what
had happened; how Arumpipi had set a trap for him. The Awos
told him to hide behind the door. They sent for his older brother
so that he could make itutu for his younger sibling. Arumpipi
came in and sat down. He began to call for his brother. Aruntele
stepped out from behind the door and asked what he wanted.
Arumpipi, from the scare, died instantly. It was the younger
brother,’ Aruntele, who had to make itutu for Arumpipi.

If4 says you are going to do business with someone, and
you want to know if it is going to work out well. Feed your head
and it will. You are being smothered (suffocation). There is an
older man who is trying to woo you. You are involved with him,
he is married and he belongs to another religion. You want, or are
thinking about going to a place, but there they will throw you out.
Orunmila is behind you because he wants you to receive him. Ifd
says there is someone in your house who has a constant stomach-
ache. Be careful of bad advise. You are a very arduous and dis-
obedient person, this is why you lose. Your money is very limited
and because of this, you have setbacks. Yesterday, you did not
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have anything to eat in your house. They are going to fire you
from your job. You have an enemy who is going to sell you out.
You have to make ebo so that they do not throw you out.

If4 says do not eat leftovers. You came here to verify if
someone has caused harm to your body. You feel weak at night
or when the sun sets. As an Awo in the house where you live, no
one values you as a Babaldwo. Orinmild says that you should
move from there because he will show everyone his power. He
will tear their homes apart. Ifd says because of bad advice, the
town falls apart. Ifa says do not steal because they will discover it
was you. You are forbidden to eat pork. Raise a pig and sell it, do
not kill it or eat it. If the pig that you have raised dies, make ebo
with it. Problems with the womb. A family member may steal
your Orisha. Inheritance. Do notdrink. Intestinal paralysis. You
suffer from suffocation and you should not inconvenience your-
self. Look and see how your house is running. Moderate your
temper. War. In this Odu, death is for certain.

Ebo: Akuco kan, abe kan, ota ogun, eko, owo.
Ebo: Food for the guardian, six eko, eku, eja, owo.

Ebo: An Eshu that is charged eating with Osényin. Cover it with
beads and give it to a person for protection.

Ebo: For a fever: akuco meta, three toleticos. Put them out with
omiero and a piece of iron. Scratch itin a liquid, have the person,
then drink it.

History

Orinmild was on his way to town and encountered a preg-
nant woman who told him she was hungry. Ortnmil4 told her to
follow him because they were near a town. There, they would
find food. At that moment, a bird that was on top of a tree heard
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everything and flew to the town. By the time Oriinmil4 and the
woman reached the town, the bird had already spoken badly about
them. They were thrown out. After, when they were walking
down the road, they bumped into Ogiin. When he heard what had
happened, he went to the town and cut the heads off everyone
there.

They did something evil to you, or used
witchcraft on you. You are sick to your stomach. You have stom-
ach pains but have not paid any attention to them, it could turn
into something worse. Do not tell anyone your secrets. Give
thanks to God. You have a daughter but if you do not do some-
thing for her, she may kill herself. Ifd says every time you do
something for the Orishas, you always see results and your life
becomes better. There are lot of envious people who do evil things'
to you and want to see you hurt. Give thanks to Ogiin. You killed
a woman by upsetting her, she died from a heart attack or a prob-
lem with the heart. This woman was the daughter of Oshun and
her spirit is behind you now. You have another woman and every-
thing you did to the woman who is now dead, the currant woman
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is doing to you.

If4 says the woman you are with now only wants you for
something, but you truly love her. Have a mass for the dead woman
and ask her for forgiveness. You will find a large fortune. You do
not sleep well at night. Your house is turned upside down. You
have something hidden that will be discovered. You have red
clothing. Be careful of something that is very upsetting that will
make you cry alot. Follow the advice given to you. Do not offer
what you cannot give. Avoid doing things without thinking them
through. Ifé says they are throwing things at your house so that
you fight with your wife. It may even cause a separation. If this
is happening, something has to be done to avoid the breakup. If a
woman, she is upset because her husband has another woman and
he has not taken care of her (the wife). Do not count on anything
because then, your plans would not go right. If this person comes
with osorbo (ibi), it is because they did something terrible and all
the person’s matters are turned around. He also has a daughter
who is very spoiled, and it is almost certain that he will lose her or
they will rape and discredit her in every form, very soon.

History

In a town there was a Babaldwo named Oyeku Otura who
was sent by God. He flew his red flag as high as the King’s flag.
When the king heard this, he sent for Oyeku Otura to be brought
before him.

The King, arrogant and angry, asked who gave him per-
mission to put his flag up. Oyeku Otura, answering very meekly,
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said that he was grateful for the invitation they had given him and
that he put up the flag because God sent him to divine. The King
asked for him to predict something. So, Oyeku Otura told the
king that he was very satisfied with all of his material items and
everything good that has happened to him with his reign. Buton
the other hand, he had a great spiritual emptiness that he, Oyeku
Otura, had beén sent to resolve. The King found in his own soul
ashadow that greatly oppressed him, this was because of the spiri-
tual emptiness. The diviner told the king that he is going to cry a
lot very soon.

The King felt humiliated and arrogantly responded to
Oyeku-otura that he wore the crown and he knew what he was
doing. The King said that the law had to be followed, Oyeku
Otura was arrested. He was to be decapitated the next day.

The king had only one daughter, she was very spoiled and
did what she pleased. She would stay out all hours of the night or
not come home at all. That day, she went to the jail and saw the
prisoner. She told him that she really liked his red cape and asked
him for it. He said that he did not need it anymore because he was
going to die the very next day. He gave it to her in exchange for
some other clothes. The King’s daughter left wearing the red
cape.

The next day, the guards went looking for the prisoner
with the red cape. They found him outside, grabbed him and
killed him. When the King went looking for his daughter he found
out what had happened. The whole town was in turmoil. The
King’s daughter had been killed and nothing had happened to the
prisoner. The King sent for Oyeku Otura, once again. Crying,.
with his soul torn apart, he told Oyeku Otura that he was right
and that he had seen the reality of the prediction. The King told
him that he had no choice but to allow him to fly his flag wherever
and however high he wanted.
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This sign speaks of a Babaldwo who had the manner of
not doing what he was told because he considers himself to be a
stronger Awo than the rest.

If4 says you have luck for one thing, but that you lose it
for saying what it is. There are a lot of problems in your house
because of any reason. You do not do what you are told and this
is why you do not see results right away. You want to attract a
person, but you may have a tragedy because of this. The police
may even get involved. Ifa says to give thanks to Babaliwayé
and ask what he wants. In your house, for any reason, there is
always a problem or a scandal. You should not go to any place
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where you do not have a seat. Do not argue with anyone, espe-
cially your wife. You may end up raising your hand to her and
you will regret it. If anyone contradicts you, stay quiet and do not
pay attention to it. You want to know a lot, but you may end up
tricking yourself. There is someone who is very sick in your house
and this person’s salvation is not secured.

If4 says the person who is sick may be suffering from a
hernia, and he is the cause of all the arguments. You have luck,
but in one of the things you will get into, there will be tangles
where you will find yourself with your feet over your head. Re-
spect your elders. You have a wound that hurts in bad weather,
be careful that it does not reopen. You are very violent. Starting
from today, you have to change your character if you want things
to march right. Even though you are a King, consider it that you
are sentenced. There is someone who puts his heart in his inter-
est. Thing argued, thing lost. You think that you know a lot, but
there is someone who knows more. You will have problems with
your legs. There will be surgical operations. Do not drink. A
daughter of Yemoja will save you.

Ebo; Akuco, adie, eye-ile meji, owo.

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then throw it to Ile-nibe. During the seventeen days, keep it on
the headboard of the bed.

History

Babaliwayé went to a town but when the people saw how
leprous he was, they began to renounce him. They threw things
at him and, in the end, they constantly made fun of him. Mean-
while, there was an Awo named Oruye who bragged that nothing
could ever happen to him because he knew too much.

One day, Babaluwayé, tired of the mocking and the name-
calling, went to consult with Ifa and told Eshu everything that had
happened to him. He asked Eshu to punish the people of the
town for their ignorance. Eshu and the other four hundred deities
that he commanded decided to scare the people of the town. If
they found anyone in the street, they would take him and do what-
ever they wanted with him.

That day, Awo Oruye consulted with Ifd and the Odu
Oyeku Birete came. Ortnmil4 warned him not to go out into the
streets and to feed his head with eku, eja, owowo, epo, and obi.
Then for him and everyone else in the house, to clean themselves
with the same material and put it at the four corners of the house
in four little sacks.

After Oruye finished consulting with If4, he did what he
was told to do but then turned around and went out anyway. Af-
ter he finished the cleaning, he took the four little sacks and went
out into the street. He did not go very far when he noticed the
four hundred entities coming his way. Before he knew it they
grabbed him and started to drag him behind them. When Oruye
realized that he was surely lost, he began to pray to Ifd. At that
moment, the little sacks containing the ebo that he fed his head
with fell out of his pockets. When Eshu, who was passing by,
picked them up and opened them, he saw that they were dedi-
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cated to Babaliwayé and told the entities to release him.

After they released Oruye, and as nervous as he was, he
thanked Eshu and told him that If4 had warned him not to go out
into the street, but that he had only did this so that he could give
the adimu to him and Babaliwayé. Eshu forgave him and said,
“When If4 tells you not to do something, do not do it, not even to
place adimu.” Eshu accompanied Oruye to his house and told
him not to leave there for seven days because they were going to
terrorize the town.

During the next seven days, Eshu and the four hundred deities
destroyed any one who went out into the street.

If4 says the deities protect you. There are traps on paper.
Move from where you are now living because you have evil eyes
onyou. You are going through bad times and hard work. You are
bored and once in while, you wish you were dead. A man did
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something very evil to you. Where you live, there are other people,
one of them is pregnant or has problems with her womb or stom-
ach. You owe a promise. If you have Eshu, ask if it works. Ifa
says you are preparing your clothes for your death and the dead
(egguns) are coming for you because you wish you were dead. In
your dreams, iku (death) presented himself to you. You dismissed
yourself from your family and they cried for you. You are going
through some bad times and are bored, this is why you asked to
die. Do not go to wakes. You work hard but they do not pay you
well. Be careful with a daughter so that she does not put you in
danger.

If4 says your wife is pregnant and that you have to feed
your head before she gives birth so that the birth goes well. You
are very poor. You are going to find a lightening rock or they are
going to give you one. If you have a blanket with arrows, bring it
to feed your head (with it). Do not visit anyone who is sick. Give
thanks to Shango. You are going to receive money from the coun-
try. You are in a relationship and there is another man who is
courting you. His family is against you. Be careful that they do
not hit you with something made of iron (knife/gun). Do not lend
needles so that you do not go through setback. You have clothes
that are mended.

Ebo: Scissors, comb, brush, a peeler, horsehair, akuco, owo.

Ebo: Akuco meji, adie kan, asho funfun, pupa, blue, eku, €ja,
owo.

History

One day, iku went hunting in the mountains in the land of
Olofin. Before he left, he made ebo and after three days, he began
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to hunt. When he arrived at the mountains of Olofin, he saw an
elephant and killed it. He could not handle this large animal him-
self, so he cut off it’s tail and went to the house of Olofin to find
people that could help him skin it, then they could eat it.

When he arrived at the house, he told some of the ser-
vants to gather their cutting instruments and to follow him to
where he had left the dead elephant. The servants took their ma-
chetes and knives and followed iku. When they reached the spot
where he claimed to have left the animal, there was nothing there.
Iku showed them the elephants tail and told the servants that he
was not lying. Eshu told him to go home and rest, that he would
go and see Olofin to find out what had to be done.

Olofin heard what Eshu had to say and sent more of his
servants to look for the dead animal. The servants returned with
nothing. When Olofin heard this, he summoned his Awos and
asked what they thought about this. They cast Ifd for him and
said that no one took care of the mountain, so it swallowed the
elephant. Olofin sent his servants to take ebo to the mountain and
Iku went with them.

When they reached the foot of the mountain, they put the
ebo down and began to pray. The mountain opened up and the
elephant came rolling down and stopped at the feet of iku. When
they returned to the town, Olofin called iku before him and told
him that, from now on, okuta will be his head. This is why iku,
when 1t kills, kills with it’s rock ax.

Bad things have been
done to you. You are marked in your womb. You are an intelli-
gent person and you learn quickly. If ire, your luck comes. If
osorbo (ibi), you will lose. Ifd says there is or will be an operation
because of illness. You have to receive Orisha on your head.
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Make ebo. If a man, they made him leave the side of his wife or
girlfriend. If there is a pregnant girl in the house, bring rags with
blood to make ebo so that when she gives birth, there would not
be any problems. The child may die in the womb. If it happens,
you will have to have an operation to remove it. You have a
daughter who will have to marry a Babaldwo. She has four love
interests but has not accepted any.

Ifa says all of a sudden, you are going to receive word
about someone who has died. They are also going to tell you
about someone who is very sick. Do not visit this person because
there may be a change of heads. The father of the baby in your
womb is dead. Be careful with your husband, he may surprise
you. For now, do not eat sheep or colored things. If a man, he
will meet a woman with her own way of living (wild). The money
from the ebo is put in front of Eshu. If4 says do not leave what is
certain for what is doubtful.

History

One day, Eshu arrived at a land and saw that the Iyalosha
were bringing out the names of the guardian Orisha of the people.
Since Eshu was an Awo, he went to tell Olofin what they were
doing without his approval. When he arrived at the palace, he
told Olofin that the Iyaloshas were bringing out the names of the
guardian Orisha and killing exclusively to the Orishas. They were
doing this without consulting Ifd, who was the one who was sent
to do these things in consecration.
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Olofin called for Ogiin and told him to cut the heads off
everyone there and exchange them with each other. Ogtin grabbed
his machete and left to do what Olofin ordered him to do. When
he arrived, he began to cutoff the heads of the Iyaloshas who
were there at the time. While this was happening, Ortinmil4 was
consulting himself and this Odu came. It warned that they were
doing “change of heads.” He went to where this was happening.
When he arrived, he found that Ogtin had already done the change
of heads and he was about to go to the last one, which was the
iyawo. When Ogiin went to remove his head, Orunmlla stopped
him and asked for clemency from Ogtn for the iyawo. He told
Ogiin so that he did not go against Olofin’s word, he (Ortnmild)
would do the change of heads on the Opon If4 to the only one that
was left. This is how it was done.

When they appeared at the foot of Olofin, he asked why
the iyawo still had his own head. Orinmild answered that he had
been given the ashe to fix all the problems of the world, but he did
not know this was going on. “I found that the iyawo was the only
one left and I wanted to save him so that people would realize
that you gave me the ashe to even do ‘change of heads.”” Olofin,
convinced of what Orﬁnmilzi was saying, said to him, “C)rﬁnmilé,
you are the only one that I have chosen to fix the problems of the
world. If you desire to save this iyawo, I approve of it. To abala
Eshu.” This is why Orinmil4 is the only one that can govern any
type of consecration.

Sci-
entific names: glyphaea lateri-flora, pennisetum purpureum, and
ipomoea involucrata.

If4 says your life is up in the air or there is no security.
Take care of your head because this sign talks about a person who
is sick mentally. Do not go out when there is a strong wind be-
cause something may fall on you. If a woman, she has had vari-
ous mén. If a man, he has had various women. Be careful of a
short person who wants to hurt you. If4 says you lost your mother
at a very young age and you were raised in another house. Be-
cause you have walked in the path of misery, you give your chil-
dren everything they want. You have walked with other religions
but this is the one that will make you greater. Be careful of those
who claim to be your friend because there will be betrayal. Be
careful not to get tangled up in a tragedy or to end up in prison.

