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The Earth is actually a hollow sphere.

At right is an artist's conception of the theorized outer and inner Earth. They are divided by an 800 mile thick landmass made of sediments, granite, basalt and something (oddly) called plastic basalt. There are no North or South Poles as you know them. Instead of ice and snow, there are holes 1400 miles across which allow travel between the two "Earths".

Are you with me so far? Ok. Could this hollow Earth be possible?

It is currently believed that all the planets in the solar system (yes, this includes the Earth) were created by the process of accretion. This is the clumping together of tiny grain sized particles of rock and ice that were orbiting the sun. As these particles collided, they formed larger clumps which eventually collided and got bigger and bigger.

After some time, the size of these planetesimals became large enough that there was enough gravity to pull them together rather than just colliding by blind chance. The largest probably pulling the smaller bodies towards it. As this planetoid gets larger and more smaller bodies collide with it, it melts from the vast amounts of heat created by each collision.

The final step is differentiation of the planet where the heavy objects sink and the light objects float. This gives Earth its heavier iron-nickel core (which causes a magnetic field for those of you keeping score) and lighter oxygen-silicon crust.

When all that is done, radiation of heat occurs which allows the planet to cool from the outside in thus causing a solid crust to form.

It is believed that any molten planetoid of a size greater than about 310 miles (500 km) has sufficient gravity to cause gravitational separation of light and heavy elements thus producing a differentiated body. The Earth, at around 8,000 miles in diameter, is about 25 times this required size. Therefore, it definitely would have been molten and gone through the differentiation process.

The only possibility to form a hollow planet would be if the planetesimals were in exactly the right locations to have come together in a hollow shape in the first place.

Is this possible? Sure. The universe is a big place. I don't see why there couldn't be a chance that this might have happened. Is it likely? No way in hell. I don't know what the numbers are here, but you can be sure the odds are insurmountable. As an exercise in probability, try throwing a handful of sand onto a table in the hopes it will spell out your name. It might happen, but I sincerely doubt it (and this is far more likely to be a success than the odds against a planet forming as a hollow sphere).

Conclusion? The Earth has an iron-nickel core and is NOT hollow.

All planets are Hollow. In fact, what appears to be the pole cap we see of Mars, is actually the light of Mar's inner sun shining out of the pole.
This point is already moot, but here's an exercise in statistics for you in case you still believe.

Take the statistical possibility that one planet formed hollow and raise it to the power of the number of planets you think are hollow. I bet you'll find it difficult to even write those odds down on paper, scientific notation or not.

More on the inner sun in a moment. It's a doozy.

The center of gravity of the Earth is not at the "center" of the Earth but a sub-sphere or layer about 400 miles below the surface we live on. 

Ha ha ha ha ha!!! What?! ... Heee hee hee hooo ...

This is a really fun theory. It was concocted due to the fact that there needs to be a reason why the people living inside the Earth don't fly up into the sky. Remember, we get pulled down to Earth by gravity, but they are INSIDE the Earth and need to be pulled OUTWARD by gravity.

In truth, this theory only works half way. Those of us lucky enough to be on the outside of a hollow Earth would experience gravity as normal. The center of gravity for a hollow Earth would be the same as the very center of the sphere of Earth.

However, the inhabitants of the inside of the sphere of Earth would experience no gravity whatsoever. This is because the gravitational downward pull of the ground beneath their feet would be canceled out by the gravitational upward pull of that from the ground on all other parts of the sphere.

So if you were to locate a hole at one of the poles of the Earth and walked through it towards the interior, something very interesting would happen. As you walked closer to the inner wall of the planet, gravity would slowly lessen until you would no longer be held down to the ground. With no way to push yourself back down to the ground, you would slowly float into the sky. Eventually you would float all the way across the inner space of the planet and come in contact with the other side of the planet's inner wall, but it would be too late. At an average walking speed of 3 miles an hour, the trip of 6,300 miles would take around 87 days and you'd have starved to death.

In short, if you went in, you ain't comin' back out.

Oh, and by the way, if the Earth were hollow, the force of gravity for us outsiders would be nowhere near the 9.8 meters/second2 as it is now known. The currently agreed upon mass of the Earth is about 6.6 sextillion tons (6,600,000,000,000,000,000,000). Assuming the Earth were only a shell 800 miles deep, then the mass would be dramatically lower: more on the order of 1.32 sextillion tons. Therefore, gravity would be much lower as well since the force of gravity is proportional to the product of two masses being attracted, say a planet and a person.

