INTRODUCTION

The People’s
Princess

Lady Diana Spencer grew up as a shy young girl in
the quiet English countryside, yet in her 36 years she
found a way into the hearts of millions of people from

across the globe. As a graceful princess, a devoted

mother and a champion of various worthy causes
she became and remains one of the most adored and
recognised public figures of modern times.

In the days following her untimely and tragic death
following a car accident in 1997, millions across
Britain and throughout the world found varying ways
to pay their respects. A week later, thousands poured
into London to line the streets as her coffin made its
way to and from an emotionally charged funeral.

It was between these two unforgettable and historic
events that British Prime Minister Tony Blair
described Diana as the People’s Princess — perfectly
symbolising her unique place in history.

This is her story...

The People’s Princess was born as the fourth child

Diana became the couple’s third daughter after Sarah
and Jane, but sadly they had suffered unimaginable
heartbreak just a year prior to the new arrival when
their first son John died shortly after his birth.
Desperate for a male heir, the Viscount had been
particularly affected by events and the newborn girl
was a week old before a name was chosen. On August
30, she was christened at St Mary Magdalene Church
near the family’s abode.

The Spencers’ desire for a baby boy continued, and
with Diana approaching her third birthday they
announced the birth of Charles, who arrived on May
20, 1964. While it seemed as if the perfect family was
complete, the strain of losing a child and being so
obsessed with having a son and heir had begun to tell
on the marriage.

Diana’s parents separated in 1967, and she initially
lived with her mother in London. During the early

part of 1968, however, Lord Althorp won custody of
the children and subsequently moved them to their
ancestral seat in Northamptonshire after he succeeded
to his father’s title and became Earl Spencer in 1975.

Despite the emotional turmoil, Diana’s was a privileged
upbringing and the Spencer family had enjoyed a close
relationship with the British monarchy for a number

of generations. Both Earl Spencer’s and Lady Althorp's
mothers had served as ladies-in-waiting to the Queen
Mother, and Earl Spencer himself had been a royal
equerry for both King George VIl and a young Queen
Elizabeth II.

And the ties didn’t end there; the Queen was among
the guests at the Spencers’ Westminster Abbey

wedding in 1954, a highlight of the social calendar
that year; Diana’s first home at Park House was leased
from Her Majesty; and because the royals often spent
holidays at the neighbouring Sandringham House,
Diana was close to the Queen'’s younger children,
Prince Andrew and Prince Edward.

Education for Diana began under the supervision of
her governess, Gertrude Allen, before she attended a
private school in Gayton and then a girls-only boarding
school near Diss — both in Norfolk. In 1973 she joined
her sisters in Kent at the West Heath Girls’ School where
she excelled at sport, music and dance; although she
struggled academically and actually failed her O levels
twice. Her community spirit, something with which
she’d become synonymous in later life, also shone
through and she received an award for her work.

After one term at a finishing school in Switzerland,
Diana returned to London and moved into her
mother’s apartment with two school friends. Belying
her upper-class roots and education, she pursued a
relatively simple life and was determined to earn a
portion of her living as she took a series of low-paid
jobs as a dance instructor, party hostess and nanny,
among others.

Settled in London, Diana’s mother bought her a

flat in Earls Court as an 18th birthday present, as

her daughter started another new job as a nursery
teacher’s assistant at the Young England Kindergarten
in Pimlico. Described by her family and friends as shy
and unassuming, this comparatively peaceful existence
seemed to suit Diana, but it was not to last.

A year later, in the summer of 1980, a friendship with
Charles, Prince of Wales - heir to the throne of Great

Britain — began to blossom into a romance. Rumours
swirled about the relationship and the world’s media
set their focus on the 19-year-old love interest of the
world’s most eligible bachelor.

He was certainly not short of suitors, having had a number

of relationships (and several more rumoured dalliances) with
various acquaintances, one of whom was Lady Sarah Spencer -
Diana’s eldest sister. It was during this time, in the latter part of
1977, that Charles and Diana first met.

