FTER some six years spent in
Greece, after learning to love that
lamd] of “cloudless ¢limes and starrvy

skies™ with something of the affecton
which 1 feel for my own country, | am
fatn to iy to convey toe thiose who nay
rendd these pages some of the enthustasm
and interest and affection for that soil
which life there kinndles.

In attemypiting this T am following a
well-worn path, for the compelling charm
af Hellus luts Ieen the theme of poets,
philosophers, artists, historians, and tay-
clers from the earliest days.  Foremost
among  travelers must be named Mao-
canins, the Basdeker of the secontd cen-
tury after Chrst, whose minnte work s
a hasts on which our archeologists coms
mence to bulld to their sometimes startling
conclusions.  Smee his time, save for that
lomg period {ollowing the reign of Juos-
tintan ot Constantinople, when a vell seemy
drawn over the Balkan Peninsula, through
which invasions, miernecing strife, mas-
sacres, atd cruelbes are dimly felt and
seen, thore hove not lacked men of the
stamp  of Pavsamas W penetrate  the
coumtry anid leave their mpressions.

In those days such wovages refjinired
strength, forttede, and coursge of the
highest arder.  Flow ditferent, how very
ditferent, from the lnxury now stirround-
ing a voyage to Gresce !

APPROACITING ATTICA DY SEA

Fate, working through my Government,
deculed me to go by water. Three days

aver summer seas jrom Sialy, three nights
under starry shies, a fairy ghmpse of
Cerigo,—the Cyvthera of the poets, near to
which Venus rose from the sen—then a
long line of low-lving islnds echeluned
toward the coast, and there lay lefore my
eves the lain of Atticn, surroumded by
hills, with “Athens, the eve of Greece,”
#s its center (see map, page 574).

To every one semsitive to historical sug-
gestion, o every one o whom bty
imkes the supreme appeal, the first sight
of this immortal city Decomes the moment
of o liferime,

To the right roge Flvmettius, faned
now, as 10 ancient doys, for the honey
which the wes rifle {rom jts Bowers; to
the left, and nearer, the island of Salanis,
with 1ts deathless memories; o howshot
away, Psyvtmalin, where Aristides and his
beind ot down the flower of Persian
chivalry, after the naval hattle of Salamis ;
«Hll farther to the Teft, the ranges ol
Parnes, extending in a foll, voluptoous
curve toward the east

Sweeping this panorama with poweriul
phisses, the city revealed itsell  more
clearly, wearing “likea garment the beauty
af the morming,” and, outtopping all, the
Acropolis, with the Parthenon as s
chadem,

In it= siill beauty, its majesty and its
tendderness, the scene had a vague unreal-
ity. | thouphy of the spirit hand “clothed
in white samite, mystic, wonder ful,” which
rose from the lake in the poet’s vision and
sank again.

There 18 the same confusion,
the same noisy boatmen, the shme ineffec-
tive harbor police, equally powerless with
those in Spamn and Tady to control therr
turbulent compatrists,  ireus was once
fmos for the high stamdard of 1ts muo-
wicipal government; bt this was long

Attracted by the name “Themistocles,”
which one of the leather-linged boatmen
gave as his own, my friend and | surren-
dered ourselves to lis mercy, and throngh
the nonse and tmmlt fimally reached the
shore.

Straight. away from the
hotel rans a broad  avenue
mamed after the wife of hing
Oitho—Amalin,  Down this we
wandered slowly, leaving the
Royal Palace on the left and
skirting the King's Garden,

Bevond a distant glimpse of
the Acropolis, the first classie
meonument our eves rested on
was the Arch of Hadoan.
This Emperor, it will be re-
called, was one of the princi-
pal benefactors of Athens in
the valoe and character of his
wifts. These embraced a wa-
er-supply, a reservoir which
is in uge to-dav, o Hbrary, and
pechaps the Temple to Olym-
pian Leus. He alzo ol the
pew ity bevond the old one, and the
vreh at which we looked mnrked the
dividing line between the Greek and Ko-
man towns (sce illustration, page 592).

LR r|-::|l-.-;r_'|jl |;l|1'-='1u;:|'1 the Arch fmd, tars-
ing to the tipht, entered the precinets of
the Temple of Zens.. The temple, like the
buildings on the Acropolis, is of Pentélic
marble, to which time has given an ex-
quisite golden brown color, especially on
the =ide which faces the sea. Two of the
columns stand detached like sentinels and

As in 50 many of the Greek sculptures, the

tangent formed by the Synpros Avenue,
which links up modernn Athens with s
little seasiide resort, Phaleron.

We took 2 seat on the base of one of
the columns amd Jooked up to its top.
There, during a seres of vears, a long hine
of hermits had pazsed their mghts and
davs umtil death brought them release
(see illustration, page 573).

During my stay at Athens [ was assured
by an old Athenian that he remembered as
a child visiting the precincts of the temple
and carrving pifts of breud and frot to
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find

the stylité who then dwelt on the columm
and who would let down a basket to re-

ceive the afferings of visitors,

ATHENS HONORED VICTORS
OF THE AUTS

We retraced our steps through the Arch
of Hadrinn by a narrow street known as
the Street of Lysierates and which s
probahbly the site of the ancient Street of
the Tripods,

In the age of Pericles, apart from the
athletic comtests which took place at the
Olympic and other games; there were con-
testz i Oratory, in Poetry, and m Musie.
At Athens the victor in one of these games
whs given a brass tripod, with the privi-
lege of erecting a pedestal on which to
place it, smewhere in the city.

At the end of the hitle street down
whiclhy we walked stands, in almost pris-
tine loveliness, p the only sitrviving
momument of tlis character. It 1 the
exquisite little structure—the oldest ex-
tant—erected by an Athenian, Lysicrates,
on which to place the tripod awarded him
as the organizer of a chinr of young men
which won a prize in voeal music in one
of the games in the fourth century B, C,

Thiz little structure was binlt into a
convent in medieval times and was thus
preserved from destruction.  The convent
Wils .lﬂ.:l,nrliﬂg in Byron's day sind he was a
muest there i 1857 5 1t was not until some
venrs Jater that the monument was re-
storedl at the expense of the French Gov-
arnmient,

IN CONTESTH

TN THE THEATER OF DIONYSTIS

It is but a stone’s throw from the Mon-
ument of Lysicrates to the Theater of
ronysus, or Bacchus, to give it i3 Ro-
man name (see pages 507 and o).

