Begin with a dizzying cableway ride up to the top of 
Table Mountain, followed by a glimpse of South Africa’s fascinating 
marine life in the aquarium. After a stroll around the historic V&A 
Waterfront, take the ferry to Robben Island for a look at South Afri-
ca’s somber past. START: Lower Cableway Station.

1 ★★★ = Table Mountain 
National Park & the Aerial 
Cableway. Although the Table 
Mountain National Park covers the 
whole Cape Peninsula to Cape 
Point, in the city center it includes 
the top of Table Mountain. Rising a 
sheer 1,073 m (3,520ft) above the 
coastal plain, with a perfectly flat 
top and occasional ‘tablecloth’ of 
swirling white cloud, this is perhaps 
the most evocative backdrop of any 
city in the world, and a beautiful wil-
derness bang in the middle of a bus-
tling city. The cable car takes 10 
minutes to ascend. Once at the top 
allow some time to follow the net-
work of paths to the viewpoints. The 
vegetation is mostly fynbos (‘fine 
bush’ in Afrikaans), a sort of heath-
like plant, and in summer there’s a 
profusion of wild flowers. You may 
see dassies (rock hyrax), creatures 
that look like large guinea pigs. 

@ 2 hrs. Take a taxi or a City Sight-
seeing bus (see p 12) to the Lower 

Cableway Station, Tafelberg Rd. 

y 021-424-8181. www.table
mountain.net. Return/single R145/74 
adults, R76/38 (under-18s), R370 
family ticket, 2 adults, 2 kids. Daily, 
times change monthly depending on 
times of sunrise and sunset. The first 
car up is usually at 8–8.30am, the 
last car down is as late as 9pm in 
summer and as early as 6pm in win-
ter. Closed 2 weeks in July/August 
for maintenance.

Take a taxi back to the V&A.

2 ★★★ = V&A Waterfront. 
Named after Queen Victoria and her 
son Alfred, this harbor was origi-
nally built in 1860, after Alfred cere-
moniously poured the first load of 
rubble into the sea. In 1992 it was 
completely refurbished and is now 
South Africa’s top leisure, shopping, 
and dining attraction, receiving in 
excess of 10 million visitors a year. 
Many of the Victorian warehouses 
and dock buildings have 

Victoria Wharf shopping mall at the V&A Waterfront.
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5 Union Castle Building. This 
imposing structure was built in 1919 
by the acclaimed architect Herbert 
Baker (1862–1946) as the HQ for 
Union Castle, the company that ran 
mail ships between South Africa 
and Britain between 1900 and 1977. 
Upstairs, it now houses a (free) 
small, mildly distracting Maritime 
Centre museum with some model 
ships, photographs, and memorabilia 
from the mail ship era. @ 20 min. 

been wonderfully restored and the 
modern Victoria Wharf is the city’s 
premier shopping mall. @ 2–3 hrs 
to take in the attractions listed. 
Alfred and Victoria Basins. y 021-
408-7600. www.waterfront.co.za. 
Shops daily 9am–9pm.

The Aerial Cableway, originally opened in 1929, takes less 
than 10 minutes to ascend Table Mountain and has taken some 18 
million people to the top to date. Today’s cableway, installed in 
1997, has floors that rotate allowing a 360° view, so it doesn’t mat-
ter where you are standing. Always phone ahead or check the 
website to see if it’s running, because it can close in misty or windy 
weather without notice. As such, you can’t pre-book, which can 
mean lengthy queues in summer.
 Check the website because there are often specials; for exam-
ple in summer it’s half-price after 6pm, or in winter two children 
under 18 can travel free with one adult.
 To walk up to the top from the Lower Cableway Station, allow at 
least 3 hours and you need to be fit and prepared for rapid changes 
in weather.

This is a socia-
ble family pub with a large outdoor 
deck and great V&A Waterfront 
views. Grab a good value seafood 
combo lunch served in a cast iron fry-
ing pan or a pot of creamy mussels, 
and look out for seals swimming in 
the water below.

4 ★ Nobel Square. Stop here to 
admire the four life-size statues of 
South Africa’s Nobel Peace Prize 
laureates: Albert Luthuli (1960), 
Desmond Tutu (1984), and FW De 
Klerk and Nelson Mandela, who 
jointly won in 1993. Stand back and 
take a photo of the four of them 
with Table Mountain in the back-
ground. @ 5 min.

manta rays, and barracudas glide 
past in the neon-lit blue water. Qual-
ified divers can dive in the tank (see 
p 75, $). Also look out for the giant 
kelp tank—watching the slithery 
kelp swing drunkenly among the 
colored lights is quite mesmerizing.

7 Clock Tower. This bright red, 
octagonal clock tower is reached by 
crossing the swing bridge that links 
with Alfred Basin and opens to allow 
yachts out to sea. It was built in 
1882 as the port captain’s office. 
Adjacent is the Clock Tower Centre 
(see p 31), with its many shops 
and restaurants, a VAT Refund desk 
(see p 66), and a helpful branch of 
Cape Town Tourism (see p 42). 

@ 15 min. Alfred Basin.

8 ★★★ Nelson Mandela Gate-
way to Robben Island. Robben 
Island is today a World Heritage 
Site, but from the 17th century, 
when it was a leper colony, to 1966, 
when the last prisoner left the noto-
rious maximum-security prison later 
located here, it was a place of ban-
ishment. It’s best known for being 
the place where political prisoners

6 ★★★ = Two Oceans 
Aquarium. This critically 
acclaimed aquarium is home to 
more than 3,000 marine species, 
with the focus on the unique under-
water environment created by the 
meeting of the Atlantic and Indian 
oceans in the Cape. Look for wild 
seals in the bay through a glass 
panel, and take youngsters to the 
touch pool where they can pick up 
starfish and sea slugs. The highlight

City Sightseeing (y 021-511-6000; www.citysightseeing.co.za) 
runs a fleet of smart, red, hop-on hop-off open top buses that oper-
ate on set routes around the city and is one of the best ways to get 
between key tourist sites. Buses come by every 30 minutes on the 
Red Route and every 60 minutes on the longer Blue Route. One-day 
tickets are R120/60 for adults/kids (under-15s), two-day tickets are 
R200/120.

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tour around the island, which visits 
the leper graveyard, the limestone 
quarry where Mandela and other 
prisoners crushed rocks all day, and 
the village where the wardens lived.

were jailed during the apartheid era, 
the most famous of whom is Nelson 
Mandela. Ferries take 30 minutes 
and leave from the Nelson Mandela 
Gateway at the Clock Tower. Take a 
look around the small museum 
while waiting to embark. Once out 
to sea enjoy magnificent views of 
the city and Table Mountain. The 
excursion includes a guided bus 

As leader of the banned African National Congress (ANC), 
Nelson Mandela was arrested in 1963 and sentenced to life impris-
onment on Robben Island. He was transferred to other prisons on 
the mainland from 1982 until he was finally released in 1990. With 
then President FW De Klerk, he negotiated the dismantling of apart-
heid, for which they jointly earned the Nobel Peace Prize in 1993. 
Democratic elections were held in 1994 and Mandela became the 
country’s first black president. Affectionately known as Madiba (his 
clan name) and adored by all South Africans, he stepped down as 
President in 1999 but continued as an activist for many causes, 
namely the fight against HIV/AIDS. He retired from public life on his 
90th birthday in 2008.

9 ★★ Paulaner Bräuhaus. This 
popular German beerhouse is a 
hop, skip, and a jump away from 
the Nelson Mandela Gateway.

The main 
attraction here is Green Point Sta-
dium (see walking tour on p 50 for 
more details). As Somerset Road 
leaves the city, you first pass 
through De Waterkant, a pictur-
esque quarter with historical, char-
acterful artisan houses that are for 
the most part smart holiday cot-
tages. As you drive down the main 
road, the stadium is to your right 
and high-rise apartment blocks on 
the lower slopes of Lions Head are 
on your left. @ 20 min to drive 
through.

2 = Sea Point. Main Road 
(M61) continues through Sea Point, 
again a crop of high rises and one of 
the most densely populated areas in 
the city. Many hotels and guest-
houses are located here and it has a 
holiday atmosphere. @ 15 min to 
drive through.

3 = ★★★ Clifton. Now you’ve 
reached the stomping ground of the 
rich and famous where the most 
expensive real estate in Cape Town 
is found. The beaches here are 
spectacular and there are sweeping 
ocean views. To your right as you 
drive along are the four Clifton 
Beaches (p 70): First Beach is the 
largest, and popular for games of 
soccer or volleyball; Second Beach 
is where the beautiful people pose 
in their Prada sunglasses; Third 
Beach is a gay venue; while Fourth 
Beach is favored by families. 

@ 10 min to drive past.

Now take the M6 to:

4 = ★★★ Camps Bay. After 
you’ve passed Clifton, the stunning 
half-moon beach at Camps Bay 
comes into view. With its line of res-
taurants and bars along Victoria 

The Cape Peninsula stretches from Table Mountain down to 
the tips of Cape Point and the Cape of Good Hope. A day’s 

driving tour will take in all the beauty of this area, from the ritzy Atlantic 
Seaboard suburbs, to quaint False Bay fishing towns, gorgeous 
beaches, and the penguins at Boulders Beach. This is an easy self-drive 
tour, or book with a tour operator. START: M61 Somerset Road.

The beautiful beaches at Clifton.
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and below the road and with 114 
bends, this dramatic 9km (5.6 miles) 
road passes over the rocky outcrop of 
Chapman’s Peak. In parts the road 
has, incredibly, been carved into the 
mountain. Pull over at one of the look-
outs as you descend for views of wide 
and sandy Noordhoek Beach. The 
road frequently closes in bad weather 
so check it’s open before departing.

Road, well-toned bodies playing vol-
leyball on the sand, and a clutch of 
white-washed mansions with glitter-
ing swimming pools climbing up the 
hill, Camps Bay has a wonderful Cali-
fornian feel. @ 10 min to drive 
through.

5 = ★★ Hout Bay. The road 
from Camps Bay to Hout Bay has 
the magnificent Twelve Apostles (a 
chain of mountains that make up the 
spine of the peninsula) on the left and 
the crashing waves and boulder-
strewn coastline of the Atlantic on the 
right. Park at Hout Bay’s harbor and 
admire the colorful fishing boats, and 
take a 35-minute round boat trip to 
Duiker Island, where thousands of 
Cape fur seals bask. Be warned, they 
can be a bit smelly. @ 1 hr. Drumbeat 
Charters, Hout Bay Harbor. y 021-
791-4441. www.drumbeatcharters.
co.za. R50 adults, R25 kids. Boats 
depart daily 8.30am, 9.15am, 10am, 
and 10.45am.

