The figure and defcription here given were taken from a plant which 

flowered by means of artificial heat, in the fpring of 1798, at Mr. 

WATSON'S, Nurferyman, Iflington, and which had b?en introduced 

the fame year, by Mr. ANTHONY HOVE, of Warfaw.
As an hardy ornamental fhrub, it bids fair to prove an acquifition truly 

valuable, its flowers produced in the months of June and July, being 

highly ornamental as well as fragrant.
We have the beft authority for Hoarding tins plant as the Cbama- 

rhodendrcs Pontica of TOURNEFOR r, it ngiues with his oWn fpecimens 

in Sir JOSEPH BANKS'S Herbarium, i- r-vords alfo with his defcrip 

tion, and figures, more efpcciaily of thofe flowers which are of their 

natural fize ; nor have we any douMs of its being the Azalea Pontica of 

Prof. PALLAS, figured in the Fhi . RoJJica, fmce it correfponds generally 

with his cVfcription, iiiuyij_rh not ii »:1 points with his figure, which 

bears evident marks of inaccuracy, the ftigma, for inflate, is repre- 

fented as trifid.

The prefent is one of thofe plants which is entitled to our 
admiration, for - its curious and fingular ftrufture, rather than 
for any extraordinary figure it makes in a collection; not that 
its flowers are without a certain {hare of beauty.

It is an annual, growing to about the height of two feet; 
the whole plant is vifcous, and, if bruifed, fmells fomewhat dif- 
agreeably; the flowers do not open at any particular time as 
thofe of the Mirabilis do, and each contains only three ftamina; 
when they fall off, which they do foon after expanding, the 
calyx clofes on the germen, enlarges, droops, and becomes 
deeply plaited; on the ripening of the feed it turns brown, 
expands, and is fufpended like a little umbrella over the feed, 
which when perfectly ripe drops out on the ground; the ex-, 
panded calyx in this ftate appears fomewhat like the flower of 
a Phyfalis.

This plant flowers from June to Oftober, and ripens its 
feeds in the open air ; it is not difficult of culture, requires the 
lame treatment as other tender annuals from Peru.

Our figure was drawn from a plant which flowered 1796, 
in the collection of the Marchionefs of BUTE, and was raifed 
from Peruvian feeds, fent her by Prof. ORTEGA of Madrid, 
under the name of Mirabilis triandra; Monf. CAVANILLE 
has figured and clefcribed it as the Mirabilis vifcofa s Monf. 
L'HERITIER, from a confideration of all its characters, has 
been induced to make a new genus of it, which he has called Oxybapbus.

As a fhrub commonly cultivated for ornament in our gardens 
and plantations, the Hydrangea arborefcens has a right to appear 
in this work, neverthelefs it is more with a view to illuftrate 
a peculiar character of the genus that it is here figured.

This fhrub is a native of Virginia, and was introduced in 
1736, by P. CoLLINSON, Efq. it is of low growth, rarely 
exceeding four feet in height ; its flowers are produced on the, 
lummits of the branches, fomewhat in the manner of the Law* rnjlinus ; they are fmall, crowded, nearly white, with a tinge 
of red in them which is not very brilliant, and fome fragrance j 
they are produced in July and Auguft, and fometimes followed by ripe feeds here.

It appears to be a point not yet full y determined, whether the 
prefent plant exhibits the appearances belonging to it in a ftate 
of nature, or thofe which are in a certain degree the effeO; of 
accident, or of art; in its fructification it certainly is not fo 
completely barren as the Guilder Rofe, Viburnum Opulus, cul 
tivated in our gardens, fince it has moft of its parts perfeQ ; 
yet as none of the authors who have feen it in China cr Japan 
(where it is faid not only to be much cultivated but indigenous*] 
defcribe its fruit, we are inclined on that account to regard it, 
in a certain degree, as monftrous.

It will appear by the fynonyms, that authors have entertained 
very different opinions as to what this plant really is; JussiEt 
following COMMERSON makes it an Hortenjiat THUNBI :u:  ' 
Viburnum, LOUREIRO, ridiculoufly enough, a Primulc. a nd 
Dr. SMITH an Hydrangea.

