Found at the Cape, on the Groene Kloof, and Roode 
Sand Hills, and alfo in fome fandy fpots in Swartland. Forms 
with IXIA ramofa (Jcillaris, ThunbJ IXIA hirfa, IXIA R&- 
chenjis, and I xiA/etacea, a very diftincl feftion in this genus, 
agreeing in bulb and general habit of the leaves and flowers.

A native of the Weft-India Iflands, and confequently 
with us an inhabitant of the ftove, where it is an ornament 
worthy of culture, its foliage being of a lively green and 
its flowers diffufing an agreeable odour, efpecially in the 
evening, a property very contrary to that of many of the tribe : 
it has the additional recommendation of taking up but little 
room. The fpathe, which is at firft white on the inner fur- 
face, but changes to green after the flowers decay, adds much 
to the beauty of the flower.

The excellent fpecific character by Dr. DRYANDER, 
fhort as it is, fully diftinguifhes it from every known fpecies 
of Pothos: indeed the name itfelf will at all times de 
note the plant, on which account we have adopted it in pre 
ference to that of odorala, under which it was fent by Mr. 
ALEXANDER ANDERSON, fuperintendant of the Botanic Gar 
den at the Ifland of St. Vincent's, to Mr. WOODFORD, at 
Vauxhall, at whofe collection it flowered in great perfection 
laft June, when our drawing was taken.

Introduced into the Royal Garden at Kew, by the fame 
gentleman, in the year 1789, and a fpecimen which flowered 
there in the month of April 1790, is preferred in the Bankfian 
Herbarium.

Seems to thrive beft when plunged into the .bark pit, and 
apparently may. be increafed by offsets from the root.

Both the male and female flowers are furnifhed with a calyx, 
•which in the latter is divided to the bafe and perfiftent; in the 
male the lacinias are (horter and divided only half way. In both 
the corolla appears to be pentapetalous, but more decidedly fo 
in the female flower; in the male the calyx adheres fo clofely 
to the corolla as to refift its feparation and render it difficult to 
decide whether it be monopetalous or polypetalous. The 
flowers grow in an umbellated dichotomous panicle on long 
terminal peduncles. The pedicle in the centre of the dicho 
tomy always bears a female flower, the fide branches all male. 
The latter are of courfe much the moft numerous. The female 
flowers are firft expanded and of fliort duration; fo that 
atfirft thefe appear to be all female and afterwards all male, 
both fexes feldom appearing at the'fame time. The fecunda 
tion of the germen muft therefore depend upon its receiving 
the pollen from other plants, or at leaft from the flowers 
of different branches, and not from thofe neareft it. Flowers 
and fruit cxift frequently at the fame time, the former ereft,

the



the latter cernuous. Seed-vefiel nearly round, fmootb, three- 
celled, with one oblong large feed in'each cell. Leaves apt to 
vary irt form, but ifl general broadeft towards the point, which 
is acuminate, contracted in the middle, and rounded at the 
bafe*, where it is befet with a few unequal fubfpinefcent teeth, 
apt in luxuriant growth to become auriculated procefies, as in 
our figure : the margin is reflected. The beautiful coloured 
variegation of the under furface is not conftant, difappearing 
if the air has not free accefs to it. .The whole plant abounds 
with a femipellucid milky fluid.

It is a very ornamental fhrub, flowering through the greateft 
part of the year, and appears not to be tender, fucceeding 
beft, according to Mr. FRASER, with very little artificial heat. 
Is a faft grower, and eafily propagated by laying down the 
branches. Introduced by Mr. J, FRASER, Nurferyman, 
Sloane-Square, who brought it from the Ifland of Cuba, on 
his return from his laft voyage to North-America.

JACQUIN defcribes two ifpecies of Jatropha, which appear 
to have confiderable affinity with this, both with fcarlet flowers, 
his haftata and integerrima, the firft of which he faw in the 
gardens at St. Domingo, but of Eaft-Indian origin, the other 
in the gardens at the Havannah.

* This form of leaf LIN.N^EUS has called pcmdur&forme, and the term, 

having been defined, is well underftood by Botanifts, and may therefore be 

retained, notwithftanding the Pandura of the ancients appears to have been a 

wind-inftrument, bearing no refernblance to the modern violin.

A genus founded by Dr. SOLANDER, in the Hortus Kew- 
enfis, on the. only fpecies .then cultivated amongft us, viz.
Afcisr'EA tyunea.The prefent fpecies is large and ornamental, with a ftem from 
two to four feet high, nearly twice rtie length of the leaves, 
round, fomewhat winged by the alternate decurrent cauline 
leaves, upright, fublignefcent. Leaves linear, enfiform, 
ftiffim, finely ftrkted without any prominent riblike nerve, 
polifiied, dark green. Spathes and involucres membranous, 
fcariofe, acute. Segments of the corolla obovate, equal. 
Produces abundance of feed, of which there are two or three 
in each cell, and by which it is eafily propagated, as alfo by 
the offsets or fuckers which it throws up, but not in any great 
abundance. Is now pretty common in our gardens. A great 
number of very fine plants were raifed two years ago at the 
Botanic Garden at Brompton from Cape feeds.

Fo,and byTiiUNBERG on the hills, between Hauteniqu^i's- 
Land and Lahgekloof, as likewife (but not plentifully) round 
Cape To\vn, flowering in our autumnal months.

