Don Croft: CB’s:

Thanks, Earl—we stop storms all the time, as do many others who take the time to point thier CBs into the storms.  NO hurricanes have approached coastal areas where there are CBs in the past two years. That accounts for all US coastal areas except New Orleans, where there are none.  They’ve had two hurricanes ;-)

We plan to mount a CB on a boat and go hunt hurricanes and seastorms. 

That’s how convinced I am that this works.

You won’t know this, of course, until you experience it.

I lived in Tonga and W. Samoa in 84 and 85, so I know where Niue is. 

Thank God most of the Niue folks live in NZ, eh? ;-)  Back then, there was essentially nobody living there, though it’s quite fertile.

We live in a traditionally very windy area and the only time it blows here is when we forget to turn our very ordinary CB into the direction of the wind.

It’s been very slow to get anyone in NZ to make or buy a CB for some reason. There are loads of them in Oz.  I think there are only three or so in NZ now, and of course if you don’t point them into storms, they won’t stop the storms.
