P R E F A C E

Candida. Why write a book about a subject that most people d negative effects of radiat OP with on’t know about? Because my personal journey of beating candida at age nineteen and then conquering multiple sclerosis (MS)—a disease related to candida— at thirty taught me how millions are suffering from this condition yet are in the dark as to why they feel so bad.

From as far back as I can remember, I was sick. I had many colds, flus, and sinus and ear infections. Throughout my life I was prescribed over a hundred courses of antibiotics for many different ailments. My diet until the age of eighteen consisted of processed foods filled with sugar, white flour, and trans fats. By the time I was thirteen, I had fifteen silver amalgam fillings from all the sugar I had eaten.

At nineteen, my body said no more and it collapsed from the Epstein-Barr virus, known as mononucleosis. Unfortunately, a few months of bed rest didn’t turn my health around. After seeing eight different specialists, taking over thirty prescribed medications, and searching many months for answers on how to get well, I was still sick from head to toe.

Serendipitously, as I was hunting for answers in a bookstore one day, Dr. William Crook’s book The Yeast Connection caught my eye. I scanned through the pages and went right to the questionnaire. I began to cry as I read the list of all of my symptoms—disoriented, poor memory, exhausted, upper respiratory infections, gastrointestinal complaints, weight loss, depression, etc. “Could this book be the answer?” I thought to myself. “Is yeast overgrowth—candida—the root of what is wrong with me?”

I decided to take the plunge and follow Dr. Crook’s program, which consisted of following a candida diet (no refined sugars, dairy, white flour, or alcohol) and taking an antifungal remedy called Nilstat. One long year later, I regained my health. In that one year, I discovered so much about how diet plays a critical role in getting rid of infection and inflammation, the root of disease.

Unfortunately, I did not know that I needed to maintain those healthy habits, and at twenty-four my life came to a grand halt when I was knocked flat with the diagnosis of multiple sclerosis. The doctor said, “Well, the great news is that you don’t have cancer; the bad news is that you have multiple sclerosis. We have chemotherapy to experiment with.” Terrified and shocked, I looked at my mother, who, offended by the doctor’s insensitive manner, helped me hobble out of the office.

I then decided to find an alternative route to conquer the “incurable disease.” Finding my own answers was not easy—I had MS attacks daily for the first six to nine months, which kept me bedridden with fatigue, spasticity, tremors, numbness, tingling, and difficulty breathing, swallowing, and thinking. Two books that were instrumental in helping me build a framework to get well were Dr. Crook’s book, The Yeast Connection, and Judy Graham’s book, Multiple Sclerosis. To my dismay, I found very little information outside of these books about treating MS with alternative methods.

At a loss, I created my own self-help program and discovered that yeast and fungal toxins are the main culprit in all autoimmune diseases. I went on a strict candida diet for four years, took an antifungal remedy, removed fifteen silver amalgam fillings, took nutritional supplements to heal the central nervous system, and worked through emotional and mental layers of fear-based patterns.

After four tumultuous years of dealing with MS symptoms and surviving a near-death experience and suicide attempt, I triumphed over MS at the age of thirty. In the last twenty years I have had no signs or symptoms of MS.

My healing triumph made it clear to me that my purpose was to help others heal. I decided to go back to school and became a naturopath and certified clinical hypnotherapist. I graduated from the International Society of Naturopathy as a naturopathic doctor and became a certified clinical hypnotherapist from the Holmes Hypnotherapy School. At thirty-two I opened my own practice in Los Angeles. A couple of years later I added to my credentials by becoming a certified iridologist from Bernard Jensen’s International Iridology Practitioners Association and a certified nutritional consultant from the American Association of Nutritional Consultants.

At this writing, I have been in private practice for fifteen years. Running my practice and seeing thousands of clients has been an education in itself, yet my greatest insight into how to help others came from healing myself. Since then I have successfully treated all types of conditions, including allergies, autoimmune diseases, endocrine imbalances, gastrointestinal disorders, cancer, depression, anxiety, and more.

Having worked with so many health imbalances, I have come to the conclusion that candida overgrowth is pandemic and that treating it is the foundational place to start when working with any health condition or disease. I have found that clearing candida, along with other microbial infections (parasites, bacteria, viruses), removes the majority of infection and inflammation from the body and either eliminates symptoms altogether or gives me a clearer picture of the body system that is still out of balance.

The Candida Cure has come from my passion to get the work I do in my office out to the masses. In the first half of the book, you will learn what candida is and how most health imbalances start in the gastrointestinal tract. The second half of the book will teach you the difference between a poor and a good diet and give you all the information you need to create your own 90-day self-help treatment program and achieve a renewed level of health. You will find user-friendly charts, supplement protocols, a two-week sample menu plan, and delicious recipes that will help you to successfully eradicate candida overgrowth from your body.

One of the most overlooked systems of the body is the digestive system. An imbalance in this system—comprised of the mouth, salivary glands, stomach, pancreas, liver, gallbladder, and small and large intestines—is responsible for the onset of the majority of health conditions and chronic progressive diseases plaguing Americans.

While there has been a lot of attention focused these days on the importance of a healthy immune system, few people realize that about 75 percent of the immune system’s cells are produced in the digestive tract. For this reason, no matter what condition a client is experiencing, I always start treating them with my foundational program of cleansing and rebalancing the digestive system. I’m still shocked to see some to turkey hotdogs without nitrates and hormones; gluten-free; small amounts because high in sodium)

As naturopath Mark Percival states in Functional Dietetics: “Destructive eating habits lead first to gastrointestinal dysfunction and then subsequently contribute to virtually every noninfectious disease known to us (and likely some of the infectious diseases as well).”1

Scientists tell us that there are ten times more bacterial cells living inside the gastrointestinal tract (GI tract), the stomach, and intestines than there are human cells in the entire body. The small and large intestines alone have a combined length of twenty to twenty-five feet, the width of a tennis court if you stretch them out. A balanced ecosystem in the GI tract has a ratio of 85 percent healthy microorganisms to 15 percent unhealthy ones. Inadequate diets based on foods that are depleted of nutrients and filled with chemicals and preservatives upset this ratio and can create maldigestion, malabsorption, intestinal dysbiosis (overgrowth of microbes such as fungi, parasites, bacteria, and viruses in the gut), and elimination problems. What’s more, these problems are not isolated conditions that affect just the digestive system; they also affect other systems of the body, including the immune system (Figure 2.1).

MALDIGESTION:
THE CAUSE OF INDIGESTION

Maldigestion occurs when the body is unable to properly break down food. Reasons for this include lack of hydrochloric acid (HCl) in the stomach, inadequate chewing, poor food combining, excessive drinking of liquids with meals, pancreatic enzyme deficiencies, hiatal hernia, and stress. Chronic poor diet contributes to maldigestion.

When food goes undigested, the particles create toxic by-products that irritate the intestinal walls and cause increased permeability. The toxins can then cross the mucosal lining, where they enter the bloodstream (leaky gut syndrome). The blood sees these particles as foreign invaders and creates an antibody response by having the white blood cells come to the rescue to defend your body. However, this activity produces inflammation, allergic reactions, and food sensitivities. In addition, the undigested food particles produce fermentation, which fuels fungal overgrowth and the proliferation of bacteria and parasites. Symptoms of maldigestion include belching, bloating, gas, abdominal pain, and heartburn.

ENZYME DEFICIENCIES

Enzyme deficiencies are a major contributor to maldigestion. Enzymes are proteins that act as catalysts to ignite chemical reactions in the body. While the body does manufacture its own enzymes, it must also make use of those in food to have optimal health. Most enzymes are destroyed in foods that are processed, refined, or cooked at temperatures above 118 degrees. Raw or lightly steamed foods, on the other hand, are rich in enzymes.

When enzymes are lacking in the body, the pancreas, which secretes digestive enzymes, takes on a greater load. The pancreas also has the job of producing insulin, the">Chapter 7 for lis a hormone that maintains blood sugar levels. Therefore, diets loaded with refined carbohydrates, sugar, and cooked and processed foods overwork the pancreas and weaken its performance, making us more susceptible to yeast overgrowth and conditions like hypoglycemia and diabetes.

MALABSORPTION AND
THOSE UNEXPLAINED COMPLAINTS

Malabsorption occurs when the uptake of food from the intestines is impaired. Without proper absorption, you cannot nourish your cells, and they begin to degenerate. Nutrients are absorbed from food by villi (hairlike projections), but a poor diet and toxic overload in the body can strip the villi and inhibit their function, creating malabsorption.

The main causes of malabsorption are maldigestion and microbial overgrowth (bacteria, yeast, parasites, worms, and viruses). Common symptoms of malabsorption are fatigue, thinning hair, dry skin, depression, susceptibility to bruising, unexplainable weight loss, and constipation or diarrhea.

DYSBIOSIS AND UNWELCOME INHABITANTS

Intestinal dysbiosis is an imbalance of microorganisms (yeast, bacteria, parasites, and viruses), which upsets the digestive system and interferes with nutrient absorption. Dysbiosis is caused by poor diet; alcohol; recreational drugs; stress; maldigestion; elimination problems; the overuse of antibiotics; steroids such as cortisone, prednisone, and birth control pills; nonsteroidal anti-inflammatory drugs (NSAIDs); heavy metal toxins; and immunosuppressive drugs.

When unhealthy microorganisms take over the gut, your immune system is put under constant stress to defend your body from these infections. Intestinal dysbiosis is a contributing cause in rheumatoid arthritis, MS, vitamin B12 deficiency, chronic fatigue, cystic acne, the early stages of colon and breast cancers, eczema, food allergies and sensitivities, inflammatory bowel disease, irritable bowel syndrome, psoriasis, Sjögren’s syndrome (a postmenopausal immunological disorder), and steatorrhea (excess fat in the stools). The most common form of intestinal dysbiosis is Candida albicans overgrowth.

LEAKY GUT SYNDROME

Maldigestion, malabsorption, and intestinal dysbiosis set the stage for leaky gut syndrome. As I’ve discussed, leaky gut is a condition in which the intestines’ mucosal lining becomes irritated, inflamed, and more porous, allowing undigested food particles, microorganisms, and their by-products to pass through the lining into the bloodstream. Candida overgrowth, NSAIDs, poor diet, heavy metals, daily aspirin use, and gluten sensitivity to wheat, spelt, kamut, rye, barley, triticale, white flour, and oats (due to cross-contamination) all contribute to irritating the lining.

