Common Yam Rhizome is the dried rhizome
of Dioscorea opposita Thunb, ( Fam.
Digscoreaceae ). The drug is collected in
winter when the stem and leal are with-
ered, deprived of root stock, washed clean
and deprived of outer bark and fibrous
root; fumigated with sulfur. and then
dried, Otherwise thick large straight and
dried rhizome is sorted. soaked in clean
water until the central portion of the drug
gets wet and softened thoroughly . then fu-
migated with sulfur, cut two ends to
smooth plane and rubbed on a board to be-
come cylindrical in shape, dried in the sun
and finally polished.
