Introduction: Multiple 
Personality Disorder in the 1980s 

A rapidly growing body of recent clinical and research contribu· 
tions has substantially advanced our understanding of multiple 
personality disorder. As a consequence, this condition is gradually 
emerging from the shadowy realm of those psychiatric rarities, 
obscurities, and curiosities long surrounded by fascination, contra· 
versy, and skepticism. Multiple personality disorder is beginning 
to take its place among the recognized mental disorders. Although 
it is premature to consider this transition accomplished, and na.ive 
to assume the process will be completed without certain vicissi· 
tudes, considerahle progress has been made in a rather brief period ;,f time. 

Greaves (I) noted that the 19th and 20th century clinical litera· 
ture on multiple personality disorder was dominated by single case 
studies. Before 1980, the only large series of multiple personality 
disorder cases reported in the literature was that of Allison (2). In 
short order, Bliss (3), I3raun (4), Kluft (5, 6), and Putnam et al. (7) de­
scribed series of between 14 and 171 cases. It is well known that a 
number of experienced clinicians have not yet published their 
own comparable series. In his foreword to a Psychiatric Clinics of 
North America sreci:il 1984 issue on multiple personality <lisor 
Jer, Braun reported knowing of "approximately l,CXXJ cases" then 
in treatment with various therapists (8). My own poll of 70 mental

health professionals who came as students to a recent course on 
multiple personality disorder revealed that they had encountered 
267 such patients. Approximately 60 were currently treating 
individuals with multiple personality disorder. Clearly, the days of 
regarding multiple personality disorder as a rarity undeserving of 
scientific study are nearing an end. 

As increasing numbers of multiple personality disorder patients 
are identified, it becomes possible to move toward correlating and 
researching psychopathological and psychophysiological phenom· 
ena that anecdotal reports can only describe, and that single case 
studies can only begin to document Putnam has reviewed the 
history of 20th-century efforts to research multiple personality 
disorder (9). He has outlined both the models available for its 
exploration, and the practical considerations that influence subject 
selection and protocol design (10). It now is possible to begin to ask 
basic questions about multiple personality disorder and to evolve 
research strategies that may, in time, lead to reasonable answers. 

The maior findings of recently published explorations of multi· 
pie personality disorder can be summarized succinctly, 

1. Multiple personality disorder is not rare (3-7). Its incidence is, 
however, unknown. The myth of rarity contributes to both its 
underdiagnosis and its misdiagnosis. In the series of JOO pa· 
tients studied hy National Institute of Mental Health (NIMH) 
workers, an average of 6.8 years had elapsed between these 
patients' first mental health assessments and their being diag· 
nosed accurately (7, I!). 

2. The psychophysiological and neurophysiological correlates of 
the separate personalities can be studied. They appear to hold 
up when measured against standard and real simulator con· 
trols. Nevertheless, investigators caution that in this area, as in 
any new field, first results must he regarded as preliminary. 
One must hedge tentative interpretations of the data by 
acknowledging the possibility that some unanticipated con· 
founding systematic artifact may yet be discovered that leads to 
a revision of our current understandings (9, 12-14). 
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3. This condition is highly correlated with traumatic experiences 
during childhood. These usually, but not inevitably, involve 
child abuse (7, 15; Chapters 1-9 of this monograph). 

4. This condition is highly res1:xmsive to psychotherapy (6). 
5. Stable unification of the personality is achievable and has been 

documented by a follow-up study (6). 
6. Commonly expressed coricems over risks of iatrogehesis ·and 

artifactual augmentation of the condition appear to have been 
greatly overemphasized. Working with the separate personal­
ities does not reinforce them, nor does it worsen pathology. 
This may appear to be the case early in treatment; but, in fact, 
such an approach paves the way for their eventual mutual 
identification, empathy, and unification (6, 7, 16-19). 

7. Individuals who develop multiple personality disorder are 
dissociation-prone (6). Recent studies support this long-standing 
clinical impression by demonstrating that multiple personality 
disorder patients are highly hypnotizable (20). They respond 
well to a variety of hypnotherapeutic interventions (5). 

8. The circumspect and judicious use of hypnosis in the therapy 
of multiple personality_ disorder is benign and constructive. 
Previously expressed cautions appear to ha\'e been overstated. 
MiSJJventure can follow th~ misuse of hypnosis, as it would 
the misuse of any modality (5, 6, 17, 19). 

Workers in the field have long been struck by the unfortunate 
impact of multiple personality disorder upon its victims. While 
some multiple personality disorder p:itients function adequately or 
even exception:illy, many are more or less inc.1pacitated. All 
sutfer. The cost and loss to the atflicted indi.vidu.als, their loved 
ones, and society is immense. The "intriguing" and "fascinating" 
phenomena may capture the attention of the curious, the neo­
phyte, and the dilettante. The difficulties involved in conceprual­
izing and explaining multiple personalicy disorder may stimulate 
the scientist and theoretician. But it is the stark misery of these 
patients and the ordeals they have endured that concern the 
experienced clinician. 

· An appreciation of this condition's potentially devastating im-

pact and an awareness of its treatability combine to make the 
exploration of its childhood antecedents and manifestations 
timely, urgent, and of great potential importance. Recent advances 
and progress in the diagnosis, treatment, and exploration of adult 
multiple personality disorder suggest that its identification and 
treatment in childhood is desirable. The first reports of multiple 
personality disorder in childhood show that what is desirable is 
also eminently feasible (21). . 

Aspects of Multiple Personality in Childhood. the symposium 
that gave rise to this monograph, was presented at the J 37th 
Annual Meeting of the American Psychiatric Association in Los 
Angeles. This symposium was the first ever organized to discuss 
multiple personality in childhood and to explore its antecedent 
causes. It was a coming together of clinicians and researchers to 
share current knowledge and establish a data base as a foundation 
for future work in this area. The original symJXlSium's contribu· 
tions have been augmented by additional srudies, published for the 

first time in this monograph. 
In Chapter 1, Dr. fean Goodwin addresses a fundamental 

problem confronting anyone who works with those who say they 
have been abused-the problem of credibility. She offers an 
incisive and trenchant analysis of the pressures within individ· 

'u:Jls. professions, and societies to disavow the reality of what is too 

intolerable to accept. 
In Chapter 2, Dr. Cornelia Wilbur draws upon her extensive 

experience with traumatized individuals in exploring the impact 
of child abuse upon a youngster's development, with particular 
reference to the creation of multiple personality disorder. She 
outlines the varieties of abuses encountered in the histories of 
such patients, and shares a number of clinical vignettes. 

In Chapter 3, Ors. Bennen Braun and Roberta. Sachs explicate a 
theory for the development of multiple personality disorder. They 
explore its predisposing, precipitating, and perpetuating factors, 
and propose that dissociation and severe distress are the essential 
preconditions of the disorder. They present a model for under­
standing the condition's etiology and apply the model to two case 

examples.

111 Chapter 4, Dr. hank Putnam places multiple personality 
disorder in the overall context of the dissociative disorders. He 
shows the association between this class of diagnostic entities and 
traumatic events. In ;1 comprehensive review of the literature, he 
est;1blishes that the co1111ection between multiple personality 
disorc.ler an<l overwlic!ming experiences is not an isolated correla· 
tion. In fact, c.lissociations of many varieties are similarly con· 
nected. The major diff ercnccs seem to relate to the age of the 
victim at the time of the traum.atization, and the nature of the 
traumata endured.· . · 

Ec.lward Frischholz continues the exploration of connections 
between Jissociation and chilc.I abuse in Chapter 5, by relating 
these topics to hypnosis anc.I hypnotizability. He makes it possible 
to appreciate the importance of the literature of hypnosis to the 
study of multiple personality disorder. His work draws together a 
number of themes from previous chapters, and anticipates my 
comments on treatment in Chapter 8. 

In Chapter 6, Dr. Bennett Braun describes his findings among 
the families of 18 patients suffering multiple personality disorder. 
1-lis discovery that these patients' families include a large number 
of individuals who suffer dissociative disorders, including multi­
ple perso11:1lity disorder, otfers powerful evidence for the trans· 
gener:1tio11:1l incidence of the~ conditions. 

Ch;(:ly ll'Litcd is IJ1. l'hilip Coo11s's study, co111p:ui11,g children 
uf 20 multiple personality Jison.lcr patients to children of 20 
control cases, in Chapter 7. Dr. Coons documents a higher 
incidence of psychopathology among the children of the multiple 
personality disorder patients. He also finds a transgenerational 
incidence of multiple personality disorder, including a case of 
childhood multiple personality disorder. 

In Chapter 8, I describe the evolution of a predictor instrument 
for childhood multiple personality disorder and its clinical valida· 
tion on Ave actual cases of multiple personality disorder in 
children. I also discuss the presentations of the first cases of 
multiple personality disorder in children reported since 1840, draw 
distinctions between the adult and childhood forms of the condi· 
tion, and off er comments on the treatment of the childhood form.

In Chapter 9, I present information on childhood cases, adult 
cases, and previously unpublished data on multiple personality 
disorder in older adults, in an attempt to describe the narural 
history and "life cycle" of multiple personality disorder. Data 
from childhood cases illuminate many of the most vexing dilem· 
mas that continue to confound the accurate recognition of this 
diagnostic entity. 

This monograph comes to a close with Dr. Richard E. Hick.s's 
discussion of the preceding chapters, and his commentary on their 
implications for clinical practice ind research.

General William "Wild Bill" Donovan, director of 

the OSS, tasked his crack team - including Dr. 
Winifred Overhulser, Dr. Edv,-;ird Strecker, Harry J. 

Anslinger and George White - to modify human 
perception and behav1or through chemical means. Their 
"medicine c:ibinet" included scopolamine, peyote, 
barbituates, mesc.J..line, and marijuana.. Simultaneously, 
the notorious Nazi doctors at Dachau experimented 
with mesc.J..line as a means of eliminating the victim's 
v.ill to resist. Jev1s, slavs, gypsies, and other 

"Unterrnenschen" in the camp were surreptitiously 
slipped the drug; later, mesc.J..line was combined with 
hypnosis.8 

After the \\'al', a number of Nazi chemic.J..l warfare 
specialists went on to work for the American secret 
ser.i~-s. These scientists included Karl Tauboeck, 

provicied the ClA with a we.:i..itb of data. - d.au derived, 
ultimately, from ruthless human experimentation. Other 
Third Reich researchers found coven American 
empoyment: F riedri.ch Hoffman wowed the American 
spook community with his discovery of a p~ysis­
inducir.g conch sheH venom, while Theodor Wagner­
Jauregg, Kurt R..:uh, and Hans Tuntit received 
p:i.ychecks from Uncle Sam to continue their wanime 
explorations of Tabun. Sarin, and othe:- poison g:i.ses.9

The newly-formed CIA first plunged into this 
cesspool in 1950, v.ith Project BLUEBIRD, rechris­
tened ARTICHOKE in 1951. To establish a "cover 
story" for this research, the CIA funded a propa.g:l.Dd.a 
effort designed to comince the world that the 
Communist Bloc had devised insidious new methods of 
re-shaping the human will; the CIA's O\"TI efforts could 
therefore, if exposed, be e."Cplained as an attempt to 
"catch up" with Sov1et and Chinese work.

In a fascinating series of experiments, Delgado 
attached the stimoceiver to the tympanic membrane, 
thereby transforming the ear into a sort of microphone. 
An assistant would whisper "How are you?" into the ear 
of a suitably "fixed" cat. and Delgado could hear the 
words over a loudspeaker in the next room. The 

application of this technology to the spy trade should be 
readily apparent. According to Victor Marchetti, the 
Agency once att..-mpted a highly-sophistic:ited extension 
of this basic id~ in whic:i radio implants wer: attached 
to a cat's cochlea. to facilitate the pinpointing of specific 
conversations, freed from ·extraneous surrounding 
noises.19

A Question of Timing 
How long have the "spy-chiatrists" been modifying 

behav1or by directly accessing their subjec<..s' grey 

matter? Alas, when dealing with research funded by the 
engines of nation.al security, one can never know the 
r..~...:.e 0:::1;.

