SIZE OF ROUND FACETED STONES.
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A FEW WORDS ABOUT CUTTING
A brief explanation about gem cutting ought to be inter-

esting, and is more or less necessary if you are going to select

gems intelligently. The first thing to get fixed permanently in

your mind is that there is one distinct physical characteristic
that governs the cutting of all gems, that is, its quality of per-

mitting light to pass through it, therefore stones are classed

as transparent, translucent and opaque. Any transparent stone

may be cut with facets. The shape may be either round, square,

or oblong, that does not matter, but so long as it is cut with

little flat reflecting surfaces on both front and back it is called

a faceted stone. If the stone is cut with facets on the back and

is smooth on the front, no matter what the shape of the out-

line, it is called a buff top.
All opaque stones are cut with a smooth surface front and

back, the outline is generally either round or oval, though it

may be anything desired; this style of cutting is called en cabo-

chon; it is the way opals are cut, and turquoise. Often, how-

ever, transparent stones are cut en cabochon, as, for instance

the amethyst, topaz, garnet, etc. The garnet cut this way is

called a carbuncle. You should bear in mind that, whereas

any transparent stone may be cut either faceted or cabochon,
the translucent stone is best cut cabochon, and the opaque

stone is never cut with facets.

You will observe that we list round faceted stones as DIA-

MOND CUT and STAR CUT, and you will wonder what the dif-

ference is and why. This is a matter we are anxious to have

you understand, and a study of the accompanying photographs
will help you. In the first place the front of both of these styles
of cut is exactly the same, that is, there are 32 facets besides the

table. It is in the backs that the difference is to be found. The

DIAMOND CUT stone has a lighter back, the angle is more

acute and the little facets are diamond shape. This style of cut-

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ting gives the greatest brilliancy it is possible to impart to a

stone. Some stones, however, are cut with a heavier back than
that of the diamond cut, in order that the stone may show more

depth of color, the effect when examined closely is that of a

star, hence the name STAR CUT. So remember: DIAMOND
CUT gives greater brilliancy, STAR CUT gives more color.

With all due modesty, we say that there is no place in the
world where finer gem cutting is done than in our shop. Our
25 years’ experience is all at your service. Besides the conven-
tional shapes we cut fancy shapes you will see nowhere else.

The carat being the standard of weight, we have prepared
sketches of a few of the standard cuts in different sizes, which
you will notice on the next page. You should refer to these
sketches to learn the size of stone you want.

Besides the sketches we have had color plates made show-
ing the DIFFERENT STYLES of cutting, and you will gain a
more accurate idea from these than from all we could say. But
no color plate can be made to exactly reproduce the beauty of a

stone, and, although no expense has been spared in these plates,
still they can do no more than give you a fair idea of our gems.

COLORED FACETED STONES

THE MOCA GEM

No. A21 the Moca Gem is a stone you are bound to con-
sider. In color it is a rich, transparent, brown, the same shade
of brown as occurs only in the rare and beautiful Coffee-
-Diamond, which it so closely resembles in brilliancy and lustre
that only the expert can tell them apart. It is cut just like a
diamond and has the same number of facets, or reflecting sur-

faces (32 on the front and 24 on the back). We say frankly
that this gem is our biggest value under the classification of
Colored Faceted Stones.

Although the Moca Gem is one of Nature’s products (as
distinguishing it from scientifically produced gems), you will
find it offered for sale nowhere else in the whole world, be-
cause we control the only producing mine.

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AMETHYST.

Amethyst, the purple gem, is the birthstone for the month

of February, and denotes sincerity. We wish it were possible to

put one of these gems into the catalogue instead of merely tell-

ing you about it, but we ask you to turn to the colored plate,
which gives you a fair idea of this stone’s beauty. To simply

say that this gem is purple, however, is not enough, as the

shades of color range between the daintiest tint and the most

profound Royal Purple. It is quite likely that you have never

even seen a Royal Purple Amethyst, as there are not half a

score of jewelers in the United States who can show one, to say

nothing of a selection, and yet you will see by our listing that

we carry this really gorgeous stone in stock in a variety of

cuts and sizes. Our other shades of amethyst are not less

beautiful than the Royal, only different, less dense in color,
as many people prefer. Our dark purple is what is generally
sold as the finest obtainable, and our lightest shade, which

is of a lilac tint, is very close to the color of the gem Kunzite,
for which, in fact, it is frequently sold by the unscrupulous.

The Almandine Garnet has a strong violet cast; the color
can be favorably compared to that of currant wine when held
to the light.

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SYNTHETIC GEMS

Synthetic, which means a putting together, as all who have

studied chemistry know, is the one word in all of our language
that proerly designates these gems. Every natural gem is, of

course, a crystal, and the crystal is formed by nature through

the combining of several elements. Having analyzed the differ-

ent gems and discovered of what they are composed, man's next

step was to take the several elements and attempt to combine

them.

But emery is very far from being a gem, just as far,

in fact, as a lump of coal, which is of the same chemical com-

position as the diamond, carbon, so the synthetic chemist had no

small task before him in transforming this crude material into

a precious stone. Perseverence, time, the almost unlimited ex-

penditure of money, and a rare order of intelligence triumphed

in the end, however, and the world found itself the possessor of

the reconstructed or synthetic white sapphire, then the ruby,

which is in truth a red sapphire, and then the blue sapphire.

As will naturally be supposed, this made a great distur-

bance in the gem world, and for awhile the synthetic stone held

its own and brought almost as high a price as Nature’s product,
and this might have continued to be the case had the secret

been successfully confined to one man’s keeping and the output

restricted. The price was gradually hammered down, however,

to a figure far below that of the mined gem, so that now these

natural precious stones scientifically reconstructed, are within

the reach of all who love gems. We offer the following:
