TODAY'S TREND TO MAKE IT YOURSELF,
the awakening of the pioneer spirit, the desire to
make something yourself and then wear it with
pride is never more evident than in the artistic
community. Handmade jewelry is a favorite at art
fairs and galleries, and here you will learn the skills
and techniques necessary to DIY (do it yourself)
for fun, pleasure, profit, and pride in your own
abilities. You'll love to wear the jewelry you learn
to make on the following pages, and giving these
pieces as gifts, knowing that a part of you went
into making them, is one of the more rewarding
experiences you'll have in life. You do not have to
be a professional with a dedicated studio of your
own and lots of money invested to make the jewelry
we teach you to make here.

After you've done a couple of these projects, though,
you may just find yourself setting aside a room, a
work table, or some space in your home dedicated
to your creations and searching for beads and
metal of all types and colors to add to your cache
of materials. Everyone is creative; sometimes we
just need a little advice and experience to express
that creativity. You'll find the advice you need to
gain some useful jewelry design experience in
Picture Yourself Making Jewelry and Beading.
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What You'll Find in This Book

WITH MORE THAN A DOZEN different proj-
ects, and variations on many of them, you'll find
much here to pique your interest and inspire your
creativity. Hundreds of photographs illustrate every
step necessary to create these one-of-a-kind works
of art so that you can learn every technique and
skill required to create your own jewelry. All you
need is inspiration, and you'll find lots of that here
too—from the unique and beautiful handmade
beads used in Chapter 1, “Working with Wire and
Beads,” to the BeadforLife beads used in Chapter 3,
“Modern Chandelier Earrings,” right through to
Hippie Queen Necklace, the last project in Chapter
12, “Fun Variations—Combining Components.”
Along the way, you will learn the basics of creating
your own jewelry, including how to work with
jump rings, why you should always wear safety
glasses, where to find inexpensive “practice” mate-
rials, and more.

Simple detailed step-by-step instructions from an
experienced instructor, enable you to jump in at
any point in the book and complete a project.
You can start at the beginning and work your way
through as the projects go from very simple to
more elaborate, or depending on your level of
expertise, you can jump in at any point.

Mostly, what you'll find here is inspiration to have
fun and indulge your creative side. Your goal as a
jewelry artist, above all, should be to have fun and
enjoy making these projects and many more that
you will design yourself.

Picture Yourself Making Jewelry and Beading
includes projects that require limited tools and
encourage the use of inexpensive alternative mate-
rials. You are encouraged to improvise with what
you have on hand or what is easily obtained. You
will learn to think outside the box and see many
uses for ordinary items and to check out your
garage or workroom before you go shopping for
expensive tools.

The materials we use in the book are inexpensive.
Ordering them is simple and easy, and we point
you toward some of our favorites in the Resources
Appendix. Using the techniques demonstrated in
this book, you will be able to create many very
different types of jewelry from just a few simple
materials.

Neither will the projects featured in Picture Yourself
Making Jewelry and Beading require a lot of expen-
sive tools. Most of the tools used are readily avail-
able at your local hardware or home improvement
stores. The projects you learn in this book will give
you the skills and ideas you need to go on and
create your own personal designs.
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Who This Book Is For

THE JEWELRY PROJECTS FEATURED in this
book are meant to inspire students at every level of
expertise. Beginning jewelry artists will be able to
expand on the basics. They will find useful tips and
information about the basic tools required for
jewelry making and instruction in the basic
techniques that are to be mastered as they move
through the stages of learning.

Experienced artists will find new design ideas that
will, in turn, inspire them to create their own even
more unique designs. Experienced jewelry design-
ers will find ideas and techniques that they can
incorporate into their own designs along with
new ideas for combining various components. The
options here will spark your imagination to create
endless variations on the designs we present. You
may also learn some new techniques to incorpo-
rate into your current designs.

We encourage you to experiment and to go beyond
the projects we present here. If you have an idea,
get to work on it. If it doesn't work, well, mistakes
are part of the learning process, and often, a
mistake leads to a new idea for a completely new
design. There is no such thing as wasted time
doing art of any kind. As you work on these pieces,
you will gain the confidence to experiment. There
is no wrong. The more you experiment, the more
options you will have with your designs. At the
very least, as you experiment you will learn what
doesn't work!

There is always something new to learn. Jewelry
making is a constant learning process with no end
in sight!
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Tools You Will Need

IN THE LISTS OF TOOLS required for the
projects in this book, you will often find a choice
of tools or instructions on how to “make do” with
what's available. Don't have a rawhide mallet? A
piece of scrap leather and a regular hammer will
easily do the same job without the need to invest
in an expensive specialized tool.

Jewelry projects can require many, often expensive,
tools. Before you decide to invest in expensive
specialty tools, which you may only occasionally
use, raid the garage workbench, toolbox, junk
drawers, local hardware stores, auctions, garage
sales, antique shops, and flea markets. Learn to
adapt and make do with what's available.

Jewelry supply catalogs are always full of great tips
and suggestions on the items and products that
they carry. Subscribe to as many as possible and
study them often. Look for items that serve multi-
ple purposes:

Wooden dowel rods, PVC pipe, or old wooden
baseball bats can be used to shape wire and
sheet silver.

Pencils, pens, markers, or bamboo skewers can
be used to make jump rings and coil beads.

Use a concrete block or garden pavers to tex-
ture sheet silver.

A regular inexpensive hammer, used carefully,
can be used to texture sheet silver.

Screwdrivers and nail set punches can be used
to stamp sheet silver.

Inexpensive wire from your local hardware
store or home improvement center can be used
to experiment with designs before committing
to more expensive sterling silver or gold.

Cover metal with a thick piece of scrap leather
on a hard flat surface and gently hammer it to
flatten the metal.

Always think “outside the box” when you are look-
ing for tools. They do not have to be expensive and
you can accumulate them over time as you find

yourself needing something specific to a certain job.

Here's a list of things you'll find a need for as you
work through the projects in this book. Most are
fairly inexpensive.

Pliers: Many specialty pliers are available
through jewelry supply companies. Before you
invest in more costly specialty pliers, start with
just the basic necessities: two pairs of chain
nose pliers, two pairs of round nose pliers, and
a good pair of cutters. You can start out with
low cost pliers, decide what you use most and
start to upgrade your pliers as needed. Always
keep a good pair close at hand to use for many
tasks.

