No. 1 shows the diamond in the rough, just as it is

found at the mines, before any cutting or polishing has

been done. In its rough state it has the appearance

of a piece of crystal or glass. The weight of the above

diamond before cutting was 10 1/2 carats.

No. 2 shows the same stone as illustrated in No. 1,

after the first process, which is called “cutting.” This

is done by the workman taking two diamonds in the

rough state and rubbing them together. They are both

rubbed or ground at the same time until they are both

nearly round, as shown in cut No. 2. This process

was formerly done by hand, but it is now done by ma-

chinery, one diamond being set in a revolving lathe, the

other diamond being held by the workman in a tool

in the same way as a wood turner turns clown a piece of

wood. This illustrates the old saying of “diamond

cut diamond,” as the diamond being the hardest of

all precious stones can only be cut by rubbing with an-

other diamond. The weight of the above diamond after

this process was 8 3/4 carats.

Nos. 3 and 4 show the same stone after the next pro-

cess, called “ polishing.” The polishing wheel is made

of cast iron, and is about twelve inches in diameter, and

revolves horizontally. A mixture of diamond dust and

oil is used on the wheel for polishing. The diamond

as shown in cut No. 2, is set in the polishing tool in a

lead composition, exposing just enough of the stone to

allow the polishing of one facet. It is necessary to reset

or turn the diamond in the lead composition before an

other facet can be polished. No 3 shows the front view

of the diamond and No. 4 the back view after the first

process of polishing. The weight of the above dia-

mond, after this process, was 5 3/8-1/16 carats.

Nos. 5 and 6 show the same stone after the next pro-

cess of polishing. No. 5 shows the front view and No.

6 the back view. The weight of the above diamond,

after this process, was 4 1/4 carats.

Nos. 7 and 8 show the next process of polishing of

the facets, only one-half of the stone is finished in order

to show how the facets are made.

No. 9 shows the same stone after the final process

of polishing. The weightafter this process was 4 carats.
