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ire comes in a large variety of metals, shapes, and

sizes. The size or diameter of wire is known as the

gauge. In the United States, the standard is Brown
& Sharpe, also known as American Wire Gauge (AWG). The
diameter of wire in inches or millimeters is translated into a
numeral from O to 34, the higher the number, the thinner the
wire. Most of the projects in this book use wire in 14-gauge

through 24-gauge.

Wire also comes in a variety of shapes. Youcan buy round,
half-round, and square wire. Round is most commonly used
and easily available. Half-round has a flat side and is com-
monly used for ring shanks, and square wire has four flat
sides. Both half-round and square wire must be ordered from
a jeweler's supplier. In most cases, the choice of shape is
purely aesthetic.

Additionally, a jeweler's supplier will offer wire in three hard-
nesses: dead soft, half hard, and full hard. Dead-soft wire is
best if you're going to be manipulating it a lot because wire
work-hardens as you work with it. Work-hardening stiffens
the wire and makes it harder to bend. Eventually it can be-
come so brittle that it can break with additional manipulation.

INTRODUCTION

One of the best things about working
with wire is that it's such a forgiving
medium. If you make a mistake, you can
often restraighten the wire and begin
again. Additionally, you can buy practice
wire very inexpensively and create with
impunity! Copper, brass, and colored
craft wire are available in hardware and
craft stores, and all of them can produce
finished pieces every bit as beautiful as
sterling silver and gold.

If vou're weaving, coiling, or spiraling, you should work with
dead-soft wire, as it's much easier an the hands. If you're
making ear wires or not planning on working the wire too
much, you can start with half-hard wire, which is already
stiffer than dead-soft wire. There are no projects in this book
that call for full-hard wire.

You can make jewelry out of both base-metal wire and
precious-metal wire. The most common base-metal wire
used in jewelry Is copper, though aluminum, nickel silver, and
brass are also avallable.

Sterling silver and gold wire are precious metals, The cost of
gold wire is often prohibitive, so a common alternative is gold-
filled wire, which is a base-metal wire covered with an outer
layer of gold. Gold-filled wire is preferable to gold-plated wire
because gold plating scratches and wears off easily.

As with the shape of the wire, the choice of metal is usually
just a matter of personal preference.
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Many wire jewelry projects require only two tools—pliers and cutters! Of
course, there are plenty of supplemental tools to help simplify and enhance
your work., Most wire workshops should have a set of good pliers and
hammers, an anvil or steel bench block on which to hammer, some metal

files for smoothing, and a supply of various-size mandrels around which

you can coil wire. Mandrels can be anything from specialty tools for jewelry

makers to pens and pencils, or even chopsticks!

general tools

1. flush cutters
These are also called side cutters becausethe cut is made

to the side. They have pointed, angled jaws that allow very
close cuts in tight places. One side of the Jaws is almost flat,
the other is concave. Always hold the flat sde of the cutters
against your work and the concave side against the waste.
The flat side creates a nice flush end on your work, Flush cut-
ters are sold with a maximum gauge-cutting capacity; be sure
to use cutters that can accommodate the wire you're using.

2. mandrels

A mandrel is a spindle, rod, or bar around which you can bend
metal or wire, They come In a variety of shapes and sizes.
Some are made specifically for bracelets, some for rings. and
some for making bezels. Almost anything can be used as a
mandrel to shape wire, including wooden dowels and other
pieces of wire. A Sharpie marker is a good example—it's the
perfect shape for making French ear wires,

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3. pin vise

Vises can hold a variety of tools, including blades and drill
bits. They're perfectly suited for pinching and holding the end
of a long piece of wire to enable you to turn smooth wire into
twisted wire,

4. wire gauge

Also known as the Brown & Sharpe wire gauge, this tool looks
a bit like a flat round gear. It measures the diameter of your
wire and is an essential tool for wire jewelry making.
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pliers

5. bent-nose pliers

Also called bent chain-nose pliers, thase are similar to chain-
nose pliers but have a bend at the tip that allows access to
tight places for tasks such as tightening coils and tucking in
ends. Two pairs used together are also helpful for opening
and closing jump rings.

6. chain-nose pliers

The workhorse of wire tools, chain-nose pliers are like
needle-nose pliers but without teeth that can mar your wire,
They are used for grasping wire, opening and closing jump
rings, and making sharp angled bends. It's a good idea to have
at least two pairs in your workshop.

7. flat-nose pliers

Flat-nose pliers have broad. flat jaws and are good for making
sharp bends in wire, grasping spirals, and holding compo-
nents.

8. round-nose pliers

Another wireworker's necessity, round-nose pliers have
pointed, graduated round jaws. They are used for making
jump rings, simple loops, and curved bends in wire.

