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Ivan Terence Sanderson was one of the foremost pioneers of cryptozoology, and is responsible for inspiring many researchers to follow in his footsteps as cryptozoologists.

Born in Edinburgh, Scotland, in 1911, Sanderson was leading expeditions into remote jungles by the time he was a teenager. He spent his time gathering data on all manner of creatures, and then writing books about his adventures and his findings. These books included: “Animal Treasure” (1937), “Caribbean Treasure” (1939), “Living Treasure” (1941), “Animal Tales” (1946), “Living Mammals of the World” (1955), “Follow the Whale” (1956), and “Monkey Kingdom” (1957). In the 1940’s, Sanderson also had articles published in the Saturday Evening Post on topics cryptzoological topics. 

Later, in the 1950’s and 1960’s, Sanderson branched out into television, where he made appearance on television talk shows as an “animal man.” During this time he also continued to write magazine articles, concentrating on cryptozoological themes. In the late 1950’s, he wrote popular features in True Magazine on “America’s Abominable Snowman.” 

In 1961, Sanderson wrote a book now considered a classic - “Abominable Snowmen: Legend Come to Life”. This large (525 page) reference book discussed the Yeti, Bigfoot, and other giant hairy hominoid creatures, and is often considered the basis for all work done since regarding the pursuit of information concerning mystery primates. 

In 1965 Sanderson established the Society for the Investigation of the Unexplained. He also continued his cryptozoolical research, including the tracking of Black Panther reports, research into Thunderbird reports, and examination of the Minnesota Iceman. He wrote two additional books - “Things” (1967) and “More Things” (1969), which discussed his thoughts on cryptozoological topics. 

This amazing adventurer and cryptozoologist died on February 19, 1973.
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Born January 30, 1911 in Edinburgh, Scotland. When a teenager, Ivan T. Sanderson lead expeditions to some of the world's remotest jungles, gathering interesting tales on as yet undiscovered animals. In the 1950s, Sanderson gained fame as a television talkshow "animal man" and author of magazine articles on lake monsters, Bigfoot and other cryptozoological wonders. His 1961 book, Abominable Snowmen: Legend Come to Life, has become the definitive book on the subject. Sanderson established in 1965, the Society for the Investigation of the Unexplained. Ivan Sanderson died on February 19, 1973, having succeeded in producing leagues of followers who continue his cryptozoological and Fortean pursuits today.
