INTRODUCTION

This is a booklet with aids for disabled persons. The aids are simple to make. This booklet was made in
the scope of the Second ABIL ympic in Colombia in October 1985. ABIL ympics &re proficiency games
for disabled persons in the field of labour. The Netherlands were represented with, among others, an
exposition of simple aids. Aids can be very supportive for carrying out activities in daily life. Standard
aids wich are brought onto the market by factories, donot always have to be the solution for problems

for all handicapped persons. Each user has individual demands & wishes, and must have the
opportunity to try whether the use of an sid contributes to a more independant live.

The aids in this booklet are used in the Netherlands. They are made from simple cheap materials,
which, we hope, are available in mdny places in the world. With this booklet we would like to inspire
disabled persons, their companions and helpers in other countries, to make aids which are adaptedto
the technology and culture of their country.

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RAKE WITH ADAPTED HANDLE

People with diminished hand strength can still hold this little rake. Cut a strip from an inner tyre tube
and stretch it over the hand. The handle is thickened with inner tyre tube.
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GRABBING-RAKE

With a grabbing-rake you donot have to bend over while working in the garden. You can pick up
garden disposal with a large pair of “'scissors” made from two squarae sticks through which a firm
screw has been put. This serves as a hinge. The beak of the grabbing-rake is made out of curved thin
blades.
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STICK-BASKET

If a person walks with a cane, and he or she wants to work in the garden, a basket around the stick can
be handy to transport tools or other small things. The cane can be stuck into the ground and all the
necessery things are within reach. At the same time the stick can be used to lean on.
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GARDENING TOOLS FOR ONE-HANDED PERSONS

Long bars or gardening tools are hard to steer if you have to work with one hand. Onto this bar a
fore-arm cuff and an extra handle have been made. The cuff (a piece of rainpipe), should be lerge
enough for a hand to pass through in order to steer the tool. It should also support the fore-arm.

KNITTING BELT

Knitting with one hand is possible only if you can fix one of the needles, for example, in a knitting belt.
This is fastensd around the waist, and consists of a leather beh. A ball of sheepswool which is tied
with a strong thread, is fixed onto it. The knitting needle can be pricked into the ball.
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KNITTING-CLAMP

A knitting needle can be fixed onto a table with two little blocks. Between the two blocks thereis a
groove into which the needle fits. These blocks can be tightened together with two screws with
butterfly-nuts. The lower block is tixed to the table with 8 screw-clamp.

RECOILING SCISSORS

A person can operate these scissors with his or her arm or hand, instead of with the fingers. String
springing steel alongside the joint or put something flexible betwaen the scissor’s handles.

NAIL HOLDERS

One-handed nail-driving can be done with the help of this nail block. In each hola another size of nail
can be put. After the nail has been driven slightly inta an object, the block is removed. Another
one-handed nail block is made from 4 woorden laths. They are glued and srewed onto each other at
the indicated points. The two in the middle have been rounded at the ends so that the pincer opens
when when one presses the ends together. Holes of various sizes have been made into it for
corresponding nails.
