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    The Magick of Sigils 
 
      
 
    Not some fancy, hidden secret. It’s what I like to call an “open secret”. It’s known to many, many people. 
 
    And it’s very, very simple! 
 
      
 
    What is a HyperSigil? 
 
      
 
    It’s a technique to allow one to craft a sigil, then hide it in plain sight. 
 
    And those are everywhere. 
 
    We’re a society surrounded by logos and corporate trademarks. Just wandering in a grocery store you can find scads of the things. 
 
    A hypersigil is a sigil hidden in plain sight. 
 
    You’ve heard of that, right?  I mean, if you have ever been looking for something and can’t seem to find it…  then there it is, right under your nose. My granny used to say “If that had been a snake, it would have bit you.” 
 
    It’s amazing how an object can be hidden, when it’s Right There! 
 
    I want you to look around. You’re probably surrounded by items that show some type of logo. Often a logo is a design based upon the brand’s name, the letters put into a design. 
 
    Yeah. In Chaos magick, we call those sigils. Sigils is just abstract art designed to push our intentions out into the subjective matrix we call “life”. Or the Universe. Or that wiggly, wobbly sticky mass of gooey reality. Quantum foam, which you can find on top of a nice cup of hot reality espresso. It usually sticks to the top of your lip. 
 
    You’d be surprised at how many “hidden” sigils are out there. I saw one on a bag of corn chips. It probably says “you will buy more…” 
 
    Like in the movie “A Christmas Story”.  The secret message was “Buy more Ovaltine” 
 
    In my series of magick books, I have several hidden sigils, and a few that are pretty obvious. I have figured out a way to embed a sigil into the covers as well. Seems to be working. 
 
    I know of many people who have to work their magick without anyone knowing, which is why I am now including “hidden in plain sight” rituals - which can all be performed while sitting quietly in a darkened room. 
 
    How did sigils become magick? Well… they’ve always been magick! 
 
    A sigil is a synopsis of your desire, a piece of simple, abstract art. 
 
    Early language was just that, pictograms and symbols. Think Egyptian hieroglyphics (remember, it’s crocodile before eye-of-horus, except after ibis.)  Those symbols became refined and were turned into letters. 
 
    Then it became the written language. 
 
    In magick, we have our own alphabets. Angelic. Theban. Many others. I use a combination angelic and theban for sigils I create. Looks pretty cool. 
 
    In his book, “Real Magic”, Dr Dean Radin describes the sigil magick technique. His book gives an analysis of magic, from the point of view of a scientist and researcher. Then, hidden in the back of the book, at a lower corner, is a sigil. 
 
    However, the art of the sigil shouldn’t stop there. I know of many teachers who just stop at that point. 
 
    I like to take it further. 
 
    After distilling your desire into a single phrase, PLAY with it. Allow images to come to you, then scribble those images down. Doodle. 
 
    I know of two magicians who will incorporate their sigil designs into paintings. So, take your doodlings, create artwork! I know a few who’ve had their sigils tattooed onto various body parts. 
 
    For an example of the master of embedding sigils into art, look at “Arkham Asylum”, the dark Batman graphic novel. Grant Morrison wrote that, which incorporates sigils. 
 
    That, ya’ll, is called a Hypersigil! 
 
    That is the very definition occult: Occult means hidden. But this is in plain sight. 
 
    A sigil is a distillation of your desire into an abstract piece of art. 
 
    It’s not some trade secret. It’s not protected by any intellectual property claim. The sigil process is at least two, three hundred years old. 
 
    Members of the Golden Dawn have used it. ("combining the letters, the colours, the attributions and their Synthesis, thou mayest build up a telesmatic Image of a Force. The Sigil shall then serve thee for the tracing of a Current which shall call into action a certain Elemental Force") 
 
    What gets me is the number of people who try to make this into some type of super-secret thing and charge money to teach it to you. 
 
    It all starts with a desire. Put that into words. The shorter the better. 
 
    For me, this is super easy. In screenwriting, we have to distill our stories into “log lines”. A 25-words or less statement. 
 
    In the old days, a studio would receive a screenplay. A clerk would have to “log” the screenplay by writing down the important things onto an index card. You know, title, author, genre, length, and a short description of the story. Thus, a LOG!!! 
 
