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This book is technically two books in one: Money Sigils Made Easy
 and Success Sigils Made Easy
. Most all of the information of the former applies to the latter, though the sigils are different. I have simply excised some of the repetitive info. Money Sigils Made Easy
 should be read first, as it is the volume that contains all the technical details of how to use sigils. Success Sigils Made Easy
 is based on the same techniques, though some of the finer details differ, such as color, incense, etc.


Vol 1. Money Sigils


Introduction

The topic of this small booklet is wealth magic—particularly the variety that utilizes sigils. A sigil is a magical symbol used to harness and express magical power. The symbols we use for the seven luminaries [1] and twelve signs of the Zodiac in astrology are perhaps the most recognizable examples of sigils in the Western world, but there are many others. I will not only explain how sigils work, but also how to effectively use them. Though this booklet is small, it is jam-packed with useful information—no filler and no unnecessary details. I think many works of magic are far too complex and try too hard to appear profound. This booklet will have none of that: though I will be giving an account of magical theory, the majority of it is 100% practical. If you want to use magic to increase your wealth, the methods given in this book will tell you exactly how to do it. Magic is a practical art, ultimately, and it has no value unless it gets results. Magic without results is simply live-action role-playing. While that may be fun for some, that isn't my interest, and I doubt it's yours, either.



The methods, as you will see, are quite simple and easy to perform. Nonetheless, they are incredibly powerful. And in learning them and performing them, you will also come to understand how magic works. You do not need to take my word for it: perform the spells as I advise and you will soon see for yourself. The methods given here are specifically targeted to increasing and gaining wealth, but the principles behind them underlie all forms of magic. If you can use spells successfully to gain wealth, you can use them for any purpose. Magic can be applied to all areas of life once you grasp its essence.

With that being said, read on and enjoy.

Advice for Beginners

To get the most out of this work, read everything up to the point where I list the various sigils. Then think of what you want your first magical experiment to be. It should not be something too improbable or too difficult to acquire. A small gain in money through a plausible source is best. Or, if it is not specifically money that you are after, but rather the potential to earn money, the experiment can involve something involving your career or business. Once you have decided, write it down in a special journal devoted exclusively to wealth magic. This journal will allow you to track your progress. Then, once you have your first experiment, carefully read through the sigils. Once you find a suitable sigil, then perform the magical ceremonies required or craft a talisman based upon it. Set a time-line for when the experiment is determined to work or fail. The time involved should be no less than a week, but no more than a month. While it is true that some forms of magic take longer than a month to transpire, it is best for beginners to start seeing results as soon as possible, and over a month is often too long a wait. You can
 effectively perform magic. It is all a matter of what you do and how intensely you do it. But, generally, beginners will be more successful in their magical career if they achieve results at the outset.




Magic that Works


Magic works
. This is a fact you can prove to yourself. You don't need to take anyone's word for it. Anyone can do it, provided they know how. True, it is not always as effective as some say. It's not going to turn you into a millionaire, a god, a movie star or a King. Nonetheless, it works
. Whether you're looking to open up new opportunities, make quick gains or explore the deeper vistas of reality, magic can help. Try it. You'll soon see.



Why does magic work, though? And what separates effective magic from ineffective magic? If you have read as many books on magic as I have, you know that there are vastly different and contradictory theories out there. Some books will tell you that it is all in your mind. Other books will tell you that magic brings you into contact with the spiritual world. Other books present a mixture of these ideas. But which is it?



Most people who study magic restrict themselves to one or two traditions. It might be Kabbalah, Wicca, Chaos Magick, etc. but they are not in the habit of branching out. Because of this, their understanding of their own system might be myopic. It doesn't matter if you understand how magic works if all you are looking for is results. Still, it is better to know. The more you know, the more you know what works. And once you know what works, you can incorporate it into all that you do.



For example, take magical techniques in China. Then take magical techniques in India. Compare the two. Take magical techniques of the Middle East and Africa. Compare those to India and China. Find European magical techniques and compare them to the rest. What results? What have you learned?



All utilize different elements. All have different spiritual views. In each system, there are different rules to observe, different spirits to evoke, different astrological and cosmological beliefs, different stones, herbs, incenses, metals, etc. Even the ceremonies are not entirely similar. Nonetheless, there are commonalities. I feel it is these commonalities that constitute the true mechanics magic. Using them, one can create one's own system. Or, alternatively, one can use other systems to greater effect. While it is not necessary to know how magic works in order to use it, it is beneficial.



The elements of successful magic are as follows:



1. Ritual



2. Focal point

3. Intention

You will not find any examples of magic in the world that do not incorporate these three elements. They must
 be present from magic to occur. No exceptions.




Ritual

A ritual is a series of intentional acts performed for purposes of inducing magic effects. They are usually structured beforehand and follow a set step-by-step framework. Part of the reason that ritual works is that the mind follows
 action—or, rather, the mind is reinforced
 by action. This is a very important psychological truth and understanding it is part of the key to magical success. When we perform rituals, the very act of performing the rituals aligns the mind to magical energy. While it is true that rituals can be used to summon spirits and cast spells, the mind must nonetheless be magically attuned for such things to occur. If the mind is not magically attuned, spirits and external magical energy will not manifest. This is why ritual is of paramount importance. The more you are able to perfect your ritual practice, the more your magic will be effective.



The details of the ritual are not as important as the feeling and intent behind them. Many cultures have radically different rituals, but all can achieve magical success through them. In your practice of ritual, you can either create your own rituals (which is good for personal magical energy) or you can follow existing rituals (which is good for external magical energy). It is best to practice both, but some will find that they have an affinity for one or the other.




Focal Point

Focal points are used in all types of magic. They usually involve a particular symbol or item that is subject to heightened focus. In traditional forms of magic, examples of focal points have been sigils, idols, sacrifices, special diagrams and areas in a temple, etc. In sigil magic for purposes of wealth, the sigil itself is the focal point. The focal point serves both to direct and intensify magical energy. By gazing at a focal point, your magical intent will be directed towards it. Because magical intent is directed towards a single object, it naturally intensifies. It can be likened to a magnifying glass and the Sun: by focusing on a single thing, the magical energy is concentrated into a thin but powerful "beam", as it were—much like a beam of sunlight concentrated through a magnifying glass. It then becomes far more powerful.



The reason most people lack the ability to perform magic automatically is due to the fact that their energy is diffused throughout the entirety of their body and consciousness. Such diffusion disallows it from becoming manifest—although, even then, people still occasionally work magic without knowing it or intending to do so. Examples of synchronicity, déjà vu, answered prayers, etc. are symptoms of the magic being performed unawares. The key, however, is to perform magic consistently and with intention. This is why focus is so important. It takes diffused energy and concentrates it, allowing for manifestation.




