From the comfort of your armchair they will take you back 
in memory down byways long forgotten, or lead you on to unknown places on trails 
you have yet to tread.This atlas spreads the broad horizons of British Columbia 
conveniently before you in a single volume, inviting you to explore, and providing 
the basic knowledge of location and access that will help you translate imagined 
journeys into reality. 

For the ever-increasing throngs of outdoor enthusiasts the atlas offers a ready 
means to orient themselves in the field, to find new places to pursue their interests, 
or to retrace past trips. Hunters particularly, and fishers and others using the 
outdoor environment will find it an almost indispensible aid to compliance with 
provincial regulations. The maps show the definitive boundaries of the wildlife 
management units, the bases of British Columbia's wildlife management program 
and regulations, revised and up-to-date to the time of publication. 

But there is much more here than boundaries: topography, place names, roads, 
trails, elevations, streams, lakes, parks, sanctuaries and places of special interest 
are all catalogued and mapped. Whatever your interest in the outdoors, whether 
you hunt, fish, photograph, run rivers, hike, camp, study wildlife, or enjoy the 
outdoors in some other way, the atlas can be your guide to safe, more pleasant and 
adventurous outdoor experiences.

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WILDLIFE VIEWING 

British Columbia offers many opportunities to see wildlife in a natural setting. "Just looking" can be 
a fascinating experience, but remember these are wild animals. Respect their need for space and avoid 
crowding them. Use binoculars for that really close look. Use caution, especially when viewing or 
photographing bears or other potentially dangerous large animals, and do not try to feed them. Wild 
animals that become habituated to regular handouts may lose much of their ability to fend for 
themselves, and subsequently suffer in the lean months when their human benefactors are no longer 
around. They may also lose their fear of humans, and in their trust or their belligerence, endanger both 
themselves and people they encounter. 

Some of the viewing areas shown on the Atlas maps and listed below have no viewing facilities, 
interpretive aids, or developed access. Developed areas with trails, blinds, viewing towers, informative 
signs, etc. are most likely to be found near population centres, along highways, or within wildlife 
reserves or sanctuaries, or parks.
