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PREFACE. 

To attempt to cover in a classical cartobibliographic sense all the printed 18th century maps that relate to 
Canada is probably more than a lifetimes work, and I do not have such a time span left! In order to 
complete the work in a reasonable period of time, I have rigidly defined a “ workable” range of “ Canadian ” 
maps to be included within the final three volumes of this book. Firstly, I have only included maps whose 
geographical content is at least 50% of what is, modern Canada. Some exceptions to my 50% rule have 

been made so as to include maps with numerous states, as well as decorative or outstanding maps; those by 

Morden, Moll, Chatelain, and the Mitchell map are examples. Secondly, I have sadly been forced to ignore 

innumerable charts of various parts of the Canadian coastline, and focused instead on major segments of 

our geography. Thus, I include maps of the whole of Newfoundland and the south-east, but neglect those 

other parts of the Island that are less populated. The same concept is applied elsewhere, as well as to town 

plans, so that only Quebec, Montreal, St. John's, Annapolis, Halifax and Louisbourg are included. Again, I 

have added a brief thumbnail historical sketch to try to relate maps to the current events of each period. 

By the eighteenth century the custom of including text on the back of a map had been discontinued. 

As a result, identification of different editions and states of a map are completely based on changes to the 

map itself or to the imprint outside the neat-line, or a change in page number. I have tried to indicate the 

changes of critical features for each state of a map as well as where it was published. The source of 

publication, however, has often remained obscure, despite numerous visits to the major libraries in Canada 

and the United States, as well as the British Library and the Bibliotheque in Paris. 
Finally, I hope the mixed quality of plate reproduction present in Vol I of this series has been largely 

eliminated. The computer software has become very sophisticated, and I have also become considerably 

more skilled! I have deliberately maximised the size of the reproduced maps as much as possible, particularly 

for those rare and isolated examples. 

The information for the remaining volume is already very largely computerised, and I intend to produce 

this remaining volume in 1998. This final volume will contain chapters on Quebec Province, Quebec City, 

the Siege of Quebec, Montreal, the De Fonte controversy, and finally West Coast maps & charts.

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CHAPTER ONE

MAPS OF EASTERN CANADA & 
NEWFOUNDLAND 

The early 18th century cartography of eastern Canada and the Maritimes was first defined by the map by 
Bellin, published in Histoire et Description Generale de la Nouvelle France , in Paris in 1744. He 
used this map as a basis for both his equivalent maps of 1745 and 1755. The 1744 map was also copied by 
Collyer ca. 1745, which in turn was copied by Jefferys for his map published in the Gentlemans Magazine, 
v.16, in 1746. Emanual Bowen also used the same Bellin cartography for his map of Canada and the eastern 
seaboard, first published in 1747 in A Complete System of Geography, and again in A Complete Atlas, or 
Distinct View of the Known World in 1752. Finally, Turner in Boston, New England, copied Jefferys 
version of Bellin’s map, which then re-appeared in three further issues published in Philadelphia. 

The 1745 edition of the Bellin map which is in the National Collection in Ottawa, has manuscript 

notations, and this particular copy may have accompanied the draft or working copy of the observations of 

the French commissioners relating to the English memorial of Shirley and Mildman (Jan 11, 1751). Cer- 

tainly the cartography of the printed map which accompanied the Mémoires des Commissaires du Roi —, in 

1755 follows this format, as does the equivalent maps by both Jefferys, and Schreuder & Mortier, who both 

used the same titles. Numerous maps appeared subsequently illustrating the difficulty of interpretation of 

“the historical limits of Acadia”.

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MAPS OF MARITIME CANADA 

The Canadian Maritimes, and particularly Nova Scotia, were used continuously as a bargaining chip by both 
France and Great Britain throughout the 17th and the first half of the 18th centuries. Neither country saw 
any real commercial value in this relatively inhospitable part of North America; settlement was slow, and the 

cost of maintenance of the scattered groups of settlers high. As a result, political control passed backwards 

and forwards between France and Great Britain numerous times in the early eighteenth century, without any 

serious attempt at permanent settlement and commercial development, and activity was largely expressed in 

terms of Military “ checks and balances ”. 

Although by the Treaty of Ryswick, Acadia was surrendered to France, by 1704 Port Royal was once 

again under British control, however nominal, and renamed Annapolis Royal. By the Treaty of Utrecht in 

1713, the Province was ceded to Great Britain “ according to its ancient limits ”, whilest France retained 

Cape Breton and Newfoundland. The definition of “ancient limits” needless to say, provided a considerable 

amount of controversy, and after the Treaty of Aix-la-Chappelle, when there was still no definition of 

territorial limits, several maps were incorporated into both French and British submissions showing their 

respective interpretations of the logical boundaries of Nova Scotia. These submissions of course were 

totally at variance with each other, the French attempting to limit the British to what is now Nova Scotia, 

whilest the British claiming all of New Brunswick, The Gaspé, Prince Edward Island as well as Nova Scotia. 

