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This, The Times Atlas of the World, Family Edition, has been extensively 
revised since it was first published in 1988. This is the second edition of this 
popular atlas. It is a reference work for use in the home, office or school, for 
those who travel the world and also those, like Francis Bacon, who journey 
only “in map and chart”. 

An index of no fewer than 30,000 entries, keyed to the main map plates, 
will aid those who, whilst familiar with the name of a place, are uncertain of 
just where it lies on the map. 

It is by no means always easy to ascertain the correct title and status of a 
country as distinct from its everyday name used on maps. The list of states and 
territories gives in addition to name, title and status, the population and area, 
the national currency, the major religions and the national flag. 

Maps, being an efficient way of storing and displaying information, are 
used to amplify the list of states and territories and the geographical 
comparisons of continents, oceans, lakes and islands. They form the basis of 
the section on earthquakes, volcanoes, economic minerals, vegetation, 
temperature, rainfall and population. 

Maps are also, by nature, illustrative and a 14-page section shows the 
world’s major physical features in the way they appear from space but with 
the names of the features added. 

Amongst the statistical data contained in the Atlas is a listing of the major 
metropolitan areas with their populations. For the past several decades there 
has been, throughout the world, an accelerating flow of people from the land to 
towns and cities and especially the major cities, some of which now contain the 
bulk of the national population: Growth in air travel has turned those same 
cities into centres of tourism. Influx of population and the demands of tourism 
have enhanced the status of cities. Generous space has, therefore, been 
allocated to maps of major cities and their environs. 

Geographical names in this Atlas are given in their anglicized (convention- 
al) form where such a form is in current use. Other names are given in their 
national Roman alphabet or else converted into English by transliteration 
(letter-to-letter) or transcription (sound-to-sound). Because Roman alphabet 
letters, sometimes modified, are pronounced in a variety of ways, a brief guide 
to pronunciation has been included. The whole is supplemented by a 
dictionary of geographical terms. 

In the names, in the portrayal of international boundaries and in the list of 
states and territories, the aim has been to show the situation as it pertains in 
the area at the time of going to press. This must not be taken as endorsement 
by the publishers of the status of the territories concerned. The aim 
throughout has been to show things as they are. In that way the Atlas will best 
serve the reader to whom, it is hoped, it will bring interest, benefit and 
continuing pleasure.

With population over one billion and vast 
mineral and agricultural resources China has 

| made a tremendous effort during the late 
| 1970’s and 80’s to erase the negative econ- 
omic effects of the collectivisation policy 
implemented from 1955, and the cultural 
revolution of the late 1960’s. 

The land of China is one of the most diverse 
on Earth. The majority of the people live in 
the east where the economy is dictated by the 
great drainage basins of the Huang He and the 

| Chang Jiang (Yangtze). Here, intensive irri- 
gated agriculture produces one third of the 
world’s rice as well as wheat, maize, sugar, 
soya beans and oil seeds. Pigs are reared and 
fish caught throughout China. The country is 
basically self-sufficient in cereals, livestock 
and fish. 

Western and northern China are far less 
densely populated areas as cultivation is res- 
tricted to oases and sheltered valleys. In the 
south-west, the Tibetan plateau averages 
4,900 m (16,000 ft) and supports scattered 
sheep herding. To the north are Sinkiang and 
the desert basins of Tarim and Dzungaria, 
and bordering Mongolia the vast dry Gobi 
desert. In the far north only in Manchuria 
does the rainfall allow extensive arable cul- 
tivation, mainly wheat, barley and maize. 

The natural mineral resources of China are 
immense, varied and under-exploited. The 

Yunnan Plateau of the south-east is rich in 
tin, copper, and zinc; Manchuria possesses 
coal and iron ore; and oil is extracted from 
beneath the Yellow Sea. The main industrial 
centres are situated close to the natural re- 
sources and concentrate on the production of 
iron, steel, cement, light engineering and 
textile manufacturing. The economy is being 
built on this industrial base, with stable and 
adequate food production and increasing 
trade with the United States, Western 
Europe and Japan.

Geographically, Germany divides into three 
main areas: the Northern plain, stretching 
from the rivers Oder and Neisse in the east to 
the Dutch border; the central uplands with 
elevated plateaux intersected by river valleys 
and relieved by isolated mountains, gradually 
getting higher towards the south and rising to 
peaks of up to nearly 1500m (5000ft) in the 
Black Forest: finally the Bavarian Alps strad- 
dling the Austrian border. With the exception 
of the Danube, all German river systems run 
north and issue into the North or the Baltic 
Seas. The climate in Germany is predominantly 
continental with cold, wet winters and mod- 
erately warm summers. Only in the north- 
western corner of the country does the weather 
become more oceanic in character. Germany as 
a-whole has large stretches of very fertile 
farmland. 
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Politically, the division of Germany, a pro- 
duct of the post-1945 Cold War between the 
victorious Allies against Hitler, was rapidly 
overcome after the collapse of communism in 
Eastern Europe, and the unification of the two 
German states was effected in 1990. Economi- 
cally, the legacy of 40 years of socialist rule in 
the East ensures that, in terms of both struc- 
ture and performance, Germany will encom- 
pass two vastly different halves for a long time 
to come. Having lost its captive markets in 
what used to be the Soviet Bloc, the eastern 
economy then all but collapsed under the 
weight of superior western competition. The 
task of reconstruction is proving more difficult, 
more protracted and, most of all, more costly 
than expected. In the West, the Ruhr basin, 
historically the industrial heartland of Ger- 
many, with its emphasis on coal mining and 
iron and steel works, has long since been 
overtaken by more advanced industries else- 
where, notably in the Rhine-Maine area and 
further south in the regions around Stuttgart 
and Munich. The rapidly expanding services 
sector apart, the German economy is now 
dominated by the chemical, pharmaceutical, 
mechanical engineering, motor and high-tech 
industries. To lessen the country’s dependence 
on oil imports, an ambitious nuclear energy 
programme has been adopted. Although poor in 
minerals and other raw materials with the 
exception of lignite and potash, Germany has 
managed to become one of the world’s leading 
manufacturers and exporters of vehicles, 
machine tools, electrical and electronic pro- 
ducts and of consumer goods of various descrip- 
tion, in particular textiles. But the massive 
balance of trade surplus West Germany used to 
enjoy has now disappeared due to the sucking 
in of imports by, and the redistribution of 
output to, the newly acquired territories in the 
East.

owned economy, the communist regime finally 
gave up in 1989/90.

Russia’s extraordinary wealth of 
natural resources has been a key factor in the 
country’s speedy industrialisation during the 
Soviet period. Heavy industry still plays a 
decisive role in the economy, while light and 
consumer industries have remained relatively 
backward and under developed. Agricultural 
land covers one-sixth of Russia’s territory but 
there remains great potential for increase 
through drainage and clearance. By the mid- 
1980s the Soviet system was finally acknow- 
ledged to have reached an impasse, and the 
failure of the ‘perestroika’ programme for re- 
form precipitated the disintegration of the 
Soviet Union, which finally broke up in 1991.

Ukraine consists mainly of level plains and 
mountainous border areas. The landscape is, 
however, diverse, with marshes, forests, 

wooded and treeless steppe. Deposits of ‘black 
earth’, among the most fertile soils, cover about 
65% of Ukraine. Grain, potatoes, vegetables 
and fruits, industrial crops (notably sugar beets 
and sunflower seeds) and fodder crops are 
grown.

| The United Kingdom is part of the British Isles 
which are situated off the coast of north-west

The Highland zone of Britain consists of 
ancient uplifted rocks which now form the 
mountainous dissected and glaciated areas of 

| the Lake District in the north-west, and Wales, 
the Southern Uplands and Grampians of Scot- 
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| 1344m (4409ft) at Ben Nevis. The latter are 
divided by the wide Central Lowland rift valley. 

Central England is dominated by the Pen- 
nine mountain chain which stretches south- 
wards from the Southern Uplands down the 
centre of England to the river Trent. The 
landscape of the south-west consists of the 
ancient uplifted granite domes of Dartmoor and 
Bodmin Moor. 

Lowland Britain is a very contrasting land- 
scape. Limestone and sandstone hills are sepa- 
rated by flat clay vales, east of a line joining the 
rivers Humber and Exe. Here is found both the 
richest agricultural land and the densest 
population. 

The climate of the British Isles is mild, wet 

and variable. Summer temperatures average 
13°-17°C (55°-63°F), and winter temperatures 

5°-7°C (41°-45°F). Annual rainfall varies be- 
tween 65 and 500cm (26 and 200in) with the 
highest in the central Lake District and the 
lowest on the coasts of East Anglia. 

