This  atlas  provides  basic  information  about  each  of 
the  nearly  200  countries  in  the  world  and  about  the  50 
states  of  the  United  States.  A  full  page  is  provided  for 
each  country  and  two  for  each  state  with  information 
including  a  color  map  showing  both  populated  places 
and  major  natural  features,  a  locator  map,  a  fact  box 
containing  important  information  about  the  country  or 
state,  and  a  representation  of  the  country  or  state  flag 
with  interesting  information  about  it. 

Additional  information  is  provided  in  tables  showing 

country  capitals  and  membership  in  international  orga- 
nizations, communications,  longest  rivers,  tallest  moun- 

tains, and  largest  lakes.  There  is  also  a  country  by  coun- 
try listing  showing  many  of  the  largest  cities  with  their 

geographical  coordinates. 

This  colorful,  portable  book  was  created  by  the  Car- 
tography Department  of  Encyclopaedia  Britannica  in 

association  with  the  editors  of  Merriam-Webster,  and  is 
designed  to  help  readers  visualize  the  changing  world  in 
which  we  live  in  a  handy,  affordable  format.

Guide  to  Map  Projections 
Technically,  the  earth  is  not  round  but  is  flattened  at  the  poles  and  takes 

a  shape  most  accurately  described  as  an  ellipsoid.  The  deviation  from  a 
perfect  sphere  is  relatively  minor,  and  although  the  distinction  is  of  critical 
importance  in  surveying  and  geodesy,  for  most  purposes  it  can  be  assumed 
that  the  earth  is  spherical. 
A  globe  is  the  only  true  means  of  representing  the  surface  of  the  earth  and 

maintaining  accurate  relationships  of  location,  direction,  and  distance,  but 
it  is  often  more  desirable  to  have  a  flat  map  for  reference.  However,  in  order 

for  a  round  globe  to  be  portrayed  as  a  flat  map,  various  parts  of  the  globe's 
surface  must  stretch  or  shrink,  thereby  altering  the  geometric  qualities 
associated  with  it.  To  control  this  distortion,  a  systematic  transformation 

of  the  sphere's  surface  must  be  made.  The  transformation  and  resultant 
new  surface  is  usually  derived  mathematically  and  is  referred  to  as  the  map 
projection. 

An  infinite  number  of  map  projections  can  be  conceived,  but  the  only 
ones  which  are  effective  are  those  projections  which  ensure  that  the  spa- 

tial relationships  between  true  (known)  locations  on  the  three-dimensional 
sphere  are  preserved  on  the  two-dimensional  flat  map. 
The  four  basic  spatial  properties  of  location  are  area,  angle,  distance,  and 

direction.  No  map  projection  can  preserve  all  four  of  these  basic  properties 
simultaneously.  In  fact,  every  map  will  possess  some  level  of  distortion  in 
one  or  more  of  these  dimensions.  The  map  surface  can  be  developed  such 
that  individual  properties  are  preserved  to  a  certain  extent,  or  that  certain 

combinations  of  properties  are  preserved  to  some  extent,  but  every  pro- 
jection is,  in  some  way,  a  compromise  and  must  distort  some  properties  in 

order  to  portray  others  accurately. 

Choosing  a  Map  Projection 

The  question  of  which  map  projection  is  best  might  be  better  stated  as 
which  map  projection  is  most  appropriate  for  the  intended  purpose  of  the 
map.  For  example,  navigation  demands  correct  direction,  while  road 
atlases  will  be  concerned  with  preserving  distance.  Another  important 

consideration  is  the  extent  and  area  of  the  region  to  be  mapped.  Some  com- 
mon guidelines  include  the  use  of  cylindrical  projections  for  low  latitudes, 

conic  projections  for  middle  latitudes,  and  azimuthal  projections  for  polar 
views.  World  maps  are  rather  special  cases  and  are  commonly  shown  on  a 
class  of  projection  that  may  be  neither  equal-area  nor  conformal,  referred 
to  as  compromise  projections,  typically  on  an  oval  grid.

The  white  0  is  the  initial  letter  of  the  state 
name,  while  the  use  of  stars  and  stripes  and  the  colors  red, 
white,  and  blue  clearly  honor  the  national  flag.  The  17  stars  in 
the  flag  recall  that  Ohio  was  the  17th  state  to  join  the  Union.
