RODE a horse gfoo miles in two

and a half vears. From Argeéntina

I came north, over cold, harren,
16,000-foot ranges ; then down into steamy
jngles; across the Isthmus of Panama, up
through Central America and Mexico, and
w0 10 the United States,

I reached Washington with the same
twi horses with which [ started—ponies
that were 15 amd 16 years old when my
ride began,

Remote from cities and seaports—far
from white men's haonts—ran much of
my lonely trail, Ome night camp might
he pitched far from any human habita-
tion : ngain, | ate amd slept with ancient
Indian tribes in stone villages older than
the Ineas.

O high adventures, harrbreadth escapes,
and deeds of darng, there were few; yet
in all the annals of exploration I doubt if
any traveler, not excepting Mareo Polo
himself, lad more leisure than 1 to see and
understand the people, the amimals and
plant life of the cauntries traversed.

THE TRIF WAS UNDFRTAKEX To TROVE
THE METTLYE O0F HORSES

Many persons ask why 1 undertook the
ride from Buenos Aires to ‘Washmgton.

So [ should. perhaps, explain just how the
project origmated.

Now, | am not a gaucha, as cowhovs of
ihe pampas are called. By professon 1
am a teacher, having held positions as such
n Epgland and in Argentina. To ex-
plain the chief reasen why | made this
long and difficult ride, Tomst give a bref
history of the Argentive criollo, or native
hiorse.

In the vear 1535 Pedro de Mendosm,
Fovmnder nf Buenos Aires, brought to At-
pentitiy-a large number of parebred Ara-
ian horses,  Later, especially during In-
dian disturbances, many such aninals were
turned loose or escaped,  Tnotime they in-
creased greatly in numbers and spread not
only over the pampas, but down to that
sotthern region of the contiment called
Patagonia,

Before the Spantards came, there were
no horses; as we now know the anmmal, in
any parts of the North or South American
comtinent=: but from the antmals intro-
duced by Mendoza a vipuroms breed de-
veloped,  Left to nature and having to re-
cist climatic extremes, hunger and thirst,
and attacks by both Indigns and  wild
heasts, it became a stirvival of the Attest

The inhabitants had dark complexions,
were obviously very poor, and lved in
spall el hts without wandows, A rail-
rodcd croszes this wretched region ; its sta-
tions are few and far between, but at least
they furnished me fresh water, which =
hanled i by tram for the use of the few
residdent employees. This water is so pre-
cionrs that they pat it in cisterns which are
secured by padlocks; to prevent its theft.

The public markets of Santago are a
revelution to the visitor. At the fower
market one can find every wvarnety of
oot for which Chile is famous (see
Color Plate X1), Such roses | have never
seent except i Montevideo,  Among the
wild flowers are the copthue, the rogy Tell
of a slim vine clinging to trees in the
southern woodland ; the flaming Tropao-
Iim speciosum, which mantles the hedge-
row 3 the brilliant blue crocus, that hes n
sheets on Andean foorhills; the turquoise
sl polden puvas, which form o striking
feature of many a Chilean landscape.

There are two general markets, '-1Lu one
vo the fadies who do their own marketing.
It is a typical South American market,
aving ot only meats, vegetildes, anil
other pricduce, hut all kinds of wares—
hisrsehair baskets, cages of love bards, and
the like, Here are great strings of tiny
species of hirds, ready to form thi base for
wime sort of soup.  There are quivering
piles of tiny transparent lnrvie of native
fishies which will go into anather type of
wyipy concoction.

But whoever fails 1o see the other
market, #scross the miver, where milady
seldam goes, bt where her maid usaally
shupis, misses one of the most interesting
sights in South Americi ; for here comes
animmimerable train 6f high-wheeled carts
and wigons, bhringing the fmest as=ortment
of fruits amd vegetalles this writer has
ever seen: oranges and lemons n pro-
fusion, carrots and cabbages by the load,
that are of blne-ribbon-winmng size ; ber-
vies, plams, grapes, and pears seemingly
intent om hreaking the record for Inscious-
ness, Al of these proclaim the richness
af the sofl and the perfection of middle
Chile's chimate.