If4 says you have bad business (illegal) and you have two
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women who bring you and take you. One of these women may
die and bring you problems. Try to get out of this situation. One
of the two women is going to raise her hand to the other. Be
careful of a witch who is going to put something in a bird. Ifa
says take care of the pain in the muscles, air in the joints, of
foronculos or pimples. If your wife is pregnant, be careful that
she does not abort the child. Feed your head constantly. If your
mother is dead, have a mass in her name so that she will give you
protection from heaven. Always keep an eye on your children so
that you do not lose them.

If4 says take care of the door to your house because they
are going to throw something by it. A very silly girl is going to
present herself to you, bare with her and when her silliness stops,
tell her what you want. Respect your elders. Do not think you
are greater because your guardian Orisha is watching you. You
will win the lottery. Start a business because it will work out well
for you. Clean your children because they are exposed to the bad
things of this sign. Feed Olokun. You will have a tragedy with
someone before seven days have passed. Ifa says if you owe
something to Shango, make sure you give it to him. In your house,
there are termites and/or ants, do not kill them because it will
bring you setbacks. Do not play roughly (wrestle) with anyone.
You get distracted and sometimes forget things. You will have a
dream about your dead mother, pay close attention to it. Do not
lend money to anyone because they will work you with it. You
like to be the center of attention. To you, the Orishas have given
a lot, take advantage of this for the future. This Odu sends you
out to learn Ifa for seven years.

Ifa says there is an eggun that is fighting with you. If you
do not feed your head and do some other work, this eggun can
make you put your life in danger. There are spirits in your house
that are disturbing you and your family’s life. There are tricks and
traps. You are being watched and there could be death because of
trickery. If4 says this sign is called “You do not know?” This
means that you are being told the things that you need to know
and do, so that you cannot say later that you did not know what
you had to know or do. Ifd says the penis of the man speaks
principally. The man needs to have a special job done with the
length of the penis and various other things. If a woman, she, for
certain, has two men who belong to secret societies or religions.
You have a piece of jewelry or something from an Eggun, bring
this item so you can feed your head with it.

Ifa says you dream very frequently with an eggun and other
bad things. Feed your head to avoid the egungun taking you with
him. You are bored with life and there are even wishes of ending
it. The character of this sign causes all of this. You have many
hurdles in your life and you do not know how to resolve all the
setbacks. You have a lot to do with Oshun. You need to receive
Eshu if you do not have him, so he can help you get ahead. Ifa

Always walk
alone and avoid arrogance because it does not drive you any-
where. If your mother is dead, she is praying and helping you
from heaven (orun-ile) so that you overcome all difficulties. Ifa
says there i1s never any complete happiness because family prob-
lems always arise. The enemy wears a mask and works you from
behind. Do not eat quimbombo (okra). If a woman, you may be
pregnant and there are loses. Be careful and do not abort this
child. You had hemorrhoids and you will have them again. You
have difficulties with urination. Take care of your kidneys. Be
careful with the things of the Orishas and keep an eye on the
ilekes. Odu of loss. Take care of your sight because you may
become blind. Receive the warriors (ajagun). If you have them,
feed them. Feed your head with ori, efun, ekru.

One day, tired of working hard
and not seeing anything prosper from it, he decided that it did not
need to be this way, he was a diviner and not a cultivator.

He went to get a reading with the fortune-tellers nearby
and they told him that he had to make ebo with ewure meji, abebo,
akuko meji, eye-ile meji, a calabash with atare, a calabash with
ecru, a calabash with omi tutu, and owo. Qrdinmild got every-
thing he needed and made the sacrifice. When they finished his
ebo, they told On’mmilé to take the calabash with atare, ecru, and
the calabash with omi tutu. They also told him that he was going
to receive a visit from a stranger and that he had to treat her nicely
because this was important for him.

Orﬁnmﬂé went home and a little later, a stranger came to
his door and asked for hospitality. Ortnmil4 told the stranger to
step inside because his home was everyone’s home, who had good
character. The stranger told Qriinmil4 that she was hungry.
Ortnmil4 asked her what she liked to eat and the stranger told
him she liked to eat ecru and pepper. Orinmila went to where he
had the calabashes of the ebo and gave it to the stranger. She ate
it and then asked him if he had water. Qrinmild went and brought
her the calabash with omi tutu and the stranger drank it.

Meanwhile, the daughter of Olofin, the King, had gotten
sick. While Qrinmild and the stranger were talking, a messenger
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from the King arrived at Ortnmild’s house. The messenger en-
tered and told Oriinmild what the problem was. Qrinmild agreed
to go and see the King and his daughter. He told the stranger that
he was sorry but that had to go and see if he could do anything to
help her. The stranger asked Ortnmild if he had ashe of the herbs
and if he knew how to cure people. Ortinmild answered, “That is
the biggest problem that I confront in this.” The stranger told him
that, if he wanted, she could cure the King’s daughter.

Oriinmil4 said to her, very happily, that that is what he
needed. The stranger and Ortnmil4 left for the King’s palace.
When they arrived, the stranger told the King that she would save
his daughter but that she would have to become the wife of
Orﬁnmilé. The king, seeing his daughter so sick, told the stranger
that he would comply with this.

The stranger, who was Osun, told the King what she
needed and the King sent for it. Inno time at all, Osun had what
she needed in her hands. Not long after, the King’s daughter was
cured. The king then gave the stranger his daughter as he prom-
ised and the stranger gave her to Oranmila.

When Osun was ready to leave, she paid a call to Ortinmild
and gave him the secret to health. Osun told him that whenever
he needed her, all he had to do was bring these things together
and do what she told him to do. With this, he would never lose
the knowledge of curing and reproduction because she would mani-
festin this. This is how Osun gave the secret of health to Ortnmil4.

- today. They will tell you that Awos are liars and good for nothing.
Ogiin will take care of that war. Feed your head. They may try to
kill you, but your mother will save you. Be careful of a threat
with a knife. Take care of your sight. There may be an accident
with your eyes. Do not eat food that is sacred to your guardian
Orisha. You have a daughter in the world who you have never
met.

There are two enemies and a
woman who does not want to see you get ahead. This is the
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strongest enemy you have. If at all possible, do not go out at
night for seven days.

If4 says give thanks to Oshun because she is always at
your side. Your enemies eat and drink with you, they wish the
worst for you. You are desperate and nothing goes right. Give
thanks to Ogtin. Be patient. Everyone acts like they like you but
they really do not, they treat you with falseness. 1f4 says you have
an enemy in your house who does not have a wife. You have to
feed your head. If you have to take a picture for any reason, do
not let anyone have a copy; they will use it for witchcraft. The
people in the street are trying to throw you out of your house.
You have to analyze what is being told to you here. Do not bring
anyone to your house. Carry an nishe Osanyin with an akuco and
three arrows.

At this moment, you want to take a woman but you cannot decide
whether you should or should not. You have only one son and if
you do not want him to get lost or become a problem, feed your
head.

If4 says that you want to know something about the child.
There is an old man in your house who is the head of the house.
Be careful with the law. You will win an argument over money.
Take care of a pain that you get once in a while. You have a
woman and she is married. Your business is staggering and on the
verge of adownfall. There is a change coming that will bring you
problems. If you are going to have intercourse with a woman, do
it on an empty stomach or you may end up dying while having
sex. Look closely when you are going to cure a sick person so
that you do not exchange your health with his: he gets well and
you get sick. If you do not make ebo, your son will die.

Orﬁnmilé left and
went to the land of olorbo. He told them that if they wanted to
move ahead, they had to give meat to Ogtin. They did as they
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were told. When C)rﬁnmilé left, he took the people of olorbo to
the land of ecute and set them free. They all but wiped out the
ecute.

She gives the
best food to him. Your wife says that she treats you with scorn.

If4 says that you are being called to two places at once
and do not know where to go first. You did, or are going to take
an oath that, in the end, will come out well. If a woman, beware
not to take a wrong step because for sure, he will surprise you
and there will be a tragedy. There is luck coming your way, give
importance to this so that it reaches you. Oshun is with you and
says that you will have money. Be careful with your enemies.
You plan to go to a certain point or place. Before you do, make
ebo because where you plan to go, they prepared a trap for you.
If4 says you have an enemy who wants to kill you. You have a
relative who is very revolutionary, Shango will punish him be-
cause he does not listen to anyone. Give thanks to Shango and
Oshun because they have defended you; feed them.

This sign talks
about a man who has weak lungs and has to go to the doctor to
get them checked. Ifa says give thanks to Ortnmild and the people
that come to your house during the day.

After three days had passed,
feed your head and the first person to come into your house. You
have to make a promise to Shango. Avoid any tragedy you may
have with a woman, she will want to hurt you with something
iron (knife/gun).

If4 says the intention of your enemy is to stab you with a
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knife. There is someone in your house who dreams what you
dream; they also need to be read. There is a son of Orﬁnmilé
coming your way. Give thanks to the dream you had. Once in a
while, you dream about the ocean, this is because Orisha Olokun
accompanies you a lot. You have to feed your house. There is
someone who has a fever almost everyday or very frequently and
it always happens in the evening, For this, give adie meji to
Ortnmild. Give the children things from the Orishas and love
them all the same. Twins. There is a person who desires to do
impossible things. You will travel but will have many obstacles.
To you, night is very long. Marks phenomenon, fibroma, cyst,
and boils.

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them so you are not deceived anymore. Do not wash yourself
with a piece of soap that someone has given you or that someone
has used. If a woman, she has more than one man and it will be
discovered. There is someone sick in your house, do not dress
him so the bad or sickness leaves. You have a hard head. Be
careful with your feet and where you walk. Try not to know more
than you are supposed to know.

You will obtain what you want, but right now, you have
setbacks because of a woman’s harm. Leave the woman you have
in the country, the Orishas say, and reclaim your true wife. She
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(wife) has to receive Orisha. Do not turn the corner on the side-
walk, rather, turn in the middle of the street. Do not let yourself
be tied down because you will be harmed. You were sick because
of a woman once. Be careful that it does not happen again.

Ifa says there is a fight in your house everyday, be careful
that it does not fall apart. There will be a fire and tragedy be-
tween the family members. You threw out a woman a long time
ago and now you have another woman who you will throw out,
also. You like to change women, a different woman all the time.
If a woman, she has a war with another person, this Odu1 also says
there were or are three male lovers. She has one who is a busi-
nessman and another one who left her. So she went back to the
one she threw out.

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that is where your misfortune lies. You are in charge of a place
but because of envy, they want to harm you and make you lose
your job. Where you live, there is a woman who is always caus-
ing scandals, singing loudly and screaming obscenities. Do not
pay attention because she will ruin herself. This woman is the
daughter of Oshun and she had luck but the neighbors say she is a
witch.

If4 says there is a person who is cursing you. You may
have a woman who is older than you but you do not dislike her.

Be careful because they are watch-
ing for a time to kill you, you may end up in jail. Everything in
your house is going wrong. From here on, everything will get
better and the better will become unsurpassable. Wash your head
and receive the necklace of Yemoja.

If4 says you are in a jam and you do not have faith that
everything is going to be all right. Your mother is dead but she is
watching you from where she is so that nothing bad happens to
you. Feed this spirit. Be careful with the law. You rejoice on the
unhappiness of others and that is not convenient for you. You
will get three illnesses at the same time and will suffer a lot. Ifa
says in your house, there is a problem because of false testimony
you raised and you need to ask for forgiveness because of this.
Feed the Orishas. They are going to come and test you to see if
you know If4 for sure.

You have failed for, or to, someone. If you have a daugh-

ter, she has to live with an Awo. Three blessings will come to you
but be careful that you do not get arrested before they arrive. If
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you have a piece of white fabric bring, it to feed your head.

carpenter, to manufacture the drum. Idigbere was the first to play
it.

Ifa says you are a person of luck and money follows you
but there are times that it does not reach you. This is because you
have many wars caused by the jealousy you awake in other people
by your way of being (you upset them). It is prohibited to drink
with this sign. You treat the Babaldwo with richness. There are
spirits coming because of witchcraft from palo. Do not fight with
your spouse, and if you separate, do not return to that person.
Dizziness and problems with the blood. Do not have any dealings
with the mayombe religion, with spirits or let anyone from that
religion do anything to you. Ifa says give green plantain and
quimbombo to Shango so that he can help you win the war that
you have. Obatéla accompanies you. You were with another
woman and she just left you, but when she hears that you are with
another woman, she will return. She will return only for revenge.
So, does not go back to her because it will be your loss. In your
house, there is a person who has problems with their head. Be
careful that they do not end up insane. If there is mice in your
house, do not kill them, let someone else do it.

If4 says Ogun is angry with you. There is someone who
wants to put something into your drink. Feed Ogin. You were
the cause of someone’s death or you participated in it; this is why
there is a shadow by your side. You will have a child who will be
very enfertaining. There is a pregnant woman in your house who
has to receive Orisha. You have been vomiting. Once in a while
you hear noises. Treat the Babaldwo well. You are at war with
three people who want to hurt you. Ifd says do not commit rob-
bery even if it is a small one because you will be arrested. Do not
pickup packages for anyone because it may have something ille-
gal in it and you will be blamed. You will still be blamed after the
investigation and they find the one who was truly responsible. If
you have a daughter, be careful that they do not discredit her
(rape). You are thinking about going to a place with another

person where you could win a lot of money, make sure you split
the winnings. Be careful that you are not thrown out from where
you live or work.

[f4 says you like science; you will be an investigator. Be
careful that a woman does not tie you down. Avoid losing money
from your pocket. You will not be happy in your marriage and
you could lose your capital. Remove all unnecessary items and
old clothes from your house. Be careful with a woman who has
pimples or eruptions on her face as if she were a leper. You have
to receive the warriors (ajagun) and the hand of If4 (ow¢ Ifa kan)
if you have not already. If you do not, it will be your misfortune
and downfall.

History

After Oddudua arrived in the city of Ife and was crowned
King of Kings, he called a counselor from his court. He asked
him if there was anyone with the ability to prepare an instrument
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for him. He would explain to him how to prepare the instrument.
The counselor left and returned a little later with a man named
Idigbere. The counselor presented Idigbere to the King and told
him what he wanted. Later, Idigbere appeared in front of Oddudua
with the first drum (dundun) [ilu].

When Oddudua told Idigbere to play it, the sound was
heard by the other Orishas who came to see where it was coming
from. They decided to create a drum that could speak and also
call them. They ordered the drum to be made by a drum maker
from the town of sward. He said that he would make it but he
would not play it because he did not know how. When the drum
was finished they took it to Ortnmila so that he could consecrate
it. After that was done, they gave it to idigbere.

Idibe was a man of great mentality and he was Obatala’s
cook. He would always finish his chores early so that he could
retire to have a good time. He had a great love for music, dance
and women. Because of this, everyone in the house was envious
of him. They said that he did not work and he was very lazy.
They spread this rumor so far that baba believed them and threw
Idibe out of the house.

Idibe went through some really hard times, he did not even
have méney to eat until he arrived at the foot of Orinmild. When
Ordnmild read him, Idin Ogbe was the Odu that appeared.
Orinmild told him that people were envious of him and that they
had worked him in the air (used witchcraft) to cause him prob-
lems and harm him. He never carried the baskets to the market-
place and this is how they convinced baba that he was lazy and
arrogant. Orﬁnmilz’t told Idibe that he had to make ebo with a
basket from baba’s house. The ebo was made. He carried the
basket with him everywhere he went.
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Idibe began to sell herbs in the marketplace because there
was nothing else he could do. Every time Qbatdld went out, he
would run into Idibe and was surprised to see that no matter where
he was in the market, alley or street, he would always have a
basket with him. This proved to baba that Idibe was not lazy or
arrogant. Qbatdla made up an announcement saying that he needed
a man for work but he did not say what type. As they came to

Ifa. Ifa says to feed a charm that you have. You have to do what
you are told and you do not like doing that. War is being waged
on you'from below. Do not let yourself be entertained because
you will pay the consequences for this and you would not have
enough time. Be careful of annoyances from boys because you
work hard and they are just friends. You have gone hungry. You
have to receive Orisha in a hurry.

Ifa says that you will find what you desire or what you
lost.