There is a sun about 600 miles in diameter inside the inner Earth which lights it. 

Oh, it just gets better and better, doesn't it?

Let's assume the Earth is hollow and the laws of gravity have been changed to allow people to walk around on the inside surface of it. It can't happen, I know, but let's just pretend for a while because it's fun.

It is still not possible to have a sun only 600 miles in diameter inside the Earth. Why? Let's start with a common misconception about Jupiter.

Many people think that we could be living in a dual star system if conditions had been right for Jupiter to "ignite" and begin nuclear fusion. What they do not know is that it has been calculated that the smallest "sun" possible would have to be at least 8% of the size of our current sun in order to begin fusion of hydrogen into helium. Jupiter is one order of magnitude smaller than that (.8% the size of the sun).

So riddle me this, Batman. If Jupiter, which has a diameter 11 times that of Earth, is still ten times too small to ignite and become a Star, how am I expected to believe there could be a sun only 600 miles across inside the Earth?

North Hole? - The north and south poles are not what you think. Santa must be mighty confused
There are holes (around 1400 miles across) at the north and south poles which allow you to travel inside the Earth.
So you're telling me that a pair of holes in the crust of the Earth, each roughly twice the size of the land mass of Greenland (about 0.8 million square miles), have never been seen or photographed by either the people who have gone through them or any of today's advanced imaging satellites. And yes, some of those satellites DO pass over the North and South poles. Check out where 500 or so current artificial satellites are using JTrack 3D.

The intrepid believer, not to be deterred, will explain how the holes are too big to be noticed by a traveler passing through them. The slope of the entrance into the Earth is so gradual as to be undetectable to a person traveling on the ground.

That all sounds well and good, but we know better.

Upon beginning to enter one of these alleged holes, the effective diameter of the Earth would suddenly shrink to 800 miles. In the picture shown here, the shell is only 800 miles thick, right?. The explorer traveling on foot would notice a distinct difference in the curvature of the Earth were it only around 800 miles in diameter (this is one tenth the actual diameter of Earth).

Let alone an explorer who was not on foot; such as Admiral Richard E. Byrd who purportedly FLEW into the hole at an altitude of around 3,000 feet. Why would an avid pilot with thousands of flight hours not notice or mention anything as significant as this in a flight log or journal? You knew this was coming sooner or later, right? This photograph is the only piece of anything that could be associated with proof for this bizarre chain of theories. Let's look closer, shall we?

This particular satellite photo was published in the SUN on February 25, 1992, "proving" there was a hole in the north pole. The SUN is a tabloid, for those of you who are not familiar with it.

What they didn't bother to explain was that this is a composite of many photos taken by weather satellites and that the hole was intentionally cut out of it. How do I know this?

There are two types of weather satellites, Geo-stationary (GEOS) and Polar Orbiting (PEOS). Geo-stationary satellites cannot view the poles because they are always directly above the equator, therefore, this picture must have been taken with a PEOS. Polar orbiting satellites, which circle the Earth from top to bottom, do image the poles, but have a very small angle of vision (around 1,700 miles) due to their low altitude of about 300-800 Miles. So in order to take images of the poles, one would have to composite many, many smaller images to get a full photo, which is exactly what weather imaging involves.

What usually happens is that the photos are stitched together and the pole areas are cut out. This is because there are, on average, 28 images required to get a complete snapshot of the planet (many PEOS circle the entire Earth around 14 times per day). Stitching these image swaths together closer to the equator is easier because it only requires merging two images. The closer to the poles you get the more images it may require and the more distorted they become. For this reason they are often cut out instead.

That confirms the image at top as a composite of many PEOS images that have intentionally had the pole cut out of them.

These final two pictures were on a website claiming to have finally found the proof of the hole in the north pole. Now, I'm no meteorologist, but these seem more like photographs of a hole in the cloud cover, not a hole in the surface of the planet. (Incidentally, these photos were taken by the crew of Apollo 11 on it's return trip to Earth. See the Apollo Hoax conspiracy theory for more.)

Besides, I don't see any sunlight coming out of the Earth up there (Please recall, this is why there appears to be an ice cap on Mars. It's the inner sun's reflecting light.) Wouldn't that big ol' inner sun be shining up through the hole? Well, maybe someone turned it off to save on the electric bill.

The northern lights are actually the reflection of the inner sun bouncing off clouds over the pole.