A romance was not initially on the cards, but the pair remained
friends. Three years later in the summer of 1980, they were

both guests at the same country weekend - Diana watching
Charles play polo — and it was at this point that the prospect of
a more serious union became apparent. They soon grew closer,
especially in the wake of the compassion and support Diana
offered following the murder of Lord Mountbatten, the Queen’s
cousin and Charles’s mentor, at the hands of the IRA.

The prince invited 19-year-old Diana on a sailing weekend to
Cowes aboard the Royal Yacht Britannia, and it was not long
before he took her to Balmoral Castle in Scotland to meet the
Royal Family. Queen Elizabeth II, the Duke of Edinburgh and the
Queen Mother all approved of Charles’s new sweetheart.

Despite the age difference, and apparent lack of similar
interests, the new couple seemed clearly smitten and continued
courting in London throughout the remainder of 1980 and early
into the next year.

After six months of dating, the Prince of Wales proposed
marriage to Lady Diana during a private dinner at Buckingham
Palace ahead of her planned trip to Australia. Charles had
intended for Diana to use the three-week break to consider his
proposal, but she accepted immediately.

By this time, public, press and media furore surrounding the
couple was at fever pitch. Still living in her London apartment
and working at the nursery, Diana in particular was the subject
of much attention - the world eager to find out more about this
‘ordinary’ girl who had captured the heart of the monarch-to-
be. Somehow the couple managed to keep their engagement
secret until Diana returned from Australia, at which time
Buckingham Palace issued a statement saying: “It is with the
greatest pleasure that the Queen and Duke of Edinburgh
announce the betrothal of their beloved son the Prince of Wales
to Lady Diana Spencer.”

With the engagement official on February 24, Diana left her
job (she was actually the first royal bride to have a paying job
before her engagement) and moved to Clarence House for a
short time, and then Buckingham Palace. Set to become an
official member of the Royal Family, she also began making
public appearances with her new fiancé, her first being a
glamorous charity ball in March 1981 where she was introduced
to actress Grace Kelly, the Princess of Monaco. And while

Diana tried to adapt to this new life in the spotlight, the royal
household brought together the grand plans for what was
being dubbed ‘the wedding of the century’ set to take place on
July 29 at St Paul’s Cathedral.

I n the blink of an eye and a whirlwind of romance, the

Her official title became Her Royal Highness the
Princess of Wales, and her role demanded appearances
at a succession of public events and functions. It felt

as if she was on a near-constant merry-go-round of
organised visits during which she would greet the
general public — often gathered in their thousands to
catch a glimpse of or even meet her.

Given that Diana had never craved the spotlight, the
young princess coped admirably and took to her royal
duties with charm and elegance that soon won favour
with the press and people alike. The Royal Family was
by no means unpopular at this time, but Diana had
managed to evoke something more.

She was just being herself — and that’s what set her
apart. Diana was at ease when meeting the children,
nurses and patients she encountered during her
various royal engagements to nurseries, schools and
hospitals, and they responded by singling her out

for affection. There was a feeling that she enjoyed
spending time with ‘'normal’ people, perhaps owing to
the fact her own life would never be normal again.

Yet she appeared just as relaxed in grander settings,
whether it was political formalities, significant
meetings or international tours. The height of the
hysteria came at one such formal event when she took
to the dance floor with actor John Travolta following a
White House gala dinner in November 1985.

Even more remarkable is that Diana had navigated this
intense period of her life while also starting a family.
The arrival of William in 1982, and Henry in 1984, was
met with great excitement, and the obvious love

and devotion that Diana afforded her children only
increased the adoration she received.

Growing up as one of four siblings, Diana had always
yearned for a large family and less than six months into
their marriage - on November 5, 1981 - it was officially
revealed that she and Charles were expecting their first
child the following summer.

On June 21, 1982, came the day the nation had been
waiting for as Diana gave birth to a son in the private
Lindo Wing of St Mary’s Hospital in London; the
newborn becoming second in line to the British throne
behind his father.

A week later, Buckingham Palace officially announced
that he would be named William Arthur Philip Louis —
and he was christened as such at the royal residence on
August 4.

Two princes

s the sons of Charles and Diana, William and
Harry were subjected to similar levels of press
attention as their parents — the spotlight shining

especially bright on William as the elder of the brothers
and the most likely to one day ascend to the throne.