[.ike most Greek theaters, the tiers of
seats are built into the hillside, while its
arrangement 15 such that the spectators
viewing the actors had i the distance the
sem ;20 that as Tragedy, “in scepter’d pall,
carne sweeping by,” there was ever pres-
ent to the eve an expanse of land and
water to heighten the effect produced by
the action of the phiv.

And what names this place calls up—
Jschylus, Sophocles, Euripides, Anistoph-
anes—the long roll of the great ones of
Cireece !

THE NATIONAL GEOGRAPHIC MAGAZIRE

It i= related of Socrates that once, when
he was heing lampooned and huarlesguid
m this theater, he rose gravely from his
seat and] stood for a little space, until the
audience could make a comparison be-
tween the origmal and the copy.

The theater of to-day 15 Roman; the
site only 18 from the earhest pericd. It
will be recalled that the Romans intro-
ditcedl the stage in the modern sense; the
(ireck actirs wore o high-Inced boot with
a thick sole; called a eothurnis, o raise
them above the choris,

THE FRAGMENTSE OF THE EXQUISITE
TEMFLE 1 WINGLESSE VIUTORY

Leaving the thearer, we walked slowly
to ee gl passing on the right the pre-
cinets of Ascnlnpins amd varions remains,
inchiding the charming Odelon boilt by
Herod of Attica, another Roman bene-
fuctor, of the second century A. 12, on to
the ron gates which mark the lower pre-
cinets of the Acropolis.  Puassing throagh
these and wallking op the long inchine, we
gume to o turnmg on the right and saw
hefnre us the gates, or Propyliea, of the
Acrapalis,

High up on the right was the little Tem-
ple of the Wingless "l.-'iﬂuri;. while a cur-
ner of the Parthenon conld be descried
twer the remining wall. My impatience
wias stich that T broke into a run, bound-
g up the sreep stnirway which leads
from the outer gate of the Propylen to
the upper level, and arrived panting om the
platform on which is the Victory Temple.

Here we stood and drank in the mar-
velous view, amd then, turning, ran our
eves caressingle over the shrine,  Nothing
can exceed in delicacy and charm tins ex-
quisite fittle structure, Four lonie col-
umns, each sirne thirteen feet in height,
support the architrave, but so periect are
their propurtions that it iz only when

=tanding beside them that one realizes that

they are twice the heght of a Wil man
Thus diminutive, vet perfect, edifice was
demolished by the Tarks in order to build
a hastion, and was later reconstructesd with
the Tragments of the original bullding.
A plensing trcdition which dies hard
was that Victory had so consmntly
hed on the Athenitin banner that she

the Wingless Victory is really one of the
manifestations of Athena,

Near by is the spot from which the
aperd King Algens took his stand to catch
thie first bearm glittering on the sail of the
returning ship in which his son Theseus
had satled to Crete to Kill the Minotar.

The rest of this heroic Jegpend = fa-
miliar to all—of the beantiful youths and
maidens destined o be devoured by the
monster : of Thesens, their preserver, who
penetrated into the Labyrinth amnd found
his way out by means of a silken thredd
given Wi by Ariadne, torn from her al-
legriance by her love for the handsorne
stranger; of how it had been agreed be-
tween Theseus and his father that o re-
turning to Athens white suls would be
hoisted in place of the black ones to indi-
cate his trimmph over the monster; of
how, in the lush of victory, the young
sy forpot this, and the old dather, seeiny
the black =ails and helieving is son to be
dead, threw himself headlong from the
mck,

The king's name is given to the JFgean
Sen, which a poetic  fancy  woulid Have
lapping on the crags at the foot of the
pELmLntory,

VICTORY TYING TR SANDALS, A MASTIE-
FIECE IN MARNLE

Acrottid the bastion-like space in former
davs was a balustricle adorned on the
atiter side with reliefs in marble repre-
senting Victory in vartous prtituces.  Sev-
ernl of these have heen preserved, notably
the Victory tying her sandal.

This work, datirg from the foarth cen-
tury |3, €, at a moment when Greek art
was first mamfesting a decline from the
gustere quality of the preceding century,
is certminly one of the !invr.-'ﬁi:-st fragments
that have corne dovwn to us {rom antiquity,

The model was, perhaps, a young Greek
girl of about fourteen years of age; the
naked bedy was doubtless drenched with
water, anid then over it was thrown 2 mm;,-
parment which molded fself 1o the fur
voung form; the artist then endeavored
to expireds the wistion in unvielding marble
( see tllustration, page 581 ).

In this beautiinl work the delicate
cirves of the body, the soft revealing of
the budding bosom wnder the gossamer-
fike garment, the softly rounded arm,

il ]

whose deheacy of form 1s vaguely sug-
pested by the fold of drapery around i,
the eternal and radiant vouth which am-
mates the fuir fgure, all combine to give
to it a quality of rarest [oveliness and
charm.

1t was an effort to leave this spot, bt
ot hadd the feeling that the great moment
WS vet W coime.

IN THE SHADOW OF THE FANTITENGON

We walked back a few yvards throogh
the upper colonnade of the Propylea and
before s stood the Parthetm in all it
overwhelming grandeur and severe heaaty,

There are things in this world which
we 30 bve or so admire that we are loath
ty pruise them, lest by clumsy or ill-
chosen enlogy we shonld harm or dimin-
sl what we are fuimn to honor, 1 felt this
before the Parthenon.

Standing there, it was a pleasare to re-
call that this monument, the epitome of
clnsste Oireek art, like that example of o
later Greek art, St. Sophio. at Constanti-
nonle, wits really a glorification of the
Divine Wisdom: for he must be a dull
fellow who ifnils to see some such wdea in
the lovely myth of Athena springing, full
aroavn, fully panoplied, aml with a shout,
from the brain of Jove; as for St Sophia,
the name is derved from the Greek,
meanimg [Holy Wisdom,

We stepped into the warm sunshine am
walkerl slowly toward the temple.  There
were poppies blowing aroumd onr feet,
and from below came familiar city noises,
softened by the distince. At several
points artists il set up their casels and
were making mare or less successtul at-
tempts to reproduce some of the beaoty
of the place and hour.