6 ★★★ = Chapman’s Peak 
Drive. With sheer cliffs both above 

Boats in Hout Bay harbor with Chap-
man’s Peak Drive in the background.

After a full first day in Cape Town, this is an easy one-day self-
drive tour, but I recommend you leave the city center early enough 
to get to Hout Bay to catch one of the morning boats if you want to 
see the seals on Duiker Island—a 45-minute straight drive without 
stops.
 Plan where you want to go for lunch too—many restaurants on 
the Peninsula are listed in Chapter 6, The Best Dining (see p 79).
 Alternatively, you can join a tour, which costs in the region of 
R600.

Part of 
the Table Mountain National Park 
(see p 10, 1), this reserve encom-
passes 7,750 hectares (19,150 acres) 
of low-lying fynbos vegetation, 
deserted beaches, storm-battered 
cliffs, and jaw-dropping ocean views. 
Animals found here include a number 
of species of antelope, Cape moun-
tain zebra, ostriches, and baboons. At 
the southern tip is the beach at The 
Cape of Good Hope. You’ll see it to 
the right of the road, and it was so 
named by early Portuguese sailors 
because rounding it was seen as a 
milestone on a voyage to the Far East. 
At the very end is Cape Point. Walk 
up the series of paved footpaths or 
ride the funicular railway to the light-
house at the top for sweeping views 
of False Bay. In the car park are some 
souvenir shops and the Two Oceans 
Restaurant. The Cape Point Ostrich 
Farm is near the entrance. @ 2 hrs.

9 ★★★ = Boulders Beach. 
Look a penguin in the eye and 
watch these comical little charac-
ters surfing in the waves, waddling 
along the beach, or simply standing 
alone on a rock contemplating life. 
A visitor’s center tells you all you 
need to know about African pen-
guins and a boardwalk takes you 
down to the beach to see the little 
fellows. Rather staggeringly, the col-
ony has grown from just two breed-
ing pairs in 1982 to more than 3,000 
penguins today. @ 1 hr. y 021-
786-2329. www.sanparks.org.

0 ★★ = Simon’s Town. 
Established in 1743 as an alternative 
port to Table Bay during windy Cape 
winters, this town features an 
attractive line of Victorian buildings 
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# = Muizenberg. This is the 
last town on False Bay, but it is a 
faded, scruffy resort without much 
appeal. However the beach (see 
p 71) is magnificent, with powdery 
white sand sloping down to the roll-
ing waves. Look out too for the 
famous, postcard-pretty row of 
brightly painted beach huts. It is a 
popular surfing spot; so much so 
that a shark-spotting team is 
deployed here. From Muizenberg 
it’s a 30-minute drive back to central 
Cape Town on the M3 Highway.

along the main street, and the Quay-
side Centre is a modern mall with 
shops and restaurants. Look out for 
the statue of Just Nuisance—a Great 
Dane dog who, in the 1930s and 
1940s, would guide inebriated sail-
ors home and would get in the way 
by lying across gangplanks. He is 
the only (sea) dog in the world to 
have been given a military funeral.

! = Fish Hoek. There’s not 
much to detain you in Fish Hoek, but 
the beach here has fine white sand 
and is good for swimming.

@ ★★ = Kalk Bay. This is one 
of the most attractive fishing vil-
lages on the False Bay coast. Many 
of the Victorian buildings have been 
converted into shops selling 
antiques, gifts, furniture, books, and 
bric-a-brac and are well worth a 
browse. There are also a number of 
cafés and restaurants to be found 
here. Between Kalk Bay and Muizen-
berg (see #) look out for the sign 
on the left to Boyes Drive— this road 
takes only 10 minutes to Muizenberg 
and, as an alternative to the often-
busy lower coast road, offers great 
views of False Bay. @ 45 min.

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2  Rhodes Memorial Restau-
rant. This lovely spot behind the 
Memorial has outside tables set 
among blue hydrangeas. It serves 
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1 ★★ Rhodes Memorial. Built 
on the spot where Cecil John Rhodes 
(1853–1902) used to sit and look over 
early Cape Town when he was prime 
minister of the Cape (1890–95), this 
impressive granite memorial was 
built by Sir Herbert Baker and Sir 
Francis Macey in 1912. The 49 steps—
one for each year of Rhodes’ short 
life—are flanked by four bronze lions 
with a statue of Rhodes on horseback 
at the base. The views here over the 
northern suburbs and Cape Flats are 
outstanding and there are a number 
of footpaths leading up Devil’s Peak.

This is South Africa’s oldest botanical 
garden, in a delightful setting on the 
sheltered eastern contours of Table 
Mountain (see p 78, 6). The mani-
cured lawns, flower and herb beds, 
orchards, and cycad and aloe gar-
dens join seamlessly with forests full 
of waterfalls and mountain fynbos on 
the higher slopes. During summer, 
don’t miss the Sunday concerts on 
the lawns (see p 111). There are two 
restaurants, and you can book guided 
tours by golf cart. @ 2–3 hrs.

Founded in 1685, this is South Afri-
ca’s oldest wine estate and one of its 
most beautiful, with commanding 
Cape Dutch-style whitewashed build-
ings, established gardens, and a

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1 ★★★ District Six Museum. 
In the 1950s and 1960s, District Six 
was a vibrant, cosmopolitan neigh-
borhood known for its jazz music, 
which attracted a lively mix of peo-
ple, including bohemian whites. Its 
very success in showing that mixed 
races could live together unhappily 
proved to be its downfall. In 1966, 
some 60,000 black and colored 
residents were forcibly relocated to 
the Cape Flats by the government 

Apartheid policies (apartheid means ‘being apart’ in Afri-
kaans) governed South Africa from 1948 until 1994, and 

affected every facet of life, including where people lived, with the 
Group Areas Act assigning separate and inferior areas to non-whites. 
Learn this history on a township tour, beginning with a visit to the 
excellent District Six Museum. START: City Center.

Street signs serve as a reminder of homes 
razed to the grounds in District Six.
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3 ★★ Townships. Tours drive 
out of the city to the Cape Flats and 
through the formal townships (proper 
houses) of Langa and Guguletu and 
the informal settlements (shacks) of 
Crossroads and Khayelitsha. At the 
latter there’s an opportunity to walk 
around and meet some locals, and 
perhaps visit a school, shebeen (pub), 
craft outlet, or even a sangoma (a 
traditional African healer). These 
tours offer an informative insight into 
the lives of a substantial part of Cape 
Town’s population, and part of the 
tour costs go towards community 
projects. @ 2–3 hrs.

Take the kids for a walk from 
the candy-striped lighthouse at 
Mouille Point (see p 53, !) along 
the 6km (3.7 miles) promenade to 
the open-air swimming pool. You 
can enjoy ocean views from the 
promenade, or climb down to the 
beach to explore the rock pools at 
low tide. Near the lighthouse is a 
putt-putt (mini-golf) course with 18 
holes. The promenade itself is lined 
with several play areas with swings 
and climbing frames, and there’s a 
mini Blue Train near the lighthouse. 
Indulge yourself with an ice cream 
from one of the promenade ven-
dors.

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1 ★★ Cape Town Interna-
tional Convention Centre 
(CTICC). Grab a coffee, look at the 
modern art in the foyer, and check 
out what’s on at the CTICC. Opened 
in 2003, this vast center holds pub-
lic events throughout the year 
including the Book Fair, Women’s 
Show, Fashion Week, Good Food 
and Wine Show, Design Indaba, and 
even the popular SEXPO. @ 20 min.

2 ★ Heerengracht. Although 
the 1970s’ tower blocks are an eye-
sore, this grand, palm-lined boule-
vard has two large grassy ornate 
roundabouts which are worth look-
ing at. The first features a statue of 
Bartolomeu Dias (c.1451–1500), 
who was the first Portuguese mari-
ner to round the Cape of Good Hope 
in 1488, and on the second is a 
statue of Jan van Riebeeck 
(1619–1677) and his wife, the first 
Europeans to settle in the Cape in 
1652. Cape Town Station is the 

main train station and also the city’s 
transport hub for long-distance 
buses and city minibus taxis. The 
station is linked by a skywalk and 

The commercial center of the city is a grid of high-rise 
offices interspersed with Victorian and Art Deco buildings. All 

within an easy walk, you’ll find prominent architecture, shopping dis-
tricts, and South Africa’s oldest colonial structure, the Castle of 
Good Hope, which once flanked the coast before much of this area 
was reclaimed. START: Lower Long Street.
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The impressive Cape Town International 
Convention Centre.

4 ★★ De Goewerneur Restau-
rant.

5 ★★★ District Six Museum. 
Located three blocks south of the 
castle on Buitenkant Street. See 
p 24, 1.

6 Grand Parade & City Hall. 
Once a parade ground for troops in 
the 19th century, the Grand 
Parade is a big space and has been 
upgraded to host a fan park for the 
2010 FIFA World Cup South Africa 
tournament. Meanwhile, it serves as 
a car park with a tatty flea market 
along the eastern edge, Plein Street. 
Overlooking it is the elegant façade 
of the Italian Renaissance-style City 
Hall, built in 1905 from honey-
colored limestone imported from 
Bath in England. Best known as the 
balcony where Nelson Mandela 
addressed the nation for the first 
time after his release from prison, 
today City Hall is the principal venue 
of the Cape Town Philharmonic 
Orchestra. @ 20 min.

7 Darling Street. On the corner 
of Parliament Street, the Old Post 
Office is now a shopping mall. 
Opposite, at 14 Darling Street, is the 
impressive Art Deco Mutual 
Heights, which at 91.4m (300ft) was 
the tallest building in Africa, after 
Egypt’s pyramids, when it was built 
in 1940. Once the headquarters for 
an insurance firm, it’s been con-
verted to loft-style apartments. On 
the corner of Adderley Street is the 
Standard Bank, built in 1880 after 
the diamond wealth generated in 
Kimberley filtered down to Cape 
Town. A statue of Britannia sits on 
the dome and the vast banking hall 
retains many of its Victorian fea-
tures. Alongside the bank, look out 
for the flower market at Trafalgar 
Place where traders are surrounded 

subterranean shopping tunnels to 
the Golden Acre Shopping Com-
plex on the other side of Strand 
Street. Outside is an informal flea 
market (daily, except Sunday) that 
seems to sell mainly cheap goods 
made in China.