In the original description of the characters of the genU' 
Hydrangea by LINN.&US, there is no mention made of two 
different kinds of florets, as in the Viburnum, nor has any au 
thor that I am acquainted with defcribed the Hydrangea arbor. 
as producing fuch ; yet, to my great furprife, in a plant of

Carrtin. i n which he defcribes a fecond fpe^ ncs of Hydr—igca, which he calls radiata* having very dif- linftly, as in the Vi'nr turn, two different kinds of florets in the fume Cvrna, this variation in the florets is added by him to' the generic character -. i^e fimilarity which exifts between the flower- (d Mr. WALT.MC > Hydrt >nf ea radiatat and thofe of the prefent plant fufficientiy juftify Dr. SMITH in making it an H-fdrangea; the appearances obferved by LouREiRot on dif- felliii^ t' ie germen, and our difcovery of the exiftence of two dilicrcnt kinds- of flowers in the Hydrangea arborefcens, tend ftill rm>ie to confirm its propriety ; we may add, that in the very habit uffhefe feveral plants there exifts a conflderable fimilarity ; ftill, li"vrever, it is only by ripe feed-veffels of the prefent plant, that this doubtful ma^e. can be fatisfafctorily cleared up ,- but it will not follow, that if it be not an Hydrangea it muft be a fil'uritttia.
This ma jrn'ficenl and highly ornamental plant, according to Dr. SMITH, was introduced from China to the royals garden ;*c Kew, by Sir JOSIPH BANK.O, Bart, in 1790; it wa r. imported by Mr. SLAT L V about the fame time, with whom it is laid 'to have firft flowered in this country.If r^om were allowed us, it would be fuperfluous to de- fcribe minutely a plant now fo very common; fuffice it to fay, that from a ftrong perennial root, rife a number of half- Ihrubby, irregular, fomewhat fpongy ftalks, ftrongly fpotted when young with purple, from one to three feet high, termi nated by large bunches of flowers, at firft green, then rofe- coloured, and finally green a fecond time ; thefe are the moft common changes to which they are liable : but it will fome- times happen that a plant which has produced red flowers one year, fhall produce blue another, though growing in the fame pot ; this we faw happen in the year 1796 to a plant in the poffeflion of the Countefs of UPPER OSSORV, whofe re- fined tafte and fuperior judgment have in feveral inftances J contributed to render our works more acceptable to the

more perfect than thofe of the cithers, nor more productive 

of ripe fruit.
Since the introduction of this plant, trials have been made 

in regard to its hardinefs, and k is found to'furvive mild winters 

if planted in very warm flickered fituations; but in others, 

both ftalks aftd leaved are liable to be killed by flight frofts, 

though the roots are hot; if perforrs are anxious to have it 

in the open border, the b%ft mettle will be to cat down the 

fterns at the approach of winter, and cover over the root 

with rotten tan, or foriM: light fubftance; in the fpring frefh' 

ftalks .will fhoot forth, but ic is more common to keep this 

plant diiring winter in a green-rtoufe or well fecured frame ;

Of the genus Illicium there are at prefent only two known 
fpecies, viz. the anifatum and fioridanum, the former a native 
of China and Japan, the latter of Florida ; both of them are 
cultivated in this country, but the latter more generally, on 
account of the fuperior beauty of its flowers, which are of a 
fine deep red colour, and have the appearance of being double, 
though the petals are not preternaturally multiplied ; when the 
plant is in bloom the peduncles hang down, when the petals 
drop they become ereft ; the bloffoms are not diftinguifhed 
by their fragrance, though the feed-veffels, and feeds (which 
do not come to perfection with us) are faid to be ftrongly 
odoriferous ; the foliage of this plant is alfo much admired : 
taking it indeed altogether, there are few fhrubs held in higher 
eftimation.

According to Mr. AITON, this fpecies was introduced by 
JOHN ELLIS, Efq. in 1776; but ISAAC WALKER, Efq. of 
Southgate, was the firft who pofleffed it in this country, he 
informs me by letter, that he received plants of it from Pen- 
facolain 1771, by the hands of Mr. JOHN BRADLEY, and that 
he communicated fome of them to Dr. FOTHERGILL, Dr. PIT- 
CAIRN, and Mr. ELLIS. It flowers from April to July.

Cultivators differ widely as to their treatment of this plant, 
fome keeping it in the ftove, others in the green-houfe, while 
fome have ventured to plant it in the open ground in warm 
fituations ; it probably is more hardy than we imagine; all 
agree in propagating it by layers, or by feeds if they can be 
procured. LINNAEUS, contrary to his ufual practice, dif- 
tinguifhes the two fpecies by their colour only, and THUNBER* 
is difpofed to regard them as mere varieties.