Two fpecies of this genus have already been figured in this 
work, viz. cyanea and fpiralis, the latter under the generic 
name of MOR^A; but its fpecies, as well as thofeof DIUATTP is, 
WACHENDORFIA, and MOR^EA, are far from being, fo 
common in our gardens as thofe of IXIA, GLADIOLUS, 
WATSONXA, TRITON IA, SPARAXIS, and BABIANA, though 
of equally eafy culture, and of at leaft equal if not fuperior 
beauty ; we have never yet been able to find the leaft traces of 
WITSENIA, their clofe ally, having been introduced into any 
European garden, although Cape ipecimens of three or four 
of its fpecies are not ftrangers to our herbariums. Our figure 
was taken at the mirfery of Meffrs.

As the EpiDENDRUM/^wwAffiof JACQUIN has notyet been 
feen by us, we cannot clear up the difficulties which have 
hitherto attended this fpecies. We are however inclined to 
regard the EPIDENDRUM elongatum and fecundum of JACQUIN, 
and thefufcatum of SMITH, as three diftinft fpecies. Our plant 
is undoubtedly the firft of thefe ; differing in no refpeft from 
JACQUIN'S figure, except in the colour of the flower, which 
with him is more refembling red-lead. The flowers are not 
fecund, the leaves not emarginate nor of a dark purple red as 
in fecundum ,- and the ferrated neftarium feems fufficient to 
difltinguifh it from both the other fpecies. If the EPIDENDRUM 

Jetundum defcribed by SOLANDER be not different from either, 
we fufpeft that it belongs to this, as does undoubtedly the fpe- 
cimen fo named in the Bankfian Herbarium.

Found at the Cape of Good Hope by TMUNBERG growing in fandy places in Groenekloof, Swart- land, and very abundantly in the low lands about Cape-Town and the Duy velfberg. The fpecimen from which our drawing was taken was fent us in ^uguft laft by Mr. LODDIGES, Nurferyman at Hackney, who imported it from .the Cape.We have always fufpefted the two varieties of the fpecies of MORJEA figured in the 238th plate uf MILLER'S Icones (and which are the original fources of LIIJXJEUS'S MOR^EA•vegeta] to be no other than the MOR/EA finis) triftis n. 577 of this work ; but v.e did not venture to cite them on account of the omiffion of all mention of the pubefcent ftem; which, owing to its exceeding minutenefs, might eafily have efcaped the draughcfm'an of fuch figures as thofe, but. was certainly lefs likely to have been omitted by MiLJ EH in the defcription; yet we can trace in no collection or herbarium any fpecies agree ing with the other parts of the figures and defcripdons that has a fmooth ftem ; while Mor i \ Iriftis does precifely fo agree in <very filing elfe, efpecially in the peculiar form of the cap fule above noticed. However this maybe, MOR^A Iriopetala of I'.INN. fil. (Tins plumaria of THUNBERG) always quoted as a fynoiiymto MORJT.A vegeta, i s a very diftinQ: fpecies, with the larger fegments bearded and the ftiginas fetaceoufly multifid.The MOR^EA juncea of MILLER has yellow flowers and fubulate leaves. The MORJEA vegeta of MILLER'S eighth edition of his Dictionary, figured in his 2391!] plate, is the MORVEA iridinidesof L iNN/Eusand THUNBERG, and of courfe quite diftinfl from their MOR^EA vcgefa, though he quotes Li N N.EU j.'* fpecies as a fynonym to his. This blunder accounts for the MOK CA iridioides being fo frequently preferved under the name of v^v.'a in the different collections and nurleries of-England. the xvhole natural order; the figure is good and the defcrip, 
tion very intelligible. We have retained his trivial name in 
preference to JACQUIN'S, both on account of priority and of 
its not being taken from colour, which in this natural family 
fhould be avoided as much as poffible, a name without 
any meaning being greatly preferable to fuch; yet where 
we have found them, already given we have never changed 
them. It is clofely allied to the GLADIOLUS longiflorus of the 
COLLECTANEA, and the firft variety of the fame of the ICONES 
RARIORES, differing chiefly in the fpathe, which in the laft 
isv blunt and dentate. Our fpectmen has no claim to the title 
of rofeas, though the fame bulb may produce one that has 
next feafon. This fpecies is alfo clofely allied to TRITONiA 
(GLADIOLUS) lineata, n . 487 of this work.

Above we have-quoted both the Dutch and German edi 
tions of HOUTTUYN'S Natural Hiftory, but in general our 
quotation refers to the German tranflation only, printed at 
different periods in Nuremburg and tranflated by different 
hands. This very rare plant was introduced amongft us from 
the Cape, by the way of Holland, by MeflTrs. COLVILLF'S,

When the corolla opens, the lacinige are doubled back as 
fharply as if pinched, enclofing the fegments of the calyx in 
the fold fo completely that the flower appears to have no 
«-alyx. After the flowering is over thefe expand and clofe 
again, as is ufual in the genus, when the calyx comes in 
fight. The neEtary confifts of five tongue-fhaped hollow 
todies, fupported upon fmall pedicles, difpofed in the form of 
a ftar, the five points of which meet at the centre of the flower, 
vhcrt: there appears to be a perforation oppofite the points 
of the germen. Between thefe are five round yellow bodies 
divided by a dark line having an anther-like appearance, from 
each of thefe proceed what we would call the two lobes of the

* anther,



anther, or in the language of SWARTZ, the pollen-mafles, 
club-fnaped, lying each in a hollow, in which they are con 
fined by the neftary, one ray of which covers a right and left- 
hand lobe of two different anthers. Upon the removal of this 
ftar the lobes of the anthers rife up, fometimes fuddenly with 
a fpring, fometimes more gradually, and, if touched with the 
point of a pin, difcharge a colourlefs fluid.