“Leaky gut triggers a state of continuous and prolonged stress in and on the immune system,” says Dr. Jeffrey S. Bland.2 Allergies are one of the first conditions to occur when someone has leaky gut. Other more serious conditions may follow.

The gut lining, as I explained in Chapter 1, acts as a protective mucosal barrier and is your first line of defense to prevent infection. When pathogens and foreign organisms come into contact with the mucosal barrier, immune cells inside the gut produce secretory immunoglobin A (SigA), an antibody that attacks them. However, chronic stress continually suppresses SigA production and thus allows pathogens to enter your bloodstream and eventually migrate to your brain and other tissues.

LEAKY GUT AND THE LIVER

The liver is an amazing organ. The largest in the body, it has more than five hundred functions. You can’t live without your liver. It assists with metabolism, storing vitamins and minerals, and detoxifying toxic compounds.

Here’s just a small piece of the picture. The portal vein delivers blood from the small intestine to the liver containing not only nutrients from digested food, but also toxins. The nutrients are carried through the circulatory system to feed every cell of your body. But what happens to the toxins?

One of the liver’s many tasks is to recognize and neutralize these poisons, which come from substances such as heavy metals, pesticides, toxic foods, alcohol, cigarettes, synthetic chemicals, medications, and the by-products of stress hormones. Leaky gut makes the job of the liver more difficult by forcing it to break down undigested proteins as well as deal with the microbes and their by-products that have entered it through the blood. If the liver can’t keep up with the overload of toxins, they will be stored in the liver or recirculated in the body. The combined effect is an interference with the liver’s efficiency.

The liver produces and secretes bile, which is stored in the gallbladder until it is needed by the small intestine to assist with fat digestion. In addition to breaking down fats and its other important roles, bile has antibacterial properties that help protect the small intestine from harmful bacteria, yeast, and parasites. However, in a toxic body bile often becomes thick and sludgy, hampering its flow and function. One result is that yeast, viruses, and bacteria flourish, upsetting the ratio of good to bad bacteria.

The function of bile can be compromised by an excess of estrogen hormones, which reduces bile flow and elevates bile cholesterol levels. This poses a risk of gallstones and the recirculation of estrogens, increasing the risk of cancers of the breast, ovaries, uterus, and prostate.

An impaired liver can lead to problems in another important area. An article in the journal Lancet states: “When the gut becomes leaky, more toxic substances are delivered to the liver, and if the liver’s functional ability to detoxify is impaired, more metabolically active substances are delivered through the bloodstream to other tissues, including the brain.”3

Like the GI tract lining, the blood-brain barrier can become compromised. When this happens, toxins that escape the liver become stored in fatty tissues, such as the cells of the brain and the central nervous system, causing inflammation and oxidative stress. This accounts for the wide range of noninfectious diseases you see today, specifically MS, Parkinson’s, and Alzheimer’s. Therefore, detoxifying the liver and gut is essential if you want to keep inflammatory agents out of the rest of your body.

ELIMINATION:
CONSTIPATION AND HEALTH

The importance of elimination to overall health is grossly ne-glected by most doctors. Many people tell me that their doctors yellow onion, chopped
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tv have said that daily bowel movements aren’t necessary. This is false. Daily elimination is essential, and two to three movements a day is best. The optimal transit time for food to go from your mouth out through your rectum is twenty-four hours. Yet, in my fifteen years of practice, I have found that the majority of people have transit times that range between forty-eight and seventy-four hours. Looking at this on a larger scale, we see a nation that is suffering from an epidemic of constipation, irritable bowel syndrome, and colitis.

The main cause of all these conditions is inadequate water and fiber intake from fresh fruits, vegetables, and whole grains. When grains are refined, both minerals and fiber are stripped away, robbing the body of nourishment and the assistance the fiber provides in cleaning the colon walls.

If your bowels are backed up, your GI tract must focus more on getting rid of waste than on absorbing nutrients, which sets the stage for malnutrition and dysbiosis. Elimination problems also cause autotoxicity. Toxins that are not released from your body fast enough are reabsorbed into the bloodstream. Constipation can also make the pH level in the large intestine more alkaline, creating a breeding environment in which yeast, parasites, bacteria, and viruses thrive.

CANDIDA’S IMPACT ON
THE IMMUNE SYSTEM

The last, but most important, area affected by an imbalance in the digestive system is the immune system, which is simply your body’s mechanism for identifying self (what naturally belongs in the body) from non-self (foreign material) and using antigens to destroy or neutralize whatever is foreign (see Figure 2.2).

Your body has an innate intelligence that allows it to heal itself. You simply need to give it the right environment for a long enough period of time in which to do so. The 90-day protocol I outline in this book provides you with everything you need to create that environment.

The goal of treating candidiasis is to kill fungus and eradicate excess yeast. You never fully rid the body of yeast; you just get the levels back into balance. Achieving this balance requires a two-pronged strategy: first, taking an antifungal supplement to kill the yeast overgrowth, and second, modifying your diet to starve off the excess yeast. The treatment is simple, but it takes diligence, discipline, and consistency on your part to achieve a successful outcome.

WHO NEEDS TO BE TREATED?

The best way to identify whether you have yeast infection is to complete Dr. Crook’s questionnaire, work with a practitioner who has experience treating candida, and learn more about the subject. In my office, I examine my clients’ responses to Dr. Crook’s questionnaire, take an extensive case history, and use a quantum software program to identify imbalances in the body. If a client wishes, a blood test and/or stool test to detect Candida albicans overgrowth can also be taken, but I usually discourage doing this.

In my experience, I have found yeast and fungus to be very evasive. They like to hide out in the organs and tissues, and therefore blood and stool tests give inconsistent results. So I suggest you save your money.

There are many unhealthy people whose blood work comes out negative because their conditions are subclinical (undetectable on lab tests), and therefore they end up being misdiagnosed. Their chemistry is often more sensitive than the norm and so even though they are symptomatic, their condition does not show up on a blood test. Also, in general, the blood is often the last system to show signs of imbalance, as the rest of the body will compensate in order to keep the blood levels normal.

For example, when it comes to survival, maintaining the proper blood pH is the body’s priority. The body’s fluids and tissues have different pH, or acidity level, ranges. Blood needs to be at a pH of 7.35 (alkaline). If the pH varies by even a few tenths of a percent, symptoms will appear, and if it varies by more than one-half of a pH unit, serious illness or death will occur. When the body compensates for a pH imbalance, other tissues and organs in the system may suffer. Your doctor may not even recognize these effects if he’s just looking at blood test results. Be aware that testing the pH of your saliva is different than testing your blood pH, so don’t panic if your salivary pH is out of balance.

The money and research that are necessary to develop better functional te eat them in moderation m, etc.)G0 and in men with scores over sts to diagnose candidiasis and other gut imbalances have been lacking because Western medicine has largely failed to recognize the true nature of these problems. Without accurate diagnostic testing, other methods must be used.

In the rare cases in which I do use blood and stool tests, even when the results come back negative, I do not rule out treating the client for candidiasis, as I rely heavily on the other aspects of my evaluation. In fact, in fifteen years of practice and seeing thousands of clients, I have let only a handful of people out of my office without starting them on a candida protocol. That’s because using the protocol to first clear infection and inflammation from the client’s body allows me to truly discover if there are any other body systems out of balance.

Living as we do in such a toxic world—with stress levels higher than ever—every one of us would benefit from removing infection and inflammation from the body. Even if you have mild symptoms, following the protocol I recommend will help you to experience more energy, greater mental clarity, and an overall sense of lightness within your body.

PREPARING YOUR BODY FOR TREATMENT

You need to be aware that starting a program of food elimination and taking an antifungal can create a Herxheimer reaction (also known as Jarisch-Herxheimer reaction) in which you experience die-off symptoms from killing the yeast. This detoxification process may make you feel worse before you feel better, and you may experience flu-like symptoms, headaches, body aches, abdominal distress, or a worsening of your existing symptoms. To assist with this process, you need to make sure that all your elimination pathways—your kidneys, bowels, lungs, liver, and skin—are functioning optimally. This section will give you a brief overview of what this entails. In Chapter 7, you will find more detail on the nutritional supplements you will be taking to detoxify, support, and strengthen your body as you rid yourself of yeast overgrowth.

Kidneys and Bloodstream

To cleanse your kidneys and blood, as well as your liver and lymph, I recommend drinking red clover tea. This herb helps move the detoxification process along more quickly. Slowly work up to drinking one quart (four eight-ounce cups) of the tea (hot or cold) daily. See Chapter 7 for directions on making the tea. Do not drink this tea, however, if you have grass allergies, ulcers, or acid reflux, or if you are taking blood-thinning medication. Instead, drink one to two cups of dandelion root tea daily.

Red clover tea does not contain caffeine, but it may initially keep some people awake at night because it stimulates the movement of waste out of the body, which can cause insomnia. If you are affected in this way when drinking the tea at night, finish your last cup by no later than 5:00 p.m.

If your die-off symptoms are too intense, you will need to cut down on your dosage of the antifungal remedy and red clover tea. Slowly increase the amounts again as you feel better. Stick with the program and work with your practitioner. Die-off symptoms usually mean that you’re on the right track because toxins are coming out into the bloodstream. Reactions might include fatigue, headaches, and possibly a worsening of your existing symptoms, which is why you need to increase your detoxifying supplements slowly. These initial symptoms usually pass within a couple of days to a week.

It’s important to realize that there’s a difference between an allergic reaction and a die-off reaction. With an allergic reaction, you will experience hives, swelling of the th entirely for the first 2 months of the program because of their potential to cause inflammation and their high starch levels, which raise blood sugar. If you avoid them and then reintroduce, eat 7Knd
liroat, or intense itching of the body. If you experience any of these symptoms, discontinue the antifungal, all supplements, and the tea. Wait three days to allow your body to calm down and then reintroduce the antifungal, each supplement, and the tea, one at a time. Observe your body for two days before adding in another supplement or the tea.