Eowever, if we lis:e:i carefully to the sci:::::ists who 
have pioneered this research, we may hear whispers, 
faint but unmista.bble, hinting th.at remotely-applied 
ESB originated earlier than published studies would 
indic:ite. 

In his autobiography The Scientist, Jahn C. Lilly 
(who would later achieve a cultish reknomi for his work 
with dolphins, drugs and sensory depnvation) records a 
conversation he had with the director of the National 
Institute of Mental He:ilth - in 1953. The director 
asked Lilly to brief the CIA, FBI, NSA and the various 
milit:lry intelligence services on his work using 
electrodes to stimulate directly the pleasure and pain 
centers of the br.lln. Lilly refused, noting, in his reply:

"Dr. Antoine Remand. using our 
techniques in Paris, has demonstr:lted that 
this method of stimulation of the br.iin can be 
applied to the human "'ithout the help of the 
neurosurgeon; he is doing it in his office in 
Paris without neurosurgic:tl supervision. This 
means that anybody with the proper 
appar.itus can carry this out on a person 
covertly, with no external signs th.at elec­
trodes have been used on th.at person. I feel 
that if this technique got into the hands of a 
secret agency, they would have total control 
over a human being and be able to change his 
beliefs extremely quickly, le:iving little 
evidence of wh:it they had done."32 

Lilly's assertion of the moral high ground here is 
interesting. Despite his avowed phobia against secrecy, 
a careful reading of The Scientist reve:i.ls that he 
continued to do work useful to this country's national 
security apparatus. His sensory deprivation experiments 
expanded upon the work of ARTICHOKE's Maitland 
Baldwin, and even his dolphin research has - perhaps 
inadvertently - proved useful in naval warfare. 33 One 

should note that Lilly's work on monkeys carried a 
"secret" classification, and that NIMH was a common 

CIA funding conduit. 
But the most importmt aspect of Lilly's statement

Unfortunately, even the Freedom of Infonnation 
Act couldn't pry loose much information on electronic 
mind control techniques, though we know that a great 
de:i.l of study was done in these areas. We have, for 
example, only four pages on subproject 94 - by 
comparison, a veritable flood of documents were re· 
leased on the use of drugs in mind control. (Whenever 
an author tells us th.at MKUL TRA met with lit:le 
success, the reference is to drug testing.) On this point, I 
must criticize John Marks: His book never mentioP.s

from ARTICHOKE and BLUEBIRD days cle::i.rly 
identify this area as a high priority. Marks' anonymous 
informant, jocularly nicknamed "Deep Trance," even 
told a previous interviewer th.at, beginning in 1963, the 
CL<\. and militiry's mind control efforts strongly 
emphasized electronics. 34 I therefore assume - not 
r:i..shly, I hope - th.at the "dark" MKUL TRA 
subprojects concerned matters such as brain implants, 
microwaves, ESB, and related technologies. 

I make an issue of the timing and secrecy involved 
in this research to underscore three points: l. We can 
never know with certainty the true origin dates of the 
various brainwashing methods - often, we discover 
that techniques which seem impossibly futuristic 
actually originated in the 19th century. (Pioneering ESB 
research w.:is conducted in 1898, by J. R. Ewald, 
professor of physiology at Straussbourg.35) 2. The open 
literature almost cerui.nly gives a bowdlerized view of 
the actual research. 3. Lavishly-funded clandestine 
researchers - unrestrained by peer review or the need 
for strict conrrols - can achieve far more rapid 
progress than scientists on "the outside." 

Remote Hypnosis

Control." EDOM stands for "Electronic Dissolution of 
Memory."

to the subject, and erase all memory for both the 
instruction period and the act which the subject is asked 
to perform. 

According to published accounts, RHIC uses the

technology, to induce a hypnotic st:ite. EDOM is the 
erasure of memory from consciousness through the 
blocbge of synaptic transmission in certain areas of the 
brain. By j::i.rnming the brain's s:-napses through a 
surfeit of ~tocholine, neural transmission along 
selected pathways c:in be effectively stilled. According 
to the proponents of. RHIC-EDOM, acetocholine 
production c;in be affected by electromagnetic means. 

Does RHIC-EDOM exist? Tne term first appc:.:ired 
in a strange 1969 book, Were We Controlled?, written 
by "Lincoln Lawrence," a pseudonym for Arthur Ford, 
who claimed to have ae<tuired his information from an 
intelligence source. A careful comparison of Lawrence's 
work with the MK.UL TR.A files declassified ten years 
later indic:i.tes a strong possibility that the writer did 
indeed have "inside" sources. 

Hae is how Lawrence describes RH.JC in action: 

"It is the ultra-sophisticated application 
of post-hypnotic suggestion triggered at will 
[italics in original] by radio transmission. It is 
a recurring hypnotic state, re-induced 
automatically at intervals by the same radio 
control. An individual is brought under 
hypnosis. This can be done either with his 
knowledge - or without it by use of narco­
hypnosis, which can be brought into play 
under many guises. He is then programmed to 
perform certain actions and maintain certain 
attitudes upon radio signal."

tanciizing - and frightening - revelation: 

" ... there is al.ready in use a small EDOM 
generator-transmitter which can be conce:iled 
on the body of the person. Contact with this 
person - a casual handshake or even just a 
touch - transmits a tiny electronic charge 
plus an ultra-sonic signal tone which for a 
short while will disturb the time orientation of 
the person affected."36 

At present, I cannot claim conclusively that RHIC­
EDOM is real. To my knowledge, the only official 
questioning of a CIA representative concerning these 
techniques occurred in 1977, during Senate hearings on 
CIA drug testing. Senator Richard Schweiker had the 
followi.'1g interchange with Dr. Sidney Gor-Jieb, an 
important MKUL TRA administrator:

Schweiker went on to mention that he had heard 
testimony that radar (i.e., microwaves) had been used to 
wipe out memory in animals; Gottlieb responded, "I can 
believe that, Senator. "37 

Gottlieb's blandishments do not comfort much. For 
one thing, the good. doctor did not always provide 
thoroughly candid testimony. (During the same hearing, 
he averred that 99 percent of the CIA's research had 
been ope:lly published; if so, why are so many 
MK.ULTRA subprojects still "dark," and why does the 
Agency still go to great lengths to protect the identities 
of its scientists?38)We should also recognize that the 
ClA's operations are compartmentalized on a "need-to-

RHIC-EDOM might have been the focus of another 
program. (There were several others: MK.NAOMI, 
MK.ACTION, MKSEARCH. etc.) Also keep in mind 
the revelation by "Deep Trance" that the CIA 
concentrated on psychoelectronics after the termination 
of MKULTRA. in 1963. Most signific:intly: RHIC­
EDOM is described by both Lawrence and Moore as a 
product of military research; Gottlieb spoke only of 
matters pertaining to CIA. He may thus have spoken 
truth.fully - at least in a strictly technical sense -
while still misleading his Congressional interlocutors. 

Personally, I believe that the RHIC-EDOM story 
deserves a great deal of further research. I find it 
significant that when Dr. Petter Lindstrom examined x­
rays of Robert Naesland. a Swedish victim of brain­
irnplantation, the doctor authoritatively cited Were We 
Controlled? in his letter of rcsponse.39 Tili.s is the same 
Dr. Lindstrom noted for his pioneering use of 
ultrasonics in ncurosurgery.40 Lincoln Lawrence's book 
has received a strong endorsement indeed. 

That•s Entrainment.

The brain 
"entrains" itself to this beat- that is, the subject's EEG 
slows down or speeds up to keep pace with its .

esque hallucinations as a result of using this mind­
expanding technology; inoreover, he offers a seductive 
argument that these devices may represent a true 
breakthrough in consciousness-control, thereby 
fulfilling the dashed dream of the hallucinogenic '60s. 

I wish to avoid a knee-jerk Luddite response to 
these fascinating wonder-boxes. At the same time, I 
recognize the dangers involved. What about the 
possibility of an outside operator literally "changing our 
minds" by altering our brainwaves without our 
knowledge or permission? If these ma.chines can induce 
a hypnotic state, what's to stop a skilled hypnotist from 
making use of this sute? 

Granted, most of these devices require some 
physical interaction with the subject. But a tool called 
the Bio-Pacer can, according to its manufacturer, 
produce a number of mood altering frequencies -
v.ithout attachment to the subject. Indeed, the Bio-Pacer 
Ill (a high-powered version) can affect an entire room. 
This device costs S275, according to the most recent 
price sheet available.43 What sort of machine might 
$27,500 buy? Or $275,000? \Vb.at effects, what ranges 
might a million-dollar machine be capable of? 

The miliury certainly has that sort of money. 

And they're certainly interested in this sort of 
technology, according to Michael Hutchison. His 
interview with ~ informant named Joseph Light elicited 
some particularly provocative revelations. According to 
Light:

(responsible for the murder of talk-show host Alan 
Berg) established contact with two government 
scientists engaged in clandestine research to project 
chemical imbalances and render targeted individuals 
docile via cenain frequencies of electronic waves. For 
Sl00,000, the scientists were willing to deliver this in­
fonnation. 45 

Thus, at least one group of era.zed individuals 
almost got the goods. 

Wave Your Brain Goodbye 
I'm told that many Senator and Congressional 

representatives have a "wavie" file. So do many state 
representatives. Wavies have even pied their case to 
private institutions such as The Christie Institute, a 
public interest law firm.46 

And who are the wavies? 
They claim to be the victir?ts of clandestine 

bombardment with non-ionizing radiation - or 
microwaves. They report sudden changes in psycho­
logical states, alteration of sleep patterns, intra.cerebral 
voices and other sounds, and physiologic::U effects. 
Most Americans never realize how many wavies there 
are in their country; rve spoken to many. 

Are these troubled individuals seeking an exterior 
rationale for their mental problems? Maybe. Indeed. rm 
sure that such is the case in many instances. But the 
fact is that the literature on the behavioral effects of 
microwaves, extra-low-frequencies (ELF) and ultra­
sonics is such that we cannot blithely dismiss all such 
claims.

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For decades, American science and industry tried 
to convince the population that microwaves could have 
no adverse affects on hunun beings at sub-thermal 
levels - in other words, the attitude was, "If it can't 
bum you, it can't hurt you." This approach beQIT!e 
incr~ingly difficult to defend as reports mounted of 
microwave-induced physiological effects. Technicians 
described "hearing" certain radar installations; users of 
radar telescopes began developing cataracts at an 
appallingly high rate.47 The Soviets had long recognized 
the strange and sometimes subtle effects of these radio 
frequencies, which is why their exposure standards have 
always been much stricter.