Round nose pliers: Round smooth tapered
jaws. Used to make loops and curved bends in
wire and metal. Can purchase at local arts and
crafts store or through a jewelry supply company.
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Chain nose pliers: Flat, smooth, tapered jaws.
Used to grip small components and to bend
and shape wire and metal. It's good to have at
least two pairs available. Can purchase at local
arts and crafts store or through a jewelry supply
company.

Black Permanent Marker: Black...yes;
blue...no. Use a permanent black marker as a
guide for cutting and measuring. Blue perma-
nent marker will stain some stones and beads
and will not come off. Marks from a black
permanent marker can be removed from a
metal surface using fine steel wool. Both fine
and ultra fine markers are good to have. Buy
them by the boxful from office supply stores.

Ruler: Metal is best; the measurements are
more accurate. You can find good ones at any
jewelry supply company or office supply store.

Hard flat surface: This is a smooth steel sur-
face. Check your local hardware store, metal
machine shops, and recycling center for a suit-
able surface. You can also find this item
through jewelry supply companies.

File: You will use files a lot. Some are quite
costly but worth the investment if you need
them for specific purposes; you can also pick
up less expensive ones at the hardware store.
Many great files are available through jewelry
supply companies. They come in many varieties
of coarseness. You may want to purchase an
inexpensive set of files and use them until you
determine what coarseness will best suit the
materials that works best for your needs.

Safety glasses: Not very stylish but absolutely
necessary! Make it a habit to wear safety
glasses. Unexpected flying metal when you are
cutting and long wire flipping around when
you're bending it can lead to serious eye
injuries. Don't risk it.

Sanding pads: Sanding paper and sanding
pads are useful to remove rough edges. Super
fine grit is great to use after you've filed metal
to smooth the edges and remove file marks.
Sanding pads and paper can be cut into any
desired size. They are flexible and will fit into
small areas. Sanding paper can be used to elim-
inate small surface scratches on some metal
surfaces. Available in wide assortment of grits.
Can be used wet or dry.

Hammer: Many specialty hammers are avail-
able through jewelry supply companies. Before
you invest in costly hammers, start with the
basics. A simple ball-peen hammer, flat on one
end and rounded on the other purchased from
the hardware store, is all you will need to
begin. Buy a couple of inexpensive ones and
use them until you determine whether you
need to invest in a better, more expensive
hammer. Once you have a hammer, designate
it for jewelry only, taking care that it doesn't
find its way in to your garage!

Tin snips: The preferred method to cut sheet
silver is to use a jeweler's saw (available
through jewelry supply companies), but if you
are just starting out and don't want to make
that kind of purchase just yet, you can use tin
snips. They are great for cutting thick materi-
als. They have a slightly serrated blade, which
will leave marks on the cut material. You can
eliminate the serrated marks by filing the cut
edges of the metal and then sanding them
smooth.

Masking tape: Great for many uses. Use mask-
ing tape to hold small items in place, to mark
items, and to wrap the jaws of your pliers to
prevent marring the metal. Use the best quality
masking tape you can find. The back of less
expensive, lower quality, masking tape is a little
too gooey, and it leaves a residue on surfaces.
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Nail set punch: Usually come in sets of three
sizes. This can be purchased at your local hard-
ware store or home improvement center. Great
to stamp circle shapes into metal.

Awl: A pointed tool used to make pilot holes
in pieces to be drilled. You can use a small nail
instead, but you will need to replace the nail
often because the end will quickly become
misshapen.

1/16" drill bit: Many bits are available
through jewelry supply companies. These can
be purchased at your local hardware store or
home improvement center. 18-gauge wire and
18-gauge jump rings will fit through the hole
created using a 1/16" drill bit.

Handheld rotary tool: A wide variety of
brands, styles, and price ranges are available.

A handheld variable speed rotary tool serves
many uses: polishing, drilling, etching, and
more. They usually come with a kit of attach-
ments. Many bits and attachments are available
through jewelry supply companies.

Liver of sulfur or oxidizing solution: |
recommend purchasing chemicals through a
jewelry supply company. They are very knowl-
edgeable about the products and will provide
information to you about the product. The
company will also provide free Material Safety
Data Sheets (MSDS). Always follow the manu-
facturer's safety recommendations when
working with any type of chemical.

Fine steel wool: Use to remove darkened areas
on the surface of silver after applying oxidizing
solution. Comes in many grades. Rinse your
work after using steel wool.

Polishing cloth: Many choices available.
Some are treated with rouge for cleaning and
polishing.
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Handmade Bead Drop Earrings

Follow the step-by-step instructions to make these basic bead earrings using a loop closure.
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MATERIALS NEEDED TOOLS NEEDED

Two 1%" head pins (base metal) Ruler

Assorted beads
Two sterling silver ear wires

Marker

Wire cutters or tin snips
Chain nose pliers
Round nose pliers

2. Use the ruler to measure and mark %"
above the top bead on the head pin. With
the wire cutters or tin snips, cut the head
pin wire /4" above the top bead.

1. Slide the beads onto the head pin.




3. Using the chain nose pliers, bend the head
pin wire next to the top bead at a 90-degree
(or right) angle.

4. Hold the head pin with the beads on it in
one hand with the wire that you bent point-
ing toward you. Using the round nose pliers,
grip the end of the head pin wire that is
pointing toward you, and roll it away from
you. Your hand position will be similar to
that of holding a bicycle handlebar (think
of turning the ignition key to start your car).
Release the pliers from the head pin wire.

At this point, the opening in the loop at the
top of the head pin wire should still be large
enough to slip the ear wire on. After adding
the ear wire, use the round nose pliers to
grasp the loop of the head pin wire and roll
the loop closed. If necessary, you can use the
round nose or chain nose pliers to adjust the
shape of your loop at the top of the head pin.

5. Repeat Steps 1 through 4 for the second
earring.
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The more you practice this technique, the easier it
will become to keep the loop round in shape. As

an alternative to using a ruler to measure the spot
to cut off the head pin at 76" above the beads, you
can designate a bead that is /4" long or a piece of

hollow tube cut to 74" long as your measuring rod.

Then simply slide the bead or tube onto the top of
the head pin and cut the wire directly above it.
This will create a uniform length on all of these
that you do.

I use base metal head pins

for strength on projects that

use a loop closure at the top.

Base metal is stronger than

sterling silver, and you will not need

to worry about the loop coming open.

I do use sterling silver for the ear wires;
some people are sensitive to base metal
because of the nickel content when it
comes in direct contact with their skin.