9. stepped forming pliers

Forming pliers come in different sizes and shapes. Stepped
forming pliers have one chain-nose (or concave) jaw and one
jaw of various size round barrels, They're perfect for wrap-
ping loops of cansistent size.

10. wire-straightening pliers

These are also called nylon-jaw pliers because the jaws are
made of hard nylon. Pulling wire through the clamped jaws
will straighten any bends or kinks. They can also be used to
hold. bend. or shape wire without marring the metal. Keep in
mind that every time you pull wire through straightening pliers,
youre waork-hardening it. making it more brittle and harder to

manipulate.

hammering tools

1. awl

This commen household tool comes in handy in a wire studio.
A very sharp pointed tool, an awl usually has a wooden ball
for a handle. Use it with a hammer to punch holes in flattened
wire.

12. ball-peen hammer

Ancther staple in the studia, this hammer has one round
domed head and one round flat head. The round head is used
for making little dents for texture, while the flat head is used
for flattening wire.

13. rawhide mallet

A hammer made of rawhide, this can be used on metal and
wire without marring it. It's good for tapping wire into place or
for hardening wire.

14. steel bench block

A bench block provides a small and portable hard surface on
which to hammer wire. It's made of polished steel and is usu-
ally only #4" (2 cm) thick and a few inches square. Use a bench
block with a ball-peen hammer for flattening or texturing wire.
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finishing tools

15. liver of sulfur

Liver of sulfur is a chemical traditionally used to darken silver
wire. It comes in a liquid or solid chunk form and is used for
oxidizing, or antiquing, wire. When a small amount Is mixed
with hot water, it will turn a piece of wire dipped in it from blue
to gray to black. Very fine steel wool can be used to finish
oxidized silver.

16. needle files

Needle files are made for smoothing sharp ends of metal and
wire, They're small and fine and come In different shapes for
different purposes. A flat needle file is often all you need for
smoothing wire ends,

17. polishing cloth

Jewelry polishing cloths are infused with a polishing com-
pound and can be used for cleaning wire, eliminating tarnish,
and hardening wire; pulling wire through the cloth repeatedly
will stiffen, or work-harden, it. Pro Polish is one of the most
popular brands.

18. rotary tumbler

Often associated with rock tumbling, this same electrical
piece of equipment can be used to polish wire and metal
jewelry. The barrel must be filled with a tumbling medium such
as stainless steel shot (available from jeweler's suppliers) and
water, The tumbling action against the shot polishes the metal
or wire to a high shine. The tumbling action also helps work-
harden, or stiffen, the wire.

Similar to the tools, there are several
» basic techniques required to make
u_QS wire jewelry.

If wire has been flattened, you can pierce it with an
awl to make a hole for connecting other elements,
such as ear wires. It's best to work on a scrap
piece of wood. Take a sharp awl and position it
where you want the hole. Push firmly to make an
impression—a starter spot (Figure 1). Then place
the point of the awl in the impression and strike the
top sharply with a hammer (Figure 2).

T oxidizing

Liver of sulfur is used to darken, or
patina, wire. Dissolve a small lump of
liver of sulfur in very hot water. Dip
your plece Into the solution (Figure 1).
Depending on the temperature of the
solution, and the length of time you
leave the piece in it, the wire can turn a
variety of colors, including gold, blue,
and black (Figure 2). Remove the piece
when it reaches the desired color
(Figure 3), Dry and polish it lightly to
remove some of the patina (Figure 4),
but leave the dark color in the recesses
of the piece (Figure 5).

Use this wrapping
technique to capture a beautiful rock specimen for a
focal pendant, purchased or found. You can use this
same technique on a favorite seashell.

3. Continue to wrap and create sharp angles. If the end of
the rock is tapered, make closer wraps to create & spiral
effect. Wrap until you come to the end of the rock.

4. Repeat Steps 2 and 3 with the other half of the wire,
working toward the other end of the rock.

8. Use chain-nose pliers to lift the last angled spiral into a
squared-off simple loop on each end of the stone.

6. Cut two 172" (3.8 cm) lengths of 12g half-round wire and
wrap each cylinder bead.

7. Cut two 2" (5 cm) lengths of 20g round wire. Thread
each cylinder bead onto a length of 20g round sterling
wire and make a simple loop on each end.

8. Connect a piece of varying link chain to one end of the
wrapped rock by opening the simple loop and connect
the other end to a cylinder bead; repeat at the other end
of the rock with the other length of chain and the other
cylinder bead. Connect one piece of rolo chain to the
remaining end of each cylinder bead.