    Knowing this, and having written many, MANY log lines for my scripts, I can distill down a desire in a few moments. Hell, that’s EASY compared to crafting a logline of a two-hour movie into a 25-words or less statement. Goddamn. TONS easier. 
 
  
 
  
   
    
    Crafting the Sigil 
 
    To create a Hypersigil, you need a regular sigil. 
 
    To craft a sigil, one must first define a desire. 
 
    Easier said than done, though. 
 
    Here’s what I suggest in all of my books: 
 
    Think of your desire. Then look for ways that desire might show up in your life. 
 
    Money? Man, there are bunches of ways money can flow into your life. So, grab a piece of paper and a pen or pencil. Then list the ways money can flow into your life. Ways that you might find easy, and ways you might not expect to happen. 
 
    Now, look at that list. Be realistic. This may be magick, but it’s not TV or movies magick. Your desire isn’t going to pop into existence after wiggling your nose or making a complicated set of hand gestures while badly mispronouncing some Latin phrases. That’s just a by-product of lazy TV writers. In ancient Greece they used the term “Deus Ex Machina” AKA 'god from the machine'. It’s where a seemingly unsolvable problem in a story is suddenly and abruptly resolved by an unexpected and unlikely occurrence. Like when I had a handy portal be in my hero’s closet which, conveniently, was able to send him into the Underworld. 
 
    Okay, so. Look at that list. Cross off the things you know damned well won’t happen. Sudden inheritance from a previously unknown, but wealthy, relative who had you in their will? Cross that one OFF. 
 
    Same with successfully robbing the gold depository at Fort Knox or winning the lottery. 
 
    So, once you’ve whittled the list down into ways the desire can arrive, it’s time to begin writing out the desire. 
 
    I – and others – advise you to word your desire as if it has already occurred. 
 
    You write: “I have XYZ...” 
 
    NOT: “XYZ comes to me”. 
 
    Got that? 
 
    Okay, good. 
 
    While crafting your desire, you may wish to incorporate a deity, a god or goddess, or a daemon. 
 
    In that case, you would word the statement such as “Hermes beings to me XYZ” 
 
    In this example, I’m using present tense (AKA Present Simple for all you grammar nerds), because this is based upon the actions of the being. He brings to me my desire. 
 
    So far, so good, right? 
 
    Did you know many teachers can’t get this to people effectively? It’s not rocket science. It’s not even “Magick for Dummies”. 
 
    However, I do know quite a few people tend to overthink this stuff. 
 
    So, stop it. 
 
    At this point, look at your statement. Is it clear? Is it precise? How precise does it need to be? 
 
    I have found that being precise does help, in some situations. Let’s say you are in business for yourself, then you can say “I have more and more clients/customers”. 
 
    However, don’t go putting in a lot of conditions! 
 
    If you need money, and you want someone to pay what they owe you, then do that. Say “X pays me what X owes me.” Simple. I had a client who insisted the target pay them, but they placed a condition that the target does this on their own, and not being compelled by any outside force. Hello!? Magick is an outside force. Maybe this person NEEDS a lawsuit to be forced to pay their debit! 
 
      
 
   
 
 

 Timing 
 
      
 
    Guess what, dear reader. The Universe, the gods and goddesses, various hangers-on, and assorted daemons have no idea what TIME is. If you say: “Bring me XZY in X days/weeks/by this date” it ain’t gonna happen. 
 
    Time is an artificial construct of our human brains. Einstein once said, “Time is what prevents everything from happening at once.” 
 
    So, do not put in deadlines. You can say “quickly” or “with speedy results”. 
 
    At this point, let’s take a look at your statement. 
 
    It should read in past tense, but it can have a being’s name in it, so then it’s in present tense. 
 
    Clear. Concise. 
 
    Not a lot of words, as we don’t want a jumble of letters in this sigil. There are ways to generate a sigil with geometric shapes, but that subject is covered in my High Magick 101 book. 
 
    The next step is to eliminate all the vowels. The letters “A”, “E”, “I”, “O”, and “U”. I typically leave the “Y”, as it can make for a nice design base. (Reason for this, in the dim, dark past when only the Golden Dawn used this stuff, they used ancient Hebrew for the letters. There’re no vowels in that alphabet) 
 
    At this point, you should have a string of consonants. 
 