Intention

Intent is all important when it comes to magic. When we intend something, we are directing the flow of our energy. In the case of our physical bodies, intention moves the body. In the case of magic, intention moves the powers of the soul into outer and inner worlds. Some forms of magic arise simply out of our intention, with no external influence, but all magic requires intent. If you are summoning a spirit, for example, it is partially your intention that signals to the spirit that you wish to communicate. When you wish the spirit to perform magic on your behalf, it is also your intent which conveys this wish.



No matter what type of magic you are doing, you should possess a clear and focused intent. The more energy behind your intent, the more effective the magic. All magic involves an exercise of intent
 and you should regard it in the same way as a physical exercise—you will be pushing yourself forward and manifesting your power. The feelings of intent should be quite noticeable.



It is often best to do this at times when you are psychologically energetic and stimulated. The two easiest ways to achieve this quickly and safely are through either coffee, tea or caffeinated soda, or through a cold shower. Exercise is also an excellent method. Each of these practices will wake you up and strengthen your will, giving you greater magical energy.




The Power of Sigils

Sigils gain power in one of two ways:



1. Use over time and by many people



2. Blessings by a spirit

The first case can be likened to a spiritual form of crowd-funding. If a particular culture or group of people start fixating on a sigil, that sigil will gain power from their collective will. The more the sigil is fixated upon and regarded, the more power it will have. This is why religious symbols tend to become major fixtures of human consciousness. However, the problem with religious symbols is that there are many different intentions directed towards them. Some people pray for war, others pray for peace, and the energy of these prayers is imbued into the sigil/symbol. If conflicting energy is given, the power is less concentrated, despite the emotional impact of the sigil/symbol. Lesser known magical sigils are more powerful due to the unified nature of the energy given to them. Magical rituals also concentrate energy far more intensely and effectively than religious sentiment and prayers. Therefore, on both accounts, magical sigils have greater power, even if they lack a supernatural origin.



Some sigils do
 have supernatural origins, however. This is the case with many of the sigils of ancient grimoires or books of magic. A spirit who corresponds to certain energies sometimes reveals a special sigil to a magician, and the magician then publicizes the sigil. When this occurs, many people begin to summon the same spirit and draw from its energy. The initial power comes from the spirit and humans add to the power by performing ceremonies with the spirit's sigil. These latter types of sigils are therefore the most powerful.



This being said, personal sigils can be very effective. This is because the connection is immediate and specific. While a sigil associated with wealth may be good in order to get wealth in general
, a personal sigil that is specifically targeted may be more effective for this reason. In another book I will give instructions on how to make your own, personal sigil. However, if you are just getting started in magic, I would recommend beginning with the established magical sigils that I list. They are more effective for beginners and, in some ways, more effective in general.




Spells and Enchantments

There are two types of magic when it comes to wealth: spells and enchantments. Spells cause specific events to happen whereas enchantments simply increase the likelihood of desirable effects. When you perform a spell, the spell will have a clear beginning, middle and end. If you are successful, there will be no mistake when the spell actually "hits". Enchantments, on the other hand, are potentially more subtle. Though you will be able to discern the effects, enchantments take longer to work. The benefit of enchantments, though, is that their effects tend to be longer lasting. A good enchantment can be worth ten successful spells in the long run. If you are looking for long-term success, enchantments are definitely preferable. Still, it is good to start out with spells. Enchantments do not lead to immediate gratification, and if someone were to begin their magical practice by focusing on enchantments, they may soon find themselves discouraged due to a lack of clear evidence. Enchantment may take a week or month to begin to show effects, or even longer. A successful spell will show its effects far quicker. This is due to the difference in the nature of the magic involved: spells can be likened to a storm whereas an enchantment changes the entire climate. Storms are quick and dramatic, of course, but once they are gone the climate returns to normal. A change in the entire climate may not be as dramatic, but the effects are far more enduring and transformative. Those who wish to practice magic should make good use of both types, utilizing spells for those occasions when they need quick effects and using enchantments for long-term benefit and change.



Of the two, talismans work best as enchantments and evocations work best as spells.




How, When and Where to Use Wealth Sigils

There are three main ways to use sigils. They are:



1. Personal talismans



2. Locational talismans

3. Spirit summoning

This is due to the nature of wealth. Wealth comes to us through four specific avenues:



1. Our talents and personality



2. Specific locations

3. Destiny

4. Our actions

Personal talismans and locational talismans are used in the same way. The talisman is created and either kept on one's person or put in a specific location. Once there, the spiritual energy of the talisman will radiate over the area. If that area is you, the talisman will influence you subconsciously. It will increase the subtle psychological maneuvers that are necessary for wealth building and prevent you from habits and tactics that squander wealth or limit its potential. If the talisman is placed in a specific location, its energy will be directed towards increasing the capacity of that location to gain wealth and prevent energies/events that sap wealth. In both cases, the talisman has a beneficial influence and is created and used the same way.



Sigils used in summoning rituals are for purposes of evoking a spirit, though you can also make a talisman of its sigil and empower it during the summoning. Once the spirit is successfully evoked, it can then be asked to perform spells on your behalf. The sigil is used to contact the spirit in a ritual setting and serve as a focal point for perceiving spiritual energy. One can liken the sigil in this case to a calling card. When the sigil is present in the material universe and used as part of a ritual, the corresponding spirit is drawn to it. In the case of talismans, the spiritual energy is impersonal and extends its influence through a "field" of energy. In the case of a spirit summoning ritual, the spirit personally arrives and carries out desired tasks.



Truthfully, it is best to use both. If a spirit is summoned and a talisman that bears its sigil is present, the spirit can both bestow its energy to the talisman as well as perform other requested tasks.

Now let us look at how to make talismans.




Making and Empowering Sigils and Talismans

The best way to make a sigil talisman is either through engraving metal, wood or wax. Metal is obviously the most difficult, but it is also the most traditional way that talismans were created in medieval Europe. Three types of metal were associated with wealth: gold, silver and tin. Gold corresponds to the Sun, silver corresponds to the Moon and tin corresponds to Jupiter. The presence of these metals makes the magic far more powerful, but the proper engraving of metal is out of reach for most people. Nonetheless, you can incorporate these metals into a wax sigil to good effect. Alternatively, if you have a gold, silver or tin square, you can paint the sigil upon it. While this is not a traditional method, I have found it to be quite effective. The actual sigil should not be engraved or painted upon the metal until the talisman is empowered, however.