This impasse was only finally resolved by the initial military acquisition of the whole of Canada by Great 

Britain, which was then formally ceded to Great Britain in 1763 by the Peace of Paris. However, the 

boundary dispute was once again revived, as were additional states and derivatives of the maps themselves, 

when the boundaries between the United States and Canada were being settled.

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MAPS OF NOVA SCOTIA 

At the beginning of the 18th century after the Treaty of Ryswick (1697) Acadia was ceded to France. The 
peace was short lived, and in 1704 and again in 1707, somewhat abortive attempts were made by New 
England forces to invade Nova Scotian territories. In 1710 a fleet was dispatched from England to join with 
New England forces comprising four New England Regiments, and in September 1710 the combined force 
arrived off Port Royal with the French garrison surrendering on Oct. 2nd. “ Port Royal ” was changed to “ 

Annapolis Royal ” and the French finally lost control of Nova Scotia, which was subsequently ceded to 
Great Britain 

“ according to its ancient limits ” by the Treaty of Utrecht in 1713. At this time Colonel Vetch in a letter to 

the board of trade estimated that there were about 2500 French settlers, and with the establishment of 

Louisbourg, removal of these settlers to this new fort would not only leave Nova Scotia virtually uninhab- 

ited, but would make the new French settlement “a very populous colony, and of the greatest danger and 

damage to all the British colonies, as well as the universal trade of Great Britain”. This subsequently led to 

the refusal of the authorities in Nova Scotia, to allow their French inhabitants to move to Cape Breton, but 

instead to endeavour to obtain from them recognition of British sovereignty. The refusal of the French 

settlers to recognize British sovereignty probably led to their forcible expulsion in 1755. By this time there 

had been the establishment of Halifax and a successful government programme of land grants to English 

settlers. Expansion of English settlements to the rich Fundy marshes, previously blocked by the long estab- 

lished French population was thus quickly affected.

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CHAPTER FOUR 

MAPS OF HALIFAX 
Following the treaty of Aix la Chapelle in 1748, when England surrendered Louisbourg and Cape Breton 
back to the French, it was evident to the British Government that their existing hold on Nova Scotia was 
somewhat tenuous. To reverse this position, the Government launched an aggressive programme to en- 
courage settlement. The government offered those military personel from the ranks who had, as a result of 
the treaty suffered from the “ Downsizing ” of the day, 50 acre land grants free from rents or taxes for 10 

years, and after that only a nominal rent of one shilling per annum. Similar, but larger grants were offered to 

officers, and notably to carpenters, shipwrights, blacksmiths, masons, and bricklayers. This extensive coloni- 

zation programme was quite successful, and the following May, Edward Cornwallis was appointed Gover- 

nor of Nova Scotia, and sailed with the first contingent of settlers. He established his first new settlement in 

Chebucto Harbour, in June, and by the end of October 1749, some three hundred houses were completed, 

establishing Halifax as the major harbour and settlement in Nova Scotia. Subsequently, it was the staging 

area and port for the ships under the command of Admiral Boscawen and the land forces under Jeffery 
Amherst. 

The presence of Moses Harris amongst the first settlers, with his draughting abilities, resulted in the 

first outline plan of Halifax being published in 1749, and followed by a closely similar map published in the 

Gentlemans Magazine in the same year. This simple plan of Halifax was then used as an inset in a series of 

maps by Jefferys in 1750, and by numerous cartographers through to Bellin in his Le Petit Atlas Maritime 

of 1764. Moses Harris returned to England in 1750 (Lemon 1987) and contributed a further map showing 
the mouth of the harbour through to Bedford Bay, also published in the Gentlemans Magazine, and deco- 

rated with two local butterflies and a drawing of a Porcupine. This standard format was retained until after 

the survey of the harbour by James Cook, when in 1766 a chart of the harbour and adjacent coasts was 

published by Emanual Bowen. Subsequently, the charts of both Halifax and of Halifax Harbour by DesBarres 

in 1777, contributed the later details of settlement in the area, and are two of the most outstanding engrav- 

ings from the Atlantic Neptune.

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CHAPTER SEVEN 

A PLAN of the Town and Harbour of Louifbourgh, &c. * 
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The Treaty of Utrecht in 1713 ceded Cape Breton Island to France, resulting in the virtually immediate 

establishment of Louisbourg, a strongly fortified settlement intended to establish a check on the English in 

Nova Scotia. French inhabitants of Newfoundland and Nova Scotia were invited to its protection, and 

Placentia, formerly the main French settlement in Newfoundland, was evacuated, nearly entirely. 