Although a tiny percentage of the nation’s 
workforce are employed in agriculture, farm 
produce is important to both home and export 

markets. 76% of the total UK land area is 
farmland. The main cereal crops are wheat, 
barley and oats. Potatoes, sugar-beet and green 
vegetable crops are widespread. 

About 20% of the land is permanent pasture 
for raising of dairy and beef stock; and 28% of 

the land, mainly hill and mountain areas, is 
used for rough grazing of sheep. Pigs and 
poultry are widespread in both England and 
lowland Britain. The best fruit-growing areas 
are the south-east, especially Kent, and East 
Anglia and the central Vale of Evesham for 
apples, pears and soft fruit. Both forestry and 
fishing industries contribute to the economy, 

The major mineral resources of the UK are 
coal, oil and natural gas. Coal output, mostly 
from the fields of South Wales, Central Scot- 
land, North-East England, Yorkshire and the 
Midlands, goes towards the generation of elec-

The majority of iron 
ore is imported. The main shipbuilding areas 
are Clydeside in western Scotland, Belfast in 
Northern Ireland and Tyneside in the North- 
East. Other heavy industrial goods, vehicles, 
engines and machinery are produced on 
Merseyside, Derby and Nottingham in the 
North Midlands, Birmingham in the West 
Midlands, Cardiff in South Wales, Clydeside 
and Belfast. 

General and consumer good manufacturing 
is located in all heavy industrial areas but the

The UK is a trading nation. The balance of 

trade has changed during the last 30 years 
because of stronger economic, military and 

political ties within Europe—the EC and NATO 
—and consequently reduced trading links with 
former colonies particularly in Australasia. 
Major exports are cereals, meat, dairy products, 
beverages, tobacco products, textiles; metal- 
liferous ores, petroleum and petroleum pro- 
ducts, chemicals, pharmaceutical goods, plas- 
tics, leather goods, rubber, paper, iron and 
steel, other metal goods, engines and vehicles, 
machinery, electrical goods and transport 
equipment. 

The UK has a highly developed transport 
network to move goods and services. Motor- 
ways, trunk roads and principal roads total 
over 50,000km (31,070 miles).

The United States of America is the world’s 
third largest country after Canada and China, 
with the world’s fourth largest population. The 
19th and 20th centuries have brought 42 mil- 
lion immigrants to its shores, and the popula- 
tion of the USA now has the highest living 
standard of any country in the world. The large 
land area covers a huge spectrum of different 
landscapes, environments and climates. The 
eastern coast of New England where the Euro- 
pean settlers first landed, is rocky, moun- 
tainous and richly wooded. South of New Eng- 
land is the Atlantic coastal plain, rising to the 
west towards the Appalachian mountain sys- 
tem. Beyond the Appalachians lie the central 
lowlands, a large undulating plain cut through 
by the Mississippi and Ohio rivers. Further 
west lie the Great Plains crossed by the Mis- 
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souri, Red and Arkansas rivers and rising 
gently towards the mighty Rockies, a spine of 
mountains running south from Alaska. The 
highest point is Mt. Whitney in California, at 
4418m (14,495 ft). Beyond the Rockies lies the 
Great Valley of California and the Pacific coast. 

Climatic variety within this vast region is 
enormous, ranging from the Arctic conditions 
of Alaska to the desert of the south-west — 
winter temperatures in Alaska plummet to 
—28°C (-19°F), whereas in Florida they main- 
tain a steady 19°C (66°F). In California the 
weather varies little, being constantly mild 
with a range of only 9°C (16°F), whereas in the 
central lowlands winters are severe and the 
summers very hot. The centre of the continent 
is dry, but both the north-west Pacific and the 
New England Atlantic coast are humid with 
heavy rainfall. Many areas of the USA fall prey 
to exceptional, often disastrous, weather condi- 
tions: the north-eastern seaboard is susceptible 
to heavy blizzards, the southern lowlands are 
vulnerable to spring thaw flooding and the 
Mississippi valley is prone to tornadoes. 

The natural vegetation of the USA reflects its 
climatic diversity. The north-west coast is rich 
in coniferous forest, especially Douglas fir, 
while the Appalachian mountain region is well 
endowed with hardwoods, notably maple and 
oak. In the arid south-west, vegetation is li- 
mited to desert scrub whereas the Gulf and 
South Atlantic coast are fringed with swampy 
wetlands. The central lowlands are endowed 
with rich black-earth soils (the agricultural 
heartland), gradually supplanted — towards the 
Rockies, by tall-grass prairie. The north- 
eastern states of Illinois, Iowa, Indiana and 
Nebraska form the so-called corn belt, whereas 
further west wheat supplements corn as the 
main crop. Spring wheat is grown in the 
northern states of North and South Dakota and 
Minnesota. The north-eastern corner of the 
USA is predominantly dairy country, and the 

states of the deep south are famous for their 
~ eotton, though cotton cultivation is declining. 
Rice is grown in Texas, California and 
Louisiana, and fruit and vegetables in Florida, 
Texas and California. 

The USA consumes 25% of all the world’s 
energy resources but is well endowed with 
energy reserves. There are substantial coal 
resources in Pennsylvania, the Appalachian 
region, the Dakotas and Wyoming, and oil and 
natural gas regions in Texas, Louisiana, Alas- 
ka, and off-shore, in the Gulf of Mexico. The 
vast resources of America’s great rivers have 
been harnessed extensively for hydro-electric 
power. In the west, mineral deposits include 
copper, lead, zinc and silver, and there is iron 
ore around Lake Superior. Most specialist in- 
dustrial minerals are imported. Diamonds, tin, 
chromite, nickel, asbestos, platinum, man- 
ganese, mercury, tungsten, cobalt, antimony 
and cadmium are not found in sufficient quanti- 
ties for home demand. Main non-metallic 
minerals extracted within the USA are cement, 
clays, gypsum, lime, phosphate, salt, sand, 
gravel and sulphur. 

About one fifth of the land area of the USA is 
covered by commercially usable coniferous and 
deciduous forest. Exploitation and re-planting 
are closely controlled. Atlantic and Pacific 
fishing, particularly around Alaska, is mainly 
carried out within the 200 mile fishery zone. 

America’s first industrialised area lies to the 
south of the Great Lakes, and has gradually 
extended south and west to form one of the 
largest industrial zones in the world. Chicago is 
the main steel-producing town, while Pennsyl- 
vania and Pittsburgh are famous for their steel 
and chemical industries. Manufacturing indus- 
tries are more predominant towards the east of 
this zone. 

Most of the fastest growing industrial areas 
are along the west coast. These stretch from 
Seattle and Portland in the north to San 
Francisco, Oakland and San Jose in central 
California and to Los Angeles, Anaheim, Santa 
Ana and San Diego in the south. The main 
industries are vehicle manufacture, arma- 
ments, machinery, electrical goods, electronics, 
textiles and clothing and entertainment.

Established in 1924 as a constituent republic of 
the Soviet Union, Uzbekistan became an inde- 
pendent state in 1991.

The 
climate is markedly continental and very dry 
with an abundance of sunshine and mild, short 
winters. The southern mountains are of great 
economic importance providing ample supplies 
of water for hydro-electric plants and irrigation 
schemes. The mountain regions also contain 
substantial reserves of natural gas, oil, coal, 
iron and other metals. With its fertile soils 
(when irrigated) and good pastures Uzbekistan 
is well situated for cattle raising and for produc- 
ing cotton. Uzbekistan is the largest producer of 
machines and heavy equipment in central Asia, 
and has been specialising mainly in machinery 
for cotton cultivation and harvesting, machines 
for irrigation projects, for road-building and 
textile processing. During the Soviet period the 
urban employment market became increasing- 
ly dominated by Russians and other outsiders. 
The gradual emergence of better educated and 
better trained Uzbeks has generated fiercely 
nationalist sentiments. The country’s future 
development will be severely hampered by the 
damage done to the natural environment under 
communism.