A CANAAN IN THE aANDES

Cine wonld hike to turmn nside and visit
thie hvdroelecteie plants of La Florida and
Maitenes, where the water from the mel-
ing &nows of the Andes is transformerd
nta the clectric power that moves the
trans between Santingo and Valparasso
and across the Cordillerns, | visited them
on a Sunduy with the American engmeer
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who planned the Mauatenes plant, after hav-
mg buily the g mstallatnions at Gudna-
juato, Mexico, and after having developed
high-tension transnussion by the erection
of steel towers, supgested by the tamikar
stee] windmill derrick—an engineering «e-
parture that has increasedl transmissitn
voltages perhaps tenfold.

The rom! from the Santingo Valley to
the Maitenes power plant s many miles
mg.  As one motors across the nose of 2
vidge which muoloses the little plain and
looks down upon @ miniature community
nestling at the base of the main mosumntain,
he Beholds a scene of transcendent beauty.
All of the workmen's cottages, the guest
Iwlire, the supermtendent’s houses; anil the
power structures are built of gray con-
erete, with red tile toof s, and teimmed] with
white (see illustration, page 242).

Thas little Canaan of green, with its de-
lightiully contrasting building=. surrounded
by mountams that run the gamnt of the
color scale, and all overlooked by the
rajestic white-clad Cordilleras, makes a
pictore that would thnll the most blase
traveler.

Here the housing conditons of Iabor
were many hundred per cent saperior to
those enjoved m mative eivcles. These com-
munities everywhere seemed 1o me to be

lighthouses of hope for the masses of
Chile,

COPPER COMTPTANIES PROVIDE MODELN
HOUSES TOR WIOREEHRS

At the great copper mines of Chugunci-
mata the traveler also Gnids exeellent hows-
ing comditions. Here is a2 modern indus-
frinl city of 20,000 inkahitants, with
“eviry convenience of civilized life, moa
region that can harely support a dozen
Lindes of grass” |

Chomqiticamata is an outstanding menn-
ment to enterprise and industry,

The mine brings its power from the
coast at Toeopulla, where it is generate]
from imported conl, -and brings itz water
supply in three pipe lines run through
the Cordilleras on the Bolivian border,
Twelve thonsand tons of sweet, cool water
wre delivered to Chaguicamata every day.
From the loading tracks at the smelier
atoo00000 pomds of copper are cent
every yvear to the brass works and wire

mills of the industrial world and thence
to the four corners of the earth.

The mine itself is older than Chilean
history, tor it was worked by the natve
Indians many centories before the advett
of Almagro; bot it was tot until 15 venrs
apo that it was made to bring real life to
this stretch of the Atacama Desert.

The operating company appreciates full
well the costhiness of a force of hard-hit-
ten, floating workers, and it realizes that
the long-run success of the enterprise de-
pends on permanent laborers, well fed,
well housed, and well trained.  Conse-
quently it hos spent millions of dollars in
liying out strects, erecting concreie houses
and providing schools, hospitals, motion-
picture houses, and everything that is con-
ducive to the well-being of the working
force.

BYCOXE CONDITIONS AT CHUQUICAMA'TA

The memories of the past at Chugui-
cimata are those of one of the wilidest
mining camps in the world,  Old-timers it
at the beer tables and tell of the turbulent
days, They tell wild tales of Placilla, the
empty houses of which are still standing
immediately above the mine—tales of
shooting and stabbing, of almost every
kricwn form of vice and violenee : for not
noman, woman, or child in Placilla®s large
cemetery is supposed to have died a nat-
ural death.

"Punta de Rieles still flourdshes, al-
though to a diminishing degree. Tt stil)
receives its quota every pay day and sends
s guota ﬂ? d-‘m‘mg-:_‘fl goods to the hos-
pitals for repair -and to the church for
fiial rites; but the increased vigilance of
the carabineros and the decrease of its
populition as compared to Chuguicamata’s
growth are ever lessening the damapge
Punta de Rieles is doing."