Feed your head or make another type of ebo and then you will
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find what you desire. Give thanks to Yemoja, Ordnmil4, and to
the dream you had last night. Do not get wet in the rain or work
atnight.

When the king and his people of this land
went to consult with If4, it was announced that something great
and evil was going to come to the land. When the King heard
this, he asked what he could do to stop it from happening. Ifa
told the King that he himself would stop this from happening.

If4, agbonniregun, or Ortnmilé is truly the one who gives old age.
He is the one who gives long life.

If a man, do not
fight with your wife because she will do something bad to you.
If4 says if they send for you from some place, act like you are sick
and do not go. This person has a lot to do with Oshun. You have
to receive Orisha. There are problems with your head and you
have to be careful with your brain. Ifd says that one of your fam-
ily members will go to jail. Finding out rumors is not convenient
for you, there could be a fatal outcome. Respect your elders,
especially your parents. You have three lovers: one of them is
sick, another is jealous, the last is nosey or will come to you with
rumors. Never hit any child on the head. Do not pickup anything
heavy. Take care of your sight. The person may be sick and
might need an ebo done. So that this sickness does not pickup
strength, receive Orisha.

He had a really good harvest and when
the year was coming to an end, there was not any food for the
people. All those who made fun of Ortnmilé had to beg him and
pay him in order to eat what he had grown.

time. You have to make ebo for Oshun because she has a lot to do
with you. Do not be curious. Birth/abortion, this is why you are
sick. You are crying over the loss of a man and for the bad things
that they did to you. Ifa says you have family who is wishing evil
onyou. You have a man who has another woman and that is why
they do bad things to you. He/she will not feel sorry for you for
having a bad life. Constipation. You have to receive the warriors
(ajagun) as soon as possible. You also have to receive awofaka/
ikofa (ow¢ If4 kan) and Orisha. Have a mass for the spirit that
accompanies you. The spirit is a woman. You are jumping from
one place to another and your husband treats you badly.

If4 says you want to know what needs to be done so you
can have children. You have aborted a child and this is why you
have to make ebo (to the abdominal area) and another ebo so that
you can accomplish this. Every time you abort, it causes you
setbacks. The child you were going to have was your luck. You
did not realize that in the past, you played the lottery and almost
won. Whatever you are told to do now, do it. If you do not, you
will not progress. You are angry with the last Babalawo because
you thought that with only the ebo that he told you to do, all your
problems would be fixed. Ifd says someone you know is going to
die. Bury that person because he/she will be your luck. If you
play the lottery, continue to play because you will win. If you are
thinking about going to the country, first feed your head because
you will find your well-being but you will not remember who did
the wrongdoing. Make ebo so that when things are going well,
they do not slip through your fingers. If a man, his wife may have
left him. If she has not, he should make ebo so she does not leave
him, or so that he will find a better woman. The things that you
believe are at your reach, suddenly are not. This is because of
people’s evil wishes and thoughts that make these things disap-
pear.

There is a bad spirit
above you, find a way to get rid of it. (Find out very carefully if
the person is a homosexual, vicious or an adulterer.) Questions
with the law.

If4 says witchcraft of all sorts is being used on you. This
is why you are not moving ahead. You are not a tranquility per-
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son. You do not have any valuables because you sold them or
traded them for money. Sing to your guardian Orisha. Have a
mass for your dead mother (iya) or family member. When you
hear someone calling you, do not run out right away because it
could be your enemy waiting for you. You are of three brothers
or friends. You tell each other your secrets. One is more intelli-
gent than the others and has various women that all look alike.

If4 says if a woman, tell her that she is pregnant and that
she has to blow outward and touch her belly three times. In your
house, there is a person who cries and says they do not want you
to give birth because they are tired of cleaning up after everyone
else. There is a person who is going to die of a contagious illness.
Bury that person because your luck lies there. Be careful that you
donot goinsane. You owe a debt in the other world. Grab a hold
of your guardian Orisha and Ogtin. Note: this person has re-
ceived Ifa without the permission of his guardian Orisha.

You were employed
but now you are in a bad situation. You had a tragedy with some-
one. Be careful with the law. Do what Qrinmil4 tells you. You
need to receive nishe Osany‘m. There is a spirit behind you and
you cannot find anyone to help you.

Ifa says Oshun is reclaiming a debt, find out what you
owe her. Someone is going to betray you. You have a woman
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who is very jealous. Be careful with a pregnancy in the street.
This sign says that they are making a tie for you to tie down your
sexual organs. Someone has done something bad to you. You
have a bad leg and it is because of the job they did to you. You are
a person of a lot of attention but little patience. All of your busi-
ness is unfinished. You have friends but the day you need them,
they will turn their backs on you. Do not go up the stairs unless it
is an emergence. Ifitis, go up slowly.

Ifa says here that you cause your own problems. Have a
cleaning so you can win. This way, you will recover what you
lost. Women are your damnation. Be careful of a separation in
your family. You like to take things that are not yours and you are
very stubborn. For now, do not swim in the ocean. You are
hiding from someone. You will receive luck from the ocean and
move forward, but you must do what Orinmil4 tells you to do.

History

Ordnmil4 fell deeply in love with Aro, the wife of Ogin.
Every time that Qrinmilé took her out, she gave him hope that
one day, they would be together. Ortnmilé decided to steal her
from Ogiin. Orinmilé consulted Ifd. He was told to make ebo.
After the ebo, he had to prepare ide oogu, or in other words,
witchcraft with Osanyin so he would be able to intercept the witch-
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craft that Ogitin was going to send him. This, Ogtin would do as
soon as he found out that Ordnmila had stolen his wife.

Ortinmil4 took adie meji, eye-ile meji, ewe Ifa, owo, feath-
ers from the carpenter bird, and made the ebo. After he finished ’
making it, he took the feathers from the carpenter bird, prepared
an alms basket and put it in his pocket.

He went to the house of Ogun’s wife and told her that he
wanted to take her to a far away land. He told her not to be afraid
of Ogtin because he was prepared to intercept any witchcraft that
Ogiin wound send to them. Because she was so in love with
C_)rl’lnmilé, she agreed to leave with him and they both went on
their way.

When Ogﬁn came home, he looked for his wife. When he
saw that she was not home, he went to where she kept her things.
He noticed that everything she owned was gone, too. He went
into his backyard and grabbed his alms basket and began to call,
invoking the sound of the air. He then grabbed two instruments
that he had inside his Osanyin and began banging them against
each other, creating a special sound. This sound was supposed to
enchant or cast a spell on the woman who got away and the man
who took her.

When C)rﬁnmilé heard the sound that was following them
he grabbed the bird feathers. The moment he felt the spell taking
hold of him and not allowing him to move, he took out the bird
feathers and said, “Blue carpenter bird, take us home! Blue car-
penter bird, return us to our home! How could someone go away
on a trip and not return?”

After Orﬁnmilé said this, the magic that he had done made

both of them rise up in the air and take them where they wanted to
go. This is how Qrinmilé and Aro escaped Ogun’s magic.
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Pigeons, tired of being followed and killed by the birds of
prey, went to consult with Ifa. They wanted to find out what they
had to do to remove the danger that they lived in. If4 told them
that they had to make ebo. The ebo was made.

The eagle, who was used to preying on the pigeons when
he had nothing else to prey on, went to where the pigeons were.
The pigeons were warned by Ifd. If4 told them that the only way
that they would be safe from the eagle was if they moved their
home to the hen house.

After the pigeons made the ebo, they moved their house.
When the eagle came to prey on them, they mixed themselves in
with the chickens. The eagle had not realized it; he took a chicken
instead. The chickens and pigeons began to create a lot of noise
because of the confusion and woke up the owner. The owner ran
out of the house and saw that the eagle had one of his chickens in
it’s mouth. He shot and killed the eagle.

Since that day, everyone in town heard about how the eagle
tried to steal a chicken. The eagle cannot go near the hen house
without the town’s people throwing rocks and shooting at them.
This is how the pigeons were protected by humans and were al-

lowed to live in the hen houses and in the homes.

Re-
celve the warriors (ajagun), bracelet (1de) and necklace (ileke) of
Ortinmild. You need also to receive ishe Osanym for the war that
you are facing. Right now you are fighting to win a war and it
worries you a lot. Ifd says you have seen yourself in various places
and your wife left your house. You think about going to a certain
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place but there, you will be kicked out, robbed or even end up in
jail. This will happen because one of your enemies lives there.
The moment you arrive, they will cause you problems with the
law. You came here to find out how this trip will turn out. Before
you leave, you must make ebo and whatever it is that you have to
take care of, do it quickly. If not, someone will betray you.

If4 says that you could have a problem with your chest.
Do not show your husband, but go to the doctor. This is the Odu
of the spider that catches everything in his web. You have to
receive Orisha. If a man, receive Ifd when you can. There is a
woman who has miscarriages. If she wants to avoid this from
happening, she must make ebo and wear the necklace (ileke) of
Ifd. You have many women and many children with them.. You
like to drink but should not because this will be your damnation.
You will be a King, so, do not end up a beggar. Odu of damnation
because here, Orisha oko damned Idin-Ka for bad directions and
for promoting the disorder of humans on earth.

Ifé says, in ire, the person being read needs to touch Shango
and feed him. This sign speaks of ejo and how he wanted all the
women for himself. There is witchcraft and fights. Separate from
the woman you are with now. Be careful with the law and some-
thing that will scare you dealing with your business. There are
hard feelings. Be careful of betrayal on paper. If a woman, be
careful with a double card or two lovers because it will be discov-
ered. Ifa says someone offered you something and you want to
know if they are going to give it to you. If this sign comes with
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arun, do not tell the person who is being read or who is sick that
they will recover; this way, they will be cured. With ire, the
Babaldwo will find fortune, Olofin and happiness. If this sign
comes with ejo, there is a man who talks a lot and he wants all the
women for himself. You must be careful to whom you raise your
hand to. There may be witchcraft from the Congo.

If4 says there is someone in your house who is sick, that
person will die. You are of three brothers. If all of you do not
feed your heads, you will each die one by one before the year is
over. You will find happiness that will be brought to you by Olofin
and agbo. You will receive what you wish for but afterwards,
give a drum and food to Shango. Atnight, your entire body hurts
and you feel sick. Your stomach always hurts, be careful if you
spit up blood. Someone offered you a chance to help out in a
robbery but you said “No!” Be careful with the tools that you use
to work because you may end up killing yourself. Ifa says that
you are incredulous and you have death behind you. You have a
friend who gets along with you. Something will happen to you
and your wife will say, “It is your own fault, make sure you stop
seeing that friend.” You think you understand what you are being
told. You do not like to do what you are told to do, this is why
your life is falling apart.

The rooster wanted to be chief of an army, and the goat wanted to
be supreme king.

If4 says that whether you are a man or a woman, you have
toreceive If4d. The Babaldwo who is reading you is your spiritual
guide. You have a spirit with you who died by being burned, have
a mass of unwrapping for him so he is set free. The dead send the
person to get a reading with Ifd. You want to get something that
1s hard to get, you have done a lot and nothing has come of it. Be
careful of problems with the law that are headed your way be-
cause of someone else. Keep your eyes open because the person
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is involved with the government or knows someone who is. Ifd
says to make ebo with Qbatdld and feed your head as soon as
possible. This is necessary because your head is not fresh, feed it
with eggs of a guinea and vegetables. This sign states that you
want one thing and the Orisha want another. When you are going
to play the lottery or gamble, let someone else do it for you be-
cause luck comes to you by another person and not by you. You
want to be chief or foreman in a high status job.

If4 says use the money from the lottery to receive Orisha
because that is how they want it. There are three people in your
house who need to feed their head. Tend to Obatdld and give
thanks to egungun. You do not get along with your wife. You
came here to look for something but you already have it. You
fight with your wife and she with you, this is because you do not
think alike. Be careful with something you have hidden because it
may be discovered and it may bring you problems with the law.
You are sick and you have a problem with your heart and chest.
Everyone wants to be head of the house in your home, this is why
no one gets along. This is also why no one will allow you to finish
conversations. (Qbatdla says you are his cook. Your wife does
not want to do her part, this is why you fight. If this continues,
you both will end up without clothes or a place to live. Be care-
ful, they may raise false testimony against you. You have some-
thing that is hung up and made of paper, bring it to feed your
head. Odu of bad habits and sexual aberrations. Odu of envy.

History

Obatdla was really sick because he had not fed his head as
he was told to do. He had two servants: One who was bad and
wished for his death so that he could take over his continues for-
tune and another who was good and wanted to help baba. As
soon as the good servant knew that Qbatald was sick, he ran to
Oﬂnnﬁlé to consult with If4.

Orﬁnmilé read him and said, “You have come in place of
another person who is sick for being disobedient.” Qrinmil sent
him to do a cleaning with an akuko, four eye-ile, one hundred
little rocks, feathers from a parrot, merfil ecofilo, and atare. He
told him to take the ebo to the mountains to faun, who is the Eshu
that covers the sight of the Eshu of the house. He told him to do
this so that he sees that he did the cleaning. When the ebo reached
the foot of faun, he saw the vegetable brains and told him to feed
his head. This is how Obatala was saved.

With this sign, there is disobedience. You must take care

of your Eshu. Find out what he needs or what he wants because
the Awo may have his sight covered.

Because the ox did a favor for the dog, he ended up with his horns
tied.

If4 says your enemies make fun of you and laugh at you
but you will defeat them. Little by little, they will come to you.
Be careful so that you do not fall. This sign talks about three
women. There is a problem with Oshun. You asked for money
but they have not given it to you and you have to pay someone
else. Be careful that a pervert does not touch you. You have a
son who has to receive Ifa. If4 says you have a bad spirit on you,
find out what you have to do to get rid of it. This spirit was in
love with you when it was alive and wants to bring you problems.
You have to receive Qranmild. You will then see how everyone
who did not have any consideration for you will come to your
feet. There are people who think that you are trying to woo a
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woman and you do not even realize it. Three blessings are com-
ing your way, take advantage of this and receive Ifa. If a woman,
receive ikofa (ow¢ Ifd kan) and Orisha. Someone is going to
raise slander against you. A woman who is pregnant is going to
say that the child is yours, her husband will find out about it, and
there may be a tragedy.

Ebo: To kill the sex organs: cooking oil, scorpion oil, atare chila,
eight cotton balls with semen. Everything is then buried.

Ebo: Olokun: akuco meta, give your secret to Yemoja. Take
Yemoja out of her bowl and put her in a washbasin with water
from the ocean. Use water from the ocean only! Under the basin,
draw a straight line with honey and another with almagre. Ask if
it needs more stripes but no more than seven. Give the three
akuco to Yemgja around the stripes, making sure that no blood
enters the washbasin with Yemoja. In the basin, put one blue and
one red ileke. Afterward, clean everything, including where the
person is standing. Everything goes in the ocean.

Ebo: To remove a tie: a white ribbon, the length of the person.
One large nail (if sex organs are tied), rope made of hemp, etu,
and eye-ile meji. Make a bow (lasso) with the rope and put it
over the person, letting it fall from head to toe. As the rope is
falling and is almost at the feet, tell the person to jump out and
say, “Now I’m set free from this tie!”” Take the nail and chalk it up
and tie it. Start to untie it and say, “l am now untying ‘name’ from
the tie.” Take the bow of rope and cut it into seven pieces and ask
if Eshu will take it. If he does, give eku and eja to the market-
place and the four corners.

History

One day, Yemoja, the wife of Olokun, found out that her
husband had three other women. She began to think of ways to
make him jealous, to see if he would forget about the other women
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and stay at home with her. Finally, an idea came to her. She was
going to act as if Oriinmil4 was trying to woo her. He was the
only one that Olokun allowed in his house. So, she would use this
to her advantage to make Olokun jealous.

When Olokun returned the next day to his house, he found
Yemoja all dressed up. He asked her what she was doing and she
told him that if he was not going to take care of her needs, then
why should he bother asking. Olokun, who became insulted, re-
sponded that he needs to know everything. She told him that
Ortnmild came by their house and wooed her, he insinuated the
idea of sleeping with her.