While royal life had its incredible privileges, growing
up in such an environment was certainly a unique
experience and presented challenges to even the
most simple of day-to-day tasks. Diana, however, was
adamant that the pair would have the opportunity to
enjoy a much wider range of activities than would be
usual for a royal child.

During their formative years she organised her own
childcare rather than relying on a royal nanny, she
selected their schools and planned their outings — and
whenever her schedule allowed she accompanied the
princes when they left the confines of their home at
Kensington Palace.

Given the nature of their upbringing, William and Harry
spent a lot of time with fellow Royal Family children,
becoming close to their cousins Peter and Zara Phillips
and both Princess Beatrice and Princess Eugenie. They
also developed a deep brotherly bond themselves, one
that remains evident to this day.

by the time the 1990s dawned the marriage of

the Prince and Princess of Wales had irrevocably
broken down - a turn of events that was about to be
sensationalised by the world’s media.

The 1980s began with a fairy-tale romance, but

Newspapers, at first maintaining the perceived happy
marriage, suppressed any inkling of problems between
the royal couple - this despite the fact the relationship
had started to crumble as early as 1985. Their separate
lives had become public knowledge by 1987, at which
time the press had begun to report on the troubles
almost daily. Charles and Diana kept up appearances
for the remainder of the decade and into the start of
the next, but by 1992 the problems between them had
reached the point of no return.

In February of that year came the now-famous photo
of Diana sitting alone in front of the Taj Mahal during
her and Charles’s visit to India. It wasn't especially
unusual for public figures to pose solo in front of the
iconic monument - Charles himself had done so 12
years earlier; the princess however cut a lonely and
isolated figure, and the image became the first public
evidence that while the formal union was still in effect
the relationship was in fact at an end.

It took just a few further months for the full details to
emerge, many of them being aired with the publication
of Diana: Her True Story — a book by royal biographer
Andrew Morton. The pages gave an unprecedented
insight into the royal marriage and Diana’s life, the
most shocking revelations being Charles’s affair

with former girlfriend Camilla Parker-Bowles and the
princess’s own extra-marital relationship with Major
James Hewitt. The book also told of Diana’s battle with
bulimia and thoughts of suicide.

Later in the year the royal couple embarked on a state
visit to South Korea where it was painfully apparent
that they had grown distant. In news met with little

Andrew Morton'’s controversial biography of
Diana was released in May 1992, and was
the first major public insight into the saga
that eventually resulted in her and Charles’s
divorce.

surprise, Prime Minister John Major announced to
the British Parliament in December that they were to
formally separate.

The period that followed, through until their divorce
became official on August 28, 1996, saw the British
Royal Family at its lowest ebb of modern times - the
scandal of Charles’s affair reflecting badly on the
institution. The separation and divorce of Prince
Andrew and the Duchess of York, and Princess Anne
and Captain Mark Phillips did not help matters.

Charles sought to improve his and the monarchy’s
publicimage in a televised interview with broadcaster
Jonathan Dimbleby in June 1994, during which he
confirmed the stories about the rekindling of his
romance with Mrs Parker-Bowles while he was still
with Diana. While the PR exercise went some way

to countering the criticism, the goodwill Diana had
built - combined with her own adept ability to project
a favourable public persona — meant she retained

her immense popularity. For many in the public, and
particularly in the press, it was a case of taking sides.

In response to the Prince of Wales, Diana appeared on
BBC's Panorama programme in November 1995 for
aremarkably open discussion with journalist Martin
Bashir. Millions across the UK tuned in to hear the
princess describe her post-natal depression, intimate
details of the breakdown between her and Charles,
her tense relationship with other members of the
Royal Family and a stunning claim that her estranged
husband didn’t really want to become king.

Diana also revealed that she didn’t expect to ever
become queen, but on the subject of her own future
expressed a desire to become what she described as a
“queen in people’s hearts”. In the months before and
after the divorce was confirmed she set about defining
exactly what her new role would entail as Diana,
Princess of Wales.