Among the Greeks special honor was
done o the memory of a soldber when his
hodyv was allowed to e where he fell,
To thase of lesser glory was reserved
sepuiture at bome, amid fumilme somls
arnl scenes, It 15 difficolt o write what
has been sad above withoot recalling the
hnes of the soldier-post, Rupert Brooke,
whose body Ties Darded on the hittle Greek
hind of Skvros—a prece of pround
“that is forever England,”

There are few more touching things

than some of the ald-time memorials still
smniling in this cemetery,  Amony these
are steles erected at the puhlic cosy 1o two
ambnssaddors of Corcyran who  died ot
Athens n the fourth cenmury B, C,

Some of the family groups are of
simple, homely character ; in one of these
15 sculptured o mastiif ; near by, amd per-
lapes the most beantiful of all, s a petr-
cian Tnidy at her toilet, taking from a cas-
ket held by a female slave some article of
persomal adornment (| see plage E;’}'}. hax-
quisite pitchers in machle, of the shope in
which water was brouglt for the mar-
ringe bath, murked the grave of Athenian
maidens “ontimely lost.™

From the cemetery m ancient davs led
a long road to the sarden called the Acud-
emiy | it owes its name t the hero Acmle-
mys.

There is a ridicnlous litthe railway link-
ing Athens with o small country town to
the north called Kephisi, famous from
classic times {or its gushing streams ani
lguntaing and for its coolness, even in
the midst of an Attie summer,  The rail-
way, which was eommitterd in recent vesirs
by Greek company, warders along i an
irreglar fashion for some - miles ; one of
the stations betsween Athens and Kephisia
i5 a point of departure for the climb to
the smmmit of Mount Pentelikon, from
wlitch there is a view of the entire Attic
pliin as well as the field of Marathon,

Leaving the railway at this station, oo
path bed ws by a gentle incling througeh
olive yroves and patchies of pite forest to
the very foot of the wmomiton.

WHERE "THE MOUSTAING LOOE O
MARATIHUX"

Here for perhaps a hali hemr we climbed
slowly over an ancient canseway letcding
to'eme of the quartics whence in ancient
clays marhle hod been taken for the Luild-
mg of Athens, Al several pumts we saw
hmge drums of marble, ready 10 be let
down the canseway, where they had been
left by workmen who “downed tools”
more than twerty centuries ago.,

As we wemnt higher, the plain revealed
itself moall ity loveliness, The Saronic
Gulf glittered like a silver sheld uncder
the warm sun; Salamis, FErina, Poros,
anel Hytdra sepmed but a little distance
away ; to the north the symmetrical form
of the mountnans of Eobea swon into
view.

Chy the cliff above us; in ancient times,
that well-known  frechooter Skiran . held
out, It will be recalled that one of his
engraging tricks, afrter robbing a traveler,
was to compel liim o wash his feel, and to
kick the wretch into the sea below while
thus employed,  Our revengeful spirit is
gratified by the knowledge that Thesens
patd the cld villain in his own cotn,

A few miles before reaching Corimth,
the road erosses the Isthmian Canal,
which suegesis a- sword-cut m the brawn
earth.  This was excavaisd between 1REr
amel 183 aml hmks the Guli of Corinth
with the Sarontc Guli, thus shortening
the journey from the Adeanc to Pirens
by miore than 2o miles. The ides of the
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canal was by no means a new one; 1t wits
seiricisiy entertained under Crear, Nero,
and Hadran (see illiestration, page 300 ).

WHERE LAMIA I'RACTICED TR WILLS

A short distance from the eastern end
of the canal 1s Cenchrene, which was
classic times the Saronic port of Corinth,
U the road between the two cities one
of the enrliest “vamps" in history, namerd
Lamia, met a yvouth of Corinth named
Lveins, to his andoing—side Keats. The
Lamian method 15 recommended to our
miklern motion-pacture artists as being
equally effective and far more artishc
than the Saint Vitusian wniggle and erawl
that now characterizes their art.

Nat for from the bridege may be traced
the moins of a tramway on which i
aient times small eraft and merchan-
dise were drageed acroess the Isthmus.

The Isthoman games, held biennially,
ook place here and were especially fre-
quented by the Athenians, their insting-
tion being commonly assigned 10 Theseus,

Twi notable historical events are con-
nected with this spot.  Here Alexander
the Great, beiore starting on hus expedi-
tiom agamst Persia in B, C, 336, caused
himself to be haded as the leader of all the
CGreeks, More than a century later a
Roman consul announced to  assembled
Cirecks that [mperinl Rome had vouch-
safed o them the gt of mdependence.
“"Fis Greece, ot hving Greece no more.”

Shortly after crossing the cabal we
eaiter New Corinth, a modern town of
abonit 5,000 people, which was Inid ot
sutne seventy years fpo, following the de-
struction of the old city hy an earthgquake.

Dominating the landscape for miles
stunds the symmetrically <haped monn-
tain known as Acrocornth, crowned to-
day iy medieval battlements, the work of
military engrineers in the service of Venice

1 Sy -
and  Turkey and representing the last
wiird m the @wrt of their time—glacis,
ravelin, curtnin, revebment, smrp and
counterscarp, redan.

Fromi the earliest days this bold sum-
mist, which rises nearly 2000 feet above
the plamn, has been a sacred and smportant
spof,  Here was a temple to Venus, of
which a few fragments still remain; at
the top 15 the sprng Pivene, which legend
tells ns gushed Tforth at a stroke from the
heot of Pegmsus,

Lp to the time of Gireek andepenidiace
the Turks admitted no one o the citlel
nnd bur Binle s known of s history,

The view from this heght s ome of the
tinest in Greece.  To the soith our mnee
comninds the valleys and hillsof Argalis,
To the north we look across the town,
Iyimg far below us, on to the glossy sar-
face of the Corinthian Guli: farther 1o
the north, and most imposing 10 its pran-
dientr, is Parnassus, which raices it head,
snow=clad untl far into the spring ; to the
east 15 the Attie plan, while to the west
tower the Inftv Arcadian hills,