3 ★★★ = Castle of Good 
Hope. Built by the Dutch East India 
Company between 1666 and 1679, 
this star-shaped garrison (not actu-
ally a castle) is well worth an hour or 
two of exploration. For some 150 
years, up to the early 19th century, 
it was the seat of the Cape’s admin-
istration, as well as the center for 
the city’s social and economic life. 
The impressive entrance gate, still 
adorned with the original coat of 
arms of the United Netherlands, 
leads to a grassy enclave, which is 
sliced in half by a 12m (40ft) wall 
known as the kat. Cannons used to 
be fired from the top, and ordi-
nances were announced from the 
balcony. Guided tours take you to 
the torture chambers, dungeons, 
battlements, and ornamental lakes, 
or maps are provided for self-guided 
tours. At noon, watch the changing 
of the guard, and listen out for the 
Noon Day Gun—a cannon fired off 
Signal Hill. The Military Museum 
houses regimental displays of med-
als and uniforms, while the William 
Fehr Collection has an impressive 
display of period furniture and paint-
ings. @ 1–2 hrs.

Today there’s a popular 
African souvenir market (see p 32, 
7), where you’re likely to hear a 
myriad of African languages spoken 
by traders from around the conti-
nent. The western side is flanked by 
the Art Deco former Shell Building 
(now a hotel) with its giant clock, 
while on the southeast corner is the 
Old Town House (see 0). There 
are a number of cafés around the 
perimeter and drummers, mime art-
ists, and jugglers entertain the 
crowds. @ 45 min. Between Short-
market and Longmarket Sts.

0 ★★ Old Town House & 
Michaelis Collection. Built in 
1755, one of Cape Town’s first

Over the centuries, it has 
served as a police station, magis-
trate’s court, and the City Hall. 
Today it houses the Michaelis Col-
lection of 17th-century art 
bequeathed to the city in 1914 by 
Max Michaelis, a German diamond-
mining magnate. Rembrandt is one 
of the Masters on show among 
other Dutch and Flemish artists.

Lined with multi-colored Victo-
rian buildings with wrap-around bal-
conies in various states of repair, 
Long Street stretches 3.8km (1.7 
miles) from the Foreshore to Gar-
dens. In the 1960s, it was a sleazy 
alley of brothels and drinking holes 
and, although in parts the seediness 
remains, today, fashionable bou-
tiques, trendy cafés, and boutique 
hotels mix with adult shops, pawn-
brokers, and bottle stores. You’ll 
also find a clutch of backpackers’ 
hostels, budget travel agencies, 

At the top end of Long Street, where it meets Kloof Street, 
there’s a profusion of bars and nightclubs. This area can get very 
busy, with revelers milling around until dawn on weekends. Venues 
come and go and offer anything from R&B and deep house to local 
kwaito rap and student grunge rock. A good place to start is the 
café Mr Pickwicks, (158 Long St; y 021-423-37100; Mon–Sat 
8.30am–late), where you can quiz the waiting staff about what 
clubs are ‘in’ and pick up some flyers. Note: exercise caution after 
dark and always take a taxi.

From Long Street, this walk retraces your steps back to the 
corner of Wale and Adderley Streets, and then up Govern-

ment Avenue, which as the name suggests is the location of govern-
ment buildings, as well as some museums. It will take you through 
Company Gardens, with its ponds and fountains, and looking up, 
you’ll see the top cableway of Table Mountain. START: Adderley Street.

Desmond Tutu was the Secretary General of the South African 
Council of Churches from 1978, and became Anglican Archbishop 
of Cape Town in 1986.
 A tireless anti-apartheid activist, he called for non-violent 
change and economic sanctions against South Africa, for which he 
won the Nobel Peace Prize in 1984. In 1996, he chaired the Truth 
and Reconciliation Commission, which helped investigate crimes 
against humanity committed during the Apartheid regime.
 Today, as a member of The Elders (a group of older public fig-
ures), he is involved in conflict resolution and human rights issues.

Stal-
wart anti-apartheid activist Des-
mond Tutu (see box, p 45) 
hammered on the doors in 1986 
demanding to be the country’s first 
black Archbishop. Three years after 
he was made bishop, he led a dem-
onstration of 30,000 people from 
the cathedral to the Grand Parade 
(see p 40, 6) where his speech 
included the words, ‘We are the 
rainbow people…’, which spawned 
the famous description of South 
Africa as the ‘Rainbow Nation’. A 
highlight of the cathedral is the fine 
stained glass windows depicting 
early pioneers of the Anglican 
Church. @ 30 min.

Housed 
in the Slave Lodge built in 1679 by 
the Dutch East Africa Company, this 
museum tells the story of how slaves 
from the Far East were kept in inhu-
mane conditions, and how they went 
on to contribute to the building of 
Cape Town and helped shape the 
Cape’s community. @ 45 min–1 hr.

First built as a guest-
house in 1716 for visiting dignitaries 
of the Dutch East India Company, 
De Tuynhuys was modified and 
expanded in the 18th and 19th centu-
ries.

! ★★★ South African National 
Gallery. The gallery was estab-
lished in 1871 in a striking building 
with an impressive set of steps.

In recent years, it has focused on

Although its central theme is 
Cape Town’s Jewish community, the 
excellent museum sheds light on 
the Cape’s history as a whole includ-
ing the role of Jews in building 
South Africa’s gold wealth and the 
part they played in the struggle 
against apartheid.

The 
museum documents the rise of anti-
Semitism in Europe, the creation of 
ghettos and death camps, the hor-
rors of the Final Solution, and the 
liberation at the end of World War II. 
It also covers racism in general and 
the similarities of apartheid with 
Nazi Germany. Interestingly, the 
South African Air Force took the first 
aerial photographs of Auschwitz.

3 ★★ Heritage Square. This is 
not a square as such, but a reno-
vated block of historical Dutch and 
Georgian townhouses surrounding a 
courtyard built in the 17th to 18th 
centuries. Originally housing a snuff 
maker, wheelwright, and undertak-
ers and later a boarding house, it’s 
now home to a collection of restau-
rants, such as the Africa Café (see 
p 85), as well as the Cape Heritage 
Hotel (see p 123). The atmospheric 
cobbled courtyard has the oldest 
vine in South Africa, planted in 
1781. Look through the glass on the 
right down into the only operating 
blacksmiths in Cape Town. @ 20 min. 
Corner Bree & Shortmarket Sts.

1 ★★ Bo-Kaap. Painted in a col-
orful array, these boxy, single-story 
Georgian and Cape Dutch houses 
are traditionally home to the Muslim 
Cape Malay community—descen-
dants of slaves from Indonesia and 
Malaysia in the 1600s. After their 
emancipation in 1834, many settled 
on the lower slopes of Signal Hill, 
and Bo-Kaap (meaning ‘Upper 
Cape’) developed as a working-class 
district. The tiny Bo-Kaap Museum 
is furnished as a wealthy Muslim 
merchant’s house from the 19th 
century, and a room at the back has 
some interesting photographs of 
today’s residents. Pop into Atlas 
Trading (see p 36) a spice shop 
across the road full of marvelous 
aromas—Cape Malay cooking uses 
a lot of spices and herbs (see box 
p 52, Cape Malay cuisine)—and 

Walk through the residential districts that wind their way 
west of the city towards the Atlantic Seaboard. The Bo-Kaap 

retains a historical charm, while De Waterkant is home to city slick-
ers and good nightlife. Gleaming white apartment blocks in Green 
Point and Sea Point hug the slopes of Signal Hill, and the long prom-
enade has great mountain and ocean views. START: Wale Street.

6 ★★★ = Gold of Africa 
Museum. The glittering booty on 
display here is so impressive that 
you’ll wonder why it’s not in a bank 
vault. Located in the striking yellow 
Martin Melck House, built in 1793, 
which I think is one of the finest 
examples of early Cape domestic 
architecture in the city, the museum 
showcases the history of gold min-
ing and gold craftsmanship in Africa 
as far back as ancient Egypt. There’s 
a particularly good collection of 
19th- to 20th-century West African 
pieces, including jewelry, statues, 
and masks. Make time for the res-
taurant offering Cape Malay dishes 
(see box above, Cape Malay Cuisine). 
If you have time, enquire about the 

Many of the original Malay slaves were craftspeople, and their 
skills were passed down through the generations. The men were 
tailors, carpenters, and coopers (cask-makers), and the women 
were renowned for their cooking. In the kitchen, it was the slave 
who ruled the master, and a Malay influence in South African cook-
ing continues to this day. Curries are served with an array of sam-
bals (condiments made from chilies) and atjars (oily vegetable 
relishes), and fruit is often cooked with meat. My favorite dishes 
include tomato bredie (stew), normally made from mutton, with 
cinnamon, cardamom, ginger, and cloves, and babotie, a Malay 
improvement on shepherd’s pie with chutney, almonds and sulta-
nas, and savory custard instead of mashed potato on top.

Town’s gay nightlife (see p 102). The 
Cape Quarter (see p 32, 6) is a 
stylish shopping mall that has a 
number of restaurants and home 
décor shops around a leafy court-
yard. @ 30 min.

Born in the Netherlands, Jan van Riebeeck (1619–67) was sent 
by the Dutch East India Company to establish a settlement to ser-
vice its ships as they rounded the Cape of Good Hope en route to 
the Far East. He arrived in 1651 and was Commander of the Cape 
from 1652 to 1662, when he was charged with building a fort, 
improving the natural anchorage at Table Bay, planting fruit and 
vegetables, and obtaining livestock from the indigenous Khoi peo-
ple. The Castle of Good Hope (see p 40, 3), South Africa’s oldest 
building, which was built between 1666 and 1679, several years 
after Van Riebeeck’s departure, replaced the original fort.

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beautiful arc of Camps Bay Beach’s 
white sand because it’s frequently 
the backdrop for film shoots. Lined 
with palms, the beach is overlooked 
by the magnificent Twelve Apostles, 
the spine of mountains along the 
peninsula, and across the road are 
fashionable restaurants. Umbrellas 
and deck chairs can be hired. Look 
to the left of the mountains and 
you’ll see the back view of the Table 
Mountain Aerial Cableway as it 
reaches the Upper Cableway Sta-
tion. Across the boulders at the 
northern end is Glen Beach, which is 
also lovely but better known as a 
surfer’s domain.

4 = ★★ Cape of Good Hope 
Beach. A lovely half- moon of 

1 = ★★ Bloubergstrand. 
About 25km (16 miles) north of the 
city center, this beach offers the 
quintessential view of Table Moun-
tain in all its glory. There are miles 
and miles of sand for beach walks, 
but it can sometimes be a little too 
windy for sunbathing. It’s popular 
for flying kites and kite-surfing. See 
p 143, 1.

2 = ★★★ Boulders Beach. 
Access to the beach is restricted to 
protect the colony of African pen-
guins residing here, but you can 
view them from the boardwalk that 
slopes down the sand dunes. See 
p 18, 9.