Authors have given to this plant the name of Scorpion Senna, its feed-veflels, from their (lender and jointed appearance, bear ing fome refemblance to the tail of a fcorpion.
It is a native of France and Germany, and a very old in habitant of our gardens, having been cultivated by GERARD in 1596 ; it is of low and flow growth : there is a fhrub of it in the Apothecaries Garden, Chelfea, which grew there in the time of MILLER, and which now is not more than five feet high.
In the nurferies we have obferved two varieties of it, one in which the flowers have been tinged with bright red inclining to orange and which is by far the moft common, the other with flowers wholly yellow, fcarcely worth cultivating.Its bloflbms are produced in May and June, and fome- times again in autumn; neatly trained to a wall or paling, it makes a beautiful appearance when in flower, the fliortnefs of its fhoots renders it a very proper objefl. for this purpofe.Is propagated by feeds, layers, and cuttings; the firft are not produced in any great plenty with us.

It will be feen, on confulting the fynonyras, that this native 
of the Cape, though introduced to the K-ew Garden by Mr. 
MASSON in 1774, was long before known to a confiderable 
number of Botanifts, and it is curious to fee the different 
opinions which they entertained of it; we abide by that of 
Mr. AITON, who has called u Arijtea, from the bearded ap 
pearance, we apprehend, of the Spathse.

LEE and 
KENNEDY the credit of flowering it firft, difregards this in 
formation, and_ is pleafed to conjecture that the plant never 
flowered at Kew, becaufe Mr. AITON, as he alleges, has not 
given to it any fpecific character; not aware that, as a new 
genus, its parts of fructification are defcribed at the end of the 
Hort. Kew. and that no fpecific character is ever given to a 
plant, where there is only one of a genus, and that for the 
moft obvious reafon.

The Ariftea is a plant eafily propagated by parting its roots, 
as well as by feeds, will fucceed in a fmall pot, and though a 
green-houfe plant, will not be hurt by the moderate heat of 
the ftove, but flower the better for it.

it; from which we learn that it is cultivated in Japan as an 
ornamental plant, that the flowers are produced in February, 
before tiie leaves, that they have the fcent of the violet, but 
become ui'pleafant on being long fmelt to.

Hearing that Lord COVENTRY was the firft who poflefled 
tnjs plant in England, I took the liberty of writing to his Lord- 
Slip in January 1799, to requeft fome information on this 
P'»nt, as well ;i fome others relative to its culture, &c. On 
l"c 13th of the.fame month, his Lordfhip had the goodnefs 
J.° ' e !icl nie a beautiful fpecimen of the plant in bloom, a 
fcedling plant one year old, together with a feed-veffel of the

Ct!v ed at the diftance of fifty yards from the cunferviitory.



By his Lordfliip's dire&ion, I received at the fame time 
from his Gardener, Mr. WILLIAM DEAN, the following in 
formation, in anfwer to my queries :—" My Lord received the 
plant from China in 1766 :—it was planted in a confervatory, 
is now fixteen feet high, and expands ten feet wide :—bears 
a fucceffion of flowers from September to March :—the time 
of its firft blowing I cannot precifely ascertain, but believe it 
to be nearly twenty years back :—it is propagated by layers, 
cuttings, and feeds, the latter it produces moft years at 
Croome, but I believe at no other place in England :—there 
are plants of it at Croome fix feet high, in a warm fituation 
in the open border, which have flood out feveral years by 
being covered with a fingle mat in fevere weather/*

Not expecling to receive a plant from Lord COVENTRY in 
bloom, our drawing was made from one which flowered with 
Mr. WHITLEY, Nurferyman, Old-Brompton, December 22, 
1798, and which came originally from Croome, his Lordfhip 
having prefented moft of the Nurferymen about town with 
plants of it; the blofibms of that from Croome were fome- 
what larger than thofe here reprefented, and the petals were 
lefs ftriped, indeed almoft wholly tinged with purple, the 
leaves alfo proceeded more from the fummit of the ftalks and 
were of a much greener hue, owing no doubt to its being 
kept in the confervatory, while Mr. WHITLEY'S plant was 
tacked to the outfide of the bottom of the greenhoufe.

In the number of its ftamina, which is rarely more 
than five, it does not accord with the character of the clafs 
icofandria, nor do the feeds agree with the generic character 
as defcribed by LINN^US.

Of this genus we have already figured fix different fpecies; 
this is another newly difcovered one, which, like moft of its 
kind, difplays its beauties chiefly in the night.

change to a purple colour, fade, and their place is fupplied by 
a frefh fucceffion. In this remarkable change of colour, it 
tears fome affinity to the CEnofhera anomala, which may be 
confidered as ftrengthening our opinion that the latter plant, 
belongs to this genus rather than to that of Gaura.