We have been thus particular in defcribing thefe parts, 
becaufe being more fimple than in moft of the fpecies it feemed 
to throw fome light on their ufes. The five rays of the ftar 
pointing exaftly to the centre of the corolla feem admirably 
calculated to direft a fluid pollen more furely to the real 
ftigmas lying immediately under their points. We would not 
however Ipeak with too much certainty of the perforation of 
the centre of the corolla, having ufed only a common lens, and 
not having obferved fuch an opening in any other fpecies that 
we have examined.

The plant from which our drawing was made was fent us 
by Mr. LODDIDGES of Hackney, in Auguft. It is a free 
blower, flowers coming in fucceflion through moft part of the 
year. Has an ill fmell and little beauty to recommend it. 
The Stapelias are generally kept in the dry ftove, but we learn 
from the Rev. Mr. BALE, that many of them thrive better, and 
flower with more certainty, if kept in the bark ftove and 
watered plentifully.

Although LINNAEUS has given it the fpecific name of Jlexuefa, yet in his defcription he fays it is, " a flore ad florem " parurn fexus." This now vague and inappropriate name inoft probably led THUNBERG to fufpeft it to be a variety of his " fecunda," which is truly flexuofe. The plant defcribed and figured as a variety of this by Mr. CURTIS, N° 127 of this work, has partly its habit and partly that of IXIA conica, and is fo equally claimed by both, that we have named it " bylrida •' i t has the flat hypocrateriform ftained bafe of conica, and the polyftachious ftem, white corolla, and fragrance of this, but does not expand fo freely as it, nor fo fhyly as conica, and the leaves are rather more glaucous thaji in either of thefe. Cultivated by MILLER in 1757. Propagates freely. In bulb IXIA fexuofa, bylrida, patens, and conica, agree to gether, but differ from IXIA erecla and maculata. A ll our varieties were drawn in April at Meffrs. GRIMWOOD ancj WYKES'S. G,

This beautiful little fhrub was raifed from feeds received 
from Portugal by Mr. LODOIDGES, Nurferyman at Hackney. 
It comes very near to fome of the varieties of CISTUS hali- 
tnifolius, particularly to variety y of MARTYN, the one figured 
in MILLER'S Icones, which probably belongs to this fpecies; 
but our plant feems never to grow ereQ, nor are the branches 
decuffated ; it is likewife of much humbler growth.

There is a fpecimen without name in the Bankfian Her 
barium, brought from the province of Algarve in Portugal, by 
MASSON, with an extremely hairy calyx, in other refpefls ex- 
aftly agreeing with this; culture may probably occafion it to 
lofe much of its hairinefs.

The calyx confifts of three equal very (harp-pointed leaves, 
without any trace of the two narrower ones. The leaves of 
the flowering branches are not hoary. Flowers in July and 
Auguft.

HOUSTOUN firft difcovered this plant at Vera Cruz in New 
Spain, and named it in honour of the then Lord PETRE, who 
was much attached to Botany, but unfortunately died of the 
[tnall-pox when a very young man, having in his life-time 
erefted the moft magnificent confervatory then exifting in 
Europe.

There appears to be two varieties of this fhrub, one with 
white, the other with violet-coloured corollas, but the calyx in 
borh is blue ; ours is the precife variety defcribed by JACQUIN, 
who found it in Martinique, where he fays it afcends to the top 
of trees twenty feet high. The corolla, which is five-cleft and 
fubbilabiate, is of very fliort duration, but as the calyx is a 
confpicuous part of the flower, the long racemes hanging pen 
dent from the extremities of the branches make -a handfome 
appearance for feme time. Jt has been fufpefled that the 
male and female flowers are diftinft; as only one bunch was 
produced we cannot decide the queftion, but the piftils ap 
peared to us to be either totally wanting or very imperfeft.

It is a very ornamental flirub, requires to be kept conftantly 
in the Move, and might be advantageoufly planted in a box in 
the corner of the tan-pit and trained to the rafts or to a trellis, 
thrive i beft in rich loam and loves a warm rnoift air.

Imp jrted by Mr. WOOD FORD from St. Vincent's, in whofe 
Hove at Vauxhall it flowered, as we believe, for the firft time 
in this country, in Auguft laft ; in the Weft-Indies its bloflbms 
a 'c produced in .November.