To keep balanced, it is important to drink enough fluids in the form of water and herbal tea. Drink one-half your body weight in ounces of water and tea, which should include the four cups of red clover tea for cleansing purposes. For example, a 150-pound person needs to drink 75 ounces of water and tea a day.

Bowels and Elimination: Keeping Things Moving

A daily bowel movement is essential; two to three times a day is ideal. Even if you are consuming adequate amounts of fiber in fruits and vegetables and are eliminating daily, I recommend taking added fiber in the form of organic ground flaxseed. It not only assists you to eliminate each day but also removes the toxins, such as mucous, yeast, and other debris, that have built up on your colon walls. Take one tablespoon daily, either in water or sprinkled on salads or vegetables. Fiber in the form of flaxseed meal can be used indefinitely. Avoid products that contain psyllium (unless you have diarrhea) because it can create more gas and bloating.

If you are still constipated after using flaxseed, you can add an herbal stimulant. See Chapter 7 for other supplements that can help with this problem.

Lungs and Breathing

Seventy-five percent of the toxins you eliminate will leave your body through your respiration. To assist with the release of toxins, do deep-breathing exercises several times a day. Focus on your belly—expanding as you inhale for a count of seven, holding for a count of seven, and exhaling slowly, contracting your belly, for a count of seven. Do this for two minutes four times a day.

Lymph and Skin

Sweating and stimulating the lymph system are essential for moving waste out of the body. Dry, steam, and infrared saunas are a great way to help the skin and lymph system release toxins.

Dry skin brushing is a simple yet effective way to stimulate the lymph system. Purchase a natural fiber, long-handled brush from your local health food store. Before getting into the shower, brush your skin, starting with the soles of your feet and brushing with short gentle strokes upward toward your heart. There is no need to brush your skin hard. Lymph fluid sits right under the surface of the skin, and therefore it is more effective to brush gently. Brush up your legs, up your back, and then over your shoulders down to the heart (center of your chest). Brush up your arms to the heart. Do not brush your face, as the bristles can scratch facial skin. You may be able to handle soft strokes from the neck down toward your heart. Brush for a total of three to five minutes.

Another excellent way to cleanse the body is with an ionic foot spa, a cylinder-shaped unit that you put into a footbath filled with water (see Resources at the back of the book). The ionic spa generates negative and positive ions, which accelerate the movement of heavy metals, inflammatory wastes, infections, and toxins out of the body. I suggest using this unit once every ten days.

The most important thing you can do to detoxify your lymph and skin is exercise. Exercise stimulates the lymphatic system and skin to move toxins out of the body more effectively. Brisk walking, swimming, isometric exercises, qigong, yoga, and even marching in place while you watch your favorite television show are all good forms of  of organic ground flaxseedt  maexercise.

Gallbladder and Liver

Lastly, your liver and gallbladder must effectively excrete chemicals and toxins from the body. When you do a candida cleanse, years of toxins will be stimulated to release from your body.

The bile—the emulsifying fluid stored in the gallbladder that helps break down fats, carry toxins from the liver, and stimulate peristaltic action of the bowel—can become thick and muddy after years of indulging in cheese, trans fats, and sugar. Therefore, for the first month of your candida protocol, I recommend a gallbladder decongestant called Gallbladder abX. Start with one capsule daily with food, slowly increasing the dosage every two to three days until you get to one capsule three times a day.

For the second and third months, you want to go deeper by supporting the liver. Liver abX will help the liver to conjugate chemicals and make them water soluble so they are excreted from your body rather than recirculated. Slowly work this formula up to one capsule three times a day with food, just as you did with the Gallbladder abX.

TAKING AN ANTIFUNGAL

The antifungal supplement you take is crucial. It can be either herbal or pharmaceutical. Herbal antifungals are safer, while many of the pharmaceuticals are harsh on the liver. Be aware that getting your doctor to prescribe a pharmaceutical antifungal can be challenging. If you are turned down, don’t waste time trying to get a prescription—herbal antifungals are just as effective and safer for the body, and it’s easy for you to get started with them on your own.

Herbal Antifungals

Herbal antifungals are readily available. You can find many of them at your local health food store, on Internet warehouse sites such as www.vitacost.com, or at a health practitioner’s office. In my practice, I have found the following to be the most effective for my clients:

These remedies have antifungal properties that target yeast overgrowth and also contain substances that are antiparasitic, antibacterial, and antiviral. Candida abX, the newest product on the market, is well balanced and sharp in going after all microbial infections.

If you cannot find any of these products (see Resources), look for yeast-eliminating products at your health food store that contain one or a combination of some of the following ingredients:

Pharmaceutical Antifungals

The pharmaceutical antifungals include Nystatin, Diflucan (fluconazole), Nizoral (ketoconazole), Sporonex (Itraconazole), and Lamisil (terbinafine). These are a good choice if you have an autoimmune disease, mental illness, or cancer. While herbal antifungals are effective, they are not as concentrated as pharmaceuticals, and so with severe health conditions a pharmaceutical can create faster changes. If you decide to g turkey hotdogs without nitrates and hormones; gluten-free; small amounts because high in sodium)

nslio the pharmaceutical route, my recommendation would be to use Nystatin or Diflucan.

Nystatin: Nystatin is a concentrated extract of a soil-based organism that works by directly killing the yeast. It comes in pill or liquid form. Do not take Nystatin liquid; it contains sugar, which will only feed yeast.

As the authors of The Yeast Syndrome state: “Nystatin is virtually nontoxic and nonsensitizing. All age groups, including debilitated infants, accept the drug without demonstrating major side effects, even on prolonged administration.”1

Nystatin is not initially well absorbed into the bloodstream, but with prolonged use it does get into the blood and thus helps those with autoimmune diseases and cancer. The problem is that most doctors prescribe Nystatin for less than six weeks. Results are better if usage continues for three months or longer. When I was treating myself for MS, I took Nystatin for three years.

Diflucan (fluconazole): Diflucan is a synthetic antifungal drug that is effective against systemic candida overgrowth. It is ten times stronger than Nystatin but also more toxic to the liver. If you use Diflucan or any other systemic antifungal (Nizoral, Sporonex, or Lamisil) for more than a week, make sure to have your doctor test and monitor your liver enzymes.

If you have symptoms of severe depression and/or anxiety, a mental illness, autoimmune disease, or cancer, you can use Diflucan to jump-start the eradication of the fungus. I suggest taking Diflucan (150 mg) for a limited time only, three pills total, one pill every three days, and then switching to an herbal antifungal like Candida abX or to Nystatin because they are safer. Also, Diflucan primarily targets the candida in the blood, whereas Nystatin permeates the areas of the GI tract, where yeast overgrowth usually originates. To cure candidiasis, it is essential to tackle both the blood and the gut.

Warning:
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We must eat not only to survive but also to sustain vitality and optimize the functioning of the more than 300 trillion cells that make up our bodies. The digestion of food—as it breaks down into vitamins, minerals, fatty acids, and glycerol—is a complex chemistry, and what we eat can alter that chemistry either positively or negatively. Sadly, the average American diet consists of large amounts of trans fats, refined sugar, refined carbohydrates, corn, gluten, soy, caffeine, alcohol, and processed foods that are filled with chemicals and preservatives. How can your cells thrive on artificial, depleted food? They can’t.

It’s a mistake to think that junk food will not negatively affect every cell in your body. The equation is very simple: trash in equals trash out. A good diet is one of the most important components of preventive health and healing a diseased body. What you eat can either rebuild or weaken your immune system as well as determine the quality of your aging process. The increasing numbers of people with allergies, diabetes, heart disease, mental illness, autoimmune diseases, and cancers can be attributed in part to eating an unhealthy diet.

Again, a poor diet causes candida overgrowth, and yeast overgrowth creates the most common symptoms people experience today: fatigue, brain fog, anxiety, depression, insomnia, and weight gain. The great news is that you have control over the food choices you make. Once you educate yourself about the problems you’re experiencing, you can start to make the necessary modifications—and quickly notice improvements.

THE IMPACT OF A POOR DIET

Let’s examine in detail how unhealthy foods and other substances can upset the balance of your body.

Refined Sugar

Refined sugar in any of its forms is one of the most harmful substances you can consume. Sugar depletes the vital vitamins and minerals that you need to sustain yourself and has absolutely no nutritional value. It drains the body and wreaks havoc on the pancreas, which controls blood sugar levels, weakening the immune system. Well-known nutritionist Ann Louise Gittleman states, “There are over sixty ailments that have been associated with sugar consumption in medical literature.”1 Cancer, Candida albicans, and human i yellow onion, chopped

When you begin to read labels, you will see that almost every food on the market—from canned goods to breads to salt—contains sugar in some form. Refined sugar is disguised as sucrose, fructose, dextrose, brown sugar, glucose, evaporated cane juice, high-fructose corn syrup, lactose, and maltose.

The United States is a nation addicted to sugar. In 1890, the average American ate 10 pounds of sugar a year. Today, that figure is between 170 and 200 pounds. Unfortunately, in our society sugar is not just something that tastes good. It has also become an emotional pacifier. Refined sugar may satisfy your psychological needs for a moment, but ultimately it will destroy your body.

Trans Fats (Bad Fats)

The United States is finally recognizing that trans fats, which have already been banned in Denmark and Canada, are major contributors to heart disease and other serious health conditions. Any food that lists “partially hydrogenated” or “hydrogenated” oil among its ingredients contains trans fats. This means that the oil has been heated to a high temperature for the sole purpose of preserving the food product for a longer shelf life.

Trans fats are found in pastries, breads, crackers, processed foods, microwave popcorn, chips, cookies, and margarines. Research has shown that margarines with trans fats—not butter—are the real cause of blocked arteries. These bad fats are poison because they set off an inflammatory response in the body.

Refined Carbohydrates

I call refined carbohydrates,">Chapter 7 for li?
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Many breads, whether white or wheat, state that they have been enriched with vitamins and minerals, meaning that vitamins and minerals have been added back into the bread. But the truth is that when the flour is bleached and refined, it loses important micronutrients, fiber in particular, which are still lacking after enrichment. Fiber is essential for proper elimination and for keeping blood cholesterol levels down. Refined carbohydrates contribute to the alarming rates of people with constipation, irritable bowel syndrome, and imbalances in blood sugar levels because they convert rapidly to glucose (sugar). This leads to both hypoglycemia (low blood sugar) and diabetes. Also, the bleaching agent used in refined flour, nitrogen trichloride, is poisonous and has been linked to ulcers, schizophrenia, and MS.