\Vhat can low-level microwaves do to the mind? 
According to a DIA report released under the

metabolic changes, alter brain functions, and disrupt 
behavior patterns. PANDO RA discovered that pulsed 
microwaves can crQ!e le:iks in the blood/brain barrier, 
induce he:ut seizures, and create behavior.ti 
disorganization.SI In 1970, a RAND corporation 
scientist reported that microwaves could be used to 
promote insomnia, fatigue, irritability, memory loss, 
and hallucinations. 52 

Perhaps the most significant work in this area has 
been produced by Dr. W. Ross Adey at the University 
of Southern California. He determined that behavior 
and emotional states can be altered without electrodes 

- simply by placing the subject in an electromagnetic 
field. By directing a carrier frequency to stimulate the 

brain and using amplitude modulation to "shape" the 
Vr'ave into mimicry of a desired EEG frequency, he was 

able to impose a 4 . .5 CPS theta rhythm on his subjects 
- a frequency which he previously measured in the 
hippocampus during avoidance learning. Thus, be could 

extemallv condition the mind towards an adversive 
reaction. )3 (Adey has also done extensive work on the 

use of electrodes in animals.54) According to another 
prominent microv.rave scientist, Allen Frey, other 

frequencies could - in animal studies - induce 
docility.SS 

As investigative journalist Anne Keeler writes: 

"Specific Frequencies at low intensities 
can predictably influence sensory processes ... 
pleasantness-unpleasantness, strain­
relaxation. and excitement-quiescence can be 
created with the fields.- Negative feelings and 
avoidance are strong biological phenomena 

and relate to survival. Feelings are the true 
basis of much "decision-making" and often 
occur as sub-threshold impressions ... Ideas 
including name$ [my italics] can be 
synchronized with the feelings that the fields 
induce."56

For our present purposes, the most significant 
electromagnetic research findings concern microwave 
signals modulated by hypnoidal EEG frequencies. 
Microwaves can act much like the "hem.i-synch" device 

previously described - that is, they can entrain the 
brain to theta rhythms. 59 I need not emphasize the 
implications of remotely synchronizing the brain to 
resonate at a frequency conducive to sleep, or to 

hypnosis. 
Trance may be remotely induced - but can it be 

directed? Yes. Recall the intracerebral voices mentioned 
earlier in our discussion of Delgado. The same effect 
can be produced by "the wave." Frey demonstrated in 
the early 1960s that microwaves could produce 
booming, hissing, buzzing, and other intracerebral static 
(this phenomenon is now called "the Frey effect"); in 
1973, Dr. Joseph Sharp, of the Walter Reed Army 
Institute of Research, expanded on Frey's work in an 
experiment where the subject - in this case, Sharp 
himself - "heard" and understood spoken words 
delivered via a pulsed-microwave analog of the 
speaker's sound vibrations.60 

Dr. Robert· Becker comments that "Such a device 
has obvious applications in covert operations designed 
to drive a target crazy with 'voices' or deliver unde-
tectable instructions to a programmed assassin:•61 In 
other words, we now have, at the push of a button, the 
technology either to inflict an electronic G~slight - or 
to create a true Manchurian Candidate. Indeed, the

"In this investigation it will be shown 
that the spoken word of the hypnotist may be 
conveyed by modulate electromagnetic energy 
directly into the subconscious parts of the 
human brain [my it.:tlics] - i.e., without 
employing any technical devices for receiving 
or transcoding the messages and without the 
person exposed to such influence having a 
chance to control the information input 
consciously." 

He outlined an experiment, innocent in its im­
mediate effects yet chilling in its implications, whereby 
subjects would be implanted with the subconscious 
suggestion to leave the lab and buy a particular i~ 
this action would be triggered by a certain "cue" word 
or action. Schapitz felt certain th.at the subjects would 
rationalize the behavior - in other words, the subject 
would seize upon any excuse, however thin, to chalk up 
his a.ctioos to the working of free will.62 His instincts on 
this latter point coalesce perfectly with findings of 
professional hypnotists. 63 

Schapitz' work was funded by the Department of 
Defense. Despite FOIA requests, the results have never 
~publicly reve:i.led.64

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Final Thoughts on "The Wave" electrodes can act as an amplifier of the electromagnetic 
effect.68 I must again offer a caveat about possible 

disparities between the "official" record of electro­
magnetism's psychological effectS and the hidden his­
tory. Once more, we fu.ce a question of timing. How 
long ago did this research really begin? 

In the early years of this century, Nikola Tesla 
seems to have stumbled upon certain of the behavioral 
effects of electromagnetic exposure.65 Caz.amalli, 
mentioned earlier, conducted his studies in the 1930s. In 
1934, E.L. Chaffee and R. U. Light published a paper 
on "A Method For the Remote Control of Electrical 
Stimulation of the Nervous System."66 From the very 
beginning of their work with microv.:aves, the Soviets 
explored the more subtle physiological effects of 
electromagnetism - and despite the ble:itings of certain 
right-'Wmg alarmists67 that an "electromagnetic gap" 

separates us from Soviet advances, East European 
literature in this area has been closely monitored for 
decades by the West. ARTICHOKE/BLUEBIRD 
project outlines, dating from the early 1950s, 
prominently mention the need to explore all possible 
uses of the electromagnetic spectrum. 

Another point worth mentioning concerns the 
combination of EMR and miniature brain electrodes. 
The father of the stimoceiver, Dr. J.M.R. Delgado, has 
recently conducted experiments in which monkeys are 
exposed to electromagnetic fields, thereby eliciting a 
wide range of behavioral effects - one monkey might 
fly into a volcanic rage while, just a few feet away, his 
simian partner begins to nod off. Fascinatingly, when 
monkeys mth. b:a.in impia.nts felt "the wave," the eff~.s 
were greatly intensified. Apparently, these tiny

Critics might counter that any burst of micro.,,,':lve 
energy powerful enough to have truly remote effects 
would probably also create a thermal reaction. Th.at is, 
if a clandestine operator propagated a "wave" from 
outside an unwitting subject's bed.room (say, from an 
low-flying helicopter), the power necessary to do the job 
might be such that the microwave would cook the target 
before it got a chance to launder his thoughts. Our 
wavie would end up like the victim of the microwave 
"hit" in the finale of Jerzy Koz:insky's Cockpit. 

It's a fair criticism. But if our wavie had previously 
been implanted with some Delgado-style device, the 
chip-in-the-brain would act as an intensi£er of the 
signal. Such an individual could have any number of 
·remotely-induced hallucinatory experiences while his or 

her bed partner dozes comfortably. 
Futhermore, recent reports indicate that a "waver" 

can achieve pinpoint accu.racy without the use of 
Delgado-style implants. In 1985, volunteers at the 
Midwest Research Institute in Kansas City, Missouri, 
were exposed to microwave beams as part of an 
experiment sponsored by the Department of Energy and 
the New York State Department of Health. As The 
Arizona R=public69 described the experiment, •A 
matched control group sat in the same room without 
being bombarded by non-ionizing radiation." [My 
italics.] 

Parting Observations 
Too much of the preceding remains mired in the 

past; we know, however, that the present practitioners 
of mind control have their eye on the future. Informa­
tion regarding current research remains, of course, quite 
sketchy. 

We know that one project, SLEEPING BEAUTY, 
is directed toward the battlefield use of mind-altering 
electromagnetic weaponry. Jack Veron.a, a highly­
placed, bighly-secmive DIA chief, heads this project, 
when employs (among others} Dr. Michael Persinger of 
Laurentian University. According to sources I have 
interviewed. Verona counts among his associates the 
mysterious C.B. Scott Jones, the well-known (infamous, 
in some circles) aide to Rhode Island senator Cb.iborne 
Pell. 

Jones, a 16-ycar veteran of naval intelligence, 
rruilntains an astonishingly frantic schedule, persuing a 
staggeringly strange array of interests. Not only does he

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frequently lecture on the subject of UFOs (he "vetted" 
the credentials of sever.il intelligence operatives who 
gave journalist William Moore putative "inside" 
information on this topic), Scott Jones has also 
established a controversial presence in the field of 
parapsychology (he is the current head of the American 
Society For Psychica.l Research). Another Scott Jones 
associate, Edward Dames, recently founded a company 
ca.lied PSI-tech, which. allegedly performs "remote 
viewing" experiments for both the government and 
corporate clients.70 Interestingly, Scott Jones has 
proved a key source for writer Micha.el Drosnin (author 
of Citizen Hughes, a biography of the late billionaire), 
who is now writing a full-length work on mind control. 
Interestingly, Scott Jones, Varona, and Dames are close 
professional associates of Colonel John Alexander, head 
of non-lcthal weapons research at Los Alamos National 
Laboratories. Alexander has written on the battlefield 
possibilities of psychoelectonic devices. It is my opinion 
that the term "non-lethal weaponry" may well be a 
catch-all phrase serving (among other purposes) as a 
euphemism for current MK.ULTRA-style research. 

Two separate sources have described for me an­
other ongoing mind control project: MONARCH. The 
ramifications of this alleged program are so appalling, 
and the claims so large, th.at I hesitate to deliver any 
de<..a.ils without further confirmation. Suffice it to say, 
this project supposedly involves the deliberate creation 
of severe mulitple personality disorder - a still under­
researched psychological phenomenon which invariably 
results from some type of childhood trauma, or abuse. 

At this point, the reader has ~ery reason to ask 
"But why?" With the cold war melted into oblivion, 
what is the purpose for these technofascistic intrusions 
into our inermost thoughts and actions? How do the 
researchers of these technologies justify their work to 
thi:mselvc:s? What overiding objective do they. hope to 
achieve? 

The doctor who started it all, George Estabrooks, 
once suggested an ominous answer to this question. 

Ornery by nature, and - toward the end -
perh.aps a bit too fond of his liquor, "Esty" possessed a 
looser tongue than did his colleagues in clandestine 
study. In 1968, Estabrooks told a reporter for the

111e i11ves1iga1ion, 
uuhhet.I Project OFTEN-CHICK WIT. gave rise to the estab­
lishment of a social "lahmatory" hy SE! scicnri.m at the Univer­
sity of South Carolina -- a college class in black witchcraft, 
demonology and vuo<.loo. 

Dr. Om~. with SEI funding, 11L1rked out his own mind 
control comer at the University of Prnnsylvania in the early 
1960s. He does not pulllid7.e his rok as CIA psychiatrist. He 

Radio Canada announced, after 
the mass murder of his cult 

members, that Luc Jouret's 
Templars earned millions 

laundering gun-running 
profits through the infamous 

Bank of Credit and Commerce 
denies it, very plausihly. In a lerrer 10 Dr. Orne. Marks once 
remintled him llLll he'd uisavowed knowledge of his participa-
tion in one minu-wrccking e~r-.:ri111cntal sub-project. Orne later m:amnl, 
atlmilling that he'd Ileen aware of the true source of funding all along. 

Among psychiatrists in the CIA 's mind control fraternity, Orne ranks among 
the most venerahle. He once boa stet.I 10 Marks tliat he was routinely briefed on 
a.II significant CIA behavior mu<lification experiments: "Why would they come 
to him," Martin Carn1011 mll~S in The Controllers. which linb UFO abduc­
tions to secret military research veiled by screen memories of "alien" alxluc­
tion, "unless Orne liad a high security clearance and worked extensively with 
tlJC intelligence services?" 

To surplemcnt his CIA inrnme, the influential Dr. Orne has been !he donec 
of grants from the Oflice of Naval Research and the Air Force Office of Scien­
tific Research. ·I should like 10 hear," Cannon says, "what innocent cxplana­
tioo, if any, !lie Air Force has tu offer to explain their interest in post-byp[]()(ic 
amnesia." 

According to Anuv n:rnrds, Orne's stomping grounds, Penn U .. wa.~ a 
bee-hive of secret exr-.:riments in the Vietnam War period. The Pentagon and 
ClA - um.ler the m'pices of ORD's Sieve Aldrich, a doyen of occult and 
parapsychulugical sn1dies - conferred the Agency's most lucrative research 
award upon the University of Pennsylvania to study tl1e effects of 16 newly­
concocted biochemical warfare agents on humans, including choking, blistering 
and vomiting agcms, toxins. poison gas and incapacitating chemicals. The tests 
were: abruptly halted in 1972 when the prison's medical I.ab burned 10 the 
ground. 

Testimony before the 1977 Church Committee's probe of the ClA hintetl 
that, as of 1963, the scientific squalor of the CIA's mind coottol regimen, 

· code-named MKUL TRA. hat.! abarnlonec.I military ancl academic Labora1orics, 
fearing exrx.isute, and mushroometl in cities across the country. Coolirmatioo 
arrived in 1980 when Joseph Holsinger, an aide to I.ate Congressman Leo Ryan 
(who was murt.leretl by a death squad at .Jonestown) exposed the formatioo or 
eccentric religious cults IJy the ClA. Holsinger made the allega1ioo at a collo­
quium of psychologists in San Francisco on "Psychosocial Implications of the 
Jonestown Phenomenon." Holsirtger maintained that a CIA rear-suppon base 
had been in collusion with Jones to perfonn medical ancl mind cootrol experi­
ments at People's Temple. TI1e fonncr Congressional aide cited an essay he'd 
received in the mail, "l11e Peria! Colony." written by a Berkeley psycbologist. 
TI1e aulhor had empha.siz.ed: Rather titan tem1inating MKULTRA, !he CIA 
shifted its programs fro111 public insli1utiuos ro private cult groups, including 
the People's Temple. 