Head pins are available in a wide variety of styles
and lengths. They can be found in flat, rounded,
balled, paddle, and fancy with a wide assortment of
shapes and designs on the ends. You can also find
head pins with gemstones and crystals on the

ends. Head pins come in many materials: sterling
silver, base metal, nickel, 14kt gold, gold-filled,
vermeil, and more. Sizes range from 2" to 4".

Handmade Bead Drop Necklace

Follow the step-by-step instructions here to make this basic bead necklace using a loop closure.

MATERIALS NEEDED TOOLS NEEDED

One 1%" head pin (base metal) Ruler

Assorted beads Marker

One sterling silver jump ring (pictured is round Wire cutters or tin snips

1. Slide the beads onto the head pin. 2. Use the ruler to measure and mark 7"
above the top bead on the head pin. With
the wire cutters or tin snips, cut the head
pin wire 746" above the top bead.




3. Using the chain nose pliers, bend the head 5. Open the jump ring and place it through the
pin wire next to the top bead at a 90-degree closed loop at the top of the head pin. Close
angle. the jump ring.

To open and close jump rings:

To close
the jump ring, hold it the same way as
you did to open it and roll your wrists

You can make several of these in different colors
and styles; they can be interchanged on a chain,
ribbon, or leather cord.



Handmade Gypsy Inspired Necklace

This dynamic bead necklace has a lot going on. The use of multiple beads of various sizes on multiple
strands of chain brings to mind a twirling gypsy dance. This “gypsy” necklace is made using techniques
described in the earring and necklace projects. It can be made using any number of beads and head pins,
but using an odd number of beads will help it to hang more evenly when you wear it.
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MATERIALS NEEDED

Head pins (12" base metal)

(22 were used for this project)

Assorted beads

18" sterling silver link chain with clasp

9" sterling silver link chain

Two sterling silver jump rings (16-gauge round

5 mm x 3.2 mm were used for the necklace shown)

It's helpful to use a nonslip
surface or bead tray to keep
your beads from rolling around.
This type of surface also comes in
handy to lay out your beads and check
placement of the various colors before
you start to work.

TOOLS NEEDED
Ruler

Marker

Wire cutters or tin snips
Round nose pliers

Chain nose pliers—2 pair

For this project, I used 22 main beads (15 on the
bottom strand and 7 on the upper strand) with
various accent beads. I used handmade LAURA-
WORLD beads that are one of a kind. You can
choose similar beads and work to duplicate the
pictured necklace or use your favorite beads and

color combinations to create your own work of art.
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1. Slide the beads onto the head pins.

Slide all of the beads onto the
head pins and then lay them
out around the chain on a nonslip
surface such as a rubber drawer liner to
make sure that you like the look of the
necklace before you begin to attach
them to the chain.

2. Use the ruler to measure and mark 7is”
above the top bead on your head pins.
With wire cutters or tin snips, cut the head
pin wire 46" above the top bead.

3. Use the chain nose pliers to bend the head

pin wire next to the top bead at a 90-degree
angle.
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4. Hold the head pin with the beads on it in

one hand with the wire that you bent point-
ing toward you. Using the round nose pliers,
grip the end of the head pin wire that is
pointing toward you and roll it away from
you, making sure that the opening in the
loop of the head pin is still large enough to
slip onto a link of the 18" chain. After you
add the head pin to the link of the chain, use
the round nose pliers to grasp the loop of
the head pin wire and roll the loop closed

(I start at the center and work out to each
side). To evenly space the beads on the chain,
simply count the links of chain between
where the head pins are connected. Repeat
these steps until you have the desired
amount of head pins with beads added to
the chain. You will now have a finished 18"
single strand necklace.

To make a double-strand necklace, continue
with the following steps.

. Attach the beaded head pins to links of the
additional 9” of chain. Lay out the completed
single strand necklace with the clasp closed,
and then lay out the additional length of
chain to determine its placement.

6. Opening and closing jump rings: With two

pairs of chain nose pliers pointing up, hold
the jump ring with the opening at the top.
Roll one of your wrists away from you and
your other wrist toward you. Open the jump
ring only as much as needed. To close the
jump ring, hold it the same way and roll your
wrists in the opposite direction. Think of
holding a piece of paper and tearing it!
Never pull the jump ring ends out; this will
weaken the metal, and it will be difficult to
close the jump ring.

times you can get them to give private
instruction. Finally, there are bead
societies and clubs throughout the
country that offer lots of information
on where to get started making beads.

This necklace is an excellent way to use beads that
are left from your other projects. Use any color or
bead combination that appeals to you. You can
also use charms alternately with your beads to
create a different look.

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“Be an artist everyday, unique, complex, one of a kind.”

Basics of making glass beads:
Take a rod of glass and gradually introduce it to a 1500-degree flame that is oxygen and propane fed.

Heat the desired amount of glass until it is molten and then transfer it onto a specially coated stainless
steel rod.

While continuously turning it, form the molten glass into a round ball shape.

At this point, you have made a basic bead, but this is also the point where changing the shape or
layering color and texture make the bead truly your own.

Still turning the rod, take the glass out of the heat and let it slowly cool down until the glass is no longer
moving. Place the bead into an annealing kiln at 950 degrees and let the kiln slowly reduce in temperature
for eight hours until the bead is cool enough to remove from the rod and clean.

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Wire and Seed Bead Earrings

These wire and seed bead earrings are easy and fun to make.
You can let your creativity run free in choosing color combinations and wire configurations.
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MATERIALS NEEDED

20-gauge sterling silver wire, approx 7"
Seed beads
Two sterling silver ear wires

1. You will need two 3%" pieces of 20-gauge
sterling silver wire. Use the ruler to measure
and mark the 7" piece of 20-gauge sterling
silver wire in the center or at 3%". Use the
wire cutters or tins to cut the wire.

TOOLS NEEDED
Ruler

Marker

Wire cutters or tin snips
Round nose pliers
Safety glasses

Hard flat surface
Hammer

File

Fine grit sanding pad
Chain nose pliers
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2. Use the ruler to measure each wire and mark
it at 1%4". This is where you will make the
loops to attach the ear wire to each earring.
By measuring and marking both wires in the
same place in this manner, you will be able
to keep the loop placement alike on both of
the earrings.

. Working with one wire at a time, grasp the
wire in the jaws of the round nose pliers
where you have measured and marked the
wire. Hold the wire approximately " from
the tip of the pliers. The closer you hold the
wire to the end of the jaws of the pliers,
the smaller the loop will be. The further up
in the jaws of the pliers you hold the wire,
the larger the loop will be.