9. Use 2" (5 cm) of half-round 12g wire to make a simple
hook clasp to finish. Attach to the remaining end of one
length of rolo chain. Use 1" (2.5 cm) of half-round 12g wire
to form a 7mm jump ring.

4. Extend the wire about 2" (5 cm) down from the rim and
bend it back up to the other side of the rim, forminga U
shape. Flush cut the wire, leaving a 2" (5 cm) tail. Wrap the
tail around the rim a few times on the opposite side.

When working with lengths of thinner gauge wire, it's
easy to accidentally kink the wire. Straighten out kinks
by firmly grasping the wire beyond the kink with the
straightening pliers and then pulling the wire through.

5. Repeat Step 3 to make another spoke perpendicular to
the first one. Where the second wire crosses the first at
the bottom, wrap the second wire around the first wire a
few times before bending it back up to the other side.

6. Horizontal wires: Cut a piece of 18g wire long enough to
wrap horizontally around the vertical spokes a few times.
Wrap one end a few times around the crossed spokes

at the bottom of the basket to hold them together and to
anchor the wire, then wrap the wire around one of the
vertical spokes once to attach it. Build the horizontal lines
by wrapping the wire around the vertical spokes, making
one loop around each spoke to keep the wire firmly in
place. Finish the 18g wire by wrapping the end of the tail
around the rim.

7. Mesh: Cut a piece of 20g wire about 2' (61 cm) long and
affix it to the rim of the necklace by wrapping a few colls
around the rim. Work the wire all around the necklace,
wrapping once around each spoke to keep the wire firmly
in place, Any time it crosses another piece of wire, wrap
the 20g wire around it. Continue wrapping, cutting more
pieces of wire as needed, until the mesh is complete.

8. Coil 20g wire around the tails of the rim—coil about 2"
(9 e¢m) around the longer tail and about 1" (2.5 cm) around
the shorter tail, and loasely form the talls into decorative
spirals.

9. Using round-nose pliers, grasp the wire mesh pieces
and give a little turn or pinches in each piece of wire. This
will also help stiffen. or work-harden, the wire.

10. Make a spiral hook with 4" (10 cm) of 18g wire.
11. Attach half the chain to one side of the basket and the

2. Center the focal bead inside the frame and mark the
wire a few millimeters beyond the top of the bead. Make
S80° angle bends at each mark in opposite directions.

3. Working on one side of the frame, starting from the
center bends and moving out to the end, make random
80° angle bends in the wire, considering the sizes of the
coral chips (to avoid making large bends for small beads
or small bends for large beads). The last bend should be
centered on the width of your bracelet. Leave a 1-114"
(2.5-3.8 cm) unbent tail.

4. Repeat Step 3 for the other half of the bracelet, keeping
the dimensions of your bends in proportion to the other
half, Place the frame on a ruler or straight edge and mark
the wire for the last bend in a straight line with the first
end. The two ends must line up straight across from each
other in order to affix the clasp, Wipe off the marks with a
cotton cloth.

5. Lay out the chips and crystals along the frame in the
order in which they'll be attached.

If you have a digital camera, take a picture of the
frame with the beads laid out for easy reference
while wrapping.

LEVEL 2

6. Cut a comfortable working length of 26g wire (1-3'
[30.5-91.5 em]). Coll it around the focal-bead section

of the frame from the top corner of the bend to about
halfway down the same side. Clip the tail and use chain-
nose pliers to press the end down onto the frame. ltis
best to wrap the wire around a corner bend for each bead
to keep the wire from slipping up and down on the frame.

7. String the focal bead onto the 26g wire and wrap the
wire onto the other side of the center of the frame. Wrap
up or down the frame, depending on the placement of the
next bead.

8. Attach beads to one half of the frame in the same way
as for the focal bead. You may slip a bead onto the wire
while wrapping the frame to determine its placement on
the frame. If you like the placement, continue wrapping
the other end of the wire to the next portion of the frame;
if not, remove the bead, place a few more wraps on the
frame, and check the placement again before wrapping
to the next spot on the frame. Continue adding beads until
the first half of the bracelet is finished.

9. Repeat Step 8 for the other side, working from the
other side of the focal bead to the end.

10. Gently bend down the ends, using a bracelet mandrel
or your wrist to shape. Once the bracelet is shaped.,
make simple loops on each end, one clockwise and one
counterclockwise.

11. Make a spiral hook and attach it to one simple loop side
of the bracelet with the jump ring.

12. Attach the chain to the other side of the bracelet. Coll
the end of a 2" (5 cm) piece of 20g piece of wire, string 1
crystal and 1 chip. and attach it to the last link of the chain
with a wrapped loop.