      
 
    Here’s an example: 
 
    Statement: Bune brings me two thousand dollars a month. 
 
    Cross out the vowels: Bune brings me two thousand dollars a month 
 
    [image: ] 
 
    After the vowels are removed: BN BRNG M TW THSND DLLRS MNTH 
 
    Remove duplicate letters:

    You are left with these letters: 
 
    BN RG M TW H SD L 
 
    Now, it’s a matter of arranging these letters into a sigil! 
 
    This is what I came up with, sketching out those letters:

    What I did was simple. I overlaid the letters on each other, quickly generated this sigil. 
 
    So, what is next? 
 
    Creating the Hypersigil! 
 
  
 
  
   
    
    The HyperSigil 
 
      
 
    In the 60s and 70s, there was a very famous men’s magazine. It had (or has) a simple logo. The art directors used to take delight in hiding this logo on the magazine’s cover. Most of the time, the logo was easy to see, but there were other covers that were a real challenge. (Copyright prevents me from including any samples here… ) 
 
    I mean, it’s like those drawings where you try to find the hidden puppy. 
 
    This is what I’m talking about! You design your sigil, then look at ways to get it into a drawing, a painting, or photograph. 
 
    There are many, many ways to hide the sigil. The key is to place it where you’ll see it every day, and perhaps others will also see the sigil, but not know it’s a sigil! 
 
    Thus, you can create art with the idea of embedding your desire into the artwork. 
 
    You can also draw the design onto the sides of candles. Green or gold for money, draw the design into the sides of the candles, and as you burn the candle, the sigil’s power is sent out into the universe. 
 
    Personally, I am not a very good artist. I figure most elementary students can draw or paint better than I can, but if you are good at this, then you can easily embed the desire into a drawing or painting. 
 
    Not being an artist is why I took up photography in the first place! 
 
    I use Photoshop. I have used this program since the early 1990s. Photoshop uses layers. When I retouch a photograph, I will work using layers, so I can control the results. I can take a standard sigil, place it on a layer, then reduce the layer’s visibility from 100% to 1%. The sigil is still there, but invisible. 
 
    Another method is to incorporate a version of the sigil into the design of the image. I did this by playing around with overlays and arranging the light pattern. I do a lot of work on my photography, and this is where I will often implant a sigil. 
 
    The sigil does not have to look like a jumble of letters, either. 
 
    Earlier I wrote about making a sigil using lines, and I will often simply draw out a design, knowing it’s going to hold my intention. 
 
    So, let’s take that sigil we’re working on. 
 
    I have converted that sigil to a smoother image, by tracing over it in Photoshop. Then I looked around for a drawing, and then I edited the drawing to hide the sigil. 
 
    Yes, this image is from a kid’s coloring book, with that sigil edited into it.

    You might be able to find this sigil, but in my Facebook group, I posted a photo of some fungi growing out of the fallen tree, and I hid a sigil in plain sight, and to my knowledge, no one has ever found it. 
 
    After you’ve designed your sigil, take a look at it, and see how you might be able to work it into a bit of wall art. I know of two people who have painted their sigils, creating a mandala of the sigil. You could also paint some abstract art, using the sigil’s design as the base. 
 
    I use Photoshop, and I played with one of my sigil designs and generated the cover to this book, (which is also on the download page for this book.) 
 
  
 
  
   
    
    Uses for a Hypersigil 
 
      
 
    What can you do with a hidden in plain sight HyperSigil? 
 
    Personally, I’ll put them in the photographs I’ll share on Instagram, on Twitter, Facebook and anywhere else you can find! 
 
    I’ve seen people incorporate a sigil for a long-term magick project into a tattoo. 
 
    I’ve seen paintings, murals, posters used to display a sigil. Very few items where it’s obvious it’s a magick piece of art, but they’re there. 
 
    Want to know more? 
 
    Check out “Arkham Asylum” by Grant Morrison. (Actually, ANY Grant Morrison Batman storyline) 
 
    “The Invisibles” also by Grant Morrison. 
 
    While you’re at it, go Google him. 
 
    That is pretty much all I have to say about HyperSigils. A short book. So short, I wasn’t about to put it on Amazon, although I have encountered several magick books which are shorter and the author wanted over TEN BUCKS for them. 
 
    Oh well.