Wax sigils/talismans are easier to create. You simply need clear wax, a colorant and a mold. The size of the mold depends upon how you will be using the talisman, but the shape is irrelevant. If you make a large wax square using a thin tupperware mold but want to make a talisman small enough to keep on your person, you can break the wax and engrave the sigil upon the smaller piece. If you are making a larger talisman, there is no need to break the mold.




Instructions
: melt the wax in a special pot on the stove. Do not use the pot for any other purpose. Once the wax is melted, pour it into the mold, then place in the colorants. Stir the colorant until the wax is entirely colored. If you want to incorporate a special metal into the talisman, place it in at this time. Let it sit until it is fully dry. As with metal talismans, the sigil should not be engraved until the time of empowering. The best way to engrave wax is with a sharp nail.



Be advised, however, that wax sigils and talismans must be kept out of the heat. Even in moderately warm environment, wax will grow slack and warp. They should also be kept perfectly level and flat, with nothing on top of them. Treat your sigils and talismans with care.



Wood is also a good way to make a sigil. It is especially useful if the sigil is going to be placed in an area as a locational talisman. As said before, wax will melt and warp in the heat, but wood will not. So long as a wooden sigil or talisman is properly empowered, it will have great benefit.




Instructions
: acquire a block of wood with a flat and clear surface on at least one side. It is best to trace the sigil in pencil first. Then either paint it with special colors (for wealth: green, white, gold and silver) or use wood burning tools to burn it in. This is all that needs to be done, aside from the empowering.



Technically, a paper sigil or talisman is also wooden, but paper is flimsy and not good for either purpose. Avoid paper except in cases of ritual summoning where nothing else is available.



There are many ways to empower a talisman, but all involve concentration and ritual. The formal ritual I recommend parallels ancient methods, but I have simplified and updated it for the modern day. It is
 effective. You will need the following items:



1. Altar



2. Special cloth

3. Incense (myrrh and frankincense)

The special cloth should be green or blue in color. The altar requires no special specifications, but should be easy to access. A small table will be sufficient. If you cannot burn incense where you are located, or if incense is an irritant to your lungs, you can substitute a fragrant oil burner. The two scents mentioned are specifically associated with Jupiter and wealth. If you are doing the empowerment ritual at night, use candles for illumination. Special colored candles are good but not necessary. Have at least two, however.



Here are the steps of the empowerment:



1. Drape the cloth over the altar.



2. Place the talisman in the center of the altar. (You should engrave/draw/paint it on its specific material it immediatelly prior to the ritual.)

3. Light the incense (and candles) or fragrant oil burner.

4. Close your eyes, then count down from 100. If you can, breathe slowly, and count down on your exhalations. For example:

Inhale



Exhale (100)

Inhale

Exhale (99) etc.

5. Once you have reached zero, gaze at the talisman. Visualize silver and blue light pouring forth from your heart into the talisman. They can be either two streams of light or one stream, with the colors entwined. These two colors are associated with magical power within the soul in an expansive sense, harmonizing with the idea of expanding wealth. As you perform this visualization, you will notice a strange sense of calm energy within your body and in the outer air. In order to time it effectively, you can repeat the breath-counting from zero to 100. Or, alternatively, you can perform the visualization until you feel the talisman has been sufficiently empowered. I recommend counting for beginners, however, for the countdown will ensure that they spend the necessary amount of time with it and the act of counting will also focus their minds further.



Once you are finished, allow yourself to stand or sit with the talisman in silence, enjoying the sense of magical energy that now fills you. Then, slowly and deliberately, take the talisman and place it somewhere safe. Wrapping it in a blue or green cloth is a good idea. Once the talisman has been taken away, clean the altar. This finishes the empowerment.




Summoning Rituals

A summoning ritual is performed with the same elements as a talisman empowerment. The difference is how you relate
 to the sigil. In the case of the talisman, the energy is impersonal. It draws upon cosmic energies and focuses them within the talisman. These energies both come from you, the magician, as well as the cosmos at large. In the case of summoning, the energies do not come from you. They come from the spirit being summoned. If anything, you must make room
 for the spirit. Then it will have the potential to manifest.



When making a sigil for a spirit, simple paper can be used, or you can make it in any of the ways I suggested for making talismans. The spirit's sigil should be made not long before the summoning itself, and the paper or talisman used should be kept safe for later use. 



With everything in place, your first step is a banishing ritual. Banishing rituals come in many different forms, but all involve a reverent acknowledgment of universal energy and either an explicit or implicit call to all other spirits to depart from the area. The banishing ritual does not need to be very complex. Here is a simplified but effective form:



1. Stand before the altar and close your eyes. Visualize silver or blue light in your heart slowly expanding outward till it fills the entire room. Once it does, thank the energies of the universe for being present with you and command all spirits to depart by force of this energy.



2. Open your eyes, turn to the East and visualize golden light expanding and filling that corner of the room. Then turn to the North and visualize white light doing the same. Turn to the West and visualize red light. Then turn to the South and visualize dark blue or purple light. Then return facing the altar. This concludes the banishing.



Additional fragrances to use in summoning spirits of wealth are pine, sandalwood and sage.



Once the fragrances are in the air, look at the sigil and begin to call the spirit to manifest. It is best to address the spirit by name. You may chant or sing the spirit's name until it arrives.



The arrival of the spirit is hard to describe if you have not already experienced something like it. You will know that a personal presence is there with you in the room, but it is very rare to actually visibly see it. You will know it through your intuition. Generally only advanced magicians reach the point where they can visibly see and hear the spirit, but even novices should be able to sense the spirit's presence. Then, if the spirit's presence seems favorable, make your requests in detail. Be sure also to specify what you do not
 wish to have happen. The classical tale The Monkey's Paw
 is somewhat alarmist, but the moral of the story is correct: you can expect a spirit to do your bidding, but you must also anticipate possible negative fallout. For example, if you wish for a quick windfall of wealth, you must specify to the spirit that this wealth should not come from any form of damage or death. To give a personal example from my youth, I once summoned Bethor for the purposes of quick wealth. Not long after I did so, my car was sideswiped by a school bus. I was unhurt, but my car was damaged. I managed to get a check for $2,000, but it wasn't exactly what I had in mind. Make your intentions clear to the spirit or similar things will surely happen to you.



Once you've made your request and feel that the spirit has accepted, thank it for arriving and tell it that it may go. The feeling of the spirit's presence may still linger for a bit, but eventually it will go away. Then end the ritual. If the spirit does not leave immediately, you should respect this, and remain for as long as the spirit is present. Do not do this for more than an hour, however. If the spirit lingers longer than an hour, simply tell it to depart and end the ritual. Spirits should not be held for longer than an hour, according to the Arbatel, for the spirit may then attach itself to you as a familiar spirit. If that happens, it won't merely take commands but also take its own initiative, carrying out what it believes your intentions are. This can lead to unanticipated negative consequences and is definitely to be avoided.