By 1717 the success of Louisbourg was evident, with French military engineers having constructed a 

practically impregnable fortified town, within 15 years (Harris, 1987). By 1740 the threat of this “ impreg- 

nable ” fort to British trade and fisheries was supposed to be considerable, and this is well summarised by 

Collyer's comments inset on his map (see Entry 691, pg. 10) following the 1745 capture of Louisbourg. 
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In 1744, when war broke out yet again between France and England, the French garrison commander 

immediately captured the English garrison at Canso and took them as prisoners to Louisbourg. Annapolis 

was similarly threatened. Governor Shirley of Massachusetts proposed a plan to capture Louisbourg and by 

25th of April 1745, troops from Massachusetts, Connecticut, and New Hampshire arrived at Canso to- 

gether with a small English fleet. By the middle of June, with determined advances by the land forces, the 

capture of a French supply ship fully laden with food and munitions, and the breaching of the walls in several 

places, the French commander capitulated. The news was received with enthusiasm in the New England 

colonies. At this time a number of maps were published by a variety of sources. Correspondingly few 

publications appeared in British sources, and this initial siege appears to have been seen, largely as a New 

England venture. 

With the Treaty of Aix-la-Chappelle, Louisbourg was returned to the French, but with the advent of 

the Seven Years War, Louisbourg was once again under siege, and by July 1758 was recaptured by a 

powerful British naval force led by Admiral Boscawen, coupled with a land force under Jeffery Amhurst. 

Louisbourg surrendered on the 26th of July, and finally in 1760 orders came from England to totally destroy 

the fortress. Louisbourg subsequently became home to only a few fishermen, and this is reflected in the 

small number of maps that were published later in the century.

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CHAPTER EIGHT

MAPS OF THE GREAT LAKES 

The treaty of Utrecht in 1713 forced France to recognize the British claims to the coastal zone of Hudson Bay, 
and also gave the British “ dominion ” over the Iroquois, with a free-trade zone in the interior. Despite these 
provisions for free trade, the status quo of the late 17th century was largely maintained with the French quickly 
and efficiently restoring trade and relationships throughout the Great Lakes region. 

The mountainous barrier of the Alleghenies limited easy westward expansion of New England, fundamen- 

tal to the future development of the colony. Even in 1709, Spotswood of Virginia had urged the home govern- 

ment to push across the Alleghenies into the Ohio Valley, and the Treaty of Utrecht, in fact, turned out merely to 

be the initiation of further more forcible attempts to colonise the Ohio. In 1716 Spotswood opened a road over 

the Blue Ridge from Virginia, and by 1726 Fort Oswego had been established. Two decades of manoeuvering 

followed, involving Indian tribes as well as French and colonial militia alike. 

In 1748, after the Treaty of Aix-la-Chappelle, the Ohio Company was formed by a group of London 

merchants and prominent Virginian plantation owners, and given crown title to halfa million acres of land in the 

Ohio Valley. The French responded to this incursion by military intervention in 1752, and by 1755 the British 

were again virtually excluded from continental America, west of Montreal. Under the leadership of William Pitt, 

with the tide of war changing yet again, attention was turned to the North American situation, and a determined 

effort was made to resolve the dispute forever. The initial move was to achieve control of the Ohio. The British, 

in a sudden attack, burned Fort Frontenac with all its supplies destined for the French Ohio forts, and simulta- 

neously invaded the Ohio Valley. The defence of the Ohio Valley was very dependent on the allegiance of the Ohio 

tribes, which the British proceeded to cleverly subvert, by promising to relinquish all territorial claims to tribal 

lands west of the Appalachians. With the apparent achievement of their aims, the Ohio tribes ceased fighting, 

forcing the French to yield the Ohio region to British control. The following year a three pronged attack finally 

resulted in the capture of Quebec and the end to French domination in Canada. The territorial rights of the Ohio 

tribes were ignored, their ineffectual opposition was quashed by the British, and a major expansion westward 

commenced (Harris, 1987). 

The early maps of the Great Lakes region were due to Lahontan in 1703, and have been already covered in 

the first volume of this work. They show fairly well the pattern of trading routes of the early century, and confirm 

the major French hold over much of the Great Lakes region. The map by Bellin, published in Histoire et Descrip- 

tion Generale de la Nouvelle France , in Paris in 1744, dominated the cartography of the Great Lakes 

region for a number of years. He also used this map as basis for both of his subsequent maps of 1745 and 1755, 

and these in turn served as the basis for other cartographers. This sequence of maps shows the corresponding 

political developments of the times with markedly increasing cartographic information on the Ohio Valley.