The Yemen Arab Republic and the People’s 
Democratic Republic of Yemen were unified in 
1990 to form a single state with its capital at 
San’a. Situated in the southern part of the 
Arabian peninsula the country comprises 
several contrasting physical landscapes. The 
north is mainly mountainous and relatively wet 
with rainfall reaching 89cm (35in) in inland 
areas which helps to irrigate the cereals, cotton, 
fruits and vegetables which are grown on the 
mountain sides and along the coast. The south 
coast stretches for 1100 km (685 miles) from the 
mouth of the Red Sea to Oman. The narrow 
southern coastal plain fringes the wide im- 
gated Hadhramaut valley in which are grown 
sorghum, millet, wheat and barley. To the 
north of the Hadhramaut lies the uninhabi- 
tated Arabian Desert. The majority of the 
people live in the west of the country where the 
climate is more suited to agriculture. A large 
proportion of the population are farmers and 
nomadic herders; the main livestock are sheep, 



goats, cattle and poultry. The only commercial 
mineral being exploited is salt and the discov- 
ery of oil in the Marib area in 1984 and the 
beginning of exports in 1986 are making a vital 
contribution to the economy. Industrial output 
is mainly confined to small-scale manufactur- 
ing. A small amount of cotton and fish are 
exported; food and live animals are imported.

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Serbia and Montenegro are the last remaining 
elements of the Federal Republic. Until 1918, 
they were separate kingdoms. Union of the two, 
including Vojvodina, followed by unification 
with lands freed from the Turkish and Austro- 
Hungarian Empires, resulted in the creation of 
the Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and Slovenes, a 
name which was changed to the Kingdom of 
Yugoslavia in 1929. Yugoslavia, in 1945, be- 
came a Socialist Federal Republic. Economic 
difficulties from 1980 onwards, combined with 
regional and ethnic factors, culminated in the 
secession of Slovenia and Croatia in 1992. 
International recognition of their sovereignty 
did not deter Serbia, with the Serb-dominated 
army at its disposal, from armed incursion to 
secure areas inhabited by Serbians. Macedo- 
nia’s claim for recognition was not so well 
received internationally because of Greek 
objection to the name Macedonia. Yet it has 
ceased to be a part of Yugoslavia. No such 
impediment stood in the way of recognizing the 
independence of Bosnia-Herzegovina. Armed 
conflict intensified in this ethnically complex 
republic as rival factions fought to support their 
kinsfolk. 

Generally speaking, climate is of the con- 
tinental type, with hot summers and cold 
winters, but the extremes vary with altitude 
and from north to south. The fertile plains of 
Vojvodina provide cereals and cotton, central 
Serbia, livestock products, and Kosovo, fruits 
and tobacco. Vojvodina and Kosovo have lost 
their previous autonomous status. Agriculture 
is largely in private hands. Industry, which 
accounts for over 80 per cent of the economy, 
has suffered from socialist planning and over- 
centralization. Further severe damage resulted 
from civil war and economic sanctions. The 
future depends on re-structuring industry, on 
the restoration of links with Slovenia and 
Croatia, the most prosperous of the six repub- 
lics, and external relations.

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SOLAR SYSTEM

Current theory suggests that the solar sys- 
tem condensed from a primitive solar nebula 
of gas and dust during an interval of a few 
tens of millions of years about 4600 million 
years ago. Gravity caused this nebula to 
contract, drawing most of its mass into the 
centre. Turbulence gave the original cloud a 
tendency to rotate faster and faster, forcing 
the remainder of the cloud into a disc shape. 

The centre of the cloud heated up as it 
compressed, and so eventually became hot 
enough for the Sun to begin to shine, through 
nuclear energy released at its core. Mean- 
while the surrounding disc of cloud cooled, 
allowing material to condense into solid form. 
Particles stuck together as they collided and 
progressively larger bodies were built up. 
These swept up most of the debris to form the 
planets, which now orbit the Sun. 

EARTHLIKE PLANETS 
Mercury is the nearest planet to the Sun, 
spinning three times for every two orbits 
around the Sun. It has an exceptionally large 
metallic core which may be responsible for 
Mercury’s weak magnetic field. Mercury is 
an airless world subject to vast extremes of 
temperature, from —180°C (—292°F) at night 
to 430°C (806°F) near the middle of its long 
day. The Mariner 10 space probe, during the 
mid-1970s, revealed the surface to be domin- 
ated by heavily cratered areas. 

Venus has a dense atmosphere with a surface 
pressure 90 times that of the Earth. Made up 
of 96% carbon dioxide, the lower layers are 
rich in sulphur dioxide while sulphuric acid 
droplets populate the higher clouds. The 
clouds maintain a mean surface temperature of

about 480°C (896°F). The hidden surface has 
been mapped by radar from orbiting probes 
and shows a rugged surface with some vol- 
canoes, possibly still active. 
Mars has a thin atmosphere of about 96% 
carbon dioxide mixed with other minor gas- 
ses. The polar caps consist of semi-permanent 
water-ice and solid carbon dioxide. Day and 
night surface temperatures vary between 
about —120°C (—184°F) and —20°C (—4°F). 
Mars has two small satellites, Phobos and 
Deimos, each less than about 25km (15.5 
miles) across, probably captured asteroids. 

Mars also shows evidence of erosional pro- 
cesses. The effect of winds is seen in the form 
of the deposition of sand dunes. Dust storms 
frequently obscure the surface. The large 
channels, such as the 5000km (3107 miles) 
long Valles Marineris, may have been cut by 
flowing water. Water is abundant in the polar 
caps and may be widespread, held in as 
permafrost. 

GAS GIANTS 
Jupiter has at least 16 satellites and a debris 
ring system about 50,000km (31,070 miles) 
above the cloud tops. The outer atmosphere is 
all that can be directly observed of the planet 

itself. It is mostly hydrogen with lesser 
amounts of helium, ammonia, methane and 

water vapour. Jupiter’s rapid rotation causes 
it to be flattened towards the poles. This 
rotation and heat flow from the interior cause 
complex weather patterns. Where cloud sys- 
tems interact vast storms can occur in the 

form of vortices. Some last only a few days, 
but the most persistent of these, the Great 
Red Spot, has been present since it was first 
detected in the 17th century. 

Saturn is the least dense of the planets. It 
has a stormy atmosphere situated above a 
30,000km (18,640 miles) layer of liquid hyd- 
rogen and helium distorted by rotation. 

The rings of Saturn are thought to be 
mostly made of icy debris, from 10m (33 ft) 
down to a few microns in size, derived from 

the break-up of a satellite. The rings are less 
than 1km thick. 
Uranus, consisting mainly of hydrogen, was 
little known until Voyager 2 flew by it in 1986. 
The probe discovered ten new satellites and 
provided images of the planet’s eleven icy 
rings of debris. 
Neptune was visited by Voyager 2 in 1989. 
Six new satellites were discovered, one larger 
than Nereid, the smaller of the two known 
satellites. Triton, the largest satellite, was 
found to be smaller than previous estimates. 
The turbulent atmosphere is a mixture of 
hydrogen, helium and methane. 

Pluto is now 4500 million km from the Sun, 
closer than Neptune until 1999, but its eecen- 

tric orbit will take it to 7500 million km by 
2113. A tenuous atmosphere has been found 
above a surface of frozen methane. Charon, 
the satellite, is half Pluto’s diameter.

EARTH STRUCTURE 
Internally, the Earth may be divided broadly 
into crust, mantle and core (see right). 

The crust is a thin shell constituting only 
0.2% of the mass of the Earth. The continen- 
tal crust varies in thickness from 20 to 90km 
(12 to 56 miles) and is less dense than ocean 
crust. Two-thirds of the continents are over- 
lain by sedimentary rocks of average thick- 
ness less than 2km (1.2 miles). Ocean crust is 
on average 7km (4.4 miles) thick. It is com- 
posed of igneous rocks, basalts and gabbros. 

Crust and mantle are separated by the 
Mohoroviéié Discontinuity (Moho). The man- 
tle differs from the crust. It is largely igneous. 
The upper mantle extends to 350km (218 
miles). The lower mantle has a more uniform 
composition. A sharp discontinuity defines 
the meeting of mantle and core. The inability 
of the outer core to transmit seismic waves 
suggests it is liquid. It is probably of metallic 
iron with other elements — sulphur, silicon, 
oxygen, potassium and hydrogen have all 
been suggested. The inner core is solid and 
probably of nickel-iron. Temperature at the 
core-mantle boundary is about 3700°C 

(5430°F) and 4000°—4500°C (7230°-8130°F) 
in the inner core. 

THE ATMOSPHERE 
The ancient atmosphere lacked free oxygen. 
Plant life added oxygen to the atmosphere 
and transferred carbon dioxide to the crustal 
rocks and the hydrosphere. The composition 
of air today at 79% nitrogen and 20% oxygen 
remains stable by the same mechanism. 

Solar energy is distributed around the 
Earth by the atmosphere. Most of the weath- 
er and climate processes occur in the tropos- 
phere at the lowest level. The atmosphere 
also shields the Earth. Ozone exists to the 
extent of 2 parts per million and is at its 
maximum at 30km (19 miles). It is the only 
gas which absorbs ultra-violet radiation. 
Water-vapour and CO, keep out infra-red 
radiation. 