My farewell to Chile wis one that will
long be remembered. Our train left San-
tingo in the min and rfan to Llay-Liay,
There two cars were detached, and in these
we proceeded to Los Andes.  There, in the
foothills of the Andes, with the roaring
Aconcagua River running past the station,
we transferred to the Transandine nar-
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row-gnuge rack-and-pinion railway that
was to carry us to Mendoza, in Argentina.

At Rio Blaonco the climbing hegan in
denidliest earnest. No word pieture gives
any conception of the grandewr of the
towering, snow-clad peaks. From there
to the entrance of the summit tunnel at
Caracoles lies what veteran travelers re-
mard as perhaps the grandest rock scenery
i the world,

As our train putfed up those heavy
grades; the side walls of the ¢éars now and
again rubbed against the packed snow on
either side of the track. Here a sickly sun
peeped through the clouds, there we were
wrapped in dreary solitude by impanetia-
e mists, and elsewhere we could look
down to the truck over which we had just
come, several thoosand feet below, When
we reached the summit tummel the clowds
settled diown Er.ml:' aveT 1S,

In the middle of the tunnel we ernssed
the Continental Divide, and my hopes of
seeing Aconcagua again sank to zero: hu
ne we emerged from this burrow throngh
the mountains the fops and clonds, the
mists and the rain, had vamished. The
Argentine side offtred no abiding place for
them. It wis as cold and crisp here as it
had been fogey on the Chilean side.

VALE, ACONCAGUA !

As we came down a little way we crossed
a high bridge over a river that joined the
main stream which we were skirting, and
as-we looked northward there stood Mount
Aconcagua again, in all her glory.

The western sun lad disappeared below
the horizon and had written the shadows
of the dividing rdge on the buttressing
monntaine 1o our right ; but the list 10,000
feet of Aconcagua’s heights, towering
above her neighbors as a mountain above
a mole hill, were bathed in sunshine. Her
robes of spotless snow were trimmed with
the silvery sheen of eterpal glacial ice,
Owver her floated a white cloud of the size
ariel shape of her head, and the mvs of the
eveéning sim, boming it to pold, made one
feel that Nature wns pressing the shining
crawn of the ages upon the brow of the
mountain queen of the Western Waorld.
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CRUISING TO CRETE

Four French Girls Set Sail in a Breton Yawl for the
Island of the Legendary Minotaur

Tl‘lHEE. weeks Dbefore the date
fixed for our departure we had
not vet [owd a boat, The crow
was ready, awaniting only a telegram, We
were, however, somewhat seattereld.  The
captain, Hermine de Saussure, wis work-
ing alomg the coast of Provence ; the mate,
Ella Maillart, was cruising on an English
yacht, in the Channel; the commissary-
doctar, Yvonne de Saussure, was direct-
ute her school of dramutic art in Geneva,
and the seaman-boatswain-cook, Marthe
(uli, was harvesting her hay in southern
France.

At Tast, the gr-vear-old motorless Bréton
viowl Heomita was found in the handa of
her thirtieth owner, and in less than three
weeks she wae repaired and outfitted by
the crew, which had assembled at the Vieux
ort (O1d Harbor) of Marseille, where
Inrge sailing ships are becaming very rare,
alas!

O July 7 we passed under the Trans-
parter Bridze on the way to:Ajaccio, Cor-
R

In order to reach Ajaccio it was neces-
sary to touch at Porguerolles, m  the
Hyeres Lslands, which resembiles a beanti-
ful forest of pines planted in the midst of
the sex. Here a Provencal tartan, a small
consting vessel of the Mediterranean. of-
iered us a bowmllabarsse, and under the
chaperonage of an old, tetired seanmn,
affectionately called “the admiral,” we had
a lelightful party on board an Tabian hrig
anchored in the roadstead, What a miem-
ory to cherish i1s that of those Tialian songs,
sung by superh male voices, with the melo-
dwes riging, from the group around the
captain, at the foot of the great mast, to

“the criel-and divine heaven of vovages"!