Meanwhile, the day before, Orﬁnmilé had consulted with
If4 and Odu Idin Irete came. He came osorbo (ibi) with ejo from
the hand of a woman. He made ebo that was to be taken directly
to the home of Olokun. After he had the items together, he went
to the ocean and began to pray as he always did before he left the
ebo. While he was doing this, a messenger of Olokun appeared to
him and asked him what he was doing. Ortnmild answered that
he came to leave ebo for Olokun. The messenger gave him his
blessing and told him that he was very thankful, that If4 always
remembers those in the ocean.

When the messenger saw that Ortnmil4 had left, he took
the ebo to the bottom of the ocean to the house of the King of the
ocean, Olokun. He knocked on the door and Yemoja answered.
He asked for Olokun and Yemoja said that he was not home. As
upset as she was, she slammed the door, not giving him time to
give her the ebo.

Olokun was very angry about what Yemgja had told him.
He decided to go and talk to Qrinmild. On his way out, the
messenger knocked on the door. Olokun opened the door and
the messenger gave him the ebo and told him that Qrinmil4 had
left it for him the day before but Yemoja had slammed the door on
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him. When Olokun heard this, he asked the messenger if he had
seen Orinmild when he brought the ebo. The messenger told him
that Orinmild was at the ocean shore praying and that he spoke
to him until he had to go home. The messenger stayed there until
Orinmild was out of sight.

Olokun realized that something was really wrong. He went
to Yemoja and asked her to tell him the truth because Orinmild
did not deserve this. He told her that Orﬁnmilé even sent them
food. Yemoja understood and told Olokun that the only reason
she did this was to make him jealous. Olokun was upset because,
while Qrinmil4 was sending him sacrifices, he thought that he
had betrayed him.

Olokun told his messenger to get together many gifts to
give to Ortinmils. He went to the house of If4, gave him the gifts
and told him that their friendship could never be broken by any-
one or anything. Oriinmild answered “To iban Eshu.”
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Speaking: Orﬁnmilé, Eshu, + Acquitted for lack

Feed ti-
ile (the land).

The hen laid her eggs and believed that on the third Friday her
chicks would be born, instead the insects from the land ate them.

If4 says you are acquitted because of lack of evidence in
heaven. You have the blessing of being a good child and a good
father. Receive Orisha so that once you are crowned, all the prob-
lems that you have, the Orishas will see. Majority of your prob-
lems are put in your path by Eshu so that you come to the foot of
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the Orisha. You once had money or you won a lot of money but
now things are tight. You feel like you are falling but you do not.
The Orishas are going to give you a lot of money. You must
remember that you have to use the money to receive Orisha and
that it is not only you, but also, your third child must receive
Orisha and/or Ifa.

If4 says they have tried to tie you at various places so that
you receive Orisha, but the Orishas know what is going on. People
use a lot of witchcraft on you because of envy. By the short or
long of it, you will win. You have denied your guardian Orisha.
You are always fighting and you are very stubborn. You may
become insane because of suffering. You have to ask Qrinmild
about marriage or an engagement so that it does not fail. This
sign speaks of a false fetus, luck that left, robbery, and seating the
wrong Orisha on your head.

If4 says your husband has to receive Orisha also. This
sign talks about witchcraft towards all of you and that there could
be unhappiness. Do not disrespect your elders and do not lie to
anyone about who your Orisha is. If you do, he/she will punish
you and you will lose everything. Ask for forgiveness if you have
not already done it. You have to take good care of your family. If
not, someone will be lost. Oshun wants you to pay everything
you owe her. If you do not, she will continue to wreck things
(this may be the true Orisha for your head). You do not sleep
well. Tn your house, there are articles of Osanym or witchcraft.
You sleep restlessly and jump around on your bed, you must feed
it. Give thanks to Oshun and Oshosi. Your sickness is located in
the stomach and in your joints. You have a dead family member
who you have to have a mass for. Negative Odu.

Orﬁnmilé told her to sacrifice five eggs, worms, akuko
kan, two chicks, and owo. The hen heard this and sacrificed.
After that, she acquired good sight. When the worms and insects
came to eat her eggs, she saw and ate them. This is why the hens,
when they are laying on their nests, are always scratching.

You want to get married or you
are involved in one. There is evil to wreck your house and tear
your family apart. There is a person who does not get along in the
house and also a person with a double personality. Ifa says you
have problems with your sight and with hemorrhoids, pimples
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and hemorrhaging. Someone is going to tease or flirt with you.
Be careful with matters of sacrament and law. If a woman, she
wants to separate from her husband because he mistreats her and
is very jealous. You have two children and you live next to a
witch. Be careful with sicknesses. You think that your elders are
trying to trick you but all they want to do is help you.

If4 says you have a hard head and this is why you have
losses. Feed your head so that you do not get sick. All those who
court you will be doing you a favor. Call your mother because
she wants to give you luck. You want to move away from your
enemies, do it. You have a lot to do with Qbatdld. You woke up
without a cent. Your mother is dead and things are scarce, even
clothing. Do not disrespect your elders. Dress in white as often
as possible. An old man will ask you for a favor, do the favor. Do
not let rainwater fall on your head. Be careful, someone will wish
evil on you. When you left your house you got wet. Paint your
house white. Do not do anything bad to anyone. Listen to the
advice given to you so that you can triumph. Feed the dead.

Ashelu: Give obi meji to Ortnmild and do not move from where
you are at until the danger passes.

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may go to jail. Ifa says do not fight with your brother. You have
an enemy who is colored. They are going to send for you so you
can predict something. If you want things to go well, make ebo.
Listen to what your wife says. You have a problem because of
your obligations. You dreamt about your mother who is dead,
feed your head with obi meji. You are poor and your paths are
closed. Find out what the debt is that you have with Eshu or what
it is that he wants.

You should not lend out any of
your things. There will be an operation of the womb. Your spouse
is cheating on you. This sign talks about your integrity. They are
using witchcraft on you. Someone is bothering you. This sign
says that you have a secret sickness, or in other words, you do not
want anyone to know. The sickness is that you are impotent and
embarrassed to say it. You need to have a special job done so you
are cured. Put a lid on all the empty bottles in your house and
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have someone sweep the corners of your house very well. Ifa
says if there is someone sick in your house, that person will never
get out of bed because this person’s death is for certain. This sign
says your house will be ruined. Do not fight anymore because it is
not convenient. Get back what you have pawned. You have a lot
of evil eyes on you because of envy. You dreamt about Shango,
find out what he wants. You have two things on your mind that
have you uneasy. The most evil (iku) has come through your
door and would not leave without taking someone with him. Clean
the house with adie dudu.

History

There was once an Awo who was very stingy. His guard-
ian Orisha asked him for an agbo but he acted like he did not hear
him and did not give him anything. The Awo would boast about
how good he was as a diviner and he would even say that when he
was going to die, he would know.

’I/‘he guardian Orisha asked the Awo for the agbo because
he wanted to make an exchange with death. Death told the guard-
ian Orisha that he was going to pass through the house of the
Awo. The guardian Orisha told iku to give him a chance. On his
way through the Awo’s house, he should take the agbo instead.
When iku came to claim the agbo from the guardian Orisha, he
told him that he could not give it to him because he had asked the
Awo for it but the Awo refused to give it to him.

Iku went to see Eshu and told him that he did not want to
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get involved because the Awo had disobeyed his guardian Orisha
and not him (Iku). Iku told him that he was going to take the Awo
but he needed Eshu’s help. He needed Eshu to help him trick the
Awo so that he would not ask the rest of the Orisha for help.
Eshu agreed to help.

Eshu went to the Awo and told him that he had to build a
casket because he had already buried himself. Death was coming
for him so he had to kill a sheep and then climb into the casket.
Once death saw him in the box, he would leave him, and after
death left, he could get out of the box and put the agbo in it. The
Awo did this but when he climbed into the casket, iku closed the
top and took the box with him in it.

You have three children. One of them is darker than the rest. Do
not be hard headed so you would not lose. There is someone in
your house who is insane. Give thanks to the person who made
your ebo. If it was not for him (them), you would have been dead
because you were not healthy. There are three people following
you because of a woman.

Someone is following or watching you and that person wants you
to get thrown out from where you live. Be careful with the law
and with fire. You should not be ambitious because that is your
downfall. (This person likes the Awo). If says you have to tend
to Obatdla, find out what he wants. Clean your house because he
may pay a visit. Do not trust anyone, not even those who live in
your house. You walked on top of a grave, this is why you are
having setbacks. You have a relic that you opened and now you
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have to bring it to make ebo so that you would not die. Those
who live with you also have to have their heads fed so that no one
dies.

Ifa says you will have a child who will bring you luck and
happiness. You will have this child with a womanizer. Be careful
with a step that you are planing to take because it will bring you
bad results. Do not cry over money or misery, which is what you
are going through right now. Do not fight with your wife and
listen to the advise she gives you. Do not hang out with anyone
and do not tell them your secrets or plans. Even with all the
problems you have, you will beat your enemies. You are involved
in a big mess and if you pay attention to it, it will bring you big
problems. You have to receive awofaka or ikofa (ow¢ Ifa kan).
Do not treat anyone with falseness. Be careful of betrayal.

One day, the child who was used to playing near the river,
after hearing his father grieve over the fact that he did not have
anything, sat near the shore and began to cry. A fish appeared and
asked him why he was crying, the child explained to him the situ-
ation. After the child was done explaining, the fish told him to
follow because he was going to take him to a Goddess who was
going to give him what he needed so he would not live in misery
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anymore.

The fish took the child to the Goddess Yewa who lived
near the river shore in a cave. The fish told the child to call out
her name and he did. The Goddess came and asked him what it
was that he wanted, but the child was too shy to ask for anything.
The Goddess then said, “Now that I see that you are not ambi-
tious and I know that you need my help, these are for you.” She
gave the child a bag full of treasure.

The child thanked her and went home. His mother heard
him screaming and ran out to see what was wrong. The child told
her what had happened. When the father came home, the mother
told him that they were not going go through anymore hard times.
She showed him the treasure that their child had brought home.
When the father saw the treasure, he asked the child if he could
return and get more. The child told him that the Goddess only
gave it to him because he did not ask for anything.

The father decided to do the same. He went to the shore
near the cave, but instead of finding the Goddess, he found the
executioner of oro who was waiting for him.

Do not cry over
money or wish evil on anyone. Be careful with a mulatto or a
woman of color who is going to betray you. Be careful with a
sickness or illness from nerves and a sickness in your testicles.
You also have to be careful with problems in your stomach, con-
stipation, or your liver. You are going to have a war with a woman
of color, she is going to use witchcraft on you. Ifé says there is
someone in your house who bothers you or you have problems
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with. You have to receive the warriors. Be careful with the water
you drink. You have one foot in the house and the other in a
grave. Receive Ifd because you were born for this. There is some-
one sick in your house who needs to feed his or her head as soon
as possible. If a woman, she is Orﬁnmilé’s wife or ap¢tebi. You
are working on something that will turn out well. Ask Shango
what it is that he wants. Feed your head with Qbatdld’s bracelets.
You will then have to wear them.

If4 says be careful of a jinxed bird that your enemy will
send you. Trap it and bring it here so an ebo can be made with it.
Give Eshu a large fried fish with tomato. Do not cry about money
because luck will reach you soon. You are facing a lot of ob-
stacles. Be careful with fire. Ask for forgiveness from Oshun and
Shango. Qbatdla wants to help and give you good fortune.

He said, “Now, [ have
something to last me for the day.” To his surprise, when he cut
the potato in half, he found money inside. He was able to pay his
creditors and feed his head. Obatald was the one who left the
money for him so he would not cry anymore.
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Obatala was sick. He went to Ile If4 to make ebo. When
he was finished making the ebo, he put on his bracelets and that is
how he was cured.

mother wanted to, and did abort your brother. Now he is asking
for offerings and sacrifices. If you do not give this eggun what he
asks for, you will never be able to triumph. Every time you think
you are close to getting something, your brother’s spirit comes
along and ruins it for you. If you do not give the spirit what he
asks for, sooner or later, he will take your life. You are this way
because of threats. You have not been able to remove a person
from your back. There is a spirit in the middle. This spirit is
asking for revenge, this is why he is causing you harm.

/" 1fa says your husband left you or is leaving you for an-
other woman. You had a bad dream and it was that spirit that sent
it to you. Move or leave the house that you are in now. Be
careful with a man who is going to try to woo you and might try
it with money or with force. Do not give a coat to other men’s
wives because it will cause a problem. There is tragedy and gos-
sip about you. You are going to see something that was lost or
you thought was lost, it may cause an argument and make you
angry. Blood may even run because of it.
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If4 says you want to live with a woman for revenge, do
not do it because it will harm you. There is someone in your
house who drinks a lot. All the rumors and problems are going to
pass through your house. Move from there because the tragedy
will be big. You want to find someone, or want to hold on to
someone. You will be able to do this, but when you do, do not
treat that person with legality.

If a woman, she has
more than one man. The last one that came her way is the one she
should be with. Ifd says something is bothering you. Tell your
problems to Orinmil4 because he will be the one who saves you.
If a man, he needs to receive Ifa. If a woman, receive ikofa (owQ

you also like to be unfaithful. People are jealous of you. Orunmila
is the only one who can save you.

An effeminate wants to embar-
rass you. You have a bad spirit behind you, ask what needs to be
done to get rid of it. Ifa says that you have a debt with Oshun.
You had an abortion. You speak badly about the Orishas and the
religion. Be careful of a revolution. You almost fell in the hands
of the law. Give thanks to Shango and Ogiin. Do not ever hold a
knife in your hands because one day, you will bump into an old
man and he will curse you. This curse will reach you and you will
never be able to move ahead. Everything bad turns good for you.
There is someone in your house who does not like anything you
do.

If4 says that you have to make ebo so that all of these bad
things move far away. Be careful, they are going to throw some-
thing at you (witchcraft), or they are going to blame you for some-
thing. If there is a pregnant woman in your house, tell her she
should make ebo so that she and/or the baby are not in danger. A
person is going to ask you to baptize his/her child. People are
preparing for your death but God says he does not want you yet.

You do not like to be told what to do and do
not like doing what you are told to do. You once were the boss
but now the money you make is not enough. Harm to your sexual
organs. There are evil eyes on you. You are a person who is
unsatisfied with what God has given you, you always want more.
You are distrustful. Do not have anything to do with spiritualists
or with fortuneteller cards. You have a debt with an Orisha. Sick-
ness with the brain, stomach or sight.

If4 says that if you do not tend to Shango, you would not
come out well. There is crying and disorder in your house. Ev-
eryone wants to govern there. If there is not anyone to be the
head of your house, there will be damage done. There is someone
in your house who is late with her menstrual period.

Irosun-Osa tells the story of how, at one time, the Irinmole
or divinities conspired against Olédimarg.

They all got together and agreed to ask for Olodumare’s
resignation. They believed that one being alone could not govern
over all. They planned to see Olédumare and ask him to give
them the absolute control of everything, and he would have to
retire for at least sixteen years.

They proposed this to him and demanded that he give them
complete control over all. Oléddumare heard them out. When
they were finished with their demands he said, “All right, I accept
this but with only one condition, you must first prove that you are
able to do this for the first sixteen days. Then you will have com-
plete control.” They immediately agreed and told each other that
with their collective power, they could control the land without
any problem. They left very happy because of the way things had
turned out. They expected a really good outcome. After they
left, Olodumare went to where the universal machine of the sky
was and stopped it completely. This made everything on earth
stop.

After eight days of this, the divinities were in a tight spot
and in great confusion. They had tried with their powers to main-
tain things correctly on the land but to no avail. It was as if nature
refused to work for them. Because it stopped raining, rivers
stopped flowing. Fruits were born with their insides stuck to the
leaves. Potatoes were born, but did not grow; corn stalks grew
but the corncobs did not. There was not any sap in the trees and
they dried out.