While Diana might have felt that the press attention she received would
lessen in the wake of her separation and subsequent divorce from the
Prince of Wales, it was in fact the opposite. The media was obsessed

with her, conveying her every move, and in the summer of 1997 the
coverage went into overdrive as speculation mounted that she was
romantically involved with Egyptian businessman Dodi Fayed — son of
former Harrods owner Mohamed Al-Fayed. On August 21, 1997, reporters
and photographers followed Diana as she left her gym — the princess
saying nothing in response to questions about the relationship. Soon after,
she joined Dodi in the south of France having accepted his invitation to
holiday with him and his family at a private compound.

A champion

ommunity and giving had
been important to Diana
from an early age, and she
backed a number of organisations
in her official capacity as Her Royal
Highness the Princess of Wales.
Yet it wasn't a role confined just
to committee rooms — she made
several lengthy visits each week
to the Royal Brompton Hospital
where she helped comfort patients
who were seriously or terminally ill.

The way in which Diana tackled
the important issues also made
people sit up and take notice -
and she was, very shrewdly, able
to maximise the exposure for the
causes closest to her heart.

She became one of the first major
public figures, and certainly the
first royal, to broach the subject of
AIDS at a time when uncertainty
and misinformation about the
condition was prevalent. In 1991,
she met with residents of an

AIDS hospice in Canada and was
pictured without gloves shaking
the hand of a patient — a simple act
that was responsible for removing
many unwarranted prejudices.

It wasn't the first time she had
made such a statement either; in
1989 she was praised for publicly
shaking hands with people
affected by leprosy, dispelling
myths about the disease.

Such kindness and compassion
shown to people in need only
deepened the affection the

public felt for her, and charitable
pursuits remained one of her major
passions after the breakdown of
her marriage.

However, in her new role she'd
have to find different ways to go
about tackling the problems of the
world. The day after her divorce
she announced her resignation
from more than 100 positions to
focus her time and resources on
a smaller selection of groups and
causes — AIDS, landmines, cancer,
mental health and homelessness
being the most notable.

For
better or worse, it was a level of fame she
maintained for the rest of her life.

Her every style statement — and
occasional fashion faux pas — was
followed, pored over, dissected and
copied as soon as she burst on to the
world stage as Charles’s bride-to-be, and
women worldwide tried desperately to
replicate her inimitable style in the years
that ensued. In the eyes of the people
she was the perfect princess, and so

she became the perfect wife, then the
perfect mother.

Whether it was the British tabloids,
international newspapers or global
magazines, the press wanted to tell her
story and feature her on their cover.
Her free spirit and unmistakable charm
certainly made for many a memorable
moment, both when she was with the
Prince of Wales and in her life after.

Diana broke the mould for how a
member of the Royal Family should
behave, and gave the institution a
much-needed injection of modernism
with her willingness to indulge in and
interact with popular culture rather than
be removed from it. She never seemed
totally at ease with the attention lavished
upon her, but it cannot be denied that
she embraced her celebrity status. She
was certainly able to use it to enhance
her own image when needed, and give
exposure to the various causes with
which she was associated.

Behind that intelligent promotion,
however, what truly endeared Diana to
the people who followed her was that
she stayed true to her roots. For all the
experiences she had, in a life that few
of us can imagine living, she somehow
continued to be ‘one of our own’".

Even when images appeared of her

at a high-powered global function

or glitzy ceremony attended by the
world’s richest and most powerful, there
remained a perception that she was still
just that quiet, shy and humble young
princess who had captured so many
hearts all those years before.

It was this remarkable feat that
maintained her connection with the
British people, and with those from
countries all over the world. She did it
in a way that no one had before, and
perhaps no one has since.

Tragedy in Paris

s Diana, accompanied by Dodi Fayed, left the
AHéteI Ritz Paris in the very early hours of Sunday,
August 31, no one could have predicted or

imagined the events about to unfold.

In an attempt to flee paparazzi attention, Diana and
Dodi were driven out of the hotel at around 12.20am
by the Ritz's deputy head of security Henri Paul. Also
in the car was Trevor Rees-Jones of the Fayed family’s
personal protection team. Heading for an apartment
in Rue Arsene Houssaye, the car made its way along
the banks of the River Seine and towards the Place de
I’Alma underpass.