In the spring and agtwmn the outlook
over the fertile plain s a joy t behold,
Chie cannot but think thar 5t Paul had
i his mand’s eve o vicw tron this erese,
which he doubtless visited. when he wrote
to the Corinthinns of his day and, deawing
A pardllel from the felds of opening grain
helow him, argued the soul’s mmortality,

To an American, Corinth is of special
miterest, since it 15 here, on the site of ald
Cormth, that the American School for
Classical Studies has earried on its lnbors,
which have been ¢rowned with bmlliant
ST,

The people of olid Corinth have reason
to be grateinl o the American school arid
to the American Red Uross, for these two,
in conjunction with the municigal anthori-
ties, have brought about extensive anil
vostly champes and improvements m the
water-supply of the wown.,

A JOURNEY TO DELPFHI

From Pirmus to lted, the port of [Del-
phis, small Greek steamers ply dailv. mak-
mg the vovage in About eight hours. It
i= only a few miles on horseback, car-
riage, or oot [rom the port to the site of
the temple, while from Delphi one ooy
ricde or drive through the manges of Par-
nassus to a pomnt on the railway linkmy
Athens and the north, whence the return
journey 1o the capitil is made 2 few
honrs.  Buat of all-this wore anon.

We left the Piriens early on a May
morning. There was still a4 dash of fresh-
ness in the air which made one weleome
the worm sunshine.  The course lay be-
tween Salams and Jgnn, strafght to the
mowth of the Corinth Canal,

Chi our left lay & group ot islamds; bHe-
ginming with Pente Nisia (the Pelops of
the sociests), while bevond were 10 e
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seen the nwmntams of Argolis. On the
right was the coast to which we have Te-
ferred in the excursion to Corinth.

i arriving at the mouth of the canal
we were able to enter almost immedi-
ately, and the four miles were traversed
im honst twenty Tmnutes. -

( e in the Caorinthinn Guli, the litle
vesiel plunged abead, having on one side
the fertile Achatan const, beyond which
lay a mnge of graduted heights, and on
the tight, and in full view throughout the
dav. the pnbroken mountain range, with
the thrilling sumimits of Helicon, Parnas-
sita, and Kirphis outtopping all,

The day went as such days go, every
few minutes being marked by smne new
heauty or some object of interest, “The
stin wias sinking hevond the hills when our
craft turned its head into the hay of [tea
aml the lights began to twinkle om the
rocks over the little town,

A MUDERES GHEER DANCE

We landed in a small boat anid repaired
to omie of the numerous coffee shops which
front the shore.  In 4 few minutes we
were surrounded by a‘corions bt iriendly
crovd, among the quite o number who
hard Leen i America or who had friends
there,  With their help we were soon able
for complete our lmrgain for a carriage,
and, throwing in eur bageage, we started
for the honte of the Clracle.

We rode on i the gathening gloom
throngh a1 suceession of olive ens and
vingvards which ecover the etitire ploin.
At the end of an hour the rond began to
ascend sharply, and here it was .'-u;;_gl::-rt_ﬂ:]
that we might take a short cut op the hill-
side and arrive in advance of the carriage,

With o Greele boy—Aristides Epglot-
tis—nx gnide we started off, It was now
Dlack mpght.  Friendly lights winked at us
throngh the trees; there was a heavy
carthy smell in the air; from a distant
sligepiold a gentle blenting: could be
hearil; occnsionally o sheep-dog  barked
amd was answered ir_'r colleagues on neigh-
boring hillsides.

As wie approached the crest of one of the
fuathills, there cume from a building near
by a corsons throbbing pose mixed with
n mapid movement of feet, My curiosity

wontlid be called in olden times the mn
parlor, perhaps twenty men, by ther dress
all peasants, dancimg to a2 singular meas-
trree, Hands claspedd noa long line, the
leader, with o lnndkerchied in his free
hamd, making what seemed 1o be several
steps forward and two beck.  Cheasion-
ally he uttered a sharp ery, which miaght
have heen a dancing direction. At a given
sigmal he gave place o the man anmedi-
ately following him, and the monotonous
IMOVETIent wWent on g,

The music was provided by o sort of
drum amd  fote, augmented by a low
handclapping. from o few eliderly folk
seated cutside the circle of the dancers.
This had been going on, | was told, {or
hiours and would continue into the night,
The pravity with which it was comductedd
wWils strking.

Leaving the dancers and keeping along
the dusty rosd, we soon arrived at the
Haotel of Pythian Apollo, which, afforded
an agreeable controst to most of the hotels
ontsitde of Athens, heing clean, neat, amil
sitnple, and with an excellent eook.  For
this latter my indifference is known to he
Callio-like, but 1 had to think of my
friemnds !

We were off to bed shortly after dinner,
ns our exploration was to beégin at an
early hour, 1 bl foreseen a profound
sleep, lat the Oracle, douliless fesenting
the presence of moderns near her sancti-
ary, picked out several chiice dreams
with which to haunt my slomber.  These
were not of an entirely disagreeable na-
tiire,  In one of them the Ormcle, sitting
at the foot of my bed and with features
strikingly sugpestive of those of my col-
ored mammy—dead 30 vears syme—fore-
told a brilliant caresr for me.

Al the Nubiun m question had never
while living predicted anvthing but the
gallows as my reward, the wild improb-
ahility of stch a thing coriny Trom het
lips was such a shock as to wake me up.
In my seeond slumber 1 successiully
strangled the Python and awolke with the
hedpost firmly clhitched in myv bands and
the warm sunshine Aooding my mom,

Delphi, to deseribe it georaphically
amnd exactly, 15 on the steep southern
slopes of Mount Parmassus,. The gencrnl
view sugpests the suditoriom of o gi-
gantic theater, set for a tragedy of Titans,
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“reat clouds like nshers leamny, Crea-
tion looking on” (see page 008 ).

The rock barrier to the north has been
eleft ly some convulsion of natnre, amd
through this opening flow the waters of
the Castalian spring, where pious pilgrims
went through the ceremmonial purification
betore provesdmg to the sanctusry.

By the ancients this spot was considered
the center of the world and was called
“the navel of the earth.,” From remotest
times Delphi, under the name of Pythio,
was a place of pilgrimage, At a cerfain
pisint in the side of the hill was an apen-
ing in the geound, from which from time
to time poisome vapors arose.  These
were said to have the power to intoxicate
hystonmders.