3 ★★★ = Camps Bay 
Beach. You may recognize the 

A common misconception is that Cape Point is the place 
where the Indian and Atlantic oceans meet, but that is 

actually at Cape Agulhas, a few hours southeast of Cape Town. As 
such, the whole Cape Peninsula is surrounded by the Atlantic, which 
can make it too cold for swimming, although it is slightly warmer and 
calmer on the False Bay side. Cape Town’s beaches are ideal for a 
few hours of relaxation.
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6 = ★★★ Fish Hoek Beach. 
Set in a wide sheltered bay, this flat 
and sandy beach is good for swim-
ming because the waves are rela-
tively gentle and the water is a few 
degrees warmer than at other 
beaches on the Cape Peninsula.

7 = ★★ Hout Bay Beach. 
Popular with dog walkers and 
joggers, and a good spot for fami-
lies to build sandcastles. The north 
end of this beach is good for swim-
ming, because the waves are gen-
tle. Kids will enjoy exploring the 
dunes, and if you look up there are 
great views of Chapman’s Peak 
Drive (p 17). Look out for Fish on the 
Rocks (Harbour Rd, Hout Bay. 
y 021-790-0001). This charming 
yellow shed has rickety wooden 
outside tables that overlook the fish-
ing boats. Enjoy simple, traditional 
fish or calamari and chips (fries) 
served with a wedge of lemon.

8 ★★ Llandudno Beach. This is 
one of the most picturesque 
beaches on the Cape Peninsula, 
although it’s difficult to find parking. 
This is a beautiful spot to watch the 
sunset and the sand is flanked by 
rocky coves on either end that invite 
further exploration. Sandy Bay is 
about 20 minutes walk to the south, 
surrounded by dunes, and sheltered 

brilliant white sand, found at the tip 
of the Cape Peninsula, and a great 
place for a picnic while admiring 
Cape Point towering above. See 
p 18, 7.

5 ★★★ = Clifton Beach. 
Come here to pose with the beauti-
ful people at the four beautiful 
sandy coves below Clifton’s luxury 
houses and apartments. The sand is 
powder soft and the waves gentle, 
and if the southeasterly wind is 
blowing Clifton is more sheltered 
than some of the other beaches. 
Clifton Fourth Beach has the best 
facilities for families, with changing 
rooms, toilets, and kiosks.

The South African sun is strong, and so wear sun block at all 
times. Avoid taking valuables to the beach and don’t leave items 
such as cell phones unattended. The Atlantic current is strong and 
so swim in designated places only, where life guards are on duty. 
Great White sharks are present in the waters around the Cape Pen-
insula, but shark attacks on swimmers and surfers are extremely 
rare. Shark-spotters are deployed at key beaches popular for surf-
ing to warn surfers of any impending danger.

Top Tips on the Beach

and quiet. It’s Cape Town’s nudist 
beach, although you don’t have to 
take your clothes off.

9 = ★ Long Beach. This 
beach, found at Kommetjie, is an 
isolated stretch of sand perfect for a 
beach walk. The waves here are 
popular with surfers and in a couple 
of places reach up to 5m (16ft) in 
height.

0 = ★ Muizenberg Beach. 
Running along the northern shore of 
False Bay, this magnificent swathe 
of sand is pounded by waves; hence 
its popularity for surfing. The prom-
enade is looking a little seedy, how-
ever, and so it’s not as popular as 
some of the other beaches. Look 
out for the row of brightly painted 
Victorian changing huts; they make 
a perfect photo.

Large 
rollers break on this vast expanse of 
white sand and it’s perfect for a 
long walk or horse ride (p 76). It 
stretches 6km (3.75 miles) from the 
foot of Chapmans Peak and features 
The Hoek, one of the best surfing 
right hand breaks in South Africa. As

Cape Town is one of the world’s top spots for surfing and 
there are a number of famous swells around the Cape Peninsula. 
The water is cold, and so full wetsuits are required. There are 
almost 50 surf spots around Cape Town, which are listed at www.

Beginners should head for Muizenberg Beach or 
Long Beach, while experienced surfers could try Dungeons near 
Hout Bay where waves break at 8m (26ft) and occasional interna-
tional big wave competitions are held.

1 Somerset West & Strand. A 
commuter town, ringed by the Hot-
tentots Holland Mountains, strad-
dles the N2 highway. The main 
beach, Strand (meaning ‘beach’ in 
Afrikaans), is a pleasant wide stretch 
of sand lined with holiday apart-
ments. Above the town, the N2 
climbs the mountains over the spec-
tacular Sir Lowry’s Pass (see box, 
below). As the road starts to rise 
towards the pass, after Monkey 
World turn right to Gordon’s Bay.

9km (5.5 miles) from Somerset 
West on the R44.

2 = ★★ Gordon’s Bay. The 
first settlement on the R44 coast 
road and on the eastern side of 
False Bay, this small resort has a 
main beach and the tiny arch of 
Bikini Beach, both of which are safe 
for swimming and great for kids, as 
there are plenty of warm shallows 
and rock pools to explore. The 

seafood restaurants along the 
beach road are popular with day-
trippers from Cape Town. Continue 

Opened in 1830, and named after the then-governor of the 
Cape Colony, Sir Lowry’s Pass forms an alternative route from Cape 
Town to Hermanus (120km/75 miles) via the N2. The N2 goes 
through the Hottentots-Holland Mountains of the Overberg, and on 
through farmlands to the Garden Route. Mossel Bay, the first main 
town on the Garden Route, is 394km (245 miles) from Cape Town. 
Rising to a height of 420m (1,380ft), this is one of many impressive 
passes built in the 1800s to traverse the Western Cape mountain 
ranges. Pull over at the viewpoint for the sweeping view of the 
Cape Peninsula and the Cape Flats.

Sir Lowry’s Pass

Yachts at Gordon’s Bay.
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3 = ★ Betty’s Bay. The road 
passes through the villages of Rooi-
els and Pringle Bay, made up of 
mostly local holiday homes, to Bet-
ty’s Bay. Apart from Boulders Beach 
(p 18, 9), this is the only other 

on the road as it winds around the 
headland, and on a clear day enjoy 
the view across to the Cape Penin-
sula. @ 45 min.

Walker Bay has the advantage of low cliffs and deep water so 
the whales get exceptionally close to the shore—in some places 
only about 10m (33ft) away. The whales are Southern Rights, so 
called because they were considered the ‘right’ or easiest to catch 
whales during the days of whaling. In August and September the 
females calve in the bay and then stay another two or so months 
with their young in the sheltered waters before returning to the 
colder oceans in the south. Things to look for include: blowing—the 
whale exhales air through its blow-hole crating a spout of water 
vapor; breaching—the whale lifts its entire body out of the water in 
a spectacular arc; grunting—a loud noise that carries a long way 
over the water; lobtailing—slapping the surface of the water with 
its tail; sailing—lifting its tail from the water for long periods of 
time; spyhopping—lifting its head vertically out of the water so it 
has a 360° view of the ocean.

Whale Watching
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6  = Bientang’s Cave. In a 
cave right on the water’s edge, with 
a wooden deck over the crashing 
waves, this is a perfect vantage 
point for whale-watching. Stop here 
for a seafood lunch served on socia-
ble long wooden tables. The steps 
down are steep and are not suitable 
for the frail or buggies.

1 ★★ Stellenbosch. Established 
in 1680, this is South Africa’s oldest 
town after Cape Town and has a 
pleasing blend of Cape Dutch, 
Regency, and Victorian architecture, 
and an attractive central square—all 
best appreciated on foot. Look out 
for the magnificent oak trees, some 
of which were planted in the 1600s 
by early farmers and are national 
monuments. Despite its historical 
nature, the town has a youthful 
atmosphere thanks to the large Stel-
lenbosch University. @ 1–2 hrs.

2 ★ Village Museum. Four 18th- 
and 19th-century houses have been 
restored and furnished with period 
furniture and household objects, 
and the gardens have been planted 
with popular plants of the era.

Wine was first produced in 1659 by the first Commander of the 
Cape, Jan van Riebeeck, who wrote in his diary that year, ‘Today, so 
praise be to God, wine was pressed from Cape grapes for the first 
time’. It was needed for the sailors on passing ships from Europe to 
the East Indies—red wine kept better than water and helped fight 
off scurvy. Early wines were also sent to Europe, and Napoleon and 
Fredrick of Prussia were known to enjoy a Cape Winelands tipple. 
Today the South African wine industry produces around a billion 
liters (22 million gallons) of wine each year and there are more than 
4,000 wine farms in the country. Grape varieties include Chenin 
Blanc, Chardonnay, Sauvignon Blanc, Shiraz, Merlot, and Pinotage. 
Unlike other wine producers, such as in France, wine in South Africa 
isn’t labeled by region, but by grape variety and the reputation of 
the vineyard.

South African Wine
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As the name suggests, this scenic route goes over four moun-
tain passes and is a recommended day trip from Cape Town, espe-
cially when combined with lunch in a fine Franschhoek restaurant 
or on a wine estate. Once in Stellenbosch take the R310 to Fran-
schhoek over the Helshoogte Pass. After 17km (11 miles) turn right 
on to the R45 to Franschhoek and then over the Franschhoek 
Pass. This is some 500m (1,600ft) above Franschhoek; notice the 
change of vegetation from fertile vineyards to scrub vegetation and 
fynbos surrounding the Theewaterskloof Dam. Turn right across 
the top of the dam on the R321, and climb Viljoens Pass. The 
countryside around here is used for apple growing. At the N2 turn 
right and head back to Cape Town over Sir Lowry’s Pass (p 133) 
where you’ll be rewarded with a fine view of the Cape Flats and 
False Bay.

No public transport adequately covers the Winelands, and so 
you either need to have your own car or take a day tour from Cape 
Town, which costs in the region of R500. Operators include Cape

This resort town is 
rather overshadowed by the enor-
mous and ugly Club Mykonos time 
share complex, but nevertheless the 
Langebaan Lagoon is very scenic 
and there’s a good stretch of shel-
tered beach. @ 30 min.

1 ★★★ Bloubergstrand. This 
suburb offers a picture-postcard 
view of the city and Table Mountain. 
Stroll barefoot on the glorious 
beach with the dog walkers and kite 
flyers. It’s also a hotspot for kite-
boarding (p 74). @ 20 min.

Continue north on the R27 and 
after 17km (10.5 miles) turn right. 
Darling is 35km (22 miles) from 
this junction on the R307.

2 ★★ Darling. A little inland, this 
pretty village is best known as the 
home of Evita Bezuidenhout, a 
South African drag artiste similar to 
Australia’s Dame Edna Everage, who 
runs a charming café/theater/shop 
in the old railway station. In flower 
season (August and September) 
staff here will point you in the direc-
tion of local farms, which open to 
visitors to see the blooms. @ 30 min. 
Evita se Perron, Railway Station, 

y 022-492-2831.Tues–Sun 10am–
4pm.

Take the R315 for 24km (15 
miles).