Though a native of the more fouthern parts of Europe, 
this fpecies of Heath was unknown in our gardens till intro-» 
duced by Mr. BROOKS*, fo lately as about 1765 ; now it 
is one of the moft common, and will long continue to be 
one of the moft defirable; in a few years it acquires the height 
of four or fix feet, is very upright and handfome in its growth, 
and from March to May its branches are loaded with a profu- 
fiqn of lively bloflbms.

In our account of Erica herlacea, page 11, we expreffed 
fome doubts whether it and the mediterranea m ight not be one 
and the fame fpecies, as they accorded in many refpefts ; from 
examining them more attentively, we are fatisfied that they 
are perfectly diftinft: the herbaceay if left to itfelf, is low and 
fpreading, the mediterranea tall and upright; the flowers in the 
mediterranea are fhorter and more ovate, and have a degvc* 
of fragrance wanting in thofe of the herbacea ; the filaments do 
rot projeft fo far, but the ftyle farther; the herbacea bloffonjf 
at leaft a month earlier than the mediterranea ; to thefe dif 
ferences we may add, that the herbacea is perfectly hardv'i 
while the mediterranea is liable to be killed in fevere feafon8. 
and is therefore ufually kept in the greenhoute.

We have no doubt but that when this fuperb fpecies of 
Craffula was firft introduced from the Cape by Prof. BRADLEY,

This pretty little annual, which is known in feveral of the 
more curious collections about town, under the. name of 
Heliophila integrifoliat i s a native of the Cape of Good 
Hope, from whence feveral other fpecies of Heliophila have 
been imported into Europe, all of which, we believe, might 
be very readily charafterifed by the different figure of the 
filiqua ; but for want of a proper attention to this rnoft eflential 
part, much confufion has arifen in the fynonomy of thofe 
fpecies which have been already defcribed. The true in- 
tegrifolia is a much larger plant, with lanceolate leaves all 
entire; the filiqua is comprefied, which marks it to be a 
diftincT; fpecies. Our plant cannot be referred to any yet 
defcribed, although in many refpefts it refernbles what has 
been figured by JACOUIN, as a remarkable variety of integri- 
folia,Jn his Icones Rarior. t. 506. It differs, however, fo 
materially, that we cannot venture to quote this figure as a 
fynonyrn. It has been, therefore, neceffary to give it a nevr 
fpecific name, and we have formed a character, which, from a 
careful infpeftion of all the fpecies preferved in the Herbarium 
of Sir JOSEPH BANKS, appears fufficient to diftingui/h it. 
The flowers, which are of a very brilliant colour, expand 
about noon and remain open but a few hours. Our figure 
was drawn from a plant raifed by Mr. LODDIDGE, of Hackney.

Grows wild in Hungary, on Mount Baldo, about Montpellier, 
and in the Pyrenees; is a hardy perennial, growing to the 
Height of ten or twelve inches, producing its flowers in umbels 
in the month of June; according to LOB EL was cultivated 
here by EDWARD LORD ZOUCH in 1604.

For the moft part it increafes plentifully, both by roots and 
feeds; but in fome fituations its bulbs are liable to be greatly 
injured by the wire-worm, the larva or maggot of an elater.

The genus Aletris, as eftablifhed by LINNAEUS, has, by 
GLEDITSCU, in the Berlin TranJaElions for 1771, been divided, 
and a new genus conftrufted under the name of Veltheimia, 
to which this plant belongs.

Plant, of LINNJEUS, we neverthelefs adhere to the old name, 
by which it has been long known in pur gardens, efpecially as 
we have had no opportunity of examining with care the capfules 
of the different fpecies, from fome difference in which the 
diftinQlon is chiefly drawn.