Our drawing was taken at the garden of E. J. A. WOOD- 
roRD, Efq. at Vauxhall, in Auguft, from a plant purchafed 
of Mr. NORTH, Nurferyman at Lambeth, who fays he raifed 
it from feeds received from the Weft-Indies about feven 
years ago. We are informed by Mr. WATSON, Gardener to

The PUN ic A nana, of which no figure has, to our know 
ledge, been hitherto given, is a fhrub of humble growth, in 
other refpefts fo clofely allied to PUNIC A Granatum, that per 
haps they might be confidered as mere varieties, at leaft it is 
difficult to find diftinguifhing characters, the leaves of our plant 
not being narrower in proportion to the length than in the 
other. Is generally fuppofed to be a native of the Weft- 
Indies, and BROWN, in his Hiftory of Jamaica, mentions a 
larger and fmaller variety of PUNIC A, cultivated there, but 
does not fay whether indigenous or not, nor do we find the 
other authors who have mentioned it, fufficiently explicit to 
admit of afcertaining its native country.

It is wonderful that fo beautiful a fhrub, cultivated by- 
Mi LLER fo long fince as the year i73i> and eafily propagated 
by layers, (hould not be more common; certainly there are 
lew inhabitants of the greenhoufe more ornamental, continuing 
full three months in bloffom.

MILLER informs us, that when the flowers begin to appear, 
if the plants are expofed to the open air, the buds will fall 
off without opening; and recommends that they fhould at this 
time be placed in an airy glafs-cafe, and a large fhare of air 
be admitted in warm weather.

Perhaps, for want of attending to thefe dire&ions, few 
eultivators have feen this fhrub in full beauty, as it appeared 
in the confervatory at Mr. WOODFORD'S, where our drawing

It inuft of 
courfe be confidered as a very hardy plant, though like many 
other inhabitants of the coldeft regions, when cultivated in 
this country, from the greater mildnefs of our winters it is apt 
to expand its flowers prematurely, which are ufually deftroyed 
by fubfequent frofts and cold winds. On this account it is better, 
as foon as the bloflbms begin to appear, to remove the plant 
under Jhelter, -where it will prove exceedingly ornamental in 
the very depth of winter; but mould the froft begin early and 
continue fo long as to retard the opening of the bloffoms till

. QMEI.IN remarks a refemblance between this plant and 
AZALEA lapponica, which comes much nearer to RHO- 
»o BEND RON ferrugineum : perhaps it was this obfervation that 
led MURRAY in the igth and 14th editions of the Syftema Ve- 
getabilium to quote L^DUM groenlandicum of the Flora Danica 
(Tbe Labrador Tea) as a fynonym; an error which PALLAS 
has properly corrected. The leaves, which are dotted on both 
fides, continue all the Winter on the plant in Siberia and^ as 
iti our fpecimen, change to a brown colour ; it fometimes 
however happens with us that all of them fall off before the 
appearance of the flowers. The leaves and more efpecially 
the bark have a ftrong aromatic tafte and fmell, and the fcales 
of the flower-buds diffu'fe this odour fome diftance ; but, when 
feparated from thefe, the flowers themfelves appear to us to 
be fcentlefs.

land, feems to be a diftinB fpecies with quinquifid corollas and 
five ftamens.

In JACQUIN'S figure of the European variety, the fegmenu 
of the calyx are more equal, blunt, and fliort; and SCOPOLI 
defcribes four neftariferous glands at the bafe of the germ, 
-which we could not difcover in our plant; the American 
variety has broader leaves and larger flowers.

In this the leaves are fuhconnate, linear-lanceolate, acute, 
keeled underneath, the edges rolled back; Peduncles long, 
angular, .and hollow ; Calyx four-cornered, alternate feg- 
ments longer, more acuminate, fharper keeled ; Tube of 
the conolla veined in ftripes, longer than the calyx : limb 
four-cleft: fegments twined, oblong, obtufe, deeply fringed at 
the fides. Stamens 4 : filaments flat, concave, diuinQ; but by 
approximation forming a tube round the germ, inferted into 
the bafe of the corolla: Anthers yellow, incumbent. Germ 
raifed on a pedicel, fquarifh, twifted, unilocular: feeds very 
many. Style hardly any : ftigmas orbiculate, fo as to give the 
appearance of the flower's being monogynous,' but when more 
carefully examined is found to be bipartite. Said by PALLAS 
to be biennial, but is really perennial ; for although the 
flowering plant appears always to perifh, yet it throws up a 
fucceffion of young ones, at a confiderable di (lance from the 
parent, clofe to the edge of the pot; hence it feems to be 
,one of thofe plants which are continually fhifting their place 
of growth, as if the fame earth could not for a fucceffion of 
years fupply them necefiary nourifhment.

This beautiful dwarf fpecies of Protea flowered the beginning 
of laft Alarch at Mr. WOODFORD'S, Vauxhall, as we fuppofed, 
for the firft time in Europe ; but, fince our engraving was pre 
pared for publication, we learn from a figure in the Botanical 
Repofitory, that a fimilar plant has alfo flowered this feafon 
at MefTrs. LEE and KENNEDY'S Nurfery at Hammerfmith.