Dairy Products

Bovine dairy products (those from cows) are the leading cause of food allergies. Allergies to these products cause sinus problems and gastrointestinal complaints, such as gas, bloating, cramps, gastritis, and diarrhea. Hyperactivity and irritability are common reactions, especially in children. Asthma, headaches, joint and muscle pain, depression, lack of energy, and skin problems are also attributed to dairy allergies.

Lactaid Milk, in which the lactose, or milk sugar, has been removed, was created for those who are lactose intolerant. However, this doesn’t solve the problem for everyone who has trouble with milk. There’s a difference between being lactose intolerant and having a milk allergy. Most people actually have both conditions. Lactose intolerance means that you lack the enzyme that breaks down lactose. Having a milk allergy means that the body doesn’t recognize the milk protein, sees it as a foreign invader, and defends itself by creating an allergic response.

Many in the medical community and advertising industry tell us that drinking milk is the best way to get calcium. Women are especially targeted because of the rising levels of osteoporosis in our country. Yet the fact is that only 30 percent of the calcium in eight ounces of milk is actually absorbed by the body. Pasteurization destroys the enzyme phosphatase. Without phosphatase our bodies cannot use phosphorous, and without phosphorous we cannot assimilate calcium.

The real cause of calcium deficiencies—and osteoporosis—is excessive consumption of high-acid foods, such as animal meats, caffeine, refined carbohydrates, refined sugars, and pasteurized milk and dairy products. Pasteurization and homogenization of cow’s milk alter its mineral composition, making it acidic to the body. Eating these acid-forming foods forces the body to leach calcium and other minerals from the rest of the body to buffer the acidity in the bloodstream and maintain an alkaline condition of pH 7.35. Without this protective mechanism, death would result. To maintain that pH balance, the blood robs minerals, which are alkaline, from the body’s biggest storehouse of minerals—the musculoskeletal system. In short, consuming dairy products creates exactly the opposite effect that you may be trying to achieve.

Antibiotics and Hormones in Milk

A major factor to consider when deciding whether to ingest dairy products is the use of antibiotics and hormones in raising cows. According to  yellow onion, chopped

2 Bovine growth hormone (RBGH), produced through gene splicing to increase milk production, also ends up in milk. These hormones and antibiotics, which are permitted by the government, are creating imbalances in our children as well as in adults. I’m not talking only about milk but also about products made from milk, such as cheese, ice cream, sour cream, and yogurt. The American Dairy Association is spending big bucks to convince you that “milk does a body good,” as the billboard says, but I ask you to think again.

Animal Protein

Animal protein in the form of red meat, pork, chicken, turkey, and fish are questionable food sources as well for a variety of reasons. Pork, beef, chicken, and turkey that are not from organically raised animals also contain antibiotics and hormones. These are passed on to consumers and cause hormonal imbalances and yeast overgrowth. Pork contains higher concentrations of parasites because of what pigs are fed and the fact that pigs do not eliminate toxins efficiently. Red meat is more acidic to your body chemistry than chicken and turkey, especially when cooked beyond medium-rare and when eaten with grains, beans, or starchy vegetables. So organically raised chicken and turkey are better choices.

Unfortunately, fish also contain toxins because our oceans have become polluted with heavy metals and chemicals. Shellfish are particularly high in contaminants, as they are bottom feeders and absorb higher concentrations of chemicals and mercury. Stay away from all tuna, as the mercury levels are very high. Fish such as wild-caught Pacific salmon, trout, halibut, sardines, and cod are better choices, but even so, finding clean sources for these fish can be a challenge (see Note, page 75).

Caffeine

Caffeine, whether in the form of coffee, soda, tea, or chocolate, is acidic and raises blood sugar levels. It stimulates the adrenal glands to release hormones that put the body into an adrenaline-rush response. This increases the heart rate, which releases stored sugar, causing the pancreas to kick out insulin to bring sugar levels back into balance. Overconsumption of caffeine perpetuates this cycle, exhausting the adrenals and the pancreas, whose health we depend on for optimal energy. The rise in sugar also feeds candida overgrowth in the body.

If you do drink coffee after your 90-day program, make sure that it is organic and buy espresso instead of coffee. Nonorganic coffee is the most chemically treated food product in the world and is more acidic than espresso. Decaffeinated coffee is even worse because of the chemical processing it undergoes. Drink no more than one cup of organic espresso a day to avoid upsetting your adrenal gland function and blood sugar levels.

Alcohol

All alcohol is a neurotoxin that goes directly into the bloodstream, creates an inflammatory response, and depletes vitamins and minerals in your body. Wine, beer, champagne, and sake do more damage to the body because they are high in sugar, which increases blood sugar levels and feeds candida.

While you’re on my 90-day program, if there’s a day that you decide to indulge in alcohol, it is better to drink vodka because it is distilled and has no sugar compared to wine, beer, sake, or champagne, all of which greatly entirely for the first 2 months of the program because of their potential to cause inflammation and their high starch levels, which raise blood sugar. If you avoid them and then reintroduce, eat 7K,.comv increase candida overgrowth.

Food Allergens

Food allergies arise when there are imbalances in your gut, such as maldigestion from eating refined, depleted, and processed food. Large quantities of undigested food particles irritating and passing through the lining of the GI tract will cause an allergic reaction in the bloodstream. The most common food allergies are to milk, corn, soy, citrus fruits, chocolate, eggs, nightshade vegetables (eggplant, peppers, potatoes, tomatoes), and gluten. Allergies to even healthy foods, such as certain fruits and nuts, can also arise when your digestive system is out of balance.

Gluten intolerance and celiac disease are increasing at alarming rates. A study published in the Lancet states that Candida albicans may act as a trigger in the onset of celiac disease in those who are genetically susceptible. There is a protein in Candida albicans known as HWP1, whose structure is similar to that of gluten. When a candida infection is present in the gut it can set off an immune system reaction to HWP1, which in turn causes an allergic reaction to gluten.3

Several medical researchers have examined the link between gluten sensitivity and neurodegenerative conditions. In a Lancet Neurology article entitled “Gluten Sensitivity: From Gut to Brain,” Dr. Marios Hadjivassiliou and his colleagues state: “Gluten sensitivity is a systemic autoimmune disease with diverse manifestations. This disorder is characterised by abnormal immunological responsiveness to ingested gluten in genetically susceptible individuals. Coeliac disease, or gluten-sensitive enteropathy, is only one aspect of a range of possible manifestations of gluten sensitivity. Although neurological manifestations in patients with established coeliac disease have been reported since 1966, it was not until thirty years later that, in some individuals, gluten sensitivity was shown to manifest solely with neurological dysfunction.”4 Part of their study revealed a segment of patients who had white matter lesions on the brain or spinal cord that were similar to those found in patients with multiple sclerosis.

White flour, rye, oats (due to cross-contamination), barley, spelt, kamut, triticale, and wheat contain gluten, a protein that is abrasive to the GI tract and can strip the villi. These hair-like projections attached to the intestinal walls help to absorb nutrients and keep the gut clean of yeast and bacteria. In addition, wheat has been hybridized and is subject to a process known as gluten deamidation, in which it is converted to wheat isolates. These are used as binders and emulsifiers in foods, including meat products, sauces, soups, and some beverages. The isolates are more detrimental than the gluten in native wheat and can cause major disruptions in the body.

If you want to know whether you are gluten intolerant and/or are having autoimmune responses, you can contact Cyrex Laboratories (Cyrexlabs.com). Their Antibody Array 3 tests your transglutaminase reactivity, and their Antibody Array 4 lets you know if you have cross-reactivity to foods other than just gluten. There is a strong relationship between transglutaminases (enzymes) testing positive and autoimmune responses. Those who test positive for transglutaminase and/or celiac disease must avoid gluten permanently.

Soy is another food that has been a topic for debate. In America, the market is flooded with genetically modified soy protein foods, processed tofu, and soy protein entirely for the first 2 months of the program because of their potential to cause inflammation and their high starch levels, which raise blood sugar. If you avoid them and then reintroduce, eat 7K,.comv powders, which may be harmful to your body, as some research has shown. However, if you examine the diets of Asians, you will find that they use fermented soy products, such as miso and tempeh, and in small amounts. Soy in these forms is more digestible and high in essential amino acids and B vitamins. Unfortunately, fermented soy products are not allowed on a candida-cure diet because they can aggravate candida. The only allowable soy on my program is Bragg Liquid Aminos because the soy is unfermented and non-GMO.

A lot of people are allergic to soy and experience gas and bloating when they eat it. If you have this reaction, I recommend avoiding soy products. There are also studies that say large amounts of soy protein can disrupt thyroid function. Because the jury is still out on whether soy is good or bad for you, I feel it is best to stay away from it.

Artificial Sweeteners and Sugar Alcohols

Artificial sweeteners, such as aspartame, acesulfame-K, saccharin, and sucralose, are promoted as an alternative to sugar for people who want to lose weight or eliminate sugar from their diets. But diet sodas and food products that contain these artificial sweeteners are very damaging to the body. The chemicals used to create these sweeteners, or to change the molecular structure of sugar to create them, are known carcinogens. Aspartame, a known neurotoxin, has been linked to neurological symptoms and conditions such as blurred vision, headaches, dizziness, memory loss, numbness, MS, ALS, and Parkinson’s disease.

Sugar alcohols, such as erythritol, maltitol, mannitol, sorbitol, and xylitol, are rising in popularity because they are not as damaging to the body as artificial sweeteners. Sugar alcohols are neither sugars nor alcohols. They are carbohydrates with a chemical structure that partially resembles sugar and partially resembles alcohol, but they don’t contain ethanol as do alcoholic beverages. They are incompletely absorbed and metabolized by the body and consequently contribute fewer calories than most sugars; however, because they are not fully absorbed they can ferment in the intestines and cause bloating, gas, and diarrhea.