Jonestown had iL~ grey eminence in Dr. L1wn:nce Laird Layton of the 
University of California at !krkcley, Connerly a ~hemist for the Manhatl.Ul 
Project and beau of tile Army's chemical warfare research divisioo in the early 
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19SOs. (1...my Laytoa. his sou. led th: dealh 
squad that murdered Congressman Leo Ryan, 
who'd mived iii Gu}"Ill IO investigate the 
cult.) Micbxl Meiers, author or W:u Jon­
estown a CIA Medial Experiment?, sc.iv­
eogcd for information on the People's Temple 
ror six years, coocluding: "The Jonestown 
experiment was conceived by Dr. Layton, 
sutfed by Dr. Laytoo and financed by Dr.

TI1e rres.~ w.u hli11t1 ro ohvio11~ CIA connections, bur survi­
vor; of ll1e carnage in Guyana followctl the leads anti niain~ne<l 
lkH Jim Jones was "an enrrloyee, scrvallf, agent or orcrarive of 
rhe CenrraJ lnrelligence Agency" fmm 1963 - the year the 
Agency rumetl 10 cult cu1-.111L1 Ill wnceal MKULTRA ntim.I 
co111rnl ac1ivi1ies - until 1978. In O.:tohcr 1981 the survivors of 
Jnne.110"11 filed a $63 milli<~I lawsuit again.11

Cnllq~e of f'oreign Affair.;, ii CIA cover ar the Univcn:iry of 
Indiana. Even uie SLA syml:ol, a sevcn-headetl cobra, ha<l been 
adopred by the OSS (America's wmime intelligence agency) 
ilnd CIA 10 design.are prccc~ or brainwashing. 

When llie smoke cleared at SLA headquaners in L.A .. Dr. 
Manin Orne w.i..~ c.tllcd upon 10 examine Patricia llears1 in 
preparation for trial. Tiie government charged that she had 
p.111icip:11ed volw1tarily in !lie SLA's gun-roting crime SJlf'5· 
Ome's was a foregone co11cfll';ion - he sided wit11 tlie govcm­
mcnc. His opini(ln was shared by two otlier psychimists calletl 
ro appraise Ms. Hearst's state of mind, Robert Jay Lifton and 
Louis Joi yon West. Dr. Lifton was a co-founder of r.he afore­
nie111ioned Human Ecology Fun<l. tlie CIA contractor that 
showered Orne with research grants in the !960s. Dr. Wesc is 
OllC of !lie CIA 's most nocorious mind control specialists, cur­
rently direccor of UCLA's Neuropsychia1ric.ln.~ti1ute. It was 
Wesc who brouglll a score of mind control psychiatrists of U1e 
ultra-right political stripe 10 tlie UCLA campus.

Evidence that the CIA conceived and <lirected the SLA was 
nhvinus. The SLA leadership was trained by Colston Wes1-
hnXJk. a Pennsylvania native: Westbrook was a veteran of the 
CIA's munkro11' PHOENIX Program in South Vietnam, where 
Ile crained 1errnris1 cadres and deach squads. In 1969 he rook a 
job as an adminiS1ra1or of Pacific Architects and Engineers, a 
CIA proprietary in Southern California. Thn:c o( Westbrook's 
fm1 so!Lliers. Emily and William Harris and Angela Arwood (a 
ft1nncr police inrelligencc infomier). had been srudenrs of the 

Foundation. The FMSF 
board is almost e~clusively composed of former CIA and mili­
cary doctors currently employed by major universities. None 
have backgrounds in riruaJ abuse: their commoo interest is 
behavior mcxlificarioo. 

Dr. Margaret Singer. a retired Berkeley Ph.D., siudied 
rcparriated prisoners-of-war returning from I.he Korean War at 
tlie Waller Reed Army Institute of Research in Maryland 
(1952-58). Singer turned up in 1982 on che book jacket of 
RaYen (the CIA's code-name for Jim Jones) by San Francisco 
E:'l:uniner reponers Tim Reiterman and John Jacobs, a 
thoroughly-researched account or the People's Temple lhai 
completely side-Sleps CIA involvement. Co-author Jolm Jacobs 
was supposedly one of t.bc: country's leading authorities oa CIA 
min<l control, a subject he snxlied at length for a series put>­
IL,hcd by I.he Wac;hington Post. Reitennan had been the Eum­
lner reponer on the Patricia Hearst beat Yet both writers 
llWlagcd 10 avoid obvious inrelligcnce connectioos. Dr. Singer 
conunended the book: as "the definitive psychollistory of Jim 
Jones.· Raven, she opined, conveyed "the essence of psycho­
logical and social processes that Jim Jones, !he ultimate manipu­
liltor, set in nxxion." llie true "manipulators," of course, ~re 
operatives of the CIA. and the public disinformation g.ambit 
lau<led by Dr. Singer was. according 10 Meiers, in tune with "a 
concerted anempt to suppress information, stifle investigations. 
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cc11sor wiitcrs anll manipulate puhlic· i11rnr111ation. • 

TI1c CIA and Pentagon have qu ictly organized 
and inOucnccd a long line of mi11tl comrol cults, among 
them: 

TI1e River~ltle Lodge of lhc Onlo Ternpli.~ Orfontis. Also 
kmw11 as ll1e Solar Lnllgc of ll1c OTO. which fi>llowetl the 
teaching.' of cull n1<:s~iah /llcistcr Crowky, wlwise fixetl gaze 
on Ilic a.'tral cqui1Mix resullcll in instructions rrom his deities to 
form a religious order. Crowley, high priest of the OTO and a 
British i11telligence agent, gave Winifred T. Smith a ch.mer 10 
open an OTO lodge in Pasadena. The high priest or the lcxlge 
was Jack Parsons. a rocker expert and founder of the Califor­
nia lmtiturc of Tedmology. Parsom, who took !lie oath of tl1e 
anti-Christ in 1949, contrihured to the design of the Pen1:1gon 
under suhsequcm CIA director John J. McCloy. Parsons was 
killed in a still unexplained laboratory cxplosioo. TI1erc is a 
crarer on the moon named after him. 

TI1e OTO's Solar Lodge in San 13cmanlino was presided 
over by Ge<lrgina "Jean" Brayton, the daughter of a ranking 
Air Force officer in !lie 1960s. Tiie cull subscribed to a grim, 
apocalyptic view of !lie world, and like Ch.arks Manson 
believed that race wm would precipitate the Big Catacly~. 
In the Faustian Lm Angeles underworld. the lcxlgc was known 
for its indulgence in sadomasochism. drug dealing, bloo:1 
drinking, child nKilestation and murder. 

Candaa= Reos, a fonner niembcr of tJ1e lodge, was deposed 
by Riverside police in 1969. Reos said that Brayton controUed 
the ll1inking of all cult members. One poor soul. she said, was 
ordered 10 curb his ~xual urges by cutting his mts every 
timc he was aroused. Mrs. Revs 1old police, according to the 
report, that when she became pregnant, Georgina was angry 
and told her that she would have ro condition her.;elf to hate 
her child. Reos told police that children of the cult's 43 adult 
mcmbers were secluded from thdr parents and received 
"training" tllal took on "very severe rories.· 

"There was a lot 0f spanking involved,· she said, "a lot of 
heavy criticism. [Children were] enclosed in dark rooms." The 
leachers, she added. "lefl wells." If so ordered, adult cultists 
would beat ll1eir children. 

According to a Riverside County Sheriffs report, a six 
year-0ld child burned the group's school house to the ground. 
The hoy wa.~ punished by solitary confinement in a locla:d 
shipping crate lefl in the desert, where the average temperature 
was 110 degrees, for nm months. The boy was chained to a 
metal plate. When police freed him, they were nauseated by 
the suffocating stench of excrement. Tiie cbild was slllOlhered 
in nie:s swanning from a tin-<:an roilet. 

The Bhagwan Slm~e Rajneesh Movement. In 1985 the 
Portland Oregonian puhlished a 36-part, book-length series 
linking this cull 10 opium trafficking, pros1itu1ion, money 
laundering, arson, slave labor, mass poisonings, illegal wirc­
l:lps and the stockpiling of guns and biochemical warfare 
weapons. The year-long Oregonian investigation revealed cult 
ties 10 CIA-trained mercenaries in El Salvador and the Far 
East. Domestically. Rajnec.sb's secret police force 1mrked with 
Agency operalives. 

Finders. On Febnrary 7. 1987 Custont~ agents raided a 
child-porn ring in Tallalu.see, Florida. Eight SllSpC(lS and six 
children were taken inro cusrody. The children, according ro a 
Customs Departmenr memo. behaved "like animals in a public 
park,· and •"-ere nor aware of Ifie function and purpose of 
telephones, relcvisions anll toilets." 

Tl1c: chiklren 1okl police that tlicy were forced to live oot­
door.; and were given food only as a reward. A check on the 
h.ackgroomls of lhe adults turned up a police report. "specir1e 
in describing 'hklCX.ly rituals' and sex orgies involving chil­
llren. and an a.~·yct u1Lo;oived murtlc:r.· 

Cu.~ront~ agcrm 10Carched a cull safe house and di~overcll a 
wrnpu1c:r room and document~ recording "high-1ech" t.tnk 
1ra.rt~fc:rs, explosives. and a set or in~tructiort~ advising culr 
members on moving children through jurisdictions around the 
cmmtry. One photographic album found in the house fearured 
!lie ex~ution and disembowelment of goats. and snapsho<s. 
accordmg 10 a Customs report. of "adults and chiklrcn dressed 
in white sheets participa1ing in a bloody ritual.• An America.n 
passport wa.~ fowld. The investigating agents contactrd !lie 
Stale Department and were advised to "tc:rmina1c: further 
investigation.· 

. They investig.ited anyway. reporting that "the CIA made 
contact and ad mi11ed to owning the Finders ... as a froot for a 
oomestic mining organiz.ation. but that it had •gone bad:· 
TI1e late wife of Marion David Pettie, the cult's leader. had 
worked for the Agency, and bis soo had been an employee of 
Air America, the heroin-riddled CIA proprietary. Yet Pettie 
denied to a reporter for U.S. N~ & World Rrport any 
connection to the Firm. Police in WashinglOll refused to 
comment. Off'x:ials of the CIA dismissed as "bogwasb" alle­
gations or any connection to the FUlders cult. 

MOYE. On May 13, 1985 MOVE's Philadelphia bc:ad­
quaners was tire bombed by local police. No< onJ y did the 6 re 
consume lhc: cult's home, ii devastated lhc: cntlrc ocigbbor­
hood, leaving 11 dead and 250 bomcl~. The group ~ 
cofounded by Vi.oce Leapheart. ab Jolm Afria, a Korean 
veteran. His inteUectual mentor and source of fw>ding was 
Donald Glmey, a lecrurcr at the Universityof Pcllnsyivania's 
School of Social Work. Glassey was.an admitted police "in­
formant.· bur cooduct.ed himself lilce a paid provocateur. He 
purchased weapons for the cult with c.a.sb drJwn from city 
coffers. John Africa, the cult's tirular bead, claimed to be a 
messiah, and like Jim Jones to have Godly "bealing· powers 
and "total conrrol" over his followers. 

O.T.A. The Order of the Temple of Astarte in Pasadena, 
California is a •hermetic• occult orgmiz.atioo that practices 
"Magick in the Western Tradition.· The cult is led by Fraters 
Kheoemel, a police officer, and Alcyin. a veteran Green Berer. 
The cult's everyday Language is unusual lbr a mystical order -
one group schedule is laden with IWrds like •operation,· 
"sixteen-thirty hoors, •and •travel orders.• Dernooology is 
among the OT A's primary a:cull illlercsu. 