. Hold the wire firmly in the jaws of the round
nose pliers and use your fingers to bend

the wire down to form an upside-down U.

It will resemble the shape at the top of a
bobby pin.

. Continue to firmly hold the wire in the jaws

of the round nose pliers and use your fingers
to bend the wire around the pliers until the
wire ends are both pointing up. This will
form the loop where you will attach the

ear wires.
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6. Repeat Steps 3—5 with the second wire.

Compare the length of the two wires. If
necessary, use the wire cutters or tin snips
to trim the ends to make them even.

8. Add seed beads to one side of the wire. Slide

the seed beads up to the top of the wire next
to the loop. This will help to keep them safely
out of the way while you are hammering the

ends of the wire flat.

. Use the ruler to measure and mark the wire
Y," from each end. This will give you a visual
guide as you flatten the ends of the wires
with the hammer. Flattening the wire ends
will keep your seed beads from sliding off.

. Lay the wire on a hard flat surface and, with

the hammer, strike the end of the wire with
a firm tap using the 4" mark that you made
on the end of the wire as a visual guide. You
may need to strike the wire end multiple
times to achieve the flatness that you desire.
Because this project uses 20-gauge sterling
silver wire, you will not need to use a lot of
force to flatten the end. It is better to gently
strike the end multiple times than to use a
lot of force when you strike the wire and risk
ruining or misshaping the wire.
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10. Repeat Steps 7, 8, and 9 on each of the wire 12. With chain nose pliers, gently open the loop

ends: adding beads, sliding them up to the at the bottom of the ear wire and place it
loop, and then hammering the ends flat on through the loop that you formed at the top
each of the wires. Repeat this process on the of the beaded wires. Close the loop at the
other earring. bottom of the ear wire.

11. File the flattened ends of the wires to remove
any sharp or rough edges. Use a fine grit
sanding pad to go over the area where you

have filed to smooth the edges and remove Some of the many variations on this project are
any file marks. If needed, use the fine grit pictured here. The possibilities are endless. You can
sanding pad to remove any marker lines on bend zigzags in the wire or curve one end of the
the silver wire. wire.

you should add enough extra length to the wire so
that the earrings still have enough length to dance
around your ears.

You can pick up inexpensive
20-gauge metal wire at a hard-
ware store and play with your
designs before doing them in sterling
silver.

Hold the wire approximately ¥s" from the
end of the tip of the round nose pliers with
the wire curving down. This will give you a
good size loop through which you can place
the eye pin and ear wire.

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5. Continue to firmly hold the wire in the jaws

of the round nose pliers and, using your fin-
gers, further bend the wire around the pliers
until the wire ends are both curved up. This
will form the loop where you will attach the
ear wires. Continue to bend the memory wire
until you have the curve that you want for
your earrings. The earrings shown here have
a curve that is almost a half circle.

. Repeat this step with the other wire. After
you have bent both wires, you can compare
the curve of the two wires and the length

of the end wires. Adjust the curves by bend-
ing the wires with your fingers. Use the chain
nose pliers to break the ends of the memory
wire to make the two wires the same length.
Remember: Break the memory wire, do not
cut it with wire cutters.

7. To make the loops at the bottom of the
curved memory wire, use the round nose
pliers to grip the end of the memory wire
and roll it inward to form a loop. Release the
wire and roll again to close the loop. This
wire is not easy to bend, so it may take a few
attempts to get the loop closed. Repeat this
step on each end of the curved wires. Set
these aside.
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9. Use the ruler to measure and mark ¢" 11.
above the top of the bead on the head pin.
Use the wire cutters or tin snips to cut the
head pin wire where you marked.

10. Using the chain nose pliers, bend the head
pin wire next to the top bead at a right
angle.

12
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Hold the head pin with the bead on it in one
hand with the wire that you bent pointing
toward you. Use the round nose pliers to grip
the end of the head pin that is pointing
toward you and roll it away from you.
Release the pliers from the head pin. At this
point, the opening in the loop at the top of
the head pin wire should be large enough to
slip onto the loop of the memory wire. After
adding the memory wire loop through the
head pin loop, use the round nose pliers to
grasp the loop of the head pin wire and roll
it closed.

Repeat Steps 8 through 11 until you have all
six of the beaded head pins added to the
curved memory wire.

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Wire-wrapped Sterling Silver Cuff Bracelet

This is a beautiful piece for any age—and very simple to make.




Wire-Wrapped Cuff Bracelet JeLET IS &

MATERIALS NEEDED

24" 18-gauge sterling silver wire

Pre-made sterling silver cuff bracelet

(You can make your own cuff bracelet from heavy
gauge sterling silver rectangle wire if you prefer.)

1. Apply liver of sulfur or oxidizing solution to
the 24" of 18-gauge sterling silver wire.

It is very important to follow
any safety recommendations
the manufacturer suggests on the
directions when working with any
chemicals.

4. Firmly grasp the marked center of the 24"
18-gauge wire in the jaws of the round nose
pliers. Use your fingers to bend the sides
down to form an upside-down U shape

3. Next, measure and mark the center of the (the wire will resemble a large bobby pin).
top of the cuff bracelet (because it's curved,
you can just kind of eyeball it). Then use the
ruler to measure and mark %" from the

center of the cuff to each side. When working with long
pieces of wire, safety glasses

are recommended.
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5. Slide the wire onto the sterling silver cuff

bracelet to the center mark. Pinch the wire
tight onto the cuff bracelet and, while hold-
ing the wire on the cuff with your fingers,
wrap one side of the wire randomly toward
the %" mark that you made on the top of the
cuff bracelet. You will want to watch where

the 7" and the 17" marks are on the wire and
use them to match up with the %" mark that
you made on the cuff bracelet.

. Finish wrapping the wire on the other side,
matching up the 7" and the 17" marks on
the cuff bracelet with the 34" marks on the
18-gauge wire.

7. Now wrap the wire on one side back toward
the center of the cuff bracelet. Then wrap the
wire on the other side of the cuff bracelet
back toward the center. You may need to
trim and file the ends of the wire so that they
end up on the backside of the cuff bracelet.

8. Use the round nose pliers to curl the ends of

the wire up into the wrapped wire on the
underside of the cuff bracelet. Use the chain
nose pliers to firmly squeeze the ends up
into the other wrapped wire. This will keep
the ends securely in place.