The spirit can also empower a talisman presented to it at this time. As I said earlier, the sigil used in summoning is not technically a talisman and has no other purposes except summoning. You can use the spirit's sigil on a talisman, however. 




Wealth Sigils

In traditional European magic, wealth is associated with the planet Jupiter. Whenever you find a sigil in an ancient book that relates to Jupiter, it can usually be used for wealth magic. Jupiter is not restricted to wealth, of course, but it is the primary energy associated with wealth. Jupiter embodies the energy of expansion and increase. It does this on a spiritual level. When you use sigils of Jupiter, you are not using sigils which merely correspond to the planet in our Solar system, but rather to the spiritual energy
 of expansion. The astrological framework is not as important as the implication behind it. It was an excellent way for the ancients to understand and systematize such energies, but we do not need to restrict ourselves to their beliefs in the modern day. The important thing to remember is what Jupiter signifies
 in a spiritual sense. This is its most essential feature.



In addition to Jupiter, other astrological forces also corresponds to wealth. Jupiter is simply the most prominent. The Sun, Saturn, Mercury, Venus and the Moon are all also associated with wealth. The distinction Jupiter holds is that it is corresponds to wealth in general, whereas the other astrological forces have more specific uses.



There are a plethora of sigils that relate to Jupiter and expansion. Here are a few, along with a description of some of their unique powers:




1. The sigil for Jupiter in European Astrology

This is the most common sigil for Jupiter and has been used or centuries, if not longer. Because it is so common and recognized, its magical influence is quite diffused. It is seen by millions upon millions every day, and though this makes it a potent symbol, its power is diffused and not easily directed. Therefore it is best used as a personal or locational talisman. It should not be the only talisman one uses in this regard, however—at best, its energy will fortify and increase the energy of other talismans and, at worst, it will have no effect at all. Nonetheless, I would recommend all who are interested in wealth to craft this talisman for the sake of completeness. There is no harm in doing so and there is a possibility for benefit.




2. The sigil for Bethor, the celestial Intelligence of Jupiter
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This sigil comes from the ancient grimoire known as the Arbatel
. The Arbatel is a book of white magic and involves prayer as its primary means of summoning. Bethor is an especially popular spirit in white magic and his name means House of Light
. According to the Arbatel, Bethor can put you in situations of authority or prestige and provide wealth through treasures. Bethor operates on talents, personality and destiny by way of enchantment. The best ways to utilize his sigil are either through talismanic magic, keeping it on your person, or through spiritual evocation. If you wish to achieve wealth through finding something special and hidden, or if you wish to rise in the ranks or achieve a position of authority, Bethor is an excellent choice.



To evoke Bethor, wait until a Thursday evening. Write his sigil down in silence and concentrate on it for a few minutes. Then pray to him. Continue to pray until you sense his presence. At this point, state your wishes to him and ask him to grant them. If his presence appears friendly at this point, you can rest assured that your wish will soon be granted by way of enchantment.




3. The sigil of Aratron, the celestial intelligence of Saturn
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This sigil also comes from the Arbatel and corresponds to Saturn. As an astrological force, Saturn is associated with images of death and imprisonment—the Grim Reaper being perhaps the most common depiction. Aratron, however, has other special powers. In particular, the Arbatel says that Aratron can convert treasures into ashes and ashes into treasures. Symbolically, this means that Aratron is able to redeem losing situations of wealth or convert negative wealth situations into positive situations. Since Aratron has this unique power, he should be your first magical recourse if you are in a situation where your wealth is failing—in a business, for example, or in a particular line of work. If you wish this season of failure to reverse into a season of success, evoke Aratron and compose a talisman with his image. Do so on a Saturday evening or deep into the night, using the same procedure as you used with Bethor.




4. The sigil of Och, the celestial intelligence of the Sun
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Our third sigil from the Arbatel is Och. Och is the Solar intelligence and, therefore, can acquire Solar types of wealth for you. The difference between Solar and Jupiterian wealth is that Solar wealth arises out of positions of authority or prestige, whereas Jupiterian wealth can come from any source. If you wish for wealth to come directly from positions of authority or prestige, Och is your first and best choice. That being said, Och is a special spirit and has more powers than merely Solar. He is specifically allied with giving gold, making one rich and converting anything into either gold or jewels. This is figurative, of course, but it gives a sense of what Och is able to do. Nonetheless, he is a Solar spirit and therefore is better for getting wealth through status. However, he can gain wealth just as effective as Bethor even in non-Solar cases, and if you find that Bethor did not work for a particular task, try Och. Evoke Och on Sunday, at dawn.




5. The sigils of Michael and the aerial spirits of Sunday, i.e. spirits of the Sun
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Like the Arbatel, the Heptameron or "Magical Elements" is another ancient grimoire of magic, though containing black and white magical types. Written by Peter De Abano, it is a far more elaborate work and contains some quite interesting and useful techniques for evoking the angels of the seven luminaries. These angels are quite specific in their powers, however, and should not be regarded as merely conduits of the luminaries. The aerial spirits of Thursday, for example, technically correspond to Jupiter but are not specifically associated with wealth. The aerial spirits of Sunday, however, are said to provide gold and precious gems, as well as status. They are specifically associated with wealth and are under the direction of the Archangel Michael. Peter De Abano based the Heptameron on Heinrich Cornelius Agrippa's Fourth Book of Occult Philosophy[1], which describes these Solar spirits as very large, coarse, sanguine and red or gold in color. According to that book, these spirits move quite quickly and cause sweating when they appear. Some of the more common appearances are a crowned king, a king riding a lion and holding a scepter, a queen holding a scepter, birds, lions, roosters, a golden robe, a lone scepter or a creature with a tail. These and associated images are the type which may flash across your mind while performing evocations, but they are neither to be feared nor especially desired. The presence of the spirit will often give rise to such images—and many others. The important thing is that the spirit arrives
. If it does, it will do your bidding. The spirits of the Heptameron are very effective for acquiring quick wealth.



Though Peter De Abano recommend highly complex methods, you can use the methods I suggest and see if they are sufficient. I am confident they will be. Sunday is the day to either summon Michael or create and empower a talisman with his sigil. Be sure to include the sigils of Machen underneath it, exactly as depicted.



[1] Note
: the Fourth Book of Occult Philosophy was not actually written by Agrippa, though the information is quite useful. The true author is unknown and it does not always accurately depict Agrippa's real views. For unknown reasons, it was later attributed and promoted as Agrippa's work. It is still a highly regarded and useful work. 