Above 80km (50 miles) nitrogen and oxy- 
gen tend to separate into atoms which be- 
come ionized (an ion is an atom lacking one or 
more of its electrons). The ionosphere is a 
zone of ionized belts which reflect radio waves 
back to Earth. These electrification belts 
change their position dependent on light and 
darkness and external factors. 

Beyond the ionosphere, the magnetosphere 
extends to outer space. Ionized particles form 
a plasma (a fourth state of matter, ie. other 
than solid, liquid, gas) held in by the Earth’s 
magnetic field. 

ORIGIN AND DEVELOPMENT OF LIFE 
Primitive life-forms (blue-green algae) are 
found in rocks as old as 3500Ma (million 
years) and, although it cannot yet be proved, 
the origin of life on Earth probably dates 
back to about 4000Ma. It seems likely that 
the oxygen levels in the atmosphere in- 
creased only slowly at first, probably to about 
1% of the present amount by 2000Ma. As the 
atmospheric oxygen built up so the protective 
ozone layer developed to allow organisms to 
live in shallower waters. More highly de- 
veloped photosynthesising organisms led to 
the development of oxygen breathing anim- 
als. The first traces of multicellular life occur 
about 1000Ma; by 700Ma complex animals, 
such as jellyfish, worms and primitive mol- 

~ lases, had developed. 
Organisms developed hard parts that 

allowed their preservation as abundant fos- 
sils at about 570Ma. This coincided with a

Secondary (S) waves are trans- 
verse, or shear, waves. They can 
only pass through solids and do not 
penetrate the Earth's outer core.

EARTHQUAKES 
Earthquakes are the manifestation of a slip- 
page at a geological fault. The majority occur 
at tectonic plate boundaries. The interior of a 
plate tends to be stable and less subject to 
earthquakes. When plates slide past each 
other strain energy is suddenly released. 
Even though the amount of movement is 
very small the energy released is colossal. It

Right \n the most familiar cycle 
rain falls onto the land, drains to 
the sea, evaporates, condenses 
into cloud and is precipitated 
onto the land again. Water is also 
released and recirculated. In the 
rock cycle rocks are weathered 
and eroded, forming sediments 
which are compacted into rocks 
that are eventually exposed and 
then weathered again. 

is transferred in shock waves. 
Some earthquakes originate at depths as 

shallow as 5km (3 miles) below the surface. 
Others, however, may be as deep as 700km 

(435 miles). The precise cause of these very 

deep earthquakes is not known. The point 

from which the earthquake is generated is the 
focus and the point on the surface immediately 

above the focus is the epicentre. 

The Richter Scale is used to define the mag- 
nitude of earthquakes. Each unit represents an 

increase in the amount of energy released by a 
factor of around 30 over the preceding point 

on the Scale. There is no upper limit, but the 
greatest magnitude yet recorded is 8.9. 

VOLCANOES 
Almost all the world’s active volcanoes, 

numbering 500-600 are located at conver- 
gent plate boundaries. Those are the volca- 
noes which give spectacular demonstrations 
of volcanic activity. Yet far greater volcanic 
activity continues unnoticed and without 
cessation at mid-ocean ridges where magma 
from the upper mantle is quietly being ex- 
truded on to the ocean floor to create new 
crustal material. 

Chemical composition of magmas and the 
amount of gas they contain determine the 
nature of a volcanic eruption. Gas-charged 
basalts produce cinder cones. Violent erup- 
tions usually occur when large clouds of lava 
come into contact with water to produce fine- 
grained ash. When andesites are charged 
with gas they erupt with explosive violence. 

Nuées ardentes (burning clouds) are ex- 
tremely destructive. They are produced by 
magmas which erupt explosively sending 
molten lava fragments and gas at great 
speeds down the mountain sides. 

In spite of the destructiveness of many 
volcanoes people still live in their vicinity 
because of the fertile volcanic soils. Geo- 
thermal energy in regions of volcanic activity 
is another source of attraction. 

GRAVITY AND MAGNETISM 
The Earth is spheroidal in form because it is a 
rotating body. Were it not so it would take the 
form of a sphere. The shape is determined by 
the mass of the Earth and its rate of rotation. 
Centrifugal force acting outwards reduces 
the pull of gravity acting inwards so that 
gravity at the equator is less than at the 
poles. Uneven distribution of matter within 
the Earth distorts the shape taken up by the 
mean sea-level surface (the geoid). Today the 
belief is that electric currents generated in 
the semi-molten outer core are responsible 
for the magnetic field. The Earth’s magnetic 
poles have experienced a number of reversals, 
the north pole becoming the south and vice- 
versa.

AGGREGATE A loose collection of rock fragments. 

ALLUVIAL PLAIN A plain, usually at low altitude, 
made of alluvium. 

ANTICYCLONE An extensive region of relatively 
high atmospheric pressure, usually a few 

thousand kilometres across, in which the low 
level winds spiral outwards, clockwise in the 
northern hemisphere and anticlockwise in the 

southern hemisphere. 

ARCHIPELAGO A sea or lake containing 
numerous islands, such as the area between 
Sumatra and the Philippines. 

ARTESIAN WELL A well which taps water held 
under pressure in rocks below the surface. The 
pressure results in a well water level higher than 

the highest part of the water-bearing rocks. 

ATOLL Acoral reef surrounding a lagoon found 
in the tropical oceans. 

AURORA BOREALIS (Northern Lights) Flashing 
lights in the atmosphere some 400km above 
polar regions caused by solar particles being 
trapped in the earth's magnetic field. 

AVALANCHE The sudden and rapid movement 
of ice, snow, earth and rock down a slope. 

AZIMUTH = Horizontal angle between two 
directions. 

BADLANDS Highly dissected landscapes, 
usually associated with poorly consolidated 
materials and sparse vegetation cover. 

BAR Ausually sandy feature, lying parallel to 
the coast and frequently underwater. 

BARCHAN Acrescentic sand dune whose horns 
point in the direction of dune movement. 

BAROGRAPH = An instrument for recording 
atmospheric pressure. The output is a graph of 

pressure Changes through time. 

BAROMETER An instrument for measuring 
atmospheric pressure. The reading is either by 
measuring the height of a column of mercury or 
by the compression or expansion of a series of 
vacuum chambers. 

BARRIER REEF A coral reef characterized by the 
presence of a lagoon or body of water between it 
and the associated coastline. 

BASALT A fine-grained and dark coloured 
igneous rock. 

BASELEVEL The lower limit to the operation of 
erosional processes generating on land — usually 
defined with reference to the role of running 
water. Sea level is the most general form of base 
level. 

BASIN An area of land encompassing the water 
flow into any specific river channel — hence 
usually known as a drainage basin. 

BATHOLITH A large mass of intrusive igneous 
rock. 

BATHYMETRY Measurement of water depth. 

BAUXITE The main ore of aluminium. 

BEACH A coastal accumulation of various types 
of sediment, usually sands and pebbles. 

BEAUFORTSCALE A scale of wind speed 
devised by Admiral Sir Francis Beaufort based 
on effects of winds on ships. Later modified to 
include land-based phenomena. 

BENCHMARK A reference point used in the 
measurement of land height in topographic 
surveying. 

BENTHIC Relating to plants, animals and other 
organisms that inhabit the floors of lakes, seas 
and oceans. 

BERGSCHRUND The crevasse existing at the 
head of a glacier because of the movement of 
glacier ice away from the rock wall. 

BIGHT Abend in acoast forming an open bay, 
or the bay itself. 

BIOMASS The mass of biological material 
present per plant or animal, per community or 

per unit area. 

BIOME A mixed community of plants and 
animals occupying a large area of continental 
size. 

BIOSPHERE The zone at the interface of the 
earth's surface, ocean and atmosphere where 
life is found. 

BIOTA The entire collection of species or 
organisms, plants and animals found in a given 
region. 

BISE Acold, dry northerly to north-easterly 
wind occurring in the mountains of Central 
Europe in winter. 

BLACKEARTH A black soil rich in humus, found 
extensively in temperate grasslands such as the 
Russian Steppes. 

BLOWHOLE Vertical shaft leading from asea 
cave to the surface. Air and water are frequently 
forced through it by advancing seas. 

BORE Alarge solitary wave which moves up 
funnel-shaped rivers and estuaries. 

BOREAL Adescriptive term, usually of climate 
and forest, to characterize conditions in middle 

to high latitudes. 

BOURNE A river channel on chalk terrain that 
flows after heavy rain. 