THE CREW

The western Mediterranean greeted us
with disheariening calms alternated with
squalls. We took three days and four
nights to cover the distance hetween Por-

queralles and Ajacoo, and a sort of tradi-
tion seeméed to establish jtself, Regardless
of the length of a trip, it was almost invari-
ably made in three days and four nights.
This meant three days and four ﬂ;ghtﬁ. of
opent sea, ahsolute hiberty, no land, and

We took tums at the helm, eves fixed
upot the compass and upon the sals, One
person was generally sufficient for a watch.

“Well," sard he, “I cannot imagine four
voung Englishmen who in any case could
thus amuse themselves in each other’s
company. At the end of several days they
wotild he hored to death.”

THE "BONTTA RIDES THROUGH A TEMPEST

It was oo the 2o0-mile erossing, between
Sardinm amd Sicily, that the tempest—the
nevitable tempest of all adventore—sur-
prised ns.

ENTERTAINED ON A BRITISH FLAGREIF

The date of our meeting with the British
scpmidran drew near and the most difficult
passage of the crise remaned to be -
compilished—some 3o0 miles of open sea,
in particularly dangerous waters, with the
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up on her long voyage. Three days later
we abandoned her to go to Crete, where it
i5 impossible 'to find a safe harbor for a
smmall satlboat.

Many people were surprised that we
should have taken pleasure m traveling
I mine weeks, and at a cost of so much
effort, a route which cin be covered easily
in five days by stcamer !

But i navigating our bopt we olituined
a better understanding of the geographic
value of sach words as “port of call”
“harbor,” and eurrent.”  Also, from our
similar experiences, we anderstood better
the difficulties, needs, and pleasures—even
the very spirit—ol ancient vovagings.

It these places were not visited in 3
small sarling vessel, one would rarely reach
the hidden spots or anderstand their life.
An island must not be approached too
abruptly, and nothing grepares one for
better than a slow arrival from the gea,

This rruise was trily a prelude to oor
tnp to Urete, and it furmshed us with
many poimnts of comparison with the other
isipnds of the Mediterranean.

OUR ARHIVAL 1IN CRETE

About 15 hours from Pireos, after hav-
g skirted the islands of Melos and An-
timelos o the Cyclades group, the Tong
mountainons  profile of Crete became
visihle,

Mythology explains that one of the
Cyelades, Delos, was a floating, vagrant

island until Zeus, the sovereipn master .

of Olympus, anchored it to permit Leto,
persecuted by the jealons Hera, to find a
refuge. Here it was that Leto gave arth
to Apollo and Artemis, som and daophter
of Zeus himself. Legend also relates that
Hera, furious at the frequent escapades of
Zeys in Crete, came from Olvmjies to sir-
prise her hushand and was suddenly trans:
formed by him into a Mock of stone [ the
island of Dha.or Standia), forever isolated
trom the northern const of Crete. A short
time lnter the remorseful god placed a lit-
tle cake m front of the petrified form of
the goddess: this 15 the reef at one end of
Din.  (This island is not to be confused
with Naxos, in the Cyclades, which also
biire the same name in ancient times. )
Creologists have told us their own story
of these Fgean islands,a story much more
dramatic than all the mvthological tales.
They tell us that formerly Greece and Azia
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Minor formed a single mass of land. Fal-
lowing. some mughty cataclysms, the crust
of this portion of the earth’s surface wis
submerged, only to be raised Iater to a high
altitwde, Then it fell once more.  There
remmin the moumtainous Greek peninsula,
western Asia Minor, and the countless
islands which mse from wneven depths.
Among them, in the south, is the lengthy
island of Crete.

Crete has &an area of about 3,300 squure
miles, being 160 miles long and varying
it width from 35 10 7745 miles. Bur wha
matter 160 miles m length?  They could
be traversed m a few hours at most by
railrvad—if there were railronds. [t takes
days amd dayvs to cover Crete by Jand from
one end to the other,

The more accessible sections of Crete
are now covered with i network of fairly
mportant highways, but in remote dis-
tricts the tveler mmst use the traditional
mieans of transportation—donkey or mule,
over traild or aneven paths. And if it is
necessary to adapt oneself to the fatigoe
and the nesds r:-i} one's animals, 1t 1% also
essentinl to take into account the aversion
which every Cretan feels at the prospect
of traveling at night !