You should not go
out at night. Do not separate because it is not convenient for you.
They are watching you to cause harm. There is an eggun with
you that needs to be removed with very strong work (with osorbo/
ibi). Ifd says you want to be greater than your husband. You are
sick and not yourself. Your wife treats you with despotism. You
have a venereal disecase. She wants to leave the house or your
side. Try to take control of her so she does not leave. If she does,
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you are going to go through hard times. Your wife or another
woman in your house is pregnant, but because of a problem or
argument you had, she aborted the child. Now, you have to feed
her abdominal area.

If4 says be careful with problems with the law. There is
someone who wants to clash with you because they believe or
they want to be greater than you. Do not be out in the street late
at night because it could cost you your life. You are from the
country. People are always watching your business. A dead per-
son asked you for something but you have not given it to him/her,
comply with him/her. If you really need to be in the street late at
night, make sure you wear a leather belt so that no one dies.

If you are a Babaldwo, there is someone at your side who cannot
be trusted.

People are preparing your death but Olofin says that it is not your
turn to die.

If4 says there is someone in your house who you cannot
trust, everything you do seems wrong to him/her. There is a preg-
nant woman who needs to make ebo so that nothing bad happens
to her. If osorbo (ibi), do not go anywhere even if you are invited
because they only want to hurt you. You are contradicted. In
other words, you want to do things but they would not let you.
You have wanted to take your own life. Be careful of problems
with the law and wars with witches. Sickness in the bronchial
tubes and the chest. Ifd says in front of your house, there is a stick
(poll) or a tree and that someone has done something bad to it.
This is why you cannot move forward. Your enemies want to
destroy you. You want to realize something that you should not
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do. You were not born to do it. Do not get involved in what you
do not know. If you do business, investments, etc., it will fall
apart. Be careful, there is war coming your way. Give thanks to
Ortinmila, Ogiin, and Oshun. You are in love.

If4 says that you are a merchant and your business is not
running well. Itis because you have been defamed a lot and have
evil eyes on you. If you want to prosper, feed Eshu. Be careful
with a sickness in the nose or belly (womb). There are times that
you lose your breath and your head is heavy. In your house, there
is frigidity. For the sickness in the womb, make ebo with pajarilla.
If you have problems with your mouth, be careful, it is not pyor-
rhea. You will not be able to get married until you first make ebo.
If this sign comes osorbo (ibi), the person is not saved.

Ebo: To get married: one jar of ori, two birds (one male, one
female), one cage, atana meji, eku, eja, owo.

For the opele of this Odu: On one leg: an akuco spur charged
with eku, obi, kola, osun, achivata, oyuoro; the eyes and head of
an akuco; ota, iman, limallas of all the metals. On the other leg:
llevaiwi, para mi, and beads of Ifa.

History

In the marketplace, there was a seller of liver stew who
had monopolized the business. He did it in such a way that only
he had this merchandise. Eshu took charge of spreading the word
around that this merchandise was bad and caused harm. When
the people heard this, they stopped buying his liver stew. The seller,
seeing that business was bad and his merchandise was rotting,
desperately went to consult with If4. Irosun Otura was the sign
that was cast. Orfmmilé told him to make ebo with one white
flag, akuko, a goat, and liver stew. The goat was for Eshu. When
he was finished with the ebo, he returned to his establishment and
put up the white flag. He then closed his establishment. He
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announced to all the children that he was going to give them a
gift, which was the liver stew that was left.

All the children accepted it. He then reopened his store
and began to pass out the liver stew mixed with the ones he had
made ebo with. The children took it home and cooked it. The
lever stew did not harm anyone, proving that the rumors were all
lies. After that, everyone began to buy liver stew from him again.
His business prospered. Eshu took charge of advertising for the
seller.

They prepared If4 for Ogin and Qbatdld, but were obligated to
return the opele and once again pick up their tools.

There is fire
and your house soon falls apart. You have a family member who
will be hurt or go to jail because that person leads a bad life. You
dedicate yourself to something from the government or you re-
ceive something from them. You are going to go to a reunion
where they will harm you. It has something to do with papers.
They have bad intentions there and they are going to betray you.
If4 says take care of yourself because there could be a falling out,
or a problem. You threw out everything you had and that is why
you are having a lot of hard times. Do not dream about money.
There is a child coming your way. People want to know your way
of living or how you live. Do not lend money because they will
work you with it. They are going to give you something (an
object) so that you can start a business, your luck will be in this.
You are looking for three things that you believe are impossible,
you believe, to achieve. If you want to find them, make ebo.
People are causing harm at your door.

If4 says someone is going to send for you in a hurry. Do
not go until the person that sent for you comes and gets you him-
self. This person does not want to stoop to your level or greet
you when he enters your house, even though, he does not want to
hurt you. Be careful that a woman does not tie you down. Do
not ever think of yourself as being more powerful than the others
because when you least imagine it, you will need them. They sent
you to do a cleaning, but you still have not done it. You will not
die'until you have your own house and money. If4 says that a
pregnant woman is going to come to your house. Treat her well
because all the good you do for her, Oshun will repay you. Give
thanks to Olofin. They are going to give you a lottery ticket that
will be your luck. Be careful with a tragedy where a knife could
surface.

Hunger is a bad counselor. This sign signals for the

Oluwo’s mutual accusations. To avoid this, give adie meji to
Orinmilé and do the ceremony of the food of Ifd. They are going
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to come to your house so you can show them something. Show it
to them because it will be your luck. Hatred for your elders.
Luck is coming your way through a daughter of Yemoja. The
person is not a believer. Remove the mist from your eyes because
it does not allow you to understand the reality of things. Be care-
ful so that you do not lose your crown. Give adie meji to Ortnmild
in the river. Clean the ikin together with the ones of your Oluwo.

History

The king sent for Orinmil4 so he could cast If4 for him
and make ebo. But Oriinmil4 sent the messen ger back saying that
he would not be able to come to his palace. The King answered,

him.” A few days later, the King had a bad dream where there
was a war coming and that he would lose his crown. He awoke
very scared and ran to the house of Orﬁnmilé (Ifa).

The door to Orunmila’s house was very small and as the
King entered, his crown fell off. He reached to pick it up and
Qrﬁnmilé said, “Obo oto achuero guani.” Orﬁnmilé told him that
because of the dream, he had to sacrifice akuko kan, etu meji, one
arrow, one rope, and owo.

THE ODU OF LUCUMI

Ortinmilé sent for a hunter to bring him one snake, one
monkey, and a lizard. He told the hunter to make ebo, but he did
not do as he was told. The hunter then left and entered the forest
to hunt. He searched for the animals that f_)rﬁnmilé asked for, but
could not find any. He then returned to the house of Ifd and
Ortinmild said to him, “Did I not tell you that until you make ebo,
you were not going to find what you are looking for!” The hunter
made the prescribed ebo and was then able to find the animals.

Oba-Ola cast Ifa. Ifa told him that it was going to rain in
seven days. An Awo told him to consult further because he had to
make ebo, but Oba-Ola did not listen. Seven days passed and no
rain came. He said, “I am not a diviner because what I announced
did not come to pass.” He then threw his Ifd into the river.

When Olofin heard this, he sent for him. Oba-Ola told
him that he was not a diviner and that was why had thrown his Ifd
away. But the same Awo was listening and said to him, “You have
to get it back, but first, you must make ebo.” Oba-Ola did as he
was told and went to the exact spot at the river where he had
thrown his If4 away. As he dropped the eko in the water, his Ifa
began to rise. When he reached number six, everything surfaced

and he collected it.

Itis when iku
is not ready that we can work Orisha. When iku is prepared, it
cannot be reversed, even with ebo. ’

This Odu speaks of fire over the person. Light a corn brush on
fire at twelve noon and put it out with omi tutu while saying, “As
I put out this fire on the corn, let Irosun Ose overcome my en-
emies (let Irosun Ose pass me).”

Ifa says that you have offended your ori. He/she asked
you for something but you have not given it to him/her. This Odu
states that you were told to make ebo but have not done it. Be
careful that you do not do something bad or something that will
offend your ori. Do not getinvolved in anything dishonest. Death
is béhind you, so hurry and get all the sacrifices done because
when iku is prepared, no one will be able to save you. Not even
with ebo. Ifa says you are eating with your enemies and they are
preparing a trap for you (or a tie). There are a lot of people who
appear to be your friends but they are not. If you come osorbo
(ibi), make ebo immediately. You are bored. There is a talisman
or Osanyin that is been abandoned. Evil eyes are on you that wish
the worst for you. There is economic and familiar upset. There is
an eggun that is upset with you, do something for it.
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Ifa says that someone is going to do something bad to you that
will turn good. There is someone who is fighting with you. Feed
Osanyin and Shango so that you can defeat your enemy. Be care-
ful with fire, there could be a large one that will start in the kitchen.
Your mother is worried about you. Take care of her because you
will receive luck through her. Do not despair, there is money
coming your way. You had a dream last night but do not be care-
less because you have a war on top of you, you are winning it
quietly.

A way to call to Shango: twelve matches, cotton, oil, azufre, epo,
and twelve ota. Put the ota next to the matches around a palm
tree and light it while calling for Shango.

Be careful with operations and the
law because if you have a tragedy with blood, you will lose for
sure. Do not have abortions. Impotency. You should not drink.
If a man, he has got to leave the women of the street. If a woman,
leave the men of the street. Receive Oriinmild and give a sheep to
Shango.

If4 says that you should not say what you desire. You will
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end up saying that the Babaldwo tricked you. Next to your house
1s your enemy. Be careful with metal shears and traps. Qbatala is
making you suffer because you do not take care of him. You have
pimples on your body and your head hurts always. You have
disrespected your elders. Be careful with a cough because you
can end up crippled (types of illnesses). When you are not miss-
ing something, you are missing something else, you never have
what you desire. Feed your head, which you have not done yet.
You will have a tragedy because of your brother.

[f4 says that you are running away from your enemies. Be
careful because in the tragedy, there could be deaths. They are
giving you a lot of fame as an Iyalosha because you posses a lot of
secrets. Take a dog that you have, put a leash on him, and take
him for a walk. Once you are far away from your house, set him
free so he returns to your home dragging his leash. Keep dogs
around you. The sick and the healthy are cured. You may have
anemia. Have a dog in your house to scare away death. Corrupt
blood in the family line. The person is gossipy. Person capable of
killing before being discovered. Game is the person’s misfortune,
do not gamble. Do not reduce the amount or cost of the job at all.
If you do, the Awo will be set back. The Eshu of this sign needs
dirt from a mine.

One day, a man went to consult with Ifa because he wanted
to receive Orisha. Orﬁnmﬂé told him that first, he had to receive
osun and take it with him to Qbatala’s house. Once he was there,
if they told him that OQbatild was not home, not to leave until he
saw him.

After he received osun, he went to the house of Qbatala
where they told him that he was not home. He said he would wait
and set his osun down. After a while of waiting, his osun fell
through the floor. Qbatala appeared thinking that the man had
fallen through the trap door. This is how the trap door was dis-
covered and OQbatédld had to come through with the man’s Orisha.

They had an argument and
Owonrin asked for his flowerpot back, which by that time had a

tree growing in it. Ogbe had to cut down the tree. Then, Ogbe
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asked for his chain back, which was wrapped around Owonrin’s
son’s neck and could not be removed. Ogbe ordered that the
child’s head be cut off.

If4 says be careful with an enemy who is causing harm
because of vengeance. You want to get married. Problems with
the law. You have a lot of trouble getting money. There is aban-
donment of the Orishas and of Eshu, but you need to lean on him
a lot because he is the only one who can help at this moment. Be
careful that you are not sent to prison. Do not get revenge for
yourself, let Eshu take care of it. Do not be stubborn. You are
sleeping with your friend’s wife. Ifd says a person is going to lend
you money but he will then forget to ask for it back. There is a
woman who is investigating you, she has your child. If youbump
into her, give her something because if you do not, something bad
will happen to you. You like to throw your friends and family into
the fire. You have a friend and people wish you would get into an
argument just to see you both separated. Make ebo. People lend
you things but you do not like to lend to others. You had a trag-
edy and since then, you carry a knife or weapon. You have had
problems with your child. Do not go out at night for seven straight
days.

Ifd says the house you are living in is really humid, it is not
convenient for you. Do not demand anything from anybody. If
they give you a yellow necklace or bracelet, do not wear it, itis a
trap. Wash your feet after you feed your head because you stepped
in blood in the street. If there is an argument in your house, do
not get involved, no matter what you see. Turn on the faucet and
let the water run. Do not help anyone because you will be setback
and the person will move forward. There is a sick child in your
house. You like gossip and talk badly about everyone, do not
continue to do this. Remove water with a basket. The person
likes to impose his opinion. Oshun says that you are sitting on
money. Always tend to Eshu.

There was once a farmer who had a large harvest of beets,
cabbage and yams. Everyone was envious of him. One day, Eshu
came to him and asked for food. The farmer did not know him
and told Eshu that he did not have enough food to give away.
Eshu left but he returned the next and disguised as someone else.
He began to talk to the farmers and told them that the King sent
him to destroy all the harvest because it was causing harm to the
people’s health. The farmer, who refused to give Eshu food the
day before became infuriated. He said, “T am not going to let him
destroy my harvest.” The farmer grabbed a machete and destroyed
the harvest himself.

The following day, the farmer began to think that maybe
he should have spoken to the King before destroying the crop.
He then went to the palace. The King told him that he never
ordered such a thing. The King also said that it was Eshu and his
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trickery because he was hungry.

One day, Eshu decided that he was going to cause prob-
lems for two very close friends. He dressed nicely but only combed
the hair on one side of his head. The hair on the other side of his
head was left a mess. When the two friends were standing on a
corner, Eshu walked right in between them. The two friends be-
gan to say how rude Eshu was for interrupting them. Then, one
of the friends commented on how well dressed Eshu was but that
his hair was a mess. The other friend disagreed and said his hair
was very well groomed. They continued to argue and began to
fight. Since that day, they are very serious around each other.

For this path, you should give akuko to Eshu so there is
not misfortune and so that tragedy does not come from the street.

Give food to
Eshu and Shango. You are or are going to end up in someone
else’s house. This sign speaks of pregnancy. The husband is not
in the house. They might steal from you something that is not
yours. It may be a woman, this could drive you insane. You have
a debt and might not be able to honor your word. You want to
find an object or a job that is hard to get. You have something
from another religion. Sickness in the legs and stomach. Ifd says
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if someone comes to your house and asks for food, give it to
them. This way, all of your problems will go away and war will
never reach you. Be careful with insanity and the strength of
blood. Grab a hold of Qrinmilé because he follows you. You are
different than the way you were before, and you are going through
hard times. Your guardian Orisha is taking everything away from
you, little be little because you do not take care of him/her. You
think that people have done something bad to you but they have
not. Itis all in your mind. You have a lot to do with QOya.

Ifa says feed a dead spirit so that things keep moving for-
ward for you. Your enemies want to wage war against you and
want to do something bad to you at night, but a person who has
blisters will save you. Do not mistreat that person. Make sure
that your children do not climb anything high and fall breaking
their legs or even killing themselves. Do not try to kill yourself
because of problems. The upset that you complain about is fre-
quent headaches. Your guardian Orisha is the one who is creating
the headaches so you remember him/her and your head. Ifd says
your feet hurt. There are pigeons close to your head. Steal one
and bring it to make ebo. A person in your family died with a
secret and now he/she wants to tell you whatit is. There is money
and jewelry in the way and that is why they have not told you.
You have a large load or you will have it. You are thinking about
a place that has hills. Feed your head. If you do not feed your
head, you will lose the war for sure. Do not fight with your wife
or companion. Ifd says that he who feeds the hungry, feeds his
own heart. God said, “I sent sickness to the world, but I also sent
the cure.” Note: the Awo has to be careful with his Ifa.