About three minutes into the journey Henri Paul lost
control of the vehicle, which swerved across the two-
lane carriageway and collided head-on with a pillar
supporting the roof. The car then spun and hit the wall
of the underpass — the combination of both impacts
causing massive damage, particularly to the front half.

Photographers that had been following the foursome
were the first to reach the scene. Some attempted to
help; others, incredulously, continued to take pictures
despite the horrific scenes they encountered. Once
emergency services had arrived, both Dodi Fayed and
Henri Paul were pronounced dead at the scene.

Trevor Rees-Jones, who would be the only survivor, was
still conscious but had suffered several serious injuries
and lacerations to his face. It’s believed that Diana was
also conscious when she was first found, and by 1am
she had been removed from the car ready for transport
to a medical facility. At that time she went into cardiac
arrest, paramedics working vigorously to get her heart
beating. She arrived at Pitié-Salpétriére Hospital at
2.06am, but despite continued attempts to save her life
the injuries she’'d sustained proved to be fatal. Diana
passed away at 4am.

As the darkness of early morning turned into daybreak,
the shocking and sobering news began to filter out
into Britain and the wider world as senior figures such
as Prime Minister Tony Blair appeared on TV to speak
to the nation. Senior representatives of the French
government, including Bernadette Chirac - wife of
President Jacques Chirac - visited the hospital to pay
their last respects, while the Anglican Archdeacon of
France, Father Martin Draper, attended Diana’s hospital
room and said commendatory prayers.

Later that same day, the Prince of Wales arrived in the
French capital with Diana’s older sisters, Lady Sarah
McCorquodale and Lady Jane Fellowes. The three of
them were to escort the People’s Princess back home.

A nation mourns

with it a profound sense of grief - the like of

which had never been witnessed before in the
United Kingdom. People woke on the morning of
Sunday, August 31, to continual and blanket news
coverage on all the major TV networks, and within
hours there were huge crowds flocking to royal
buildings to pay their respects with flowers, cards and
other tokens of their sorrow. On Monday morning, a
book of condolence was opened at St James's Palace
and by the afternoon people were waiting patiently
to sign it in their thousands. It's believed that at some
points during the week, there were 10-hour queues.
Great Britain, a steadfast country famed for its stiff
upper lip, laid its emotions bare for the whole world to
see — and the world followed suit.

The death of Diana, Princess of Wales, brought

The Royal Family, including William and Harry, had
been on their summer holiday at Balmoral in Scotland
when details of the tragic events occurred. Sticking to
protocol that had served them well for nearly half a
century, the monarchy remained silent and chose not
to engage in any unexpected acts of tribute such as
the lowering of a flag at Buckingham Palace. The Royal
Standard only flies when the Queen is in residence, and
it would never be displayed at half mast because there
is always a monarch - these were age-old traditions

that could not be broken. Queen Elizabeth II, who had
previously proved herself to be adept at judging and
reflecting on the nation’s mood, had this time got it
spectacularly wrong.

There was an outcry from the people, whipped up by
the print media, and as plans came together for the
funeral Her Majesty became public enemy number
one in the highly charged atmosphere that had
enveloped the country. On Thursday, September 4,

the Royal Family made preparations for their return to
London - stopping briefly at the gates of Balmoral to
inspect the flowers and read messages. Once back in
the capital, the following day the Queen made her first
live broadcast to the nation in 38 years to pay tribute to
Diana and explain that her actions were not from a lack
of compassion or care, but driven by a desire to protect
her two young grandchildren devastated by the loss of
their mother. In a further show of appreciation for her
subjects’ will, the Union Flag was raised at half mast
over Buckingham Palace.

Perhaps a grieving people had just needed a focus that
week, and criticism of the head of state became an
outlet for the unprecedented shock and sadness. After
the address, negative feeling toward the monarchy
soon dissipated and attention turned to the funeral.
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The final soodbye

and Harry had visited Diana’s coffin at St James's

before the three were driven — through huge crowds
of silent mourners — behind a hearse carrying the
princess to Kensington Palace. It was from her official
residence that she would depart the following morning
for a funeral unlike any other. High streets across the
country were deserted, public events postponed or
cancelled and TV schedules cleared. The only thing
anyone was interested in on Saturday, September 6,
was the last journey of the People’s Princess.