A temple was Tl alonat this upeyirﬁ.
Immediately over it was & golden tripod,
on which sat a- prophetic virgin, later a
matron, whose waords unin’:rﬁi'ﬁii:-it. ex-
LIET: to the inrbnted, were mken down and
subsequently commiumicatedl, in hexameter
verse, o the imguirers by the temple
[riests.

It will be recalled that the amidguity of
these utterances saved the reputation of
the priests in doulaiol cases.  In the vesti-
hitle were carved the famous savings of
the seven sapes: “kRnow thyseli™ and
“*Nothmg oo much”

TMMENSE THEASURE WAS DENSITED IN
TIIE TEMI'LL

The treasure contamed 1 the temple
miust have been inumense ; for, apart from
the rich offerings presented to it by kings
and private  individuals, many of the
Creek states made 1t the depositary  of
their most valuable possessions,

The remmins seen to-day are those of
the structure orected m the fourth cen-
wry X C, Earthquakes and floods and
the hand of moan have done thelr worst,
untt] there s now bt hittle lefr of what
st have been a structure of o unusual
veatity i a land of wonderful aldings
(see llustration, page s88).

(i every side are seen, m virving de-
rrees of preservation, temples and treas-
uries exemplifying a variety of Greek
architecture ; these were either offerings
or served as treasure-houses of various
Uireek states,

One of the most charmung of the latter

is the familiar Treasury of the Athenians,
which s o =mmall Dorie structure sad o
have been erccted with the booty eaptured
at Marathim,

Not far distant stands the -Stoa of the
Athenians,  Along its walls are carved in-
ecriptions dedicating certmin - slaves 1o the
servive Of Agpollo, This was o Greek
method of cmmeipating slaves, since one
dedicated 1o the service of the god be-
came Ins own earthly master.

The theater at Delphi is still in an ex-
cellent state of preservation, From the
seats one commands g view acroess and up
the vallev. Far below les the road over
which the pilyrms pasied.  The acoustics,
as 15 wsual with ancient (yreex struwtures,
are almost perfect, and the effect of
heats’ Ude, though said here in an alien
rongue, had rare potency and charm.

BHLPHT BY MOGNLIGHT

We climbed still higher in the warm
sunshine, up to the stadinm. Within, the
course was carpeted with poppies amd
there was a ez of bees in the noonday
mr. Above us eagles were moving 1o
strome, Jevel flight.

We had brooght onr lonch and  sat
down om the green carpet to eat our méal,
being careful first to pour a libaton t the
gods.  Our archienlogical friem] faughedl
as we dul this, amd pomted o an inscrip-
tion dating back more thag 2,500 years,
which forbade the bringing of wine into
the inclosure.

HMfﬁt_*dH yay, Wwas the firs
rt renched after leaving New York m
une, 19r4. The 4,752 miles bitween
these ports were covered in 24 days, giv-
ing an average of 170 miles doy, the
highest ever réached by the Carnegie.

While wandering over the hills viewing
the sun at midmght, we found numeros
violets amd other flowers growing among
the rocks.

The houses are snudl frame boilidhings,
often thatched with turf, and most of the
homes have numerous indoor plants and
flowers, which serve to cheer up the long
winter months when the sun has disap-
peared or shines for only a few hours at

A FINKISU DATH

At Hammerfest we enjoved the un-
sl experience of a Finnish bath, Chne
or two of the houses in town are spicially
comstructed for this purpose.

Built into the wall in the Tuthroom is
a stove miade of largestones, which forms
a homemnde furnace.  The fire 1 the
stove heats the stones very hot, and when
water is thrown upon them the roony 1S
soom filled with steam.  As the bath pro-
presses and the bathers, three or four be-
ing taken care of by one attendant, e
comme warmed up, more and more water
is thrown upon the hot stomes,

A series of shelves inone end of the
room enables the hather to incrense the
degree of heat by climbing up neaver and
nearer the celling, until on the top sheli
he may siffocate if he raises his head ton
high, Next he is scoured amd sernbbed
down  with  vegetable  sponges  and
pounded with bundles of switches, which
are wielded with no gentle hand, until he
fnally is ready to leave the steam-room.

Then, after several buckets of ncreas-
ingly colder witer have been thrown upon
him, he is treated at last to & shower of
jce-cold water direct from the glacier
hack of the willnge.

KPITSHERGEN, A TARD OF FERFETUAL
SNOW AND ITE

As time was short, it was decided to
push north as far as possible, up mto the
“Whaler's Bight,” west of Spitshergen, a
triangular area with the small angle
the north, kept open for a few months:

warm North Atlantic Drift,

O July 30 we were becalmed in sight
of Bear Island, amd the next day we
sightedl our first jce,  About two hours

About 4 o'clock in the morning a south-
erly gmle began to blow, threatening to
force us into the solid polar e pack or to
Iick our retarn to the sonth.

Being well
wontth of the Hom, menr G0 degrees south
latitude. we had cleasfing skies and light
northerly. winds, A few davs Iater, in
the fog of the eprly mormng, we [onnd
ourselves in the pmlst of 20 Iarpe ice-
Iwrgs, which seemed to have met oz an
citpiast off  the northwest point of the
rsland of South Georgia.

Iri the poor visthilivy, ice istumds and
Tarud islands were almost indistingansh-
ahle, as we conld see less than & goarer
of a mile in the fog, and we were o Jee-
witill of the northwest point of South
Geargin bofore we were aware of it. It
was necessary to cafl on the engine to
extricate the vessel 1rom her embarrass-
ing nearness to these hugte masses of joe
amel to heat to windward in order to
weather the point.

The six whaling stations on the islomd
ermiploy more than 1,000 men and produce
about 2q0.000 larrels of whale o1l anna-
ally, A monthly steuner 1o Buenos
Amwes commects  them with the outsade
workl, The Arpentine Government tain-
tins a meteorologival statiom at King
Fdward Cove, aml the wife of the ali-
seryver 1 charge was the only wornan gt
this station.  There were omly two women
oft the entire island.