3 ★ Yzerfontein. This unspoilt 
fishing village has a wide expanse of 
sandy beach and the sea has a 
strong swell, making it a popular 
surfing spot. Boats in the little har-
bor go out daily to fish for snoek, a 
popular fish on the West Coast tra-
ditionally eaten with bread and apri-
cot jam. @ 30 min.

Take the R27, north for about 
20km (12 miles).

4 ★★ West Coast National 
Park. In flower season (August to 

The West Coast north of Cape Town offers picturesque fish-
ing villages and a sun-bleached coast backed by dunes and fyn-

bos scrub. In spring, fields are blanketed with wild flowers best seen 
in the West Coast National Park. Inland, the N7 runs through the 
Swartland, a wheat and wine farming region, while the R27 hugs the 
coast. START: Take the R27 north for 20km (12 miles).
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Look out for wild flowers in the West 
Coast National Park.



6 Strandloper. This is the best 
eating experience on the West 
Coast. Kick your shoes off on the 
beach for a long lazy lunch of 
about 10 courses of fish and sea-
food eaten at shaded wooden 
tables and accompanied by a 
guitar player. Langebaan Beach.

8 ★ St Helena Bay This is 
another attractive fishing village 
with a large fleet of boats, and is the 
spot where Vasco da Gama first set 
foot on what is now South Africa on 
his epic voyage around the Cape, on 
7th November 1497; St Helena Day. 
A granite monument on the shore 
marks the occasion. @ 30 min.

Go cross country on the R399 for 
about 80km (50 miles) and join 
the N7 at Piketberg. Citrusdal is 
45km (28 miles) north.

9 Citrusdal. Away from the 
coast, and back on the N7, cross the 
impressive Piekenierskloof Pass and 
drive down to Citrusdal. This town is 
surrounded by orange groves and 
as the name suggests is a center for 
the citrus industry. @ 10 min to 
drive through.

Take the N7 for 27km (17 miles), 
and then turn right and continue 
for 18km (11 miles).

0 ★★ Cederberg Wilderness 
Area. Here you can pick up permits 
and maps for hikes in the dramatic 
and rugged Cederberg Mountains. 
The vegetation is mostly fynbos with 
clutches of yellowwoods and Cape 
beech and cedar trees, and has 
plenty of overhangs, mountain 
streams, and rocky pools to explore. 
If you’re lucky you might spot a shy 
antelope such as duiker or klip-
springer. @ Hikes from 1hr–1 day. 
Cape Nature, Algeria. y 027-482-
2403. www.capenature.org.za. Day 
walks R36 adults, R22 kids (under-
12s). Daily 8am–6pm.

Continue 54km (34 miles) north 
on the N7.

! Clanwilliam. Back on the N7, 
this is a quiet agricultural town 

Head back to the Langebaan junc-
tion on the R27, and then con-
tinue 33km (21 miles) north to 
R45. Drive through Vredenburg 
and drive 16km (10 miles) down a 
dirt road. 

7 ★★ Paternoster. A pretty 
fishing village with a cluster of 
whitewashed houses with brightly 
colored tin roofs gleaming in the 
sun. The mainstay of the local 
economy here is crayfish fishing. 
It’s a peaceful place to walk along 
the beach or between the distinc-
tive white boulders. Look out for 
the lighthouse guarding the treach-
erous Cape Columbine, which 
has wrecked many ships in the 
past. It emits a flashing light that 
carries 50km (32 miles) out to sea. 

@ 1–2 hrs.

Fishing boats on the beach at Paternoster.
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Take the R364 to Lambert’s Bay, 
69km (43 miles) west.

@ Lambert’s Bay. A fairly remote 
and unattractive fish-processing 
town on a windswept stretch of 
coast 70km (44 miles) west of Clan-
william, birdwatchers should head 
here to see the offshore colony of 
thousands of Cape gannets and, to 
a lesser extent, the cormorants on 
Bird Island. You can walk across to 
the island via a causeway past fish-
ing boats. There’s a bird hide to 
watch from. @ 1 hr.

famous for growing South African’s 
favorite tea—rooibos; caffeine-free 
and more scented than regular tea. 
A garrison was built by the British 
here in 1808 and the town was 
named in 1814 after the father-
in-law of the Cape Governor, Sir 
John Cradock—the Earl of Clanwil-
liam. The museum in the old fort is 
mildly interesting. @ 1 hr. Museum, 
Main St. Admission R5 adults, 
R2 kids (under-16s). Mon–Fri 8am–
12.30am.

4 Things I Love. On a sunny day 
build your own picnics at the deli 
here and chill out with a bottle of 
wine in the gardens or terrace. In 
winter enjoy light lunches next to 
the cozy fire.

2 Church St. y 023-230-1041.
Admission R10 adults, kids R5 
(under-16s). Mon–Fri 9am–5pm, Sat

1 Wellington. Like the other 
winelands towns, this has a fine col-
lection of historical buildings and is 
surrounded by vineyards. A number 
of estates are open to the public for 
wine tasting, though most grapes 
grown in this region are used for 
dried fruit. @ Allow 30–45 min per 
wine estate in and around 
Wellington.

Follow the R301 over the spectac-
ular Bain’s Kloof Pass.

2 ★★★ Bain’s Kloof Pass. One 
of the most scenic of the many 
passes in the Western Cape, this 
series of dramatic switchbacks was 
considered a huge engineering feat 
when it opened in 1853. It is named 
after Andrew Bain, who built eight 
passes in the Cape and whose son 
Thomas Bain went on to build 
another 24 in the late 1800s. @ 1 
hr, allowing time to stop and admire 
the views.

Once over the pass 29km (18 
miles) from Wellington, turn left 
on the R43 42km (26 miles).

3 ★★★ Tulbagh. Almost too 
pretty and perfect, this beautiful town 
features some fine Cape Dutch white-
washed architecture and it’s all false. 
The original village of 18th-century 
buildings was all but destroyed in an 
earthquake in 1966, but the village 
underwent a massive restoration 
and became the fine settlement you 
see today. Park the car and walk up 
and down Church Street and drop 
into the museum, which has infor-
mation about the earthquake and a 
collection of Victorian furniture. 

@ 1–2 hrs. Oude Kerk Volksmuseum. 

Like Route 66 in the USA, Route 62 is a successful tourism 
initiative (based around the R62 road) running from Cape Town 

to Port Elizabeth in the Eastern Cape on the back roads. Over a cou-
ple of days you can explore the western end—a pretty region of 
vineyards, orchards, and wheat fields. START: Take the N1 50km (30 

miles) to Paarl and then the R303 9km (6 miles) to Wellington.

Dutch white-washed house in Tulbagh.

Retrace the R27 for 17km (10.5 
miles) and take the R301/R43 for 
40km (25 miles).

5 ★ Worcester. This medium-
sized farming town lies in the pictur-
esque Breede River Valley and is 
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Langeberg Mountains rise up to the 
north. Robertson is a sleepy farming 
center featuring neat rose gardens 
and orderly squares and is sur-
rounded by vineyards. These pro-
duce excellent Chardonnays plus 
dessert wines and liqueurs. Pick up 
a map for the Robertson Valley 
Wine Route at the office. @ Allow 
30–45 min per estate. Robertson 
Wine Valley, Voortrekker St. y 023-
626-4437. www.robertsonwineval-
ley.co.za. Mon–Fri 9am–5pm, 
Sat–Sun 9am–1pm.

Take a minor road, signposted to 
McGregor 25km (16 miles) south.

9 ★ McGregor. This is a picture-
perfect rural village with a clutch of 
thatched whitewashed houses 
gleaming in the sun, and the occa-
sional sound of a tractor chugging 
in the olive groves. @ 30 min.

From Robertson the R60 contin-
ues 25km (16 miles) to Montagu.

0 = ★★ Montagu. The main-
stay of the economy in this region is 
apples, pears, peaches, and apri-
cots as well as the inevitable wine, 
and the valley here is ringed by 
soaring mountains. Most people 
come to visit the Avalon Springs 
Hotel (see p 152), which has a series 
of pools and facilities centered on 
some hot springs. The waters are 
considered therapeutic and are a 
steady 48°C (118°F). @ 30 min.

Continue on the R60 for 56km 
(35 miles) southeast of Montagu.

! ★★★ Swellendam. Estab-
lished as a trading post by the Dutch 
East India Company in 1745, this is 
South Africa’s third oldest town 
after Cape Town and Stellenbosch. 
It also has the country’s best pre-
served 18th- and 19th-century Cape 
Dutch architecture, and many build-
ings have been turned into cafés 
and craft shops. @ 1–2 hrs.

surrounded by orchards and vine-
yards. It was first settled in 1820 
and named after the Marquess of 
Worcester. The Worcester Wine 
Route is worth exploring and you 
can pick up maps at the Kleinplasie 
museum (see 6). @ Allow 30–45 
min per estate. www.worcesterwine
route.co.za.

6 = ★★★ Kleinplasie Open-
air Museum. This is a fairly 
absorbing museum depicting life in 
the region from 1700 to 1900.

Several rural skills are dem-
onstrated by people in period cos-
tume and the geese and pigs 
wandering around create a real 
farmyard atmosphere.

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@ Old Mill. Stop for afternoon 
tea in the pretty gardens in the sun 
or come by later and eat by candle-
light inside the historical building in 
the evening, when traditional South 
African cuisine is on offer. 241 Voor-

was the house of the town’s first 
magistrate and features include a 
cow-dung kitchen floor, shuttered 
windows, and thatched roof. Fur-
nishings are of 19th-century vintage 
and in the garden are a gazebo and 
rose garden. @ 45 min.

SUMMER. One of the highlights of 
summer in Cape Town is lying on 
the lawns on a picnic blanket with a 
good bottle of wine for the Old 
Mutual Summer Sunset Concerts 
at beautiful Kirstenbosch National 
Botanical Garden (p 21). Locals 
pounce on the program as soon as 
it’s published (Nov–Apr; www.sanbi.
org). The concerts feature anything 
from the Cape Town Philharmonic 
Orchestra to Bryan Adams and local 
acts such as Coda and Freshly-
ground. The Spier Wine Estate 
(p 151; www.spier.co.za) near Stel-
lenbosch in the Winelands also has 
a summer program of performance 
entertainment at its open-air amphi-
theater. In early December the Obz 
Festival (www.obzfestival.com) in 
Observatory is a 3-day independent 
music festival and street party, 
especially popular with students at 
the University of Cape Town. The 
Cape Minstrel Carnival on 2nd 
January is a minstrel’s parade 
through central Cape Town by the 
Cape colored community, who com-
pete for prizes for the best turned-
out and entertaining troupes. The 
J&B Met (www.jbmet.co.za) at 
Kenilworth Race Course (p 114) on 
the last Saturday of January is the 
highlight of the city’s already very 
busy social calendar and is a similar 
event to Ascot in the UK for the 
hats, dresses, and bling—the 
horseracing seems to be secondary. 