The two fuperior fegments of the corolla are nearly linear, 
and are firmly attached above half way aler 1̂ the back of fhe 
neftary; the lower one is like the ijfpper, but more deeply 
grooved, embracing the edges of th^ neftary, from which it 
feparates nearly to the bafe. The Neftary confifts chiefly of 
one boat-fhaped /harp-pointed fegmeni, the edges of which 
are folded together, enclofing the ftamens and ttyle, and 
opening only a little way below tho point to allow of the exit 
of the anthers and ftigma: -within th ; s is likewife included, 
quite concealed from the eye, the i'cCohd fegment of the 
neftary, which is very ftnall, fpaiuhite, fomewhat concave, 
and is attached at its hack 10 thi- lowf r part of the inferior 
fegment of the corolla; this fmall part is common to the genus 
anu alfo to Strehtzia, and is iiijipukd L>y JtJssir.a to be the 
rudiment of a fixth ftamen. The Stamen* are five. The 
Filaments, which are the length of the ncftary, are inferted at 
its extreme bafe, and are curved at their lower end. The 
Anthers are formed in a fingular manner: the filament is ex 
panded into a membrane at the upper part, and the edges being 
doubled-in, contain within this fold a white pollen of a large 
fize. The Germen is obtufely tbree-cprnt. ed, contains three 
cells,'and one feed in each cell. The Style is the length of 
the ftamens. The Stigma fmall, downy, and hooked.

Our plant appears to be the fame as that defcribed by 
SWARTZ, but perhaps differs from the .HeliConia Pfiuacorum 
of the Supplement um Plant arum. Could it be fatisfaftorily 
determined that the two fpecies are diltinct, this name, by 
right of priori*", belongs to the other, and ours ought to have 
a new one; but from the many errors in the work of the 
younger LINNAEUS, we are led to miftrufi his defcription : 
unui, therefore, the whole genus (hall be better underftood, 
we think it right to retain iho name, a« adopted by SWARTZ, 
rather than to run trie rifk of increaling the confufion by 
^hanging it.

Our drawing was made from a plant which flowered i(i 
Auguft 1800, aroidft a great variety of beautiful and rare 
exotics, in the fupevb collection of E. D. WOOD FORD, Efq. 
at X'auxhall *.

It is increafed by offsets from the roots, and requires a 
treatment fimilar to the Strelitzia.—S.

The Calycanthus floridus is a fpreading, deciduous, hardy 
ftrub of low growth, feldom rifing above the height of four 
or five feet, producing ininu:rous flowers from May to Auguft, 
fingular in their form, colour, and fcent, the latter Mr. MILLER 
<3cfcribes as difagreeable, contrary to the general opinion; 
•he bark has a very ftrong aromatic odour, whence the inha 
bitants of Carolina gave it the title of Allfpice; it varies in 
fkc form of its leaves, hence two varieties of it are enumerated 
in the Hort. Kew. of Mr. AITON, i foliis oblongis, 2 foliis 

fubrotundo-ovatis.-

cc Mr. GATE SB Y, who firft introduced it into the Englifh 
«* gardens in 17264 procured it from the country, fome hundred 
" miles pn the back of Charles-Town in Carolina. It was
*' very fcarce here till about the year 1757, when many plants 
" were brought from Carolina, having been greatly increafed
*" in the gardens near Charles-Town." Mill. Difl>.

Mr. MILLE& gave it the name of Bajleria, in honour of 
his very worthy friend Dr. JOB BASTER, under which name 
it is to be found in his own editions of his Dictionary.

" It is ufually propagated by laying dawn the young branches 
" in Autumn, which will take root in one year, before which 
c< time they mould not be tranfplanted; when taken from the 
" mother plant they mould be fet where they are intended to 
" remain, for they do not bear tranfplanting well after they 
" are grown to any fize; when the branches are laid they 
" mould be covered yearly with rotten tan to keep out the 

'" froft; when the layers are tranfplanted the ground mould 
" be covered with mulch, to prevent its becoming too dry, 
" and watered in dry weather, but not too abundantly."

This extremely rare, beautiful, and hardy fpecics of Gera 
nium, we obtained a few years fitice of Mr. LOUDJ cr.s, Nurfery- 
man, of Hackney, who \ve believe was the firH that introduced 
it from Germany. It is one of the many curious plants found 
on the fummit of MLUIII BaldJts, celebrated in the annals of 
Botany for its choice vegetable productions.

fihi-ry foliage ; I; flowej 1- are large, and extremely delicate; 
taken altogetl ei, when it giuw> ;UKI bloffoms in peifeftion, it 
may be regarded as one of the m< it cicG:i)Me of the alpine tribes.

:ied its .feeds, though in no great number; from thefe the 

jjiaiLL may be raifed, as allb by parting its roots, but the former 
is tin- preferable mode.

; t fucceeds beft kept in a pot of light iandy bog earth, 
t 5 cart that it does not fufiv:r thioi)|;h ua it of water in 

•;iei, nor frojn having too much in 'lie \viitter; we need 
ftartcly add, that fo rare a plant, growing naturally in fo pure 
an atmofphere, requires, as it delerves, more than ordinary 
care to preferve it.