Stalks always of a bright red colour, not branched except 
very near the root, flexuofe, from a fpan to a foot long. 
Leaves akernate, heart-fhaped, of a pale glaucous green colour, 
quite entire, with a red cartilaginous margin. Stipulse three 
or four, linear-lanceolate, deciduous. Flower fefiile, very near 
the root : fcales of the calyx or involucrum imbricate, oblong- 
ovate, obtufe, of a purplifh red colour, very bright in the fun- 
mine, with a fcariofe margin. Florets crowded on a flat re 
ceptacle : claws of the petal chaffy, diaphanous, three of them 
united and one diftinfcl:. The three concave fegments of the 
limb of the coalefced petals enclofe three of the linear anthers 
in fuch a manner as exactly to reprefent a large bilocular 
anther ; fo that to a fuperficial obferver the floret would appear 
to be diandrous, having one large and one flender anther, the 
latter ftanding confiderably above the former from the greater 
length of the folitary petal. The germ is furrounded by a dull- 
purple coloured pappus.

A native of the Cape of Good Hope, firft difcovered by 
THUNB ERG in the mountains of Hottentot's Holland and near 
the river Zonder-End. Should be kept in a very airy part of 
the gree'nhoufe and planted in a loamy {'oil. May be propagated 
by cuttings.

This beautiful ever-green ihrub is a native of Gibraltar, the 
Levant, and of Georgia, particularly on the fouthern fide of 
Mount Caucafus, growing in the rocky moift woods of beech 
and alder, and fometimes acquiring the height of eight or nine 
feet. As PALLAS had no opportunity of procuring a living 
fpecimen in bloffom from Caucafus, his figure was taken from 
the Gibraltar variety, familiar as he fays to the Englifli gardens ; 
and he doubts if this be the fame fpecies with that defcribed by 
TOURNEFORT ; becaufe he fays it wants the fpots on the 
broader fegment of the flower. Whether we were really at

firft fupplied with this plant from Gibraltar, and the one here 
figured, now become fo extremely common, has been fince 
raifed from feeds imported from Afia, we know not: but our 
plant certainly agrees in every refpefl; with the defcription of 
TOURNEFORT, and differs from that of PALLAS, not only in 
having the broadeft lacinia of the corolla fpotted with orange 
colour, but alfo in having all the lacinias obtufe, which are 
both figured and defcribed by him as acute.

TOURNEFORT fuppofed that the narcotic deleterious honey 
familiar to the inhabitants of Georgia and known to the an 
cients, being particularly mentioned both by DIOSCORIDES 
and PLINY, owed its origin to the flowers of the RHODODEN 
DRON ponticum ; but later travellers have, with more proba 
bility, attributed this quality to the honey gathered from the 
flowers of AZALEA pontica, fee No. 443 of this work.

A middfing-fized Rhododendron, which had been foinewhat 
forced, ftanding in a very light airy bow-window facing the 
North, produced a large drop of very pellucid neQar at the 
bafe of the broadeft fegment of each corolla: as the flower 
decayed, this drop moftly cryftallized, a number of thefe cryftals 
was collected, five of which weighed a grain ; they were very 
tranfparent, refembling in appearance and tafte the pureft 
white fugar-candy : the fame has been obferved in fome degree, 
but not nearly to the fame extent, on fome other trees fimilarly 
fituated.

Is a hardy evergreen, but apt to be injured by late frofts; 
loves a. moift foil and fhady fituation ; bears forcing remarkably 
well, and in this ftate great numbers have of late years been 
brought to the London markets, to ornament our houfes in 
the Spring. Introduced about the year 1763. May be pro 
pagated by layers, which is the moft expeditious mode of 
having large trees, but can be eafily raifed from feed, and fuch 

are much the handfomeft, and will flower in three orpi 
four years.

We believe our prefent plant to be as fpecifically diftinft 
from the one already figured N° 45 of this work under the

name

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name of CROCUS vernus, as anyone fpecies of this natural 
order is from its neareft neighbour or relative. This has its 
bulb clothed with coarfe wiry-fibrous netted coverings, {he 
outermoft one of which has large irregular-fbaped interftices, 
the coverings of that are fmooth fcariofe fhell-like membranes, 
clofely ribbed with fine parallel fibres without the above- 
mentioned kind of interftices. This is a fmaller plant in all 
its parts, producing about two flowers from each mother-bulb, 
whereas that throws up many in fucceffion ; this expands its 
flowers in all weathers, the three outer fegments of which up 
wards are rolled back and continue fo even when the flower is 
eloted in the evening, never returning to a ftraight pofition ; 
rn that the flowers expand only in clear or warm weatfoer, and
•white in vigour all the fegments open uniformly (none being 
revolute) and clofe in the fame manner towards evening; in 
rtiis the ftigmas are narrower cowled-convolute^ JD£ a deep 
orange colour, and reach half their length above the anthers; 
in that they are convolute and flatly compr.efled, yellow, with 
their fummits fomewhat below the tops of the anthers; this is 
the earlieft blower, and feems more eafily affefted by froft 
while in bloom. Mr. SALISBURY of the Botanic Garden, 
Broropton, where our drawing was taken, informs us, that he 
never obferved this fpecies to feed with him, though moft others 
do freely. This fpecies (fo charaSeriftically figured in many of 
the older books, particularly in the Hortus Eyjl£t.tet$s) was 
received by CLUSIUS at Frankfort, about the year 1587, from 
Conftantinople, as was the CROCUS vernus of this wojrk (our 
m<efiaciii} from near Belgrade ; both may be eafily diftinguilhed 
from the purple-flowered CROCUS vernus (which we fuppofe 
to be a native of our parts of Europe and is the lateft flowerer 
of the three) by not having the mouth of their tube clofed by 
a ring of glandular entangled hairs; to this laft the fpecific 
name of vernus may be continued.