Of the sugar alcohols listed above, I prefer xylitol in small quantities because it is made by our bodies in the metabolism of carbohydrates, it raises oral pH to be more alkaline when ingested, and it is antimicrobial. Commercial xylitol is obtained from corn or the bark of birch trees. I prefer the latter to avoid products made with genetically modified corn. I suggest taking it only in small amounts (under 1 teaspoon, not daily) for two reasons. Xylitol is a carbohydrate, which means it will feed candida if used in large quantities, and although it is obtained from a natural source, it is chemically processed. Any artificial sweetener or sugar alcohol consumed in moderate to large quantities is toxic to the body.

WHAT IS A HEALTHY DIET?

When I give workshops, people frequently ask, “Since so many foods are linked to cancer, what should I eat and drink?” It’s true that your body has to adapt more than ever before because of the pollutant overload in our foods, but you don’t need to walk around in fear. The body can handle more than you think. Yet there may come a point when your body starts to shut down if you compound the problem by abusing it with poor dietary choices, putting your energy into negative thoughts and emotions, and continually operating at high stress levels.

So, what is a healthy diet? It’s one that consists of 60 percent organic vegetables; 20 percent meat and fish that are antibiotic- and hormone-free (meat from grass-fed animals); 15 percent gluten-free whole grains; and 5 percent organic fruits, nuts, seeds, beans/legumes (once or twice a week), and  turkey hotdogs without nitrates and hormones; gluten-free; small amounts because high in sodium)

Fruits, vegetables, and plant foods are abundant in phytochemicals, which help prevent cancer and reverse disease. The most important vegetables to consume daily are dark-green, leafy vegetables—spinach, watercress, collard greens, mustard greens, poke greens, turnip greens, dandelion greens, arugula, baby greens, bok choy, kale, etc.—and sprouts. They are filled with vitamins and minerals, especially B6 and magnesium, which are required for your body’s many metabolic processes. Cruciferous vegetables, such as broccoli, brussels sprouts, and cauliflower, contain natural compounds that assist with healthy liver function. Raw nuts and seeds contain essential fatty acids needed for the cellular membrane around each cell.

The more we discover about beneficial compounds in whole foods, the clearer it becomes that eating a healthy diet is essential. By doing so, you stop the progression of disease and reduce the amount of supplementation needed to maintain health.

Organic Food

The synthetic pesticides, fungicides, and herbicides used on conventionally grown food, including genetically modified foods, are carcinogenic. While science hasn’t fully disclosed all the negative effects that GMO “designer foods” may have on our bodies, they should be avoided because of the toxic chemicals used to produce them. Eighty percent of U.S. wheat, corn, and soy is genetically modified, and GMO corn is the base that we are feeding all our livestock and fish.

You can avoid chemicals and get the best-quality nutrients by supporting certified organic farmers and eating organic fruits, vegetables, meats, and dairy products. These foods are more expensive, but you and your health are worth the investment. Quality outweighs convenience when it comes to healing your body. Be sure to wash all your fruits and vegetables with a little soap and water or a natural fruit-and-vegetable wash, which you can find in the health food store.

Vegetarian Diet

Vegetarians make a number of valid points about the negative aspects of eating meat. It’s true, unfortunately, that animals are treated inhumanely and that the use of hormones and antibiotics to raise them is widespread. Yet I find that eating some animal protein each week is the easiest way to keep your body in balance. See the recommendations below about the best kinds of animal protein to eat.

Vegetarianism is a personal choice that only you can make. If you decide to become a vegetarian, or already are one, educate yourself. Most of my vegetarian clients are unhealthy because they’re not compensating for the nutrients they are lacking by avoiding meat—such as certain amino acids and B vitamins. Also, I find that their diets often contain excessive amounts of refined carbohydrates and sugar, which deplete vitamins and minerals and feed candida.

Animal Protein

During the digestive process, animal protein breaks down into amino acids, which your body needs for regenerating and repairing cells, tissues, and organs. Therefore, it is important to eat small amounts of animal protein daily. This also helps to keep blood-sugar levels balanced. Consuming animal protein fewer than three times a week will create deficiencies in your body. If you are a vegetarian, become educated about how to balance proteins and carbohydrates, and about which supplements to take to compensate for the protein deficit.

Eating lean animal protein, such as chicken, turkey, and fish, is best in small amounts (2– and then reintroducef’s 


Red meat contains high concentrations of saturated fat and can increase inflammation in your body, but some body types do well on small amounts. If you do eat it, choose meat from grass-fed animals, such as bison, and eat it only once a week. Listen to your body to feel if you’re craving meat. When preparing red meat, cook it rare to medium-rare, as this leaves some active enzymes to help you digest it, and do not eat it with starchy vegetables, beans, or grains because this will make your body acidic. If you are still not digesting the meat well, use a protein digestive enzyme that contains HCl and pepsin.

Avoid canned tuna and all shellfish because of their high mercury levels. All fish contain some heavy metals, yet I feel that their benefit as a good source of omega-3 fatty acids out-weighs the negatives. Fish such as Pacific wild-caught salmon, trout, tilapia, halibut, cod, sole, and most other whitefish are acceptable when eaten in moderate quantities. Swordfish, mackerel, shark, tuna, and tilefish are highly contaminated with mercury and should be avoided.

Whole Grains

Whole grains are complex carbohydrates that have not been bleached or stripped of their fiber. They include amaranth, barley, brown and wild rice, buckwheat, corn, kamut, millet, quinoa, oats (gluten-free), rye, spelt, teff, triticale, and whole wheat. Grains contain important B vitamins, which keep your nervous system in balance. They also have fiber to help you eliminate daily and keep your colon lining healthy. The problem is that we eat too much of this food group and only need 25 to 50 grams of carbohydrates a day. After your 90-day program, I recommend living gluten-free and corn-free since they are great aggravators to the body.

Good Fats

As I discussed earlier, there are major differences between good and bad fats. Your body needs good fats such as the omega-3s, omega-6s, and omega-9s because it uses them to coat every cell membrane, and the integrity of the membranes ensures the proper nutrition of your cells. Your body does not manufacture the omega-3 and omega-6 essential fatty acids (EFAs) on its own and only manufactures a limited amount of omega-9s, so you must include them in your daily diet. Good fats help to regulate hormones, blood pressure, heart rate, and nerve transmission as well as reduce inflammation and pain.

Foods high in omega-3 essential fatty acids include deep-sea fish, dark leafy greens, coconut, flax, fish oil, hempseed oil, krill oil, olive oil, raw nuts and seeds, and avocados. Unsalted organic butter contains small amounts of omega-3s as well as vitamins A and D. Even if you consume these foods, you still need to take an omega-3 supplement because you won’t obtain enough through your diet. Omega-6 essential fatty acids are found in eggs, grass-fed meat, raw nuts and seeds, and safflower, sunflower, and hemp oils. The best source of omega-9 fatty acids is olive oil, but they can also be found in almonds, avocados, and sesame oil.

Saturated fats from foods such as eggs, coconut meat and oil, butter, ghee (clarified butter), raw goat cheese, and grass-fed meat are beneficial in small quantities. These foods contain important vitamins and minerals, but you should eat them in moderation because large quantities can make the body acidic. Don’t be fooled by the claims made about all the low-fat foods on the market and think they are good for you—they contain high concentrations of chemicals and refined sugars, which are unhealthy for your body.

Beans and Legumes

The wide variety of beans and legumes available include adzuki beans, black beans, fava beans, garbanzo beans, kidney beans, lentils, lima beans, mung beans, navy (white) beans, peas, pinto beans, and soybeans. They are high in protein but also high in starch, which converts to sugar in the body. Therefore it’s best to eat only small servings so you don’t feed candida and cause inflammation. Legumes are also high in lectins (proteins that bind with carbohydrates), which can damage the gut lining and create leaky gut. Adzuki and mung beans are higher in protein than the others, so it’s okay to eat slightly larger portions of these. Because of the starch and lectin content, I recommend eating beans and legumes only once or twice a week or skipping them completely for the first two months of your candida-cure diet.

In the U.S. soy is overprocessed and overconsumed and, in most cases, genetically modified. Since there is still much controversy about whether eating it is good or bad for you, I do not recommend eating it in any form, including whole soybeans, tempeh, tofu, soy milk, and soy protein isolate, which is found in protein powder and protein bars. The only soy that is permissible on the candida-cure diet is Bragg Liquid Aminos, which is an unfermented, non-GMO soy sauce.

To remove phytic acid from beans to help with assimilation and avoid flatulence, soak organic beans overnight, discard the water, and cook the soaked beans in fresh water. Prepare beans with one or more of the following herbs and spices for optimal digestion and taste: cumin, clove, caraway, dill, fennel, sage, thyme, onion, oregano, ginger, garlic, rosemary, tarragon, turmeric.

Vegetables

Organic vegetables are loaded with phytochemicals, which your body needs to help it regenerate. Because vegetables have alkalinizing properties, they help reduce acidity in your body, which reduces inflammation. Ideally 60 percent of your daily diet should be vegetables. Green leafy vegetables are nutrient-dense foods and contribute greatly to staying vibrantly healthy, so you need to eat them daily. Because of the nutrient loss in our soils, it is also advisable to take a supplemental green food source (see Chapter 7).

Culinary herbs, such as oregano, thyme, basil, cilantro, parsley, rosemary, and sage, have great healing properties. Make sure to include them in your meals whenever possible.

Lastly, don’t forget to incorporate sea vegetables (such as arame, kelp, dulse, nori, wakame, and sea cabbage), which are rich in minerals, including iodine. Most of us are lacking in iodine, which is essential for optimal thyroid function. Sea vegetables also bind with heavy metals and radioactive toxins and move them out of the body.

Fruits

Organic fruits have many beneficial vitamins and minerals that keep your body balanced. You need to limit your intake, though, because fruits are high in natural sugars, which can feed candida. Berries contain the smallest amounts of sugar, and the skins have beneficial antioxidant properties. Limit yourself to one fruit (or a small handful of  and then reintroducef’s 


Dairy

I have found that after the 90-day program, small amounts of unsalted organic butter and raw goat and sheep products (milk and cheese) are beneficial for supplying the body with amino acids, vitamins, and minerals. Whereas bovine dairy products (from cows) are congesting to the body, goat and sheep products are easier to assimilate because of their molecular structure, which is similar to human milk. Goatein, a product made by Garden of Life, is a high-potency goat dairy powder that is predigested so that lactose-intolerant individuals can consume it.