The police conncttion rcalls the statement of Louis Tack­
v.ood, the Conner LAPD provocalCUC whose revelations of 
~ret police subferfugc set off a political tempest in Los 
Angeles in 1973. "You don't know; be told journalist Donald 
Freed, "but there's I devil worship cull in Pasadena. Actual I y 
in Ala.den.a.· Taclcwood alleged that the cultists were "oo the 
LAPD payroll.• 

The CIA and Pentagon cooperate in die creuioo of cults. 
To be suze, the Association of National Scalrity Alunmi. a 
public interest veterans group opposed to covert operations, 
considers it a "primary issue of cooc:em • that the Department 
of Defense has a • pen:eived role in satanic cult activities, 
which qualify in and of themselves as very damaging exen:ises 
in mind conttol and behavioral modification."

11. The CIA, the False Memory Syndrome Foundation 
and the Politics of Ritual Abuse

impressinn: mc:n s1igmati1ed hy child ahu~ <.lo not). Pamc:la 
f'revtl. a f-tll.11K.latio11 founder. assures tl1ese victinL~ of remi­
ciu~s tl1crapies they are not alone. TI1e Foundation's office in 
Philadelphia. she 53y;, takes 60 calls on a typical day from 
distraughl adults hounded hy U1eir ov.11 confused children. 
rogue therapists and se1t<ation-sceking pack journalists. 

The: number of dues-paying memhers (each conttihutes 
S 100 a year) varies according to the source, The group re­
p<med in January 1993 1ha1 I .200 families had made contact in 
its first year of ('){'cration. TI1e same nKmth. tl1c: SMi Jose 
l\lerrury News uedared natly 1hat "nearly 3.000 families" 
from ac;oss Ute: country had hecn recruiteu. Tiie FMSF now 
claims 5.000 families. Tinic magazine rai~u the figure to

Martin T. Ome. a senior CIA reseucher, is an original 
board member of the Fowulation, and a psychiatrist at !he 
University of PCMsylvania 's Experimental Psychiatry Lab in 
Philadelphia. In 1962 his forays into hypno-programming (the: 
elicitalion of :'anti-social" behavior, dissolving memory and 
other mind-sulxluing techniques) were financed by a CIA fronl 
at Cornell University.

In the interview, he prevailed upon pedophiles everywhere to 
shed stigma1iza1ion as "wicked and reprehensible" users or 
cbiltlren. 

In keeping wilh tl1e Foundation· s creative use or statistics, 
Dr. Untlerwager told a group of British reporters in 1994 that 
"scientific evidence" proved 603 of all women molested as 
children believed the experience was "good for them.• 

Dr. Untlerwager invariably sides with the defense. His 
grandiloquent oratiorL~ have graced counrooms around the 
world. often by i:atellite. Derense lawyers ror Woody Allen 
tumet! 10 him, he boast~. when Mia Farrow accu.o;cd her 
estranged husband of molesting their seven year-old daughter. 
U!lderwager is a virtual icon 10 the Irish Catholic lobby in 
Dublin, which raised its hoary hackles against a child abu~ 
prevention program in tlie Irish Republic. He was, until his 
advocacy of pedophilia tarnished an Ol.herwise glittering repu­
tation, widely quoted in Oie ;iress, dismissing ritual child abuse 
as an bys1erical aberration. 

lie is the worltl's foremost autl10ri1y on raise memory. but 
in the courtroom he is rc:peatet!ly exposed a.~ a charlatan.

"confabulations,· llld Caul~ thmpeutic intervention. Pamela 
Freyd turned to her own ps}l:hiatrist, Dr. Harold Ud. cur­
rently an advisory board member or the Foundation, to diag­
nose Jennifer.

The emphasis on image is obvious in "How Do We Know 
We are Not Representing Pedophiles," an article written for 
the February 29, 1992 FMS Foundation Newsleucr by Pan1cla 
Freyd.

Llced with luhricious sentiment, the 
t-..ik ht:moans U1c "destmction nf families" brought on by false 
dtild iibUSC accu~ations, and maligns "cult-like" suppon 
groups. feminists, and "lesbian cults." Executive director 
Freyd often refers to the feminist groups that have taken up the 
c.ause of child ahuse survivors as "lesbians.~ after the bizarre 
Dr. Un<lcrwager. who ciaini,. "tltese v.nmen may be jealous 
Uiat niales are ahle to love each other, be comrades, Frientls, be 
clO!'C. intimate." 

Pamela Freytl's acwunt of the family history. Jerutifer 
imisL,. is patently fali;c. In an electronic message from her 
father. he ripenly acknowledged that in his version of the story 
"fk1i1111al clements were deliheratcly in_-;cned." 

"'Fictional' is rather an astounding choice of words." 
Jenni fer observed at Ute Ann Arhor conference. The article 
"'Ti11rn by her parents er>nlends that Jennifer was denied tenure 
at ami<her unh·ersity due 10 a lack of published research. "In 
fact." Jennifer counters. "I moved to the University of Oregon 
in 1987. just four years after receiving my Ph.D. to accept a 

witness stand direct the press away from the CIA, anti the 
prosctution to a predetcnnined end: Manin Ome"s high-toned 
r-ychologizing in the Hillside Strangler case. for example, is a 
strategy adopted hy the FMS fown.lation lo stifle the cries of 
mind control survivors. 

Ome's influence contributed to the outcome of a IIigh-profile 
abuse case. the $8 million lawsuit filed by Gary Rmiona of 
Napa. California against child therapist Marchc Isabella and 
psychiatrist Richard Rose. Ramona charged that his daughter 
Holly's therapists elicited from her nashback.s of sexual moles­
tation that never occurred. decimating his marriage and career 
as a vice president at Roben Mondavi wineries. His wife and 
employer, note, immediately believed Holly's accus.ations. In 
May or 1994 Ramona received a $500,000 jury award. He 
hailed the decision as a •tremendous victory." 

Nevenhelcss. Holly ltamona still maintains that she wa.~ 
sexually abused by her father. though no criminal charges have 
Ileen filed. Holly first confronted her f:ither with the allegations 
on March 15, 1990. with her mother and Isabella present. She 
filed a civil action against him in Los Angeles County. hut 
before it went to tria.l her father's suit go1 wukrway in Napa. 
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ll1e suit tumcu 011 the u<:e of <;<~li11111 anl)1al 10 resurret:I 
huricd 111c111mics. I lolly R.1nm11a e'hihi1cd 1cll1ale sytnp11,ms 
or ahuse - fear or gytlel'Ologi<;al Cx.311li1L11irnt~. a plK>hia or 
poin1y 1cc1h, like her falhcr's - amt asked in he tn:a1ed wi1h 
so<lium a111y1al. Dr. R1KC wro1e in his notes that un<lcr the 
innuc11i:c nr the drug. Holly "rememhercd specific details or 
sexual 111olt!;1ari1tt1. • nu1 Omc. who has pirnrcered in the u<e 
or ,o;,xlium amytal in hyp11osis research, caurioned in a coun 
brief 01~1 the drug is "1wll u<;eful in a:.<:enaining 'truth.' The 
ra1ic1ll hccnmes receptive to suggcs1iom due Ill Ille c1mte'1 and 
Ill the rnmn1<:11L~ of the i111crvicwers." 

Yet 1he jury forenL1n staled rnr the reconl 1ha1 Isahella aml 
Rose did noa imrlant false memories or abuse, as !lolly's 
father had co111plai11ed. but were negligent in reinforcing tlle 
memories as I lolly dcscrihed lhcm unller the innucnce of 1he 
harhituratc. The court consideml it irrelevant whether Holly 
actually suffeml abuse. narrowi11g the legal focus ins1ead to 
Ille chemical evoc;ninn of Holly's m:olki:tims an<l her lhera· 
pist's leading questions. 

Ldl hangi11g wa.~ the question of Ra11Kma 's guilt or inno­
cence, nOI e~actly an irrelevant issue. Orne offered no opin­
i011. The "trememloll~ victory" in Napa, given thc:se facts, 
hegi1L~ to hxik like a manipulation of !he court system. espe­
cially tire use of "expert" testimony. 

The lherapisL' did 1101, comrary to most press report,, bear 
the full brunt of blame. llic jury found that Ramona him.self 
bore 5 3 or the blame lbr what happened to him, Holly's 
!herapislS 55 3. and 45 3 was borne by the girl's mother and 
!he Robert Momtavi winery. 

But ute 55 3 solution is diluted by Holly's memories. 
Contrary to ll1e impression left by !lie press. her past has not 
been explained away. "I wouldn't be here if there was a 
qucsti!'>n in my mind," she testified in Napa. 

False memory had no clinical history or syrnptomology 
(repressed memory has ooll1). but the concept had held up in 
court. All u1at remained wa.~ to provide a scientific expLma­
tion. Tiie Foundation had spread ll1e word that a "syndrome" 
was winding ll1rough society and "destroying families.· But 
what is the origin of false (nOI inaccurate or clouded or frag­
mented) memories? What are the sympwms? It remained to 
supply a cognitive model for false memories of rirual molesta­
tion. One of tlie most prolific and quotable popularizers or 
false memory is Elii..abeth Lofrus, a profmor of psychology 
and law at the Univer.;ity of Wa.~hington in Se3ttle, and an 
advisory lxlard member of the Foon<lation. Her dual academic 
interests have fueled suspicions lliat tl1e organization is more 
committed 10 defending perpetrators llian ferreting out the 
facts. Loftus testified in over 150 criminal cases prior to 
joining the Foumla1ion. always on behalf of defendants. In 
1991 she published a professional autobiography, Witness for 
!lie Defense. a stu<ly of ei¢it criminal trials in which she 
appeared a.< an expert witness. In her book, Uiflu.~ - billet! as 
"the e){pcrt who put~ memory on trial" - conceded that her 
critics deem her research "unproven in real·life situations.· 
:111d her counroom dissenations "premarure and highly preju­
dicial." 

One book. 1evicwcr·ror the New York 1lme5 grumbled: 
"Her testimony would he less con1roversial if she could dis· 
tinguish between the innocent and !he guilty and reserve her 
help for the former." 

Elizabeth Loftus has tv.u criteria for taking the stand. The 
first is when eyewimess ide!lti fication is the sole or primary 
C'Vidence against the defendant.

From the end of World War 11 well 
into the 1970s, the Atomic Energy Com­
mission, the Defense Department, the 
military services, the CIA and other 
agencies used prisoners, drug addicts, 
mental patients, college students, sol­
diers, even bar patrons, in a vast range of 
government-run experiments to test the 
effects of everything from radiation, LSD 
and nerve gas to intense electric shocks 
and prolonged "sensory deprivation." 
Some of the human guinea pigs knew 
what they were getting into; many others 
did not. Still others did not even know 
they were being experimented on. But in 
the life-and-death struggle with commu· 
nism, America could not afford to leave 
any scientific avenue unexplored. 

With the cold war safely over, Energy 
Secretary Hazel O'Leary has ordered 
the declassification of millions of pages 
of documents on the radiation experi· 
ments, and the administration is now 
considering compensating the hundreds 
of subjects of these odd and sometimes 
gruesome atomic tests. But the govern· 
rnent has long i!rnored thousands of oth· 
er cold war ~ictims, rebuffing their re· 
quests for compensation and refusing to 
admit its responsibility for injuries they 
suffered. And the Clinton administra· 
tion shows no sign of softening that hard 
line. "We're notlooking fot d"rugs," says 
cabinet secretarv Christine Ynrnev. "At 
least initially, we need to keep our focus 
limited to human radiation:· 

In Clinton's court. Now, the only hope 
for thousands who were injured or who 
were experimented on without their in­
formed consent is that President Clin­
ton or Congress will take action to com­
pensate the forgotten casualties of the 
cold war. Continued secrccv and legal 
roadblocks erected bv the ~overnmcnt 
have made it virtuaily impossible for 
victims of these cold war human experi­
ments to sue the government success­
fully, legal experts say. 

Despite the administration's reluc­
tance, Congress rnav be movin!! to seek 
justice for all the go~ernment"s -cold w;1r 
victims.

The Justice Depart­
ment rejected his request because the 
statute of limitations had expired: the 
Veterans' Administration denied dis­
ability payments. saying there was no evi­
dence of pennanent injury. 

The Defense Department says Garn· 
ble signed a "volunteer's participation 
agreement" and that he received two 
LSD doses. Gamble and others were told 
that .. they would receive a chemical com­
pound, the effects of which would be 
similar to those experienced from being 
intoxicated by alcoholic beverages.''