9. Use fine steel wool to remove the darkened
area on the surface of the wire, leaving
the areas in the crevices of the wrapped wire
dark. Buff the wrapped wire and the cuff
bracelet with a polishing cloth.

each end of the 1" pieces of rectangle wire
and place a mark in the center of the wire.

Place the 1"
rectangle wire pieces onto a hard, flat
surface. Place the point of the awl on the
mark that you made Yi6” from each end
of the rectangle wire, and firmly strike once
on the top of the awl with a hammer. This
will make a pilot hole for drilling holes into
the rectangle wire.

Always wear your safety %
glasses when doing any job

that might result in metal, stone,
or any hard material flying around.
Protect your eyes from injury at all
times!
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If you don't have an awl, you
can use a small nail to start
your pilot hole. Use the same tech-
nique described here for using an awl.

6. Using a 46" drill bit, drill holes into each end
of the rectangle wire pieces with a handheld
rotary tool, flex shaft, or drill press (don't
forget to wear your safety glasses!).

7. Use the file or fine grit sanding pad to
eliminate any burs or rough edges left from
drilling holes into the rectangle wire pieces.

8. Curve both 1" pieces of the rectangle wire
into a “C" shape using a ring mandrel and
rawhide mallet. Align the holes that you
drilled on each end of the 1" rectangle wire
pieces. Compare both of the C-shaped rectan
gle wire pieces and adjust the curves so that
they are similar in size.

If you do not have a ring
mandrel and rawhide mallet,
use two pairs of chain nose pliers:
Holding one pair in each hand, grasp
each end of the 1” rectangle wire piece
in the chain nose pliers and gently bend
the rectangle wire into a “C" shape.
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9. Slide the head pin through the holes in the
C-shaped rectangle wire to make sure that
the holes are vertically aligned and that the
head pin slides through both holes easily.
Perform these steps for both C-shaped
rectangle wires.

10. After testing that the head pins slide easily
through the holes in the C-shaped rectangle
wire, remove the head pins and set the “C"
shapes aside. Add two seed beads to the
bottom of the head pin.

11. Slide the head pin with the two seed
beads on it through the bottom hole of the
C-shaped rectangle wire.

12. Slide seed beads onto the head pin above

the bottom hole of the C-shaped rectangle
wire. (I used 11 seed beads, but you can
adjust the amount of beads that you use.
You may need to use more or less beads
depending on the size of the beads used
and the distance between the holes on the
C-shaped rectangle wire.)

. Slide the head pin through the top hole of
the C-shaped rectangle wire.

14. Add seed beads to the head pin above the

top hole of the C-shaped rectangle wire.

[ used six seed beads, but, again, you can
adjust the amount of beads you use. Just
make sure to leave at least %" of head
pin wire above the top seed bead to allow
enough wire to make the loop closure.
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15. Use the ruler to measure and mark 6"
above the top bead on the head pin. With
the wire cutters or tin snips, cut the head
pin wire 746" above the top bead.

16. Use the chain nose pliers to bend the head

pin wire next to the top bead at a 90-degree

angle.

17. Hold the head pin with the beads and the

rectangle wire on it in one hand with the
wire that you bent pointing toward you.
Using the round nose pliers, grip the end of
the head pin wire that is pointing toward
you and roll it away from you (your hand
position will be similar to that of holding a
bicycle handlebar). Release the pliers from
the head pin wire. At this point, the opening
in the loop at the top of the head pin wire
should still be large enough to slip the ear
wire on. After adding the ear wire, use the
round nose pliers to grasp the loop of the
head pin wire and roll it closed. If necessary,
you can use the round nose or chain nose
pliers to adjust the shape of the loop at the
top of the head pin.

18. Repeat these steps for the second earring.

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Ancient Elements Textured Silver Earrings

These rustic-looking pieces get their texture from a cement block!
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MATERIALS NEEDED

Two 2" x 1" 18-gauge sterling silver sheet silver

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1. Use the ruler to measure and mark two
1" x 1" rectangle pieces of 18-gauge sterling
sheet silver.

2. Using a jeweler’s saw or tin snips, cut the 18-
gauge sterling sheet silver into two %" x 1"
rectangles (if you will be making the bracelet
and pendant projects, you may want to cut
all of the rectangle silver pieces needed for
the other projects and texture them all at
one time).

3. Place the two %" x 1" sterling silver rectan-
gle pieces onto the sticky side of a piece of
masking tape. This will help you to hold the
silver rectangles in place while you are tex-
turing them, and will also help to keep your
fingertips at a safe distance to avoid hitting
them with the hammer.

4. Place the piece of masking tape with the
silver rectangles sticky side down onto a
concrete block or landscape paver.
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5. With a hammer, gently strike the tape-covered

silver rectangles using a firm strike, but don't
hit too hard. You can achieve the desired tex-
ture more easily with multiple soft strikes
rather than a few hard strikes. Lift the tape
frequently and check the progress of the tex-
turing, making sure that the entire surface of
the silver rectangles is getting a uniform tex-
ture. The surface will look similar to sandpa-
per if you are using a concrete block. When
you achieve the desired texture, remove the
silver rectangles from the masking tape.

6. The silver rectangles will have a slight curve

to them, and the edges will be misshapen
and sharp after you texture them. You can
leave the silver rectangles curved or, to flat-
ten them, place the silver rectangles on a
hard, flat surface and use a rawhide mallet
to flatten them. If you do not have a rawhide
mallet, you can place the silver rectangles on
a hard, flat surface, cover the pieces with a
thick piece of scrap leather, and use a ham-
mer to gently tap the leather covered silver
rectangles to flatten them.

. You will need to use a file to eliminate any

rough or sharp edges. Use a fine grit sanding
pad to go over the area where you have filed
to smooth the edges and remove any file
marks.
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8. Measure Yi6” from one end of each textured
silver rectangle and place a mark in the
center of each piece. This is where the holes
will be drilled to attach the jump ring and
bar components.

. Put on the safety glasses. Place the textured

silver rectangles onto a hard, flat surface.
Place the point of the awl on the mark that
you made /46" from the end of the rectangle
pieces and use a hammer to firmly strike
once on the top of the awl to make a pilot
hole for drilling the holes into the silver
rectangles.