6. The sigils of Gabriel and the aerial spirits of Monday, i.e. spirits of the Moon
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In addition to their other powers, the Archangel Gabriel and the aerial spirits of Monday are said to be able to provide silver. In an esoteric sense, this refers to wealth that arrives by gentle, unobtrusive means—comparable to moonlight. It can also refer to actual silver, though this is less important in the modern day.



According to Fourth Book of Occult Philosophy, the spirits of the Moon are large like those of the Sun, though they are quite softer and are of a phlegmatic disposition. Their color is compared to dark clouds and they have a "swelling countenance". When manifesting faces, their heads are bald and they possess boar-like tusks, along with red, weeping eyes. They move swiftly with great strength, like that of a storm upon the sea, and are often accompanied by an apparition of rain. Some of their particular forms are a small boy, a king astride a doe with a bow and arrow, a huntress with a bow and arrow, a cow, a small doe, a goose, a green or silver colored robe, an arrow and a creature with many feet. Evoke anytime on a Monday.




7. The sigils of Raphael and the aerial spirits of Wednesday, i.e. spirits of Mercury
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Raphael and the spirits of Wednesday are said to specifically make the poor rich and the rich poor. Though they have many powers, they are quite  useful for bringing someone out of poverty. This has to do with some of the inherent properties of Mercury as a luminary: when it is said that someone is "Mercurial", it is meant that they are industrious, fixated on their intellectual and artistic pursuits and self-motivated. While the spirits of Mercury are able to magically instill wealth, they do not do so by giving wealth out of the blue, but rather through increasing and instilling behaviors and habits that incline us towards wealth. Some of the other spirits mentioned can provide wealth via direct or indirect ways, but Raphael and his aerial spirits specifically instill wealth-making habits and a wealth-making mentality in us. They should not be used as the sole magical means of acquiring wealth, but they are an invaluable addition to a successful and wealthy life. 



According to the Fourth Book of Occult Philosophy, the spirits of Mercury are of middling size, resembling liquid or clouds in their movements. They come with a feeling of coldness but are not ugly. When appearing in human shape they have melodious speech and look like knights. Their color is like that of clear, bright and silver clouds. It also says that they inspire fear in those who call them, but I have not found this to be the case. The Fourth Book of Occult Philosophy also says that they appear in such forms as a king astride a bear, a youth, a woman holding a staff, a dog, a female bear, a magpie, a robe made of many colors, a rod and a small staff. As with the other spirits, however, you will likely experience a multitude of different phenomena when evoking them, and these images are not seen by all. Evoke anytime on a Wednesday.




8. The sigils of Anael and the aerial spirits of the Friday, i.e. the spirits of Venus
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These are perhaps the least useful spirits of the Heptameron when it comes to wealth. Peter De Abano writes that they "give silver", but not much else applies to wealth. I give their sigils for the sake of completeness. If you are specifically looking at acquiring silver or if other sigils have not worked, you may try these. 



According to the Fourth Book of Occult Philosophy, the spirits of Venus are quite beautiful in appearance and very pleasant in temperament. They are robed in white or green, with a golden upper garment. They move slow and steady like stars and they often appear in the form of young women playing around the circle. Some of their other reported forms are a king holding a scepter astride a camel, a beautiful young woman dressed in costly garments, a young woman in the nude, a female goat, a camel, a dove, a white or green robe, flowers, or the herb known as Juniper Savin
. Evoke anytime on a Friday.




9. The Planet, Intelligence and Spirit of Jupiter

These three sigils represent three different energies of the same Jupiterian force. According to Agrippa's cosmology in his Three Books of Occult Philosophy, every luminary has its planet, intelligence
 and spirit.
 These terms have specific meanings when used as a triad in Agrippa's writings, and they should not be associated with other uses of such terms. Each have a unique function and power. And this is why three distinct sigils are presented. All three of them can be used in order to achieve wealth, as well. The question is how you wish that wealth to manifest.


The sigil of the planet Jupiter brings wealth by making it the general pattern of one's life. Even though we may not like to admit it, a lot of wealth comes from luck. And "luck" is best defined as a "fortunate accident". The Agrippan sigil of Jupiter, in this case, is best used as a talisman in order to make oneself more lucky when it comes to wealth. Of course, one should never resort to luck alone. Luck opens doors, it is true, but one still must enter. Once made into a talisman, you may keep it on your person, in your room or you can place it strategically as a locational talisman. There is no limit to the number of locational talismans that you may make with the sigil and they can even be used as conduits for the energies of both the intelligence and spirit of Jupiter, once summoned.

The sigil of the intelligence of Jupiter corresponds to a celestial entity known as Yohphiel. The power of this intelligence is focused on personal development. This is the opposite of luck: by spiritually summoning a planetary intelligence, you will become the disciple of that intelligence and it will slowly teach you and guide you in the proper path of your desires. Though you only need to make and empower a sigil of the planet Jupiter once, you will need to summon Yohphiel many times, treating him like both a trusted adviser, a teacher or guru and a guardian angel. The use of planetary intelligences takes commitment and you must make a habit of evoking them often to truly get the most benefit. I would recommend evoking Yohphiel once a week for an entire month, then evoking him once a month for the rest of your life. This will bring long-term wealth and Yohphiel will train you and guide you in the art of achieving wealth. Of all the sigils given in this book, Yohphiel is definitely the most powerful, but it also takes the most commitment. If you start evoking Yohphiel then stop, he will withdraw his power. Only evoke him—and other intelligences—if you are truly committed to living a magical life.

The sigil of the spirit of Jupiter corresponds to a celestial entity known as Hismael. While intelligences act as guides and teachers, focusing on inward growth, spirits work as servants and focus on outward growth. Actually, the notion of a familiar spirit
 is quite accurate in this case: when evoking a spirit, that spirit will attach itself to you and serve to work its energy on all outer aspects of your life. There are certain occasions when that energy may manifest inwardly, but such energy mostly
 relates to the outer world. This is why it is best to summon intelligences and spirits, as well as possessing planetary talismans. Once you summon Hismael, he will serve to bless your endeavors with wealth. Whereas the sigil of the planet Jupiter makes you prone to wealth, and whereas Yohphiel makes you skilled and adept at wealth, Hismael specifically makes your strategies a gaining wealth more effective. To break it down further:


Planet:
 makes you more prone to wealth in all areas, though not in a specific or targeted way.


Intelligence:
 makes you more inwardly talented and skillful at acquiring wealth, but you must still act and plan to bring forth wealth.


Spirit:
 blesses your wealth endeavors with success, acting as a servant or familiar.