BUTTE Asmall, flat-topped and often steep- 
sided hill standing isolated on a flat plain. 
(see picture below) 

CALDERA Adepression, usually several 
kilometres across. 

CALVING The breaking away of a mass of ice 
from a floating glacier or ice shelf to form an 
iceberg. 

CANYON Assteep sided valley, usually found in 
semi-arid and arid areas. 

CAPE An area of land jutting out into water, 
frequently as a peninsula or promontory. 

CARDINAL POINTS The four principal compass 
points, north, east, south and west. 

CATARACT A large waterfall over a precipice. 

CHINOOK Awarm, dry wind that blows down 
the eastern slopes of the Rocky Mountains of 
North America. 

Above Butte, Monument Valley, Arizona USA. This type of 
flat-topped, steep sided hill is characteristic of the arid 
plateau region of the western United States. 

CIRQUEORCORRIE Ahollow, open downstream 
but bounded upstream by a curved, steep 
headwall, with a gently sloping floor. Found in 
areas that have been glaciated. 

CLIMATE The long-term atmospheric 
characteristics of a specified area. 

CLOUD Acollection of a vast number of small 
water droplets or ice crystals or both in the 

atmosphere. 

COL Apass or saddle between two mountain 

peaks. 

COLDFRONT Azone of strong horizontal 
temperature gradient in the atmosphere moving 
such that, for the surface observer, cold air 
replaces warm. 

CONDENSATION The process of formation of 
liquid water from water vapour. 

CONFLUENCE The ‘coming together’ of material 
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flows, most usually used in fluids such as the 
atmosphere and oceans. 

CONGLOMERATE A rock which comprises or 
contains rounded pebbles more than about 
2mm in diameter. 

CONTINENTAL DRIFT The movement of 
continents relative to each other. 

(See Plate Tectonics) 

CONTINENTAL SHELF A portion of the continental 
crust below sea level that slopes gently seaward 
forming an extension of the adjacent coastal 
plain separated from the deep ocean by the 
steeply sloping continental slope. 

CONTINENTAL SLOPE Lies on the seaward edge 
of the continental shelf and slopes steeply to the 
ocean floor. 

CONTOUR Aline onamap that joins points of 
equal height or equal depth. 

CONVECTION CURRENT Accurrent resulting from 
convection which is a mode of mass transport 
within a fluid (especially heat) resulting in 
movement and mixing of properties of that fluid. 

CONVERGENCE The opposite of divergence 
which is the outflowing mass of fluid. Hence 
convergence is the inflowing of such mass. 

CORALREEF Large structures fringing islands 
and coastlines consisting mostly of corals and 
algae. 

CORDILLERA Asystem of mountain ranges 
consisting of a number of more or less parallel 
chains of mountain peaks — such as in the Rocky 

Mountains. 

CRATER Adepression at the top of a volcano 
where a vent carrying lava and gasses reaches 
the surface. 

CRATON Acontinental area that has 
experienced little internal deformation in the last 
600 million years. 

CREVASSE 
body of ice. 

CYCLONE Aregion of relatively low atmospheric 
‘pressure about 2000 km across around which 
air rotates anticlockwise in the northern 
hemisphere and clockwise in the southern. 

A deep fissure in the surface of a 

DATUMLEVEL Something (such as a fixed point 
or assumed value) used as a basis for calculating 
Or measuring. Frequently a height of ground 
relative to which other heights are assessed. 

DECLINATION Angular distance north or south 
from the equator measured along a line of 
longitude. 

DECIDUOUS FOREST Forest in which the trees 
shed their leaves at a particular time, season or 
growth stage. The most common manifestation 
is the shedding in winter. 

DEFLATION The process whereby the wind 
removes fine materials from the surface of a 

beach or desert. 

DEGRADATION The lowering and often flattening 
of aland surface by erosion. 

DELTA Accumulations of sediment deposited at 
the mouths of rivers. The Nile and Mississippi 
deltas are two famous examples. 

DENUDATION The laying bare of underlying 
rocks or strata by the removal of overlying 
material. 

DEPOSITION The laying down of material, which, 
in geomorphological terms, was previously 
carried by wind, liquid water or ice. 

DEPRESSION See cyclone 

DESALINIZATION To take out the salt content of 
a material. Usually applied to the extraction of 
salt from sea water to give fresh water. 

DESERT An area in which vegetation cover is 
sparse or absent and precipitation is low in 
amount. Deserts can be hot or cold. 

DISCHARGE The volume of flow of fluid ina 
given time period. 

DISSECTED PLATEAU A relatively flat, high level 
area of land which has been cut by streams. 

DIURNAL Occurring everyday or having a daily 
cycle. 

DIVERGENCE A spreading of material. 
Frequently found in high pressure areas 
(anticyclones) in the atmosphere where air 
spirals outwards from the centre. 

DOLDRUMS Azone of light, variable winds and 
low atmospheric pressure near or slightly north 

of the equator. 

DRAINAGE The flow of material (usually a fluid) 
over the earth’s surface due to the force of 
gravity. Most familiarly seen as rivers. 

DRIFTICE Ice bodies drifting in ocean currents. 

DROUGHT Dryness caused by lack of 
precipitation, most easily seen in the hot, dry 
desert areas of the world. 

DROWNED VALLEY A valley which has been filled 
with water due to a rise of sea level relative to the 
level with which the river mouth was previously in 
accord. 

DRUMLIN A depositional landform, usually 
made of glacially-derived material, which has 
been streamlined by the passage of overlying 
ice. 

DRY VALLEY A valley which is seldom, if ever, 
occupied by a stream channel. 

DUNE An accumulation of sand deposited and 
shaped by wind. 

DUST Solid particles carried in suspension by 
the atmosphere. 

DYKE Asheet-like intrusion of igneous rock, 
usually oriented vertically, which cuts across the 
structural planes of the host rocks. 

EARTH PILLAR A pinnacle of soil or other 
unconsolidated material that is protected from 
erosion by the presence of a stone at the top. 

EARTHQUAKE A series of shocks and tremors 
resulting from the sudden release of pressure 
along active faults and in areas of volcanic 
activity. 

EBBTIDE Tide receding to or at its lowest point. 

ECLIPSE, LUNAR The total or partial obscuring of 
the Moon by the Earth lying on a line between 
the Moon and the Sun. 

ECLIPSE,SOLAR The total or partial obscuring of 
the Sun by the Moon lying on a line between the 
Sun and the Earth. 

ECOLOGY A branch of science that studies the 
relations of plants and animals with each other 
and with their non-living environment. 

ECOSYSTEM An entity within which ecological 
relations operate. 

EPICENTRE The point on the earth’s surface 
which lies directly above the focus of an 
earthquake. 

EQUINOX The time of year when the sun Is 
directly overhead at noon at the equator. 

ERG A sand desert. 

EROSION The group of processes whereby 
debris is loosened or dissolved and removed 
from any part of the earth’s surface. 

ERRATIC A rock that has been carried to its 
present location by a glacier. 

ESCARPMENT A linear land form with one steep 
side (scarp slope) and one less steep side (dip 

slope). 

ESKER A sinuous ridge of coarse gravel which 
has been deposited by a meltwater stream 
normally flowing underneath a glacier. 

ESTUARY The sections of a river which flow into 
the sea and are influenced by tidal currents. 

EVAPORATION The diffusion of water vapour into 
the atmosphere from freely exposed water 

surfaces. 

EXFOLIATION The weathering of a rock by the 
peeling off of surface layers. 

FATHOM A unit of length equal to six feet, most 
usually used in measuring depth of water. 

FAULT A crack or fissure in rock, resulting from 
tectonic movement. 

FAUNA Animals or animal life of an area. 

FEN Alowlying area partially covered by water 
which is characterized by accumulations of peat. 

FJORD Aglacially eroded valley whose floor is 
occupied by the sea. 

FIRTH Aseainlet, particularly in Scotland. 

FLORA Plants or plant life in an area. 

FLUVIOGLACIAL The activity of rivers which are 
fed by water melted from glaciers. 

FOG An accumulation of water droplets or ice 
crystals in the atmosphere such that visibility is 
reduced to 1km or less. 
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FOHNWIND Astrong, gusty, warm, down-slope 
wind which occurs on the lee side of a mountain 

range. 

FOLD Abend in rock strata resulting from 
movement of the crustal rocks. 

FOOD CHAIN The transfer of food from one type 
of organism to another in a sequence. 

FORD Ashallow part of a river that allows easy 
crossing. 

FRACTURE The splitting of material into parts: 
usually concerned with geological materials. 

FRAZILICE Fine spikes of ice in suspension in 
water, usually associated with the freezing of sea 

water. 