FROM THE MOUNTAIN TO THE ILALIN

We traveled over Crete in every diroc-
tion and at all altitudes, The whole islanal
is dominated by the mountains which in-
tersect it. They melude the Lasithi range
in the east, with Mount Dicte ; the Pstlont,
with Mount Ida near the center of the
wshand, and to the west the White Moun-
tains, locally, and rightly, named the “Des-
erf of Stone,” “These peaks rise ta more
than 7,000 feet and are cavered with snow
e winter, bat in summer and exrly au-
tumn large herds of sheep praze oo the
slipes,

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CRUISING TO CRETLE

On a broad, elevated pass we sometimes
saw a straight line of windmills, aceasion-
ally as many os owenty or more, each
placed na specially advantagesus posttion
to cateh all the wind which the large wings
regpitire. The peasants from the villages
climb up to them with their donkeys lnden
with grain (see pages 267, 2068), On the
other hand, along the steep mountan slopies
water mills gre buoilt in the ravines, The
miills run only in winter, for dunng sum-
met thére is no ram ; hence no water.

GROTTUES WERE ONCE PLACES OF WORSHITY

While Crete has an extremely heavy
ramnfall, 1t 15 limited to the wet senson,
which cotmmences in Ckctober or Novem-
ber. The water accumulates and rushes
town the mountains in vialent torrents ; i
penetrates the soil and cirenlates through
a vast network of hmestone grottoes, It

wits in these grottoes, now a fairyland of

stulactites and stnlagmites, that the first in-
habitants of the island established the wor-
ship of their gods. To-day one finds among
thie rocks the altars and paraphernalia of
drcrent rites.

Some nf these grotioes are veritable

pits, nbo which one descends with the
aid of ropes. One readily appréciates the
mmpresson they must have produced on
the imagination of the men of other davs,
when one notes the respectiul awe they
still command.  The natives m their folk-
lore sull people these caves with mon-
strous men ard anmmmls.

Villages dot the borders of the Cretin
plaing, and the mhabatants come 1o ther
doors and smilingly invite the passer-hy
[0 enter.

Clccasionally we met a peasant om Ins
way to the village, carrving on his head a
basker overfowine with grapes. e would
atop, select the most heantiful ¢lster, and
affer them to us with touching simplicity.
When they were accepted he shewed his
delight by a burst of lanphter.

As the traveler passes over a “Pont du
Thable™ { Devil's Bridee ), which straddies
the deep bed of a torrent, the wvalley
widens, anid the alive trees seem to come
toward him, as if to weleame him to more
civilized surroondings.

In regions which are less protected
from the elements, the locust tree prows,
bt it i= hent and pmarled hy its hattle
with the violert north wind, There are

vingyards on the tllsides and vepetables
gruw in the river beds, which are ey in
summer, or on the thin layvers of fertile
soil which cover the stone of some of the
seashore plains.  Irogation is practiced in-
telligently : large windmills raise the water,
or norias grind away as the water s raised
pal By il from wells.

CITIES AND VILLAGES 0F CRETE SHUNNED
THE SEA

Formerly, all habitation ended and all
culbvation ceased at o certam distance
fronm the sea, and mast willages to-day are
Incated in a zone somewhat away fram the
coast { Tor, though the sea is the purveyor
of privisions and the best road for travel,
it was alén the haunt of pirates of old.
Thueswdides: wrate: “The old cities are
preterably established awny from the sen
becaiise of the pirates, who carried away
¢verything alomg the coast.”

There are many more farmers than
fishermien among the mhaltitants of the
constal zones of Crete, and this applies to
mast of the Mediterranean jslan The
villages have, however, estaldizhed a few
storehouses along the coast, and these pro-
vide a-sort pf step to the interior,

Wihile the mensce of piracy long since
disappenred, up to fifty vears ago the
Turks, asa measure to prevent smuggling,
irnwned npon coastal settlements.  The
frrst house at Haphios Nicolaws was il
i 1870 to-day the town has 1.200 inhab-
itants and 15 an export port.