You are going to go to a reunion a
little drunk and are going to promise something that you would
not be able to do. You desire tranquility. You will prosper by
doing what you are told to do here in a few days. You have a
pregnant woman who will give birth soon. There is a strong eggun
that needs to be removed. Infidelity. To resolve any problem,
give rice with milk and salt, not sugar, to baba.

The smell of the bone attracted all of the animals including the
monkey with nine tails. While the monkey was busy eating the
bone, the man pulled the rope and caught him. He took the mon-
key to Olofin and in turn, Olofin gave his daughter’s hand in mar-
riage to the man.

When we do not have anything to
give, people do not visit us. Sickness is following you. Be care-
ful that they do not accuse you of robbery.

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ebo. Listen to the advise given to you. Give food to a dead
person that you are thinking about, this is how you will cure some-
one who is sick. Afterward, you must bring this person to feed his
head. After this person is cured, he will bring you someone else
to cure. But if this person does not feed his head, he will be killed
instead of saved. You will then find yourself in problems with the
law.

If4 says that you sold a piece of jewelry for money. You
act very silly when you are sleeping. You have problems in one
leg and with your menstrual cycle. There are times that you want
to go out and then regret it. There is a child in your house who is
sick and makes lots of noise. Feed your head. You have noticed
a bad stench in your house lately. Be careful because they are
putting bad things at your door.

Oshun wants to give you Eshu so that he can help
you.

If4 says they want you to do something that you should not do.
You had a business or store that you left. Do not go around
asking questions about spirits because you will get yourself in
trouble. You have traveled a lot and people have harmed you.
They would not let you move ahead. You want to do something
that perhaps is bad. Someone is going to give your wife bad
advise so that she leaves you and goes with another who is your
enemy. There is a double love interest, and it will be discovered.

If4 says your body is dirty. It has to be washed in the river
in a ceremony so that you can become clean. Right now, you are
going through hard times. You cannot find a job even if you did,
it would not last. Luck will come to you through a woman. There
is someone who everyone treats as if he/she were a dog. This will
be the person who will save you from something bad. You do not
like people giving you advise. This is why you are going through
such hard times. Do not fight with your wife so luck can reach
you. Someone is giving your wife bad advise. You will have a
child who will bring a lot of luck. You will see how your life will
change. In your house, there will be someone sick who will need
to receive If4 if he wants to be saved. You are a very wicked
person and a lot of people wish evil things for you, this is why you
have not moved forward. When you are not in jail, they are look-
ing for you. Do not hang out all night, it is bad for your health.

A dinner made of yams can still be hot after twenty years.
Which means an act of hospitality can still have its rewards after a
long period of time. Leave him alone, he who runs in his bad
character or evilness, he who follows you.

This is the Odu that came for aniwonikun, which means:
the malignancy in the body. Ifa told him that he had to change his
way of living so that he did not have to run day and night away
from his own bad character, or way of being. Ifa told him to
practice good character and to remove the evilness he had in him.
If4 told him to stop running like a coward and to confront what he
had to confront, which was himself. “Food can remain hot even
after twenty years.”

If4 says you should be doing things at the foot of Ortinmild
because it is the only thing that can help you, especially since you
have taken this path. Do not think that with one ebo, you can
triumph over everything. With this sign, you should be doing
things with the Awo constantly, this is how your matters will truly
be resolved. You have to receive Ifa because Orﬁnmﬂé 1s behind
you, waiting for you to receive him. If a woman, she will fall in
love with a man who will get her pregnant and then leave her. Ifd
says that you have to receive Orisha and the others at a certain
time. Do not travel into the country too often because on one of
the trips, you will become gravelly ill. Your happiness is in your
home. If you have not received Eshu, receive him as soon as
possible so that he can help you move forward. Refresh Oshun.
Do not lend anything to anyone. If you do, do not ask for it back.
If you owe but cannot pay, go to the person and explain to him/
her the situation, they will understand. You look for your own
problems because you are hot headed. Be careful of problems
with the law.

If4 says you are tricking a person but that someone else
will trick you. You lack needful things. They are going to send
for you. Before you go, you have to see how things will come
out. You will then go to another point (make ebo). Do not give
shelter in your home to anyone who is sick or needy because harm
will come to you. There is a person who visits your house who is
very dangerous or brings danger, this person is called by a nick-
name. If they send for you to resolve a problem you have with a
woman do not go, it will bring harm. Be careful of her husband
who is following you. You are of three brothers. You are going
to do something that will come out well. There is luck coming
your way, give thanks to Orunmﬂa Eshu and Osanym Play the
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lottery to see if your luck is there, make sure you buy the tickets.
If you win, receive Ifa.

Ifd says do not talk about the Babaldwos because Eshu
will close your paths. There is a man following you. Be careful
that you do not become pregnant. Do not make pacts with any-
one because you will be harmed. You have three women and
Ortnmil4 is angry with you because you do not take care of your
children. Do not take what is not yours because you will be ac-
cused of stealing.

There was once a king who would consult with a group of
four different Ifa priests. Once, when he went for a reading, they
told him that he had internal problems with his economy and that
sacrifice was needed. What the king wanted was for the people
of the town to give him last years taxes, which they still had not
paid. The king, who did not have any other alternative, made the
sacrifice that the four Awos had prescribed.

With time, the King began to progress once again. For
him, there was prosperity and abundance. After he was rich and
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happy, he stopped going to the Ifa priests so that he would not
have to share his riches with them. As time passed, things began
to fall apart once again. The King had no choice but to return to
the four Awos for help.

They ordered the King to give them one part of all his
riches and to make a large ebo with meat caught by a hunter,
turtle, fish, fly whisk, clothes, oils, and water. He did what the
Awos told him to do. If4 punished him in this way because he was
stingy and scornful.

Long ago, Obatdld lived surrounded by his friends. He
was extremely timid and did not know how to free himself of
them. Eshu offered to help him. He told the entire world to close
their doors at twelve noon because something bad was going to
happen. He told them that no one should be in the street and to
throw water at their doors. Once everyone was in their house,
Obatdla came out at that exact time and Eshu covered him with a
white mosquito net. They walked down the street with Qbatala
ringing a bell that Eshu had given him. In this way, Obatala was
able to go out without being seen.

This is the path the spirit takes at twelve o’clock, for this

road the second Odu is called.

One of your chil-
dren was murdered, you do not know who did it. When a medium’s
body is taken, cover him with a white blanket so that he may
speak. He would not speak with the clothes he is wearing. When
it rains, the son of Shango takes three mouthfuls of rain that is
falling and asks for whatever he wants to fix or overcome. Nega-
tive Odu.

Once someone gave a reading to a young girl who was
sick. In the books that were being used, two sacrifices were
marked. The first sacrifice called for two hens and owo. The
second sacrifice called for one rooster, one hen, one goat, and
money. The father took the daughter to the house of the one who
wrote down the smaller ebo and asked if it would save the girl’s
life. The Awo told him it would. The father made the ebo and the
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girl died. This happened because in order to save her, he should
have made the larger ebo.

Immediately, the man returned to the author of the first
ebo and told him that the girl had died. He wanted to know how
this was possible. The author said it was the fault of the writer of
the second sacrifice because he had cursed him. The father then
went to the house of the writer of the second sacrifice. He asked
him why he had cursed him but the man said he was innocent and
he could prove it.

He ordered that the girl’s body be taken to the market
place so everyone could see her. The Awos had made ebo that
day with one rooster, three dolls, four blankets, a rat, and igi. He
took a blanket and covered the dead girl with it. He then called
out to her. The girl answered, “You are innocent, you are not to
blame.”

Three people are arguing
with you and one of them may die. If you do what Ortnmil4 tells
you to do, it would not stop there. There is someone who owes
you and does not want to pay you back. Shango is going to
collect one way or another. Someone is going to betray you on
paper. Be careful with business and the person who does it. Lis-
ten to advice. People are very jealous/scared of you. Be careful
with the law. You may end up in jail. You are impatient and do
not trust anyone to help you. Ifa says if you have, let others have
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also. There is someone in your house who gets attacks. You have
to do what they indicate. There is a girl who is not a young lady
(innocent or a virgin). A person or a family member is going to do
something evil to you. Then, they will not take care of you and
there will be scandals and problems with the law. You are knowl-
edgeable about a position or profession. Others want to know
about it, too. They are against you, you have to do what you are
told. Be careful, they may discover the secret you have, possibly
with a woman or girlfriend.

If4 says you are always saying you do not care if you live
or die. You only say this when you do not have money. Your
guardian Orisha says that your whim is your damnation because
there are times that you wish you could fabricate money. Do not
get wet in the rain because you will get sick. Do not stand out on
the corner because you could get sick or hit with something. There
is someone who is going to die on a cloudy day. Do not leave
your Oluwo’s house. You have two friends who are about to end
up in jail. They have to receive Ifa.

Shango went to a place where he was having lots of prob-
lems. After he arrived, he began to play his instrument: Osono
bata. The people came out of their houses into the street and
began to dance. Great bolts of lightening started to strike the
ground, many of them died.
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There was a time when Qrinmild had a great many en-
emies even though he gave the Orishas whatever they asked for.
His situation kept getting worse because he always ended up with
more enemies. After the Orishas stopped some of them, the num-
ber of his enemies would double.

It was this way until lyan [san (Oya) came to him. She
told him that she was going to take charge of the wars but that he
should not offer her the same things that he had offered the other
Orishas. She worked differently and did not do things the same
way as the others. She told Orinmila to make ebo with three
baskets and a scythe. Ortinmild made the sacrifice. Iyanisan told
him that after she had won the war for him he had to give her two
hens. When Orﬁnmﬂé had completed the ebo, Iyan Isan went out
into the street and disposed of all those considered Orunmila’s
enemies.

The following day, Orinmil4 discovered that all Oyahad
done was cause a great disaster. He told Oya that that was not
what he wanted done. She answered, “It was the only way to
defeat all your enemies. The other Orishas had tried but to you,
there was no fulfillment.”

Ebo: Three baskets, a machete, akuco, epo, adie meji.

Oranmild cast If4 for the King of the land. The King was
told to make ebo with all the money he had put away because he
was going to become ill. The King did not want to listen. He did
not make the ebo because he did not want to see his money given
away as a present. ‘er’mmilé answered, “Ashe.”

Not long after, the King became very sick. There was no
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doctor in the land who could cure him of his illness. The King
then remembered what Ifa had predicted for him and the sacrifice
that he should make. He sent a message to Ortinmilé who came
and made sacrifice with the King’s money. Any servant who then
took a handful of the riches found evil in their paths and the King
became better.

Ortnmild told them that they could give a
larger amount of food. The owners did as they were told. Qrinmild
told them that everyone had to eat some of the food. This is how
Ortinmilé and his wife were able to eat. After they finished, they
continued on the road.
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After night fell, Orunmila’s wife turned to him and said
she was hungry again. Ortinmild and his wife began to talk and
planned to do the same thing they did earlier at the next town.
This time, someone overheard their conversation and ran to the
next town ahead of them. He warned everyone that there was a
lair and a thief coming and not to believe anything he said.

C)rﬁnmi]é and his wife arrived at the town and went to the
King’s palace. He told the King that his wife was pregnant and if
he wanted everything to go well with the birth, he had to throw a
great feast and invite lots of people. The King, who was a little
worried, did as Orinmil4 told him to do. The King’s wife soon
gave birth without a problem. He, in turn, gave Ortnmil4 gifts.

After they made the ebo, Ortnmila told them to leave town
until he took care of the problem. When the Orishas were gone,
Ortinmila began to prepare and work the magic that he would use
to defeat what was coming. A little while later, after Ortinmila
had finished, Iku entered the town of Ife where all the deities
lived. He came with his wagon that he was going to use to take
the Orishas away with. Iku began to look for them but could not
find any.

After Tku got tired of looking, he headed toward the house
of Ifa. Once he arrived, Orﬁnmilé told him to come in. Iku asked
him where he would be able to find the other deities. Orﬁnmilé
asked him who he was looking for exactly and Iku answered, “All
of them.” Orﬁnmilé responded, “Well, then, if that is what you
want, why not start with me?” Iku agreed and said, “Fine, I will
take you also.” When Iku tried to pick Ortnmila up, he could
not, the magic he had worked would not allow him to be moved.
Iku tried a few more times but failed.

Tku did not know that Qrinmila had prepared an Osanyin
named “Erunyantefe” that grew roots out of his feet and into the
ground and made it impossible for him to be moved. When Iku
decided to continue on his way and look for the rest of the
Irunmole, Omnmilé said to him, ‘“You were told to take all of the
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deities, if you were not able to take me, how do you think you are
going to be able to take the others?” Iku told him that it was an
order given by Olofin, and now he had an even bigger problem. If
he appeared in front of him without the Orishas, Olofin would
punish him. He needed to do something to avoid this from hap-
pening.

Ortinmila told Tku that he had a solution for his problem.
He explained to him that he had a sheep and a rooster and they
could be used to persuade Olofin to take them instead of the
Orishas. He told Iku that he would go with him to talk to Olofin.
Iku was convinced by Ortnmild’s words and they left with the
sheep and rooster to see the lawmaker.

When they arrived, Olofin asked where the Orishas were
and (‘)rﬁnmilé answered, “Tell me father, did you not assign me to
the world to put everything in order and mark whatever heaven
wanted?” Olofin answered positively. Ortinmila said to him that
if this was so, then, to let him deal with the problem with the other
deities in his own way. “You asked for the Orishas to be brought
to you, while this was going on, they were pondering what they
were going to give to you,” responded Ortinmila. He continued,
“I have brought to you today this agbo and akuko, which is from
them, and you without knowing had sent death after them.”

After Olofin heard this, he told Ortnmila that he was very
wisé and that he could continue to take care of the situations in
the world. Olofin also said that he would try not to get involved
in the matters in the world. This is how C)r(mmilé, with his knowl-
edge, was able to save the Orishas when Iku had came to the land
of Ife with a wagon looking for them.

Ortinmild says having a clean heart
is worth much more than having money. Contain your ego, and
do not make fun of those less fortunate. You talk a lot about the
Orishas. This is why your matters fall apart. Put a red parrot
feather in your hair. If a man, keep one in your hat. You are
tricking someone who is deceiving you because he wants to know
more. Put outside, in the backyard, whatever brings you prob-
lems. You came here because you want to ask about a woman.

Ortinmilé traveled to a town where the people were very
inhospitable. After the third day that he was there he, decided to
go for a walk and look around. He saw a group of people crowned
around two other people. He was curious. So, he decided to
walk over to the crowd. He saw that a witch doctor was trying to
cure a person by whipping him. Orinmilé asked why he was
being whipped and someone answered, “He is sick and this is the
way to get it out of him.” Orinmilé then cut in and took the whip
away from the witch doctor. He told him that this was not the
way to cure him. He explained to him that by means of sacrifice
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and cleanings, he could cure a sick man.

The man died not long after because of the beating. The
town’s witch doctor went to the King and complained that be-
cause Orinmil4 did not let him finish what he was doing, the sick
man had died. The King sent his guards to arrest Qrtinmil4 and
take him to jail so that he could be executed the following day.
Eshu, who was passing through the town, heard that a man was
going to be executed because he interfered with a witch doctor
and a sick man died. He became interested and went to visit the
prisoner. He saw that it was Oriinmil4 and went directly to the
king. Eshu told him that if he killed the prisoner there would be a
curse on his land. The king knew who Eshu was and when he
heard this he became frightened and released Ortinmil4 immedi-
ately. He and Eshu left the town and never returned again.

“The child never hears that old clothes die, old clothes
become strips,” “The old man never hears that clothes die, he
only knows that old, used clothes become strips,” “The child has
never heard that Olédumare is dead, he has only heard that the
used clothes become strips but never die,” and “The old man has
never heard that Olédumare is dead, the old man only knows that
the old clothes become strips” were the ones who cast Ifa for
Oloédumare. He was told to make ebo with very large, new clothes.
He made the ebo.