I n the evening, on Friday, September 5, Charles, William

Shortly after 9am, the coffin left Kensington Palace on a
gun carriage for a procession through London’s streets.
In touching and memorable scenes, it was followed on
foot by Diana’s brother Earl Spencer, Prince Charles, his
sons William and Harry and the Duke of Edinburgh
after having reached St James's; 500 representatives of
charities supported by Diana joining the funeral cortege
behind them. The coffin also passed Buckingham Palace
where other members of the Royal Family were waiting
outside. It's believed that the route to Westminster
Abbey was lined by more than a million mourners.

The hour-and-10-minute service got under way

at 11am, attended by notable names from the

worlds of politics, philanthropy, music, film and TV

- a representation of the various barriers Diana had
crossed in her role as a British royal. UK viewing figures
peaked at 32.1 million - one of the biggest ever in

the country — and it's believed that more than two
billion followed the event worldwide, making it one

of the most watched in history. It was perhaps best
remembered for the incredibly moving and poignant
eulogy delivered by Earl Spencer, as well as singer Elton
John's rendition of a specially revised version of Candle
in the Wind.

After the funeral had concluded, a hearse transported
Diana to Northamptonshire and Althorp House. The
77-mile journey took the princess through the North
London suburbs and beyond, where thousands more
people had gathered to pay their final respects.In a
private burial attended by just her closest relatives and
friends, the Princess of Wales was finally laid to rest on
a secluded island in the heart of the grounds of her
family home.

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CHAPTER 14

Her legacy

ven the most ardent of her supporters would likely
concede that the outpouring of emotion in the
wake of Diana’s death reached levels that could
accurately be described as hysteria. In the weeks and
months that followed, the intense atmosphere calmed
into a more appropriate reflection of the princess’s
life and work, and those who knew her best set about
establishing ways to remember her.

Various installations have been erected in Diana’s
memory - the most notable being the Memorial
Fountain in London’s Hyde Park, opened in 2004

by the Queen. Others have been built or dedicated
across the UK and the world, while some - such

as the Flame of Liberty above the entrance to the
tunnel where the fatal crash occurred - have become
unofficial tributes to the princess. While these are
very visible reminders of her life, Diana’s impact

goes much deeper.

In the live speech Queen Elizabeth Il was essentially
forced into making just days after her former daughter-
in-law’s death, she cited how lessons should be learned
from Diana’s example. It's clear now that these words
were far from empty. As the new millennium came

into focus, the Royal Family embarked on an image
makeover - a sustained PR campaign to take the
institution into the 21st century. No longer would they

be out of touch with the public, no more would they
be seen as lacking understanding of real life — in the
mould of the People’s Princess they would instead
connect with their subjects. Suddenly there were
images of the royals meeting pop culture celebrities,
visiting popular fast food chains and touring the sets of
the nation'’s favourite TV shows. This approach would
work somewhat for the older, more staid members

of the monarchy, but to truly change the face of the
institution they needed new blood to step forward. In
William and Harry, they had the perfect young men for
the job.

The princes are the embodiment of everything their
mother stood for. While her efforts are certainly
demonstrated by the progress made within the causes
she supported, Diana’s sons are quite clearly the way
in which her legacy is best preserved and perpetuated.
They have captured and embraced her ability to

seem at ease with everyone they meet, the pair have
continued their mother’s work in supporting a number
of charitable causes and they continue to show a
steadfast dedication to their family.

As Great Britain and the wider world marks 20 years
since her passing, William and Harry have ensured
that the values and influence of the People’s Princess
remain firmly intact.

Diana had enjoyed huge popularity in America, and close ties with its presidents and their spouses during her life. There was huge
interest when the Duke and Duchess of Cambridge embarked on a three-day visit to the country in 2014, during which William met
President Barack Obama in the iconic Oval Office.