The shore wlhaling station flenses the
blubber from the whale, and then the re-
miinder s =old to the Aoating factory,
located on a large sailing vessel anchored
in the lmrhor.  Freguently whale carcasses
drift about the harhor and strand wpon
the hench, some just under the window of
the meteorological obzerver’s home, Te-
mitining there until absorbed by the all-
suffering alr,

XNo poetic phirases can describe the odor
which 1= the hoorly portion of thosw who
dwell on the shores of this beautifal hnr-
bor. The beach "is several inches deep
with grease and whale refuse, affording
rich pasturage for the several hogs ket
at the station to vary the whale meat foodd
supply.

Sufrie of the members of our party re-
fused to eat the mce, tresh pork hecanse
the pigs lud not lived in green meddows
during. their lifetime, "The whale stenk,
after hemg spiced and swoaked for two
thays, was quite palhnable, and the sanoked
whale meat differed very little from
smciked Tk,

The people were extremely hospitahile
ard [rauded ws with gifts of pengmin eges,
whnle enr bones, and sea elephant msks,

We passed along the north coast of
Liwidsay  Island about three miles froan
shore, obtmining 4 pood view of this
lomely, desolnte phoce, with its deep mangle
of snow and jee surrounded with wrecked
veherys which had come o grief on 1ts
shorls, The skind s only four-and-a-halt
miles long and 1€ nlmost entirely covered
with placiers.

We bad no odhifficulty in locating the
islaml.  When our reckoning placed i
alwint 10 miles sontheast of the vessel, we
were able to Incate it in the proper direc-
tiom, e the midst of a dreiving cloud and
fog bank which surronnded the tand, hir
noting the winte streak of a glacier which
remamed Axed in position and  outline,

EASTENR ISLAND, THE UNSDLVED MYSTERY
O THE PACTFIC

Easter Ishund, or Rapanoi, is located n
the castern part of the South Pache
Ocean, abont 1,400 miles east of Pitcm
and about 2000 miles west of Chile. Tt
contains: about 50 square miles, and has
beert. aptly deserbed as o heap of stones
and lava.

It has no harbors, no trees except a
few fir trees, amd no running  witer,
Ussterris, wells, and a few springs of fresh
water on the beach, vncovered ot low ade
and fed from the lakes i the extinet
criters; furnish the water supply.  Some
of its woleanic peaks reach an altitude of
1,800 feet,

The climate is almost ideal, Deing moist
ani temperate, the southeast trade wind
hlowing for a major part of the vear,
Bananns, sugar cane, cotton, tobscon,
sweet potatoes, melons, pumpkins, pine-
apples, corn, and tooatoes are grown in
stmall quantities.  More than three-fourths
af the istand 15 pasturage land, the rest
heing covered with hroken lava,

The 200 untives are o mixed race, heing
i Polymesinn descent, but in later vears
they have been mmch changed by mixture
with white whalers and traders, There
seermis. fittle. organization among them, as
they hnve oo chiefs and all hve in the
same village as one large fannly.

The Uhilean Covernor, an old French-
man and 4 Greek sulor, who ts nmnager
of the ranch, were the nly white people
o the island, The live stock comsisted

When we arrived no ship had renchusd
the island from Chile for more than a
vear and a half, and the general store
contnined only one tin of kerosene and
six ting of sarthines,  Clothing of any de-
seription,_and soap were at a high pre-
mam.  The requests for the aner fnally
became overwhelming, some women even
cutrrmps to us with American or English
goll in omutstretched hancds, begring for o
cak

In ovder o gatisfy as many needs s
possible amd ds chickens were plentiful,
thongh very small, a fair and satisfactory
rite of exchange was Gnally adopted. :"l.iil
who lmed chickens could get soap at the
rite of two chickens for pne cake of this
inporiant article. We built a conp on
the quarter-deck and had fried chicken
for many weeks after leaving the island.

TRADING WITH THE NATIVES

MYSTERIOUS STATUES, GHAVEYARDS, AND
CAVE DWELLINGS OF AN ANCIENT RACE

Severnl trips dn horselnck were made
tn the eastern end of the island, a distance
of abont |2 miles from the anchomage in
Cooks Bay, to see the hoge statues scat-
teredd over the plain and up the slope of
the image mountain, Hang Raratm, The
impressive scene &5 we rode over the hull,
and the images on the hilside across the
villey came into view, will never be for-
potten,  With one accond we drew rein
anid pazed spellbound.

These huge statues, staring at gs out of
unsecing eyes, with somber, austere ex-
pressions and unsmiling lips, seemed al-
most human,  As our imaginatym  pic-
turad the scene of a hygone day, with the
valley and hillside alive with activity, we
had a feeling that we were not alone.
Yet their silenwe remamed unbroken, giv-
g no hint of the secrets which they have
Leen puarding for centuries,®

Digging into the graves at the foot of
the large mage lplntfi.'rrm near Ruano Ra-
rakt, we found oomerons skulls with
ctitious geometric designs carved on the
foreheads, ndicating that they had been

rooms being lined on the inside with up-
right slabs on which are pamted hiero-
ghyphic fisures representing  birds  am]
animals, The doorway is quite low, the
dweller beiny compelled to enter on hands
aml knees., The lava rocks near these
cave houses are curously carved into
reseimblonees of various anmals  with
bird heads,

The Covernor detailed for us an in-
teresting traditiom of the bird cult of these
ancient peoples, 1t differs somewhat from
other versiong, Iat refers to @ ceromony
carried out annuwally in former times,

The people who lived in these cavelike
homres and who masle the carvings on the
ricks seemed to have worshiped a cer-
tin sea bard.

Every spring the men who wished to
rule the tribe were contestants m & pe-
culiar race.  About one-hall mile from
the southwest point of the mean 1=lam] s
@ small tshard, known as Mom I, or
Needle Rock, about 1000 feet high, with
very steep sades.  The one who swam
arross the channel, chmbed to the wp of
this rock, secnred the first egy laid by this
sacred bird, and returned safely aheasd
of his competitors, was chosen to be chief
for the enswmg veur,

Frequently many lives were lost in the
heavy surf, A big fenst and prigeant cele-
brated the election, and the egers obinined
by the successipl contenders were pre-
served in the temple.