AUTUMN. Cape Town Pride (www.
capetownpride.co.za) in March cele-
brates Cape Town’s ‘pinkness’ with 
an elaborate street parade ending in 
a night-long party in the gay ‘village’ 
of De Waterkant (p 53). Over a 
weekend in late March, the Cape

The Best Times to Go
February to May and September to 
late November are the best times to 
visit Cape Town, with fewer crowds 
than in summer, which coincides 
with the long domestic tourism sea-
son and school holidays. Cape Town 
does have quite a festive atmo-
sphere over December and January, 
however, and days are long, warm, 
and sunny. This is the best time to 
lie on the beach, but you’ll need to 
book well in advance for accommo-
dation, and flights will be at their 
premium. Weather-wise, almost any 
time of year is the right time to go, 
although the wet and cloudy winter 
months of July and August are not 
the best time to enjoy the outdoors 
and the Table Mountain Cableway 
closes for maintenance for two 
weeks in July. Nights get chilly too 
and given that South Africans gener-
ally don’t have heating, you may 
have to ask for an extra blanket 
from your hotel. Nevertheless these 
months are still popular with Euro-
peans and North Americans as they 
coincide with their long holidays. In 
short, there’s always something to 
do in Cape Town whatever the time 
of year.
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wine buffs and social butterflies out 
to the Winelands for tastings and 
the quaffing of more than 500 cele-
brated wines. There are also fashion 
shows, gourmet cooking classes, 
and live music. Held at the Cape 
Town International Convention Cen-
tre (CTICC) in June, the Cape Town 
Book Fair (www.capetownbookfair) 
is the southern hemisphere’s largest 
such event. Book lovers will be in 
heaven and famous authors from 
Marion Keynes to Wilbur Smith 
make appearances. In August, Cape 
Town Fashion Week (www.

walk at the CTICC. There are also a 
couple of film festivals on in Cape 
Town over winter (p 111).

SPRING. The Cape Town Interna-
tional Comedy Festival (www.
comedyfestival.co.za) (p 113) in Sep-
tember is staged at a number of 
venues around the city and is 
always popular. Most of Cape Town 
gravitates to the Hermanus Whale 
Festival (www.whalefestival.co.za) 
over the third weekend in Septem-
ber for a craft market, street fair, 
informative environmental and 
marine exhibits, live music, and 
yummy food, but it’s the whales 
that are the stars of the show so if 
you’re lucky they’ll put on quite a 
performance out in Walker Bay.

The Weather
Cape Town has a long dry summer 
(December to February) with long 
clear days and sunny skies and tem-
peratures average around 25–35°C 
(77–95°F). The only downside is the 
persistent southeasterly wind in Jan-
uary and February known locally as 
the ‘Cape Doctor’; so-called because 
it cleanses the city of pollution. It 
can also be responsible for the 
mountain fires that usually plague 
the city at this time of the year. The 
winter months (June to August) are 

diversity of cultures in Cape Town 
with bands and other acts perform-
ing on a stage in Company Gardens, 
and the festival ends with a street 
party in Long Street. The Cape 
Town International Jazz Festival 
(www.capetownfestival.co.za) in 
late March/early April attracts a 
huge crowd to the Cape Town Inter-
national Convention Centre (CTICC) 
(see p 39) and draws the cream of 
the crop of South African and inter-
national jazz greats. Cape Town 
grinds to a halt for the Cape Argus 
(a newspaper) and Pick ‘n’ Pay (a 
grocery chain) Cycle Tour (www.
cycletour.co.za) (p 78) in March. 
This is the world’s largest timed 
cycle race and attracts some 35,000 
participants. It winds its way 109km 
(68m) along a hilly but beautiful 
course around the Cape Peninsula. 
Cape Town literally lives and 
breathes cycling over this week-long 
chain of events, which culminates in 
the big race on the Sunday, when 
thousands of Capetonians line the 
route to lend their support. Also in 
March or April, the Two Oceans 
Marathon (www.twooceans
marathon.org.za) is an equally spec-
tacular event and runs 56 km (35 
miles) around the Peninsula. Still on 
sports, April sees the start of the 
rugby season; details from West-
ern Province Rugby (www.wprugby.
com) or Computicket (p 114; www.
computicket.co.za) for fixtures. 
Taste of Cape Town (www.
tasteofcapetown.com) in early April 
celebrates Cape Town’s love of 
gourmet restaurants (many of which 
I have listed). Buy a book of cou-
pons and wander around the extrav-
agant marquees, sampling 
mini-portions of gorgeous food and 
fine wines from the city’s top 15 or 
so restaurants.

WINTER. The four-day Stellenbosch 
Wine Festival (www.wineroute.co.za), 
on the first weekend of August, draws

the coolest times, when daytime 
temperatures average around 18°C 
(64°F) but drop as low as 8°C (46°F) 
and even lower at night. In some 
years the peaks around Stellen-
bosch are topped with a light cover 
of snow and on rare occasions so is 
Table Mountain. This is also the wet-
test and cloudiest time of the year 
in Cape Town. Spring and autumn 
are warm and clear, and are when 
the Winelands are particularly 
attractive.

As long as you have international 
roaming, your cell phone will work 
in South Africa.

Getting There
By Plane
There are daily direct flights to Cape 
Town from Europe and flying time is 
11 hours from the UK. UK residents 
tend not to suffer jet lag because 
there is a minimal time difference. 
From North America, Delta fly in con-
junction with South African Airways 
on a code share agreement from 
Atlanta to Cape Town via Johannes-
burg (see below), or there is the 
option of going via Europe or Dubai. 
From South America there are direct 
flights between Cape Town and Bue-
nos Aires and Sao Paulo. Other inter-
national airlines touch down in 
Johannesburg, from where the 2 hour 
flight to Cape Town is offered by a 
number of domestic and regional car-
riers. Note: to not feel rushed, allow 
at least 2 hours transit time at Johan-
nesburg’s O.R. Tambo International 
Airport. For a list of some of the air-
lines serving Cape Town and/or 
Johannesburg see p 173. Cape Town 
International Airport is 22km (14 
miles) from the city center on the N2 
and, outside of rush hour, the drive 
takes about 20 minutes. There is no 
public transport (although this is set 
to change; see box p 159) so the two 
options are to take a regular metered 
taxi (about R200–250) or organize a 
shuttle bus (R150–220 per person 
depending on how many people), 
which drops off at hotels. For one or 
two people the shuttle bus is the bet-
ter value but for three or four people 
a taxi is best. You can pre-book the 
shuttle through Magic Bus (y 021-
505-6300; www.magicbus.co.za) or 
Backpacker Bus (y 021-439-7600; 
www.backpackerbus.co.za) and the 

driver will meet you in the arrivals hall 
with a sign with your name on it. All 
hotels and guest houses can also 
arrange this service when making a 
room reservation. If you haven’t pre-
booked, there are a couple of shuttle 
bus counters in the international arriv-
als hall. For both taxis and buses you’ll 
need Rand cash to pay the drivers, 
and the airport has plenty of ATMs 
and foreign exchange bureaux.

By Car
There are three approaches to Cape 
Town by road. The N1 highway con-
nects the 1,400km (875 miles) from 
Johannesburg to Cape Town. The N2 
runs along the southern coast of 
South Africa from Cape Town to Dur-
ban and beyond, and the N7, which 
meets the N1 about 10km/6m north 
of Cape Town, goes all the way to the 
border with Namibia 714km (445 
miles) away. In the city center the N1 
and N2 converge on a flyover next to 
the Cape Town International Conven-
tion Centre (CTICC) and end at a set of 
traffic lights. A right turn here takes 
you to the V&A Waterfront, straight 
on goes into the city center, and a 
right at the next junction takes you to 
Green Point, Sea Point and beyond.

By Bus
Mainline coach companies link Cape 
Town with the other cities on vari-
ous routes (www.greyhound.co.za; 
www.translux.co.za; www.intercape.
co.za). The Baz Bus (y 021-439-
2323; www.bazbus.co.za) is a popu-
lar hop-on and hop-off service that 
runs from Johannesburg/Pretoria to

work Spoornet. There are daily trains 
between Cape Town and Johannes-
burg/Pretoria (29 hours) and weekly 
trains between Cape Town and Dur-
ban (38 hours).

Getting Around

By Taxi
Taxis are plentiful but can’t be 
hailed in the street. They do, how-
ever, park outside large hotels, 
shopping malls, and tourist sites, or 
they can be phoned. Any hotel or 
restaurant can do this for you and 
the taxi will appear in minutes. 
Rates are R9 per km (0.6m). Larger 
groups and wheelchair users should 
request a Toyota Venture, which 
can take up to nine passengers or 
accommodate a wheelchair. Rikki 
Taxis (y 0861-745-547; www.rikkis.
co.za) are shared taxis, which pick 
up other people along the way and 
take them to destinations near your 
own. This considerably brings down 
the cost (R20–35 depending on your 
destination), but they take a little 
longer than regular taxis. You can 
flag these down if you see one—
they look like London Hackney cabs 
painted in brightly colored advertis-
ing—or phone and tell them where 
you want to be picked up. Increas-
ingly Rikki freephones can be found 
at backpackers’ hostels, supermar-
kets, and petrol stations. They run 

24 hours. Minibus taxis run along 
the main routes, though the stan-
dard of driving is notoriously bad 
and there is the danger of pick-
pocketing because they can be very 
crowded. A short ride costs R3.75, 
and you just wave them down.

By Bus
Yellow and orange Golden Arrow 
buses (y 0800-656-463; www.
gabs.co.za), whose slogan is ‘the 
bus for us’, run regularly from the 
central bus station on Strand Street 
on the main roads; bus stops are 
clearly marked. A short ride will cost 
no more than R4, but you won’t 
have much of a chance of getting on 
one of these during commute times. 
The best way to get around the 
tourist sites is to go on the red hop-
on, hop-off City Sightseeing open 
top bus (see p 12 for details).

By Car
Although it’s not essential to hire a 
car—there are plenty of day tours 
available (p 25), the City Sightseeing 
bus (see p 12) connects all the 
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classic vintage ex-Chinese Red Army 
motorbike and sidecar from Cape 
Sidecar Adventures (y 021-434-
9855; www.sidecars.co.za).

By Metrorail
Metrorail (y 0800-656-463; www.
capemetrorail.co.za) operates from 
the central railway station on Adder-
ley Street and most routes serve 
commuters to and from the sub-
urbs. However there are problems 
with petty crime, as many routes go 
through unsavory areas, so only 
travel during peak commuter times. 
Useful (and relatively safe) for visi-
tors is the line to Simon’s Town, 
which offers superb views once on 
the coast.