Theobfervations of JACQUIN and EHRHART, from which we
•were led to look for and afcertain the exiftence of the fecond 
valve in the fpathe of this genus and correct an error fanftioned 
by the names of LINNAEUS and JUSSIEU, were kindly pointed 
out to us by Mr. C. KONIG, a gentleman from whom the 
public may fhortly expeft much ufeful information in a pe 
riodical work, the firft number of which is now in the prefs, 
and which is to confift of tranflations of tra&s as yet little 
known amongft us, from all languages, with notes and obfer- 
vations. JACQUIN, when he fays that the valves are three 
and fometimes four, feems to us to have -miftaken the iheath 
that envelopes the ftems for the valve. G.

We had never feen it in any collection until we obferved it 
laft Spring at Meflrs. GRIMWOOD and WYKES'S, and another 
variety at Mr. SALISBURY'S Botanic Garden this Spring, both 
imported from the Cape.

The Braftes are clofely adprefled to the pedicles, and being of nearly the fame length, breadth, and colour with them, they have efcaped the notice of the older draughtfmen, and are not feen in their figures. G.

The PSO'RALEA corylifolia, a native of Coromandel, is an annual of eafy cultivation, but, not poffefling any fragrance or particular beauty to recommend it, is very rarely feen in our gardens, though known to MILLER in 1752. The plant from which our drawing was made was raifed from feeds received from Dr. ROXBURGH by Mr. LODDIDGES, at Hackney.
Requires to be treated as a tender annual; flowers in July 

and Auguft, and ripens its feeds readily.
In habit it differs much from the reft of. the genus, ap proaching nearer to Trifolium ; indeed, fo clofely is it allied to the Blue Melilot, as hardly to allow of their feparation without 

doing violence to nature.

The dried root of this plant was formerly ufed in medicine, 
but is now confined to fome infignificant lozenges as an ex- 
peftorant, and to the manufactory of the perfumer, to whom it 
is known by the name of Orris or Orrice-root, being ufed to 
give to certain articles, fuch as hair-powder, the fcent of 
violets ; that which is ufed for thefe "purpofes however is import 
ed from Leghorn, as what is produced in our climate has neither 
the flavour nor other qualities of the Italian root. RAY fays 
the pigment called Verdelis or Iris-green is made from the 
flowers of this fpecies, while HALLER and others fay from 
thofe of IRIS germanica.

Our plant has a prima facie refemblance to SPARAXIS 
tulbifera, fupra No. 5 45 / but if critically examined, will be 
found in reality to differ in almoft every particular.

This very rare fpecies was received from the Cape by Mr. 
HIBBERT, in whofe confervatory it flowered in May, moft 
probably for the firft time in Europe; indeed all the fpecies 
of this genus are rare with us, fecunda% fupra No. 5 97, being 
the moft common in our collections; they may all be eafily 
known on their firft arrival from the Cape, by the fingularity 
of their bulbs, from amongft thofe of the reft of their order.

From the - very barren information we have received con. 
cerning this' plant, we can only learn, that it grows in the 
neighbourhood of Port- Jackfon, and that the fettlers have 
already found out how to apply it to the purpofes of Tobacco, 
It flowered in Kew Garden laft yea*1.

Our drawing was taken at the Botanic Garden, Brompton, 
in May laft, where it was kept in the ftove, and in this fitua- 
tion it continued flowering in July, and had ripe feeds and 
flowers at the fame time.

Is eafily propagated by feeds, which fhould be fown on a 
hot-bed.

In the fecond number of the Jardin de Malmaifon, pointed 
out to us fince the above was prepared for the prefs, by our 
friend Mr. KONIG, there is a very excellent figure of this 
plant, from whence we have adopted the fpecific name, al 
though 'not- very appropriate> the leaves being a very little 
undulate at the bale only. The capfule is there faid to be 
two-celled; to us, bcih in the germen and the ripe feed-veffel, 
it appears to be one-celled, and in this refpeft different from 
its congeners. The cauline leaves in the feveral fpecimens that 
•we have feen are confined to the lower part of the ftem and are 
not properly petiolated ; but as they are narrowed towards the 
bafe, fome may choofe to conlider the narrow part as the 
foot-fialk with the leaf decurrent down it. Is faid to have 
fome relation to NICOTIAN A plumbaginifolia of M. DINEGRO,* 
which we have not fee;).

CLUSIUS gave it the name of Erinacea from the vulgar 
appellation of the inhabitants Erizo, which fignifies a hedge 
hog. LINN^US considered it as a fpecies of ANTHYLLIS, 
vvith which it agrees in the form of its flower, but in habit is 
certainly widely different from moil of its congeners.

It is a greenhoufe plant, and can be propagated we believe 
only by feeds, which it produces very fparingly, even in its 
native country 5 neither CLUSIUS nor DESFONTAINES could 
find any.

The defcription by RETZ is very accurate, but as ours 
was made before we had feen his, we have thought proper to 
inlert it. From a comparifon of the two, there can remain 
no doubt that this is really the SILENE vefpertina of the above 
author, although fuppofed by DESFONTAINES to have been 
an undefcribed fpecies, and accordingly renamed by him.