Think about it—we are the only species that drinks milk from another species. How do cows get their calcium? Not by drinking milk from another species but by eating grass (if they’re being raised humanely).

It’s more beneficial to get your calcium from organic plant sources than from dairy products, contrary to what the media and most medical doctors would have us believe. Plant foods that are high in calcium—higher in some cases than cow’s milk—include dark-green leafy vegetables, sesame seeds, almonds, broccoli, and carrots. These also contain trace minerals that assist the calcium to enter your bones.

Some excellent green supplement sources are Hydrilla (a product made by MegaFood), stinging nettle leaf, and alfalfa, all of which feed the body calcium and other important minerals.

Sweeteners

Acceptable sweeteners for your 90-day program and lifetime are chicory root, luo han guo fruit extract, stevia, and xylitol. Even though xylitol is a carbohydrate, it is metabolized slowly and therefore does not increase sugar levels rapidly. So consuming it in small quantities is acceptable. Make sure your source comes from birch bark (The Ultimate Sweetener from Ultimate Life) instead of corn.

When your candida levels are back in balance after completing the program for 90 days or longer, you might be tempted to go back to the sweeteners you used to indulge in. Be careful, as sugar can bring candida back with a vengeance. Raw, unfiltered honey and coconut nectar in small quantities (once or twice a month) are better choices than evaporated cane juice, agave, brown sugar, etc. Raw honey has amino acids, enzymes, vitamins, and minerals that are beneficial to your body. Coconut nectar has a low glycemic index.

Raw versus Cooked Foods

Since cooking destroys important enzymes that your body needs for digesting and assimilating foods, the more raw vegetables and fruits you eat, the more enzymes and nutrients your body will take in. However, if your digestive system is out of balance, you might find that initially, for about one to two months, you will do best eating only steamed or cooked vegetables and then gradually increasing your raw food intake with each meal—taking digestive enzymes along with both.

Food Combining

Proper food combining involves eating either protein with vegetables or grains with vegetables but avoiding mixing protein with grains at the same meal. Doing this is beneficial for some people who have digestive problems. Others find that having a little protein along with grains at each meal, whether from an animal or a plant source, keeps both their blood sugar and energy levels more stable. The answer for you lies in listening to your body. If you’re hypoglycemic, meaning you have low blood sugar, you’ll do best to start off your morning with protein and work your complex carbohydrates into your lunch or dinner meals.

Most people have blood sugar imbalances and do best eating three meals a day plus a snack mid-morning and eat them in moderation ou apple cider vinegara

	
Curing Food Allergies

The best cure for food allergies and intolerances is abstinence. If you suffer from allergies or food sensitivities, eliminate trigger foods for at least one to three months to get rid of allergic reactions. The most common trigger foods are the foods I mentioned earlier: milk, citrus fruits, chocolate, eggs, sugar, nightshade vegetables (tomatoes, peppers, potatoes, eggplant), soy, gluten (barley, kamut, oats, rye, spelt, wheat), and corn. Intolerance reactions may include itchiness, hives, rapid heartbeat, fatigue, constipation, diarrhea, or canker sores.

After a month, you can slowly begin adding trigger foods back into your diet. Your body will tell you if it likes them or not. If your body reacts, you know to stay away from those foods or to eat them in moderation only. Variety is another way to avoid allergic and intolerance reactions. There are plenty of choices in each food group to ensure you are not eating the same thing day after day. As the saying goes, “Eat a rainbow every day.”

Water

Our society is dehydrated and, as the eminent researcher F. Batmanghelidj stated, “dehydration is the number one stressor of the human body—or any living matter.”5

How can you keep your body running smoothly when it’s made up of 80 percent water and you drink fewer than eight cups of water a day? You can’t. When you do, your “plumbing” gets backed up—your lymphatic system becomes sluggish, your kidneys become overstressed, your colon becomes constipated, and your liver and gallbladder become congested. Autotoxicity occurs as you reabsorb the toxins your body is unable to eliminate. These conditions set the stage for autoimmune diseases and cancer.

Sodas, coffee, iced tea, and fruit juices are not substitutes for water. These do not hydrate the body and its organs in the same way that water does. Batmanghelidj explains that the brain is 85 percent water and says: “Next to oxygen, water is the most essential material for the efficient working of the brain. Water is a primary nutrient for all brain functions and transmission of information.”6 This means that your body needs more water if you are to think and act rationally.

As I said in Chapter 3, the ideal amount to drink is one half of your body weight in ounces of purified or filtered water and herbal tea each day. So if you weigh 150 pounds, you need to drink 75 ounces (or a little over nine eight-ounce glasses) of water daily. To make this easier to do, drink six ounces—a little less than one cup—every waking hour until you go to sleep. If you notice that your urine is a dark in color, this indicates that you are dehydrated. Don’t let yourself get to the point of feeling thirsty. Drinking more water can eliminate a number of symptoms, including headaches and pain in the body.

Distilled water is a good choice of drinking water, but it leaches minerals from the body. So if you drink it, make sure to take your vitamin and mineral supplements daily. Sparkling mineral water in small amounts is acceptable as a soda replacement, but only if it’s natural and the carbonation has not been added to it]84Ga



The best way to ensure that you’re getting purified water is to buy your own filtration system. I don’t recommend most bottled waters because their manufacturers are not regulated and you don’t really know what you’re getting. If you do buy bottled water, look for a brand that states on the bottle how the water has been processed, such as through reverse osmosis. If this information is onagains tt yeast and fu
he label, you have some assurance of the water’s purity.

Herbal teas count as water, but because they are also diuretics, you need to make sure to put minerals back in your body by taking your daily multivitamin-mineral supplement. Among the many therapeutically beneficial teas available are red clover, pau d’arco, rosemary, dandelion root, green tea (caffeinated or decaffeinated), chamomile, hibiscus, and mint. Another great hydrator for the body is fresh coconut water, bnly be drunk after exercising once you have completed your 90-day program, as the average-sized can has 14 grams of sugar in it. You also obtain additional water from eating fresh organic fruits and vegetables.

Juicing

Juicing is a great way to nourish your body. Fresh vegetable juice that has had the fiber extracted will immediately fill your bloodstream with live enzymes, vitamins, and minerals. ut it should o
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Now that you can better appreciate the nutritional needs of your body, it should be easier to stick to the candida-cure diet, knowing that it will both nourish you and eliminate candida. In a short amount of time, you will recapture your energy and vitality and be convinced that this is the program for you.

The following lists give you general guidelines about the foods that are beneficial to eat and do not promote the growth of yeast, and the foods that you need to avoid because they do promote yeast overgrowth. Be aware, however, that everyone’s body chemistry is different. Some people have sensitivities or allergies to certain foods on the “Foods to Eat” list, so observe your body in case it reacts negatively to any of the foods. Symptoms such as fatigue, itching, rapid heart rate, gas, burping, bloating, constipation, diarrhea, and headaches are signs that you need to stay away from those particular foods.

Listen to your body. It will tell you what it wants and does not want. Be aware, though, that when your body is toxic, you are going to crave more of the offending foods. But as you cleanse, your body will start to desire healthier foods and it will be easier to trust the signals that it gives you.

You will experience the quickest results within ninety days by adhering to the lists as closely as possible. For those of you who feel you are not able to jump right into the diet, I have included at the end of this chapter a slow-start plan that will allow you to eliminate offending foods gradually and move into the candida-cure diet with greater ease. Your progress, however, will be a little slower, adding about another five weeks to the program.

I have also included in this chapter two weeks’ worth of sample menus so you can see that this diet is entirely doable and even enjoyable. You will discover that there are plenty of delicious meals you can easily create. In ]84Gar  alleviate (Chapter 6, you will find recipes for main dishes, side dishes, sauces, desserts, snacks, and beverages as well as a list of the brands I recommend.

You will find recipes for the starred (*) dishes in the Recipes section.

	Eggs or egg whites prepared in a variety of ways with side of steamed spinach, cauliflower, or kale (soft-boiled, poached, hard-boiled, and sunny-side-up eggs are best; eat scrambled or omelets infrequently because of oxidized cholesterol from the yolks, or use egg whites only)

	Omelet with vegetables (avocado, spinach, and onion)

	Poached eggs with arugula or spinach: Layer pan with olive oil and large washed handful of spinach or arugula. Crack eggs on top of greens and poach (steam) until yolks are as desired.

SOCIAL EVENTS AND
EATING AT RESTAURANTS

You might look at this program and think there’s no way you can eat out or go to social gatherings. Sure you can. The key is not to be fanatical. If you are at a restaurant or party and there is barbecued chicken, just scrape off the sauce and eat the chicken, and avoid dipping every bite into the barbecue sauce. If you’re at a party and all they’re serving is pizza and salad with balsamic vinegar, choose the lesser of two evils—the salad with the balsamic vinegar. If only sandwiches are served, throw away both slices of the bread or eat only one slice.

What will set you back the most—in order of the worst first—are alcoholic beverages, particularly wine, beer, and champagne, because not only are they liquid sugar but they are also fermented, or yeasty. If you indulge in alcohol, drink vodka since it is distilled and has no sugar. Second to set you back is refined sugar—that is, brownies, cookies, pastries, ice cream, etc. Third is dairy, and fourth, white flour products like crackers, pasta, breads, and pizza. With this in mind, it’s better to blow it on a piece of cheese than to drink a glass of wine, or to eat pasta instead of a brownie.

Alcohol and sugar do the most damage in setting you back on my program. One trick to help clear your bloodstream when you’ve eaten something that’s not good for you is to drink four cups of red clover tea after indulging. But don’t abuse this technique, as you will slow down your progress and not achieve the results you want.

DON’T GIVE UP

Beating candida requires both patience and discipline. If you stick to the diet and supplement program between 80 to 100 percent of the time, you will assure your success. Slipping below 80 percent doesn’t mean you won’t feel better, but it does mean your progress will be slower.

If you find yourself feeling depressed in grocery stores and restaurants, with their lack of choices of foods you can eat, shop at health food stores and online sites such as amazon.com, vitacost.com, iherb.com, and websites for the product names listed in my book. Not only will you find many wonderful choices but you will also be eating more health-giving, nutritious foods. Wherever you shop, be sure to carefully read labels, as even “health foods” sometimes contain sugar and ingredients you need to avoid while on the candida-cure diet.