"The failure to notify and promptly 
compensate the people who were victim· 
ized by these cold war excesses is inexcus­
able," argues James Turner, one of the 
lawyers in the Orlikow case.

the way along was the ingrained belief 
on the part of [CIA] agents that the So­
viets were lO feet tall, that there were 
huge programs going on in the Soviet 
Union to influence behavior." John 
Gittinger, a CIA psychologist who over­
saw the Human Ecology society's oper· 
ations. told U.S. News. 

A classified 1952 study by the U.S. gov­
ernment's Psychological Strategy Board 
laid out an entire agenda for behavior­
control research. Calling communist 
brain-washing "a serious threat to man­
kind,'• scientists urged that drugs. elec­
tric shock and other techniques be exam­
ined in "clinical studies ... done in a 
remote situation." The report even 
mused about the potential of lobotomy. 
arguing that "if it were possible to per­
fonn such a procedure on members of 
the Politburo, the U.S.S.R. would no lon­
ger be a problem to us," though it also 
noted that the "detectability" of the sur­
gical operation made its use problematic. 

Although there is no evidence that lo­
botomy experiments were ever per­
formed. many other bizarre and intrusi'ie 
procedures were. In 1955, the Army sup­
ported research at Tulane University 1n 
which mental patients had electrodes im­
planted in their brains to measure the 
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LSD and other drugs. In other 
expenments. volunteers were 
kept in sensorv-depnvacion 
chambers for cis along as 131 
hours and bombarded with 
white noise and taped messages 
until they began hallucinating. 
The goal: to see if thev could be 
.. con~erted" to new beliefs. 

As recently as 1972. U.S. 
News found. the Air Force was 
supporting research by Dr. 
Amedeo Marrazzi. who is now 
dead. in which psychiatric pa­
tients at the U niversitv of Mis­
souri Institute of Psychiatry 
and the Universitv of Minneso­
ta Hospital - including an 18-
year-o!d girl who subsequently 
went into a catatonic state for 
three days - were given LSD to 
study "ego strength." 

Gittinger concedes that some 
of the research was quite naive. 
"We were trying to learn about 
subliminal perception and all 
the silly things people were be­
lieving in at that time," he says. 
One study even tried to sec if 
extra.sensory perception could

necessary as it happens, during that peri­
od of time," Gittinger insists. 

behavior-control program almost from 
its inception, refused to discuss his work 
when a U.S. News reporter visited him 
last week at his home. He said the CIA 
was only trying to encourage basic work 
in behavioral science. But he added that 
after his retirement in 1973, he went back 
to school, practiced for 19 years as a 

speech pathologist and now works with 
AIDS and cancer patients at a hospice. 
He said he has devoted the years since he 
left the CIA "trying to get on the side of 
the angels instead of the devils." •

night, so many that the 
Department of Energy has 36 
operators standing by. What 
the 1..2,000 callers to the de· 
partment's hot line want to 
k.now is whether they might 
be able to collect under Ener· 
gy Secretary Hazel O'Leary's 
vow to compensate unwitting 
participants in the U.S. gov­
ernment's cold-war radiation 
experiments. 

Answers will be months or 
more in coming. But most call·

a decade winning federal aid 
for the v1ctims. More than 
$100 million has been paid 
out, but critics say the maxi· 
mum $50,000 benefit for each 
victim is far too modest even 
to cover medical eicpcnses. 

Victims of radiation tests 
may be facing the same fate. 
The Ointon administration 
may decide that fiscal auster­
ity permits only symbolic pay­
ments. "We should do what 
we can to make amends," says 
one official. "But it may be 
just as significant to explain to 
families what happened to 
Uncle Fred." In any case, leg­
islation is more promising 
than litigation because the 
law strictly limits damage 
cases against the government. 

Those who believe they 

have been injured by federally 
sponsored scientific or t~hni­
cal experiments may call the 
Energy Department hot line 
at (800) 493-2998. Veterans 
should call a different num­
ber, (800) 827-0365. Callers , 
may be referred to other gov· 
emment agencies. 

If they seem to meet the ini­
tial guidelines. callers should 
be ready for a 15-to-JO.minute 
phone interview. and they will 
be asked to submit a letter and 
supporting documents to back 
their claims. Then the wait be­
gins. But in the sad history of 
federal compensation pro­
grams, many beneficiaries 
have died before the bureau­
crats got to their claims.

CIA Experiments 
with Mind Control 

on Children 
by Jan Rappaport 

T 
he CIA mind-control 
apparatus has been well­
known since 1975, when 
10 large boxes of docu­
merits were released pur­

suant to Freedom of Information 
Act requests. 

Several good books were then 
written on the subject of the CIA 
program known as MK-ULTRA. 
Officially spanning ten years from 
1952-62, MK-ULTRA involved the 
use of LSD on unwitting military 
and civilian subjects in the United 
States. LSD and more powerful 
compounds were given under 
duress as brainwashing and truth­
serum drugs. The program's aim 
was to find drugs which would irre­
sistibly bring out deep confession$ 
or wipe a subject's mind clean and 
program him or her as "a robot agent." 

In experimental test situations, people were given acid 
without their knowledge, then interrogated under bright 
lights with doctors sitting in the background taking notes. 
Threats would be made. The test subjects were told that 
their LSD "downer trips" would be extended indefinitely if 
they refused to reveal their closely-guarded military secrets. 
The people being interrogated in this way were CIA employ­
ees, U.S. military personnel and, abroad, agents suspected of 
working for the other side in the Cold War. Long-term severe 
debilitation and several documented deaths resulted. Much, 
much more could be said about MK-ULTRA. 

None of this prepared people for the explosive testimony 
made on March 15, 1995, in Washington, D.C., before the 
President's Committee on Radiation, however. In unpubli­
cized sessions, New Orleans therapist Valerie Wolf intro­
duced two of her patients who had uncovered memories of 
being part of extensive CIA brainwashing programs as young 
children (in one case, starting at age seven). Their brain­
washing included torture, rape, electroshock, powerful drugs, 
hypnosis and death threats. According to their testimony, 
the CIA then induced amnesia to prevent their recalling these 
terrifying sessions. 

Both Wolf and her patients stated 
· that they recovered the memories of 
this CIA program wit:Iiout regres­
sion or hypnosis techniques. In other 
words, these patients spontaneously 
discovered this information about 
themselves and their pasts. 
Although the committee '1.'.3.5 mainly 
concerned with radation, they per­
mitted Valerie and her. patients to 
testify because, astonishingly, sever-

. al doctors who had administered the 
· mind-control experiments had also 
~een identified by other Americans 
secretly exposed to radiation. 
Apparently there was a crossover. 
Prominent names surfaced in the 
March 1 S testimony: Richard 
Helms, former head of the CIA; Dr. 
Sidney Gottlieb, who ran MK­
ULTRA and Dr. John Gittinger, 

Gottlieb's protege. These men and others were directly 
accused of participating in grisly mind-control efforts on . 
children. 

Predictably, this testimony received no media attention. 
I now have it all, including many pages submitted to the 

committee· that will likely never be released as part of their 
final report. Only a small percentage of the pages were read· 
aloud at the hearing. Included are corroborating statements 
from other therapists around the country and several of their 

. patients. I have now released all of this testimony as a book, 
·U.S. Government MiTfd-Control Experimmts On Cbildrm. 

When the sickening shoclc starts to wear off, deeply 
disturbing questions flood one's mind: Just what 
was this CIA program? How extensive was it? What 

was its purpose? - . 
From what I have been able to discover so far, many 

American children, as well as children from Mexico and South 
· America, were used over a period of about 40 years, starting 

around 1948. In fact, the program may still be going on. 
Doctors and agents who administered it wanted to obtain con­
trol over the minds of these children, ostensibly to create 
superagents who wouldn't remember even what missions they 
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carried out, because of hypnotically induced amnesia 
(which could be removed by their controllers and re­
installed at will).1

CIA controllers sometimes dressed up 
in Satanic costumes to further trauma­
tize the children, also providing a cover 
that wouldn't be believed if the children 

Children were trained as sex agents, for example, 
with the job of blackmailing prominent Arnericans­
primarily politicians, businessmen and educators. A 
great deal of filming was done for this purpose. 
Eventually, people from the inner core of the CIA 
program filmed each other, and some of the centers 
where children were used as sex agents got out of con- ever talked. 
trol and turned into CIA:.Operated sex rings. 

Some children were considered expendable and sim­
ply murdered. 

One person who states that he was in this program as a 
child said, off the record: · 

"They tried out their brainwashing techniques on the kids 
from Mexico and South America. They were considered 
expendable. But on another echelon of the program, they 
went after the best :ind the brightest American kids. Making 
perfect agents to combat the Soviets wasn't, I don't think, 
their ultimate objective. I can't remember what that was ... " 

At this point, I made a suggestion: 
"Well, if they were choosing the best and brightest, maybe 

they figured these kids would one day rise to important posi­
tions in the society, and they wanted to gain long-term control 
over them, so they would be under their thumb, so they could 
tap them at will-a way o~ conttalling the future society." 

"Maybe," he said. "The Naz.is gained control over the 
intelligentsia in .Germany. That was a very key step in their 
dominance. J"hatwas the first thing they did". 

"This smells very much like a Nazi program in the U.S.," 
I said. "I don't mean all the controllers were German, but the 
style of it, the msanity." 

He said, "They brought over a lot of Nazi doctors after the 
war and not just to build rockets-for a lot of projects." 

0 
ther people who said that they had been used as chil­
dren in the program remember that doctors with 
German accents were definitely present at the sessions. 

One therapist, who shared this information informally 
with colleagues around the country, states that, so far, the old­
~ person she has heard of who was in the program is now 52; 
the youngest is now nine. 

Since a number of people who. were brainwashed, tor­
tured and drugged in these experiments try to resolve their 
experiences in therapy, psychiatrists and other professional 
therapists are hearing these stories. They are told, for exam­
ple, that CIA controllers sometimes dressed up in Satanic cos­
tumes to further traumatize the children, also providing a 
cc. ver that wouldn't be believed if the children ever talked. 

It is worth noting that there is a movement to discredit 
these "recovered" memories, and the mvst prominent group, 
the False Memory Syndrome Foundation (FMSF), has several 
board members with CIA. or military-intelligence connec­
tions-including the notorious Dr. Louis "J oily" West of 
UCLA, who tried to establish a center for "the study of vio-

lence" at the university in the 1970s. His center's specialty 
would have been psychosurgery, a horrendous melting of brain 
connections, supposedly to curb people's "violent tendencies." 

FMSF maintains that a person always remembers abuse 
done to him or her, and therefore any new recovery of it in 
therapy is false and must have been fabricated through mis­
leading suggestions by the therapist. VVhile it is certainly 
true that such inducement happens in therapy, the blanket 
statement that all recovered memory is invented is unsub­
stantiated. 

In a written statement to Dr. Wolf that was included in her 
testimony to the president's committee, well-known 
researcher and psychiatrist, Colin Ross said, 

Published articles in my files include descriptions of adminis­
tration of 150 mcg of LSD to children age S-10 years on a 
daily basis for days, weeks, months, and in a few cases even 
years. Neurosurgeons at Tulane, Yizle, and Harvard did 
extensive research on brain electrode implants with intelli­
gence funding, and combined brain implants with large 
numbers of drugs including hallucinogens. 

Ross based his report on his more than 20 years of inves­
tigating CIA mind control. 

Chris De Nicola, one of Dr. Wolfs patients who testified 
before the president's committee, named her controller as a 
Dr. Greene, a name reported by several other mind-control 
subjects. It may well be that this name was a cover used by a 
various CIA and military-contracted experimenter-torturers. 
Here is a quote from her testimony: 

[Dr. Greene] used me in radiation experiments both for the 
purpose of determining the effects of radiation on various 
parts of my body and to temirize me as an additional trauma 
in the mind-con'trol experiment:s. [She was eight years old.] 