10. Using a 46" drill bit, drill holes into each of

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13. After applying the oxidizing solution, use 15. Add the bar component and textured silver
fine steel wool to remove the darkened areas rectangle to the jump ring. Close the jump
on the raised surface of the silver rectangles, ring.

leaving some of the textured areas dark. Rub
the fine steel wool over the jump rings and
bar components to remove some but not all
of the darkened areas. Rinse with water, dry,
and rub with polishing cloth.

16. Gently open the loop at the bottom of the
ear wire, add the other end of the bar com-
ponent, and then close the ear wire loop.

14. With two pair of chain nose pliers pointing
up, hold the jump ring with the opening at
the top.

Two pairs of chain nose pliers
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1. Use the ruler to measure and mark one 2" x

1" rectangle piece of 18-gauge sterling sheet
silver (if you will be making the earrings and
bracelet projects, you may want to cut the
rectangle silver pieces needed for the other
projects texture them all at one time).

. Using a jeweler's saw or tin snips, cut the
18-gauge sterling sheet silver into one 2" x
1" rectangle.

. Place the 2" x 1" sterling silver rectangle

onto the sticky side of a piece of masking
tape. This will help you hold the silver
rectangle in place while you are texturing it;
it will also help to keep your fingertips at a
safe distance to avoid hitting them with

the hammer.

4. Place the piece of masking tape with the
silver rectangle sticky side down onto a
concrete block or landscape paver.

5. With a hammer, gently strike the tape cov-

ered silver rectangle with a firm strike; there
is no need to hit it too hard. You can achieve
the desired texture more easily with multiple
soft strikes rather than a few hard strikes.
Lift the tape frequently and check the
progress of the texturing, making sure that
the entire surface of the silver rectangle is
getting a uniform texture. The surface will
look similar to sandpaper if you are using a
concrete block. When you achieve the
desired texture, remove the silver rectangle
from the masking tape.
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6. The silver rectangle will have a slight curve to

it, and the edges will be misshapen and
sharp after texturing it. If you like, you can
leave the rectangle curved. If you want to
flatten it, place the rectangle on a hard, flat
surface and use a rawhide mallet to flatten it.
If you do not have a rawhide mallet, place
the silver rectangle on a hard, flat surface,
cover it with a thick piece of scrap leather,
and with a hammer gently tap the leather
covered silver rectangle to flatten it. You will
need to use a file to eliminate any rough or
sharp edges. Use a fine grit sanding pad to go
over the area where you have filed to smooth
the edges and remove any file marks.

. Measure V6" from each end of the textured
silver rectangle and place a mark in the cen-
ter of the piece; this is where the holes will
be drilled to attach the jump ring and bar
component and also the jump ring and the
Orthocras fossil.

8. Put on the safety glasses. Place the textured

silver rectangle onto a hard, flat surface.
Place the point of the awl on the mark that
you made /46" from each end of the silver
rectangle, and firmly strike once on the top
of the awl with a hammer to make the pilot
holes for drilling the holes into the silver
rectangle.

. Using a /46" drill bit, drill holes into the

silver rectangle with a handheld rotary tool,
flex shaft, or drill press. Remember to wear
safety glasses.
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10. Use the file or sanding pad to eliminate any
burs or rough edges that remain from
drilling holes into the silver rectangle.

11. Apply liver of sulfur or oxidizing solution to

the textured silver rectangle, bar component,
and jump rings. It is very important to follow

any safety recommendations the manufactur-

er suggests when working with any chemicals.

12. After oxidizing the various pieces, use fine

steel wool to remove the darkened areas on
the raised surface of the silver rectangle, leav-
ing some of the textured areas dark. Rub the
fine steel wool over the bar component and
jump rings to remove some but not all of the
darkened areas. Rinse with water, dry, and
rub with polishing cloth.

With two pair of chain nose pliers pointing
up, hold the jump ring with the opening at
the top. Roll one of your wrists away from
you and your other wrist toward you, open-
ing the jump ring only as much as necessary.
(To close the jump ring, hold it the same way
and roll your wrists in the opposite direction.)

18-gauge sterling sheet silver into five 2" x
1" rectangles (if you will be making the ear-
ring and pendant projects, you may want to
cut all of the rectangle silver pieces needed
for the other projects and texture them all at
one time).

3. Place the five 2" x 1" sterling silver rectangle

pieces onto the sticky side of a piece of
masking tape. This will help you to hold the
silver rectangles in place while you are tex-
turing them; it will also help to keep your
fingertips at a safe distance to avoid hitting
them with the hammer.

4. Place the piece of masking tape with the

silver rectangles sticky side down onto a
concrete block or landscape paver.

. Gently strike the tape covered silver rectan-

gles with a hammer. When you strike them,
use a firm strike; there is no need to hit
them very hard. You can achieve the desired
texture more easily with multiple soft strikes
rather than fewer hard strikes. Lift the tape
frequently and check the progress of the tex-
turing, making sure that the entire surface
of the silver rectangles is getting a uniform
texture. The surface will look similar to
sandpaper if you are using a concrete block.
When you achieve the desired texture,
remove the silver rectangles from the
masking tape.
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7. Measure /16" from each end of the textured
silver rectangles and place a mark in the cen-
ter of each piece; this is where the holes to
attach the jump rings will be drilled.

6. The silver rectangles will have a slight curve
to them and the edges will be misshapen and
sharp after texturing them. You can leave the
silver rectangles curved or, to flatten them,
place the silver rectangles on a hard, flat
surface and use a rawhide mallet to flatten
them.

You can use a piece of
masking tape on the ends of the wires to
hold them in place. Place the end of the flat
screwdriver onto the mark that you made on
the copper wire and firmly strike the top of
the screwdriver once with a hammer. You do
not want to strike the screwdriver too hard as
it will make the wire too thin and brittle. Do
this to all of the marks that you made on the
two copper wire pieces. If needed, use the
fine grit sanding pad or steel wool to remove
any marker lines left on the copper wire.

Two pairs of chain nose pliers
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1. Decide on the shape of the leaves that you
want to use and draw the shape with a
marker onto two ¥2" x 1" pieces of 18-gauge
sterling sheet silver. You can free-hand draw
the leaf shape or use a design from a wide
selection of available clip art. You can make
the leaves exactly the same, or you might
make them different from each other for
added interest. You may find that using a
simple shape will be easier when you do this
project the first time.

3. The edges of the leaf shapes will be sharp
after you cut them out, so you will need to
use a file to refine the shape of the leaves
and to eliminate any sharp corners or rough
edges. After filing, use a fine grit sanding pad
to go over the area where you have filed to
smooth the edges and remove any file marks.
Do this step to both leaf shapes.