As you can see, each are complementary. Equipped with a planetary talisman, or using many planetary talismans in different locations, you serve to create the proper general context of achieving wealth in your life. If you were to simply resort to such talismans without summoning Jupiter's intelligence or spirit, you would still be more wealthy, but the wealth may
 come in a haphazard fashion that isn't directly tied to your efforts. However, once you have become a disciple of Yohphiel—the intelligence of Jupiter—you will then notice your thinking process is becoming clearer, your decision-making skills becoming sharper and your imaginative faculties becoming more robust and innovative. You will have the personal qualities necessary for gaining wealth. When you add Hismael to the mix—the spirit of Jupiter—then he will specifically bless your wealth making endeavors with success. They will likely be successful even without his help, but with his help their chance of success will increase and they will ultimately bring in more wealth. These three, put together, work as a wondrous magical machine, with each force complementing and supporting the others.

Evoke anytime on a Thursday, though at night or at dawn is preferable.

Success Magic

Though many books on magic describe spells and enchantments for very specific goals, magic can also be used as a tool for enhancing the success of all areas of life.

We have all known someone who seems unusually "lucky"—everything they do has an odd way of working out fine and things seem to always go right for them. We also know of those who seem to be the exact opposite: nothing goes right for them and bad luck appears to follow them wherever they go. The person who does not practice magic is at the mercy of destiny and circumstance in this regard. Even those who are very skillful and dedicated may still not meet with success if the opportunities for success do not arise. Fortunately, the practice of magic can positively influence how often one encounters such opportunities, changing bad or neutral luck to something consistently
 good.

Though many forms of magic have to do with achieving specific desires such as money, love, protection, etc. it is possible to positively influence all areas of your life through magic. The same magical power which operates on a specific desire can operate on all desires in general, as well as create a general trend of "good luck" in life. Such power can also enhance the potency of other areas of magic.

In this volume I will be outlining how sigils can be used to increase success in all areas of life—not just money. The information here builds and expands on what was found in the first volume, Money Sigils Made Easy
. The how
, when
 and where
 of using success sigils is also the same as in the case of wealth sigils, though the details of the sigils themselves differ.


Types of Success

Success is of two types:

1. Inner success

2. Outer success

Each type refers to both a particular form of energy, as well as the area where magical effects can occur. We each possess an inner and outer being, and we each experience life both in our inner mind as well as the outer world. And these two types are never mutually exclusive: from a magical perspective, inner success increases outer success and outer success increases inner success.

Magical power is not divided, however. It is only one energy. When it manifests on the inner plane, we call it "inner magic", and when it manifests externally it is called "outer magic". To regard it this way is simply to see it from different angles: ultimately, magical power is perfectly one and undivided. This is why success in one area tends to also manifest in other areas. It overflows, as it were, and empowers wherever it touches.

Inner success is defined by greater magical perception, energy and malleability. With greater magical perception, we are able to perceive magical realities more vividly, and our powers of intuition are greatly enhanced. This may manifest in precognition, lucid-dreaming, out-of-body-experiences, etc. but the most direct way to measure it is by seeing how vividly you experience the presence of a spirit in evocation. Though some people have a special affinity for sensing the presence of spirits, most find it difficult at first. As inner magical success increases, though, the sense of spiritual presences becomes more vivid. When this happens, certain portions of the mind are opening up—portions which have been closed or inactive for a very long time. The more these open up, the more magical realities you will be able to perceive. Magical energy operates in a similar way: we all possess an abundance of magical power, but such power lies dormant until we learn how to activate it. When we first practice magic, we are at the beginning stages of activating it, and the more we practice, the more such power manifests. Eventually we learn to sense it within ourselves and manifest it even without recourse to rituals, but rituals are the "training wheels", as it were, which allow us to arrive at that point. With each magical performance, our magical energy increases, and our inner success is enhanced. Malleability is also important: normally we are settled in our personalities, especially as we age, and change becomes more difficult for us the older we get. Nonetheless, the more malleable we are, the easier it is to manifest positive benefits in our inner life. Magic is not restricted to acquiring possessions or causing events to occur: it can be used as a way to positively change aspects of our personality and ultimately form ourselves into the person we want to be. And the more malleable we are, the easier this is to accomplish.

Outer success is more self-explanatory, as most of us first start practicing magic at least partially for purposes of material success. Obviously, outer success means that our spells and enchantments are effective, and that our rituals occur without problems. This is not the only way to quantify outer magical success, however. In the case of spells and enchantments, we must both 1) be aware of what we want and 2) perform magic to acquire it. However, what if we do not know we want/need something? If we are not aware of it, we can't do what we need to in order to make it come to pass. It is here where we see a less-obvious benefit of magic: through the power of magic, we can make it so that benefits or "blessings" come to us even without our being aware of them. When we evoke spirits, for example, we are doing so because a spirit has greater power and awareness than us. Because of this, it knows how to bring blessings our way, even if we are unaware of the opportunity of those blessings. In some ways, this type of magic is even better than magic which we perform consciously, for magic that is restricted to our knowledge can only go as far as our knowledge goes. If we evoke spirits who are far more knowledgeable, then they are able to give us blessings that we did not even know we needed. We are all familiar with happy coincidences—where things just go right for us, without us knowing how or why. Such happy coincidences can be increased through the practice of magic, granting us greater and greater outer success.


Success sigils, spells and enchantments

There are two ways in which magical success can manifest: spells and enchantments

A spell, as I define it, is a specific magical goal that is catalyzed or instigated by virtue of a spirit's magical influence. To perform a spell in this way, you must evoke a spirit through magical ritual then request it to perform the desired task. It is something which requires the direct intelligence and intervention of a spiritual being. An enchantment, in contrast, is merely the flow of magical energy in a certain direction. It is accomplished through the use of specially empowered talismans. Both can be used in success magic, though you will probably find talismans to be more useful for creating the conditions of success in all areas of life. Evocations are better for more specific desires. That being said, both are extremely useful and neither should be dispensed with.

To give a concrete example, let's say you are working on an art or design project, but lack inspiration or do not know how to proceed with it. In this case, it would be good to both evoke a Mercurial or Lunar spirit and create a talisman or two and place them in your work-space. If the evocation is successful, the spirit can cast a spell of inspiration upon you, and the talismans will cause a constant flow of inspirational energy in your area. Combined, these two forces can dramatically change your situation for the better, both inspiring you and giving you the strength to continue on with the project.

That being said, if you do not have a specific task in mind, but simply want to be more successful in general, then talismans are all that is necessary. As stated before, spirits and spells are best for more specific goals. Even so, whenever we want to be successful, we obviously want to be successful in certain areas of life more so than others. Talismans and evocations should both be used for those specific areas, but talismans on their own can be created for general success. As with all things in magic, it is best to pursue variety rather than limitation, and the more evocations you perform or the more talismans you create and empower, the stronger your magic will be.