FRONT A transition zone between air of different 

density, temperature and humidity. 

FROST A situation resulting from air 
temperatures falling to O°C — either in the air (air 
frost) or at the ground (ground frost). 

FUMAROLE Asmall, volcanic vent through 
which hot gasses are emitted. 

GABBRO Abasic igneous rock, usually coarse 
grained and dark grey to black in colour. 

GEEST Ancient alluvial sediments which still 
cover the land surfaces on which they were 
originally deposited. 

GEODESY The determination of the size and 
shape of the earth by survey and calculation. 

GEOID The shape of the earth at mean sea 
level. 

GEOLOGY Science that deals with the nature 
and origin of the earth’s rocks and sediments. 

GEOMORPHOLOGY Science that deals with the 
nature and origin of landforms of the earth’s 
surface. 

GEOSYNCLINE Avery large depression, tens or 
hundreds of kilometres across and up to ten 

kilometres deep, the floor of which is built up by 
sedimentation. 

GEYSER A spring of geothermally heated water 
that erupts intermittently due to pressures 

beneath the surface. Old Faithful in Yellowstone 
National Park, USA, is the most famous example. 

GLACIATION § The incursion of ice into (or over) a 
landscape resulting in a whole suite of glacial 
processes operating thereupon. 

GLACIER A large body of ice, in a valley or 
covering a much larger area. The largest are 
found in polar regions. 

GLEN Valley. Term especially used in Scotland. 

GNEISS A coarse-grained igneous rock that has 
been metamorphosed. 

GONDWANALAND = A large continent which it is 
thought was split very early in geological time to 
form parts of Africa, Australia, Antarctica, South 
America and India. 

GORGE Adeep and narrow section of a river 
valley, usually with very steep sides. 

GRAVEL Loose, rounded fragments of rock. 

GREATCIRCLE A circle formed on the surface of 
the earth by the intersection of a plane through 
the centre of the earth with the surface. Lines of 
longitude and the Equator are great circles. 

GROUND FROST See frost 

GROUND WATER All water (gaseous, liquid or 
solid) lying below the earth’s surface and not 
chemically combined with the minerals present. 

GROYNE Aman-made barrier running across a 
beach and into the sea; constructed to reduce 
erosion of the beach by longshore currents. 

GULF Apart of the sea that is partly or almost 
completely enclosed by land. 

GULLY A linear depression worn in the earth by 
running water after rains. 

GUYOT A flat-topped mountain on the sea floor 
which does not reach the sea surface. 

GYRE Large circulations of water in the world’s 
oceans, involving the major currents. 

HAFF Acoastal lagoon separated from the 
open seas by a sand spit. 

HAIL Solid precipitation which falls as ice 
particles from cumulonimbus clouds. Contrasts 
markedly with snow. 

HEMISPHERE — Half of the earth, usually thought 
of in terms of its surface. The most familiar are 
the northern and southern hemispheres, 
bounded by the Equator. 

HORIZON Apparent junction of earth and sky. 
HORSELATITUDE The latitude belts over the 
oceans at latitudes of 30—-35° where winds are 
predominantly calm or light and weather is often 
hot and dry. 

HOTSPOT Asmall area of the earth’s crust 
where an unusually high heat flow is associated 
with volcanic activity. 

HOTSPRING An emission of hot water at the 

land surface. 

HURRICANE A severe cyclone occurring in the 
tropics, characterized by high wind speeds and 
heavy precipitation. 

HYDROLOGICAL CYCLE Thecontinuous 
movement of all forms of water (vapour, liquid 
and solid) on, in and above the earth. 

HYDROSPHERE The earth’s water — saline, 
fresh, gaseous, liquid and solid. 

HYGROMETER A device for measuring the 
relative humidity of the atmosphere. 

HYPSOGRAPHIC CURVE A generalized profile of 
the earth and ocean floors which represents the 
proportions of the area of the surface at various 
altitudes above or below a datum. 

ICEBERG A large floating mass of ice detached 
from a glacier, usually tens of metres deep and 
can be several kilometres across. 

ICE-CAP Adome-shaped glacier with a 
generally outward flow of ice. 

ICEFLOE Apiece of floating ice which is not 
attached to the land and is usually 2-3 metres 
thick. 

ICESHELF A floating sheet of ice attached to an 
embayment in the coast. 

IGNEOUS ROCK Rock formed when molten 

material solidifies, either within the earth's crust 

or at the surface. 

INSELBERG A large, residual hill which overlooks 
a surrounding eroded plain. 

INSOLATION The amount of solar radiation 

received over a specified area and a specified 
time. 

INTERNATIONAL DATELINE An arbitary line, 
roughly along the 180° longitude line, east and 
west of which the date differs by one day. 

INVERSION (temperature) 
An increase of temperature with height. 

IRRIGATION The supply of water to land by 
artificial means. Usually to improve agricultural 
productivity. 

ISLANDARC = Acchain of islands with an arcuate 
plan form. The islands are usually volcanic in 

origin. 

ISOBAR Aline drawn on diagrams joining equal 
values of atmospheric pressure. A particular kind 
of isopleth. 

ISOPLETH A line drawn on diagrams joining 
equal values of the plotted element. 

ISOSTASY The condition of balance between 
the rigid crustal elements of the earth’s surface 
and the underlying, denser and more mobile 
material. 

Above Limestone towers in the world’s most spectacular 
karst region — Li River near Guilin, Guangxi Province, 
China. The towers are the result of erosional processes. 

ISTHMUS = Anarrow strip of land which connects 
two islands or two large land masses. 

JOINT A fracture or crack in a rock. 

JUNGLE An area of land overgrown with dense 
vegetation, usually in the tropics. 

KAME An irregular mound of stratified sediment 
deposited by, in association with stagnant ice. 

KARST Limestone areas which have distinctive 
landforms such as caves, sinks and frequently a 
lack of surface water. (see picture above) 

KELP Amass of large brown seaweeds. 

KETTLEHOLE An enclosed depression resulting 
from the melting of buried ice. 
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KNOT A measure of speed — one nautical mile 
per hour (1.15 mi hr~*; 0.85 km hr7‘). 

KOPJE Asmall hill or rock outcrop; term used 
particularly in South Africa. 

KRILL Small marine animals, resembling 
shrimps. 

LACCOLITH A mass of intrusive rock, usually 
with a horizontal base and causing the doming of 
overlying strata. 

LAGOON Ashallow pool separated from a larger 
body of water by a bar or reef. 

LANDSAT Anunmanned satellite that carries 

sensors to record the resources of the earth. 

LANDSLIDE The movement downward under 
the influence of gravity of a mass of rock debris. 

LATERITE A red clay formed by the weathering 
of rock that consists especially of compounds of 
iron and aluminium. 

LAURASIA The northern part of Pangaea, a 
super-continent thought to have been broken up 

by continental drift. 

LAVA Molten rock material that emerges from 
volcanoes and volcanic fissures. 

LEACHING The downward movement of water 
through soil resulting in the removal of water- 
soluble materials from upper layers and their 
accumulation in lower layers. 

LEEWARD To the lee (downwind, downstream) 
of an obstacle lying in a flow. 

LEVEE Abroad, long ridge running parallel and 
adjacent to a river on its flood-plain. 

LIGNITE A brownish black coal in which the 
texture of the original wood is distinct. 

LITHOSPHERE The earth’s crust and a portion of 
the upper mantle that together comprise a layer 
of strength relative to the more easily deformable 
layer below. 

LITTORAL Acoastal region. 

LLANOS An open grassy plain in S. America. 

LOAM Acrumbly soil consisting of a mixture of 
clay, silt and sand. 

LOCH A\lake or narrow sea inlet in Scotland. 

LOESS Unconsolidated and frequently 
unstratified material deposited after transport by 
wind. 

LONGSHORE CURRENT A current that runs along 
a coast. It may result in longshore drift, the 
transport of beach material along the coast. 

LOW See cyclone 

LUNAR MONTH The period of time between two 
successive new moons, being about 2912 days. 

MAGMA Fused, molten rock material beneath 

the earth’s crust from which igneous rocks are 
formed. 

MAGNETIC ANOMALIES Areas with local surface 
variations in the earth's magnetic field relative to 
large-scale values. 

MAGNETIC FIELD The field of force exerted by 
the earth by virtue of its being like a giant 
magnet. Its most familiar manifestation is in the 
behaviour of a compass. 

MAGNETIC REVERSAL The reversal of the earth’s 
magnetic field, such that a north-seeking 
compass points toward the South Pole. Such 
reversals have occurred in geological time. 