When the necessary ceremonies were completed, the large
material was put over his head and body. He was completely
covered. From that moment on, he was completely invisible and
immortal. People only hear about him, his greatness and majesty.
Because of his invisibility, he is called, “Olédumare, Oba airi,”
King of the invisible sky. “Olédumare, Oba Awo-ma-ri-’dii,” King,
who cannot be found even when you look for him.

In the world, people were going through hard times and
they lacked everything. Everyone noticed how people brought to
C)rﬁnmilé roosters, hens, and other items. They noticed that he
had an abundance of food and wealth. Shango, Ogtin and Oshosi
got together and went to see Ordnmil. They proposed a deal to
him. If Qrinmil4 fed them, they would collect food for everyone
else. Qrinmila agreed. He fed them, and they left to go to the
mountains to look for food. Ogtin found a goat and ate it. Shango
found a mouse and ate it. Oshosi found a turtle and ate it like the
others. They agreed that everything else that they found, they
would take to Qrinmil4 to be given to the people.

They searched and searched but found nothing. They re-
turned to Qrinmild empty handed. When they went before him,
Ogtin and Oshosi lied to him but Shango told the truth.

“Ana-pata” cast If4 for alarun on the day of the gelede
festival for amure plant with the ashe of sight. He was told to
make ebo with eye-ile merin, ecru opolopo, and owo so that his
matters, which were sour, could be sweetened by honey, and so
he could find happiness and prosperity. When they played the
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drum for the gelede fest, he stood next to alarun and pointed with
his finger. He said that alarun’s sorrows and sufferings were be-
cause he did not have a wife or money. He also said that from
now on, all of his matters would change. Not long after, alarun
found a wife, began to prosper and found prosperity.

“Aniguana has a very large mouth”; “Oshun, the Goddess
of the river, has a long irukere”; “Two serpents go up the river, a
fight between man and woman” were the ones who cast Ifa for
the husband whose wife could not have children. She was the
daughter of the lead egungun who dances fiercely in the night.
They told him that he must sacrifice one jar of water, one rooster,
and owo. They told him to take the ebo to the foot of the river to
the Goddess Oshun so that she could intervene for him.

When the husband went to the shore of the river to leave
the sacrifice, the water suddenly became rough and out came a
piece of brass. He then heard a voice, she said to him, “Take the
piece of brass home with you and put it next to my tributes, I'm
going to reward you, and your wife will have all of the children
that you desire so greatly.” With that, the waters became calm
again. A few days later, the husband’s wife became pregnant,
which made him very happy.

()sanyin was wooing Ordnmild’s wife. One day, he made
her a brew and she died. Back then, the dead were not buried.
So, (‘,)rlinmilei took her to the hills and left her there. Osanyin was
watching, and when C)rﬁnmilé left, he gave her the antidote of
what he had given her before. She came back to life. They went
away together.

Not long after, Orﬁnmilé consulted Ifa. He was told to
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feed his head and to move to another town with his son. When he
arrived, he consulted with If4 again and Ogunda Ogbe came. He
was told to make ebo with okra. He sent his son to the market to
buy what he needed. When his son arrived, he saw his mother
who was selling goods. The child turned around, went home and
told Ortinmild.

An Awo with this sign cannot give Osanyin to a man of
color because he may steal his wife.

Iyalode was poor. She was told to feed her head with
three balls of yam. Inside the balls, she stuck three arrows, bread,
eku, eja, and other ingredients. They told her to take the ebo to
the country and to walk until she became tired. At the end, when
she became tired, she ran into a man who offered her his home.
He told her that he would introduce her to his wife and give her a
place to stay. Everything he said was alie. All he really wanted to
do was take advantage of her. At the man’s house, there were
two other men waiting. When they saw her, they both wanted her
also. Before they touched her, they decided to eat her food. They
each ate the balls and died. Iyalode took advantage of the mo-
ment and began to search the house.

He said that the land was his and that the Awo was on
it without permission. All the neighbors saw him farm the land
and thought that the Awo was the owner. They gathered together
and went to court to take the side of the Awo. He became the
new owner of the land.

Do not pay attention to her. Do not raise your hand to anyone,
especially with a stick. You owe Shango something and this is
why you have setbacks. Give him what he wants and then play
the lottery.

If4 says there is a woman in your house who wants to be
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with you. This will create a revolution. Be careful that you are
not killed because of this. Cover any holes that you have in your
house. You want to go to a place where everything will go well.
There is a woman there and what she has reaches her marrow. Be
careful that she does not die. Give a sheep to Shango so he opens
your path. You have no strength in your left leg and you get
cramps. Everything bad that people wish on you, you will con-
front and defeat. This is because God is on your side, keeps you
company, and protects you. They may bury something at your
door. Do not carry or use weapons. You may be killed because
of a woman.

He or she is looking for you to thank you. You asked for a woman
so that you can get married. You have two lovers but still are not
married. You are walking around with a knife or a blade. You
have or will have a set of twins.

This person will do anything to getrid of you, even if he has to kill
you. You deal with a lot of money. You still have not done what
you need to do.

Your genitals swell
up. You want to move from where you live, you think you have
setbacks because they have done something bad to you. Actually,
it is because you have various thoughts (change your mind) and
you do not guide yourself through advice. You are going to re-
ceive a lot of money.

History

Osa Awure was a magician who used to do whatever he
wanted with the help of an eggun who identified himself with him.
He was the kind of person who never cared about anything, espe-
cially making a living, creating a home and having children with a
woman. One day when he went to sleep, the eggun told him, in a
dream, that he was going to have three lucky things happen and
those three blessing would be his happiness. The spirit told him
that he had to go and visit a Babaldwo so that he could tell him
what he should do about his dreams.

The next day, Osa Awure went to the house of a Babalawo
who was closest to him and he consulted with If4. The Babaldwo
told him that he had to make ebo and then take it (the sacrifice) to
the shore of the river. Osa Awure got together the items for the
ebo and left to take it to the river. On his way, he found a bird that
seemed like it could not fly. When he went to grab the bird, it
started jumping. Osa Awure followed and then the bird disap-
peared. The bird then reappeared with something yellow and shiny
init’s beak. The bird hopped up to Osa Awure and put the yellow
thing in his hand. It turned out to be an ounce of gold.

He then realized that this was a miracle and what the bird
was trying to tell him was that there was a treasure there. He
started to pull the plants out of the way and there he found a chest
full of gold and jewelry. Nevertheless, after the euphoria passed,
he realized that this had happened because of the dream he had.
He knew in his mind that he had to take the ebo to the river like
the Awo had told him to do. When he arrived at the river, he ran
into a young maiden who was in the same situation as he. She
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wanted to get married and If4 had told her to make ebo and take
it to the river. She was told that once she did this, she would
resolve her problem of trying to find someone to marry. This is
how she met Osa Awure.

After a while of talking to her, he asked her to marry him
and she accepted. With time, Osa Awure and his wife had chil-
dren. With the treasure that the bird pointed out to him, they had
everything they wanted. The bird came to live with them in their
home.

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Olofin ordered that the ebos or sacrifices that where ‘done, take at
least three days to manifest, because everything that Qrdnmila did
happened immediately.

If4 says that you are going to have a war because of a
woman. If the subject is a woman, then it is because of a man.
They are doing bad things to you to break up your family. You
have to take care of your children so that they do not do anything
bad because of vengeance. You had an abortion or a miscarriage.
Take care because they want you to be embarrassed morally. Also,
be careful with your business/money because they are going to
prepare a trap for you, or they are going to trick you with papers.
Be careful with another man’s wife because you may end up in-
volved in problems with the law or a tragedy. Also, be careful
with an iyawo who is just like QObatala and has the same name as
you because he may bring you problems with the law (it comes
from the history of the son of Shango). Give the Orisha whatever
you promised him/her or what you talked about because he/she
takes your word for everything. You want to know if something
that you want to do is going to come out well. Sickness of the
womb, nerves, heart, and broken bone.

If4 says you promised something to Qbatdla so that he
would get something for you, he did and you never repaid him
and now you want to give him something else. You need to carry
a rock of Shango on top of you and give a rooster to Eshu. Be
careful that you are not embarrassed at a place that you are plan-
ning to go. You feel sick in your chest. Be careful with a sick
person who is at your house. Do not go to another home and ask
how the sick person is doing because you can be the one who will
get sick. Do not take what is not yours. You have lost several
things. Be careful with the law. Do not talk too loud so that luck
will reach you. Wear the necklace of OQbatadld. It will rain some-
time this week. Do not hate or make fun of anyone who comes to
your house so that you do not find yourself with setbacks. There
is a pregnant woman in your house and she will give birth to a
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boy. Do notsteal. You want things in a hurry, be careful because
it could bring the law to your house. You are from the country
and you have family there. You like to know everything. Take
care of your wife because your true happiness is in your home.
Be careful with emotions that could be fatal to your heart.

History

This is the Odu that came out for the foreigner who had
just arrived at Yorubdland. Ifa told him that whenever he could
not take care of his matters, he would always have the help of the
heavens. The foreigner, who had left his land in search of fortune,
decided to go to another land. On his way, he found a basket full
of items of value. The basket was heavy and he was already car-
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rying a lot of things, so he decided to lay down and go to sleep.
The next day when he awoke, he thought he had dreamt the whole
thing but then he turned around he saw the basket again. He
waited in the path for hours to see if anyone would come by that
could help him, but no one came. He tried to carry the basket on
his head, but because it was so heavy, he could not do it. He was
at the point of just leaving the basket there when he looked up to
the sky and said, “My God, I am an orphan and I do not have
anyone to help me carry this basket.” Once he said this, a big
wind came and lifted the basket off the ground and placed it on to
his head. This is how Olofin helped the orphan carry the basket.

A frog was trapped in a hole and promised Obatéld two
hundred erin (elephants) if he helped him get out of the trap that
he had fallen into. The big Orisha filled the hole with water and
the frog got out. Instead of giving him the two hundred elephants
that he had promised, he gave the God of Whiteness two hundred
orin (songs). He told the baba that he had heard him wrong. This
is why, since that day, the frog sings after the rain. They also
crowned the frog king of the hole, even though after he heard the
news and he had broken his legs. He was drinking palm wine on
top of a tree and celebrating his new title before it was even given
to him.

Do not tell anyone
your secrets. If a man or woman, take care of your spouse. They
have indisposed you because of another person who fakes being
climbed (gun) by the Orisha. That person could be a godchild,
husband, or child. Do not throw your money away. Spend it on
things that you need (necessities). If a woman, ask her if she is
pregnant because she wants to know and she also wants to know
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if the young man that she is with is a good person. Ifa says that a
daughter of Yemoja will bring you luck. Your fancy could be the
cause of the problems between you and an older person. Do not
drink. Grab a hold of the Orishas so that everything goes well
concerning your problems. Have patience because you want to
do everything at once. Give Oshun what you owe her or what
you offered her. You want to fight with your husband but it will
cost you. Be careful that another woman does not cross your
path and take away your well-being. Take care of a small child
who is always sick in your house. Give thanks to Oshun and
Orinmild. Be careful of a fall because you may break an arm or a
leg.

If4 says you want to do something but cannot make up
your mind whether or not to do it. You have a lot of luck and
your enemies wish that something bad will happen to you. They
even want to see you in the hands of the law. You will win the
lottery. Before you do anything, ask Oshun what she wants. You
were in a bad situation. Do not be so persistent with women
because there was one who wanted to dominate you. Do not let
anyone put their hands on your back or behind you. Give thanks
to your mother and grandmother (in this Odu they save the Awo).
You are the type of person who is sometimes here and sometimes
there. They told you in your dream what you needed to do. Never
jump ahead and say “I know” because you will get yourself into
trouble./

THE ODU OF LUCUMI

Ifa says that you have abandoned a talisman. You may
have had a child who died or was lost at birth. An old man is
wooing you and he is your luck. Do not drink. Be careful that a
person who visits your home does not turn you in. Make sure
that you do not tell your secrets to anyone. You are always sad.
You have evil eyes and bad things on you. Respect your elders.
With patience and wisdom, you can win everything. There may
be a urinary infection, problems with the kidneys, ovaries or tes-
ticles. Have a reading before you go on a trip because you may
have to make ebo. Ifa says that you came here because of a per-
son who is sick. In this case, you are in a worse situation than the
person you came for. You want to know if this illness comes from
the hand of God, or if it is just something that someone wished on
him/her. They are going to turn you in for something that you
did, but if you make ebo, you may be saved. Your husband is
being unfaithful. Move from where you are currently living and
have a mass for eggun. If a woman, she is being unfaithful to her
husband. You are involved in a rumor. Do what you are thinking
about doing and do not talk to anyone about it. Just for talking,
you have lost a lot.

If4 says do not wish evil or renounce anyone. You are like
a butterfly looking for a place to rest, so you can accomplish what
you want. Do not be stubborn so that what happened to the mon-
key that sold Qbatala does not happen to you. You offered some-
thing dnd did not comply. You made something that they are
going to want you to destroy. There is a person in your house
who acts silly. Tell him to sit in front of Obatdl4 for a little while.
If the woman is unfaithful and she leaves with another man, there
will be continuous problems and everything will be destroyed.

Eshu told him to make
ebo with snails, coco, two tails, and red palm oil. He did as he
was told. Eshu told him to leave the ebo on top of the table.
When oya arrived, Eshu greeted her and told her to eat. She ate
and vomited all of the treasures.

Obatald had an enemy and he went to Ortnmil4 so that he
could remove the enemy from his path. Ortinmil4 told him to
make ebo with akuko, adie meji, eye-ile meji, and owo. Orﬁnmilé
forgot everything at his house so he could not make the ebo for
Obatila. A few days later, Obatala’s enemy got sick and Obatdla
felt sorry for him. So, he went to Omnmila’s house and asked
him to do something to save his enemy. Qrtnmild marked for him
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another ebo and the enemy was saved. If the second ebo is not
done, the person will die for sure.

The dog ran into the turtle on the road. As stubborn as
they both were, they decided to race and see who would arrive
first. The turtle went to Orﬁnmilé and made ebo with a bone and
a thicket of thread. He was told to leave these things where the
dog would pass by during the race. When the dog ran into the
bone, he began to gnaw on it. He figured that once the turtle was
near the finish line, he would just jump twice and win the race.
The dog did not realize that the thread was becoming entangled
on his legs. When he saw that the turtle was near the finish line,
he tried to do as he had planned and jump over the turtle and
finish line, but could not. His legs were tied. He lost the race.

A butterfly is an insect that lives in the country. Its colors
are so vibrant that it catches everyone’s attention. One day, the
butterfly went to the house of Ortnmil4 to consult with If4 and
this sign came. Orinmil4 told her that she was planing to goto a
place but first she must make ebo so they would not receive her in
arude manner. The butterfly, incredulous as she was, did not do
as she was told. When spring came around, she went to the city
and when the kids saw her, they armed themselves with boards
and began to swing and squash her. This is why butterflies would
not live in the city.

You must put the ide of If4 on your child. If a woman, tell her that
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she is pregnant. If4 says that this woman will give birth to a boy
who will be very evil, people will have a nickname for him. This
child will have to receive Ifd. Your enemies want to hurt you.
You have done something for Eshu but you think that you did not
do anything, and that it would not have any results. There is a
woman in your house who had a dream. Bring her to make ebo
so she will be all right. Also, so that she can do what it is that she
wants to do. Do not lie because it will bring you problems. You
are the son of Qrdnmild. Give thanks to a dream that you had last
night and give thanks to Eshu. Take care of the door that leads to
the street and refresh it. Be careful not to slip, fall or have any
other type of accident in the street.

You want to hit someone but do not because you
may kill him. Leave that problem for Eshu to resolve because you
may end up in jail. You have or will have four children.