Rats and a species of quail or grouse
weTe mmirmn_i}:r‘ljjhb is];.lmi. ﬂmgrqmﬂ
are usmally hinted with dogs, wha locate
them i the grass, and the hirds are then
killedd with n stone accurately thrown.
The Governor's nmtive servant, & boy of
fifteen, cialled India, | ht in some two
dozen lbirds in -abotut ove hour by this
method of hunting, and we had fresh
quail for our Christomas dinner ashore.

The natives all speak Spanish in ad-
dition to their own native langruage.  They
gather around the Governor's house when
strafigers are there, watching everything,
the windows and doors Demg full of faces,
All seem good-natarerd and care-free.

When the Governor was through with
the cigarette which had been given him,
he wonlid pass it on to his chief assistant,

who would take one or two puffs and in
turn pass it on to lis wife and family,
until 1t was really finished,

We took the CGovernor’s letters amd
posted themn at Buenns Adres, but not one
of the varims letters left at Easter Island
by our party, 1w Le mailed on the next
vesse] to call, has ever reached its destina-
tion, Perhaps they were lost before the
arrival of the next steamer, which came
ahout six months later, or the valuable
Rapanui stamps may have proved too
great an attraction if the letters passed
through the mml,

From Faster Iskand the Carmegie pro-
ceeded around Cape Horn once more and
renched Buenos Aires March 2, 1917, As
we had sailed from the United States be-
fore the presidentinl election the previous

NUMEROUS RIKUS BOMED THE VESEEL
AT SEA

In Cletober the vessel sailed {or Dakar,
Senegal, French West Africa.  Storms
aml ram sqealls, fegular Gulf  Stream
weather, attended s all the way across
the North Atlantic to the Azores.

During thie trip a British steamship
¢ime out of her course to have a look at
ns, saluted ws with three blasts ot the
whistle and by dipping her flag, cotirtesies
to which we rephed in kind.

We had better weather after leaving
the Azores, amd durimg the calms we
aimsed ourselves by dipping up some: of
the sarpusso seaweed front the suriace
of the water, We woutld bnd many sall,
highly colored crabs, about the sure of
one’s fittle fnger nail, and tiny shrimp
hiding in the weed.

Frequently small hirds would fall on
deck exhausted, having been blown hun-
dreds of miles 1o cea ahend of some storm.,
After resting and being given water aid
food, they would usually fly away agamn.

A large owl tried his best to land on the
deck one stormy day, but was very timad
and hesitant  becavse of the He
would first flv along on the port side anid
then he would try the other side, fre-
guently hecoming drenched by the waves,
which also were trynye to come on hoard.
At Inst he flew too far forward, inth the
down drait to the lee of the foresail, and
was blown into the wster in front of a
hugre wave, and disappeared.

Whales were often seen and at times
would sport aml play about the bow o
the vessel, apparently wishimg to be neigh-
horly, handling their huge bulk with quick
and graceful ease. We overtook one just
as e was blowing, and his sarprise ot
onr presence amd nearness was s0 great
that with a mighty splash he sounded.
If hie kept up his spied and direction he
never stopped until he struck hottom.

AYgarMATEAR" OFF THT COAST OF
ATRICA

When more than 120 miles from the
Afrcin coast, we met o Hormation, or
sandstorm,  “The hot easterly winds hilow-
ing aeross the Sahara Desert carry fme
particles of red sand far out to sea, filling
the air and covering the sails and rigping
of the chip with a coat of fint red daost,
Moisture collects about each particle,
forming a dense fog; the sun cannaot be
seen until it reaches an altitude of 13
degrress or more, and the horizon 15 not
more than half a mile distant,

Under these condinonz the navigator
must measore the altiude: of the sun
from a position as near the surface of
the sen as possible, correcting for the
nearness of the horizon.

For {our days we were sailing through
this harmattan, vet we picked up sound-
ings off Cape Verde precsely as ex-

The history of Australia thus resom-
bles that of the Usnited Swmies. Settled
first in the east, the west, reached only by
water routes, was little known until the
dizcovery Of gold caused a rush of set-
tlers and prompted the building of a
iranscontinental railroad.

We were impressed with the beauty
and profusion of the wild flowers, all of
which were unlmown to us i the United
States.

The interior of Austrnlin contmms no
motntain anges of any $12¢, has no witer-
shed, armd umtil the water sopply problem
is solved, this part of the country will re-
mam prn:ﬁmmk- nonproductive,  Thus,
at the famons kKalgoorhe gold mings, two
cities, with their thousands of people, are
dependent for their water upon a stipply
pumped up from a reservoir near the
coast, at Perth, through steel pipes; over
a distance of about 350 miles.

We wviated the magnetic ohservatory
of the Department of Terrestrinl Magnet-
i at Watheroo, in the midst of o sandy
plain, where the emu, the kangaroo, and
the wallaby roam at will.

These
tslanders love babics and often adopt an-
othiet’s child as their own; so a Tittle one
mmy have three or fonr mothers,

Whin the supply ship Is a long time
cotming, the diet of fish and coconut be-
comes very tresome,  Their supply o1
tobncrn was exhausted also : so hrisk trad-
ing wefit o,

‘e people are hright and healthy lock-
ing and seem very industrious, making
excellent hats, mats, jans, and baskets.

The island was swept by the sea in
1014, There was no wind, but about four
o'cleck in the afternoon enormue wWaves
began marching npon the beack,  All the
hotiees on the narrow strip of land were
soon swept away, and the people had just
sufficient time to lwneh their large boars
in the fagoin, where they spent the night,
riding out the storm in safety, with ther
bonts ted with long ropes to the larger
coconut trees.  When we arrvived they
were just getfing their houses relmilt with
tamber brought from New Zealand,

A XATIVE DANCE ARBANGLED FOR THE
VISITIIRS

The natives armanged a dance for us
Pl is their one form of pmusement and
erterimimment, They had a regular team,
ten lows anel ten girls, who went through
an elalorate dinee in perfect tnison.  One
af the hins was the leader and annooncer
the changes on n boatswain's whistle,
while the time pnd music were furnished
b @ Dand of men and boys beating on
weird drs amd  wopden Tesonators,
whoze lotl, shrill notes could Le heard
for fniles.

Fach dancer stands along, and the evo-
tiins depemd largely tdpon the supple-
ness of ankle, knee, and lup.