On Foot
The compact city center is ideal for 
walking. See p 37 for walking tours.

In line with requirements for the 2010 FIFA World Cup South 
Africa, a new transport system is currently being implemented in 
Cape Town and is known as the Integrated Rapid Transport (IRT). 
The first phase is an airport-city link and a route from the West 
Coast suburbs into the city. Plans (at the time of writing) are well 
underway and should be operational by 2010. A bus service will run 
on both dedicated ‘trunk’ routes on specific traffic lanes, mostly in 
the middle of the road with larger vehicles (18m (60ft) articulated 
buses), and ‘feeder’ routes on normal roads with smaller (8–12m 
(26–40ft)) buses. This system has worked well in other international 
cities, and although travel is by road, it works along a similar system 
as a regular tram/light railway because of the dedicated routes. The 
scheme intends to incorporate the current minibus taxi and local 
bus industries and possibly offer a park-and-ride option. The dedi-
cated routes will also be designed for use for bicycle and pedes-
trian access in and around the city.

INSURANCE Check your existing 
insurance policies before you buy 
travel insurance to cover trip cancel-
lation, lost luggage, medical 
expenses, or car rental insurance. 
There are a wide variety of travel 
insurance policies to choose from 
so shop around. For South Africa, 
policies should cover the loss of 
personal effects and in the event of 
a medical emergency, air repatria-
tion to your home country. Medical 
bills in South Africa have to be paid 
up-front or before you leave hospi-
tal, so ensure you keep all receipts 
to make a claim on your insurance 
when you return home. Public hos-
pitals offer poor service and should 
be avoided in favor of the top class 
facilities and care in the private 
hospitals.

INTERNET Internet access is plenti-
ful, both in Internet cafés and in 
most hotels, guest houses, and 
backpacker hostels, although it is 
slow and there can be download 
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thieves will target tourists if tempta-
tion is put in their way, so keep valu-
ables hidden. Be wary when using 
ATMs. Never accept help using the 
machine and preferably use one 
inside a bank or shopping mall. 
Don’t walk around central Cape 
Town after dark and always take a 
taxi. Muggings have occurred on 
the hiking routes up Table Mountain 
and so leave valuables in your hotel 
safe.

SMOKING The no smoking in public 
places law came into effect in South 
Africa in 2001 and includes the 
workplace and public transport. 
Restaurants and bars are legally 
allowed to have 25% of their area 
dedicated to smokers, which must 
be outside or enclosed from the 
non-smoking section.

PASSPORTS No visas are required 
for US, Canadian, European, Austra-
lian, or New Zealand visitors to 
South Africa and a 90-day entry 
stamp is issued on arrival.

Visitors (i.e., non South African residents) can claim refunds for 
the 14% VAT (value added tax) paid on all purchases if they are 
taken out of the country.

TRAVELERS WITH DISABILITIES Cape 
Town has improved considerably in 
recent years with regards to acces-
sibility, and no new building is built 
without ramps or elevators. Most 
tourist sites are accommodating 
and some facilities, such as a Braille 
Trail in Kirstenbosch National Botan-
ical Garden or the Table Mountain 
Cableway, have been designed with 
the needs of the disabled in mind. 
All shopping malls and public build-
ings have designated parking for the 
disabled near the entrance, and 
modern hotels have specially 
adapted rooms. Endeavor Safaris 
(y 021-556-6114; www.endeavor-
safaris.com) can arrange specialist 
tours for wheelchair users, the visi-
bility and hearing impaired, and visi-
tors who require oxygen or regular 
kidney dialysis. Flamingo Tours 
(y 021-557-4496; www.flamingo
tours.co.za) also offer tours for the 
disabled, including sign language 
tours of Cape Town, and can supply 
a registered nurse if needed.

TIME South Africa is 8 hours ahead 
of USA Eastern Standard Time and 2 
hours ahead of Greenwich Mean 
Time (GMT). However between 
March and October when the UK 
observes daylight saving, South 
Africa is GMT+1.

TIPPING |It’s normal to tip waiters, 
taxi drivers, and tour guides about 
10% for good service. For coffees 
and snacks most people just leave a 
few coins or round up to the near-
est R10. Some restaurants will 
include a service charge for large 
groups (five or more) so check the 
bill (this word is used rather than 
‘check’ in South Africa). If you’re 
driving it’s common practice to tip 
R2–5 for both gas station attendants 
and car guards on the street (identi-
fied by a badge or yellow work vest).

TOILETS These are generally of a 
good standard, although away from 
the shopping malls and tourist sites 
there are few independent blocks. 
Most restaurants will allow you to 
use their facilities whether you’re 
eating there or not.

Cape Town: A Brief History

1487 The first ship to round the 
Cape is captained by Bar-
tholomeu Dias, who names it 
Cabo de Bõa Esperança or the 
Cape of Good Hope.

1497 Vasco da Gama, on a voyage 
from Portugal to the East Indies, 
sets foot on southern Africa at 
today’s St Helena Bay.

1503 Antonio de Saldanha and his 
crew land in Table Bay and are 
the first Europeans to climb Table 
Mountain. They name it Taboa da 
Caba (Table of the Cape).

1575 The Portuguese produce the 
first maritime map of the south-
ern Africa coast.

1580 English admiral Francis Drake 
rounds the Cape and says: ‘This 
Cape is a most stately thing, and 
the fairest Cape we saw in the 
whole circumference of the 
earth’.

1595 The first Dutch ships reach the 
southern African coast.

1652 Van Riebeeck arrives in Table 
Bay to build a fort and establish a 
refreshment station for water, 
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1778–81 By now the colonists have 

reached Plettenberg Bay, where 
they erect a beacon, the Xhosa 
region to the east, and present-
day Keetmanshoop in Namibia to 
the north.

1780–83 War between the Nether-
lands and England reduces the 
Dutch East India Company’s eco-
nomic and political power in 
Europe.

1795–1806 The British arrive and 
annex the Dutch colony after the 
Battle of Muizenberg. They lose it 
back to the Dutch but regain con-
trol in 1806. The Dutch East India 
Company goes bankrupt.

1807 The Abolition of the Slave 
Trade Act is passed in Britain, 
though it is still legal to keep 
slaves.

1825 With the onset of the Industrial 
Revolution in Europe, the first 
steam ship arrives in Table Bay.

1834 The official emancipation of 
slaves is declared on 1st Decem-
ber in Greenmarket Square, and 
59,000 slaves are freed in the 
Cape Colony.

1836–40 Dutch farmers are not 
impressed by the British, who 
have stripped them of their 
cheap, slave labor. The Great 
Trek begins, and some 10,000 
Dutch families leave the Cape 
with their ox-wagons to form 
new republics in the interior. 
They became known as Voortrek-
kers and later Boers.

1840 The Cape Town Municipality is 
formed. The population is put at 
20,000, half of which is white.

1870–80 The discovery of diamonds 
and gold in the north shifts eco-
nomic importance away from 
Cape Town, but it remains the 
principal port. Alfred Basin is 
completed in 1870.

1655 Exploration begins into the 
interior, and the first slaves arrive 
from Java and Madagascar.

1662 The Cape refreshment station 
becomes a Dutch colony.

1666 Work begins on the Castle of 
Good Hope, which replaces the 
fort.

1679 The Slave Lodge is built. Simon 
Van der Stel is appointed Com-
mander of the Cape and further 
develops Cape Town.

1680 Stellenbosch is established as 
a vine- and wheat-growing 
region.

1685 The Dutch East India Company 
grants Van der Stel an estate at 
Constantia in appreciation of his 
achievements and he plants the 
first vineyards.

1688 A group of persecuted Protes-
tants known as Huguenots arrive 
from France and Van der Stel 
gives them land at Franschhoek 
(‘French corner’).

1713 An outbreak of smallpox intro-
duced by the Europeans virtually 
decimates the Khoi population.

1717 The population of the colony is 
now 5,400, of which 50% are 
slaves.

1739 Hendrik Swellengrebel 
becomes Governor of the Cape.

1743–45 Swellendam is established 
and Dutch Reformed churches 
are built across the Cape.
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arrested and the Treason Trial 
begins.

1960 The Sharpeville Massacre. 
Police kill 69 people demonstrat-
ing about carrying pass books. 
By now all non-whites have to 
carry them. The government 
bans the ANC and other groups.

1961–63 The ANC launches its 
armed wing; Umkhonto we Sizwe 
(Spear of the Nation) under the 
leadership of Nelson Mandela, 
but he is arrested in 1961. Other 
leading ANC members including 
Walter Sisulu are arrested at Lil-
iesleaf Farm near Johannesburg 
in 1962. Mandela and others get 
life sentences on Robben Island 
for treason.

1966 District Six is declared a white 
area and is razed to the ground. 
Its residents are forcibly moved 
to the Cape Flats.

1967 Professor Christiaan Barnard 
performs the world’s first heart 
transplant in Cape Town.

1977 The Soweto Uprising sparks 
unrest throughout the country 
and some 600 black demonstra-
tors are killed by police.

1980S The ANC’s military wing and 
other terrorist groups step up 
activities and bomb many railways, 
police stations, and public build-
ings. The South African Defence 
Force reacts by killing perpetrators 
and attacking ANC missions over-
seas. The townships become war 
zones. The international commu-
nity imposes economic sanctions 
on South Africa and appeals for 
peace and reform.

1984 Cape Town’s Archbishop Des-
mond Tutu receives the Nobel 
Peace Prize for bringing the pro-
test against apartheid to an inter-
national level.

1901 After an outbreak of bubonic 
plague, native Africans are 
moved to Ndabeni, 6km (4 miles) 
east of the city, Cape Town’s first 
black township.

1905 The docks at Victoria Basin are 
completed.

1910 The Union of South Africa is 
formed, joining the British colo-
nies of the Cape and Natal with 
the Boer republics in the Trans-
vaal and Orange Free State.

1912 Native National Congress 
formed; later to be renamed Afri-
can National Congress (ANC).

1913 The Native’s Land Act is 
passed, which deprives many 
residents of the right to own 
land. It is the first of many racial 
segregation legislations.

1914 The National Party is formed.

1918 Nelson Mandela is born in a vil-
lage in the Eastern Cape.

1929 Commercial flights between 
London and Cape Town 
commence.

1936 The Representation of Natives 
Act is passed, which denies non-
whites in the Cape the right to 
vote.

1943 The city begins reclaiming 1.9 
km² (480 acres) of land on the 
foreshore in front of the Castle of 
Good Hope.

1948 The National Party comes into 
power and apartheid (meaning 
‘being apart’ in Afrikaans) policies 
such as the Prohibition of Mixed 
Marriages Act (1949) and the 
Group Areas Act (1951) are 
passed.