It is a lively annual, fit for the decoration of the border, of 
eafy culture, but not of any great beauty, and fhould be fown 
in patches in the Spring, where the plants are intended to re- 
main.

RETZ has not informed us of its native country, but we 
learn from DESFONTAINES, that it grows in the corn fields 
about Sbiba in Morocco.

We regret that the pure yellow variety of this fpecies had 
not been reprefented in our plate rather than the prefect, in 
vhich a mixture of blue and violet appears, efpecially as that 
is the one figured and defcribed in CLUSIUS, by whofe cuts 
it '"s, as well as IRIS Xiphium and xiphioides, excellently charac- 
itriaed ; our plant is however So LANCER'S IRIS fordida. 
From IRIS Xiphium, the clofeft relative, it differs in having the 
germen almoft completely enclofed within the involucre; in 
the outer fegments being turbinately recurved, not rotately or 
horizontally fo, and in their being rather longer than the inner 
Olies ; in having its outer ungues all the way, broader than

the ftigmaSi and in thefe having the keel or ridge far more 
elevated and enlarged where continued into the lamina; the 
inner fegments are alfo linear-lanceolate, erecl;, incurvedly 
fubconnivent, flattifh, reflected at their fides, undulate, emar- 
ginate, not turbinately divergent, oblanceolate and convolute 
as in that; nor does the inner lip of the ftigrnas reach beyond 
the middle of the lamina, which is recurvedly deflected, whereas 
in that it is equal in length to about three parts of the lamina.

Qu ER, in his Flora Efpagnol, makes IRIS alata of LAMARCK 
(his Xiphion I. and the IRIS bulbofa latifolia, Jive I. of CLU- 
sius) a variety of IRIS Xiphium ; though to all appearances 
no two fpecies can be well more diftinft ; the firft, with IRIS 
(nobis M OR^EA) Sifyrinchium,\te. were anxious to have laid before 
the public, as fpecies fo well known to all the older Botanifts 
and Gardeners, but which feem now entirely loft to our col 
lections, for upon repeated fearches and inquiries we can no 
where hear of their now being in this country ; PARKINSON 
remarks the difficulty of preferving the former (not enume 
rated in Hort. Kew. though the latter is) and attributes it to 
tendernefs ; which moft probably has been the caufe of the 
lofs of both. The firft is a native of Andalufia, growing 
in the woods on the Guadiana near Antequera and Cordova, 
and called by the Spaniards LIRIO ESPADAGNAL or AZUL; 
the.other is found near Lifbon, where the roots are faid to be 
eaten under the name of NOZELHAS ; a lefler plant, fup* 
pofed to be a variety of the laft, is found in Valencia.

If, notwithftanding the information we have received, they 
fhould ftill exit! in the collection of any friend to our attempts 
to illuftrate this order of plants, we fhould be highly obliged 
by the opportunity being afforded us of defcribing and figuring 
them. Both were lately and perhaps ftill are'cultivated in the 
Botanic Garden at Paris. G.

Since we gave the character of this genus, we have had an 
opportunity of examining the fruit of many of its fpecies ; and

have been enabled to add the above character from thence, which 
will afiifl confiderably in diflinguifhing it from IXIA, TRI- 
TONIA, S^PARAXIS, WATSON IA, ANTHOLYZA, and the 
Cape GLADIOLI. We can fee no raufe for making two fpe- 
cies of the above plants, &« J,.L$,L ; .< has done, attributing to 
the one a three-valved, to the other a two-valved fpathe, 
when in faft tfeeir fpa'hes differ only in fize and are as ufual 
in the genus.

Bulb-tuber ovate, far acuminate, covered with feveral thin, 
dark-brown, membranous tunics. Leaves plicate, hirfute, 
except their petiole-like bafes, which are fmooth and naked. 
Scape reclined, very fhort, not reaching beyond the above- 
mentioned bafes, round, hirfute.

Organs adfcendent, 
reaching to about the top of the ungues, anthers dark-coloured, 
ftigmas the colour of the limb and about the length of the 
anthers. Capfule quite fmooth, naked.

Found by THUNBERG at the Cape of Good Hope, in the 
diftrift of Swartland. Introduced into Kew Gardens by 
Mr. MASSON, in 1774.

The full defcription given in Jiortus Kewenjis, and tranflated 
by Profeflbr MARTYN in his very valuable edition of MIL 
LER'S Dictionary, renders it unneceflary to fay more here than 
that we have remarked one of the three external calycine 
leaflets to be ufually larger than the other two, and more or 
lefs yellow; fometimes it grows as large as the internal ones 
and refembles them in colour. The internal petal like caly 
cine leaflets are likewife fomewhat unequal in fize and vary in 
colour, being more or lefs tinged with dull purple within. The 
petals, as thefe parts have been ufually called in this genus, 
in number fixteen, are fo fmall as fcarcely to appear in the 
figure, being very nearly concealed by the reflected anthers.

Is a native of North-America, and hardy enough to bear 
the cold of our Winters, but does not blow very freely.