It’s best to approach getting rid of candida overgrowth as a lifestyle change rather than as a temporary fix. Once you feel better, you’ll find that you are more sensitive to how food affects your body and mind, and you won’t even want to go back to making poor food choices.

Persevere and the results will come. You’ll notice improvements in your health in as little as two to four weeks, and you will experience even greater changes after two to three months. Strict monitoring of your diet is essential. If you continue to eat sugar every day, even in small quantities, you will continue to feed the Candida albicans and your progress will be delayed. However, if you’ve had a “bad day” and eaten something that’s not on your diet, don’t beat yourself up; just get back on your regimen and keep going.

SLOW-START CANDIDA
ELIMINATION FO entirely for the first 2 months of the program because of their potential to cause inflammation and their high starch levels, which raise blood sugar. If you avoid them and then reintroduce, eat  s4Ga


Modifying your diet to get healthy can be a challenge. Those who feel they can’t immediately jump into the program and adhere to the “Foods to Eat” and “Foods to Avoid” lists can follow a slower candida elimination schedule.

It helps to understand that these dietary changes are not about deprivation—they are about eating foods that will help clear infection and inflammation and restore your health. If you slip up and eat something that’s not on the plan, don’t let guilt take over. When your emotions get in the way, you’re more likely to continue eating foods that are not on the program.

Once you have successfully eliminated all the foods on the following lists, you are ready to begin your first month (Days 1–30) of the 90-day program to eliminate candida and detoxify your body, as outlined in Chapter 7.

Note that some of the foods on these lists may be reintroduced after being on the program for two or three months. Check the “Foods to Avoid” list.

It’s now time to look at the 90-day protocol in its entirety—the candida-cure diet plus the over a whole grain ofs 1 cellular communicationast  supplements you will be taking. As I have noted throughout these pages, the sup-plements serve multiple purposes. They replace the missing vitamins and minerals in foods that have been grown in depleted soil, they detoxify your body, and they provide you with the energy and nutrients you need to experience quality aging after completing the program.

While I have included specific instructions for taking the supplements, you will need to work in conjunction with your health-care practitioner to make sure you are meeting your individual needs. You might want to give your practitioner a copy of my book or photocopies of specific pages so that he or she can better assist you.

Here are some guidelines to follow as you embark on this treatment plan:

GENERAL GUIDELINES


	Check with your physician or health-care practitioner before taking any supplements to make sure he/she does not foresee a potential interaction with any pharmaceutical medications you are taking.

	Women who are pregnant or breastfeeding should only do the candida-cure diet and take a prenatal multivitamin-mineral supplement, vitamin D3, pure-grade fish oil, and probiotics. Check with your health-care practitioner about the amounts to take. When you are finished breastfeeding, you may start implementing the detox and supplement regime.

	Do not start taking an antifungal if you are not moving your bowels at least once a day. This must be corrected before you start the antifungal. See the Supplementation for Additional Needs section, page 166, for supplements you can take for constipation.

	Purchase your supplements from reputable sources, such as a health practitioner, professional supplement companies, health food stores, or online vitamin warehouses such as vitacost.com, iherb.com, or amazon.com. In the Resources section, I have listed sources for purchasing all the supplements outlined in this section. The small amounts of soy in some of the products I recommend are acceptable and usually non-GMO. Supplements sold in drugstores and supermarkets often contain sugar, synthetic dyes, and fillers. Read labels to make sure they say “no added dyes, fillers, sugar, corn, or yeast.”

	If you live outside the United States, look for comparable products with similar ingredients to the supplements I have suggested by going online and viewing the ingredient labels of these supplements.

	Periodically check my website, www.annboroch.com, for the latest updates on supplement changes that pertain to this section.

	If you experience an upset stomach when taking any of the supplements that are supposed to be taken on an empty stomach, you may take them after meals. If you experience diarrhea from any supplement, stop taking it for three days, and then try taking one pill once a day and see if you tolerate it. If you do, continue to build up slowly. If you do not, discontinue the supplement permanently.

	Remember to drink adequate amounts of water and herbal teas daily—one half of your body weight in ounces.



At first glance, you might feel overwhelmed by making new food choices and taking all of the supplements. To ease into the program, a week before beginning buy groceries and think about your different meal options, including what you can eat in restaurants while you’re following the protocol. Order or purchase the recommended supplements for detoxifying and rebuilding your body (see Resources for vendors). By the end of the first week, you will have started to feel better—you will be clearer, have more energy, and find that you are adjusting to the rhythm o and Note: Those who have chosen to do the slow-start elimination plan will only begin the following 90-day program after eliminating all the foods listed on pages 100–104.

Candida-Cure Diet


	Do not eat sugars, fermented or yeast products, dairy products, refined carbohydrates, corn, gluten, and trans fats, or drink alcohol.

Antifungal (work up slowly)

Take one of the following antifungals. Choose either an herbal or pharmaceutical antifungal based on your needs (see pages 40–43 for a more in-depth discussion of the pros and cons of the different options):


	Candida abX (Quintessential Healing, Inc.)

	Candida Cleanse (Rainbow Light)

	Pau d’arco (Gaia Herbs–tincture; Pacific Botanicals–tea)

	Nystatin

	Diflucan (to jump-start only; then switch to Nystatin)



As I explained in Chapter 3, pharmaceutical antifungals (Diflucan and Nystatin) are recommended for autoimmune and cancer conditions or if you have severe anxiety and/or depression or mental illness. Diflucan can be taken to give your body a jump-start and kill off systemic fungus at the beginning of your program. After jump-starting with Diflucan, as described below, you can then switch to Nystatin or an herbal antifungal.

How to take herbal antifungal:

If you are taking Candida abX, Candida Cleanse, or pau d’arco in pill form, start with one capsule or tablet per day and slowly increase the dosage by one capsule or tablet every three days until you reach the dose recommended on the chart on page 158. If any of the antifungals bother your stomach when taking them on an empty stomach, switch to taking them after meals.

When taking the pau d’arco as a tincture, start with one dropperful and slowly increase the dosage every three days until you reach the dosage recommended on the chart on page 158. For the tea, start with one cup per day and increase by one cup every three days until you reach three cups.

How to take pharmaceutical antifungal (Nystatin):

For an adult, dosing of Nystatin is one pill (500,000 units) taken three times a day without food. Take it with food, however, if it upsets your stomach. Work up slowly to the full dose.

How to jump-start with Diflucan (option for those with cancer, autoimmune disease, or mental illness):

Ask your doctor to prescribe three 150 mg tablets. Take one pill every three days for one week.

After jump-start, switch to Nystatin:

A eat them in moderation gcetaldehydean


Or

You can switch to an herbal antifungal:

After jump-starting with Diflucan for one week, switch to Candida abX or one of the other herbal antifungals and take as directed for a minimum of twelve months. To get the greatest benefits from the antifungal, switch to another herbal antifungal every two to three months. For the third month, add probiotics (Dr. Ohhira’s Probiotics 12 Plus, Flora 20-14, Ultimate Flora 15 billion, or Primal Defense Ultra) and take them at a separate time from the herbal antifungal.

Notes:


	If you decide to use Diflucan for more than a week, have your doctor monitor your liver enzymes.

	Antifungals can make you feel worse before you feel better. Work your dosage up slowly to allow your system to keep up with the elimination of toxins.

	If you are wheelchair-bound or bedridden, do not take pharmaceutical antifungals. Start by taking probiotics for month one, and then take Candida abX according to the instructions for herbal antifungals above.



Additional Supplements to Take

The following supplements should be taken according to the recommendations that follow.

RepairVite (K-63, caramel flavor; 1 scoop in 4–6 oz. of water on empty stomach upon arising):

This herbal and amino acid supplement powder, containing L-glutamine, aloe vera, deglycerized licorice, flavonoids, phyto-chemicals, and antioxidants, has been formulated to restore and repair the intestinal tract and lining. It is essential to repair leaky gut and to reduce inflammation. The plant sterols and ferulic acid esters in the supplement help support a healthy enteric nervous system with intestinal motility and secretion of digestive enzymes. This formula alleviates acid reflux, heartburn, ulcers, and brain fatigue, and stops sugar and carbohydrate cravings. Take an additional scoop at bedtime if you have heartburn, reflux, numerous allergies, or intense gastrointestinal symptoms.

Vitamin C (3,000 mg daily):

Buy vitamin C that contains mineral ascorbates and/or bio-flavonoids. Plain ascorbic acid crystals may irritate your stomach lining and intestines. Spread the dosage throughout the day because your body will absorb only so much at one time. The powder form is more bioavailable to your body than the pill form, but both work. Increase your dose of vitamin C slowly. If you experience diarrhea, cut back your dose by 1,000 mg. You can take the powder with or without food, but it’s best to take the pills after a meal or snack.

Gluco abX (">½ cup carrots, slicedli the stage for a1 capsule 3 times a day with food):

However, if you are diabetic, instead of taking Gluco abX, take Glysen (below). This formula can be used long term if needed after the 90-day program.

Gallbladder abX (work up slowly to 1 capsule 3 times a day with food):

This herbal-vitamin supplement stimulates bile secretion, decongests the gallbladder, and helps eliminate toxins from the gallbladder and liver. Use it for the first month only, and then switch to Liver abX for the second and third months.

Vitamin E (800 IU daily):

When buying vitamin E, be sure the source is natural. Look for “d-tocopherol” on the label and not “dl-tocopherol,” which is synthetic. Also use an E vitamin that has mixed tocopherols and tocotrienols.

Digestive enzymes (1 after each meal, optional):

It’s usually a good idea to add digestive enzymes for the first month or two of your program to make sure you’re digesting, absorbing, and eliminating properly. If you have trouble digesting animal protein (burping and heartburn), buy an enzyme that contains pepsin and hydrochloric acid (HCl). If you have low blood sugar—your energy is up and down throughout the day, and you feel shaky and crabby if you skip a meal—use a pancreatic enzyme that contains pancreatin, lipase, protease, and amylase. If you’re a vegetarian or have mild digestive complaints, use a plant-based digestive enzyme.