The rest of the experiment:s took place in Tucson, Arizona, 
out in the desert. I was taught how to pick locks, be secretive, 
use my photographic memory to remember things and a 
technique to withhold information by repeating numbers to 
myself. [She is obviously talking about being trained as 
an agent.] 

Dr. Greene moved on to wanting me to kill dolls that 
looked like real children. I stabbed a doll with a spear once 
after being severely tortured., but the next time I refused. He 
used many torture techniques but as I got older I resisted more 
and more. 
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He often tied me down in a cage, which was near his 

office. Between 1972 and 1976 he and bis assistants.were 
sometimes careless and left the cage unJocked. Mroever 
physically possible, I muck into his office and found files with 
reports and memos addressed to CM and military pemmnel. 
Included in these files wen project, subproject, subject and 
experiment names witl some code numbers for radiation 
and mind-comrol experiments which I have submitted in my 
written documentation. I was caught twice and Dr. Greene 
tortured me ruthlessly with electric shock, drugs, spinning me 
on a table, putting shots in my stomach, in my back, disla­
cating my joints and hypnotic techniques to make me feel 
craz.Y and suicidal ... 

Is there a precedent for this kind of sadistic treatment by 
CIA and military personnel? Indeed there is. Here is a quote 
from the introduction to my .book, U.S. Government Mind­
Control F.xperiments On Childrm. It contains information from 
reliable published sources, such as The Search for the 
.'vlanchurian Candidate, by John Marks,2 Acid Dreams, by 
i'v1artin Lee3 and The Mind Manipulators, by .Alan.Schellin.~ In 
part, these authors derived their information on the CIA and 
lvlK-ULTRA from the ten boxes· of information released sud­
denly in 197 5 by the agency in response to Freedom of 
Information Act requests: . 

Dr. Robert Heath of Tulane Universi'ty, as early as 1955, 
wo1·king for the Army, gave patien'tS LSD while he had 
electrodes implanted deep inside their brams. · 

Canadian researcher, Dr. Ewan Cim:errm, under long~ 
term CIA. contract, attempted to depattern and rtprogram his 
psychiatric patients' personalities wholesale. He started with 
15 to 6 5 days of 'sleep therapy, ' during w bich a patient was 
kept under nearly 24 hours a day, through the administra­
tion of cocktails of Thorazine, Nembuta4 Seconal, Veronal, 
and Phenergam. Throughout this sleep pmod, the patient 
would be awakened two or three times IZ day for electroshock 
treatm~ts, g;iven at.an intensity 20-40 times the 'normal' 
convulsion-producing strength . . . · · · . ·· · 

In the mid-1950s, Paul Hoch, M.D., a man who would 
become Commissioner ofMental Hygiene for.the 'state of 
New York, thm a laborer in the field for the CIA, gave a 
'pseudorzeurotic schizophnnic' patient mescaline. The patient 
had a not-unf amiiiar heaven-and-bell journey on the com­
pound. But Hoch followed this up with a transorbital kuco­
tom_y . .. Hoch also gave a patient LSD, and a local anes­
thetic, and then proceeded to remove pieces of cerebral cortex, 
asking at various moments whether the patient's perceptions 
were changing. 

Claudia Mullin, the other of Dr. Wolf's patients who tes­
tified before the President's Committee on Radiation, 
said her experiences with CIA mind-control experiences 

began when she was seven years old: · 

In 19 5 8, I was to be tested, they told me, by some important 
doctors coming from a place calJed the 'Society' {the Human 
Ecology Society, a CM front]. I was told to cooperate; answer 
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any of their questions. Then, since the test 'might hurt, ' I 
would be g;iven 'shots, :c-rays, and a few jolts of electricity.' I 
was instructed 'not to look at anyones face too hard and to 
ignore names,' as this was 'a very secret project' but to be 
brave and all those things would help me forget .. 

A Dr. John Gittinger tested me and Dr. Cameron gave 
me the shocks and Dr. Greer.e the x-rays ... By the time I 
left to go home, just Jike every time from then on, I would 
recall nothing of my tests or the different doctors. I would only 
remember whatever explanations Dr. Robert G. Heath [of 
Tulane Medical School] gave me fo1· the odd bruises, needle 
marks, burns on my head and fingers and even the genital 
soreness. I bad no reason to believe otherwise. Already, they 
bad begun to control my mind.' · 

The next year, I was sent to a place in Marylan1. called 
Deep Creek Cabins to learn how to 'sexually pleasimen. ' 
Also, I was taught how to coerce them into talking about 
themselves. It was Richard Helms (Deputy Director of the 
CIA), Dr. Gottlieb, Captain George White and Morse Allen 
who all planned on filming as many high government and 
agency officials and heads of academic institutions and foun­
dations, '!f. possible . .. I was to become a regular little 'spy' 
for them after that summer, eventually entrapping many 
unwitting mm, including themselves, all with the use of a 
hidden camera. I was only nine when this kind of sexual 
humiliation began .. 

Captain George \Vhite. was a notorious agent for the CIA. 
He set up a brothel in San Francisco in the 1960s and, using 
.hidden cameras, filmed men having sex with prostitutes. The 
mens drinks were "spiked" with LSD. In 1950, Morse Allen, 
another important CIA man, was appointed head of Project 
BLUEBIRD, another CIA mind-control program. 

Ms. Mullin states that she was adopted when she was two 
years old. By the time she reached seven she had already 
been abused extensively by her mother. Her mother appar-

. ently turned her over for "testing" to CIA-connected people, 
and Claudia then entered a 27-year period of what can only 
be called enslavement. Claudia states that she has been mon­
itored, that she is still monitored and watched by agency-

. related people, including a medical doctor. Now living in 
New Orleans, she has given information to local police 
authorities about her situation. In her testimony to the pres­

. ident's committee, qaudia remarked, 

Although the process of recalling these atrocities is certainly 
not an easy task, nor is it without some danger to myself and 
my family ... I feel the risk is worth taking. 

Claudia's therapist, Dr. Wolf, has written to the presi­
dent's committee, 

To the best of my knowledge, [Claudia] has read nothing 
about mind control or CM covert operations. Since she decid­
ed to listen carefully and remember as much· as she could 
about conversations among the researchers, her memories 
are extraordinarily complete. I have sent written copies of 
memories to Dr. Alan Scheflin [author of The Mind 
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i'larupulators] for validation a,;a 
he has crmfirmed that she bar kn011Jl­
edge ef evems and people that are not 
puhlished anywhere, that some of her 
memories contain new information 
and that some are already kn071Jn 
and puhlished. Some of her memories 
have been confirmed by family mem­
bers. She has also shown me old 
scrapbooks where she 'WTOte notes to 
remember what war happening to 
her and hid the notes under pictures 
in the scrapbook. <lf) 

I spoke with Alan Schellin in May of 
this year. He said he had found one 
piece of information Claudia had men­
tioned in her recollections that had no 
precedent in published material. It 
involved a connection between two 
government researchers. 

This is just the tip of the iceberg on 
the 130 pages of testimony given before 
the President's Committee on 
Radiation, and it is also just the begin­
ning of a history that will undoubtedly 
widen in the coming months and years. 
Dr. Wolf told me that when word got 
around she was going to testify before 
the president's committee, she was con­
tacted by about 40 therapists "in just 
the 10 days leading up to my trip to 
Washington." The therapists had heard 
similar CIA mind-control stories from 
their own patients. Many of these pro­
fessionals are afraid to go on the record 
about their patients' stories, as censure 
from their professional societies is a 
reality. The political mood these days is 
not conducive to granting an aura of 
credibility to revelations of CIA brain-
washing. .

" Mind Control in 1980, Joseph Holsinger, an aide to u.s. Congressman Leo 
Ryan, exposed the formation of eccentric religious cults by the CIA. 
Montreal's Allan Memorial Institute. Re­
search specialties of the CIA' s psychia­
trists included electroshock lobotomies, 
drugging agents. hypnosis. sleep depriva­
tion and radio control of the brain. 
among hundreds of sub-projects. 

The funding for Dr. Orne's work in 
hypnotic suggestion and dissolution of 
memory was uncovered when John 
Marks filed a Freedom of Information re­
quest for access to the files of the CIA 's 
Office of Research and Development· 
(ORD). He obtained 130 boxes of files. 
including a CIA report itemizing a 
$30.000 grant to Dr. Orne from Human 
Ecology. ~and an additional $30,000 from 
Boston's Scientific Engineering Institute 
(SEI)-another CIA funding cover. 

While Orne denies his role as a CIA 
psychiatrist. researcher Marks claims that 
Dr. Orne privately admitted that he was 
aware of the true source of funding of one 
mind-wrecking project, and once ~boasted 
to Marks that he was routinely briefed on 
all significant CIA behavior-modification 
experiments.

In 1980. Joseph Holsinger, an aide to 
U.S. Congressman Leo Ryan, exposed 
the formation of eccentric religious 
cults by the CIA. Congressman Ryan 
had been murdered by a death squad at 

Jonestown, the Guyana base of the cult 
known as the People· s Temple. and the 
site of the mass suicide of the sect in 
1978. At a psychologists colloquium on 
"Psychosocial Implications of the Jon­
estown Phenomenon." Holsinger main­
tained that a CIA rear-support~ base had 
been in collusion with People· s Temple 
leader Jim Jones to perform medical 
and mind-control experiments on the 
cult's members. He cited "The Penal 
Colony." an essay written by a Berkeley 
psychologist. in which the author main­
tained that, rather than terminating their 
mind-control regimen, code named 
MKULTRA, the CIA had shifted its 
programs from public institutions to 
private cult groups, including the 
People's Temple. 

Jonestown had its gray eminence in 
Dr. Lawrence Laird Layton of the Uni­
versity of California at Berkeley, for­
merly a chemist for the Manhattan 
Project and head of the Army's chemical 
warfare-research division in the early 
1950s. Michael Meiers, author of Was 
Jonestown a CIA Medical Experiment?. 
scavenged for information on the Peo­
ple's Temple for six years, concluding: 
"The Jonestown experiment was con­
ceived by Dr. Layton, staffed by Dr. 
Layton and financed by Dr. Layton. It

was as much his project as it was Jim 
Jones· s. Though it was essential for hirr 
to remain in the background for securit 
reasons. Dr. Layton ~aintained contac 
with and even control of the experimen 
through his wife and children." Tht 
Africa~n-American cult had at its core < 

Caucasian inner council. composed o 
Dr. Layton's family and in-laws. 

The press ignored the possible Cl:l 
connections to the People "s Temple. bu 
survivors of the carnage in Guvana fol 
lowed the leads and c~nciuded, that Jin 
Jones had been "'an employee. servant 
agent or operative of the Central Intelli 
gence Agency" from 1963--commonl: 
cited as the year the CIA turned to cults tt 
conceal MKUL TRA mind-control activi 
ties-until 1978. In October 1981, the sur 
vivors of Jonestown filed a $63-millioi 
lawsuit against Secretary of State Cyru 
Vance and Stansfield Turner, former di 
rector of the CIA, now a teacher at th< 
University of Maryland. The suit, filed i1 
U.S. District Court in San Francisco, ac 
cused Turner of conspiracy with CIA op 
eratives to "enhance the economic an' 
political powers of James Warren Jones. 
and of conducting "mind-control and dru 
experimentation" on the Temple flock. 

The suit was dismissed four month 
later for "failure to prosecute timely." A 
requests for an appeal were denied.