2. Using a jeweler’s saw or tin snips, cut the leaf
shapes from the 2" x 1" 18-gauge sterling
sheet silver. If you are using tin snips and not
a jeweler's saw, cut outside of the marker line
you drew. This will allow you room to refine
the edges with the file after the leaf shapes
are cut out. In addition, if you use tin snips
to cut out the pieces; they will not be flat
after you cut them. You will need to place
the leaf shapes on a hard, flat surface and
use a rawhide mallet to flatten them. If you
do not have a rawhide mallet, place the leaf
shapes on a hard, flat surface, cover the
pieces with a thick piece of scrap leather, and
gently tap the leather covered leaf shapes
with a hammer to flatten them.
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4. Measure 16" from each tip of the leaf shapes
and place a mark. This is where the holes to
attach the oval jump ring and eye pin with
the black hollow rubber tube will be drilled.

6. Using a 46" drill bit, drill holes into each of
the leaf shapes using a handheld rotary tool,
flex shaft, or drill press (don't forget your
safety glasses).

5. Put on your safety glasses. Place the sterling
silver leaf shapes onto a hard, flat surface.
Put the point of the awl on the mark that
you made /46" from the point of the leaf
shape and use a hammer to firmly strike the
top of the awl once to make a pilot hole for
drilling holes into the leaf shapes.

. Use the file or sanding pad to eliminate any

burs or rough edges left from drilling the
holes into the leaf shapes.

. Use the fine grit sanding pad to go over the

surface of the leaf shapes to give them some
organic texture and to achieve a brushed
finish on the surface. You could also use a
steel brush, or green kitchen scrubber, and
use the hammering technique described in
Chapter 9, or the concrete textured tech-
nique from Chapter 6 for the surface finish
on the leaf shapes.

. Decide where you would like the leaf “vein”

placement to be. You can use a marker to
draw where you would like them to be or
just randomly place them on the leaf shapes.
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10. Put your safety glasses on. Place the leaf

shapes onto a hard, flat surface. I use mask-
ing tape on the tip to hold the leaf shapes in
place while I am stamping the veins into
them. Place the tip of the flat screwdriver
onto the leaf shape and strike the top of the
flat screwdriver once. If you strike the top of
the screwdriver multiple times, it is likely to
jump across the surface of the leaf shapes
and leave marks on the surface that you had
not intended. Oops! If that happens, consider
it a learning experience and adjust your
original design.

After oxidizing the various pieces, use fine

Rub the fine steel
wool over the jump rings to remove some
but not all of the darkened areas. Rinse with
water, dry, and rub with polishing cloth.

eye pins with the existing loop at the bottom.

15. Use the chain nose pliers to bend the eye pin
wire next to the top of the black hollow tube
at a 90-degree angle.
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16. Hold the eye pin wire with the rubber tube
on it in one hand with the wire that you bent
pointing toward you. Using the round nose
pliers, grip the end of the eye pin wire that
is pointing toward you and roll it away from
you. Your hand position will be similar to
that of holding a bicycle handlebar. At this
point, the loop at the top of the eye pin wire
should be large enough to slip the ear wire
on. After you add the ear wire, use the round
nose pliers to grasp the loop of the eye pin
wire and roll it closed. You can use the round
nose or chain nose pliers to adjust the shape
of the loop at the top of the eye pin if you
need to.

It will become easier to keep
the loop round in shape the
more that you do this technique.

An alternative to using a ruler to meas-
ure the spot to cut off the eye pin at
546" above the black hollow tube is to
designate a bead that is 716" long or a
piece of hollow tube cut to %i¢” and
slide it onto the top of the eye pin and
cut the wire directly above it. This will
allow you to have uniform length on all
of these that you do.

I use base metal head pins
and eye pins for strength on
projects that use a loop closure at

the top. Base metal is stronger than
sterling silver, and you will not need

to worry about the loop coming open.

I do use sterling silver for the ear wires;
some people are sensitive to base metal
because of the nickel content when it
comes in direct contact with their skin.

Use the fine grit sanding pad to go over the
surface of the leaf shape to give it some
organic texture and to achieve a brushed
finish on the surface.

Decide where you would like the leaf “vein”
placement to be. You can use a marker to
draw where you would like them or just
randomly place them on the leaf shape.

You can make the fish shapes identical
or make them different from each other for
added interest. You may find that using a
simple shape will be easier the first time you
do this project.

3. Using a jeweler's saw or tin snips, cut the fish

If you are using
tin snips and not a jeweler's saw, you will
want to cut outside the marker line you drew
around the fish shapes. This will allow you
room to refine the edges with the file after
the fish shapes are cut out.

Never
pull the jump ring ends out, as this will
weaken the metal, and it will be difficult
to close the jump ring.

18. Open the oval jump ring, add one fish shape
and one end of a 2" piece of chain, and then

close the jump ring. Repeat with the other
jump ring, fish shape, and chain and set
these aside.

19. Use the ruler to measure and mark 1%2"

from the end of the 20-gauge wire. At the

1 %" mark, use the chain nose pliers and
bend the wire to a 90-degree angle. Use the
round nose pliers and grasp the wire at the
bend with the section that you bent pointing
toward you and the longer part of the wire
where the beads will be pointing down. Use
your fingers to wrap the wire that is pointing
toward you around the round nose pliers to
form a loop. The closer that you hold the
wire to the end of the jaws of the round nose
pliers, the smaller the loop will be; and the
farther up the jaws of the round nose pliers
that you hold the wire, the larger the loop
will be.

Hold the loop that you formed with the
chain nose pliers and wrap the wire “tail”
around the longer piece of the wire that is
pointing down. When this wire has been
wrapped, trim and file the end so that it will
not be sharp. Use the chain nose pliers to
squeeze the last loop tight against the wire.
Add the beads that you have selected to the
wire. Remember to allow at least 12" of
extra wire at the end of the beads.

After you add the beads to the wire, use a
ruler to measure and mark 1" above the
beads. Use the wire cutters or tin snips and
cut the wire at the 1%" mark. Use the ruler
to measure and mark 2" above the top bead;
this is where you will bend the wire at a 90-
degree angle to form the wrapped loop at
the other end of the beads. After bending the
wire, repeat the loop and wrapping process
and set this aside.
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20. Attach the pre-made bell cap to the coral
fossil with a two-part epoxy or industrial
strength glue. Follow the directions on the
adhesive and make sure that you allow
the piece to dry thoroughly. Set this aside.