Expectations

If you are an absolute beginner in magic, chances are that magical successes in specific goals will come slow at first. Most things take time, effort and patience to achieve results, and magic is no exception. That being said, abstract magical goals are often easier to achieve than specific ones. If you engage in success magic without clearly defining the goals, success will find its way to you far quicker. This is due to the nature of how magic operates. At every moment, there are three factors at work:

1. Potentiality

2. Actuality

3. Impossibility


Potentiality
 is what may happen in light of present conditions. The cosmos is not deterministic and every moment allows for many possibilities to arise. Actuality
 is what has happened or what is happening—when something is actualized, it is set in stone, and constitutes a true "present condition." Impossibility
 is what cannot happen in light of present conditions. Even though the cosmos is not 100% deterministic, this does not mean that everything is literally possible. The laws of the cosmos are open and free to a certain extent, but they are also restrictive. You cannot achieve physical immortality, for example, because the laws of the cosmos do not allow any complex physical bodies on earth to last for ever. Therefore, to do magic in order to achieve physical immortality would be quite foolish.

This being the case, magic is the art of influencing potentiality in a desirable way. And the more open-ended or abstract that influence is, the easier it is for the magic to operate. Similarly, the more specific the desire, the harder it may be to manifest. If you perform success magic in an open-ended way, desiring your life as a whole or certain areas of your life to be successful, then the magic will have far greater likelihood of manifesting quickly and effectively.

Therefore, as a beginner, it is best to perform success magic often, but leave out as many specifics as you can. The truly best place to begin is the performance of success magic for the purpose of "success wherever it can be found". If you do this, then the magical energy will seek out the easiest areas for success to arise and begin to favorably influence them. This is the quickest way to notice good results—especially for beginners. Having said that, as you progress in the practice of magic you will eventually become powerful enough to achieve success with more specific requests. This doesn't mean you shouldn't also start performing magic for specific things—you definitely should—but, in terms of expectations, it is best to do both in tandem. Even if you are a beginner, success will surely come when the aim of the magic is non-specific, though it may also come with specific magic. Do not be frustrated if your specific goals aren't immediately achieved, however—that will come in time. Focus instead on the ways your life as a whole improves through success magic, allowing for the possibility of more specific goals to come to fruition as your practice progresses.


Luminaries of Success

Though all luminaries relate to specific types of successes, there are three luminaries which relate to success in a general way. These are:

Sun

Moon

Mercury

The Sun and Moon are the most powerful of the luminaries. The Sun was so powerful that many ancient religions worshiped it as a God, and it came to symbolize the idea of kingship or governance in astrology. The Moon is its reflection and parallel. As the Sun rules the day, the Moon rules the night, and all luminaries ultimately derive their magical power from the combined magical influence of the Sun and Moon. Though not as specific in their operations, it is vital to work with the Sun and Moon often in order to increase your magical abilities. Of the two, the Sun represents outer success and the Moon represents inner success. Combined, they cover all territories where success may manifest.

Mercury is the luminary most closely associated with magic, specifically. In Greek mythology, Mercury corresponds to Hermes, the messenger of the gods. Later, the "Thrice Greatest" (Trismegistus) form of Hermes was associated with the idea of the greatest sorcerer and keeper of the sacred mysteries. Mercury therefore has deeply magical connotations, and working with Mercury as a magical force will greatly increase inner and outer magical success.

In addition to its magical powers, Mercury is also associated with the intellect, communication and all creative arts such as painting, music, sculpting, writing, etc. It is an especially power planet for causing inspiration or enhancing technical ability. If you are involved in any endeavor where communication, intelligence or creation is involved, Mercury is definitely the energy or power you will want to harness. Mercury can also be used to increase the power of other workings. For example, if you are starting an art business, Jupiter is excellent for increasing that businesses likelihood of achieving wealth, but since the businesses involved in art, you will also want to apply the power of Mercury to it as well. Combined, they will be far more effective than a single luminary alone.

In some senses, all of the luminaries are involved with success, but these three are more general in their scope. For example, Jupiter is a planet that can create success in terms of wealth, but this is its main focus. Venus is a planet that can create success in love, but, again, its focus is restricted in this regard. The Sun, Moon and Mercury are all far more open and have a multitude of different applications. Ultimately, however, a complete magical life should include the magic of all the luminaries. In some cases, more specific forms of success are warranted, whereas other cases call for more general success.

As stated before, the way of making sigils involving these three is the same as that which was described in the first volume, though the following differences should be applied when it comes to visualization and incense:

The colors to visualize for the Sun are:


Gold / white
.

The colors to visualize for the Moon are:


Light purple / white
.

The colors to visualize for Mercury are:


Orange / white
.

The incense to use for the Sun is:


Sandalwood
.

The incense to use for Mercury is:


Any light floral scent
.

The incense to use for the Moon is:


Jasmine
.


1. The sigil for the Sun in European astrology
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As with the other common astrological sigils, the sigil of the Sun is recognized around the world. Because of this, its magical influence is diffused, just as in the case of the common sigils of the other planets. Nonetheless, it can be used to fortify and increase the energy of other talismans, and should be constructed for the sake of completeness.


2. The sigil for Mercury in European astrology
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Like the sigil of the Sun, the sigil of Mercury can be used to strengthen and fortify the success that comes from Mercury.


3. The sigil for Moon in European astrology
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The sigil of the Moon can be used on all forms of magic that involve the Moon.


4. The sigil of Och, the celestial intelligence of the Sun
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Och and his sigil have already been given in the first volume, but the same teachings that applied to Och being summoned wealth also apply to Och being summoned for outer success—any endeavor, that is, which involves the material world, your personal standing, esteem, fame, how you are regarded by others or how you are related to by others. Och can shine his light upon these endeavors, blessing them with the power of the Sun. Evoke him on a Sunday at any time.


5. The sigil of Ophiel, the celestial intelligence of Mercury
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The sigil of Ophiel derives from the ancient grimoire known as the Arbatel. According to the Arbatel, Ophiel rules over all things involving Mercury, and can therefore be used for any type of success involving Mercury, as described above. If you wish for success in anything involving communication, intelligence, writing, art or transformation, evoke Ophiel and compose a talisman with his sigil. Do so on a Wednesday evening or after nightfall.