MANTLE The zone within the earth’s interior 
extending from 25 to 70km below the surface to 
a depth of 2900km. 

MAP PROJECTION A mathematical device for 
representing a portion of all of the earth’s curved 
surface on a flat surface. 

MAPSCALE A measure of the ratio of distances 

represented on a map to their true value. 

MAQUIS Scrub vegetation of evergreen shrubs 
characteristic of the western Mediterranean. 

MARL A fine grained mixture of clay and silt with 
a high proportion of calcium carbonate. 

MASSIF A large mountainous area, often quite 
distinct, containing several individual substantial 
mountains. 

MEANDER A sinuously winding portion of a river 
channel; also applied to similar forms within 
larger flows, such as the atmosphere and 

oceans. 

MEAN SEALEVEL The level of the sea 
determined from a mean of the tidal ranges over 
periods of several months to several years. 

METAMORPHIC ROCKS = Rocks in which their 
composition, structure and texture have been 
significantly altered by the action of heat and 
pressure greater than that produced normally by 

burial. 

METEOROLOGY The study of the workings of the 
atmosphere. ) 

MILLIBAR A.unit of pressure, most widely used 
in meteorology. The average pressure exerted 
by the atmosphere on the surface of the earth is 
just over 1013 millibars. 

MISTRAL A cold, dry, north or northwest wind 
affecting the Rhone Valley. 

MONSOON Awind regime with marked 
seasonal reversal in direction, most famously 
found in the Indian sub-continent. 

MORAINE A landform resulting from the 
deposition of till by glaciers, taking on several 

distinctive forms depending upon the location 
and mode of deposition. 

NADIR A point that is vertically below the 
observer. 

NASA National Aeronautics and Space 
Administration (USA). 

NEAP TIDE A tide of minimum height occurring 
at the first and third quarter of the moon. 

NEVE Snow that is being compacted into ice, 
as found in the birth place of glaciers. 

NUNATAK A mountain completely surrounded 
by an ice cap or ice sheet. 

OASIS An area within a desert region where 
there is sufficient water to sustain animal and 

plant life throughout the year. 

OCEANBASIN A large depression in the ocean 
floor analogous to basins on land. 

OCEANIC CRUST The portion of the earth’s 
surface crust comprising largely sima (silica- 
magnesia rich rocks) about 5km thick. Underlies 
most of the world’s oceans. 

OCEANRIDGE A ridge in the ocean floor, 
sometimes 150 to 1500 km wide and hundreds 

of metres high. 

OCCLUSION The coming together of warm and 
cold fronts in cyclones in the latest stages of its 
evolution. 

OROGENESIS The formation of mountains, such 
as the Andes and Rocky Mountains. The 
mechanism is still uncertain but is probably 
related to plate tectonics. 

OUTWASH PLAIN Stratified material deposited by 
glacio-fluvial waters beyond the ice margin. 

OXBOWLAKE Alake, usually curved in plan, 
occupying an abandoned section of meandering 
river. 

PACKICE Ice formed on sea surface when 
water temperatures fall to about —2°C and 
floating free under the influence of currents and 
wind. 

PAMPAS An extensive, generally grass-covered 
plain of temperate South America east of the 

Andes. 

PANGAEA Thename given to a postulated 
continental landmass which split up to produce 
most of the present northern hemisphere 
continents. 

PASS A narrow passage over relatively low 
ground in a mountain range. 

PEDIMENT Asmooth, erosional land surface 
typically sloping from the foot of a high-land area 
to a local base level. 

PELAGIC The part of an aquatic system that 
excludes its margins and substrate; it is 
essentially the main part of the water body. 

PENEPLAIN The supposed end land form 
resulting from erosional processes wearing 
down an initially uplifted block. 

PENUMBRA A region of partial darkness in a 
shadow surrounding the region of total darkness 
(umbra), such as seen in an eclipse. 
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PERIHELION The point in its orbit about the sun 
that a planet is closest to the sun. 

PIEDMONTGLACIER Agjacier which spreads out 
into a lobe as it flows onto a lowland. 

PILLOWLAVA Lava that has solidified, probably 
under water, in rounded masses. 

PLACER DEPOSIT Asediment, such as in the 
bed of a stream, which contains particles of 

valuable minerals. 

PLAIN Extensive area of level or rolling treeless 
country. 

PLANKTON Small freshwater and marine 
organisms that tend to move with water currents 
and comprise the food of larger and higher order 

organisms. 

PLATE TECTONICS A theory which holds that the 
earth's surface is divided into several major rigid 
plates which are in motion with respect to each 

other and the underlying mantle. Continental drift 
results from plate motion and earthquakes, 
volcanoes and mountain-building tend to occur 
at the plate boundaries. 

PLUTONIC ROCK Rock material that has formed 
at depth where cooling and crystallization have 

occurred slowly. 

POLAR WANDERING The movements of the 
North and South Poles throughout geological 
time relative to the positions of the continents. 

POLDER A lowlying area of land that has been 
reclaimed from the sea or a lake by artificial 
means and is kept free of water by pumping. 

PRECIPITATION The deposition of water from 
the atmosphere in liquid and solid form. Rain, 

snow, hail and dew are the most familiar forms. 

PRAIRIE An extensive area of level or rolling, 
almost treeless grassland in North America. 

PRESSURE GRADIENT The change per unit 
distance of pressure, perhaps most frequently 
met in atmospheric studies. The cause of winds. 

QUARTZ Accrystalline mineral consisting of 
silicon dioxide that is a major constituent of many 
rocks. 

QUICKSAND Water-saturated sand that is semi- 
liquid and cannot bear the weight of heavy 
objects. 

RADAR A device that transmits radio waves and 
locates objects in the vicinity by analysis of the 
waves reflected back from them (radio detection 
and ranging). 

RADIATION The transmission of energy in the 
form of electromagnetic waves and requiring no 
intervening medium. 

RAINSHADOW An area experiencing relatively 
low rainfall because of its position on the leeward 
side of a hill. 

RAISED BEACH An emerged shoreline 
represented by stranded marine deposits and 
wave cut platforms, usually backed by former 
Cliffs. 

RANGE An open region over which livestock 
may roam and feed, particularly in North 
America. 

RAVINE Anarrow, steep sided valley usually 
formed by running water. 

REEF Arocky construction found at or near 
sea-level; coral reefs are perhaps the most 
familiar type. 

RELATIVE HUMIDITY The amount of water 
vapour in an air sample relative to the amount 

the sample could hold if it were saturated at the 
same temperature; expressed as a percentage. 

REMOTE SENSING The observation and 
measurement of an object without touching it. 

RHUMBLINE An imaginary line on the surface of 
the earth which makes equal oblique angles with 
all lines of longitude so that it forms a spiral 
coiling round the poles but never reaching them. 
This would be the course sailed by a ship 
following a single compass direction. 

RIA An inlet of the sea formed by the flooding of 
river valleys by rising sea or sinking land. 
Contrast to fjords which are drowned glacial 
valleys. 

RIFTVALLEY A valley formed when the area 
between two parallel faults sinks. 

RIVERTERRACE A step like land form in the flood 
plain of rivers due to the river incising further into 
the plain and leaving remnants of its former flood 
plain at levels higher than the present level of the 
river channel. 

ROARING FORTIES The area between 40° ahd 
50°S, so called because of the high speeds of 
the winds occurring there. Sometimes applied to 
the winds themselves. 

RUN-OFF The section of the hydrological cycle 
connecting precipitation to channel flow. 

SALINITY The presence of salts in the waters 
and soils of arid, semi-arid and coastal areas. 

SALT-MARSH Vegetated mud-flats found 
commonly on many low-lying coasts in a wide 
range of temperate environments. 

SANDBANK A large deposit of sand, usually ina 
river or coastal waters. 

SANDSTORM Awind storm driving clouds of 
sand, most usually in hot, dry deserts. 

SAVANNAH A grassland region of the tropics and 
sub-tropics. 

SCHIST Medium to coarse-grained crystalline 
metamorphic rock. 

SEA-FLOOR SPREADING The phenomenon when 
tectonic plates move apart. 

SEAMOUNT A mountain or other area of high 
relief on the sea-floor which does not reach the 

surface. 

SEASAT A satellite especially designed to sense 
remotely wind and sea conditions on the 
oceans. 

SEDIMENTARY ROCK Rock composed of the 
fragments of older rocks which have been 
eroded and the debris deposited by wind and 
water, often as distinct strata. 

SEISMIC WAVE Wave resulting from the 
movements of materials in earthquakes. 

SEISMOLOGY Science that deals with 
earthquakes and other vibrations of the earth. 