If4 says to make a shrine for the twins and pay a promise
that you made to Yemgja. There is a person in your house who is
always fighting; a woman with a child who is very wretched. You
do not want anyone to find out your matters. When you left your
house, you ran into your enemy and he hid from you so that you
would not see him. Be careful of scandal so that you do not end
up embarrassed. You have money hidden away, or you will re-
ceive money from an inheritance. Be careful where you walk so
that you do not step on anything bad. Do not eat at anyone’s
house because there is a trap there for you. Give thanks to Shango.
Your wife is pregnant with twins. Take good care of her because
that is where your luck is. Your feet hurt. An eggun is asking for
food or a mass.

Ifa says that you have abandoned
another job and you should move from where you are currently
living. There is a pregnant woman in your house who is going to
give birth to a girl. In order for things to go right, she must make
ebo. They are going to send for you. Be careful because where
they want you to go, there will be a trap. If in the end you decide
to go, do not sit in any chair until you first brush it off with a
handkerchief. After you are done, throw the handkerchief away.
Do not sit in a chair that they offer you; choose another one.
They are waiting for you in another place but for good. Do not
stop anywhere without first stopping at home. They are wishing
evil on your house.

Ifa says do not disrespect your elders nor an Awo for any
reason because this will bring your death. You are going to re-
ceive some money that someone owes you. Feed your door so
that the good can enter. You are going to hear about the death of
a big wig in government. Give thanks to Eshu and Qbatdld. The
person is masochistic; he enjoys hurting himself. Betrayer, cheater,
ingrate. He fights with his Oluwo. He is arrogant and conceited.
He thinks he is better than everyone else. He has abused women.
He posses the power to assimilate his studies.

A few days later, the child be-
came very ill and died. With this Odu, you should not make fun of
the elders or anyone in the religion.

In
order for you to save them, you need to make ebo. You are a
Babaldwo. Take care of an Orisha that you have put away in your
house. You have to be careful with a family member who lives far
away from you because they have wished evil for you. Your en-
emies want to kill you. All of them get together to cause you
harm.

If4 says your enemies are going to send for you at your
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own house; be careful. Something is going to happen to you that
will make you put your hands on your head and cry a lot. With
time, you will have twins, an nganga and Osanyin. Be careful
with a relative because he may harm you. Give thanks to Shango,
Yemoja and a dream that you had. Do not despair over money.
Always have a small animal inside your house. You have three
enemies who are circling your house. God is going to send you
luck. You have much success in your matters, but you have to
receive Osanyin. If the person has his/her ileke, they are not
enough. He/she needs to receive Orisha. The person needs to
have his or her own osun as soon as possible; the base needs to be
of moruro.

Not long after, a very strange bird was trapped in one of the cages.
Obatala’s children, who were watching the traps, saw the bird get
caught. The oldest of the children sent the youngest one to get
their father so that they could show him the strange bird.

After the youngest brother had left, one of the others ap-
proached it to get a better look. He was surprised to hear the
strange bird speaking to him. The bird told him to open the cage
door a little because he was going to make him rich. The boy did
not want to do that. The bird did so much talking that he con-
vinced the child to open the door a little. The strange bird popped
its head and neck out, out came shells and jewels. The bird once
again pleaded with him to open the door a little wider. This time,
he said that he would give him diamonds and coral. The child,
who was very ambitious, opened the door a little wider and out
came diamonds and pieces of coral. The boy began to pick them
up. While he was doing this, the bird saw his chance and flew
away.

When Obatélé arrived, he saw that the bird had gotten
away and he became very angry and furious. He took a rock and
began to hit his son. In order to make him stop, the boy gave him
his ear. The child then went to consult with Ifa and Orﬁnnﬁlé told
him to make ebo with a drum. The boy made the ebo and began
to play the drum. This is how he trapped the bird again.

When you do not want to spend anymore money
on her, she will get angry. You owe money and you need to re-
ceive Orisha. Do not take your luck for granted because a preg-
nant woman will sell you a lottery ticket.

1fa marked ebo for
Shango, but he refused to complete it because he believed he was
stronger than anything. A few days after, he married Qya. He
became very ill and died.

It is forbidden to pass spirits (become mounted) with this
Odu because Otura Oriko sat in front of the house of iku and
watched all the moves that iku made. He learned how to revive
those who were in line for death to take away; he knew so much
that iku had to make a pact with him. Since that day, Otura Oriko
has not spoken to the dead.

If4 says do not be conceited and remember the Orisha.
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When you have money, do not spend it on alcohol. You do not
trust someone you know. Money is your downfall. This Odu
talks about two women who are fighting over one man. Do not
show anyone anything because it will be your downfall. Do not
do any favors because they would not thank you for it. There is
someone in your house who walks around showing his belly. You
have to do what you are told. If not, you will pay for it. Feed
your head now and again. If you do what If4 tells you to do, you
will live a long life. Love Eshu a lot because he can give you
everything or take it away, even your life. Ifd says respect the
daughters of Qya and Oshun. There is someone in your house
who is pregnant. She will have a baby boy and this baby will be
the son of Orinmild. Someone is going to send for you for some-
thing good. You had money but today, you do not even have
anything to eat. Give thanks to Shango. Feed your father if he is
dead so that he can give you luck. If you do not do this, you will
go to where he is.

He was the
only one that Olokun had given the knowledge and the ashe of
feeding her in the deepest parts of the ocean. The Awo got on a
white bull and rode off to the sea. Once he had arrived, he began
to pray to Olokun to part the waters. Olokun did so, and he
entered the sea to feed her. Olokun would thank him with money
and jewels.

One day, his brother asked him why every time he went to
the sea, he would return with money and jewels. He trusted his
brother and did not believe that he would betray him. He told him
how he would go and feed Olokun. He even told him the secret
prayer that he would recite so that Olokun could identify him.
After a few days had passed, his brother wanted to test what his
brother had told him. So, he went to the sea and recited the secret
prayer. The water parted so that he could enter. After a while of
walking along the path to get to Olokun, Olokun noticed that the
person approaching her was not the Awo that she had given this
power to. She threw him out of the sea.

/ A couple of weeks later, the Awo went to the sea like he
had always done and recited the prayer. After he was done, the
waters did not part. He tried it again but nothing happened. A
messenger sent by Olokun emerged from the water and told the
Awo that because he had told the secret to someone else, Olokun
had taken away his ashe. If he ever wanted to feed Olokun again,
he would have to do it from the outside because he would never
again be allowed in Olokun’s house. The Awo then understood
that his brother had betrayed him and that he had betrayed Olokun
by telling the secret. The Awo then returned to his home and
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never told his secrets to anyone ever again.

One day Shango, went to consult If4 because he wanted
to marry Qya. He also wanted to know if his marriage to Qya
was going to benefit him. If told him to make ebo so that the
marriage would be full of happiness and he could enjoy it for a
very long time. He also had to make ebo because there were a lot
of entities with diabolical plans that would try to tear the relation-
ship. Because they were in love with her, so that they would not
come after him out of anger and jealousy. Shango told Ifa that he
was not afraid of anything, and that he could defeat anyone of
them in a war. He also told If4 that he would show him how he
could destroy them. He refused to make ebo and married Qya.
After some time had passed, Eshu went to Ifa to ask if Shango
had made ebo. When If4 told him “No,” Eshu immediately sent
sickness and death to Shango and he died.

Do not trick a
young woman or your wife. There is a person that wants to take
something away from you. You are the type of person who wants
things done right and quickly. If they are not done this way, you
say that the work is garbage and that it does not work. That is
where you are wrong. Someone has wished evil on you. Ifd says
you dream with eggun and someone in your family is about to
have a tragedy. Be careful that a dog does not bite you. Luck will
come your way very soon. You will know a lot but you will have
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many setbacks. You will even end up living in someone else’s
house. All of this will happen to you because of your bad head.
Be careful of witchcraft that they are going to put on your head,
or of a child that they will use to put it there. You have a bad habit
of saying that anything that is done for you would not work be-
cause it was not done quickly and correctly. You are thinking
about going to a certain point [place]. Do not go because there
you will fail.

If4 says that there is a woman who has problems with one
leg. This is because she stepped on witchcraft or because some-
one blew bad powders on her. Your husband is younger than you
and he does not want to obey (he cheats). You have a dead family
member who is following you. Do something to have this stopped.
You have a talisman that does not belong to this religion. Be
careful because you may have a miscarriage. Do not live isolated
from others. There is someone who can feel your absence. You
owe something to eggun, find out what it is. The subject is asked
to change seats because the eggun is sitting there.

Eja did not want to make ebo because he said that the ocean was
three times larger than the land, and that he would always be able
to run away from man. Man made ebo and from then on, with his
knowledge, has been able to capture the fish no matter where he
hides.

[f4 says that you have a thought that would not leave you
in peace. You are going to ask for money but they are not going
to give it to you. You were told to do something with a four
legged animal. Make sure you do it because it will benefit you.
Ifd says it is true, your husband has another woman. You like to
argue but should not do it because you will lose for sure. You like
to read in the corners of your house with a lot of light. Do not
continue to do it because you will lose your sight. Your heart is
not set in any of this. You want a job done for you so that you can
ask for some money. Later, you would not want to pay it back, or
you would not want to pay for the job that was done for you here.
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Ifd says give thanks to your head and a woman. You are in a big
jam. If you want to come out of it, you must feed your head.
Tend a person who comes to you within a dream. Your salvation
may be in that dream. Another person will also come to you.
This person likes to drink. Tend to her and do not turn her away.
Be careful with the law and something bad that they are going to
do to you. In the long or short of it, it will become something
good. You will be made head of a house.

If4 says that you have to help your wife receive Orisha
because she has helped you out a lot. Be careful because you are
going to have problems with your sight. You went to get a read-
ing somewhere else. You lost an animal. Be careful of falseness
and betrayal. There is something that you believe cannot happen,
but it will. They took your money somewhere else without you
seeing anything. The sickness that you have is from God. If you
want to get better, you have to make ebo because this will be the
only way that you will be cured. There is bad that will turn to
good. Ifd says not to go to the marketplace because you may get
hurt. You have gone to different places to get readings but have
not seen any outcome. This sign marks betrayal from friends. If
a man, he must give thanks to his head and to a woman who is
with him. He must also help her receive Orisha because she needs
it and she is helped him out a lot. Do not listen to the rumors that
you hear about your wife because she is good and she loves you.
The problem is that you have family members who are jealous
and have nothing but bad intentions. These family members are
trying to separate both of you. If they succeed, you will return
with her. If a woman, she cannot continue to live with her
husband’s family because they will be the cause of her marital
breakup. They are jealous of her.

If4 says that you are sad and worried. A child could be
lost. You have lost a lot of good things. You have a jealous
husband who has a lot of children. One of them has pimples or
blisters all over his/her body. You must bring him/her to make
ebo. You should not go to drums or dance to them because it may
bring you problems. Never tie down a drum even if it is a toy. Do
not make fun of anyone. Give thanks to Obatdla and Shango.
You want to go to a place where people consider you a bother.
Ifa says be careful that you do not tie yourself down. You have
worked hard for what you have. Make ebo so that you do not say
one thing or another and then find yourself in problems with the
law. You want to go to a certain place to see something but you
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will have to get permission to see it. You have a son who will
have to receive Ifa because he was born to be an Awo. You have
several women and wish to have more. You have a lot of captiva-
tion and attraction of love. This is the reason that a lot of women
want to tie you down, so that you are not with anyone else. You
are thinking about taking a woman for a few days.

If4 says that you have a lot of problems at this time. In
order for you to be able to defeat them, you must give two small
drums to the ibeji. You are the type of person who knows just as
much as the person who is reading you. Tend to Shango. You
have to receive Orisha and then receive Ifd. You will see that it is
going to rain and thunder for seven days. Give thanks to Shango
and do not be afraid. You have a lot of luck but bring problems on
yourself. Do not drink or go to any parties that you are invited to
because you will bring even more problems upon yourself. Make
sure that you do not upset yourself so that blood does not run
from your mouth, or so that you do not cutoff your circulation.
Do not eat anything hot or salty. Your mother gave you some
advice, but you did not listen to it. You believe in only one Orisha
when you should respect them all. Do not sit in a chair or on a
rock where the sun can hit you. You owe something to Yemoja.
Listen to the advice that is given to you. Do not insist on getting
something that is too high up because you could fall and hurt
yourself. Aneggun is waiting for something that you are going to
do for him. Be careful around the door to the street. Feed ilekun.
You talk badly about other people.

If4 says do not do something to the point of exhaustion
because you may black out or even die. This is the reason why
you should not dance because you will want to do it better than
the others do. You may have a heart-attack, or they may laugh at
you and you will end up in a fight. If you are single, it is because
you have problems in your relationships. lyalosha or babalosha.

In this Odu, the trees: teteregun, araba (ceiba pentandra), iroko
(chlorophora excesa), and apa (afzelia) made ebo so that they
could live longer than the rest of the trees.

Iyewa (a river in the Benin Republic), was told to make ebo but
she refused to do so. She disappeared forever into the mountains.
This is why we sing “iwa-oku” to her. This song is also sung to
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those who leave the earth.

If4 says that you are at war with someone that you fa-
vored. Do not take things that do not belong to you. You will
have a business dealing with sales. Someone that you know inti-
mately will betray you. Avoid problems with the law. You have
something that belongs to another religion. Note: fix Eshu and
see another Orisha. There is a young lady in your house who
cannot get married because she was hurt. This Odu says that it
takes you a long time to get to where you want to be. When you
think you have arrived, all of a sudden things disappears. This is
because you need to make ebo and have a mass for someone in
your family who has disappeared. 1fa says that when you were a
little girl, you got so sick that you almost died. There is a curtain
in your house that you are going to have to make ebo with. Do
not smell flowers because you will have problems with your nose.
You are thinking about separating yourself from someone. In
other words, your husband. You are thinking about building a
labyrinth.

If4 says that you have a lot to do with Yemgja. You want
to tie down your husband so that he is always giving you money.
You are very proud but are going to have an embarrassment. You
went to a place that was not convenient for you to go to. You
tried hiding but they saw you. If your husband sees you, he will
kill you. You have to receive Orinmil4. Tend to Shango. You
owe something to Oshun and Ogtin. Nothing will go right for you
until you give it to them. If you see a beggar, give him something.
You had something bad happen to you and you have not been
well since then. Ifd says that no one will ever give you credit for
what you have done. Do not wait around for any type of thanks.
Only for those from If4, Olofin, the Orishas, and from your own
conscience. Take care of your blood, respiratory system, mos-
quito bites on your legs, etc.

Ifa says that you have dealt with spirits, Orisha and things
from the Congo, but everything that you try comes out bad. You
are trying to get money. Take care of your child. If you have one
somewhere in the world, try to send him/her something once in a
while. Olofin will see that you are tending to him/her. Do not talk
badly about anyone or fight with them. Leave that in the hands of
Olofin and Eshu. Tend to dead relatives of your family. Ifd says
for you to give money to your Oluwo. You have something from
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the Lucumi system. One of your family members gave you or left
you an inheritance, which is buried. There is an old man that has
seen where it was buried and he will recover it. They are going to
invite you to a house. Try not to go because after you leave, they
will accuse you of stealing. Your father is dead. You have a
daughter and should take care of her. If you want to win her over,
make ebo. Do not let her go near the river or get in a boat. If she
wants to be happy, she must marry an Awo.

If4 says give your daughter a cleaning after she has a scare.
You have nganga, Osanyin or mayombe and you believe that with
only this, you will be all right. Itis not like that because you need
to receive awofaka (owo Ifd kan). You have lost an inheritance
because you were not close to the elderly. Do not go out of your
way. You are a calm person. Do not leave your path for a trail.
Do not argue with anyone. Be careful with a sickness in your
head. Feed it. You are of three brothers and are the youngest.
You dreamt about your father who is dead. There is luck coming
your way from your father because you were the only one who
took care of him. Feed one of your family members who died
because he went insane. Ifa says that you will fracture a leg and if
you do not get it straightened out, a spirit will do it for you.