As we were leaving, after distributing
gifts of tobacco, fowd, and clothing, the
natives lined up to shake hands, loading
ns with gifts of pearl shells, mats, fans,
am] strings of hauls, somie even giving us
the hats they were wearing, The girls
gave us their bead necklaves.

The chief industrles on these islands
are the pathering of the nuts: from the
dense groves of coconut palms  which
cover all the wvisible land, making the
copia, atd diving i the lagoons for pearl
shells, Some bananas aml papayas were
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}!f'J'“FIIlH near the village and nearty all
these islands have their prgs and chickens.

We arrived it Apia, Western Samoa,
Inte in' Jome, after stopping for mml and
supplies at Pago Pago.  The Western
Samoan Islands are now under the mmn-
date of New Zealand. and o visit w the
nmpnetic, meteorological, and atmospheric-
electric observatory loeated at Mulinuy,
just ootside of Apra, was the chiel object
of our stop here.

We were entertained in Bobert Louss
Stevenson's old home at Vailima, which
iz now the Governor’s residence.  We went
switnming by moonlight in the artificial
pool which Steverson had bwlt in 4 beau-
titul place back of his home, hollowsd out
in the bed of the shady mountain stream
of clear, cool, sparkling water, just at the
foot of a little cascade, where one may
play in the caress of the natural shower,
millsil and tupped by the stromg; yet gentle

mls of the falhng water.

A gate has been bullt in the retanmg
divm, so- that the pool may be filled or
emptied at will,

Almost overlianging this pool s o
monintzin which was Stevenson's favorie
haunt, the crest overlooking lis home and
facing a beaitiful outlock over the wwn,
harbor, and coast.  The winding pathway
leading to the top 18 steép and is over
hing with tropical vegetation.

At the very sammit, iz linde cleared
space, in the mudst of this tropicad jungle,
surroumnded  with  beautiful red  liliscus
hlogms, Stevenson amd his wiife lie boried.

UNTQUR FISHING METHUDS

Dhiring otr lemsire moments we visited
the “jumping rock™ and joined the native
girls in theirr numning leap from the lank
far out nver the stteam, to plunge 40 feet
to the surface of the deep pool below, a1
the foot of a waterfall,

We wandered out over the coral reel
and watched the ratives fishing. One
waoulid hold a short net over the outer end
of an opening in the reef, while his com-
{J:I'_IIIEIJ-H woitld drive the fAsh into the net
i thrasting a long pole mto the water as
he walked along one side of the opeamg.

The wotmen were hunting gmong the
stmmll crmeks in the reef for cuttle-fish,
which they consider a great delicacy.
Armed only with 2 long, sharp stick, they

Contrasted] with the industry of the
Women. wi saw A native man, clothed
with a soiled piece of calico twisted abiout
s waist, sitting alone on the warm sand
of tht beach in the shade of the palm
trees, gazing out over the sarf.  Appar-
entlv unahle to concentrate s thoughts,
he decided o have a smoke, Glancing
aronmd, he selevted o dry sticle, split it
and, rubbing one part on the other lei-
surely until a groove had beet formed and
a small pile of powdered wood had heen
eollecter] at one enid, he suddenly hegan
moving one stick rapndly back and furth
it the proove of the other untl the heat
thiss penerated started the powdered woodl
tor smmoking arid glowmg.

Twisting a small Dundle of deied
banana am] coconut-palm leaves, he set
thi= on fire by dumipang the gliowing pile
of wiood powder upon it and holdmg ©
ups to the breeze, When it was well ablaze
he placed it on the ground and hepan
iling twigs and branches over it until he
wd o fire gomeg.  Then, searching anmd
the dabiris at his sude, he selected a long
piece of dry Dananma leaf and split it to
proper wildth ; next he tore it off and Taid
it upin his knee.  Reaching into  the
twisted piece of calico about hes waist, he
pulled out a rell of whacoo leaf, selecte:d
a small smount, replaced the balance, and
letsurely olled the tdluwees in the plece
of dried banana leat, fashiomng @ ciga-
rette some six inches in length,

Picking up one of the glowing twigs
irom the fire, he was =0on enjovmg his
long smoke. ANl this was done without
woving from his postdon; and apporently
he wos pblivious of the loreigner who
was seated om the sand not far distant
witching the whole performance.  Thus
dives the native break the monotony of
existence m the South Seas, When he
tires of smoukmg, be will rest amd philose-

plize again

It was now timhe to sul for Panara,
and then on home tw VWashington, tn
the way it was necessary to stop ot Karo-
tong for one day, to leave our doctor at
the hospital to recover from s serjously

They seemed to be more than satished

(i the voyage through the stormy
sonithern Intitudes the rudder stock was
splintered and rendered wseless during =
heavy gale, In the one day’s calm De-
tween storms we were able to semd down
the roval vard and rig it up across the
quarter-deck as part of the temporary
steering gear, or “jury-rudder,”

HOMEWARD ROTUND

Coming up throtgh the southenst trades
toward Panama, we saw nombers of the
wandering albatross, Cape pigeons, bos'n
hirds, whales, porpriises, homitos, amd fly-
mg fish.  Frequently in the morming Mike,
the ecat. Wi;ﬁfl have that satished look
which comes after n Tull meal, and the
fins and tails of several fAving hsh found
on deck told the storv.  Doubtless, at-
tracted by the ship's lights, they lad flown
o board during the might, _

Many specimens of marine e wonld
came 1 the surface of the sea during
calms, Hidden beneath the pny Poriu-
guese man-of-war, or physalin, we wouli
find severnl tiny Dittle fish, less than ome
inch in length, very highly colored, the
brifliant Dlue stripes contrasting  vividly
with the rich silver sheen of their senales.

Satling up through the Gulf of Panans,
12 snakes were séen (Juring the day, some
leang three feet m length, with dark, yel-
low-spotted  hack, wellow belly, and flm
spatitfate tail. Durimg beavy rains the
rivers carry hundrids of these snakes
town tor the sen from the mteror.

The Director, Dr, Bauer, joined us at
Panama on ane of his inspection trips aml
accompanied the party on the voyage to

Washington,
After passmg  through the Pannw
Canal, dodging the hurricanes of the West

Indies, and weathering the usual storms
off Cape [Hatteras, we at last sighted the
hght at Cape Henry early one morming
in November aml were soon at home
again, aifter an abseoce of 25 months,