1955 The Congress of the People 
meets in Soweto, Johannesburg, 
and draws up the Freedom Char-
ter, which becomes the corner-
stone of ANC policy.
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healing process for the victims of 
apartheid. Reports find both the 
apartheid government and the 
ANC responsible for human 
rights abuses.

1999–2006 The ANC wins the next 
two elections and Mandela steps 
down as president in favor of 
Thabo Mbeki. Mandela continues 
to be an activist for HIV/Aids and 
other world issues.

2007 Despite facing corruption 
charges, Jacob Zuma is elected 
chairman of the ANC.

2008 Nelson Mandela retires from 
public life on his 90th birthday. 
Claiming poor performance, the 
ANC recalls President Mbeki, 
who resigns and is replaced by 
interim president Kgalema Mot-
lanthe until elections in April 
2009.

2009 Just two weeks before the 
elections, the National Prosecut-
ing Association drops corruption 
charges against Zuma citing mis-
demeanors in the investigation 
process.

2009 South Africa goes to the polls. 
The ANC wins 65.9% of the vote 
and Zuma becomes president.

2010 South Africa hosts the 2010 
soccer World Cup.

1986 Pass books are finally 
abolished.

1989 President PW Botha and Nel-
son Mandela meet. Later in the 
year FW De Klerk becomes presi-
dent. More than 100,000 people 
attend a protest march in Cape 
Town.

1990 The tide is turning. De Klerk un-
bans the ANC, scraps apartheid 
legislation, lifts the 10-year state 
of emergency on the country, 
and releases Mandela and other 
political prisoners from prison. 
Mandela meets exiled ANC Presi-
dent Oliver Tambo for the first 
time. The ANC suspends its 
armed struggle.

1991 Peace talks headed by De Klerk 
and Mandela begin in earnest 
and a new constitution is drawn 
up with equality for all.

1993 De Klerk and Mandela jointly 
win the Nobel Peace Prize.

1994 South Africa’s first multi-racial 
democratic elections take place. 
The ANC win and Mandela is 
sworn in as President.

1995 Archbishop Desmond Tutu is 
appointed chairman of the Truth 
and Reconciliation Commission, 
which becomes part of the

Tips on Dining

Southern Africa does not have a 
hugely developed cuisine that it can 
call its own, but there are a few 
dishes worth looking out for. Easiest 
on the newly initiated palate are the 
Cape Malay dishes, characterized 
by sweet aromatic curries. These 
include bobotie, a delicious baked 
meatloaf, mildly curried and served 
with chutney; and bredie, a tomato-
based stew, usually with lamb. 

Another Cape delicacy not to be 
missed is waterblommetjie bredie, 
or waterlily stew, usually cooked 
with lamb. Many South African 
menus also feature Karoo lamb, 
favored because the sweet and aro-
matic herbs and grasses of this arid 
region flavor the animals as they 
graze, and ostrich, a delicious red 
meat that tastes more like beef than 
anything else and is extremely 
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the latter, a coriander-spiced beef-
and-pork sausage, is arguably South 
Africa’s staple meat. The most basic 
African foodstuff is corn, most pop-
ularly eaten as pap, a ground maize 
porridge, and not unlike polenta, or 
the rougher wholegrain samp, and 
served with a vegetable- or meat-
based sauce.
 If you’re a serious gourmand or 
are going to be here for a while, 
there are three restaurant guides 
worth purchasing: Eat Out (www.
eatout.co.za), an annual overview of 
restaurants throughout the country 
with an annual top 10, is very thor-
ough, but its size may make it a little 
unwieldy; dine, published by wine 
magazine, also covers the country, 
with an annual top 100, but is a slim, 
pocket-size booklet. Equally so is Ros-
souw’s Restaurants (www.rossouws
restaurants.com), an annual guide 
to restaurants in Cape Town, the 
Winelands, and the Garden Route. 
The latter divides top picks accord-
ing to budget, as well as useful 
selections under categories like 
‘Family’ and ‘Romantic’; best of all, 
reviews are sent in by Cape diners, 
so you’re not being influenced by 
one food critic’s palate.

healthy. Your dessert may be melk-
tert, a cinnamon-flavored custard 
tart of Dutch origin; malva pudding, 
served with hot custard; or koeksis-
ters, plaited doughnuts, deep-fried 
and dipped in syrup.
 On the East Coast, Durban is 
famed for its Indian curries, whose 
burn potential is indicated by such 
ingenious names as Honeymooners’ 
Delight (hot) and Mother-in-Law 
Exterminator (damn hot!). The 
coastline supplies seafood in abun-
dance: fish, abalone, mussels, oys-
ters, crabs, squid, langoustines, and 
the Cape’s famous rock lobster 
(crayfish), but for a uniquely South 
African-flavored seafood feast, 
you’ll need to head for one of the 
West Coast beach restaurants. 
Here, snoek, a firm white fish, is 
traditionally served with konfyt 
(fruits preserved in sugar syrup, 
from the French confit, a legacy of 
the French Huguenots).
 Look for the spiraling smoke 
trailing over suburban fences and 
township yards each weekend, 
when throughout the country South 
Africans barbecue fresh meat over 
coals. The ubiquitous braaivleis 
(barbecues) or tshisanyamas (liter-
ally ‘burn the meat’) feature

During apartheid his stories 
were set in that period, but he’s also 
used the Cape’s historical back-
ground as a setting. Shortlisted for 
the 1976 Booker Prize, An Instant 
in the Wind (Sourcebooks Land-
mark, 2008) is a story set in 1749 of 
a white woman whose husband dies 
while they are trekking into the inte-
rior, and she enlists the help of an 
escaped slave to take her back to 
Cape Town. A Chain of Voices 
(Sourcebooks Landmark, 2007) 
explores the relationship between a 
white settler family and their slaves 
over three generations on their farm 
near Tulbagh in the early 1800s, and 
is basically a study of the oppressive 
dynamics of slavery.
 Published in 1948 in the same 
year the National Party came into 
power, Alan Paton’s Cry The 
Beloved Country (Scribner, 2003) 
is probably the most famous novel 
to come out of South Africa, and is a 
moving story of a black Anglican 
priest who goes to Johannesburg to 
search for his son, who is later con-
demned to death for the murder of 
a white activist.
 Although born in Zambia, Wilbur 
Smith has written over 30 block-
buster novels, and his first Courtney 
sequence follows a South African 
Boer family from the Zulu War 
period until the Union of South 
Africa was formed. The second 
sequence follows the Courtney 

South Africa is well known for its lit-
erary talent and has produced two 
Nobel literature laureates. The first, 
Nadine Gordimer, who won in 
1991, has been a published author 
since the age of 16 and has been 
writing short stories for the New 
Yorker since the 1950s. Most of her 
early work dealt with racial oppres-
sion under apartheid, and she was 
an active member of the ANC. Con-
sequently much of her work was 
banned or censored in South Africa 
for a long period of time. Of her 
many books, The Conservationist 
(Penguin, 1984) was the joint winner 
of the Booker Prize in 1974. It is a 
character study of a white industrial-
ist in Johannesburg who takes on a 
small farm as a hobby, but has little 
emotion for the poor conditions that 
his black laborers endure, or affinity 
with or respect for the land. Bur-
gher’s Daughter (Penguin, 1980) 
was written soon after the 1976 
Soweto Uprising. A young white 
woman’s anti-apartheid activist 
father dies in prison, and she has to 
come to terms with her own politi-
cal beliefs. July’s People (Penguin, 
1982) is set in a fictional civil war in 
South Africa when a white family 
has to escape to safety to the home 
village of their servant July.
 Born in Cape Town, JM Coetzee 
has been writing novels since the 
1970s and won the Nobel Prize for 
Literature in 2003. His best-known 
novel, Booker Prize winner Disgrace 
(Penguin, 1999) is a powerful and 
harrowing novel. A successful Eng-
lish professor at a Cape Town uni-
versity loses everything after he 
seduces a student, and has to start 
a new life on his daughter’s farm, 
where he and his daughter are vio-
lently attacked. Life and Times of

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powerful Bang Bang Club; Snap-
shots of a Hidden War, (Basic 
Books, 2001) by Greg Marinovich 
and Joao Silva, follows the lives of 
four acclaimed photo-journalists as 
they document the violent chaos 
going on in the townships during 
the final fight against apartheid in 
the 1980–-90s. One of them is killed 
by a stray bullet and another com-
mits suicide. Journalist and poet 
Antjie Krog’s Country of my 
Skull (Three Rivers Press, 2000) tells 
the wrenching tales of victims of 
apartheid as they were told to the 
Truth and Reconciliation Commis-
sion. Her depth of writing gives 
voice to stories previously unheard. 
Diamonds, Gold and War; the 
British, the Boers, and the mak-
ing of South Africa (Public Affairs, 
2008) by Martin Meredith is a 
good account of South Africa’s his-
tory and explains how the diamond 
and gold rushes laid down the foun-
dations of apartheid.

family through the World Wars, and 
then Smith jumps back in the third 
sequence to cover the arrival of 
Courtney’s at the Cape and their 
subsequent adventures from the 
mid-1600s to the mid 1700s.
 Given its turbulent history, 
there’s a vast range of non-fiction 
books about South Africa and more 
than 120 have been written about 
Nelson Mandela alone. These 
include the superbly illustrated 
Mandela: The Authorized Por-
trait by Mac Maharaj and Ahmed 
Kathrada (Wild Dog Press, 2006), 
which covers his life story and 
clearly demonstrates Mandela’s 
exceptional humility. Nelson Mande-
la’s autobiography, Long Walk to 
Freedom (Holt McDougal, 2000) is a 
gripping and detailed read and he 
wrote much of it in secret during his 
incarceration on Robben Island.

The South African wine industry is still grappling to redress the 
economic and social injustices resulting from apartheid-era poli-
cies, such as the lack of land ownership by black and “coloureds”, 
the shortage of qualified black winemakers and viticulturists, wide-
spread unemployment, and rampant alcohol abuse. Significant 
change is in progress, however, through macro-initiatives such as 
the Wine Industry Transformation Charter, being finalized under 
the auspices of a Black Economic Empowerment (BEE) Steering 
Committee. Integral to the charter will be a scorecard, in which 
wine industry participants will accumulate points commensurate 
with their performance in such key areas as equity, asset, owner-
ship, land reform, shareholding, skills development, procurement 
practices, and more.
 Broader developments such as these should bolster the indi-
vidual transformative efforts of entities like the South African Vint-
ners Alliance, recently established to further the interests of BEE 
wineries, and the encouragement provided to black oeno-entrepre-
neurs by the original BEE producers, like New Beginning (y 021-
869-8453), the first black-owned wine farm in the country, and 
Bouwland (y 021/852-5052), Crossroads Wines (y 021-461-
0360), and African Roots (y 082-571-4157).