It had been always a matter of furprife to us that fa ap parently diftinft a fpecies as the prefent, fo well known to a If former Botanifts, and fo long cultivated in all the gardens of fcurope, fhould have efcaped the notice of LINNJEUS, while he diltinguifhed as fpecies his fuppofed fambucina and fqualens, to appearance fcarcely worthy of being remarked as varieties ; u::til upcn critically reviewing the whole of his fpecies, we
folia;!



found that thefqualens had been miftaken by JACQUIN for the 
fambucina, that other Botanifts had confidentially followed him 
in the error, and that the prefent plant was the Linnean/awj- 
bucina ; but as this name is now fo generally attached to 
JACQUIN'S plant by the excellent figure of CURTIS and the 
authority of the Horius Ketuett/is, we think it more advifable 
to let it remain ; adopting LAMARCK'S for the prefent fpecies, 
and expunging Jgitalens, as being a mere variety of the 
now fambucina; although in truth the names of LINN.EUS 
•were ftill better adapted to the plants he had deftined them for. 
The fynonym of JACQUIN quoted by the authors of Hort. Kew. 
for \\-\e\rfqualens mould be reftored to IRIS variegata.

Root horizontal, flefhy, very thick. Leaves broad, fword- 
fhaped, covered with a whitiih bloom, that gives them a 
remarkable pale or glaucous appearance. Stem about three 
feet high, twice the length of the leaves, with feveral fhort 
branches fupported by braftes refembling the i—2 flowered 
involucres, which are membranous, fcariofe, from a lightifh 
brown inclining to white, not becoming fphacelate, but being 
fo from their firft appearance, equal to germen; pedicles thick, 
trigonal, but little fhorter than germen, which is trigonal- 
oblong, fix-fulcate, equal to the obtufely trigonal tubes, which 
laft are marked with fix flat furrows ; fegments equal, ungues 
clofe, campanulately patent (not turbinate and remote as in 
IRIS germanica and forentina) ; outer ones twice the length of 
the tube, broad, concave inwards, traverfed by a fillet of 
white cilia with deep yellow tips; outer ones fhorter and 
feveral times narrower, convolute ; outer laminae recurvedly 
deflected, twice longer than their ungues, round-obovate* 
entire, flat, pale blue, fuffufed with a purplifh tint; veins 
deep blue, inner ones oblong-obovate, retufe, hence having 
fomething of an obcordate fhape, fometimes with a fmall 
mucro in the Gnus, ereft, connivent and rather more blue; 
ftigmas upright-patent, linear oblong, extending as far as the 
beard, whitifh with a blue keel; fides but {lightly reflexed; 
fegments of the inner lip recurved-ereft (not revolute), 
divaricate, laciniate-ferrulate; outer lip very blunt, entire. 
Flowers 8—13, expanding in June, with an exceeding ftrong 
fcent refemblmg that of Elder-Flowers.

Received by CLIJSIUS from Conftantinople, but is, we 
have no doubt, alfo a native of the fouthernmoft parts of 
Europe. Cultivated by GERARDE. Is known in all the 
mirferies about town by the name of the Dalmatian Iris.

A native of Spain, growing, according to CLUSIUS, in the 
country about Valladolid, to QUER (who by the bye fpeaks of 
a plant with white outer laminae) in the green-oak woods of 
both the Caftiles; DESFONTAINES tells us he found it in 
Algiers; but it remains to be afcertained if he means the pre- 
cife fpecies we are now defcribing. It is perfectly hardy and 
propagates rapidly by offsets, of which it produces abundance f 
cultivated here in 1633, by GERARDE.

The beft roots are faid to be thofe annually imported by 
the feedfmen from Holland. There are many varieties of it, 
but not fo many as ufually fuppofed; on this head we fhall 
however defer our obfervations till we have an opportunity of 
further confirmation ; we fufpecl many to be hybrids between 
xipbioides, lujitanica, juncea, our prefent plant, and perhaps 
idfo alata, and probably yet more perfectly diftinft fpecies. G,

The name of " Englifh Iris," which we find fo commonly 
given to it by the elder Botanifts and even by the modern 
Florifts, was acquired from the plant's having been firft intro 
duced into the Low-Countries from England, moft probably 
without any notice of its true habitat, and hence prefumed a 
native of our country by thofe that received them : CLUSIUS 
fays, that on his firft arrival here in 1.5.71, he fought for it wild, 
until he was informed by LOB EL of its being only cultivated in 
certain gardens near Briftol, where it had been moft probably 
imported by fome veffel from Spain or Portugal. GERARDE 
includes it among the Britifti plants, in which he has been 
followed by Dr. WITHERING in his Botanical Arrangements j 
butPARKiNsoN was aware of its real habitat.

Our drawing of this very rare and fingular vegetable was 
taken at Mr. WOODFORD'S, who received the bulbs this 
Spring from the Cape. To all appearance it is equally hardy 
and of as eafy culture as any of its congeners from the fame 
country; many fpecimens flowered together in the above 
collection, and fhewed fome flight variety both in Cze and 
colour.

The fanciful appellation of "viperatus, beftowed by old 
PLUKENET, and which we firft thought might have been 
fuggefted by the chequered, brownifh appearance of the flowers 
of fome of its varieties, now appears to us more probably to have 
been taken from the form of its flowers, which (efpecially as 
reprefented in his own figure) do bring to mind the pofition 
of the head and appearance of the jaws of the fnake when 
raifing itfelf for defence againft its enemy and hifling, in which 
ftate we often fee them reprefented in cuts accompanying 
natural hiftory.