Ground flaxseed meal:

Put one tablespoon of organic ground flaxseed meal in eight ounces of water or sprinkle on salads or vegetables. Fiber is key to keeping your bowels moving daily, sweeping debris from the colon lining, and lowering cholesterol.

Red clover tea (work up slowly to four cups daily):

This herb cleanses your bloodstream, liver, and kidneys. One heaping teaspoon of the loose herb makes one cup of tea. To make four cups of the tea, bring one quart of filtered water to a boil, and turn off the heat. Add four teaspoons of the bulk herb to a large French press, add boiling water, let it steep for fifteen minutes, and then slowly push the plunger down. After brewing, you can add ice cubes to make iced tea to drink throughout the day. Make sure to consume whatever amount you make the same day or it will get moldy, even if kept in the refrigerator.

Notes:


	Do not drink red clover tea if you have grass allergies, ulcers, or acid reflux, or if you are taking blood-thinning medication. Instead, drink one to two cups of dandelion root tea daily.

	Buy only organic red clover dried herb. Organic bulk suppliers are Mountain Rose Herbs and Pacific Botanicals (see Resources).

	Some people have reported that drinking red clover tea at night keeps them awake. This is due to the cleansing effect on the bloodstream. If you experience this, it is best to finish drinking red clover tea by 5:00 p.m.



Molybdenum—Die-Off Remedy (150 mcg daily, optional):

This is a trace mineral that assists with the breakdown of acetaldehyde—a main by-product of candida. It can help alleviate die-off symptoms such as brain fog, spaciness, headaches, and vertigo. Take as needed until symptoms subside.

The powder form is more bioavailable to your body than the pill form, but both w: vt vin liver detoxification by converting harmful chemicals into water-soluble substances so they can be easily eliminated in the urine and feces. Use for months two and three of your program. It replaces the Gallbladder abX you used during the first month.

Omega-3 fish oil gels (1,200–1,500 mg daily with food):

It is important to buy a brand that is free of PCBs (carcinogenic, man-made chemicals used in electrical equipment and industrial processes). The brands that follow are PCB-free.

Gluco abX (1 capsule 3 times a day with food):

If you are still experiencing sugar and carbohydrate cravings and/or are hypoglycemic, stay on Gluco abX for days 31–90. However, if you feel stabilized, stop taking Gluco abX and switch to Adrenal abX (see page 161) to assist with balancing your adrenal function and to give you more energy. This formula can be used long term if needed after the 90-day program.

After brewing, you can add ice cubes to make iced tea to drink throughout the day. Make sure to consume whatever amount you make the same day or it will get moldy, even if kept in the refrigerator.
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SUPPLEMENTATION FOR
ADDITIONAL NEEDS

The supplements listed below are for those who have additional and/or stubborn symptoms that need to be addressed while doing the 90-day program. Add them into the list of your daily supplementation as needed.

ELIMINATION PROBLEMS

Constipation

Herbal laxative:

Start by taking the minimum dose on the label in the evening and see if you eliminate in the morning. If you don’t, increase by one pill each night after dinner until you achieve daily elimination. The goal is to have full, normal bowel movements, not diarrhea, so adjust the dose until it is right for you. If you have taken up to four pills in the evening and are still not eliminating daily then switch to another product. Magnesium citrate and triphala are milder formulas for constipation, and Aloe Lite and Aloe 225 are stronger.

LEAKY GUT

In this condition, the lining of the GI tract is porous and irritated, causing food allergies, asthma, and weakened immunity. It is almost a given that most people today have either mild or severe leaky gut because of our contaminated food, air, and water supply. Those with severe cases of leaky gut, indicated by such conditions as Crohn’s disease, celiac disease, div the day because your body will absorb only so much at one time. THYROID SUPPORT

The largest endocrine gland in the body, the thyroid sits in the neck. It is primarily responsible for how quickly the body burns energy and for regulating metabolism. Signs of low thyroid (hypothyroidism) are depression, weight gain, hair loss, puffy eyes and face, constipation, skin problems, headaches, poor circulation, fatigue, or loss of the outer third of the eyebrows. Once you’re well, candida overgrowth can come back even more virulently if you go back to old habits of eating poorly. It is important for those of you with stubborn, chronic conditions, such as autoimmune diseases or cancer, to take at least a reduced dose of an herbal antifungal compound every day for the rest of your life. You will also need to increase your dosage during stressful periods, such as when traveling and during holidays.

For those of you who are not challenged with these conditions but feel that unhealthy lifestyle habits and high stress might creep back in, it’s a good idea to take ongoing maintenance doses of Candida abX (one pill two times a day), pau d’arco (one cup of tea or one dropperful of tincture twice daily), or Candida Cleanse (one pill two times a day). Rotate these products every couple of months to make sure you don’t become immune to any one of them. For those who are able to maintain a healthy diet, I suggest replacing your antifungal with a probiotic and taking that for the rest of your life to keep your digestive system and yeast levels in balance. Specifics about probiotics are discussed later in this chapter.

Even after you reach the end of the 90-day program, you need to be moderate with your diet. A over a whole grain ofs 1 cinnamon, sweetened with stevia, lo han, or xylitol if desired
“Foods to Eat to Maintain Health” list at least 80 percent of the time and eating the foods on the “Foods to Eat Infrequently or Not at All” list only 20 percent of the time or less. One way to achieve this is to stick to the lists and eat healthily from Mondays through Fridays and then enjoy a little of the “no-no” foods on the weekends.

You will now be adding foods back into your diet that you haven’t eaten during the 90-day protocol. If you notice intolerances and reactions after eating these foods, such as a rapid pulse (90 to 180 beats per minute), fatigue, itching internally or externally, hives, gas, bloating, headaches, or other symptoms, eliminate those foods. This is a clear sign your body does not want them in your system.

Continue to drink red clover tea each week, as it clears environmental toxins and removes stress hormones from the bloodstream. Stop drinking it for a month three times a year so that you don’t become allergic to it, or switch to dandelion root tea during that month. You can reduce your intake of red clover to two cups three or four times a week, and drink four cups when you are under stress and/or your diet is poor.

Digestive enzymes are good to take during times of travel, high stress, eating poorly, and going to bed on a full stomach.

WHAT IF I NEED TO TAKE AN ANTIBIOTIC?

There are those critical times when you may need to take an antibiotic for a bacterial infection such as pneumonia, staph, strep, or Helicobacter pylori. If your doctor prescribes an antibiotic and you choose to take it, ask for Diflucan (fluconazole), three tablets total, to take after you finish the antibiotic. Take probiotics (Flora 20-14 or Ultimate Flora) while on the antibiotic, but at a different time of the day. After your antibiotic course, take one Diflucan tablet every three days. Take the probiotics while you’re taking the Diflucan, but at a different time, and continue the probiotics for one more month. Then switch to two months of herbal antifungals such as Candida abX or Candida Cleanse.

Doctors usually don’t offer antifungals, but they need to be willing to give them to you if you ask. If your doctor won’t give you three tablets, then just get one pill, as that is better than nothing. If you can’t get Diflucan, take one month of probiotics and then switch to taking the antifungal you have been taking while on the program (e.g., Candida abX or Nystatin).

If you are not ambulatory, but have started the antifungal and supplement protocol and are feeling stronger and eliminating daily, you should be able to handle Diflucan. However, if you are weak and fragile or haven’t started the program yet, use only the probiotics.

SUPPLEMENTATION FOR QUALITY AGING

To keep yourself balanced and to experience quality aging, follow the recommendations below after you finish your 90-day program.

FOURTH MONTH AND ONGOING

New Food Lists to Use as a Guide


	Eat foods from the “Foods to Eat to Maintain Health” list (see page 175). Slowly introduce any new foods back into your diet. If you have a bad reaction, this is your body’s way of telling you to stay away from that food or to indulge in it less frequently.

	Avoid the foods on the “Foods to Eat Infrequently or Not at All” list or eat them only 20 percent of the time or less (see page 179).



Supplements to Take

Probiotics (dairy-free strains of acidophilus and bifidus):

Probiotics replace and balance bacteria in the GI tract. Take as directed on the bottle. If you are disciplined by nature and can maintain a healthy diet and minimal stress, taking the probiotic for the rest of your life should be sufficient to keep you free from candida overgrowth. However, for most people, stress and poor diet more often prevail. In these cases, to stay balanced it is best to take a probiotic as well as an herbal antifungal for the rest of your life, as described below.

½ cup carrots, slicedli nervous systemanoindent1" aid="NQU6S">As stated above, taking a probiotic for the rest your life (without an antifungal) is sufficient if you can maintain a clean diet and low stress levels. Those who find it too challenging to do this would do best to take a probiotic as well as an antifungal in order to stay balanced. To make sure that you don’t become immune to a particular antifungal formula, remember to rotate the different formulas every couple of months, as described on page 173 (Candida abX, pau d’arco tea or tincture, and Candida Cleanse). Take the antifungal for one or two months, and then take probiotics for a month. Continue this cycle for life.

Multivitamin-mineral supplement:

A good multivitamin-mineral supplement will compensate for some of the nutrients that are missing in your diet. Make sure your source has chelated minerals (minerals bound with amino acids to improve digestion) and no iron. If you are anemic and need additional iron, use food-based brands; synthetic iron can be toxic to the brain. Iron Response by Innate Response and HemeVite by Apex Energetics are good sources and are nonconstipating.

Buy a vitamin C that contains mineral ascorbates and/or bioflavonoids. Plain ascorbic acid crystals will irritate the lining of your stomach and intestines. Spread out the dosage through the day because your body will absorb only so much at one time. The powder form is more bioavailable to your body than the pill form, but both will work. Increase your dose of vitamin C slowly. If you experience diarrhea, cut back your dose by 1,000 mg. You can take the powder with or wit it’s best to take the pills after a meal or snack. A multivitamin-mineral does contain vitamin C but does not have high enough amounts for quality aging.

Vitamin D3 (2,000 IU):

Vitamin D is a fat-soluble vitamin that has many functions, from contributing to bone health to supporting immune function. Vitamin D3 (cholecalciferol) is the best supplement form to take. You can easily have your blood tested to see if your vitamin D levels are out of range and how much you need. Those with autoimmune diseases would take higher amounts of 4,000–8,000 IU daily to ensure that their blood levels are in the range of 60–80 ng/mL.