The Symbionese Liberation Army (SLA 
a San Francisco collective whose membe1 
were convicted in the 1973 slaying c 
Oakland school superintendent Maret; 
Foster, has been referred to alternately as 
grassroots political organization and a rac 
ical terrorist group. Like Jonestown, th 
SLA has also been seen as a mind-contn 
creation operated by the CIA. The late p( 
litical researcher Mae Brussell. who' 
study of the CIA began in 1963 after tr 
assassination of John Kennedy. wrote 
1974 that the SLA "consisted predom 
nantly of CIA agents and police infom 
ers." The guerrilla band was. Brusse 
maintained. "an extension of psycholot 
cal experimentation projects. connected 
Stanford Research Institute. Menlo Park.· 

The SLA leadership. according to Bru 
sell. was trained by Colston Westbrook. 
Pennsylvania native. Westbrook was 
veteran of the CIA's PHOENIX Progr<J 
in South Vietnam. reported Brussell. !:-: 
job was the indoctrination of assassinati1 
and terrorist cadres. From 1966 to l 9f. 
Westbrook listed his occupation as adm1 
istrator at Pacific Architects and En~ 
neers-a CIA proprietary. according 
Brussell. One of Westbrook's foot \< 

r conn1111eJ on ru~e I: 
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diers .. An11:ela Atwood (a former po­
lice incelli'l?ence informer). had been a 
student at ~the College of Foreign Af­
fairs. a CIA cover at the Unive;.;iry of 
Indiana .. reponed Brussell. 

When newspaper heiress Patricia 
Hearst. accused of being a member 
of the SLA .. was brought to trial. the 
prosecution charged that she had 
participated voluntarily in the 
S LA· s gun-toting crime spree. The 
prosecution· s psychiatrists agreed 
that Hearst had willingly joined 
with the SLA. despite the grueling 
thought-reform regimen she· d en­
dured. She had b;en isolated and 
sensory deprived. raped. humiliated 
and politically indoctrinated with a 
surrealistic mutation of Third 
World Marxism. Ms. Hearst was al­
lowed human companionship only 
when she exhibited signs of sub­
mission .. But the judgment of the 
court's psychiatric experts seem­
ingly rendered evidence of CIA col­
lusion extraneous to consideration 
by the jury. 

There is reason to beleive that the 
CIA and Pentagon have had hidden 
connections an~d shadowy ties to a 
long line of mind-control cults, in­
cluding the following: 

The Riverside Lodge of the Ordo 
Templis Orientis: Also known as 
The Solar Lodge of the OTO. this 
sect .. based in Pasadena, California. 
followed the teachings of cult mes­
siah Aleister Crowley, international 
chief of the OTO and a British intelli­
gence agent. The high priest of the 
lodge was Jack Parsons. an explo­
sives expen at the California Institute 
of Technology who contributed to the 
design of the Pentagon under CIA di­
rector John J. McCloy. Parsons was 
killed in a still-unexplained labora­
tory explosion. There is a crater on 
the moon named after him. 

The OTO's Solar Lodge in San 
Bernardino was presided over by 
Georgina "Jean" Brayton. the daugh­
ter of a ranking Air Force officer in 
the 1960s. The cult subscribed to a 
grim apocalyptic view of the world. 
and like Charles Manson believed that 
race wars would precipitate the Big 
Cataclvsm. 

Can'dace Reos. a former member 
of the Lodge. was deposed by River­
side police in 1969. Reos said that 
Brayton controlled the thinking of all 
cult members. One member. she said. 
was ordered to curb his sexual urges

by cutting his wrists every time he was 
aroused. Mrs. Reos told police that when 
she became pregnant. Georgina was an­
gry and told her that she would have to 
condition herself to hate her child. Reos 
told police that children of the cult's 43 
adult members were secluded from their 
parents and received "'training" that took 
on "very severe tones." "There was a lot 
of spanking involved," she reported, "and 
a lot of being enclosed in dark rooms." 
The teachers. she added. "left welts." If 
so ordered, adult cultists would beat their 
children. 

According to a Riverside County Sher­
i ff' s report. a six-year-old child burned 
the group's schoolhouse to the ground. 
The boy was punished by solitary con­
finement in a locked shipping crate left 
in the desert, where the average tempera­
ture was I l0°F, for two months. When 
police freed him, they were nauseated by 
the suffocating stench of excrement. The 
child was smothered in flies swarming 
from a tin-can toilet. 

The Bhagwan Shree Rajneesh Move­
ment: In 1985, the Portland Oregonian 
published a 36-part, book-length series 
linking the cult to opium trafficking, 
prostitution. money laundering, arson. 
slave labor, mass poisonings. illegal wire­
taps and the stockpiling of guns and bio-

chemical warfare weapons. The year-long 
Oregonian investigation revealed cult ties 
to CIA-trained mercenaries in El Sal­
vador and the Far East. Domestically. Ra­
jneesh · s secret police force were believed 
to have worked with CIA operatives. 

The Finders: In February 1987, po­
lice picked up two well-dressed men and 
six bruised. dirty children Jiving in a van 
in Tallahassee, Florida. A later Customs 
Service memo reported that the children 
behaved "like animals" and "were not 
aware of the function and purpose of 
telephones, televisions and toilets." The 
children stated that they were forced to 
live outdoors and were given food only 
as a reward. 

Their two custodians, who were 
charged with child abuse, were linked to 
a 1960s cult known as the Finders. A 
check on the backgrounds of the men 
turned up a police report "specific in de­
scribing 'bloody rituals' and sex orgies 
involving children, and an as-yet un­
solved murder." 

A subsequent search of a Finders-re­
lated warehouse in Washington, D.C., by 
police and U.S. Customs Service agents 
revealed a computer room, documents 
recording high-tech bank transfers, ex­
plosives and a set of instructions advis­
ing cult members on moving children 

through jurisdictions around the countr;. 
One photographic album found in th 
warehouse featured the execution an 
disembowelment of goats, and snapshot 
according to a Customs report. of "aduli 
and children dressed in white sheets pat 
ticipating in a bloody ritual." 

Also found was a U.S. passport ind 
eating travel by the holder to North Kc 
rea. North Vietnam and the Sovi< 
Union. The investigating agents cor 
tacted the State Department and wer 
advised to "terminate further investig; 
tion." They investigated anyway, repor 
ing that "the CIA made contact an 
admitted to owning the Finders ... as 
front for a domestic training organiz. 
tion, but that it had ·gone bad.'" The la 
wife of Marion David Pettie, the cult 
leader, had worked for the CIA, and h 
son had been an employee of a CIA pr• 
prietary firm, Air America. Yet Pettie d· 
nied any connection to the CIA, ar 
officials of the CIA dismissed as "ho. 
wash" allegations of any connection 
the Finders cult. 

* * * 
It is beginning to dawn on the psychiatr 
community that the CIA· s mind-contr 
clique is a menace reminiscent of Na 
medical experimentation. In 1993, [ 
Corydon Hammond, a professor at tl 
University of Utah's School of Medicir 
conducted a seminar on federally fund 
mind-control experiments. Topics cover 
by Hammond included brainwashir: 
post-hypnotic programming and the indL 
tion of multiple personalities by the CI 
Hammond implied that the cult undt 
ground has roots in Nazi Germany, a 
that the CIA' s cult mind-control tee 
niques are based upon those of Nazi sci< 
tists recruited by the CIA for cold warfa 
(The Washington Post estimates that 5.0 
Nazis resettled in the United States af 
World War IL) Hammond was forced 
drop this line of inquiry due to prof 
sional ridicule, especially from the FM'. 
and even death threats. At a recent 
gional conference on child abuse, he 
gretted that he could no longer speak 
the theme of government mind control. 

While the psychological communit 
awakening to the threat in its ranks. 
world at large remains in the dark. 
"mass hysteria" and "false memory" 
mides disseminated by the establishr 
press obscure federal connections tl 
cults. As at Jonestown and Cht 
Switzerland, cult activity often conciL 
with the destruction of all witnesses. -
cycle of abuse and murder can on!;

A malignant, real-life Q, or an 
eccentric genius whose intentions 
were honorable and just? 

Gottlieb led the agency in 149 
mind control experiments, of which 
about 25 were conducted on unwit­
ting subjects. According to the 
survivor of one victim, the way 
Gottlieb duped American citizens 
was nothing but despicable. 

Less black and white in his 
assessment is John Marks, author 
of the definitive book on the CIA's 
mind control programs, "The 
Search for the 'Manchurian Cc...'1di­
date.'" Marks sees Gottlieb ~ an 
unabashed patriot who nonetheless 
"crossed the same ethical line.5 we 
hanged German doctors in World 
War II for." . 

There is also the vieN of for:ner 
CIA psychologist John Gitti:-.ger, 
who says his close fnend w23 a 
gentle man whose actions were 
widely misunderstood-, The 
agency's LSD experim<:n~s 
bloomed in the era of Josef S:ahn 
and Sen.

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Louis J. West; Psychiatrist, Rights Activist

Dr. Louis Jolyon "Jolly" West, 
an internationally known psychia­
trist, civil rights activist and expert 
un alcoholism, drug abuse and 
cults, has died. He was 74. 

West, who headed the depart­
ment of psychiatry and the Neuro­
µsychiatric Institute at UCLA for 
20 years, died Saturday of cancer at 
his Los Angeles home. 

Although he partially retired in 
1989. West had remained active in 
research and mentoring students. 
He was frequently sought out by 
the news media to offer insight into 
such cults as Heaven's Gate, which 
st.aged a mass suicide in San Diego 
County in 1997. 

West also served frequently as a 
court-appointed expert psychiatrist. 
r ie examined such defendants as 
Jack Ruby-killer of President John 
F'. Kennedy's assassin, Lee Harvey 
Oswald-and Patricia Hearst. the 
::>ymbionese Liberation Army kid­
napping victim turned bank robber. 

Ruby, West said, suffered from 
··major mental illness apparently 
precipitated by the stress of (his] 
trial and its aftermath." West's 
opinion forestalled Ruby's death 
sentence, and the convicted mur­
derer died of cancer in prison. 

West was one of four psychia­
trists named to examine Hearst 
before her 1976 trial in San Fran­
cisco. The panel found her sane and 
:ible to stand trial but, in West's 
words, "psychologically damaged 
is a result of torture by the SLA." 

The doctors urged that she be 
.reated for mental illness before 
.he trial, a recommendation ig-
1ored by the court. West said in a 
)an Diego speech after her convic­
ion: "The government finished the 
iestruction of her life started by an 
:nti-government group." Presi­
lent Jimmy Carter commuted 
1earst's prison sentence in 1979.

when.he was an Air Force doctor at 
L::J.ckland Air Foree Base in Texas. 
Asked to determine why American 
prisoners of war had falsely con­
fessed to-engaging in germ warfare, 
West determined that guilt could be 
instilled by solitary confinement and 
prolonged sleeplessness as well as 
by physical abuse. 

He continued his studies of 
brainwashin over the ears along 
_wit work in t-trauma ic 
stress §J'ndromc, alco o an g 
abuse, pain, sleep problems, 
dreams and hypnosis. 

"What happens in coerced con­
finement," West once told The 
Times, explaining the behavior of 
cult members and kidnapping vic­
tims, "can be called the three 
Ds-debility, dread and depen­
dency. A prisoner is debilitated by 
inactivity, by sleep loss or, worse, 
by physical harm. He is filled with 
dread by constant threats of pain or 
death or harm tD his family. He is 
rendered completely dependent 
upon his captors for information. 
food, shelter, life." 

Always active in civil rights, from 
the American South to South Africa, 
West was the first white psychia­
trist to go to South Africa to testify 
on behalf of black prisoners-and 
Afrikaner Auret Van Heerden­
during the attempt to end apartheid. 
In 1966 he was a member of the 
White House Conference on Civil 
Rights, and he worked for years to 
abolish capital punishmenl 

"Everybody makes a differ­
ence," West said about activism 
while speaking to The Times in 
1985. "You can fight city hall. You 
can change the world. It might not 
seem like much of a change at the 
time, but you have the power as an 
individual to do a great deal" 

Born to Russian Jewish immi­
grants in Madison, Wis., West grew 
up in poverty. But his mother, who 
gave him the middle name Jolyon 
after reading "The Forsyte Saga," 
convinced him that he was des­
tined to do great things. 

West studied at the University of 
Wisconsin and enlisted in the 
Army during World W~r'II, deter­
mined to fight Hitler. Instead, the 
Army sent him to study medicine, a · 
profession he had never consid­
ered, at the University of Iowa. He 
completed his training at the TJni­
vcrsity of Minnesota. 

West was named head of psy­
chiatry at the University of Okla-
homa School of Medicine in 1954 and . 
remained there until he was hired ,1 msT 
by UCLA 15 years later.