Open an oval jump ring, place it through the
wrapped loop at the top of the beads, and
then close the jump ring.

1. Use the ruler to measure and mark the wire 2. At the 1%" mark, use the chain nose pliers
at least 12" from the end. and bend the wire to a 90-degree, or right,
angle.
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3. Use the round nose pliers and grasp the wire
at the bend with the section that you bent
pointing toward you and the longer part of
the wire where the beads will be pointing
down.

. Use your fingers to wrap the wire that is

pointing toward you around the round nose
pliers to form a loop. The closer that you
hold the wire to the end of the jaws of the
round nose pliers, the smaller the loop will
be; and the further up the jaws of the round
nose pliers that you hold the wire, the larger
the loop will be.

5. Hold the loop that you formed with the
chain nose pliers. Wrap the wire “tail” around
the longer piece of wire that is pointing down.
When this wire has been wrapped, trim and
file the end so that it will not be sharp.

6. Use the chain nose pliers to squeeze the last

loop tight against the wire. Add a bead or
beads to the wire above the wrapped loop.

7. Measure at least 12" above the top bead and

cut the wire.

. Use the ruler to measure and mark 4"

above the top bead. This is where you will
bend the wire at a 90-degree angle to form
the wrapped loop at the other end of the
beads.

. After bending the wire, repeat the loop and

wrapping process.
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Here are some examples of designs you can create
with the wrapped loop technique.

Use 20-gauge sterling silver wire, and slip the wire
through a donut bead before forming the wire
wrapped loop. Add a bugle bead and finish at the
top with another wrapped loop.

Use gemstone, crystal, and sterling silver beads on
a sterling silver head pin. Finish off with a wrapped
loop at the top for a quick and simple but great-
looking pair of earrings.

A mixture of earth tone beads on eye pins com-
bined with sterling silver head pins finished off
with a wrapped loop.

need to refile the edges to regain the circular
shape and eliminate any sharp edges. After
filing, use a fine grit sanding pad to go over
the area you have filed to smooth the edges
and remove any file marks. The silver discs
will have a slight curve to them. You can
leave the silver discs curved, or you can flat-
ten them.

After following the oxidizing instructions,
use fine steel wool to remove the darkened
area on the surface of the discs, leaving the
circles that you stamped dark.

Using two pair of chain nose pliers, attach
one disc to the center of the chain using one
jump ring.

To evenly space the discs on the chain, you
can count the links of chain between where
you attach the discs. Use jump rings to
attach the other two discs to the chain.

To open and close jump rings, %
with two pair of chain nose

pliers pointing up, hold the jump

ring with the opening at the top. Roll
one of your wrists away from you and
your other wrist towards you. Opening
the jump ring only as much as needed.
To close the jump ring; hold it the same
way and roll your wrists in the opposite
direction. Think of holding a piece of
paper and tearing it! Never pull the
jump rings out, this will weaken the
metal, and it will be difficult to close
the jump ring.

strike the tape-covered silver rectangle
pieces. The tape will darken where you have
made contact with the floral wire. You will be
trying to achieve a uniform darkness over the
floral wire area. When you strike the top of
the tape, use a firm strike; you do not want
to hit too hard. You can achieve the desired
texture more easily with many soft strikes
rather than fewer harder strikes. When the
tape has darkened where the floral wire is,
gently lift the tape and floral wire off of the
silver rectangle, and you will see indentations
made from the floral wire.

the rectangles, their edges will be misshapen
and sharp. Use the file to eliminate any sharp
corners and rough edges. After filing, use a
fine grit sanding pad to go over the area
where you filed to smooth the edges and
remove any file marks. Set the rectangle
pieces aside.

8. To cut %" 18-gauge sterling silver discs

from the sheet silver, use a marker to draw
around a penny. This will give you the %4"
size needed for this project. Use a jeweler's
saw or tin snips to cut around the outside of
the marker line. This will allow you room to
refine the edges with the file once all your
discs are cut. If using tin snips to cut, allow
extra space between the discs when drawing
around the penny so you will be able to cut
easier. It may be easier to cut the sheet silver
into squares then round the edges when
cutting.
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9. Once you have cut the five discs from the
sheet silver, use a file to refine the shape of
the discs and to eliminate any rough edges.
You can use the marker line you had drawn
around the penny to guide you. Once you
have filed the edges and gotten the disc
shape, use a fine grit sanding pad to go over
the area where you have filed to smooth the
edges and remove any file marks. Do this to
all five discs.

10. Place the discs onto a hard, flat surface. You

11.

can use masking tape on the edges of the
discs to keep them in place while you are
stamping them. Select a nail set punch.
These are inexpensive and can be purchased
at any home improvement store. They usually
come in sets of three sizes; mix up the sizes
or choose just one size to stamp your discs.

Place the nail set punch on top of the discs
and with the hammer firmly strike the top of
the nail set punch to create a stamped circle
shape on the disc. Do this randomly over the
surface of the discs approximately seven to
nine times. If desired, you can mark the discs
where you want to stamp them before you
begin. When you strike the top of the nail set
punch, strike it only once firmly. If you strike
the top of the nail set punch multiple

times, the punch may skip across the silver
and scratch the surface of the discs.

This process may leave your discs misshapen
or with sharp edges, so after you have
stamped the nail set punch circles into all
five discs, check the edges to see if you need
to refile the edges to regain the circular
shape and eliminate any sharp edges. After
filing, use a fine grit sanding pad to go over
the area you have filed to smooth the edges
and remove any file marks.

Lay out your stamped discs and stamped
rectangles to determine where you would
like the holes to be drilled to connect them.
Use the ruler to measure and mark Yi6” from
each edge of the discs and rectangles; this is
where the holes are to be drilled.

Hold
the end of the rectangle wire in the jaws of
the round nose pliers and, with your other
hand, bend the rectangle wire around the
pliers forming the spiral. When you are bend-
ing the area of the rectangle wire where you
have drilled the holes, the wire will bend
more easily than where no holes have been
drilled. Use caution when bending the rec-
tangle wire in that area. You may want to use
a pair of chain nose pliers to hold the rectan-
gle wire where the holes have been drilled.
When you have formed the spiral, the holes
that were drilled into the rectangle wire
should be on opposite sides of the spiral.

8. Place a head pin through the hole drilled
into one side of the rectangle wire spiral with
the bottom or flat end on the inside curve of
the rectangle wire spiral.