6. The sigil of Phul, the celestial intelligence of the Moon
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Phul is another celestial intelligence listed in the Arbatel. He is said to govern all things involving the Moon, as well as having the ability to heal dropsy, to give familiar spirits (elementals) corresponding to water and to increase one's longevity up to 300 years. “300 years” should, of course, be interpreted in a symbolic manner, pertaining to its general longevity. Phul is excellent for all manner of inner success, as described before. These areas may relate to inner discipline, magical power, emotional healing, deepening one's joy and appreciation of life, or such mystic pursuits as astral travel and lucid dreaming. All relate to the Moon's energy in a very deep way, and therefore can be blessed by Phul.

Evoke Phul on a Monday, after nightfall.


7. The sigils of Michael and the aerial spirits of Sunday, i.e. spirits of the Sun
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These have already been listed in the volume on wealth magic. They relate to success in a manner very similar to that of Och, blessing all outward endeavors with fulfillment and completion.


8. The sigils of Raphael and the aerial spirits of Wednesday, i.e. spirits of Mercury
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These have also been provided in the volume on wealth. To add to what was said there, Raphael and the aerial spirits of Wednesday are exceptionally good at increasing magical power in all forms, granting success to any endeavor which involves magic. They are also instructive in their nature, instilling new values and abilities in those who evoke them rather than merely changing external reality. Evoke them on Wednesday at any time.


9. The sigils of Gabriel and the aerial spirits of Monday, i.e. spirits of the Moon
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These, too, have already been provided in the volume on wealth. Gabriel and the aerial spirits of the Moon are perfect for matters of inner success and have an especially affinity with matters involving the dream state. If part of your magical practice involves lucid dreaming, these spirits are excellent for increasing your ability to become lucid and to recall your dreams the next day, as well as increasing the frequency and depth of meaningful and pleasant dreams.


10. The Planet, Intelligence and Spirit of the Sun

These three sigils represent three different energies of the same Solar force. As with all Solar forces, they incline towards outward success and the fame and renown that comes with such success. The same distinctions which applied to those of Jupiter also apply to them. These distinctions, when applied to the Sun, are as follows:


Luminary
: blesses and inclines all endeavors towards mastery and completion in a general way.


Intelligence
: imbues you with inner talents which grow your ability to achieve outer success. This may be by increasing the power and scope of existing talents or by providing you new talents. In both cases, though, the intelligence begins within and extend outward.


Spirit
: blesses all endeavors with extra power, as well as acts as a familiar spirit, promoting their success in an intelligent, independent way.

To elaborate, the sigil of the Sun as a luminary (or, as it was called in the ancient world, a “planet”) spreads its influence to all endeavors in a general and comprehensive way. It does not focus on anything specific but, rather, elevates all things through its benign influence. It makes it so that successes are more frequent and easier to come by. For this reason, it is best used as a talisman, and either kept on your person, in your room or placed somewhere strategically, acting as a locational talisman. It will also enhance the power of other Solar operations.

The sigil of the intelligence of the Sun corresponds to a celestial entity known as Nachiel. His power, like that of other intelligences, focuses on fostering inner talents, either by way of instruction or wordless influence. Nachiel slowly guides you on the proper path, acting in much the same way as the traditional Hindu and Buddhist idea of a guru. As stated before, this is true of all the intelligences explained by Agrippa: they become guides and mentors in addition to the inward powers and talents they bestow. The communications are often subtle, of course, and some may only realize what was communicated after the evocation itself, but this is their primary mode of operation. Because of this, they should also be frequently evoked, treating each evocation is a session of learning in a long curriculum.

The sigil of the spirit of the Sun corresponds to a celestial entity known as Sorath. Being a spirit, Sorath and the spirits under him act as servants, focusing on outward growth and expansion. They do not instruct in the same way that intelligences do, nor do they develop inner talents. They, instead, act directly on all desired areas of your outer life which involve their sphere of influence. This influence manifests through the work of familiars
—lesser spirits who are able to follow you and intelligently act on your behalf, rendering situations more favorable to your desires.

Together, the three types are an excellent way to manifest magic and deepen one's insight into the supernatural world.

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11. The Planet, Intelligence and Spirit of Mercury

As before, these three sigils represent three different energies of the same Mercurial force. And as with the case of the three Solar sigils mentioned by Agrippa, the same distinctions apply.

These distinctions, when applied to Mercury, are parallel to those of the Sun:


Planet
: generally increases your power and efficacy in all matters related to Mercury such as magical ability and depth, communicative powers, intelligence, organizational abilities, etc.


Intelligence
: to imbue you with inner talents related to Mercury, just as the case with Nachiel, the intelligence of the Sun.


Spirit
: to bless all Mercurial endeavors with extra power, and to act as familiar spirits in your service, furthering the progress and increasing the successfulness of Mercurial operations.

Tiriel is the intelligence of Mercury and Taphthartharath is its spirit. In terms of success, both are exceptionally good for enhancing magical power across the board. This is true both in terms of magical perception (divination, knowledge of the past, present and future, the ability to perceive spirits, etc.) or magical power itself (in the sense of causing material effects). Tiriel acts as all intelligences do, fostering your inner talents, while Taphthartharath works directly on outward matters.

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12. The Planet, Intelligence and Spirit of the Moon

These three sigils represent three different energies of the same Lunar force. Like the other Agrippan sigils, the distinctions of planet/luminary
, intelligence
 and spirit
 apply, though in the Moon's case there is also the spirit of the spirits of the Moon
 and the intelligence of the Moon is called the intelligency of the intelligences
. Hasmodai is the Moon's spirit, Schedbarschemoth Scharthathan is the spirit of the Moon's spirits and Malcha betharsim hed beruah schehalim is the intelligency of the Moon's intelligence. As stated before, the Moon works more on inward success and, in a magical sense, this applies to one's intellectual and spiritual powers. While the Sun aids in magic's influence on the outer world, the Moon aids in magic's influence on the inner world. Such areas as lucid dreaming, astral travel, divination, the ability to see and communicate with spirits, insight into one's mind, etc. are all covered by the Moon. In a way, this makes the Moon a mystical
 luminary.

Their powers are:


Planet
: specifically increases the frequency of magical encounters related to the Moon (magical dreams, lucid dreams, etc.), in addition to heightening the power of the lunar magic on all fronts.


Intelligency of the intelligence
: to enhance all areas of inward magical perception, as stated above. The intelligency of the intelligence of the Moon is by far the most powerful of the four and the most useful. It is best to evoke it first and to use keep its sigil by one's bedside as a talisman. It helps all magical works but specializes in the inner talents, skills and powers related to experiencing and navigating the inner planes of consciousness.


Spirit
: blesses all endeavors involving the Moon with success, acting as a familiar spirit.


Spirit of the spirits
: this relates specifically to familiar spirits which can act as guardians and guides in lucid dreaming, astral travel, out of body experiences, dream-quests and other internal journeys. They are especially good at providing insight and new, interesting experiences.