SHALE A compacted sedimentary rock, usually 
with fine-grained particles. 

SHALLOW-FOCUS EARTHQUAKE An earthquake 
with a focus (or centre) at a shallow level relative 
to the earth’s surface. 

SIAL The part of the earth’s crust with a 
composition dominated by minerals rich in 
silicon and aluminium. 

SIDEREALDAY A period of complete rotation of 
the earth on its axis, about 23 hours 56 minutes. 

SILL A tabular sheet of igneous rock injected 
along the bedding planes of sedimentary and 
volcanic formations. 

SILT An unconsolidated material of small 
particles ranging in size from about 2 to 60 
micrometres. 

SIMA The part of the earth's crust with a 
composition dominated by minerals rich in 
silicon and magnesium. 

SOILCREEP The slow movement downslope of 
soil, usually resulting in thinning of soils on the 
upper reaches and accumulations on the lower. 

SOLIFLUCTION The slow movement downslope 
of water saturated, seasonally thawed materials. 

SOLSTICE The days of maximum declination of 
the sun measured relative to the equator. When 

Above On May 18 1980, Mt St Helens demonstrated a 
plinian eruption (a kind first described by Pliny the Elder). 
The apparent smoke cloud is pulverised ash. 

the midday sun is overhead at 231°N it gives 
the longest day in the northern hemisphere and 
the shortest day in the southern. The reverse 
applies when the sun is overhead at 2312°S. 

SPIT Usually linear deposits of beach material 
attached at one end to land and free at the other. 

SPRING TIDE A tide of greater than average 
range occurring at or around the times of the 
new and full moon. 

SQUALL A sudden, violent wind, often 
associated with rain or hail; frequently occurs 

under cumulonimbus clouds. 

STALACTITE A deposit of calcium carbonate, 
rather like an icicle, hanging from the roof of a 
cave. 

STALAGMITE A deposit of calcium carbonate 
growing up from the floor of a cave due to the 
constant drip of water from the roof. 
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STANDARD TIME The officially established time, 
with reference to Greenwich Mean Time, of a 
region or country. 

STEPPE Mid-latitude grasslands with few trees, 
most typically found in USSR. 

STORMSURGE Changes in sea level caused by 
extreme weather events, notably the winds in 
storms. 

STRAIT A narrow passage joining two large 
bodies of water. 

STRIAE Scratches of a rock surface due to the 
passage over it of another rock of equal or 
greater hardness. 

SUBDUCTION ZONE An area where the rocks 
comprising the sea floor are forced beneath 
continental rocks at a plate margin to be 
reincorporated in the magma beneath the 
earth’s crust. 

SUBSEQUENT RIVER A stream which follows a 
course determined by the structure of the local 
bedrock. 

SUBSIDENCE Usually applied to the sinking of air 
in the atmosphere or the downward movement 
of the earth’s surface. 

SUBSOIL The layer of weathered material that 
underlies the surface soil. 

SUDD Floating vegetable matter that forms 
obstructive masses in the upper White Nile. 

SUNSPOT Relatively dark regions on the disk of 
the sun with surface temperature of about 
4500K compared to the more normal 6000K of 
the rest of the surface. 

SURGE Asudden excess over the normal value, 
usually of a flow of material (Soil, ice, water). 

SWELL Along, perturbation (usually wavelike) of 
a water surface that continues beyond its cause 
(eg a strong wind). 

TAIGA The most northerly coniferous forest of 
cold temperature regions found in Canada, 
Alaska and Eurasia. 

TECTONIC Concerned with the broad structures 
of the earth’s rocks and the processes of 
faulting, folding and warping that form them. 

TETHYSOCEAN An ocean formed in the 
Palaeozoic Era which extended from what is 

now the Mediterranean Sea eastwards as far as 

South-east Asia. 

THERMOCLINE A layer of water or a lake or sea 
that separates an upper, warmer, oxygen-rich 
zone from a lower, colder, oxygen-poor zone 
and in which temperature decreases by 1°C for 
every metre of increased depth. 

THRUST FAULT A low-angle reverse fault. 

THUNDERSTORM A ccloud in which thunder and 
lightning occur, usually associated with heavy 
precipitation and strong winds. 

TIDALBORE A\large solitary wave that moves up 
funnel-shaped rivers and estuaries with the rising 
tide, especially spring tides. 

TIDALCURRENT The periodic horizontal motions 
of the sea, generated by the gravitational 
attraction of the moon and sun, typically of 
1ms~ ' on continental shelves. 

TIDE The regular movements of the seas due to 
the gravitational attraction of the moon and sun, 
most easily observed as changes in coastal sea 
levels. 

TOPOGRAPHY The configuration of a land 
surface, including its relief and the position of its 
natural and man-made features. 

TOR Anexposure of bedrock usually as blocks 
and boulders, forming an abrupt, steep sided 
culmination of a more gentle rise to the summits 
of hills. Famous tors exist on Dartmoor. 

TORNADO A violent, localized rotating storm 
with winds of 100ms~' circulating round a funnel 
cloud some 100m in diameter. Frequent in mid- 

western USA. 

TRADE WIND Winds with an easterly component 
which blow from the subtropic high pressure 
areas around 30° toward the equator. 

TROPICAL CYCLONE See hurricane 

TROPOSPHERE The portion of the earth’s 
atmosphere between the earth’s surface and a 
height about 15—20km. This layer contains 
virtually all the world’s weather. Mean 
temperatures decrease and mean wind speeds 
increase with height in the troposphere. 

TSUNAMI Sea-surface waves caused by 
submarine earthquakes and volcanic activity. 
Popularly called tidal waves. 

TURBULENCE Chaotic and apparently random 
fluctuations in fluid flow, familiarly seen in the 
behaviour of smoke, either from a cigarette, a 
chimney or a volcano. 

TUNDRA Extensive, level, treeless and marshy 
regions lying polewards of the taiga. 

TYPHOON A term used in the Far East to 
describe tropical cyclones or hurricanes. 

UMBRA A region of total shadow, especially in 

an eclipse. 

UPWELLING The upward movement of deeper 
water towards the sea surface. 

VARVE Asediment bed deposited in a body of 
water within the course of one year. 

VOE An inlet or narrow bay of the Orkney or 
Shetland Islands. 

VOLCANIC ASH 

VOLCANO § An opening through which magma, 
molten rock ash or volatiles erupts onto the 
earth’s surface. Also used to describe the 
landform produced by the erupted material. 
(see picture below left) 

WADI An ephemeral river channel in deserts. 

WARMFRONT An atmospheric front whereby, 
as it passes over an individual on the ground, 
warm air replaces cold. 

Ash emitted from a volcano. 

WATERFALL A vertical or very steep descent of 
water in a stream. 

WATERSHED A boundary dividing and 
separating the areas drained by different rivers. 

WATERSPOUT A funnel-shaped, rotating cloud 
that forms occasionally over water when the 
atmosphere is very unstable. Akin to tornadoes 
which occur over land. 

WATER TABLE The level below which the ground 
is wholly and permanently saturated with water. 

WAVE HEIGHT The vertical extent of a wave. 

WAVELENGTH The horizontal extent of a wave, 

most easily seen as the distance along the 
direction of wave movement between crests or 

troughs. 

WAVEPERIOD The time taken for a complete 
cycle of the oscillation occurring within a wave. 

WAVEVELOCITY The velocity of a wave form, 
best seen by concentrating on one part of the 
wave such as its crest or trough. 

WEATHERING The alteration by physical, 
chemical and biological processes of rocks and 
sediments in the top metres of the earth’s crust. 
So called because this material is exposed to the 
effects of atmospheric and atmospherically 
related conditions. 

WEATHER ROUTEING Choosing a route for a ship 
or aeroplane to minimise the deleterious effects 
of weather. 

WESTERLIES Winds with a westerly component 
occurring between latitudes of about 35° and 
60°. The whole regime forms a ‘vortex’ around 
each of the poles and forms a major element in 
world climate. 

WHIRLWIND A general term to describe rotating 
winds of scales up to that of a tornado, usually a 
result of intense convection over small areas. 

WILLY-WILLY Australasian term for a tropical 

cyclone or hurricane. 

WINDSHEAR The variation of speed or direction 
or both of wind over a distance. 

YARDANG A desert landform, usually but not 
always, of unconsolidated material, shaped by 
and lying roughly along the direction of the wind. 

ZENITH § A point that is vertically above the 
observer: the opposite of nadir. 

ZOOPLANKTON One of the three kinds of 
plankton, including mature representatives of 
many animal groups such as Protozoa and 
Crustacea.
